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The G.E.L,Church, formerly known as the German Mission till 1919,
is the first organised society.te include in its programme ¢ h e
work of imparting elementary education in the diestriet of Ranchi,
By 1852, the then German Mission had started several regular class-
es and village schools mostly in the southern and western portion
of the district., It was really & difficult task to start schools

in those days, Children had to be collected inspite of cppositions
from their parents. The Zemindars locked at the missionaries with
suspicion and discouraged the efforts of the missionaries for their
own reasons. There was no fee system. Gradually however, levy of
fee was introduced and the intending pupils attended classes and

so village schools grew gradually,

Detail statistics are noiu available, sinse the valuable mission
records were destroyed or lost during the last two World Wars,
However, it is a faet that the first two schools were started
at Hanchi which were a boarding schools. With the establishment
of various mission stations in the district, several bDoarding ee
schools were started %o cater to the educational needs of the
villages situated round about those stations. In the second stage
village schools were started with the sctive help and support of
the indian Christians themselves. In 1867, the two boarding Schools
at Ranchi (one for the boys and one for zirls) had 80 boys and
girl pupils, Besides, already about 300 boys and girls were reading
in vhe same year in various villa s schools. It may be noted that
only in few of che mission stations (whish had bearding schools)
separate schools for boys and girla were started but in majority of
the cases village schools had Co-education. It is still there to-thise
dey, This was so because it was easier for the management to give
primary education to the girls. Moreover, it was very difficult to
gat female teachers for the village schools, fhere were other reasons
or not having so many separate gchools for girls,

In 1871-73 there were 16 primary Boarding schools with 380 boys

and girls. At the end of i&?& the number of schools increased to

63 with 1068 boys and 35 girls meking a total of 1103 pupils, Inspite
of agrarian troubles in this discrict, in the year 1895 there was

one High School at Hanchi i.e, the Gossner High School, i Middle
bnglish Schools and 94 Primary Schools with 2 total roll of 2320
(1925 boys and 395 girls). Thes in 1912 the number of liigh Sechools

and Middle English Schools remsined static but the number of Primary
Schools incressed to 187 with a tetzl in all types of schools rising
to 3229 i.e., boys - 2767 and girls - 462, In the next two ﬂaars in
1914 the numcer of Primary Schools rose to 295 (number of High Schools
and M,E, Schools remaining stasic) with a total roll of 8223 (boys
6451 and girls 1772). Then in 1915 there was 1 High School, 6 Middle
Bngddsh Schools and 260 Primary Schools, 1t seems some of the Primary
schools were cloced due to economic reascn. The World War I had
already begun and with that the Mission received limited money to

run the schools. It was also difficult to obtain the services of
educated peopls @s village school tLeachers since meny of them joined
the Army whe saw active service abroad,

During the War period the Cerman Missionaries had to be repatriated

&énd the mission properties were confiscated as alljen properties,
During this period the administration and management of the U.i.L,
Church sehocls changed hands to the Anglican bBishop of Chotanagpur,
it appeared for sometime that this mission would collapse with all
its educational and other charitable institutions. lowever, alternate
nrrangpnents were made and the scnools were steadied. In 1917 all
schools closed in 1915 were revived and the number of Primary Schools
was again 295,

During 1918 and 1919 this church was in the danger of liquidation
due to the long absence of the missionaries. All foreign subsidies
were stopped. This situation affected the institutions very mcch

and thelr condition was deploravle. The year 1919 saw the autonomy
of the Church, since then this society is called a Church and not

& mission. #As is natural , real difficulties cropped up afier the
autonowy of the Church. That meens the burden of administering and
managing Lne sflfairs of the church and Ake instivutions rested soley
on the shoulders of the local Christians. In order to tide over

the difficulties, this church agreed to have & body called the
Advisory Soard which includes representatives of scme foreign bodies
through which arrangements to obtain financial assistance from

- individuals and soclities for the aid of the schools was nade., In
1920 the Advisory Doard was abolished and thereafter the full
responsibility of running the institutions rested with the local
church., This change in the administration and responsibilit

affected the schools and so in 1921 there was 1 Kigh 3choo{, 6 M.E.
schools and 208 Primary Schools with 4764 boys and 1483 girls or

a total of 6247 pupils,

The economic depressign of the twentfes very much affected the schools.
During war years famine hal affected the cconomic condidtions of

the people. This not only reduced the number of schocl children

but reduced the number of schools too. By this time several village
schools were started by otvher agencies and some of the schools changed
hands to other missions working in the district. Again mamy of the
village schools were either closed or passed hand Lo the distriet
Board, The Church already began negotiatioa with the distriet Board,
for handing over some schools to thems In 1926 this church ran only

1 High School, 6 M.E. Schools and 193 Primary Schools, by this the
affect of great economic depression can be understood, This same
Ffigure persisted in 1932 when out of 193 Primary Schoocls 96 of them
were handed over to the district Board. The Total roll in this year
was 3898 4ncluding 1024 girl students. In 1936 the same aunLsr

- remained with a total of 7865 studenis including girls,

In 1938-39 there were= 1 High School, 6 M.E. Schools and 160 Primary
Schools. In M.E. and Primary Schools there wsire 3850 boys and R&egRxx
1623 girl students, Out of 160 Primary Schoouls 85 were under the
management of the Ranchi district Board, In 1940 one M.E. School

was added. fhe Total rell of Primary Schocls was - bBeys-52F-pupbie--
Boys - 2874 and Girls - 1024, In the High g§chool altogether thsre
were 527 pupils including 34 girls, In 1942 there were 2 High

Schools ( including a proposed one), 9 M.E. schools and 160 Primery
dcinoolse in 1944 there were 3 High ~chools including 2 proposed .k,
Sehools, 9 M,£, Schools and 109 Primary Schools with 2457 boys and

423 girls. Ten years later in 1954 there were 4 recognised and 8 Prope
osed H,E, Scheccls, 11 M.k, Schcols and 156 Frimary Schools (recognised
and unrecognised) with 6042 boys and 3253 girls, Loday chere Ere

6 recognised and 6 proposed High Schools, 11 M.&. Schools and 172
Primary Schools with 6820 boys and 3861 girls,

It may be seen from the above figures that figures of schools differ
from time to time, ‘he reasons are many i.e., there were many proposed
Primery schools which had to be ¢losed for fimancial and other reasons,
In large number of cases due to the efforts of local congregations

or Christian or other public pwoposed schools were opened, but
generally it took much time ro receive proper attention and recoge
aition; failing which schools were closed. It was always said,

and rightly said by the departmental officers thst no new schools
should be opened without its previous permission. Even If the
departmental permission was sought, in large number of cases, no
permission was ever received. The local chiristians and the publoe

in an effort to give their children at least some elementary education
insisted for starting a school. The Church therefore started Primary
schools here and ther. In this process some schocl survived and many
were abolished as there was much delay in departmental recogrivion.
This 1s one reason why there wos decline in the number of school
going children from year Lo year,
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In the posu-war period this church starved as many as 1l Proposed iigh
Schools in the district; out of which today 5 have received full departe
mental recognition, 2 partialdy recognised and 4 are still proposed
schools. One of the recognised High Schools is a girls school at Ranehi
It must be noted that fer this work the credit goes to the Christian
publie of this church who have 2lweye evinced keep interest in the
field of education. Although this church hos limited resources et

her disposal, still she was alle to start so many schools &8 & poste
war develepment scheme, It has been the experience in this district

and elsewiecre that people had suffered and lost mary an epportunity inm
the alssnce of schovls. Public could not have waited for a long time
and expected che Covernment to open schools. Hence so many proposed
schools. Ye feel sauisfied that at least we have through our several
proposed Primary, Middle and High Schools turned out hundres of bays
and girls who h=ve Eassed through university edueation, many of whom
are well placed in life. Fluctuating figures of our schools and pupile
in the last 100 yeurs may create a very unsatisfactory impression

about the state of affairs but the amount of yeoman's service this
church has done in the field of education in this pericd inspite of
uncertainities cannot be denied. :

It is heartening to know that the Governement have now made &

therough survey about the ewéa educational opportunities in the villages
and they are goingis opem larsze number of schools in this district.

We wish that this Lasgk is ecarried out to the finish and every children
of our country 1s educated,

GIRLS' SCHOOL

In comparision to number of boys schools the girls section has a

sad feature, Till very recently no special provision could be made
by the Church for &ccelerating the girls education in the district.
The girls were giveu educatior in the boys schools under co-education
gystem, particularly in the primary and middle schools., There was,
not at all any arrangement for their higher education, On the other
hand there were only very few girls school, Till to-day there are
only 6 girls' schools. Out of © schoolds 1 is & High school and rest
are primary schools. The girls education did not inecrease due to the
fact that there were no separate schools for girls snd the treined
lady teachers were also not eesily available from the very beginming,
to be appeointed in the girl schools. The female teachers had to go
either to Deoghar or Patna but it was not possible for all intending
ones due to financial and other reasuns, Moreover, there was no
opportunity te prosecute higher studies in the High Schools, In the
most the girls schools were only up te § th standard. The Middle
Sc¢hool euestion was gigen to them in the boys schools., There was a
complete absence of ﬁigh Schools for girls.

In 1941 the need of a girls' High School at Hanchi wis felt and the
Church Younecil of the U,k.b,church decided to start s Girls' High
School avtached to sethesda Girls' Middle School at Hanchi. This High
School obtained recognition of the department in 1947 which is at

resent known as Bethesdas Girls' High School. This is an only High

chool 4in the G.h.L,Church, A Womens' Iraining School was started
in 1948 attached to DBethsde Girls' fiigh Sehool which now heolding
classes separately. At present the G.b.L.Church is running 1 High
Sghool, & Primary Schools 4in 2ll,

The Uerman Missionaries of this church who were repatriated
during the world Wart I of 1914-13 had not returned ani were
not allowed by the them Belulsh Covernment to even remit
foreign money. [his Louid upon the finances of che young
autonomous church, which nad csken up the gre t :aagoaaibility
of supporting its educational instltutions spread throughout
tihe district.

With vhe spread of educavion oppertunities opened for educauted
paople who sought for betler jovs in preference to becoming
school Ceachers. Dearth of teachers was, thercfore, one of the
reasons why several village schools ahd to Le closed. It must

be noted that tne educabed persons ol .he villages voluntarily
or with nominal renumeration helped run village I'rimary schools,
sgonomic pressure and availability of opportunities led them
away elsewiere thereby depriving the village schools of the

good services of these youngmen.

It has been observed that the teachers dare

deputed to training haphazardly by the Pub-inspector of
schools of the area without considering position of the schools.
As a result sometimes singly teacher schools are deserted in
the absence of appoint of new teachers in time., Also it has
been observed that the female teachers are deputed to training
in the institutions where there is no provision of admitling
female candidates and as such they are f.refused admission.
In the case of male teachers also due to influx of trainees
for admission in the training institutions they donot
et seat and as such they are made to go back to their
forﬁer posts but not retaken ih the schools for no fault
in their part.

Therefore authorities should prepare list of teachers
well in advance and sentl it to the Head oupervisor who will
consider the list and furnish the consolidated list to the
departmental authorities for approval of the list of teachers

to be deputed to training .

school money #was lost in the Chotnagpur Bank under liquidation,
I do not know what is true, since I know you have no account
in that bank.

It is now more than a year and you have not
even paid a single instalment.It is very unfortunate.You have
lowered my estimation before the firm.Please consider how
can I recommend any other school, if once the opinion Xz of
the firm becomes bad towards me or my institutions ? 1 have
to deal with them almost every now and then in respect of
many schools, primary, middle or high school.Who will respect
my recommendations ? 1 am sorry for all this.You will pay up
the amount alright, but what about the epimitem-er-confidence
reposed on me so long ?

Please, therefore,PAY UP the money within a
WEEK, and inform me of having done so.If you don't do it they

In this conrmectior I have to observe that 1 have alre dy
replied to your letter No, 369 of 5 th. March '59 urder my office nc
272/59 of 12 th. March '59, to which you sent me your letter No.429/ «
on I9 th, March '59, I semnt you my replies to your No.429/LR of 17.3.59
under my letter No.319/59 of I9 th, Maréh,I959 through per care of Sri
Boas Tiru, Headmaster of the Proposed Lutheran Middle School, Umbul-
bahaf a copy emclosed herewith), and I believe that was duly delivered
to you. It is really suprprisimg to me to find you referring to your
previous letter whem the matter has gone fuxther ahead through corr-
espondence from both the sides. - '

May I therefore request you to refer to my letter No,3I9/99
dated the I9 th. March '59 im which I have very clearly discussed all
the points with regard to the land im questiom. I have mo further pro-
posals to make before you thaa what I have said im there.l do not thimk
that our actiom im setting affft the lamd for the school im questionm
in the mammer that we have done is objectiomablie, umtemable, un-accep-
table or umworkable.We certainly are mot stamding .om the way of the
governnent by this arran;jement and we do not intemnd to by-pass govera-
ment rules and segulatioms,but in amn effort to comvimce you and your
department I have discussed all the points relevant in my letter under
refernce.It would be a pity,if for this, just this- you have to with-
draw further paymeamts to the school amd imstitute certificate case for
the purpose of realising the money that you have so far advanced for
the comstruction of the school - which has all been spert out as you
yourself know as a fact.

To-mprrow is the last day of the finanvial year I958-59.
I am requesting you to accept the resolution of the church couacil re:
allotment of lamrds to the Umbulbaha school, in place of the document
submitted to you earlier by the Rev. Namjan Horo of Umbulhaba (I have
already said that Rev. N.Horo did so without authority) amd allow che
school authorities to wk receive zmzamdimmixfimaicoma the amount
due to them as govermment subsidy. I understand that you have already
drawn the money from the Treasury amd the amousnt is with you for dis-
bursement, and as suclj, there will be mo difficulty in paying up tae
amount even after 31 st March.

In case you do not agree, we will prefer am appeal to
the govermment; amd I am convinced that we will be able to satisfy the
government.In case, eveh the government does not accept this arrange-~
ment, the matter cam only be decided through a process of law.

- I must memtion here that the church coumcil aad the J
school mamaging committee will not be bound, amd D&%mot bound by the f

declaration of Hev, Namjam Horo ir respect of the lamd i;,gygstion |

Under the circumstances the question of our
surrenderiag the land unconditiomally dves not arise,

As far as I know the full implications of the terms
and conditions were not fully explained to the school Managing
committee under which money was advanced to them. The person
or persons who underteok to receive money from you im the name
of the sehool and who pledged the land i question were not
authorised by us to do so. Under the cireumstances, 4 ghould
tiink that the money im question is refunded to you. Obviously
the arrangement made with you was ignorsntly done without
kaowing the full implications of the case,
