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LUSAKA ---- AS FROM the very first night of our five month long crusades in Zambia and Malawi,
Zambians were literally swept off their feet in what has been described so far as an unprecedented

move of the Holy Spirit.

Even the Zambian national newspaper, “National
Mirror'” heralded the miracles and totally un-
precedented move of the Holy Spirit in big
headlines.

Never has a newspaper published so many
photo’s of a crusade. With up to four column
coverage on the front page and double page
coverage on inside pages, they claimed in broad
headlines: “Faith healer takes Lusaka by Storm.”

In a lead article, under the heading ‘‘Reflection”,
the editor even quoted Scripture such as Mark
16:15-18. The complete article appears on pages 2
and 3 of this issue of Revival Report.

The impact of the crusade in Zambia surpasses
all other crusades. Africa has never been so ripe for
harvest as right now! And may God bless all our
faithful prayer partners for having the vision!

What a harvest of souls this has been! And we
will still be here up to the end of November.

It is common knowledge that a crusade normally
builds up from virtually little the first few nights and
reaches a climax halfway through.

But not in Lusaka. From the very first night the
blessings of God came pouring down. The tent was
packed to capacity. In fact, it was overflowing. And
things really started to happen the moment that
mass crowd sang the chorus ‘“Isn't the love of
Jesus something wonderful”.

Thousands vigorously participated from the very
beginning of what promised to be an outstanding
visitation of the Holy Spirit.

Christians present, said afterwards, ‘it was in-
credible!”

THIS week Lusaka's Matero Stadium is a hive of ac-
tivity. Every evening from 19h00 to midnight, God’s
Word is being preached from “roof tops’. Evangelist
Reinhard Bonnke of the Christ For All Nations
crusade from South Africa is giving out “‘the bread of
life".

The blind receive their sight, the lame walk, the
spiritually tired regain their strength. Miracles are
happening every day.

CFAN is fulfilling Christ's message of nearly 2000
years ago when He said: “Go ye into all the world and
preach the Gospel to every creature ... And these
signs shall follow them that believe. In My name they
shall cast out devils... they shall lay hands on the
sick and they shall recover.

On the second day of the two week crusade, four
blind people received their sight. The following day
two people left their crutches behind as they did not
need them any more and several scores of others had
demons cast out of them.

We totally agree with Evangelist Bonnke’s message
of Salvation and healing. After all, didn’t Christ dur-
ing His three years of ministry on this earth, spend
most of His time healing the sick?

The fact that CFAN has been able to demonstrate
Christ's powers to heal even this modern world and
our City, completely cancels the belief by some peo-
ple that sickness is the will of God.

God had called him when he was a
little boy in Germany ‘‘to take the
Gospel to the hearts in Africa.”

CFAN has reached out to
thousands of people in Southern
Africa. Congregations have been
known to assemble to more than
40 000 at some of the biggest
crusades in South Africa.

After some of Evangelist’s mysti-
fying sessions, crime is said to have
dropped in a South African
township by 30 percent.

Some criminals on being touched
by his teachings brought back a lor-

ryfull of things they have stolen.
Fridges and even cars were among
some of the things they brought
back to the CFAN crusade.

But Evangelist Bonnke emhasizes
that although physical healing is im-
portant, preaching is the greatest.

Does he have special healing
powers? Evangelist Bonnke, who
has come with a ministry team,
denies this, saying, it is the will of
God. ““I just act upon the Word.”’

Born in 1940, Evangelist Bonnke
had a Christian upbringing. His

father was a Pastor in the Pentecost
Church in Germany. He used to go
to Sunday School to learn about the
Scripture.

At ten he recalls, ‘““God called
me."" Not directly, he explains, but
through a preacher who delivered a
message which deeply touched him.
It was then that he made up his
mind to become a preacher. ‘I am
going to be a preacher.” Later he
went to Britian and studied
theology. He was later ordained
minister.

His first miraculous physical
healing was of a blind woman in
Lesotho. ““‘God asked me to pray
for the totally blind people.”’

““The result was tremendous.’’
The woman, so excited, rushed to

DOUBTING

the preacher and asked to be given a
book to prove that she could now
read.

No doubt there are a lot of doubt
ing Thomasses over these sessions
but only when they see will they
believe. Not everybody can get heal-
ed but Evangelist Bonnke says that
faith plays a very important role.

In some cases even those without
faith can get healed because *‘that is
God’s way of getting them.”

The most tangible thing which
has come up as a result of these ses-
sions which CFAN pride, are the
numerous assemblies which have
sprung up.

POLICY

Archbishop Emmanuel Milingo
of Zambia had done similar feats
for a number of years but the
Catholic Church intervened and
asked him to stop, saying it was not
in line with the Church’s policy.

What are Evangelist Bonnke's
views regarding that issue?

“*Even if it is not in the Church’s
interest,”’ he says, ‘‘it isin the Bible
and that is supreme. Church tradi-
tions should not come before the
Bible.”

Eres gentigend Mais hat, braut sie das
einheimische Bier, Chibuku genannt.
Doch die Geschéftsfrau Eres hat noch
einen Nebenberuf, von dem sie mir
erzihlte, als ich sie am nachsten Tag
wieder unter dem groBen Baum am
Kafue-FluB traf. Sie arbeitet nebenbei
als  witch", als Hexe also, doch die
genaue Bedeutung des englischen
Wortes ,witch" ist das nicht unbedingt.
Eres arbeitet eigentlich als Konkur-
renz ihres Mannes, der Krankenpfle-
ger im offentlichen Gesundheitszen-
trum ist — denn sie kuriert Kranke
durch magische Krafte, mit Heilkrdu-
tern, Zaubermitteln und durch Zauber-
spriiche. Obwohl medizinische Ver-
sorgung und Medikamente in den
Gesundheitszentren Sambias kosten-
los sind, gehen in Sambia heute noch
mehr als 50% der Bevolkerung zu
sogenannten ,witchdoctors®

.-« daB sie von nun an
liber Kréfte verfiigen
wiirde, Menschen
zu heilen.”

Die Honorare dieser ,witchdoctors®
sind unterschiedlich - Eres verlangt
fiir die Konsultation 5 Kwacha = hinzu
kommen dann die Kosten fiir die Medi-
kamente, die nochmals zwischen 5
und 20 Kwacha betragen kénnen. Es
begannvor 6 Jahren, erzéhite Eres, da
habe sie einen Traum gehabt, der ihr
sagte, daB sie von nun an tiber Kréfte
verfiigen wiirde, Menschen zu heilen.
Seit diesem Zeitpunkt sei sie als
Jwitchdoctor* tatig und habe schon
vielen Leuten geholfen.

Beiihrer ndchsten Konsultation durfte
ich dabeisein. Es war stockdunkle
Nacht, nur die dumpfen Trommel-
rhythmen und der Schein der Feuer-
stellen wiesen den Weg in das winzige
Dorf, in dem die Konsultation statt-
fand, Es handelte sich um zwei kranke
Frauen - die eine litt unter sténdigen
Kopfschmerzen, die andere bekam
keine Kinder.

Die Zeremonie war bereits in vollem
Gang; in der Mitte eines Kreises saBen
die beiden kranken Frauen, darum her-
um ein Kreis singender Menschenund
zwei Trommler. Eres tanzte in der Mitte
des Kreises vor den beiden Kranken.
Sie war kaum wiederzuerkennen. Ein
Rockchen aus klappernden Bambus-
stdben um die Hiifte, Schellen und
Bambusstabe um Knéchel und Wa-
den, Ketten aus Knochen und Federn
um den Hals und Federschmuck auf
dem Kopf - dazu ein weiBer BH. Einer
der Trommier miBfiel Eres, sein Rhyth-
mus war nicht schnell genug, ermuBte
ausgetauscht werden, doch auch
dann gelang es Eres diesmal nicht, die
Geister zu sehen. Sie rief nach einer
Ldrug® (Droge), und es dauerte noch
eine ganze Weile, ehe sie in eine Art
Trance verfiel, sich vor den Kranken
schreiend auf dem Boden walzte und
schlieBlich wuBte, daB der Verursa-
cher der Kopfschmerzen ein Geist ist,
der in einer Wasserschlange lebt. Es
hatte Stunden gedauert, und es wiirde
weitere Stunden dauern, zu erfahren,
wer die Unfruchtbarkeit der anderen
Kranken verursacht hat — erst wenn
der ,witchdoctor* weiB, um welchen
Geist es sich handelt, kann er die Be-
handlung dann vorbereiten.

lch sah Eres, die Geschaftfrau mit
Nebenberuf ,Hexe* nicht wieder, wir
muBten weiter nach Lusaka, und am
nachsten Morgen, als ich mich vonihr
verabschieden wollte, war weder Eres
unter dem Baum am Kafue-FluB, noch
der Koch unserer Gastgeber an sei-
nem Arbeitsplatz anzutreffen — er war
einer der Trommler bei der nachtli-
chen Zeremonie gewesen.

Nahe dem Ufer

ist ein Biiffelkalb verendet, An-

dere Aasfresser haben sich

schon an den Kadaver herange-
macht und zerfetzen mit ihren kriaftigen
Schniibeln den aufgebléahten Korper des
jungen Biiffels. Aufgeregt hiipfen sie im
Gras herum und zerren sehniges Fleisch
und Eingeweide heraus. In einem bluti-
gen Veitstanz schlingen sie ihre Beute
hinunter,

Abgestorbene Mopane-Bidume ragen
wie graue Totenfinger aus dem See, um-
schliefen die Insel wie ein Riff. Ich lasse
den 60-PS-Motor unseres Bootes dros-
seln. Im See treiben zihe Pflanzenmatten
aus Wasserfarn, Sumpfgras, Teichkraut
und Wasserhyazinthen. Vertrocknete
Tangbiindel haben sich um die kahlen
Aste der ertrunkenen Biaume gewickelt.
Glasige Hitze liegt iiber dem See. Vom
wolkenlosen Himmel brennt die Sonne.
Das gleiflende Licht bricht sich im Was-
ser, so daBl nach ein paar Stunden die
Augen schmerzen., Dunstschlieren wa-
bern tiber den Mapongola-Bergen. FluB-
fahrt auf dem Sambesi, der hier zum
Kariba-See erstarrt ist.

Namembere Island ist eine Toteninsel.
Bevor der Stausee von Kariba das Sam-
besi-Tal fiillte, lagen hier die Begribnis-
platze fiir die Hauptlinge der Batonka.
Thre Hauptlinge wurden in ausgehdhlten
Baobab-Biumen beigesetzt. Gegen die
Schakale stiilpte man Dornengestriipp
iiber die Baumoffnung. Nach einem an-
deren Ritual wurden die Toten verbrannt.
Thre Asche gab man in Urnen.aus Ton
und holzerne Schreine, die in kleine To-
tenhiitten auf Pfahlen gestellt wurden.
Noch heute meiden die Fischer diese
Insel, aus Furcht vor den ,Ngozi“, den
bosen Totengeistern. Sicher auch aus
Angst vor den Krokodilen, Giftschlangen
und Skorpionen. Die Biische am Ufer
sind von riesigen Spinnennetzen iiberzo-
gen, die sich wie ein grauer Kokon liber
das Griin spannen. Auf der zweitgrofSten
Insel im Kariba-See leben nur noch Tiere.
Herden von Elefanten, Biiffeln, Zebras,
Antilopen, Paviane und Hy#énen, Leopar-
den und Léwen. Ab und zu sollen sich
Edelsteinsucher auf die ‘Toteninsel ge-
wagt haben. Hier befindet sich angeblich
eines der groften Amethyst-Vorkommen
im Sambesi-Gebiet.

Aber noch ein anderer Schatz ruht in
diesem Tal; im Stammesgebiet der Ba-
tonka ist der Schatz des letzten Matabele-
Konigs Lobengula verschwunden. Lo-
bengula hatte nach einem Aufstand ge-
gen die Truppen und Siedler der ,British

'South Africa Company* aus seinem Kral /

in Bulawayo nach Norden fliehen miis-
sen. Im November 1893 beginnt die
Flucht des Konigs — eine Kolonne von
mehr als zwanzig Ochsenwagen und 1200
Kriegern setzt sich Richtung Sambesi in
Bewegung. Sie transportierten Rohdia-
manten, Elfenbein, Gold und Miinzen -
im Wert von 100 bis 400 Millionen Mark.
Am Shangani-Flu8 lieferte sich Lobengu-
la ein letztes Gefecht mit der Patrouille
von Major Allan Wilson. Der gesamte
Stofitrupp wurde von den Matabele-Krie-
gern aufgerieben. Der Konig starb 1894,
seither fehlt vom Schatz jede Spur. Deut-
sche Kolonialoffiziere, Briten, Stidafrika-
ner, Rhodesier und Portugiesen haben
damals die Suche nach dem Riesenschatz
aufgenommen.

Eine gefihrliche Sache. Und zwar der
Batonkas wegen. Uber sie schrieb Anfang
des Jahrhunderts der Groﬂwﬂddﬁgel; Willi
Posselt: ,Es sind heimtiickische Men-
schen. Fremde sind nur in wenigen Fal-
len lebend aus ihrem Stammesgebiet zu-
riickgekehrt.” Einer der ersten Weilen,
der die Batonka zu Gesicht bekommen
hatte, war der britische Afrikaforscher,
Jéger und Elfenbeinhéndler Frederick C.'
Selous. Der Abenteurer, spater Captain
und Army-Scout, fiel iibrigens in einem
Gefecht mit deutschen Truppen wihrend
des Ersten Weltkrieges in Deutsch-Ost-
afrika. Selous schreibt 1881:  Wir sahen!
nur alte Batonka-Frauen, die Jiingeren
waren alle in die Sklaverei verschleppt
worden. Sie tanzten und klatschten fir
uns, stieBen Schreie aus und nannten uns

Kinder des Allméchtigen’. Die Frauen .

warfen sich mit dem Gesicht zu Boden
und rollten sich im Staub.”

Kaum ein anderes Volk im siidlichen
Afrika ist bis in unsere Tage so ritselhaft
geblieben wie die Batonka im Sambesi-
Tal, im Grenzgebiet von Zimbabwe (Rho-
desien) und Sambia. Sie gelten noch heu-
te als Kopfjdger, Kannibalen und Stein-
zeitmenschen, Sicher handelt es sich um
eine der ethnologisch am wenigsten be-
kannten Volksgruppen in Afrika. Ihre
archaische Lebensform als Fischer, Jéger
und Sammler, die isolierte Lage im Sam-
besi-Tal, ihre seltsamen Kulte und Tradi-
tionen lieBen sie zum Mythos werden. Die
Batonka erscheinen als Relikt einer affi-
kanischen Urkultur, die hier seit Jahr-
hunderten tiberlebt hat.

An der kleinen Pier von Bumi Hills
verlasse ich das Boot. Ein schwarzer Assi-
stent des District Commissioners wird:
mich zu den Batonka begleiten, als Fiih-
rer, Dolmetscher und als Kontaktmann
zu diesen Ureinwohnern des Sambesi-

Tales, Am néchsten Morgen wartet Sa-
muel, der junge Distriktbeamte, mit dem
buschgriinen Landrover von ,Internal
Affairs“ auf mich. Wir verladen die Vorré-
te, Treibstoff und Wasser. Der Schwarze
blickt etwas miBbilligend auf meine Pi-
stole. Auch nach dem Ende des Guerrilla-
-krieges ist Vorsicht geraten. Marodieren-
de Banditen und Ex-Guerrillas machen
weite Teile Zimbabwes unsicher. In den
Stammesgebieten am Kariba-See gibt es
in einem Gebiet von 20 000 Quadratkilo-
metern drei oder vier Polizeiposten. Die
200 Kilometer bis zum kleinen Verwal-
tungsposten Gokwe sind absolute Wild-
nis, die seit 1973 kaum noch von weiBen
Zivilisten bereist werden konnte. Durch
Trockenwélder und Buschsavanne fah-
ren wir iiber eine abenteuerliche Geroll-
piste Richtung Sengwa-FluB}. Biiffeldorn,
Fieberbaume, Mopanewilder, Marula-
bdume, Baobab und vereinzelt Teak- und
Mahagonibdume bestimmen die Land-
schaft,

Der urspriingliche Lebensraum der Ba-
tonka ist untergegangen im Kariba-See,
als der Sambesi aufgestaut wurde. Ihr Tal
ist versunken in den Wassermassen, seit
der Staudamm 1960 vollendet wurde. Der
See hat eine Fliche von 5200 Quadratkilo-
metern, eine Wasserfliche zehnmal so
grofl wie der Bodensee, Seine grofite Tie-
fe liegt bei fast 130 Metern. Der Kariba-
See ist 282 Kilometer lang und bis zu 42
Kilometer breit.

Die Batonka waren ein ,River tribe,
ein Flullvolk, das am Ufer des mittleren
Sambesi lebte, jahrhundertelang die ein-
zigen. Verglichen mit dem Hochland
herrscht hier ein extrem heiBes, mérderi-
sches Klima. Temperaturen iiber 40 Grad
sind die Regel. Acht Monate hindurch
féllt kein Regen, Das Tal ist verseucht mit
Tsetse-Fliegen und Moskitos. Schlaf-
krankheit, Bilharziose, Malaria und Lepra
haben die Einwanderung anderer Stim-
me verhindert. Ein Paradies nur fiir
Schlangen, Warane und Krokodile. Grii-
ne Mamba, Kobra, Puffotter und Baum-
schlangen sind neben den oft fiinf Meter
langen Krokodilen die gefdhrlichsten
Reptilien. Auf einen Kilometer Uferstrei-
fen, so hat ein rhodesischer Zoologe be-
obachtet, kommen bis zu 15 Krokodile.

Die Batonka lebten in Pfahlbaudérfern
am Ufer des Sambesi. Mit dem Einbaum
fuhren sie zum Fischen und zur Jagd. Mit
Fischspeeren, Korbreusen, Netzen, Fal-
len und Pfeilen brachten sie reiche Beute
zuriick. Im FluB leben auch heute rund 30
Fischarten, Brassen, Barben, Welse, Aale,
als grofiter Fisch der Vundu, der 50 Kilo-
gramm schwer werden kann. Damals jag-
ten sie auch den Sambesi-Hai, den einzi-_
gen Siiflwasserhai Afrikas. Der bis zu drei

Meter lange Hai konnte tief in den Mittel-:
Sambesi vordringen. Der Kampf mit dem’

Hai war eine Mutprobe fiir den jungen
Batonka. Oft genug wurden die Fischer
bei der Speerjagd auf den Hai aus dem
Kanu gerissen und ertranken in einer

Blutwolke im Strom. Nachdem der Flu

durch die Démme von Kariba und Cabo-
ra Bassa gezéhmt wurde, gibt es Haie nur
noch im Unterlauf des Sambesi.

Der Bau des Kariba-Staudamms war
die grofie Tragidie im Leben der Baton-
ka. 1958 wurden 20 000 Batonka aus dem
Sambesi-Tal in das hiigelige Hinterland
umgesiedelt. Die Batonka weigerten sich
bis zuletzt, den FluB zu verlassen. Als
Polizei und Armee die Umsiedlung for-
cieren wollfen, kam es zum offenen Auf-
stand. Mit Speeren, Axten, Kniippeln
und vergifteten Pfeilen bewaffnet stiirm-
ten die Batonka, in Affen- und Antilopen-
felle gekleidet, gegen Polizei- und Armee-
Einheiten. Die Gewehre entschieden den
Kampf. Die Batonka starben im Kugelha-
gel.

Der Fluigott hat sie nicht gerdcht: Batonkas nach der Umsiediung

Bis heute ist dieses Volk bei Weifien
und Bantu gleichermaBen geflirchtet.
Den Schwarzen galten sie als Tiermen-
schen, Giftmischer, Hexer und Massen-
morder. Kein Zweifel: Die Batonka wa-
ren Kopfjéger. In den Krals wurden er-
beutete Menschenschédel an langen
Holzstangen vor die Hiitten gehéngt. Die
Ehre des Mannes wurde nach der Zahl
der abgeschlagenen Menschenképfe be-
urteilt. Landeskenner bezweifeln, daf die
Kopfjagd der Batonka, verbunden mit
dem Verzehr von Menschenfleisch, end-
gliltig voriiber ist. Im rhodesischen Guer-
rillakrieg verzichteten die Partisanen der
Patriotischen Front wie die Regierungs-
truppen auf groflere Einsitze im Baton-
kaland. Gefiirchtet waren auch die Fallen
im Busch. Mit Steinen, die von Biumen
herunterfielen, mit Fallgruben, zugespitz-
ten Giftpfeilen und Schlingen sollte
Fremden der Zugang in die Dorfer un-
mdglich gemacht werden.

Nach dem Dammbau und der Umsied-
lung hatten die Batonka den Weiflen ge-
droht: ,Der Flu8 wird uns rdchen.* Der
Staudamm, so sagten die Medizinménner
und Orakelpriester, werde schnell zusam-
menstiirzen und der Sambesi werde wie-
der wie friiher flieBen. Im Glauben der
Batonka ist der FluBgott ,Nyaminyami*
die hochste und maichtigste Gottheit.
Nach ihrer Mythologie ist ,Nyaminyami“
eine gigantische Schlange mit einem
Fischkopf, die auf dem Grund des Sam-
besi lebt. Der FluBgott, so hatten sie
gehofft, werde sich rdchen und den Stau-
damm zerstoren. Darauf warten die Ba-
tonka nun 20 Jahre,

- Der Damm und die Umsiedlung aus
dem FluBtal haben den Lebenswillen der
Batonka gebrochen. Nur noch wenige
gehen zum Fischen an den See. Zugewan-
derte Schwarze und weifle Fischereiun-
ternehmen haben sich hier angesiedelt.
Die Konzessionen sind verteilt, neue
Fischarten und Fangmethoden wurden
eingefithrt. Das gilt fiir die sambische
und rhodesische Seite des Kariba-Sees.
Den Behérden schienen die Fangmetho-
den der Batonka nicht ,effizient* genug.
Schwarze aus dem oberen Sambesi und
dem Hochland fischen nun auf dem See.
In Kariba haben WeiBle eine Fischindu-
strie aufgebaut. In den neuen Dirfern der
Batonka herrschen Apathie und Resigna-
tion. In Mola sehe ich vor allem alte
Miénner und ein paar Frauen mit Kin-

dern. Die Ménner sind auf Wanderarbeit
oder versuchen sich auf der Jagd. Viele
haben einen Job auf Farmen oder in den
Minen des Hochlandes.

Mit unendlich miidem Blick hockt der
Medizinmann vor seiner Hiitte. Er sortiert
die Orakel-Knochen, mit denen er die
Zukunft voraussagen kann. An der Hiitte
héngt ein Pavianschadel als Fetisch, Auf
einem Plastikfetzen liegen die Zauberhdl-
zer, Krokodil- und Schweinezihne, Wur-
zeln, rotliches Pulver, Affenkrallen — Re-
quisiten seiner magischen Kunst. Noch
immer leben die Batonka in grasgedeck-
ten Pfahlbauhiitten. Auch die kleinen
Geisterhiitten ragen am Dorfrand aus
dem Busch oder der Grassavanne. Die
alten Fischer, Jiger und Sammler pflan-
zen heute Hirse, Mais und Bananen, hal-
ten Hithner und Ziegen. Der Kraalvorste-
her klagt: ,Das Leben frither war besser
und einfacher, Wir hatten immer Fische,
Wild und Friichte sus dem Busch. Die
Regierung hat uns geholfen. Aber wir
haben doch immer am FluB gelebt.”

Nachdenklich stimmt eine Auskunft
des witchdoctor (des Medizinmannes):
Immer mehr Leute kommen zu ihm, um
sich heilen zu lassen. Sie sind gemiits-
krank, klagen iiber Kopf- und Magen-
schmerzen, die Frauen bekommen kaum
noch Kinder, Im Kraal des Hauptlings
sitzen blofl Frauen, die die traditionelle
Wasserpfeife rauchen. Aber die Gerichts-
hiitte des Hauptlings ist leer.

Die Batonka sind die Verlierer bei der
wirtschaftlichen Nutzung des Sambesi.
Aber ihre Niederlagen haben Tradition:
Batonka bedeutet in den Schonaspra-
chen ,die Besiegten®, Schwarze und ara-
bische Sklavenhéndler verfolgten die Ba-
tonka bis ins Sambesital. Vor allem die
zierlichen und robusten Batonkafrauen
waren eine begehrte Beute der Sklavenja-
ger. Deswegen wurden die Frauen mit
allen Mitteln kérperlich verunstaltet. Die
Schneidezidhne wurden ausgeschlagen,
eine Holzplatte wurde zwischen Kiefer
und Unterlippe getrieben. AuBerdem
muBten sie Holzstiicke aus Biiffeldorn in
die Nase schieben. Damit wurden die
Frauen grotesk entstellt — ein Brauch, der
sich teilweise bis heute erhalten hat.
Angst vor allem hat die Batonka zu Wil-
den und Kopfjagern werden lassen, Ihre
Grausamkeit war Abwehr gegen die Men-
schenjager, die sie bis ins Sambesital
verfolgten.

Die Entdeckungen der

Leomare Qualtinger

er Generalmajor Erzherzog
Heinrich hatte ein gutes Ge-
spiir. Obwohl der Oberleutnant
Gustav Graf Chorinski ein
blendender Unterhalter bei al-
len Kasino-Abenden des Infanterie-Re-
giments 38 war, bezeichnete er ihn miir-
risch als , schwarzes Schaf*. Den Kasino-
Kameraden war das erzherzogliche Vor-
urteil unverstandlich, Sie sagten in haufi-
ger Sektlaune:  ,Was tut der Gustl schon
Schlimmes: Er macht Schulden, und er
hat Affaren.” Freilich mehr, als ein einzel-
ner bewiltigen kann. Dies schildert Leo-
mare Qualtinger in ihrem Buch ,Bieder-
meier-Morde", in dem sie berithmte Kri-
minalfalle aus dem alten Osterreich zu-
sammengetragen hat. (Amalthea-Verlag,
Wien/Miinchen, 261 Seiten, 24,50 Mark.)

Gustl war mit der Linzer Schauspiele-
rin Mathilde Ruef verheiratet, der Toch-
ter eines Gréflich Hardingschen Privat-
sekretdrs. In den Flitterwochen bereits
brachte er die ansehnliche Mitgift Mathil-
des durch, Doch in ihrem Tagebuch no-
tierte sie schwirmerisch: ,Meine Liebe
ist mein Hort, und in diesem Hort will ich
sterben.” Aber das Ehegliick wihrte
nicht lange, Der ,schéne Gustl® war hiu-
figer im Kasino als zu Hause., Wenn .er
heimkam, verpriigelte er Mathilde, Es
gab zwei Fehlgeburten. Spéter tauchte in
einem Bericht des Wiener Sicherheitsbii-
ros der Satz des Grafen auf: ,Wozu bist
du jung und schon. Es gibt eine Menge
Ménner, die sich das etwas kosten lassen
wiirden.*

Im Friihjahr 1867 spitzte sich die Ehe-
krise zu. Graf Chorinski hielt fiir seine
Mathilde nur noch den Spruch bereit:
»Geh mir mit deiner Leidensmiene nicht
linger auf die Nerven." Gustls Vater,
Militérgouverneur in Niederdsterreich,
nahm die mihandelte Schwiegertochter
auf. Sie wuBte nicht, da8 der noch immer
vergotterte Ehemann inzwischen eine
Liaison mit der rassigen Ungarin Julie
(genannt Jiitzi) Ebergenyi von Telekes
hatte. Bis Gustl auftauchte, hielt sich die
lebenslustige Jiitzi ein
halbes Dutzend zah-
lungskraftiger Gala-
ne, die ihren aufwen-
digen Lebensstil und
die luxuriose Woh-
nung am Kirntner-
Ring finanzierten. Die
Rolle der Grifin Cho-
rinski erschien ihr er-
strebenswerter, Den
schwérmerisch  ver-
liebten Gustl hatte sie
rasch 'dafir gewon-
nen, das Aas“ aus
dem Weg zu rdumen.
Mathilde war inzwi-
schen nach Miinchen
gezogen und arbeitete
als Hausdame. Der
Gustl schrieb ihr sei-
tenlange Briefe, in de-
nen er die Erneuerung
seiner Liebe andeute-
te. Mit in den Schutz-
umschlag steckte er
vergiftete Bonbons,
die aber nicht wirkten. )

«Jetzt muB ich es machen®, sagte Jiitzi
nach einem Dutzend vergeblicher Gift-
bonbon-Briefe, Sie reiste in Miinchen als
Baronin Maria Vay an, stellte sich als
Bekannte des Grafen Chorinski vor und
redete Mathilde im Untermietzimmer der
Kabinettsdienerswitwe Elise Hartmann
ein, der Gustl verzehre sich in Sehnsucht
nach ihr. Mathilde geriet in Verziickung:
yRichten Sie dem Gustl aus, daB ich ihm
alles verzeihe." , Darauf miissen wir trin-
ken", sagte die Besucherin mit den sanf-
ten Bewegungen und dem seelenvollen
Augenaufschlag. Als Gastgeschenk hatte
sie eine Karaffe siiflen Muscat Lunel mit-
gebracht. Sie prosteten sich zu. Der arglo-
sen Mathilde fiel nicht auf, dal die Besu-
cherin das Glas nur hob, aber nicht trank.
Kurz darauf fiel sie vom Sofa, ein Blut-
strom quoll-aus ihrem Mund.

Die falsche Baronin nahm die Kristall-
karaffe: mit, kam gegen sieben Uhr
abends des 21. November 1867 an der
Rezeption des Nobelhotels ,Vierjahres-
zeiten" an und verlangte die Rechnung.
Gegen 24 Uhr verlie sie Miinchen in
Richtung Wien. Schon nach wenigen Ta-
gen aber kam der ausgekliigelte Mord ans
Tageslicht. Miinchens Polizeidirektor
Graf Burchtorff bat den Grafen Chorin-
ski, die Leiche zu identifizieren. Der sonst
so wortgewandte Gustl verwickelte sich
in Widerspriiche, der miBtrauische Poli-
zeidirektor lie ihn durchsuchen. In der
Brieftasche fanden sich die Fotos einer
langhaarigen, kessen Ungarin. , Frau von
Ebergenyi“, sagte Gustl, ,die Dame steht
mir nahe.* Doch das Personal vom ,Vier-
jahreszeiten“, die Kabinettsdienerswitwe
und der Fahrkartenverkdufer am Haupt-
bahnhof erkannten in der Abgelichteten
die vorgebliche ,Baronin Vay*. Bei einer
Hausdurchsuchung wurden die Kristall-
karaffe und das Ticket aus Miinchen in
der Wiener Wohnung der Jiitzi sicherge-
stellt.

Bis zur SchluBiverhandlung leugnete
sie den Mord. Ihre Behauptung war, daf
es sich bei der eigentlichen Titerin um
eine Dame handle, die dem kaiserlichen
Hause sehr nahe stehe. Das Gericht zeigte
sich dennoch nachsichtig. Die lebensfro-
he Ungarin wurde zu 20 Jahren schweren
Kerkers und nicht zum Tode verurteilt.
Oberleutnant Chorinski bekam zwanzig
Jahre Festung. Lange muBten sie ihre
Haftstrafen nicht absitzen. Wegen fort-
schreitender Paralyse kam der einst so
frohe Gustl in eine Irrenanstalt, wo er im
Dezember 1871 starb. Jiitzi litt nach der
Todesnachricht an Melancholie, kam

ebenfalls ins Irrenhaus und starb dort im
September 1873.

Vierzehn Kriminalfille aus dem Wien
der Biedermeierzeit hat Leomare Qualtin-
ger, die Frau des bekannten Schauspie-
lers, ausgesucht. Sie zeigen die dunkleren
Seiten jener Ara, in der die Walzerkdnige
unter dem Patronat des Kaiser Franz Jo-
seph immerwahrende Heiterkeit verhie-
Ben. Wiens heutiger Chef des Sicherheits-
biiros, der Wirkliche Hofrat Otte Kornek,
merkt denn auch dazu an: ,Es gibt keine
romantischen Morde. Sie geschahen nur
im vorigen Jahrhundert manchmal in ei-
ner romantischeren Kulisse.*

Gleichviel. Dank der Leomare Qualtin-
ger gibt es nun auch fiir das Osterreich
der nostalgie-iibergldnzten Donaumonar-
chie eine Art Pitaval. Nicht ganz so blut-
riinstig préchtig freilich, so schaurig-
schon, wie jenes beriihmte Sammelwerk,
der die ganze Gattung ihren Namen ver-
dankt: die ,Causes célébres et interessan-
tes“ des Franzosen Francois Gayot de
Pitaval. Der Strafrechtsexperte aus Lyon
némlich hat es von 1734 an bis zu seinem
Tode im Jahre 1743 auf sage und schreibe
zwanzig Bande gebracht.

Sogar die Riuber-Romantik  fehlte
nicht, wie das Beispiel des Johann Georg
Grasel aus dem Waldviertel zeigt.

Der Wiener Kongref3 hatte seinen Ho-
hepunkt erreicht, Europas Grofimichte
miihten sich, das yvon Napoleon gestirie
Gleichgewicht der Kriifte wieder in Ba-
lance zu bringen. Aus allen Provinzstid-
ten wurden zur Bewachung der Majesti-
ten und Diplomaten die Polizisten abge-
zogen. Dies beschloB der junge Grasel zu
nutzen. Das Protokoll seiner Untaten fiill-
te spéter 1185 Bogen: 205 Verbrechen
sind verzeichnet, acht Raubtaten mit téd-
lichem Verlauf, dreimal Totschlag und
177 Verwundungen.

Grasel baute sogar einen eigenen Nach-
richtendienst auf. Seine Informanten wa-
ren die Halbverfemten, vor allem die Ab-
decker, die Kastiller und Schinder, die

sich mit der Wegschaffung, Verwertung
und Verscharrung von Tieren zu beschif-
tigen hatten. Wann immer Grasel auf
Raub ausging, war der Dorfpolizist abwe-
send. 1815 war sein Ruhm so grof, daB
die Wirte im Niederosterreichischen zu
Protokoll gaben: ,Der Grasel kam mit
Gefolge, Sie zechten bis zum frithen Mor-
gen. Der Wein muBte beim Nachbarwirt
geholt werden, da das eigene FafB leer
war. Als bittinglich um die Rechnung
gebeten wurde, rief der Anfiihrer: ,Ich bin
der Grasel' und legte eine Pistole auf den
Tisch.*

Durch Verrat geriet Grasel schlieBlich
in einen Hinterhalt der Gendarmerie.
Drei Jahre muBte er auf sein Urteil war-
ten. Er wurde zum Tode durch den
Strang verurteilt. Drei Galgen waren am
31. Januar 1818 auf dem Glacis zwischen
dem Burgtor und dem Schottentor er-
richtet worden. Zuerst zogen die Henker
die Mittéter hinauf, den ,schénen Natzl*
und den ,tapferen Fahding”. Dann kam
der Grasel an die Reihe. Der Scharfrich-

‘ter sagte nach Vorschrift: ,Verzeih mir,

Bruder, ich tu nur meine Pflicht.*

Severin, Edler von Jaroschinski, kam
aus Russisch-Polen. Seine vermoigenden
Eltern sahen fiir ihn eine steile Militarkar-
riere vor. Dazu kam es nicht. Nach Jahren
einer Kavalierstour, die auch das Wiener
Sicherheitsbiiro nicht vollstindig rekon-
struieren konnte, kam er 1826 wieder
nach Wien zuriick. Seine Visitenkarte war
pompds: Le Comte Severin de Jaro-
schinski, Marschall von Mohilew, Cheva-
lier plusiers ordres. Die umworbenste
Schauspielerin an der Burg, Theres Kro-
nes, verliebte sich in den geistvollen Ka-
valier. Jaroschinski bezog eine komforta-
ble Wohnung an der Trattnerstrafe, ob-
wohl seine Einkiinfte nicht danach wa-
ren. Da erinnerte er sich seines alten
Mathematikprofessors Konrad Blank, ei-
nes eisernen Junggesellen mit betréchtli-
chem Vermogen. Er bat ihn gelegentlich
zum Abendessen. Blank sagte immer zu.
Am 13. Februar um 11 Uhr vormittags
stach Jaroschinski den ahnungslosen Ei-
genbrotler nieder und nahm 60 000 Gul-
den mit. Nur drei Tage hatte er Gelegen-
heit, das Mordgeld auszugeben. Dann
griff die Polizei zu. Bei seiner Hinrich-
tung waren 20 000 Wiener anwesend. Er
galt als der beliebteste Morder. Wunderte
sich Ermittlungsrichter Wendeler: , Jaro-
schinski hat einen heimtiickischen Mord
begangen, und die Wiener — begeistern
sich fast noch flir den Téter.*
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Wer wetterfiihlig
ist, sollte ofter

Wird der Smog in Ballungsgebieten
zu dick, bietet die Flucht ins Mit-
telgebirge oft die ersehnte Entlastung.
Das lafit die Dissertation von Wilhelm
Kuttler vom Geographischen Institut
der Universitit Bochum erkennen.
Auf der Grundlage elfjihriger Mes-
sungen ermittelte und kartierte er sol-
che  Fluchtinseln". Seine Arbeit be-
zieht sich auf das Ruhrgebiet und das
Sauerland: Hier liegt das groBte indu-
strielle Ballungsgebiet Europas, hier
werden - auf etwa drei Prozent des
Bundesgebietes - fast 30 Prozent aller
wdeutschen Abgase“ freigesetzt, wenn
auch durch ein modernes TWa-
chungssystem kontrolliert.

Im Brennpunkt der Untersuchun-
gen stand die Abgrenzung von Rein-
luftgebieten fiir jene Witterungssitua-
tionen, die in Industriegebieten
Schwefeldioxid-Smog fiihren kénnen.
Solche Wetterlagen zeichnen sich im
wesentlichen durch Windschwiche
und eine meist tiefliegende sogenann-
te Temperaturinversion aus, die als
Sperrschicht eine untere, stark ver-
schmutzte Kaltluftschicht von einer
dariiberliegenden sauberen Warmluft-
schicht trennt. Aus Kuttlers Ermitt-
lungen ergibt sich zugleich die wenig
erfreuliche Tatsache, daB rund 70 Pro-
zent aller Inversionswetterlagen von
Oktober bis Mirz aufireten.

Die Arbeit des Forschers wurde da-
durch erschwert, daB die Eingebore-
nen-Minner seine Fragen mit dem
Hinweis ,Frauenangelegenheit ab-
wiesen, die Eingeborenen-Frauen wie-
derum keine Minner - selbst die eige-
nen nicht — in das Geheimnis ihrer
Geburtenkontroll-Methoden einwei-
hen diirfen. Letzten Endes konnte
White Fragen an die Frauen nur iiber
deren Minner richten und bekam
auch nur auf diese Weise die Antwor-
ten. Offensichtlich sind bei den Einge-
borenen die Frauen allein fiir eine
Geburtenkontrolle  verantwortlich.
White stellte fest, dafl die Frauen Kin-
der in regelmifligen Abstinden von
drei bis vier Jahren' gebédren, wie
schon ihre Urgrofmiitter und deren
UrgroBmiitter. Da Stammesgesetze
Ovulationen wihrend der Stillzeit ver-
bieten, halten die jungen Miitter in
dieser Zeit eine bestimmte Ernah-
rungsweise ein.

Bei einigen Stdmmen sei auch Kin-
dermord praktiziert worden, berichtet
White. Insbesondere bei Zwillingsge-
burten wurde das schwichere Kind
getttet, um dem stirkeren bessere Le-

Als Giftstoff isolierten
die Wissenschaftler einen Eiweifistoff,
das Paradaxin, dessen Wirkung mit
der Balzkonzentration des Wassers
noch steigt.

Das System ist plausibel. In allen Rau-
men, in denen sich Menschen aufhalten,
werden Bakterien in einer unwahrschein-
lich, aber exakt beweisbar hohen Zahl an
die Umgebung abgegeben, sowohl von
der Korperoberfliche mit den Haut-
schuppen als auch durch die ausgeatmete
Luft.

Um die Keimabgabe von der Hautober-
flache so weit wie moglich zu reduzieren,

Astronauten dhnelt. Ein Plexiglasfenster
gewdhrt ausreichende Sicht. Die stark
keimhaltige Ausatemluft wird unter der
Kleidung abgesaugt,

Dieses Verfahren wird seit Jahren an
vielen Krankenhausern des In- und Aus-
landes praktiziert. Die Praxis baute die
Vorurteile wieler Operateure ab, wonach
die Sicht nicht ausreiche, die Handlungs-
freiheit eingeengt und der Hitzestau un-
ter der Kleidung unertréglich sei: Zum
Beispiel wird im Gegenteil mit der Atem-
luft auch die sich stauende Warme abge-
saugt, der Operateur fuhlt sich in der
Reinraumluft sogar wohler als in norma-
ler Operationskleidung.

Ein deutsch-schweizerisches Arbeitste-
am hat auf Anregung der Deutschen Ge-
sellschaft fiir Orthopadie und Traumato-
logie innerhalb von vier Jahren die bisher
umfangreichste standardisierte Untersu-
chung der sogenannten Luftkeimzahlen
in unterschiedlich ausgeriisteten Opera-
tionseinrichtungen erarbeitet. In einem
ohne Klimaeinrichtung ausgeriisteten
Operationsraum finden sich in einem Ku-
bikmeter Raumluft im Durchschnitt etwa
3000 Keime. Durch eine normale, fir
Krankenhausneubauten heute geforderte
Klimaanlage verringert sich der Keimge-
halt auf etwa 250 pro Kubikmeter. Eine
ausreichende und optimal mégliche
Keimarmut ist nur durch die sogenannte
Reinraumtechnik zu garantieren, die je

Seit funf Jahren versucht nicht nur der
Arbeitskreis ,Operationssaal-Hygiene*
der Deutschen Gesellschaft fiir Orthopa-
die, die fiir das Krankenhauswesen zu-
standigen Landerregierungen - bisher
vergebens — davon zu iiberzeugen, daf
solche Anlagen fiir die Durchfiihrung be-
sonders infektionsgefédhrdeter Eingriffe
notwendig sind. Hierzu zéhlen nicht nur
Transplantationen und Verbrennungs-
krankheiten, sondern alle Knochen- und
Gelenkoperationen, insbesondere das
Einsetzen kiinstlicher Gelenke und alle
groBen Operationen nach Knochenbrii-
chen.

Auch wirtschaftlich ist es geradezu eine
Verschwendung, an solchen Moglichkei-
ten voriiberzugehen.

Eine solche
Anlage wiirde sich also schon in weniger
als einem Jahr amortisieren. Damit ent-
steht Jahr fiir Jahr volkswirtschaftlicher
Schaden vom Mehrfachen der Kosten ei-
ner solchen Einrichtung.

Die Patientin ist eine aus der Schar
der Kurzsichtigen, die fiir eine Netz-
hautablosung geradezu pradestiniert
sind: Infolge der Myopie spannt sich
die Netzhaut in dem viel zu lang gera-
tenen Augapfel, wird diinn und rissig.
Locher koénnen entstehen, Kommt es
zu einer Lochbildung, dringt Fliissig-
keit durch die beiden Netzhautschich-
ten. Die Konsequenz: Wie eine feuchte
Tapete 16st sich die Netzhaut von der
Augapfelriickwand, Hat sich die Netz-
haut erst einmal abgelst, wird sie von
der Aderhaut nicht mehr ernihrt, sie
muBl absterben; zwangsliufig erblin-
det das Auge.

Als Therapie bleibt einzig und allein
die Operation. Das Loch respektive
die Locher miissen entweder von au-
Ben durch eine Eindellung der Leder-
haut oder, bei besonders problemati-
schen Fillen, durch eine Gasblase im
Auge verschiossen werden. Durch
Kalte-, Hitze- oder Lichtkoagulation
mufl die Netzhaut im Lochbereich
vernarbt werden, wobei die Kiltean-
wendung besonders schonend fiir das
Auge ist.

Wird durch diese mehrstiindige
Operation die Netzhaut zum Anliegen
gebracht, kann sie ihre Sehfunktion
wiederaufnehmen — soweit es die mitt-
lerweile eingetretene Schidigung zu-
1a6t: Bei vielen Patienten, die zu spét
zur Operation anriicken, kann das ur-
spriingliche Sehvermdogen leider nicht
wiederhergestellt werden. Insgesamt
sind die Aussichten fiir eine erfolgrei-
che Operation gar nicht so schlecht.
Die Erfolgsquote liegt bei etwa 90 Pro-
zent.

Bei der Untersuchung kann der Arzt
beginnende Verdanderungen der Netz-
haut erkennen.

Die
scharf gebilindelten Lichtstrahlen be-
wirken eine Hitzeschadigung der
Netzhaut, die zu einer Vernarbung
und dadurch Anheftung der Netzhaut
in diesem Bereich fiihrt.

Daran d@ndert auch die Stati-
stik nichts, in der mit hGherer Lebenser-
wartung gegeniiber friher, der Abnahme
der Todesfédlle durch Infektionskrankhei-
ten und Superinfektionen in jugendli-
chem und mittlerem Alter und der ,Be-
herrschung" einiger Drisen- und stofi-
wechselbedingter Erkrankungen als den
Paradebeispielen operiert wird. -

Nach Immichs ,Klinischem Diagnose-
schliissel” und dem ,Reallexikon der Me-
dizin und ihrer Grenzgebiete* gibt es
nieht weniger als 30 000 (!) Diagnosen, das
heifit Zustdnde, die als Krankheiten er-
fafibar sind. Pharma-Forschung aus me-
dizinischer Sicht mufl also folgendes
berticksichtigen:

@ Krankheit ist ein objektiv erfalbarer
und ein subjektiv erlebter Vorgang.

® Die Rolle der Konstitution und der
Disposition bei der Entstehung und beim

.Erfolg der Behandlung von Krankheiten

ist erst in groben Umrissen bekannt be-
ziechungsweise in ihren Ursachen gerade
erst erkennbar.

@ Akute Krankheitszustinde sind heute
schon meist recht gut medikamentos be-
einflu- oder beherrschbar. Chronische
oder subchronische Erkrankungen hin-
gegen sind viel schwerer zugénglich oder
bisher liberhaupt nicht zu beeinflussen.

@ Tumorerkrankungen, als eine der
groBten Herausforderungen der Medizin,
sind bisher medikamentds bis auf wenige
Ausnahmen praktisch nicht zugédnglich.

@ Krankheit ‘ist fast immer multifakio-
riell bedingt. Auch in ihrer Phinomeno-
logie weist sie s0 gut wie nie ein einzeln
charakteristisches Sympton auf. Jede
Therapie hat dies zu beriicksichtigen.
Man wird daher in der Zukunft sympto-
matisch wirksame und kausal gerichfete
Medikamente fordern miissen. !

Erfolge der Krebstherapie
sind noch bescheiden

Bei den Erkrankungen durch verschie-
dene Infektionserreger gibt es nach wie
vor zahlreiche Probleme. Das Resistenz-
problem spielt hier die liberragende Rol-
le. Gegen Pilzerkrankungen stehen uns
bis heute nur unzuldngliche Therapeuti-
ka zur Verfligung. Von einer ausreichen-
den Virus-Chemotherapie sind wit noch
weit entfernt. Vielleicht andert die An-
wendung der Interferone die Situation.
Wahrend die akuten bakteriellen Infekte
mit den Antibiotika recht gut zu beherr-
schen sind, widerstehen die resistenten
Bakterien und die chronischen Infektio-

nen leider oft noch jedem therapeuti-
schen Zugriff. Hier ist noch viel zu tun.

Die drei Gebiete der Tumorforschung -
Diagnostik, Therapie und Prophylaxe -
werden den medizinischen Anforderun-
gen bisher auf keine Weise gerecht. Auch
die schon erzielten therapeutischen Erfol-
ge sind - so respektabel sie im Vergleich
zur Vergangenheit und im Einzelfall sein
mogen - im Hinblick auf das, was noch zu
tun Ubrigbleibt, sehr bescheiden.

Fiir die Therapie von Krankheiten des
Blutes und blutbildender Organe gibt es
zum Teil gute Medikamente; andererseits
wird intensiv nach Antithrombotik und
Fibrinolytika (Stoffe zur Auflosung von
Fibrin, eines der Endprodukte bei der
Blutgerinnung) gesucht.

In der Immuntherapeutik miissen - bis
auf ein paar allerdings sehr erfolgreiche
Ausnahmen (unter anderem Diphtherie,
Tetanus, Poliomyelitis und Pocken) — fiir
viele Gebiete neue und wirksamere Pra-
parate entwickelt werden. Vor allem gilt
dies fiir das Gebiet der Immunstimula-
tion (und -modulatoren) und fiir die zahl-
reichen und sehr verschiedenen allergi-
schen Erkrankungen.

' " In der Herz-Kreislauf-Behandlung gibt

es zwar mehr oder minder gute Therapeu-
tika, befriedigend sind sie jedoch nicht.
Man kann fiir keines der Indikationsge-
biete bereits von optimalen Therapie-
moglichkeiten 'sprechen. Weitere Ent-
wicklungen  sind auch hier dringend
erforderlich.

Gleiches gilt fiir Erkrankungen der At-
mungsorgane. Schon die banalen Erkal-
tungskrankheiten sind oft genug Aus-
gangspunkt fiir die leichteren und schwe-
reren Erkrankungen der tieferen Atem-
wege, ohne dal man sie bisher therapeu-
tisch wirksam bekdmpfen kann, Die zah-
lenméBig grofiten Probleme sind die

chronischen Bronchitiden und das Asth-
ma; fur beide gibt es bisher keine Kau-
saltherapie,

Wir wissen bisher nur wenig iiber die
Ursachen der Resorbierbarkeit eines Me-
dikaments durch den ‘Darm, ein Um-
stand, der uns zwingt, nach empirischen
Gesichtspunkten unsere Arzneiformen
auszuwéhlen, Die Verabreichungsart flir
Medikamente richtet sich keineswegs nur
nach einem Optimum fiir den Patienten
aus, sondern nach den physiko-chemi-
schen Eigenschaften des Wirkstoffes.
Man hitte fiir viele Stoffe gern eine
schluckbare Verabreichungsform, die
aber aus Griinden des physiko-chemi-
schen Verhaltens des Wirkstoffes oft
nicht moglich ist. Hier ist noch viel Arbeit
notig, um mehr Kenntnisse iiber die Ur-
sachen der Resorbierbarkeit oder Nicht-
resorbierbarkeit eines Medikamentes
durch den Darm zu gewinnen und diese
fiir die praktische Anwendung nutzbar zu
machen.

In diesem Zusammenhang sei die Ent-
wicklung einpflanzbarer, sich selbst steu-
ernder Hormon- und Medikament-Appli-
katoren erwdhnt. Die halb- und vollauto-
matischen Arzneimittel-Applikatoren ha-
ben sicher eine Zukunft und werden zur
Verbesserung und Verfeinerung mancher
bisher noch unzulénglicher Therapie-
schemata fiihren.

Die Verteilung eines Medikamentes im
Organismus findet nach bisher wenig be-
einflufibaren physiko-chemischen Geset-
zen statt. Wir wahlen zwar bestimmte
Parameter aus, die zu einer Liquor-,
Harnweg- oder Gallengangigkeit fihren
und eine bestimmte Rezeptorbindung
oder eine Anreicherung an bestimmten
Geweben haben; im Grunde genommen
miissen wir aber meist die Situation hin-

nehmen, wie sie von der Chemie des
Wirkstoffes gegeben ist, vor allem dann,
wenn man von der Wirkung her das Mole-
kiil nicht abwandeln kann.

Fir Radiodiagnostika spielt die selekti-
ve Anreicherung im Organ eine beson-
ders wichtige Rolle. Auch hier sind wir
noch ganz im Stadium der Empirie und
der Auslese.

Die Verdnderung eines Medikaments
im Organismus war bislang meist nur ein
hingenommener, aber wenig ausgenutz-
ter Vorgang. In der Zukunit werden wir
viel mehr als bisher das sogenannte Pro-
drug-Konzept- verwenden, die Verbin-
dung zweier Wirkprinzipien. Der eine Mo-
lekiilanteil hat eine Art Schlepperfunk-
tion, der andere hat nach Abspaltung
beziehungsweise Freigabe im Organis-
mus am Ort des gewlinschten Effektes
die Wirkfunktion. Die Einmal-Tag-Dosie-
rung wird im allgemeinen das angestreb-
te Ziel sein.

Anleihe bei Naturstoffen

konnte weiterhelfen

Was wir vordringlich brauchen, sind
neue Wirkstoffe. Diese werden vermut-
lich ihre Vorbilder weitgehend in den
Naturstoffen haben. Eine Anleihe bei die-
sen Vorbildern zu machen ist sicher sinn-
voll. Freilich lehrt die Erfahrung, daf}
dieser Weg in der Vergangenheit fiir die
Entwicklung von Medikamenten weniger
erfolgreich war als die Auslese und die
Analog-Chemie von mehr oder minder
einfachen synthetischen Verbindungen.
Das mag sich in Zukunft dndern; die
Ausnahmebeispiele der Vergangenheit
wie die Antibiotika, die Hormone und die
Vitamine sprechen dafiir, sich auch wei-
ter um die Naturstoffe zu bemithen. Um
neue Effekie zu erkennen, bendtigt man
Modelle, die nicht nur konstant reprodu-
zierbare Ergebnisse liefern, Sie miissen
auch der klinischen Wirklichkeit besser
entsprechen als bisher.

Building
to help
the poor

THE Diocese of Madras is
building an eight-storey com-
mercial complex which is to
be dedicated to the poorest of
the poor. Five storeys are up,
but the building is now held
up for lack of funds.

When completed the plan is
to utilise the rent from the first
three floors for scholarships
for poor children, and for

boarding homes and hostels.

The rent from the next two

floors will be used for the
diocesan home for the aged,
which will house only poor
people. The top three floors
will provide money for
various ministries of the poor,
such as providing jobs for the
jobless and land for the
landless.

It is also hoped to give a
small proportion® of the in-
come to other dioceses to be
used for the poor.

The diocese feels that this is
wise stewardship of money,
for in the bank it would bring
in 10 per cent, whereas
through the building it will
give an interest of 17.60 per
cent.

USPG is assisting this pro-
ject.

He was addressing a
gathering which com-
memorated the 13th World
Day of Peace at Lusaka's
Roman Catholic Cathedral.
Had Zambians not prayed for
their own salvation genuinely
they would have been
demolished by their enemies,
he said. He appealed to Zam-
bians to continue to humble
themselves before God and to
believe in his divine prov-
idence.

"In my opinion, that power
is falsely based if it does not
accept the power of God as
outlined in the Bible”, he
stressed. Zambians, he said,
would fail if they did not
understand that genuine
political power was based on
the Bible, which brought
genuine love, which in turn
delivered genuine peace.

The polygamy
debate

THE Synod of the United
Church of Zambia (which
does not include Anglicans)
recently decided to stay firm
in its refusal to baptize the
second wives of polygamous
marriages.

In this they are in accord
with the Anglican attitude.
Some relaxation of this rule
was suggested recently, but
vigorously opposed by the
Mothers' Union. It is strongly
opposed also by the younger
generation of educated
women who claim that it
would undermine the struggle
for women's rights.

In the rural areas in par-
ticular there are polygamists
who attend church, and in-
deed are sometimes the
pillars of the church. In MU

circles if a woman is obviously
a strong Christian and church
worker but has contracted a
polygamous marriage she will
find a high degree of accep-
tance although excluded from
the sacraments. But as rural
congregalions see a priest
only once every two or three
months in many areas the im-
portance of the sacraments to
the general community life is
not great.

MOZAMBIQUE

Witness at
great risk

BISHOP Paulo Litumbe,
working in the north of
Mozambique, is optimistic:
"There were many infant bap-
tisms" (on a recent tour), “and
over 300 young and old were
confirmed.

“The Christians everywhere
were very active, alive and
happy. Some churches had
formed choirs. Some danced
during the services. Almost
all these congregations had
no priest or catechist, but
were shepherded by volun-
tary leaders.

"If anyone imagines that the
Church in Mozambique is
dead and buried, nothing is
further from the truth. The
clergy have many difficulties
but the Church lives and
grows through the Holy
Spirit.”

Down south, Bishop
Sengulane is more explicit
about some of these “"many
difficulties”. He writes: “You
will be sorry to know that in
Maxixe district no Anglican
church is open at the moment
for worship . . . The nearest
place where they can worship
is Inhambane, with all the dif-
ficulties of transport crossing
the bay.

B Where would you place the blame?

The main culprit is the Western model
.of development, which, with the active
participation of the international agen-
cies like the United Nations, the World
Bank, the International Monetary Fund,
the EEC, the Lomé Accord and bilateral
aid, favours only the minorities in power.

The whole international economic
order is to blame. With all the work of
these agencies and aid generated on
behalf of the Third World, the latest
World Bank report predicts that there
will be 600m. people living in absolute
poverty by the year 2000. That is a
terrible admission of failure. Take the
example of Zambia: in 1979-80 it needed
to export 15 times more copper to import
the same amount of oil as in 1970. In
Tanzania, half the agricultural exports
go to paying for the 800,000 tonnes of oil
the country needs.

TheThird Worldneeds torely primarily
on its own forces. It must try to invent an
economic system which utilises to the full
the country’s own resources — animal
draught instead of tractors; manure
instead of chemical fertilisers, carts
instead ofoil-propelled engines, andsoon,
as well as a better distribution of the
resources produced in order to satisfy the
basic needs of the entire population
instead of catering for the luxuries of the
privileged few.

@ Do you, then, condemn the people of
the World to be forever "hewers
of wood and drawers of water?”

I.am not against the industralisation of
the Third World. I Oni}y; say it must be
done gradually with each country relying
primarily on its own resources first.
Zambia has now forgotten the meaning of
self-reliance. When Rhodesia said it
would not allow the 200,000 tonnes of
corn Zambia had ordered from South
Africa to pass through its territory, I
rushed to the Ministry of Agriculture to
ask what it would do. I was told a
four-months stock .was available and
some crops needed only three months to
go before harvesting. So the situation
was not dramatic. - . -

Of course, Rhodesia had taken that
stand to force President Kaunda to put
E;euure on Joshua Nkomo to give in to

rd Carrington’s conditions at the
Lancaster House conference. I suggested
that Zambia refuse the ultimatum and
start sowing, the Minister of Agriculture
looked at me as though I were crazy - he
thought there was no solution but to
surrender.

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BUDGET ADDRESS BY THE HON, M. J. LUMINA, MP, MINISTER OF
FINANCE, DELIVERED TO THE NATIONAL ASSEMBLY

1. Mr Speaker, Sir, I beg to move that
the House do now resolve into Committee
of Supply on the Estimates of Expenditure
for the year lst January, 1079, to 31st
December, 1979, presented to the National
Assembly in January, 1979.

2. Mr Speaker, Sir, T am a bearer of a
meszage from His Excellency the President
recommending favourable econsideration of
the Motion I now lay on the Tahle.

3. Mt Speaker, Sir, I wish to con-
gratulate you on your re-election to your
office. Sir, honourable Members of this
House have enjoyed your protcetion and
advice. May I also congratulate the
Deputy Speaker on his election. | have no
doubt that he will give you all the
assistance you need.

4. Mr Speaker, Sir, 1 also wish to pay
tribute to my predecessor, Mr J. M.
Muwanakatwe, for the extremely able and
distinguished way in which he handled the
financial affairs of the Nation during the
most difficult period for our economy since
Independence. The achievements we have
made to date in solving our problems are
due in large measure to his personal
ability and dedieation to our young
Nation. His contribution to Zambia is
firmly reflected in the level of financial
discipline which he introduced, the high
degree of integrity which he bronght to his
job, and the confidence in Zambia which
he has inspired in the international
financial community.

5. T wish, therefore, on behalf of the
Nation to thank him publicly in this
House.

6. Mr Speaker, Sir, last year at this
time, my predecessor described very ably

the severe economic and financial pro-
blems which afflicted the Nation. Today, 1
would like to survey the progress which has
heen made and the problems which remain
to be solved. 1 shall also outline a number
of measures hoth to deal with these
problems and to provide the basis for
further development.

7. Mr Speaker, Sir, I <hall commence by
surveying the main factors of the inter-
national economic situation which directly
affect the Zambian economy.

Part T

THE INTERNATIONAL ECONOMIC
SITUATION

(@) General Economic Conditions

8. The recovery -of the world economy
continued in 1978, but at a rate which was
insufficient to induce a significant improve-
ment in commodity prices in general and
mineral prices in particular. The control of
inflation remained uppermost in the list of
priorities of most industrinl nations, As a
result most countries pursued conservative
growth policies.

0. In the countries belonging to the
. Drgaaisation for Economie Co-operation
and. Development (OECD) real output is
pstifiated to have grown by 3.5 per cent
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gimilar amount in 1979. This fact re-
emphasises the need for further massive
concessional aid flows to the developing
countrics to assist in overcoming the grave
problems inflicted on them by the in-
stability of the world economy during the
current decade.

(b) TI'nflution

14, In the OECD countries the svorage
rate of inflation remained almost un-
changed from its 1977 levels. In the twelve
months to October, 1978, prices rose by 8.2
per cent, although there were signs of an
acceleration towards the end of 1978. This
average conceals wile variations betwceen
countries. For instance, in the United
States inflation was running at almost 10

cent at the end of the year while
any achieved a zero rate of change in
the six months to October, 1978,

15. The prices of the exports of the
developed countries increased by 9.7 per
cent between the second quarters of 1977
and 1978, almost the same increase having
occurred in the previous period. This is
approximately the amount by which the

ices of Zambia’s non-oil imports will
E:.vo increased. When compared to the
stagnation in our export prices this
implies a decline in our terms of trade.

16. In December, 1978, OPEC
announced a series of increases in the
price of oil which would average 10 per
cent during 1979, and would raise the
price at the end of 1979 to over 14 per cent
above the 1978 level. While the oil-
producers have claimed that the increase
is necessary to compensate them for the
loss in earnings due to the fall in the value
of the US dollar, it is much larger than was
generally expected. This increase will
work its way into the world economy and
will inevitably result in further inflationary
pressures. It will not have the disastrous
offect on the world economy of "the
uadrupling of prices in 1873, but it will
create further balanco of payments m
blems for the developing countries li
Zambia, which they can ill afford at this
timo. It is estimated that in the case of
Zambia the increased cost will amount to
about K11 million in a full year,

(¢) World T'rade

17. In recent years, the volume of
world trade has consistently increased
more rapidly than the growth of total
output, reflecting the increasing inter-

' dependence of all the world economies.

This trend continued in 1978 when it is

.~ estimated that both exports and jmport

increased by about 5 per cent in volume
terms. The OECD countries, which
generate almost 70 cent of total world
trade, nwamdls‘aineiﬂsﬂsgmwth
of export volumes a slightly l.ll}ﬂl‘
increase in im . This increase was due
almost entirely to larger oil imports.

I would like to take this opportunity to
appeal to the major donors to recognise
the critical shortage of development
finance for the poor nations and to
reach agreement on a very substantial
increase in the resources placed at the
disposal of the World Bank.

29. Mr Speaker, Sir, progress in the
negotiations between rich and poor nations
seeking a new international economie
order have been proceeding at a very-
unsatisfactory pace. The momentum estab-
lished in 1975 and 1976 has dissipated.
One area of the dialogue in which Zambia
has a keen interest is the establishment of
a Common Fund to assist in stabilising
commodity prices. Negotiations on this
issue have at several times approached
deadlock, but total collapse of the talks
has so far been averted. However, the
scope of the Fund's operations and the
size of resources available to it have been
much reduced from the original proposals
of the developing nations. It is my hope
that the remaining issues will be resolved
in the context of the Fifth Assembly of
the United Nations Conference on Trade
and Development which is expected to
take place in May, 1979. I would also hope
that the major industrial nations will
find a way of increasing the volume of
resources at the disposal of the Common
Fund. The achievement of consensus on
this issue will go a lunig way towards
averting the threat of confrontation
between poor and rich nations.

30. There is one further area of grave
concern to the developing countries,
namely, the burden of external debt
which has accumulated particularly in
the since 1973 when oil prices were

dpled. I have already referred to the
huge deficits which have been suffered
by the non-oil developing countries. It
has been necessary to finance these
deficits from loans raised from a variety of
resources in the industrial countries.
Since the flow of concessional aid to the
developing nations has been inadequate
to ocover their m;;lt:lll ml?ouh'emenh.m:
large rtion of the borrowing
hmosmhﬁtm,oﬁan&ommmmuoid
institutions. The developing ocountries
have appealed for collective debt relief in
order to reduce their debt service, but
this has received no support whatsoever
from the industrial nations. This is another
area in which co-operative action is badly
needed so as to prevent any risk of
default among the developing countries.
I hope this is an issue which will also be
examined during the UNCTAD V
negotiations.

ZAMBIA

37. Mr Speaker, Sir, 1 now wish to dis-
cuss the economic conditions which
vailed in Zambia in 1978, and which form
the background to the 1979 Budget. Hon.
Members are well'aware that the Zambian
economy is open and vulnerable to world
economic influences. 'The continued
restraint exercised by the major indus-
trial countries has had the effect of
moderating the upward trend of the prices
of primary products. Since the fortunes of
our economy continue to be dominated by
the level of mineral prices, particularly

that of copper, it is appropriate that I
should commence my discussion of the
Zambian economy with a review of
developments in this area.

(@) Mineral Prices

38. The average copper price in 1978
remained virtually unchanged in kwacha
terms, The estimated average for 1978
was K1,000 per tonne compared with
K1,018 per tonne in 1977. The average
price quoted in terms of the pound sterling
was considerably lower. In 1977 the
average price per tonne was £753. but it
dropped to £710 per tonne in 1978. This
difference in average prices reflects the
increased kwacha earnings induced by the
adjustment of the kwacha exchange rate
on one hand and the significant strength-
ening in the value of the pound sterling
on the other.

39. The average prices conceal a wide
variation in prices during the course of the
year. Prices strengthened slightly but not
uniformly as the year progressed, and
ranged between K019 per tonne in
February and KI1,216 tonne in
December. Most of the increases may be
attributed to short-term production pro-
blems in the major producing and export-
ing countries. These problems are unlikely
to persist and they do not give rise to
optimism about a rapid and sustained
increase in prices.

40. The overall demand and supply
situation did, however, improve slightly

- in favour of the producer nations, in that

for the first time since 1973 consumption
exceeded production by a small margin of
6 per cent. In 1977 world production was
6.0 million tonnes, while consumption was
6.8 million tonnes. In the first six months
of 1978 production was 3.5 million tonnes
compared with consumption of 3.7 million
tonnes. This represents an annual excess
demand of about 400,000 tonnes. However
this excess demand was easily covered by
the huge stocks of co which have
oo el e O
recent . Wor
reached a year-end peak of 1.8
n tonnes in 1977. These stocks fell

41. Mr Speaker, Sir, there was one
encouraging development concerning
copper prices in 1978.

(@) General Economic Conditions

8. The recovery -of the world cconomy

continued in 1978, but at a rate which was
insufficient to induce a significant improve-
ment in commodity prices in general and
mineral prices in particular. The control of
inflation remained uppermost in the list of
priorities of most industrinl nations. As a
result most eountries pursued conservative
growth policies. :

9. In the countrics belonging to the
Organisation for Economic Co-operation
and Development (OECD) real output is
estimated to have grown by 3.5 per cent
during 1978, only marginally below the
growth of 3.7 per cent realised during
1977. However, foreeasts now indicate that
the growth of real output will slow down
considerably during 1979, and by the end
of the year will be rising at an annual rate
of no more than 2.5 per cent. This com-
pares very unfavourably with previous
long-term trends. For instance in the

period 1965 to 1976 real output grew at an
annual average rate of 4.1 per cent. .

10. The largest decline in growth is
expected to occur in the United States
economy which expanded by nearly 5 per
cent in 1977 and an estimated 3.8 per cent
in 1978. In 1979 the growth rate will
probably not exceed 2 per cent and may
well fall to as low as 1 per cent at an annual
rate by the end of the year. It has been
recognised for some time that the US
economy could not sustain its very high
growth rates in view of 1its increasing
problems of inflation, balance of payments
deficits and the instability of its currency.
Nevertheless, when the US economy enters
a recessionary period it is almost inevitably
true that the rest of world follows within a
ghort time because of the increasing
interdependence of the world economy and
the dominant position of the United
States which contributes about 40 per cent
of the total Gross National Product of the
OECD countries.

11. Forecasts for 1979 indicate that the
sharp fall in US growth will not be
repeated in most other industrial coun-
tries which are expected to grow at
approximately their 1978 rates. However,
the recession in the US, the threat of
inflationary pressures, the drive towards
currency stability and the need to reduce
external payments imbalances will all tend
to depress the expansionary policies of the
major industrial countries.

12. It is not possible to identify a trend
among the developing economies because
of the enormous diversity of the factors
which influence them. The oil-producing
countries (OPEC) saw a decline in their
external balances due to the declining
value of the US dollar in which oil prices
are fixed. Some of these countries actually
moved into deficit positions during 1978.

13. The non-oil producing developing
countries have, like Zambia, suffered in
varying degrees from the depressed state
of commodity markets. However, there
has been considerable variation between

different commodities, with agricultural
prices generally performing better than
mineral and other raw material prices.
Their combined external deficit in 1978 is
estimated to have increased by $10 billion
to $35 billion, and may increase by a

17. In recent years, the volume of
world trade has consistently increased
more rapidly than the growth of total
output, re the increasing inter-
dependence of all the world economies.
This trend continued in 1978 when it is

" estimated thet both exports and im

increased by about 5 per cent in volume
terms. The OECD countries, which
generate almost 70 cent of total world
trade, saw a small decline in the growth
of export volumes and a slightly lu}er
i in i . This increase was due

uncha from 1977.

18. In 1978 a more even balance was

achieved between the industrial and oil-
e ing nations. The OECD current
deficit on the balance of payments is
believed to have fallen very steeply from
$27.5 billion in 1877 to §1 billion in 1978,
while the OPEC surplus fell from $31.5
billion to $11.1 billion in the ummriod,
This improved balance was not cted
in the non-oil developing countries whose
deficit increased by $10 billion as I have
already menﬂom‘{,;

19. Despite the near overall balance in
the OECD area, there was wide variation

This imbalance gave
rise to the serious instability in exchange
rates which dominated the world economy
in 1978. Such imbalances between the
three largest market economies are & cause
for grave concern and international
pressure has mounted for corrective
measures to be taken. I now wish to
discuss, briefly the main developments in
the world’s currencies during 1978.

(d) International Monetary Developments

20. The main source of currency in-
stability has been the severe weakening
of the US dollar during 1978, particularly
in the period July to October. During the
twelve months to October, 1978, the value
of the dollar compared with other major
currencies fell by over 18 per cent. The
dollar weslenady against all major cor-
rencies except the Canadian dollar, and
in the case of themsm fr:t;n a.?d the
Japanese the s value fell b
over 50 ygnt. The decline of conﬁdeno{
in the worsened in October when
its overall value fell by 6.5 per cent in
that month alone.

21, The position was dramﬁu]l{
altered when the US authorities undertoo

a major programme to support the dollar,
including the.unsrl:oedantod move for the
United States of drawing on IMF facilities.
The measures resulted in & significant
improvement during November and
December, although in the final days of the
year and in early Jan the improve-
ment slowed. Considerable uncertainties
remain, and it is clear that unless the US
can resolve the underlying causes of the
loss of confidence in the dollar then further

destabilising pressures will persist. Thus

the US Government must reduce its pay-
ments deficit and control inflation but in
such a manner that it does not precipitate
a serious recession in its domestic economy.

22. Mr Speaker, Sir, I have discussed
this problem because the US dollar is still
the currency in which the largest portion
of world trade is conducted. Moreover,
most international loans received by
developing countries are quoted in dollars
and a very large proportion of most
country’s foreign exchange reserves are
held in dollars. Thus instability in the

doller tends to have a disruptive influence .

on world trade and other international
financial transactions, It is therefore
imperative that the dollar should be
stabilised to ensure that world trade is
conducted on an orderly basis,

23. In terms of our own currency the
exchange rate between the kwacha and
dollar showed little change at the end of
1978 from its December 1977 level.
However, there was considerable variation
during the year, so that the kwacha
appreciated against the dollar by over
7 per cent from its value in March, 1978.
In terms of the pound sterling the kwacha
depreciated by nearly 10 per cent during
1978, more or less equal to the March 1978
devaluation of the kwacha against the

SDR.

(¢) International Financial Institutions

24. Mr Speaker, Sir, in my discussion
of international monetary developments
1 stressed the need for more orderly world
exchange rate arrangements. In this

the International Monetary Fund
(IMF) plays a key role. In his 1877 Budget
Address my predecessor outlined in some
detail proposals under consideration by
all the member states of the IMF to amend
ita Articles of Agreement to allow it to
play a more effective role in monitoring
the movement of exchange rates. After a
long period of consultation these amend-
ments came into effect in April, - 1978.
However, much remains to be done in
implementing these amendments in order
to give the IMF greater influence parti-
cularly in supervising the movements of
the major convertible currencies. In the
system of floating exchange rates which
has evolved during the 1970s there is need

for effective monitoring of exchange rate
practices to ensure & stable world economic
environment.

25. The amendments to the IFM
Articles of t coincided with the
Sixth Review of quotas under

which the overall quotas increased by
one-third. Zambia's quota increased from
K78 million to K144 million, thus in-
creasing our eligibility to draw from the
IMF's resources. The Seventh General
Review is now underway but is not
expected to be finalised for some time.

28. Mr Speaker, Sir, Zambia is also a
member of the World Bank and the
African Development Bank (ADB). During
1977 both these institutions decided to
allow Zambia to have access to their
concessional loans. I am happy to report
that during 1978 three agreements, were
concluded with the International Develop-
ment Association (IDA), the concessional
facility - of the World Bank. These were
worth in total $22.2 million or K18.0
million. Negotiations are well advanced
with the ADB for the financing of one
project under its concessional facility
and other projects are under consideration
by both institutions.

27. Mr Speaker, Sir, the African
Development Bank took a momentous
decision during 1978 in that at the 1978
Annual Meetings a resolution was passed
allowing the ADB to open its member-
ship to non-African States. In the past
only African States have been allowed to
contribute to its capital stock, and since
most members are relatively poor the
availability of resources for development
projects has been limited. The admission
of non-African States to full membership
of the ADB will provide an additional
means of transferring resources from the
rich industrial nations to the developing
countries of Africa t h an institution
which is fully attuned to the problems of
development in our continent.

28. Mr Speaker, Sir, the World Bank
is the largest single source of finance for
projects in the developing countries.
In the last decade it has expanded its
operations very rapidly. However, it
has now reached a stage where it cannot
expand at the same rate without a very
substantial increase in its resouroces.
Negotiations have been under way for
nearly two years on the size of the increase
in contributions by member countries.

(f) The Outlook for 1979

31. Mr Speaker, Sir, the prospects for
the world economy in 1979 are not
encouraging, I have already referred to
deceleration of growth rates
in the major industrial economies. There
is virtual unanimity among forecasters
that the United States economy will enter
a period of economic depression, although
it is generally expected that this will
fairly short lived; and that by the end of
the year recovery will have started.
However, if the other major countries,
Japan and West Germany in particular,
pursue the correct policies then the risk of
a significant decrease in world growth
rates will be reduced.

32. The year 1979 will be dominated by
the need to correct the external payments
imbalances which characterised 1978.
Economic slow down in the United States
will tend to reduce its imports and hence
its payments deficit. The principal surplus
countries, Japan and West Germany, are
expected to allow a significant expansion
of public expenditure, and this will help
to improve their domestic growth rates
while at the same time it will increase
their demand for imported goods. The
British economy has improved signifi-
cantly, reflecting the effects of North Sea
oil, and a fairly rapid expansion relative to
past performance is expected through most
of 1979.

33. If the external payments imbalances
are improved, then the violent cum;tay
fluctustions of 1978 will not be repeated.
The prospects for currency stabi]ité are
enhanced by the formation of the Euro-
pean Monetary System which is e
to come into operation this year, although
itsa launching has already been deferred
and therefore some uncertainty remains
a8 to its effectiveness.

34. Expansionary policies in some
countries should ensure that the growth
of world trade will not be significantly
retarded. However, with inereasing unem-
ployment in many countries there is a
real danger that the trend towards pro-
tectionism will accelerate. This is highly
undesirable from the point of view of the
developing countries, the majority of
whose exports are consumed by the
industrial nations.

35. The other major area of concern is
the level of inflation. There is no prospect
of a decline in the rate of price increases
of the manufactured output of the indus-
trial economies, There is a very real risk
that inflationary pressures will mount
during the year if expectations of rising
living standards are not matched by a
reasonable level of growth.

36. In summary the outlook for 1979 is
one of uncertainty, If recovery is to con-
tinue the international co-operation is of
paramount importance. The development
of our own economy is strongly influenced
by external factors. Therefore I do not
expect a significant contribution to our
economic recovery to come from this
source. Any progress must come from our
own achievements as a Nation.

42, The prices of other mineral exports

varied, Zinc prices have followed the

pattern of copper strengthening during
the year, but showed no improvement on
average over the previous year. Lead
prices declined during the middle months
of 1978 but strengthened sharply in the
final quarter, reaching record levels in
December., The most dramatic improve-
ment came in cobalt prices which were
around K 11,000 per tonne at the beginning
of the year. Due to the development of a
serious shortage of cobalt on world
markets, the price more than trebled
during the year, exceeding K35,000 per
tonne by December, 1978.

43. Mr Speaker, Sir, the prospects for
any major improvement in copper prices
in 1979 are poor. The expected slowdown
in economic activity in the industrial
countries will have a depressing effect on
the prices of all primary commodities.
Even if the world consumption of copper
exceeds production, the large stocks will
be more than sufficient to cover the
difference. Although I expect a small
increase in price levels, this will not be
significantly in cxcess of the general
level of inflation.

(b) Gross Domestic Product

44. Mr Speaker, Sir, the Gross Domestic
Product is a measure of the value of the

goods and services produced in thé
economy, and is a good indicator of the
general performance of the cconomy,

45. As in the previous three years,
Zambia’s economic performance was un-
satisfactory in 1978. Preliminary estimates
by the Central Statistical Office indicate
that in terms of constant (1965) prices
Gross Domestic Product grew by onl
0.5 per cent. This represents a small
improvement over the performance in
1977, when a fall of 2.9 per cent occurred.
However, such a low level of growth is
totally inadequate when compared with
the rapid increase of population which is
currently estimated to be 3.2 per cent per

annum. As & consequence real per capila
GDP fell for the second yeaf in succession.

46. Mr Speaker, Sir, within this overall
picture of economic performance there is
a considerable variation between the
various scetors of the economy.

(i) Mining

47. In spite of the continued depressed
state of copper prices during the year,
the performance of the mining sector has
been most encouraging. The real value
of output is estimated to have grown by
4.3 per cent despite an estimated 1 per
cent fall in production from 660,000
tonnes to 654,000 tonnes. This apparent
contradiction is largely accounted for by
the drastic measures which the mining
companies have taken to reduce their
cost of operations. _

48. Mr Speaker, Sir, at the beginning
of 1978 the mining companies were in a
grave financial position. At the projected
copper prices they faced the prospects
of massive losses, in view of rapidly rising
production costs and stagnant level of
production. It was principally for this
reason that the Party and Government
decided to adjust the value of the kwacha
downwards by 10 per cent in order to
increase the receipts of the mining com-
panies in kwacha terms. At the same
time the companies themselves undertook
the cost-saving measures which I have
already mentioned. The overall effect of

these measures has been a major
improvement in the financial position
and outlook of the mining sector, which
should be consolidated during the course
of 1979 even if there is only a minor
increase in copper prices.

49. An additional factor in the
improvement of the mining sector’s
outlook has been the dramatic increase
in th;Pﬁw of cobalt. Production of this
mineral is expected to increase significant]
during 1979, and at current price levez
this will provide, as it has already done,
considerable benefits to the mining sector
and the economy as a whole.

50. These remarks are considerably
more optimistic than would have been

ible a year ago. I should balance this
observing that it is still true to say

~ that the sector is not the major source of

growth that it was in the earlier years
of Independence and is still not con-
tributing to the general revenues of the
Republic.

(ii) Manufacturing

61. Mr Speaker, Sir, the manufacturing
sector also showed an unexpected surge
of activity in 1978. Preliminary estimates
indicate that real output rose by 7.0 per
cent, compared with a decline of 6.2 per
dent in 1977. Thus the ground which was
lost in 1977 has been recovered. Neverthe.
less in 1978 manufacturing accounted for
only 9.9 per cent of total GDP, compared

with 11.9 per cent in 1974 and production
was 13.4 per cent lower in 1978 then in

1974.

52. This increased output has been
achieved in spite of the severe constraints
imposed by the shortege of foreign
excharge. The improvement has been
much greater in some industries than in

_others, and indeed a few have scen a

furttier decline in output. The explanation
may wel be that certain industries have
been abile to switeh from imported inputs

in indentives should be allowed to our
farmers both commercial and small-seale,
to allow an increase in agricultural
production in the coming year. 1 believe
that the producer prices announced for
the 1878/79 season, including the increaged
maize price of KO per bag announced by
His Excellency the President will go =
leng way in achieving this objective.

(iv) Other Sectors
57. Mr Speaker, Sir, the performance

of other sectors in the economy has bben
varied. Construction has shown the largest
decline of any sector, since it reflects very
accurately the level of expansion and new
investment in infrastructural facilities
particularly in mining, manufacturing and
gervice industries as well as the Govern-
ment sector. In 1978 construction activity
is estimated to have fallen by 13.9 per
cent, compared with a fall of 1.9 per cent
in 1971.

58. The value added in electricity and
water supply increased very slightly by
1.7 per cent, the low growth reflecting the
depressed state of industrial and mining
activity. Wholesale and retail trade
increased marginally in 1978 after a
sharp fall in 1977. The value added in
transport and communications fell by
3.2 per cent, a reflection of the difficulties
experienced in this sector, to which I
shall return shortly, Other service sectors,
taken in aggregate are estimated to have
shown no change from the 1976 and 1977
levels.

59. Mr Speaker, Sir, it is also appro-
priate for me to mention briefly at this
stage the trends in the types of expenditure
which developed during the year. Consump-
tion expenditure in 1965 prices in the non-
Government sector is estimated to have
risen by about 6.5 per cent during 19783,
This increase was iasufficient to compen-
sate for the fall of nearly 30 per cent which
had odourted between 1975 and 1977.
Real consumption expenditure in the
Government sector fell by about 7.5 per
oent in 1078, thus reversing the trend of
continually rising expenditure which had
beeni observed for many years. This is an

: development since it indicates
that t vernment sector imposed less
of a drain on the national economy. The
development which gives rise to great
concern is the 26 per cent decline in

 fixed capital formation, which is a
measure of the real value of new invest-
ment undertaken in the various sectors of
the economy. This decline is a reflection
of the depressed state of the economy and
is one which must be reversed if the
economy is to recover.

60. Mr Speaker, Sir, I wish to devote
gome time to a discussion of other greas
of our economic performance where there
have been significant problems or develop-
ments.

2.(e) Transportation

61. Mr Speaker, Sir, one of the most
serions problems we faced last year was
the disruption caused to the movement
of our imports and exports by the deterio-
ration in the transportation system and
the congestion which developed at the
opean ports through which Zambian

eargo is moved.
62. The TAZARA railway system and
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66. Mr Speaker, Sir, the difficulties in
the transport sector have contributed
almost entirely to the sharp deterioration
in Zambia's balance of payments position.
The volume of copper exports in 1878 fell
by over 15 per cent from 667.000 tonnes

in 1077 to an estimated 565,000 tonnes.
Thus the estimated value of exports in
1978 of K649 million was significantly
below the 1977 figure of K716 million,
This decline occurred in spite of an increase
in earnings from cobalt which is estimated
to have been of the order of 1560 per cent
over the 1977 level. Exports of cobalt
contributed an estimated K38 million
to our foreign exchange earnings.

67. On the imports side, the stringent
control which we have continued to
exercise during 1978 as in the provious
three years, has resulted in imports of
about K550 million, representing virtually
no change in value from the 1977 level of
K554 million. However, when inflation
and changes in currency values are taken
into account, this implies that the actual
volume of imports decreased in 1978,

68. Mr Speaker, Sir, tlic trade balance
is the difference between the values of
exports and imports. In 1976 the trade
balance showed a surplus of K238 million,
and in 1977 it fell to K160 million, In 1978
a further sharp fall oceurred, and the
trade balance for the year is estimated to
have been K99 million.

69. However, the trade balance re-
presents only a part of our external pay-
ments and receipts. When payments in
respect of transportation, travel and other
services are included, a more accurate
picture of our external position emerges,
that is the balance of payments. In 1976
the balance of payments deficit was
K148 million, and in 1977 it deteriorated
sharply to K258 million, In 1978 virtually
no improvement was observed, and the
deficit is tentatively estimated to have
been K247 million.

70, Although these figures represent
gsome improvement over the huge deficit
of K438 million in 1975 it is simply not
possible for a developing country such ag
Zambia to continue to incur such deficits
year after year. It is solely for this reason
that Zambia has accumulated the large
volume of arrears on external payments.
Until this backlog of payments is cleared
we cannot expeet to see a return to normal
trading conditions,

71. Mr Speaker, Sir, the improvement
and subsequent stabilisation of the balance
of payments position is the most crucial
aspect of our economic policy today. If
we do not normalise the situation then we
cannot expect to see any improvement in
our economy. Indeed there can only be
further deterioration in our already weak
position. We are living in a chan
situation from that which prevailed only
a few years ago. We must exercise even
closer scrutiny over our imports, reducing
even further those items which are not
absolute essentials for our people’s well-
being. I wish to assure the House, and the

Nation as a whole, that priority will be -

given, within the constraints of the situa-
tion, to those imports which are necessary
to utilise the spare capacity in the economy
and to induce further growth in the
agricultural sector.

(e) Prices, Incomes and Employment

72, Mr Speaker, Sir, 1978 saw a slight
deceleration in inflation, and it is estimated
that the rate of increase of consume
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objectives pursued during 1978 was the
control of the money supply in the hands
of the public. In 1976 and 1977 the money
supply grew by 26.5 per cent and 12.1
per cent respectively. In 1978, I am
Lappy to report to the House that the
money supply actually contracted by
8.7 per cent in the twelve -months to
September, 1978.

76. This decline marks significant
progress in the battle against inflation.
However, it has been achieved by a
pevere restriction on the amount of credit
which was extended to all sectors of the
economy including the Government, and
companies in the parastatal and private
sectors, This has inevitably resulted in &
reduction in the activities and expansion
programmes of some institutions. It. has
also enabled the Government to monitor
and restrain expenditure. even more
gtrictly than in the past.

(9) The IMF Programme

77 Mr Speaker, Sir, I have no doubt
that hon, Members will recall that in
March, 1978, my predecessor presented
to this House a programme which had
been negotiated with the International
Monetary Fund for assistance spread
over two years in stabilising the economy
through a facility worth in total K357.6
million. This assistance was extended to
Zambia under the following IMF facilities:

Stand-by facility .. K256.0 million
Compensatory

financing facility K 50.2 million
Trust fund . . .. K 16.4 million

In addition an earlier facility of K35
million was rescheduled.

78. 1 am now able to inform the House
that by the end of 1978 K153 million had
been made available to us under these
facilities. Further drawings are expected
in the early part of 1979.

79. Mr Speaker, Sir, in the arrangement
with the IMF, agreement was reached
ou certain targets relating to our economic
performance. I wish to stress that these
turgets were completely in accord with
sconomic policies which had already been
ddupwed by the Party and Government,
and which had been outlined in various fora
by His Excellency the President, and also
by my predecessor in his Budget Address
in January, 1978. In my anafysis of our
economic performance during 1978 I
have covered all the areas which were
imoorporated in the disoussions with the
IMF. Therefore, I do not need to re-state
the position. Suffice it to say that the
IMF has been kept fully informed of
developments in the economy, and has
found that our progress to date has been
sdtisfactory, with the result that our
drawings from the various facilities have
ptwoeeded according to the inal
sohedule devised in March, 1978.

80. Mr Speaker, Sir, we expect to make
further substantial drawings on the IMP
funds during 1979. In order to supporb
the benefit which we receive from these
funds it will be necessary to continue the
agreed economic policies to achieve
the three objectives which my predecessor
outlined to this House in March, 1978:

—the need for foreign currency to
purchase essential goods, in-
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line with the original budget estimate.

this is realised then monetary expansion
will be moderate and the rate of inflation
should decelerate further.

84. Mr Speaker, Sir, these improve-
ménts can only be achieved if the economic
and budgetary measures to which I shall
address myself shortly are implemented
effectively and in their entirety. I do not
hold out the prospect of a rapid improve-
ment in living standards, but I do believe
that the process of economic stabilisation
which has already started will provide the
basis of more sustained development in
the years ahead.

Part III

GOVERNMENT FINANCIAL
OPERATIONS

85. Mr Speaker, Sir, I wish now to
discuss the Government’s financial
operations for the year ended 3lst
December, 1978. Sir, the final figures of
revenue and expenditure are not yet
available, but preliminary figures indicate
the situation which I shall now outline

(a) Ezpendilure

86. The total reourrent expenditure
approved by this House amounted to
K632.8 million. In addition S8upplementary
Estimates were approved, bringing the,
total to K653.9 million, a net addition of
K1.1 million.

87. Preliminary estimates indicate that
total expenditure in 1978 was K616.7
million, representing 94.3 per cent of the
approved allocation,

88. This House also approved capital
expenditure of K140.0 million. Sup-
plementary Estimates were approved which
allowed a net increase of K54.2 million.
However, a large portion of this increase is
balanced by drawings on external loans.
The preliminary estimates indicate that

93. The receipts from customs and
excise dutics and sales tax are estimated
at K258.4 million, a shortfall of K13.5
million on the Budget Fstimate. The main
source of this shortfall was the sharp
decline in receipts from customs duty and
sales tax on imports which totalled
K43.8, million, in 1978 against K61.5
million in 1977, and represented only
about 72 per cent of the 1978 Budget
Estimate. This position reflected the low °
level of imports and the continuation of
the trend towards importing only essential
goods which carry a low rate of tax.

94, As in 1977 no revenue whatsoever
was received from taxes on the mining
industry in 1978. The accumulation of
heavy losses by the mining companies
which are offset against taxable profits,
and the low level of copper prices means
that this situation will continue in 1979.
This loss of mineral revenue has been the
largest single contributory factor to the
financial problems of the Government.

(c) Financing

95. The inflow of resources from medium.
and long-term internal loans was KI1.5
million below the estimate, which in the
prevailing economic climate is fairly
satisfactory. However, the Government’s
receipts from the dishursement of external
loans has been a cause of grave concern.
It was originally estimated that s total of
K99.2 million would be received in 1978.
Provisional figures indicate that receipts
of only K22.1 million had actually been
realised by the end of December, 1978.
The explanation is two-fold. Firstly the
rate of progress of many externally
financed projects has been unnecessarily.
slow. Secondly, the benefits of many loans
provided for balance of payments support
are received in the form of goods and
services by private and parastatal com-

52. This increased output has been
achieved in spite of the severd constraints
imposed by the shortege of foreign
excharge. The improvement has been
much greater in some industries than in
others, and indeed a few have seen a
further decline in output. The explanation
may well be that certain industries have

8 than in

heen able to switch from imported inputs .

to local raw matorials where these are
availahle, thus avoidirg the foreign
exchange constraint. This is & healthy
development which should be encouraged.

53. I must however point out that the
manufacturing industry as a whole remains
in a difficult position, and until a much
higher level of imports can be permitted,
the sector will not be able to re-establish
its position as the motor of growth within
the economy,

(iii) Agriculture

54, Mr Speaker, Sir, the performance
of the agricultural sector has been more
disappointing. The preliminary estimates
indicate overall real growth of only 1.6
per cent during 1978. While this represents
a small improvement over 1977 when
growth of only 0.6 per cent was achieved,
it falls a long way short of the performance
in 1975 and 1976 when growth rates of
4.7 per cent and 6.7 per cent were realised.
The growth during 1078 is attributed
entirely to the estimated increase in
subsistence farming. Marketed production
has shown no increase at all in most ¢rops,

55, One of the main reasons for the
poor performance in the last two years
has been the decline of the maize harvest
sold to the official marketing agencies
from the record level of 8.3 million bags
in 1976, to 7.5 million bags in 1977 and
about 0.5 million bags in 1978, Perform-
ance in other crops has been most
disappointing.  Preliminary  estimates
indicate a fall in tobacco, sunflower,
groundnut and wheat production. After
the two-fold increase of seed cotton
production in 1977, no growth of output
is expected. Some increase in tea and
coffee production is expected.

56, Mr Speaker, Sir, I need hardly
say that these results are extremely dis-
appointing in view of our commitment to
the development of the agricultural sector.
The reasons for the decline are many, but
there are two main ones. Firstly, the 1978
output of all crops was very seriously
affected by the abnormally heavy and
prolonged rains in the early part of the
year. Secondly, production has been
affected in agriculture as in all other
sectors by the acute foreign exchange

constraint. Thus the incentives provided
to farmers in the form of improved
producer prices were insufficient to offset
the problems faced by the sector. It is
therefore imperative that further increases
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economy is to recover,

. '80. Mr Speaker, Sir, I wish to devote
some time to a discussion of other greas
of our economic performance where there
have been gignificant problems or develop-
ments.

() T'ransporitation .

61. Mr Speaker, Sir, one of the most
serious problems we faced last year was
the disruption caused to the movement.
of our imports and exports by the deterio-
ration in the transportation system and
the congestion which developed at the
opean ports through which Zambian
cargo is moved.

62. The TAZARA railway system and
the road route to Tanzania continued
to carry the largest portion of Zunbia’s
trade, with the result that in the first
nine months of 1978 the port of Dar-es-
Salaam handled 83 per cent of Zambin's
cargo, the sume proportion as in 1977.
During the vear several factors combined
to couse a very large inerease in the delay
in movidg our imports fron  Dar-es-
Salaam, in transporting mineral exports
to the port and in despatching these
exports to theiv final destinations, 1
need not dwell on the dotails of the

yblems anconuntered. Suflice it to sy
that the TAZARA system and the port
of Dar-es-Salaam have been required to
handle a far larger proportion of our

external trade than was envisaged in the
planning stage of this project.

63. Our reliance on external trade is
an integral part of the satisfactory
functioning of our economy. But it

. means that our transport system must

operate efficiently and rapidly. Thus the
congestion at the ports and delays in
transportation are a cost to this Nation
which we cannot afford. The increases in
E;::n and other charges which have been

posed in 1978 and 1979 will increase
these costs. It is imperative that an
improvement in the system is achieved
rapidly.

64. By the end of 1978 some improve-
ment had been observed in the congestion
at Dar-es-Salaam. Thus, for instance,
oo]l'»per awaiting shipment from Dar-es-
Salaam had decreased to 24,000 tonnes
at the end of December compared with
41,000 tonnes in August, 1978. Imports
awaiting transit to Zambia had fallen
from about 61,600 tonnes in September to
46,300 tonnes in December. However,
these lovels remain unacceptably high.

65. Mr Speaker, Sir, I need hardly
mention that these improvements are very
largely due to the addition of the southern
rail route, following a decision announced
by His Excellency the President in
October, 1978. Hon. Members will recall
that this became necessary due to the
arrival within a very short period of the
bulk of Zambia's 1978 fertiliser imports.
The already congested port of Dar-es-
Salaam was unable to handle the huge
volume of imports, and subsequently
the Mozambican ports were unable to
handle the volume within the constraints
of the available transport links. I hope
this route will go a long way towards the
problems we experienced in 1978.

(@) Balance of Payments

iurther deterioration in our already weak
position.

73. Mr Speaker, Sir, figures for earnings
and employment trends in 1978 are not
yet available. However, as in preceding
years, it is almost cértainly the case that
average earnings have inereased more slowly
than the rate of price increases. In other
words, the real value of earnings probably

declined during 1978, a fact borne out by the

decline in real per capitea Gross Domestic

Product to which 1 referred earlier.
During 19%8 the Government introduced

.

an interim incomes policy which imposed |

a frecze on basic rates in the public sector,
and permitted only an increase of K6 per
month in the private sector irrespective
of the worker's salary. In percentage
terms, this implies that a worker earning
K50 per month received a 12 per cent
increase, while the salary of a highly paid
director earning K1,000 per month rose
by less than 1 per cent. The intention of
this was to reduce the pressure on the
level of inflation which results from exces-
sive wage and salary increases,

74. Sir, because of the depressed state -

of the economy, it is believed that there
was no increase in the level of employ-
ment. Indeed, as in 1977 many companies
have unfortunately been forced to lay off
employees temporarily, and in many cases
permanently, because of reductions in
their levels of production. This highly
undesirable trend is a symptom of one of
our basic economic problems which I
perceive to be an excessive concentration
on infrastructural projects, which create
employment only during their construc-
tion phase, and on capital-intensive forms
of production which generate only limited
employment opportunities. These trends
must be reversed by devoting more of our
resources to directly productive projects,
and by both the private and publie
sectors devising means of using our most
valuable resource, namely the people of
our country.

(f) Money Supply and Credit

75. Mr Speaker, Sir, the rate of growth
of the money supply is another area of
the cconomy which has caused great
concern in recent years. If the supply of
money moves excessively out of line with
the availability of resources, goods and
services then inflationary pressures in-
evitably build up. The danger of inducing
inflation is greatly increased in a situation
in which foreign exchange is in short
supply, as at present. Therefore one of the

It is therefore appropriate for me, in
coneluding  this review of economie
conditions in Zambia, to consider briefly
the economic outlook for this year.

(k) Economic Prospects for 1979

81. Mr Speaker, Sir, the year which
has just ended, while being a very difficult
one in many respects, also gives some
basis for very cautious optimism, provided
that we can continue the policies of
restraint which commenced in 1978 and
also that other deficiencies can be
corrected. In 1978 significant progress
was made in controlling Government
expenditure, with the result that the
deficit was greatly reduced, a point to
which 1 shall return shortly. A small
improvement was seen in the current
account of the balance of payments in
spite of the major ' transportatinn
difficulties. The rate of inflation moderated
slightly and the growth of the money
supply was brought under control.

82. The year 1979 will not be an ecasy
one as far as the balance of payments is
concerned. Priority must be given to a
reduction of the external payments arrears
and to achieving equilibrium on out

- balance of payments. Thus although we

expect a small increase in export earnings,
the control on’ imports must be continued.
As a consequence, we cannot expect to
gee a major increase in the output of our
industries which still depend so heavily
on imported machinery and raw materials.
But there is scope for increased production
in industries which use a large proportion
of local raw materials. Agricultural output
is subject to the vagaries of the weather,
but with continued improvements in
incentives for agricultural production,
the scope exists for a reasonable rate of
growth in this sector. The mining sector
is in a better financial position than a
year ago and some improvement in its
performance may be expected, particularly
in cobalt production where the prices are
now extremely favourable.

83. The Government deficit should also
be reduced somewhat during the year due
to continued restraint on expenditure. If

(a) Ezpenditure

88. This House also approved capital
expenditure of K140.0 million. gup-
plementary Estimates were approved which
allowed a net increase of K54.2 million.

The preliminary estimates indicate that
total capital expenditure was K92.6
million, which is 47.7 per cent of the
approved allocations. It is expected that
the final analysis will show a much larger
figure on capital expenditure than the
figure I have just quoted.

89. Mr Speaker, Sir, in order to achieve
our objective of keeping the budget
deficit. within the forecast level, my
Ministry exercised much closer surveillance
and tighter control on the release of funds
for expenditure. This was done to re-
inforce the appeals made by my
predecessor for Controlling Officers to
personally ensure that the experditure of
their Ministries and Departments was
kept within the allocations approved by
this House. Although this measure resulted
in a minor amount of incovenience in its
early stages, the Ministries quickly learned
to live with the new situation. I am
therefore happy to report that recurrent
expenditure has been kept within the
limits approved by this House at the start
of the year. The small addition of Kl.1
million in terms of Supplementary
Estimates was required to correct s few
anomalies which arose during the year,
and it is expected that this increase will
be covered by undeclared savings.

90. The slow implementation of Govern-
ment projects resulted, as in previous
years, in capital expenditure which was
considerably below the approved
estimates. It is recognised that restraints
were imposed by the lack. of foreign
exchange and the problems of transpor-
tation, which may have delayed progress

on some projects. Nevertheless, it is my
belief that those responsible for capital
projects can realise a marked improve-
ment through their own efforts. These
projects are vital to the development of
our economy, so it is essential that the
limited amount of money which can be
devoted to capital expenditure is fully
utilised, particularly where projects are
financed by assistance from abroad.

(b) Revenue

91. Preliminary figures show that
revenue receipts in 1979 were K543.7
million, compared with the estimate of
K560.6 million. It is expected that when
the final returns have been received the
total receipts will exceed the original
estimate by a small margin.

92. Mr Speaker, Sir, reeeipts from
Income Tax are provisionally estimated to
have been K199.1 million which was in

96. Mr Speaker, Sir, when total revenue
including that from long-term borrowing is
compared with our recurrent and capital
ex‘;enditure, the provisionally estimated
Budget deficit is K107.1 million. This
compares favourably with the deficits of
K189.7 million and K183.4 million in
1976 -and 1977 respectively. I must
emphasise, however, that this deficit must
be covered by short-term borrowing from
the banking system. This is a source of
inflationary pressure and can induce an
undesirable increase in the money supply.
It will therefore be necessary to reduce
this deficit still further in view of the huge
accumulation of short-term borrowing
resulting from the successive deficits of the
last four years.

Part IV

BUDGETARY AND ECONOMIC
POLICY

(@) Economic Background

97. Mr Speaker, Sir, the analysis of the
world and domestic economic situation
which I have presented leads to the
conclusion that we still have a long way
to go in redressing the financial and
‘economic imbalances which have developed
in our economy in the last four years, Our
objective must be to continue the process
of stabilising the financial position of our
Nation which has already started. At the
same time it is essential that the economy
gshould regain the momentum of real
growth which has been lost in recent
years. The critical financial constraints
which face the Nation mean that exactly
the right blend of policies must be devised
in order to maintain the precarious
balance between excessive inflation on one
side and the dangers of economic recession
on the other.

98. Sir, the package of policies which
I shall outline has been formulated in
order to achieve a number of objectives
which are closely inter-related but which
are not necessarily mutually compatible.
These objectives are:
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—the expansion of production;

—the creation of employment oppor-

tunities;
—easing the impact of inflation;

—further reduction of the Govern-
ment budget deficit; and

—the return to equilibrium on the
overall balance of payments.

99. 'The realisation of these objectives
will go a long way towards halting the
decline in living standards which has
affected our people in recent years. This
decline has affected the poorer sections of
the Nation rather severely. When His
Excellency the President addressed this
House in December last year he laid
emphasis on improving the lot of the
common man, Qur policies should therefore
be oriented towards satisfying the basic
requirements of all our people. The only
way in which this can be achieved is by
increasing domestic production of the basic
eagentials, by means which create new
employment opportunities throughout the
ecol::omy. His Pg}r:eallency stated quite
categorically that the people have elected
us to deliver jobs and revive the economy.
It is our duty to ensure that theseobjectives
are realised without delay.

(b) The Budget
100. Mr Speaker; Sir, the Budget for

the year 1979 which I am presenting to
this House is summarised as follows:

101. Mr Speaker, Sir, the overall deficit
estimated for 1979 is K265.56 million. In
revious the deficits had been as
ollows: 1976—K379.1 million, 1976—
K300.9 million, 1977—K281.2 million and
1078—K232.2 million. These overall
deficits represent the difference between
our total expenditure and the total revenue
which is raised from taxation and by other
means from local resources, The deficits
are financed in the: first instance by long-
term loans from internal and external
sources. If these loans are insufficient to
cover the deficit then the Government
must resort to short-term borrowing from
the banking system. However, this form
_of financing ie inflationary, since it can
directly increase the supply of money in
the economy:. It is this short-term borrow-
/ing'| requirement which I have reduced

loans, which is estimated to be K149.5
million in 1979 as opposed to K99.2
million in 1978.

102. Mr Speaker, Sir, it is not prudent
to allow a huge accumulation of short-
term borrowing from the banking system
at a time when our foreign exchange
position is critical, and the level of
economic activity is severely depressed.
The level of K75 million is the maximum
which I believe can be sustained by the
economy in our present situation,

(¢c) Fiscal Policy

103. Mr Speaker, Sir, I have already
stated that I do not expect the Govern-
ment to receive any revenue at all from
copper mining during 1979, as was the case
in the last two years. Hon. Members may
have noticed a slight improvement in
copper prices since the beginning of this
year. However, even at their present
levels, copper prices are inadequate to
compensate for the rapid increases in
production costs which have affected the
mining companies in recent years. Thus a
much stronger and more prolonged re-
covery of prices will be necessary before
any revenue is eventually received by the
Government. Furthermore in the last
three years of severely depressed copper

ices the mining companies have
accumulated huge losses. These losses are
offset against current and future profits
for tax purposes. Therefore the accumu-
Iated losses must be climinated before any
revenue is received from copper mining.
Consequently no revenue is expected from
this source for at least a further year,
even if the most optimistic assumptions
about copper prices are made.

104, However, hon. Members will be
aware of the dramatic improvement in the
price of cobalt which occurred during
1978. Recent estimates indicate that
production of this metal will increase
during 1979. I therefore expect to raise
some revenue from this source. :

105. Bir, in recent years the Government
has made very substantial progress in
diversifying its sources of revenue. By

inereasing tax rates and introducing new
forms of taxation it has been possible to
achieve a fairly rapid growth rate of non-
mineral revenues. For instance between
1974 and 1978 non-mineral revenue has
grown at an annual average rate of over
12 per cent. However, I believe that the
scope for achieving further significant
growth in revenues at the present time is
severely limited and any large increase in
the tax burden on our people could have a
negative impact on our economic perfor-
mance.

106. It is in this context and of the
economic objectives which I have already
outlined that I have devised the fiscal
measures which I shall announce later this
afternoon.

(@) Expenditure

107. Mr Speaker,.S8ir, in view of the
restricted scope for increasing revenue and
the necessity of reducing the budgetary
deficit, I have had no alternative but to fix
Government expenditure at the very basic
minimum which is dictated by our need to
maintain essential services and to meet

109. Mr Speaker, Sir, the largest single
item of expenditure is personal emolu-
ments which have risen from KI61.5
million in 1978 to K170.5 million in 1979.
In addition, the wages of daily paid and
temporary workers are paid from
Recurrent Departmental Charges, and
these are estimated at about K340
million, There are also elements of wages
and salaries in the other items of expen-
diture which I have listed. Thus the
Government’s total expenditure on Wages
and galaries is in excess of K200 million.

110. The major allocations to individual

(ii) Subsidies

112. Mr Speaker, Sir, hon. Members
are aware of the significant reduction in
subsidies which has been made in the last
three years. The decision to reduce sub-
gidies was taken by the National Council
of the United National Independence
Party after its careful consideration of His
Excellency the President’s ‘Watershed
Speech’ in June, 1975. The wisdom of this
decision has been proved by the increasing
severity of the economic and financial
problems which have affected the Nation
in the subsequent years. In line with this
decision subsidies were decreased from
K82.8 million in 1975 to K59.8 million
in 1976. No further policy decisions
concerning subsidies were made in 1977,
when in consequence, total subsidies rose
to K66.2 million. However, in 1978 a
further reduction of over 30 per cent was
approved by this House, fixing subsidies
at K44.2 million.

113. Mr Speaker, S8ir, the economic
and financial position facing our Nation
is such that we must maximise the volume
of resources devoted to development and
the maintenance of essential services. I
have therefore found it necessary to
reduce the level of expenditure on sub-
sidies from its 1978 level of K442 million
to K30.4 million in 1979. By far the largest
portion of these subsidies is spent on
maize and fertiliser. I have therefore
decided to reduce the subsidy on maize
handling costs to K12.0 million, a reduc’
tion of 33.3 per cent. The total subsidy
on the fertiliser price differential has
been eliminated completely compared
with K4.3 million allocated in 1978.
The subsidy on fertiliser handling costs
will be K6.4 million, & reduction of 19.0
per cent from its 1978 level.

114, Mr Speaker, Bir, the reductions in
subgidies are essential in order to ensure
a fair distribution of our limited resources
between consumption and investment.
The policy decision to phase out subsidy
payments made by the National Council
and the subsequent decisions to reduce
subsidies made by this House have
ensured that the people, through their
representatives have been fully invplved
in this deliberate choice to channel more
resources to the development of our
Nation.

(iii) Capital Expenditure

115. Mr Speaker, Bir, it is with con-
siderable regret that I must inform the
House that the overall level of capital
expenditure has been reduced to K1238.9
million. I have indicated that I have made
every effort to restrain recurrent ex-
penditure to the absolute minimum which
i8 dictated by the mneed to maintain
essential Government services. These
constraints when combined with the
objective of ensuring a lower overall
budgetary deficit have led to the painful
decision to reduce capital expenditure.

116. Mr Speaker, Sir, capital expendi-

117. For these reasons it has been
decided that no new projects will be
undertaken unless they involve invest-
ment in directly productive activities.
Furthermore, the rate of progress on on-
going infrastructural projects will be
slowed to the extent that is compatible
with_existing contractual commitments.
Finally, priority has Leen given to projects
which are financed, wholly or in part, by
external loans. In this way the supply
of imported goods for use in capital
investment programmes can be improved
without placing an unnecessary burden
on the balance of payments,

118. A total of K123.9 million has been
allocated for capital expenditure. Of this
total K59.1 million will be financed by
external loans if the projects to which
they relate are implemented according to
our expectations. The allocation of capital
expenditure to the agricultural sector is
K29.4 million including K11.2 million
for loans and investments in agricultural

arastatal institutions. Loans and invest-
ments of K3.6 million have been allocated
for industrial projects and K13.5 million
for investment in the transport and com-
munications sectors. A total of KI9.8
million has been allocated for road
projects, where the cmphasis is on feeder

roads and the completion of on-going

projects.

119. Mr Speaker, Sir, the amount
which has been allocated for capital
expenditure is admittedly small. But
hon. Members should note that Govern-
ment investment forms only a small
part, about 25 per cent, of total invest-
ment in the economy. The majority is
accounted for by the private and parastatal
gectors, Thus although the volume of
Government investment will decrease,
it cannot be said that economic activity
will necessarily decline as a result. But,
in order to offset the decrease of Govern-
ment investment, it will be necessary to
provide the right environment for an
increase in investment activities by our
parastatal and private companies, I intend
to address myself to this problem in the
policies which I shall outline today.

120. Mr Speaker, Sir, in concluding
my remarks on Government expenditure
I wish to make one point absolutely clear
All Ministries and Departments must be
aware that the allocations approved by
Parliament  particularly as regards
recurrent expenditure should be regarded
as upper limits on their expenditure.
Releases of funds during 1979 will be
subjected to the closest scrutiny as was
the case in 1978. If the Government
does not receive the revenue that has
been estimated, then it will be necessar
to restrain releases of funds until sucﬂ
time as the revenue i3 received. Farther-
more, I do not envisage any circumatance3

123. Secondly, His Excellency the
President in the same address announced
a major relaxation of the price control
system, in which price deecisions will be
entrusted to individual compinies with
only a very few goods remaiviig under
direct price control.

124. Thirdly, hon. Members are aware
that the Indpstrial Davelopment Act
has now been in effect for over cne year.

Emphasis is pladed
on industrial development which is labour
intensive, which uses local raw materials,
which promotes exports and which is
based in rural areas. This Act has alread
stimulated considerable interest, bot
inside and outside Zambia, and many
applications for recognition under the
Act have been received. However, much
remains to be done in terms of simplifying
the procedures, and advertising the in-
centives provided.

107, Mr Speaker,.Sir, in view of the
restricted scope for increasing revenue and
the necessity of reducing the budgetary
deficit, 1 have had no alternative but to fix
Government expenditure at the very basic
minimum which is dictated by our need to
maintain essential services and to meet
our national commitments.

the Party and Goverament, it is appro-
priate that I should mention the means
which we are adopting to ensure the rapid
development of the sector.

127 Sir, the most important policy
instruments available to Government are
the producer prices which are fixed for
many crops. Under a decision taken by
the Party and Government these prices
are now reviewed regularly and the
practice will continue whereby they are
reviewed at least once a year, account
being taken of all variations in the cost
of inputs and the need to ensure an
adequate rate of return to our farmers.
Increasing attention will be paid to

“relative prices between crops both in
Zambia and abroad, in order to promote
those in which Zambia is most efficient
or in which domestic demand is high.
Encouragement will be extended to all
scales of farming activity and the
variations of cost structure will be taken
into account.

128. During 1970 preparation will
continue on the many projects which are
being undertaken with the assistance of
the World Bank, the African Develop-
ment Bank, the European Economic
Community and other external agencies.
Many of these projects will emphasise
development of particular areas of the
country and the promotion of crops in
which these areas have the greatest
advantage, rather than concentrating on
individual erops on a nation-wide basis.

129. The number of projects under
preparation has inereased sharply during
the last year. This should allow a rapid
growth of agricultural output over a
vide range of ¢trops in the years to come.

(y) Piices and Incomes Policy

130, Mr Speaker, Sir, despite the reduc-
tion in the rate of inflation which has
already oceurred 1 expect that inflation
will continue at relavively high levels
duting 1979, Whea this is scen in the
context of the virtual stagnation in
national output and real lividg standards
it is clear that an appropriate permanent
prices and incomes policy is essential.

Thus when my predecessor presented his
Budget Address last year he said that

the Government had invited a dis-
tinguished expert to advise Government
on appropriate measures. I am able to
report that this expert, together with a
team of specialists in relevant fields,
under the auspices of the International
Labour Organisation, conducted an
extensive study on the issues during the
year. The mission’s report has been
received in the last few days and the
Government is now actively considering
the recommendations put forward. These
will be presented to the Nation in due
course,

131. In the intervening period the
interim policy to which I have already
referred lias been in force, Under this
poliey increases in busic wages and salaries
in the public sector have been frozen
while increases in the private sector
bhave been restricted to a maximum of
K6 per month. Mr Speaker, Sir, this
policy will remain in operation until
April, 1979, when further guidelines will
be presented.

132. Mr Speaker, Sir, the question of
prices is an exceedingly difficult problem.
The Government’s pricing policy must
take two fundamentally opposed objec-
tives into account. On one hand it is
essential to restrain the rate of inflation
in order to maintain living standards
and to prevent economic and social
disruption. On the other hand the pro-
ducers of goods and services must be
allowed to charge prices adequate to
ensure levels of profitability sufficient
for the expansion of their output. ln
recent years it has become _in(-reusmglx
apparent that despite the high rate of
inflation, the latter objective has not
been universally satisfied particularly in
the parastatal scetor. 1t is for this reason
that greater freedom has been allowed in
price determination as 1 have al;'cudy
indicated. In view of the inevitable
price increases which will result the
Governuent will take meusures to make
sure tiat the impact is reduced as far as
possible, In this regard, my colleague the

hon. Minister of Industry, Commerce
and Foreign Trade will exercise the closest
vigilance to ensure that the prices which
are fixed are fully justified, and that
inefficient operations are not tolerated.

(h) Monetary Policy

133. I wish to turn now to a discussion
of the monetary policy which will be
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pursued during the year. During 1978
considerable success was achieved in
controlling the money supply by means
of restricting the amount of new credit
made available to all sectors of the
economy.

134. This year, I intend to exercise
similar control over the money supply.
However, the mining industry’s improved
financial position implies that the demand
for new credit from this source will be
very substantially reduced. Moreover,
the reduction in the Government deficit
will also place less of a burden on the
banking system. Consequently it will be
possible to allow a. considerably larger
increase in credit facilities available to
the rest of the economy. Many private
and parastatal companies found that
their operations had to be restrained in
1978 because of the restrictions. This
relaxation during 1979 should allow a
more reasonable liquidity position in
the industrial and agricultural sectors
and will afford an opportunity for growth
within the constraints of the availability
of inputs and import controls. If this
opportunity is seized, then 1 sincerely
hope that an expansion of produection
will follow and therefore the contribution
of these companies to Government
revenue will be increased,

(1) Balance of Paymznts

135. Mr Speaker, Sir, I have previously
stated that two of our objectives in 1979
should be to restore the overall balance of
payments to a position of -equilibrium,
and to achieve a reduetion in the level of
payments arrears. Although 1 expect a
small increase in export earnings, these
two objectives imply that the level of
imports in 1979 will remain about the same
as in 1978, Therefore import controls will
remain in force during 1979 under the
aystem now in operation. I wish to note
here that the change from a quarterly
allocation of foreign exchange to a semi-
annual basis has resulted in a more
orderly approach to the problem, and
importers have Denefitted considerably
from being able to plan their operations
more systematically.

136. The policies outlined by my pre-
decessor in his Budget Address last year
concerning export promotion will con-
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tinue and every effort will be made to
diversify Zambia's exports. It is parti-
cularly important that our manufactured
and agricultural goods are exported.

137. I do mnot intend to alter the
exchange control regulations in any funda-
mental sense. These are amended on a
routine basis from time to time by the
Bank of Zambia as tho ecircumstances
dictate., Our current situation does not
suggest the need for any change.

(j) Third National Development Plan

138. Mr Speaker, Sir, the problems
which . confront the Nation present a
formidable task during the implementa-
tion of the Third National Development
Plan. Sir, I am confident that this Plan,
despite its earlier postponement will be
launched in 1979. Many of the policies to
which I have alluded this. afternoon will
form a critical part of the Plan, and I
believe that these policies and the mea-
sures which I shall announce shortly pro-
vide the right basis for ensuring its
successful launching and implementation,

139. Mr Speaker. Sir, the cconomie poli-
cies I have outlined do not represent any
major departure from those previously
adopted by the Party and Government.
The policy instruments available are
severely limited by the need to achieve
non-inflationary growth, while at the
same time attempting to improve our
balance of payments and foreign reserves
situation, The measures to which I now
turn have been dosigned with this in

S Part V
REVENUE MEASURES

140, Mr Speaker, Sir, I shall now disouss
the estimates of revenue for 1979. Sir, the
estimates have been prepared on the basis
of the economic objectives which I out.
lined earlier this afternoon, In summa
these are: the reduction of the Govern-
ment’s short-term borrowing requirement,
while at the same time stimulating econo-

mic activity and reducing the impaet of |

inflation on our people. The contribution
to revenue of the mining industry will be
minimal. Therefore almost all recurrent
revenues will be derived from other forms
of direct and indirect taxation. If no
further measures to raise revenue are
introduced then the short-term borrowing
requirement would be unacceptably high.
Consequently it is necessary to increase
revenue from some sourccs. However in
other areas I have decided to allow a slight
reduction in revenue in order to achieve
our other objectives.

141. The total recurrent revenue for
1979, including the new measures which
I shall announce, is ecstimated to be
K583.9 million. The summary of revenue
is as follows: :

142, Mr Speaker, Sir,
which I propose to introduce may be
classified in seven categories according to
their objective as follows:

the measures

—incentives to stimula¥e fridistion

i

—incentives to encourage exports:

—incentives for increasing employ-
ment;

—-compensation for inflation;

—reducing consumption of unessential
items;

—encouraging financial independence
among parastatals; and
—the mobilisation of additional
revenue.
I shall now discuss the revenue proposals
in detail.

(a) Personal Income Tax

143. Mr Speaker, Sir, the level of
inflation has placed a heavy burden on
average carnings. Incomes have not risen
as rapidly as the prices of goods in the
shops, with the result that those people
who receive fixed incomes have experienced
a decline in their living standards. It has
also been observed during periods of high
inflation, when the ranges of taxable
income are not adjusted in line with
inflation, that employers must increase
wages and salaries disproportionately in
order to maintain the real value of take
home pay. This is because as a worker's
earnings increase, he becomes liable to
higher rates of taxation, so thxt his
retained earnings do not rise as rapidly as
his basic salary. Finally, we have noticed
that the rates of taxation on very high
incomes have had a serious impact on the
motivation of our fop managess and
professional workers, who are required to
pay tax at & maximum rate of 75 per cent.
Although these people are comparatively
well paid it is essential that they should
have sufficient incentives to give the best
of their abilities.

144, Mr Speaker, Sir, in view of these
brief remarks I have decided to make
minor amendments to the tax structure.
At present, the initial rate of 5 per cent
is levied on the first K500 of taxable
income after allowances I propose to
increase this amount to KI1,000 leaving
the tax rate unchanged. The next K1,500

- of taxable income is taxed at 10 per cent.

I propose that this rate of tax should
apply to the next K1,000 only. The
next two tax brackets of K2,000 are
taxed at 25 per cent and 35 per cent. I
propose to decrease the rate of tax on
these brackets to 20 per cent and 30 per
cent respectively, leaving the brackets
unchanged. The final change that I
propose is a reduction in the maximum
rate of personal income tax from 75 per
cent to 70 per cent. The other rates
remain unchanged. The proposed tax
structure is as follows:

145. These changes will result in an
increase in retained earnings, An average
| family of a working man, wife and three
children earning K4,000 per annumi at
present pay K256. Under the proposed
structure they will pay K215, a reduction
of about 18 per cent, A similar family
earning 110,000 per annum will pay
K925 less than before, a reduction of 9
per cent. In the case of a family earning
K15,000 per annum, the reduction will
be K291, equivalent to abonut 5 per cent.
| These measures will take effect from lst
April, 1979, and are expected to result in a
loss of revenue of about K3.0 million.

146. Mr Speaker, Sir, in making these
concessions, » 1 must emphasise that I
expect to see a reduction in tho level of
salary increases. Workers' organisations
ghould therefore moderate their demands
for increases. Similarly employers should
recognise that this will lessen the upward
pressure on their costs of production.
As a result I anticipate that these measures
will go some way towards lessening the
impact of inflation.

(b) Company Taz

147. Mr Speaker, Sir, an increasing
number of Zambian companies have
been experiencing severe licuidity pro-
blems. They have also had to restrain
their expansion programmes because of
the limited resources which they can
retain for investment, The rate of company
tax was last adjusted in 1977, when it
was set at 50 per cent. This year T propose
to make a concession to our companies
in order to improve their liquidity positions
and to encourage investment as a means
of stimulating production. Accordingly
1 propose to reduce the rate of tax on
companies from 50 per cent to 48 per cent.

148. At present companies establish-
ing operationsin the rural areasareallowed
a concessional rate of tax during the first
five years of its operations. At present the
rate is 35 per cent, and I propose to
reduce this rate to 30 per cent, in order
to encourage more companies to move
into rural areas, Mr Speaker, Sir, these
two measures, which will take effect from
1st April, 1979, are estimated to result
in a loss of revenue of K2.0 million in &
full year. This is a small price to pay if
the expected expansion of production is
fortheoming.

149. Mr Speaxer, Sir. His Excellency
the President has repeatedly stressed
the need for a major export drive, parti-
cularly in the case of agricultural products.
Acocordingly I propose to exempt, from
income tax any profits earned from the
export of goods manufactured from
domestically produced agricultural raw
materials. Sir, I hope that our industrialists
will take full advantage of this concession
and that as a result we shall see an increase
in our export earnings.

150, Mr Speaker, Sir, I have also
stressed the need for increasing the
availability of new employment oppor-
tunities. I am therefore proposing a
system of incentives for manufacturing
firms which create new jobs. I propose to
introduce a job credit system under which
frms will receive a credit against assessed
income tax of K500 for each net addition
to the number of full-time employees as
manifested by the PAYE card, or other
approved record of employment. This
credit could continue for three years after

e el i

the net addition, so that the total benefit
to a firm for each new job created will be
a credit against income tax of KI,500.
The credits will not apply to newly estab-
lished companies immediately such com-
panies will be allowed credits only for new
jobs created two years after the com-
missioning of their production. For firms
which have no income tax liability or an
insufficient amount to qualify in a parti-
cular year, I propose to allow a carry-over
to subsequent tax years subject to &
maximum of five years. This measure will
result in a loss of K0.5 million for each
1,000 new jobs created. It will take effect
from1st April, 1979.

(c) Mineral Tax

151, Mr Speaker, Sir, earlier this after-
noon I outlined the prospects for the
prices of the various minerals which
Zambia produces. I indicated that the
price of copper was still too low to generate
any revenue during 1979. But I also noted
the very large increases in the price of
cobalt which have occurred in the last
year. The price of cobalt is such that the
mining companies are earning very high
profits on this small area of their
production. I believe it is only fair that
the Nation as a whole should benefit from
this situation. At present mineral tax is
Jevied on all metals produced in Zambia
at a much lower rate than copper for which
the rate is 51 per cent. I am now proposing
to increase the rate of mineral tax, on
cobalt from 10 per cent to 20 per cent.
This measure which will take effect from
Ist April, 1979, will raise an estimated
K9.0 million in Government revenue.

(d) Sales Tax

152. Mr Speaker, Sir, 1 have alraadﬁ
outlined measures which, if approved, wi

result in easing the burden of inflation on
Zambian families who are subject to
personal income tax. However, only a
relatively small proportion of the Zambian
population is subject to such taxation.
In order to give some relief from inflation
to the rest of the population, I am
proposing to reduce sales tax.on three
categories of goods which form an essential
part of every household’s budget. The
changes I propose to introduce are as
follows: the sales tax on clothing will be
reduced from 20 per cent to 15 per cent,
and a similar reduction will be allowed for
footwear, while the sales tax on furniture
will be reduced from 30 per cent to 20 per
cent. The estimated loss in revenue from
these measures will be K2.5 million, and
they will take effect from midnight
tonight.

(¢) Hzcise Duly

153. Mr Speaker, Sir, I will now turn
to excise duties. Sir, these duties are fixed
at a flat rate related to the volume of the
goods produced or sold, Thus even if the
manufacturer’s price increases the revenue
received by Government is not affected.
This is different from sales tax or customs
duties which are related to the value of
the goods, so that the revenue produced
rises together with the manufacturer’s
price. Therefore it is necessary to adjust
the rates of excise duty from time to time
to ensure that the revenue yielded keeps
pace with inflation. This year 1 propose
to adjust the rate of excise duty on only
two items,

(i) Clear Beer

154, Mr Speaker, Sir, clear beer must
be considered as a luxury item which is
consumed only by those who have a
relatively high level of income. The
demand for beer in Zambia is limited
only by the ability of the manufacturers
to produce it in sufficient quantities. This
leads to the conclusion that the price of
beer is extremely reasonable. I am
proposing that the price of clear beer
should be raised by 5 ngwee per bottle.
The manufacturers will receive two ngwee
of this increase and the remaining 3
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of their best friends and
several young neighbours to
visit him. This party drove
in their fine carriages to his
country house, where they
stayed for eight whole days.

SALISBURY, Tuesday.

RHODESIA’S new
“‘constitution’’ which
will lead to majority
rule with a powerful
measure of continued
white influence, was
published today and
contained one major
surprise — the name of
the country will be
Zimbakwe Rhodesia.

The name itself was another
success for the whites in the
planning of the bogus new
nation scheduled to emerge
after the so-called one-man
one-vote elections on April
20.

During years of struggle
against white supremacy,
African nationalists have

ek

to their
state as

always referred
hoped-for-new
Zimbabwe,

But in recent months the white
minority  had pressed
strongly to have the name
Rhodesia retained as a
symbol of their ‘‘achieve-
ments’’,

Nationalists in the transi-
tional regime evidently
agreed to the compromise
name in a bid to bolster
flagging white morale, poli-
tical sources said.

The new constitution will have
to be approved by whites in
a referendum on January
30.

The draft constitution set out
in 151 pages, was published
by the regime along with a
slim document which gives
the main provisions in
layman's language to help

whites assimilate it before
the referendum.

The first section  says
simply: ““The name of the
country will be Zimbabwe
Rhodesia."

Subsequent chapters give
composition of parliament,
]qdmlar_\r and the commis-
sions running the security
forc?s. while the eivil
service will remain under
white day-te-day control.

White majority will be built
into the commissions for the
immediate future as no
blacks at present have the
qualifications necessary to
fill most of the seats. it
says.

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Probe disaster
fund, State urged

FURIOUS Kanyama residents have called on
the Party and its Government to institute a
commission of inquiry to probe how the
money donated by friendly countries. business
houses and members of the public towards the

Kanyama Disaster Fund has been used.

The call to probe the usage of
money follows claims by the
Lusaka City Council yesterday
that they had spent over K+ mil
lion on improving the aresd [Ollow
ing last year's Hoods.

According to the spokesman.
the council has spent
K3525.941.70n relief fund on drai
nage and road improvements in
the area. But when this news came
to light. one of thie Kanyama
residents yesterday quipped and
asked: “What! they have spent
K4 million on what?™

Worried by the imminent

floods. Kanyama residents said

that they are planning (o march to
Freedom House next week ‘to
demonstrate against what they
called the council’s “indifference”
to their plight.

The residents are also incensed
by the revelations in some quart
ers. that more than K million of
the disaster funds have been used
up and that the council is despa
rately trying to raise an additional
K300.000 to complete drainage
and road works in the compound.

“They have spent more than K+

million on what! Can they show :

us what type of work they have
done here. becauseé we have not
seen any drainage system in
Kanyama which could cost that
much?”  one resident. who
declined to reveal his name. told
the Mail.

On  Wednesday. Member of
Parliament for the area. Mr Flee-
fort Chirwa. appealed to the city
council to aet quickly by provid
ing small drainage systems.

Mr Chirwa said the floods were
coming up and the city council
should act quickly by digging
small rain water drainage systems
around the ecompound. to 'help run
off excess rain water.

He said the city council should
‘give an explanation as to what
had been done in these areas so

However. aceording tb a coun
cil spokesman. the council is sull
trying to establish exactly when
the funds ran out. while residents
maintain that the money is still
stored up in a council safe.

“I.am sure the money is stored
somewhere because it has ‘not
been spent. This Is a fact. If théy
have. on what have they spent
such a large amount?" asked one
resident.

A council spokesman admitted
there may not be grealt physical
improvements in Kanyama
Because most of the money went
into the blasting of the rocks in
preparation for a better drainage
system.

“So far. several roads have been
graded in Kanyama by a Makeni
based company called Recraft.”
said the spokesman adding: “the
blasting of the rocks which was
being done by Nampungwe Mine
(RCM) was the most costly of all
works being undertakén' in that
area.” '

He said when the council raises
the K300.000 it hopes to finish
some of the work in that area but
could not say whether that
amount is enough to complete the
work.

The men were
blindfolded and taken
to a place believed to
be a camp where they
suffered a ten hour
torture ordeal. One of
them was bayonetted
in both feet.

They were saved by
Paramilitary Police who

took them to the
University = Teaching
Hospital where they
have since been
admitted.

Narrating the
incident, . farm. hands
said that armed men
approached the farm-
house on Wednesday,
demanded to see
visitors at the farm.

The men were told
that there were only
two visitors and that
one of them had been

taken to the Police
Station with many
other  whites for
safety when violence

against whites broke
out in Lusaka’s Cairo
Road.

“This statement

Evangelism and mission . ..
the two inseparables

EVANGELISM, like Peace and Freedom, is something that all Christians
are for, whether or not they know what it means. So we offer our own
definition: evangelism is the proclamation of the mighty things that God
has done in Christ for the salvation of mankind. The aim of evangelism is to
lead men and women to acknowledge Christ as Lord.

Of course, this definition still leaves the door wide open to controversy.
What is salvation? Is it here and now, or in the future, or both? But it will do
as a working definition.

Mission is the working out of all the implications of "Jesus is Lord". It is
evangelism plus. It involves service of the suffering and disadvantaged, it
involves the struggle against evil in men and in the social order.

Evangelism and mission cannot really be separated. If they are separated
the evangelism becomes pietistic, unauthentic.

So in India, as we report ¢lsewhere, a group of teachers has expressed
disillusion with the Billy Graham technigue. They say it is foreign to the
genius of India, and that it avoids facing the real evils from which the
people of India seek salvation.

‘Pure’ evangelism is not possible today, if ever it was. Those who cr,

“Religion and politics don’t mix”, whether in Russia, Malawi, or Britain,
are always supporters of the status quo, who do not realise that such
support is itself a political stance.

Real reconciliation

It is still not clear whether the charismatic renewal in South Africa is a
genuine Christian revival, or, as a writer in Ka/ros, the paper of the South
African Council of Churches, says — ‘mock reconciliation’. He goes so far
as to call it ‘ersatz Christianity’. “Its gurus”, he writes, "are Ortiz and
Harper, its followers are termed ‘new Christians’, its songs markedly
catchy, subjective — the first personal pronoun abounds — and in-
tellectually undemanding . . . Christian reconciliation involves union with
Christ in suffering and dying in South Africa today. Mock reconciliation
carves out religious niches of immunity within the structures of
oppression.”

The strength of the New Initiative in Evangelism, which we describe in a
leading article in this issue, is that it does not neglect socio-political
involvement, and does not try to separate evangelism sharply from
mission. It is low-key: none of the old triumphalist crusade approach wj
flags, banners and mass meetings. Again it is fully ecumenical, includi
the Church of Rome.

The National Initiative in Evangelism is built on the newly discovered
convergence of traditions, Evangelical, Catholic and Radical. It is not the
case of a lowest common denominator of ethical idealism, but of a strong
common faith that Jesus died for our sins, rose again, and is Lord and God.

The State must cope with
the copper-market slump

OUR map shows the five

Zambia, like Botswana, is land-
locked, and so depends on other
countries for access to the sea and
export of its copper.

Zambia has for long, too long,
relied almost exclusively on its copper
exports. In the boom days in the
sixties—and independence came in
1965—the country smiled, trade
flourished. The educated ones and
the clever ones took the jobs of
departing Europeans, claiming and
getting good salaries. Cairo Road,
Lusaka, was a fashion parade.

True the wage differential between
the bank-clerk and the house-servant
was twenty to one; true, there were
terrible shanty-towns round Lusaka
and in the Copperbelt where the vast
army of unemployed and casual
labourers, up from the bush to seek a
share of the new wealth, lived and
partly lived: true, the 75 per cent of
the population still in rural areas only
got the newspaper reports and pic-
tures of the new affluence—but all
believed these things would right
themselves.

Then the Rhodesian war escalated
—the border between Zambia and
Rhodesia was closed and so the

country’s main copper-export route
was blocked.

Zambia, under its high-minded and
deeply Christian president, Kenneth
Kaunda, had always been prepared
to put principles before economic
advantage, and refused Mr Smith's
offer to re-open the border. The way
out to the West was closed by the
civil war in Angola and remains
closed. So Zambia depended for
exports, and imports, on the new
Chinese-built railway out East to the
overcrowded Tanzania port of Dar
es Salaam.

Add to this, in the last few years
the price of copper on the world
market has slumped drastically.

Nothing in Zambia's colonial past
had prepared her for this situation.
The new middle-class hadn’t heard
words like ‘cuts’ and ‘austerity’ in the
boom days of their emergence, and
management was inexperienced.

For years the Government had
realised the danger of over-depen-
dence on copper and had been
trying to encourage agriculture and
stop the flow of villagers to the
towns. But while copper prices kept
up and the towns prospered, all their




exhortations were useless. Any sys-
tem of registration and internal
checks on those coming to town was
anathema as it smelt of South
Africa’s hated system. It does seem
now that the future of Zambia
depends on agricultural revival and
something more than exhortation is
necessary.

In a small way the Church is
helping to develop new agricultural
methods. In two of the four rural
areas in which Anglicans have con-
centrated their work, there are Agri-
cultural Training Schemes.

At Fiwila the Church employs an
agriculturalist and is hoping to ex-
pand the project to help local farmers
with animal husbandry and dipping
facilities.

Fiwila is a lovely village at the foot
of a mountain and watered by a
mountain stream: it has a hospital
and school though both are now
under Government control. To date it
has been very isolated, approachable
only by a narrow dirt track, but now
there is a chance that an all-weather
road may be extended to the area
which will enable a bus to link up to
Kabwe, 70 miles away on the line-of-
rail. If this happens Fiwila could
become an important farming centre
—a unit in Zambia's re-orientation
towards agriculture.

At Chipili the Church has been
running a Blind School for many
years. In the last few years agri-
cultural work has been developed
and this is now being expanded into a
four-prong programme.

‘Barefoot students’

The farming project, whose main
aim is to introduce local people to
modern methods of agriculture, will
be supplemented by a Home Craft
Centre, mainly for girls leaving
school: many have to leave at the
end of the primary course as there are
insufficient secondary places. Then a
nurse is being sought who will con-
centrate on preventive medicine
in the surrounding villages and on
under-five clinics. Finally Chipili will
have an engineer who will teach the
use of simple tools and plant main-
tenance.

The third Anglican rural area,
Mapanza, has for over fifty years
been the home of the Church’s
Secondary School. It is now the only
school still run by Anglicans in
Zambia as all village schools are
nationalised. At one time St Mark's
School took Anglican students from
all over the country but the govern-
ment now insist 80 per cent of the
students shall be local boys, so its
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EACH rural centre has an Agricultural Training Scheme

strong Anglican character is largely
lost.

Like other schools, St Mark's may
soon have to adopt the new govern-
ment education scheme, which seems
to be a sort of ‘barefoot student’
scheme—one term in school and one
term on the land.

Perhaps the government really is
taking agriculture seriously !

The fourth rural area where tradi-
tionally Anglicans have worked is
round Msoro in the Luangwa Valley,
noted for its extensive game reserve.

Up on the escarpment, fifty miles
from Msoro, the Church planted in
1950 its big training hospital—at
Katete. The area is in the ‘sphere of
influence’ of the Dutch Reformed
Church and so no evangelistic out-
reach into local villages is attempted
by Anglicans.

Over the years Katete has become
one of the country’s leading rural
hospitals, with several doctors on the
staff, TB wards, maternity wards,
fifty girls in training and an extensive
rural health unit working on preven-
tative medicine. The Katete doctors
supervise a clinic down in the valley
at Msoro.

In the fifties and sixties, other rural
work was developed in the area
lying between Kabwe and Lusaka.

Migrant groups of farmers from
South Africa and Rhodesia, seeking
for land and greater freedom of action,

have settled in this area. Many are
keen Anglicans. They belong to
eight or nine different tribes, each of
which has its own language.

Fr Peter Wyatt who goes on tour
from Kabwe to serve some of them
writes:

“At Chamuka, some time ago, the
church leader, an elderly man named
Ben Nzube who only speaks a few
words of English, was very excited
when | met him. He told me some
people had walked many miles to t
meeting place at his village a?
asked him if they could share wit
the Christians in the service. They did
not speak the same language, but
could understand quite a bit of what
took place.

“After the service they asked if |
could come to their village. It took
nearly two hours to drive there, but
what a welcome | received ! A feast
had been prepared. The chief of the
area had walked many miles to bring
chickens for the feast. | found that
the visitor is always treated with
impressive courtesy and respect.

“I try now to visit them monthly.
Baptisms are a very moving event as
the congregation spontaneously
break into song and dance round the
newly-baptised, coming forward to
shake their hands.

“They are preparing themselves
for Confirmation on a sort of self-help
basis.”

It is Fr Wyatt too who pays tribute
to the Mothers Union—"These
women proudly wear a uniform,
white head scarf with MU motif,
white blouse and long blue skirt.

They happily
travel for two hours with me to visit
bereaved members of the MU in
outlying villages . . . "

a, nearer Lusaka, Fr Denys White-
head writes: At St Matthew's,
Kapopa, the people speak Xhosa and
Shona. There have been so many
baptisms and confirmations this year
that they have had to extend the
church — cement floor, sun-dried
brick wall, but no corrugated iron for
the roof as at present it's unobtain-
able.

The first bishop

“Mama Baleni died this year at 80.
She was South African born, and her
husband led his family to Rhodesia,
then Zambia, in search of land for
cattle. He built this church and was
church leader. Now his son leads the
Church.”

The four traditional areas of Angli-
can rural work each cover several
hundred square miles, but are very
small compared with the total area
of Zambia—four times that of Great

Britain. Anglicans were late on the
scene arriving in 1910 when Roman
Catholic and Protestant missions
were already well established.

The first bishop, Dr Hine, walked
thousands of miles up and down the
roadless country and planted the
Anglican Church in the gaps be-
tween the ‘sphere of influence’ of
other missions. The four gaps were
each in a different tribal area with
different dialects—so all liturgical
books have to be published in four
languages as well as in the lingua
franca, which is English.

Open-cast copper has been mined
for centuries in Zambia but the
deeper deposits were not discovered
and developed until the twenties.
Then the Church moved into the
growing urban areas; or rather two
churches moved in, as in each town
a church for expatriates was built in
the white residential area, and a
church for the contract workers up
from the bush was built in the black
township. This was not Christian
apartheid—it was, at the time, com-
mon sense. The two areas were
perhaps three miles apart with scrub-
land in between, the languages were
different and customs and traditions
were different. But this dual system
has caused much heart-searching in
more recent times.

From the start the bishops insisted
that all churches and services were

open to all races. At Livingstone in
the early days, the white community
refused to allow blacks to worship in
St Andrew’s Church.

Bishop Hine brought the matter to
the Archbishop of Canterbury, Ran-
dall Davidson, who wrote: “| find
it difficult to realise how men who
hold the Christian faith can put the
matter in the way in which some
seem now to be putting it . . . to
exclude Africans is in my deliberate
judgement, to set aside a funda-
mental principle of our Christian
faith.” In the end the whites gave
way. Soon a second church, St
Augustine’s, was built for blacks.
Only last year did the two Church
councils of the English-speaking and
Vernacular-speaking churches re-
spectively combine into one.

Unity discussions

In the towns of course there are
no ‘spheres of influence’. The de-
nominations jostle one another—
fairly literally, because in the high-
density housing area (what used to
be called "African townships’) the
different churches are usually to-
gether, strung side by side along one
street, a sad witness to disunity.

Union discussions were popular in
the fifties and several Free Church
denominations joined together to
form the United Church of Zambia.
But about 1967 the discussions




seemed to stop. Today, according to
one missionary, only Roman Cath-
olics are really ecumenically minded.

Most of the formerly ‘English
churches’ in the low-density housing
areas are now fully multi-racial with
blacks (Zambians and a strong
sprinkling of Asians) predominating.

There is a crisis of leadership in
the Church. Most of the full-time
African priests began as rural priests,
and are men of devotion but low
education—many have no secondary
education. In the towns they work
faithfully but are not equipped to
cope with a rapidly developing
materialistic culture and with the
new generation of educated civil
servants and business men.

On the other hand the new and
educated middle-class can com-
mand salaries five times anything the
Church can afford to pay a priest.
This would be asking a lot of an
English ordinand with responsibilities
limited to his nuclear family: it is
asking for far more from a Zambian
whose responsibilities range over
twenty or thirty persons in his
extended family.

A number of such men have come
forward for the supplementary minis-
try and have been ordained while
continuing in their secular jobs.
Maybe the hope for the future lies
with these—but at the moment the
Church is still organised to depend
on the full-time parish priest.

Unemployment

There are more expatriate priests
than in most independent African
countries, and the Church welcomes
them and values their ministry and
witness to the catholicity of the
faith. But these are in difficulties.
Children’s schooling is very difficult:
hospital facilities in town are below
English standards. A man with a
family finds it very hard to make ends
meet, especially as his wife can
seldom get a work permit.

USPG is willing to supplement
missionaries’ stipends, but the Zam-
bian bishops believe this is wrong
unless Zambian priests’ and church-
workers’ salaries can be raised too.
A single missionary can manage quite
well. But where have all the
bachelors gone ?

Unemployment is very serious in
the towns, some 100,000 school
leavers are unemployed. The Church
is sharing in the national effort to
help early school leavers in the
Waddington Centre attached to St
Peter's Church, Lusaka.

Those who leave school after a
secondary course go to do national

service. But the larger number who
do no secondary course or leave
halfway through, don't go on to
national service. It is mainly for them
that Waddington provides its courses.
A toy-making course is very
successful and pays for itself. The
motor mechanics course has been
discontinued as graduates could not
find jobs. Geoff Morris, who is

warden at Waddington, and a USPG -

missionary, conducted a survey to
find out what skills were needed and
as a result has begun a Handyman'’s
Course, which ‘covers various skills—
wiring, building, fencing etc., and
includes some car maintenance.

Courses are also run in English,
Maths, Book-keeping, and Health
Science. There is a waiting list of 200,

The Central Africa Partners in
Mission Consultation emphasized the
great need for training, and a Training
Team of four, two white and two
black, has been formed. This is a
mobile team, each member warks his
or her own area, training church
leaders, MU leaders, treasurers,
church councillors, etc. They come
together regularly for planning and
consultation.

There will probably be an election
in Zambia at the end of this year.
Kenneth Kaunda has consistently
refused to be a Life President, so the
election will include the choice of a
President.

It is highly likely Kenneth Kaunda
will be re-elected, but not without
opposition. There is growing dis-
content among the ‘rising middle

class” with the ‘high price of princi-
ples’. Many want the border with
Rhodesia re-opened. Many want
more of the ‘old gang’—those who
led the revolution that brought Zam-
bia to independence—out of office,
and their own men installed.

The settlement of the Rhodesian
problem will be a vast help. Beyond
this—Zambia has Uranium, Zambia
has half of the Victoria Falls and some
good game reserves for tourists, and
Zambia has great potential as a fruit
grower. Above all, Zambia has a
future if it can diversify its economy
and shift the emphasis from copper
to agriculture.

Financially the Church is suffering
as much as the country. In 1976
some K80,000 (£53,000) was raised
locally and this was about 75 per cent
of the budget for the three dioceses
of Zambia. But in 1977 local givin
was down to K70,000.

A dangerously high proportion of
local giving comes from the minority
of Europeans. Some of these are very
generous. One missionary reports the
gift of a Land-rover from a European
farmer, to enable him to visit some
distant villages. Most of the Euro-
peans are on contract and are well off,
as only highly qualified people com-
manding high salaries can get work
permits. But they are a diminishing
minority, and the ball is in the
Africans’ court.

Standstill?

Most Churches in Zamkia are
expanding. But Anglicans seem to be
at a standstill. It could be the change
from missionary leadership to local
leadership. It could be that the
leadership is too conservative, cling-
ing to inherited Western forms @
ministry and organisation. It could

that Anglicans with a strong tradition
of rural work have failed to meet the
challenge of the new secular Copper-
belt culture: certainly it seems that a

larger proportion of money and
energy should be put into the urban
work. It could be that old trouble,
the dependency syndrome, which
past missionary methods have en-
couraged.

Yet there are signs of hope—the
keenness of the immigrant African
Christians, the indefatigible Mothers’
Union, the new brand of supplemen-
tary priests, some outstanding lay
leaders and a growing social cons-
cience and desire to share in national
development.

Zambia belongs to the Province of
Central Africa. Central Africa belongs
to the Anglican Partners in Mission
fellowship, so WE are involved.

Fehler im staatlichen Management

Das Grundiibel in Sambia ist nicht
Verstaatlichung und nicht der Dirigis-
mus. Enischeidend sind die Fehler im
staatlichen Management, Ministerpo-
sten, die Leilungen der Staatsbetriebe
und erst recht die Plidtze im alle Regie-
rungsstellen tiiberragenden Zentralko-
mitee der Einheitspartei werden nur
nach einem politischen Kriterium be-
setzt: Wichtig ist allein die unbedingte
Loyalitét Prisident Kaunda gegeniiber
Kaum ein Minister oder Generaldirek-
tor bleibt ldnger als sechs Monate im
Amt. Das verhindert das Einarbeiten in
ein neues Aufgabengebiet und den Ep-
werb von Sachkenntnis, andererseits
aber auch den Aufbau einer Haus-
macht, die Kaunda gefihrlich werden
kiinnte. Weil aber immer der gleiche
Personenkreis von Amt zu Amt rotiert,
besteht auch nicht die Chance, daf sich
der neue Mann an der Spitze als Kapa-
zitdt erweist. Jetzt sollen wenigstens die
Entscheidungswege abgekiirzt werden.

Wohin das fiihrt, zeigt das Beispiel
der mit Tansania gemeinsam betriebe-
nen Tasara-Eisenbahn. Sie ist auf eine
Jahreskapazitat von 7 Milliopen Ton-
nen ausgelegt. Mehr als genug fiir Sam-
bia, dessen Ein- und Ausfuhr zusam-
men noch niemals 2 Millionen Tonnen
im Jahr erreicht hat. Aber Lokomoti-
ven stehen wegen Ersatzteilmangels still,
Lokomotiviiihrer wurden entlassen,
weil sie auf der 180 Kilometer langen
Strecke ihre Ziige zu dem Zweck an-
hielten, sie bestehlen zu lassen. Die
Umlaufzeit der Waggons zwischen Dar-
essalam und dem Ubergang zur sambi-
schen Bahn bei Kapiri Mposhi dauert
nicht die technisch moglichen fiinf Ta-
ge, sondern sieben Wochen. Das liegt
daran, dafi die Waggons in Sambia erst

nach Wochen entladen werden. Einmal,
als Daressalam dringend Waggons an-
forderte, schickte sie Sambia mit noch
den gleichen Waren beladen zuriick,
mit denen sie sechs Wochen vorher aus
Daressalam abgefahren waren. Doch
statt Remedur zu schaffen, verfiel das
Transportmanagement in der sambi-
schen Gewohnheit, Auswege statt L-
sungen zu suchen, darauf, 200 Lastziige
zu bestellen. Ein Lastzug kostet mehr
als ein Tasara-Waggon, hilt nur vier
Jahre, und seine Unterhaltskosten in
dieser Zeit {ibertreffen seine Anschaf-
fungskosten. Aufierdem kann er nur ein
Driitel so viel laden wie ein Waggon.
Bei solchen Zustéinden nimmt es kein
Wunder, dafl das den Sambiern unter-
geordnete weiBe Fachpersonal die Lust
verliert und abzuwandern beginnt. Die
WeiBlen leiden auch unter der wach-
senden Gewaltkriminalitdit und sind
selbst durch hohe Gehilter nicht zum
Bleiben zu veranlassen. Denn fiir die
Kwacha, mit denen sie bezahlt werden,
146t sich nichts kaufen in einem Land,
dessen beste Hotels sogar den (Gasten
nur ungeniefbare Margarine statt der
einst mehr als reichlichen Butter bieten
kénnen, wo es selten Brot gibt, man
nach Milch oder Elern oft vergeblich
Schlange steht, ein Kilo Kartoffeln um-
gerechnet bis zu 6 DM kostet.

Wenn es in der politischen Landschaft
Italiens brennt, dann kommt das Feuer
meist aus den Schulen und Université-
fen. Keine andere Bevilkerungsgruppe
wird so erbarmungslos mit der Wirk-
lichkeit des Landes konfrontiert, wie die
Jugendlichen bis hin zum 25. Lebens-
jahr: Die Schulrdume reichen noch
immer nicht aus fiir alle; also wird der
Unterricht oft in Schichten eingeteilt.
Den andauernden Auseinandersetzun-
gen zwischen Lehrern, Schulpersonal
und Staat folgen hédufig Streiks. Die
tdglichen Mifstinde fithren zu einer
Politisierung der Schiiler. Schon in frii-
hen Jahren stehen sich ,rote® und
wSchwarze* (faschistische) Gruppen un-
verséhnlich gegeniiber, Nicht immer ge-
lingt es den iibrigen, sich neutral zu hal-
ten. Die Folge sind zornige Demonstra-
tionen innerhalb und auflerhalb der
Schule, Priigeleien, Sachbeschidigungen
und Strafexpeditionen.

Nach der Schulzeit verschérfen sich
die Spannungen noch. Seit dem Faschis-
mus hat sich die Zahl der Studenten
weit mehr als verzehnfacht, der Raum
in den Universititen hingegen kaum
verdoppelt. Was bei den Schiilern zu
Anfang noch an ein Spiel erinnert, ist
unter den Studenten blutiger Ernst —
die Politisierung ist total. Das bedeutet
nicht, daB sich alle dem revolutionéiren
»Movimento", der auf Gewalt setzenden
~Autonomia Operaia* oder dem faschi-
stischen ,Ordine Nuovo“ anschlieBen.
Es gibt auch die katholischen, sozialisti-
schen und kommunistischen Gruppen
traditioneller Art. Doch die ,schwei-
gende“ Mehrheit oder Minderheit hat
wenig Gewicht, Uber sie wird verfiigt.

Frage: Sle haben sich wiederholt ent-
tduscht tiber die Politik des Westens ge-
geniiber Afrika geduflert. Wihrend der
vergagngenen sechs Monate hat Sambia
finanzielle Hilfe von mehr als 800 Millio-
nen vom Westen erhalten. Sind Sie noch
immer enttiduscht?

Kaunda: Wenn Sie fiber die Hilfe spre-
chen die wir vom Westen erhalten ha-
ben, dann kann ich nur sagen: Wir sind
dubferst dankbar, Aber diese Hilfe hat
nicht mit der gefdhrlichen und explosi-
ven Situation zu fun, mit der die Mensch~
heit im sflidlichen Afrika konfrontiert
ist.

Erneut nahm der
Regierungschef auch sein Argument auf, dass erst
vor fiinf Monaten ein Sechserpakt geschlossen
worden sei, der als Grundlage nicht in Frage
gestellt, sondern in einem Sachprogramm ver-
wirklicht werden sollte. Den Kommunisten atte-
stierte er, dass sie in den ersten Monaten der
Sechservereinbarung loyal mitgearbeitet hitten,
liess aber wiederholt deutlich erkennen, dass er
die gegenwiirtigen Mandver und ihre Verhirtyng
kritisiert. Mit einer Regierungskrise, so erlduterte
er, wiirden die Probleme nicht geldst. In der
Selbstverteidigung seiner Regierung schwang un-
ausgesprochen die Ueberzeugung mit, dass es zur-
zeit keine Alternative gibt. Dies gibt Andreotti
eine gewisse Sicherheit, obwohl seine Basis immer
kleiner wird.

Mit Bedauern registrierte Andreotti, dass die
europdischen Direktwahlen voraussichtlich auf
das Jahr 1979 aufgeschoben wiirden.

Wenig «Produktion durch die Massen»

Das Missmanagement wirkt sich besonders
gravierend im Transportwesen aus. Sambias
Transportgesellschaft verfiigt iiber einige tausend
Lastwagen fiir die langen Transportstrecken zu
den Hifen am Indischen Ozean in Mogambique
und Tansania. Doch als unliingst eine europiische
Firma im Rahmen der Entwicklungshilfe den Zu-
stand der Lastwagenflotte priifen sollte, stellte
sich heraus, dass die Hilfte der registrierten Fahr-
zeuge nur noch auf dem Papier existierte. Hun-
derte waren gestohlen worden, andere standen we-
gen fehlender Ersatzteile und kleinerer und grosse-
rer Defekten seit Monaten in Werkstitten. Trotz
der prekiaren Finanzlage wurden neue Lastwagen
bestellt — niemand schien iiber den Verlust eini-
ger hundert Fahrzeuge ernsthaft besorgt. Dies ob-
wohl sich bei der diesjahrigen Maisrekordernte der
desolate Zustand der staatlichen Transportflotte
verheerend auswirkte. Die Ernte fiel zwar nach
ausgiebigen Regenféllen reichlich aus. Die Bauern
verfiigten aber weder iiber Sidcke noch Lagerhal-
len. Der Transport in die Hauptstadt Lusaka und
zu anderen Mairkten funktionierte nicht, da die
wenigen fahrbereiten Lastwagen von den Fahrern
zu Bussen «umfunktioniert»> wurden — da auch das
staatliche Bussystem lidngst zusammengebrochen

ist. Aehnlich geht es bei der Milchversorgung. Die
Bauern, so berichtete die <Sambia Times» dieser
Tage, stellen ihre Milchkannen zwar pflichtgemiss
an die Strassentidnder, damit die Milch von den
staatlichen Fahrern abgeholt werden kann; diese
aber lassen sich nicht sehen. Die Milch verdirbt,
und vicle Bauern produzieren nur noch fiir den
Eigenbedarf. In Lusaka gibt es seit Jahren haupt-
sachlich Pulvermilch aus Europa zu kaufen.

Die Regierung hat zwar angekiindigt, «Pro-
duktion durch die Massen und nicht Massenpro-
duktion» zu erreichen. Tatsache ist jedoch, dass
heute in Sambia etwa 550 nach markiwirtschaftli-
chen Gesichtspunkten arbeitende Privatfarmer
beim Mais mit 55 Prozent, beim Fleisch mit 60
Prozent, bei Friichten und Gemiise mit 70 Prozent
und beim Tabak mit 45 Prozent an der Produk-
tion fiir den Markt beteiligt sind. Die meisten die-
ser Farmer sind Weisse, und von den wenigen
afrikanischen Grossranchern stellt die Mehrzahl
einen weissen Verwalter an. Obwohl die Regierung
mehr Gelder denn je in die Landwirtschaft pumpt,
entspricht weder die Produktion der Kleinbauern
noch die der Kooperativen den gesteckten Zielen.
Der Fehler liegt wohl darin, dass man mehr der
Parteifithrung vertraut als den Bauern und Erfah-
rungen erfolgreicher Landwirtschaftsfiihrung —
wie in Kenya — ignoriert.

Schwieriger Kampf gegen Korruption

Kaunda hat einen «Fiihrungscode» (leadership
code) fiir das Verhalten der Elite eingefiihrt, der
den Beamten, Mitgliedern der Partei, Biirgermei-
stern, Gewerkschaftern und Angehérigen der Poli-
zei und der Streitkrifte sowie Angestellten von
halbstaatlichen Organisationen einen Neben-
erwerb verbietet. Die Korruption hat sich dadurch
nicht einddmmen lassen. Wenn wegen des lokalen
Schlendrians die fiir eine europiische Firma wich-
tige Lizenz zu lange auf sich warten lisst, werden
Schmiergelder offeriert, oder man «hiilt» sich einen
afrikanischen Strohmann, der sicherstellt, dass die
befreundeten Apparatschiks die Geschifte be-
schleunigen.

Die von der Gossner Mission in Zambia und Nepal gesammelten Erfahrungen auf dem
Gebiet einer "Entwicklung von unten" kénnten auch im Bereich der Gossnerkirche
flir das Wecken und Stédrken eigener Krdfte von Bedeutung sein.

Im Gesprdch mit der Gossnerkirche méchte die Gossner Mission ebenfalls gemeinsam
verantwortete Schritte erkunden und vereinbaren, um hier in Deutschland den Her-
ausforderungen an die Kirche angemessen zu begegnen. =

Selbstdndigkeit und Partnerschaft sind gleichermassen erstrebenswerte Ziele.
Selbstdndigkeit brauchen Kirchen um der Glaubwiirdigkeit ihres Zeugnisses ihren
Landsleuten gegeniiber willen, Partmerschaft jedoch um der Unzulédnglichkeit ihrer
eigenen Krdfte willen. Partnerschaftliche Beziehungen dirfen weder das eine noch
das andere aus dem Auge verlieren.

Die Gossner Mission kann
sich darum fir die Zukunft nicht mehr als der einzige, ja nicht einmal als der
entscheidende Partner der Gossnerkirche in Deutschland verstehen.

2. In einer weltweiten Bewegung beenden selbstdndig gewordene Kirchen ihre alten
Beziehungen zu Missionsgesellschaften und nehmen Beziehungen zu Kirchen auf. In
dieser weltweiten Bewegung ist auch der Wunsch der Gossnerkirche nach Direktbe-
ziehungen zu Kirchen zu sehen und zu verstehen.

Es ist legitim, dass die Gossnerkirche Direktbeziehungen zu deutschen Landeskir-
chen anstrebt, und es ist nicht notwendig, dass diese in der Praxis von der
Gossner Mission koordiniert werden.

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THIS YEAR, the country has lost valu-
able human life in the squatter com-
pounds where several structures have
collapsed because of heavy rains.

If the rains continue at the present rate,
more lives will be lost as more siruc-
tures will collapse.

The majority of the structurcs have
been built illegally. Lusaka City
Council admitted last week that one
of the hardest hit areas, Old
Kanyama, was a squatter compound.

The problem with squatter compounds
is that the structures are built without
any supervision. And because they
are built without any supervision,
they are not firm enmough to with-
stand either winds or heavy rains.

But these structures are not built at
night. They are built during the day
time. And they are built when the
councils concemed are watching.

As the law stands today, councils have
power to demolish structures they see
coming up in their areas.

They also have the power to allocate
new plots in authorised areas where
those whose structures have been
pulled down can build their houses
under the supervision of the authori-
ties.

It is all very well feeling sorry about the
families of those poor people whose
relatives have been killed when their
structures collapsed. 2

But the councils must also share the
blame for watching with folded arms
these structures coming up in their
-own areas where they have not
authorised squatters to build their
structures.

Those councils now showing comcemn
over the deaths of their people result-
ing from the structures which have
collapsed are only shedding crocodile
tears.

This is because if they used their power
and prevented the comstruction of
these structures, these people would
not have died.

The coumcillors for these areas are also
to blame. Councillors usually are
elected only in the areas where they
live.

If these counciliors are true representa-
tives of their people and worked for
their eclectors, they should have
known before the rains that some of
the structures were going to collapse
with heavy rains for them to have
taken action before the rains.

One just wonders what is going om in

AZIKONDA Mwale
in his late 40s stood in
the doorway clad in an
old green suit, he
looked lost m a deep
reverie. Between his
house and his neigh-
bour’s was a sea of
muddy water which
now separated the two
houses. A little further
to his left, where once
stood a communal
ablution block, human
waste floated like
bouys on the sea. Bat-
allions of green flies
and house flies had
taken to the plants that
once used to beautify
the two houses. Flies
of all shades, big and
small all clung to the
branches of the cas-
sava  plants that
marked the pricincts of
Mwale’s yard from
that of his neighbour.
This is Kahyama.
Water here, water
there, water every-
where and yet no drop
to drink - so wrote
T.S. Coleridge;
whereas in Kanyama
no place to abode. For
in this compound
people  have  been
known to have spent
nights on tables and in
the open, as water
evades their homes. As
the Prime Minister Mr
Mainza Chona rightly
pointed out when he

wound hiz tour of the

township: “One can
only believe when. he
has seen the place for
himself”.

To Azikonda Mwale
a resident of Kanyama
his movement to and
from his house means
removing one’s shoes

and continuously pad-

dling through pools of
water until he reaches
the outskirts of the
compound where he
shakes off the spawn
caught between his
toes and finally puts
on his shoes.

When I visisted
Kanyama, I could see
that there was more

-

suffering in that com-
pound than the falling
of houses  alone.
Flooded pit latrines
alone protract the suf-
ferings of the people to
an endurable length.
Imagine the humilia-
tion people go through
when in the middle of
the night, they feel they
have need to go to the
latrine. knowing very
well that the latrine is
flooded and they have
to paddle through
water to get there!
Imagine the prospect
of placing your foot in
cold slimmy water
reaching well above
your ankle, and with
your bare feet go feel-
ing for the pit latrine.
The issue of latrines
becomes even more

_than a bother during

the day. Faced with a
flooded pit whose walls
have collapsed, one
wonders where the
people of Kanyama go
to when they have to
visit a toilet.

The water taps
which are strewned all
over Kanyama only
add up to the flood,
because Old Kanyama
has no dranaige sys-
tem. Though the city
council should be com-
mended for having
given the people of
Kanyama water, its
lack of foresight to
construct drainage sys-
tems < outweighs the
councils good work.

Indeed Kanyama is
one of the many
shanty compounds that
have besieged all the
towns along the rail-
way line. The miseries
experienced in this
compound are proto-
types of those endured
in Misisi and Chibolya
of Lusaka, Ndola’s
Kantolomba, Cha-
banyama of Chingola,
Kabulanda of Kitwe
and several others

throughout the coun-

try. -

Another sympathetic

facet of life in Kanyama is
the amount of litter that is
scattered all over that com-
pound. It is true that the
majority of people in
Kanyama can not afford to
buy a trash-can. Some of
those who can afford even
argue that although they
possess trash-cans the litter
is seldom collected, because
of poor roads. But the maj-
ority of people I talked to
agreed that the city council
could have alleviated the
situation if communual dis-
posal places were built
between ten or so families.
And of course good roads
should be built to enable
council workers to collect
drerefise gy :
The residents of:
Kanyama feel that there
has been a lot of negligence
of Kanyama on the part of
the city council. An irate
Mr John Kolala who was
speaking fluent French
through an enterpreter said
that Kanyama had been
allowed to deteriorate to a
health hazard. “In this area
people build houses any
how. And this makes the
establishment of drainage
systems very difficult.
Besides the city council or
the authority concemed
should supervise the erec-
tion of houses in all the
plots allocated, by so doing
people will not build houses
out of mud which do not
stand long during the rainy
season.” Mr Kolala said.

Taking a closer look at
the houses that had fallen
one could see that many
could not have stood for a
long time. Most of them
were built of cement mpi
with mud and with® only
four poles in the corners.
“Even at home in rural
areas people build stronger
houses”, said a 36-year-old
Miss Minaha Mafolila who
was removing bricks from a
fallen pit latrine. “But you
cannot blame people for
building weak houses,
because they do not have,
money to buy all the neces-

| into

sary building material. Now
that the walls of my latrine
have collapsed I do not
know. when I will erect it
again because these things
cost money”,

It is true that many
people who live in
Kanyama are self-employed
and earn a relatively small
income. Mr. Enock
Sejosengwe a South African
national who has been liv-
ing in Kanyama for the

t 10 years, said that this
is the first time he has seen
so many houses fall in one
season. Mr. Sejosengwe
said that although he had
managed to build a strong
house he had no permanent
employment. “I have no
permanent employment ‘and
I have no relatives here.
The only way I can survive
is by doing casual work
here and there™. The pros-
pect of settling by- farming

not occur to him. He
quickly ran away when he
saw a photographer adjust-
ing the camera.

The question many
people have been asking

_themselves  following the

floods. that have swept
many houses to the ground
is, hasn’t the Kanyama area
been waterlogged for many
years, and if that be the
case why let the area flood
before shifting the
residents? According to Mr.
Andrew Mwakaya a 56-
year-old Kanyama
businessman, people used
to fish from the middle of
Old Kanyama.

As one enters the heart
of Old Kanyama one is met
with a persistent smell of
rotting plants, inumerable
flies of different colours and
battalions of mosquitoes all
these entail the lurking
epidemic that might break
anytime in that compound.
It should be remembered
that these things exist in
other similar compounds
along the line of rail, and as
long as people wait until
houses fall and cause the
death of people or until an
epidemic breaks before tak-
ing decisive measures, the
country will soon be
infested with diseases which
%_w this moment the

One incident that
occurred during my visit to
Kanyama is the story of
Isaac, a 5-yearold boy.
When Iarrived at the scene
Isaac was in the company
of three other friends and
were playing in a pool of
water. In an attempt to out-
run his friends in the game
of pushing car tyres, [saac
decided to divert from the
route they had been using,
and ran towards the deeper
end of the pool, not know-
ing that he was heading for
the pit latrine. Soon one of
the elder boys called out
wamning him not to wander
far. But it was too late, oné
of Isaac’s feet had already
slipped into the pit, and he
was slowly slidding into it.

In an attempt to call for
help Isaac took about three
mouthful of the water. It
was at this time that one of
the elder boys went to the
boy’s aid.

A S50-YEAR-OLD carpenter
stunned a Kitwe magistrate’s
court yesterday when he said
he did pot sexually assault a
nine-year-old girl but was just
trying to teach her how elderly
people behave when they
expose their manhood.

The carpenter. Anderson
Changwe ol Chiimwemwe comni-
pound who was sentenced to
two years imprisonment with
hard labour. was giving
evidence in his defence in a
case where he was appearing
on a charge of sexually
assaulting a neighbour’s
daughter on December 25 last
year.

The grl. also giving
evidence. said Changwe on the
day in question pulled her
from the front door of her
parent’s house and siripped her
naked while pleading with her
that he was not going to hurt
her but was going to teach her
how parents behave at night.

He told her not to scream as
everything was going to be
right and over in few minutes,
But the girl continued to
scream as  Changwe also
undressed himself.

Pointing at the carpenter in
the dock. she further said that
he put her on his thighs while
she struggled and screamed for
help.

But Changwe. a  self
employed carpenter. said he
did not commit any offence at
all as it is natural to teach

children of what to expect
when they grow up.
Calm and unshaken,

Changwe in mitigation pleaded
for mercy from the magistrate
Mr Edward Mwendapole to
pardon him for what he did
and that he would not repeat
what had happened.

Delivering  sentence, M
Mwendapole told Changwe it
was unfortunate he chose to
teach -children filthy lessons
which only reduced recipients
of such lessons to animals like
Changwe. the lectuser.

Mr Mwendapole further
went on to tell Changwe: “You
as a parent. you have acted
very iitesponsibly. Instead of
teaching children who are in
fact supposed to look upon
you as a wise grandfather for
guidance, you have chosen to
let them down by what you
have done.”

Inflation hblding back economy recovery

T - T -

Mr Speaker, Sir, 1 beg to move that
the House do now resolve into Committee
of Supply on the Estimates of Expenditure
for the year lst January, 1978, to 3lst
December, 1978, presented to the National
Assembly in January, 1978, ;

2. Mr Speaker, Sir, I am a bearer of a
message from His Excellency the President
recommending favourable consideration
of the Motion T now lay on the Table.

3. Mr Speaker, Sir, last year before
this august House, T outlined the state
of the world economy as well as the
economic conditions that I anticipated
for the year. Indeed, I informed this
House that due to the very open nature
of our economy, and in particular our
heavy dependence on international trade,
outside developments on the world
economic scene were hound to have
dramatic effects on our domestic economy.
Today, 1 shall once aguin report on
economic performance during 1977 and
give my assessment of the future pects.
In this context, I shall also ome the
main factors behind out present economic
and financial difficulties and, finally,
propose a package of measures to deal
with the problems.

4. Mr Speaker, Sir, 1 would like to
begin with a discussion of the world
economic situation.

Part I
THE WORLD ECONOMIC SITUATION
(a) General Economic Conditions

5. The performanee of the internationa.
economy in 1977 remained unsatisfactoryl
The world economy continued to suffer
from the after effects of the severest and
most prolo economic recession since
the Second World War. Activity in the
main industrial countries remained
depressed for most part of the year.
Only t:l:lr United States showed signs of
sustained recovery in activity especiall
in the first half of the year. 13:1 the othej;-
main industrial countries, there was a
brief revival in output at the turn of the
year, but this soon faltered. Consequently,
for the rest of the year industrial produc-
tion fell below trend levels and unemploy-
ment rose and, in many cases, coupled
with weak external positions.

6. During the year, it became apparent
that the optimism of early recovery
would not be realised mainly because of
the extremely cautious approach adopted
by the Governments of the leading
industrial economies. These Governments
remain unwilling to apply sufficient
expansionary measures to the extent
desired by the weaker industrial countries
and developing nations. Thus they
remained cautious in expanding demand
for fear of renewing the inflationary
pressures. The cautious approach of
Governments was manifested in the
medium-term policies adopted to combat
inflation, build business confidence to
promote investment and, where necessary,
to strengthen external positions. However,
inflation generally accelerated largely due
to exceptionally large increases in food
prices during the first half of the year.

7. Whereas domestic and external
problems gave rise to pressures for strong
protectionist measures, therc was a wide
variation with regard to actual economic
Frowth registered among countrics. A
ew industrial countries which have
succeeded in holding down their rates of
inflation recorded relatively good economie
performance. More dev primary
producing countries with high inflation
rates recorded low rates of economic
growth. The non-oil developing countries
registered a very wide disparity in their
economic performance which remained
generally poor.

8. Total output in the Organisation of
Economic Co-operation and Development
(OECD) area in 1977 is estimated to have
risen by less than 4 per cent compared
with a 5.5 per cent growth rate in real
GDP in 1976.

(b) Inflution

9. The depressed conditions of the
severe recession in 1974 and 1975, together
with the moderate rate of the ensuing
recovery, led to a gencral reduction in
the overall rate of inflation in industrial
countries during 1977. This was despitc a
general upsurge in consumer prices in
the first half of the year. The average
rate of increase in prices dropped to around
7 per cent by the middle of 1977. In the
second half of the year, the drop in
inflation was. further strengthened by a
combination of decelerating food prices,
low .costs of industrial raw materials and
relative exchange rate stability in major
industrial countries. There are indications,
however, that the downward tréend of
inflation may not continue.

(¢) Unemployment ’

10. The unsatisfactory developments
in output and in some cases in prices have
been accompanied by 'E:siat.ently high
unemployment rates, overall un-
employment rate in industrial countries
is estimated to have stood at 5.3 per cent
of the total labour force during the first
half of 1977. In a historical context and
since 1977 was a year of recovery, this
rate of unemployment was very  high
compared with rates of 5.5 cent
during the 1975 recession and of between
25 per cent and 3.8 per cent recorded

+of extremely

during the 1960s and early 1970s.

(d) World T'rade

11. World trade in 1977 maintained a
moderate rate of growth after four years
uneven developments
dominated for the most part by cyelical
influences. Total world trade is estimated
to have grown by about 5 per cent in
1977 compared with an avérage annual
growth rate of 9 per cent from 1962 to
1972. This growth was mainly due to an
increase in ingports while exports remained
slack, Total trade in industrial countrics
was more depressed than might have been
deduced from the growth path of output.
The export volume of major industrial
countries grew by about one and a quarter
per cent in the first half of 1977 and is
estimated to have grown by less than 1

per cent during the second half. Similarly,

the import volume which had risen quite
strongly ' throughout 1976 remained
depressed in 1977. The. volume of imports
by industrial countries rose by 5 per cent.

12. The upturn in the economic activity
of the United Statcs had little direct
impact on the export trade of major
cconomies except those of Japan and
Canada. Import trade was strongest in
oil-erport.ing countries while imports of
the more developed primary producing
countries showed nc marked change.
However, the imports of non-oil developing
countries showed some strengthening in
1977 in contrast with lack of growth in
the preceding year when there was
severe restraint. Increases in the prices
of some primary products including oil
resulted in higher ' foreign exchange
earnings by the exporting countries in
the first half of 1977. The majority of
OPEC member countries adjusted the
price of oil upwards by 10 per cent while
only two adjusted by 5 per cent.

13. The upsurge in the export prices of
these primary commodities, including a
wide range of foods, agricultural raw
materials and a few metals, was largely
due to an imbalance in the supply/
demand relationship. However, these
increases in unit values were very unevenly
distributed both among products and
exporting countries.

(e) Exchange Rates

14. Whereas there was relative stability
in exchange rates during the first half of
1977, there was marked instability during
the second half. The greatest variation in

-—exchange rates was registerod in the thres

major eurrencies, the,US Dollar, the
Deutsche Mark and the Japanese Yen.
There were also severe tensions betwecn
currencies within the European ‘snake’,
a joint float of a numberiof EEC eurrencies
vis-a-vis the US Dollar.

15. In spite of higher interest rates in
the United States and lower rates in a
number of other countries, the US Dollar
was under constant pressure during the
second half of 1977. However, the do-
minant factor behind the downward slide
of the Dollar has been the substantial
balance ‘of payments. current account

" deficit of the United States, Most of the

major currencies appreciated significantly
against the US Dollar. By the end of the
year the Pound Sterling had appreciated
by 12 per cent; the West German Mark
went up by 12 per cent; the Swiss Franc
by about 23 per cent, for the first time
making it more valuable than the Deutsche
Mark; and the Japanese Yen had appre-
ciated by about 22 per cent.

16. Of the major currencies, only the
Canadian Dollar depreciated against the
US Dollar by 7.7 per cent in 1977. This
was a significant development sinoe{«‘anada
is the largest trading er for the
United States. As a result, the US Dollar
depreciated by 4.3 per cent on an effective
basis against 15 major currencies. If the
Canadian Dollar is excluded from the
trade weighted & , the US Dollar in
fact iated by as much as 10 per cent
against the remaining 14 currencies.

17. The dominant factor behind these
changes in exchange rates has been the
state of current- account positions of
major industrial countries coupled with
policy expectations in many markets. All
countries with appreciating currencies are
expected to show surpluses on their
current accounts. With the help of North
Suoﬂ,theUnitedKingdomisaxll:ecbe‘g_
to register a current account surplus
around £250 million Sterling. The current
account surplus of West Germany is
estimated at between DM 5 billion and
DM 7 billion while Japan is expected to

& current account lus of

$ 10 billion. The US external ce

on the othord hand, wa.; ‘under oont;h‘;:utohv:s
ing 1977. It is estima t
til;mmu;mfooount deficit rose from
US § 600 million in 1976 to US §
20 billion during the year under review.

18. On the other hand, France and
Italy managed to maintain y
stable exchange rates during 1977. This
was due to the policy measures adopted
in 1976 to correct structural imbalances
in their domestic economics. The stability
in the Pound Bterling was largely due to
heavy intervention in the foreign ex-
change markets by the authorities aimed
at maintaining the competitive position
of Britain's rts. owe?}r, at the
beginning of the last quarter of 1977, the
Pound BSterling was lég; to freely float and
it has since been appreciating against the
US Dollar.

" BUDGET ADDRESS BY THE HON. J. M. MWANA-KATWE, MP, MINISTER

19. Mr Speaker, Sir, here at home, the
Zambian Kwacha depreciated by 7.4 per
cent against the Pound Sterling during
1977. Whereas £1 Sterling exchanged for
K1.35 at the end of December, 1976, it
exchanged for K1.45 at the end of De-
cember, 1977. If we had kept the Kwacha
pegged to the Dollar this depreciation
would have been much higher.

20. This should not surprise hon.
Members of this House. It will be recalled
that in July, 1976, the Government
decided to peg the Zambian Kwacha to
the Special Drawing Right (SDR) instead
of the US Dollar. This currency has the
largest weight in the basket of currencies
which determines the value of the SDR,
Since the Dollar has depreciated vis-d-vis
the other currencies it follows that the
Kwacha which maintains a fixed relation-
ship against the SDR has had to de-
Eﬂ.. te against appreciating currencies,

us the Kwacha appreciated by 4.6 per
cent against the Dollar during 1977,

(f) International Financial Institutions

21. Mr 8 er, Sir, last year at this
time I repm'mk to this House some major
developments in & number of international
Financial Institutions from which Zambia
borrows. In respect of the IMF, I outlined
in considerable detail the second amend-
ments to the Articles of Agreement of the
Fund. I wish to point out now to hon.
Members that these amendments still

await ratifieation by the majority of
member governments before they can be
put into effect.

22, 1 also made reference to the lending
policies of the World Bank and, in parti-
cular, expressed concern with the lending

rates that had been increased in 1976.
Further, T informed hon. Members that
the rate would in each case be decided
upon by the Board of Directors of the
Bank on the basis of a formula that wonld
invariably lead to fluctuating rates. In
addition to the relatively high rates of
interest charged by the Bank, I also pointed
out that there was a reduction in the
maturity period of World Bank loans.
Meanwhile as hon. Members must be
aware, Zambia was not included among
those countrica, which benefited from
loans given by the International Develop-
ment Association'(IDA), an affiliate of the
World Bank. The loans from the IDA are
at concessional rates of interest and carry

longer periods of repayment.

23. But the eligibility to get these loans
is based on a formula that is largely
biased in favour of countries with low
levels of per capita income. In the case of
Zambia, we were excluded from this
facility simply because at the time when
the formula was applied Zambia had
generally been enjoying the full benefit of
relatively high copper pilccal Mr Speakor,
8ir, this Houss is very much aware of the
fact that Zambia is no longer in this
situation because the price of copper has
plummeted to rock bottom levels and,
therefore, our classification in this respect
had to be revised. Taking account of our
economic problems including our very
serious external position, we made an

application to the World Bank seeking
the re-classification of Zambia to ensure
our eligibility as a nation to borrow IDA
funds. It is, therefore, my pleasure to
inform this House that our efforts and
indeed those of other frisadly nations
that gave us su bore fruit sometime
towards the'end of last year.

funmh Thus, we are now eligible for IDA
ds and, in respect of some jects
financed by borrowing from t.hapr\?\rorld
Bank, there will be some blending. In this
context ‘blending’ means that part of the
ioan will be on standard terms and
snother part from IDA. Hon. Members
will be happy to know that the effect of
this kind of blending will be to reduce the
effective rate of int:f:est on such loans and
also to increase effective repayment
period.

25. Mr Speaker, Sir, I would therefore
like to take this opportunity to thank the
World Bank and its management for
acceding to dur request, bearing in mind
the great demand for IDA funds by most
developing countries.

26. Mr Speaker, Sir, it is also my
pleasure to inform this House that we
also managed to negotiate successfully
our eligibility to borrow from the African
Development Fund which is the con-
cessional facility affiliated to the African
Development Bank. The effect of this will

be as in the case of our borrowing
from the International Development Asso-
ciation. Again, I would like to take this
opportunity to thank all the African
countries which supported us when we
launched our negotiations with the African
Development Bank to be eligible for
ADF loans.

27. Mr Speaker, Sir, hon. Members will
recall that last year, I briefly referred to
the negotiations between rich and poor
countries in search of a new International
Economic Order. These tiations were
popularly referred to as the ‘North-South
Dialogue’. I would like to report that in
June, 1977, the negotiations whioch had
started at the beginning of 1976, came to
an inconclusive end. This was dissppoint-
ing to the countries. But it is
my hope that the new international
commission headed by Mr Willy Brandt
who recently visited Zambia, will main-
tain the momentum of di . The
international community will suffer if
confrontation is allowed to triumph over
negotiation between rich and poor nations,

(g) The Fulure

28. Mr Speaker, Sir, for the
world economy in 1978 point to a possible

. deceleration in the rate of economie

L RECOVEry. Deapéte the apparent strength

29. If the recovery is to be
consolidated, it will require the adoption of
adequate policy measures to stimulate
fixed capital formation in the private
sector. Only the US economy is showing
signs of recovery in so far as fixed capital

formation is concerned. West European

countries, Canada and Japan still have an
overhang of unused capacity which is
holding back investment decisions.

30. Inflation is yet another factor which
is holding back the recovery process.
Although inflation rates have gradually
been reduced during 1977 in most indus-
trial countries, there is still a widespread
fear of rekindling the inflationary spiral.
As indicated earlier, economic policies
adopted by most industrial countries have
been of a medium-term nature. Conse-
quently, these are unlikely to bring about
& quick upturn in economic activity. In
turn, the unemployment gituation is likely
to remain at its current unsatisfactory
level and may even deteriorate,

31. In summary, the outlook=for the
world economy will continue to be
dominated by the problem of substantial
disequilibrium in the international system
of payments.

Parr 11
ECONOMIC CONDITIONS IN
ZAMBIA

32. Mr Bpeaker, Sir, I now wish to
discuss the economic conditions in Zambia,
In my discussion of the overal! world
economic situation, I have informed this
House that performance in 1977 remained
unsatisfactory. I pointed out that au-
thorities in the major industrial countries
were reluctant to adopt sufficient ex-
pansionary measures for fear of rekindling
inflation. Indeed, I also stated that world
trade did not register sufficient growth and
that the benefits were unevenly distributed
among countries.

33. As a result of the low level of
demand for primary products with the
exception of a few, such as oil, in the major
user industrial economies, commodity
prices registered big decreases and in
some cases these price falls reached
historically low levels. I need not dwell too
long on the consequences of this develop-
ment but suffice it to say that those
primary producing countries which were
affected experienced serious reductions in
their foreign exchange earnings and their
balances of payments deteriorated. In our
case, the price of copper, as this House
should be well aware, hit rock bottom
levels.

34. Mr Speaker, Sir, since the fortunes
of this countrv are inextricably woven with
trends in the price of copper, I would like
now to discus: the evolution of copper
prices in the course of last year and to
illustrate the impact this had on the
Zambian economy.

(@) The Price of Copper

356. The year just ended proved a great
disappointment with respect to trends in
the price of copper. The actual develop-
ments were very much out of line with our
earlier expectations.

36. In the first quarter of last year there
was a
from K1,025 per tonne in December, 1976,
to a of K1,153 per tonne in March,
1977. Thereafter it started falling to reach
the lowest point of K915 per tonne in
August and then the price showed a slight
pick up closing the year at K966 per tonne
in December, 1977.

37. Mr Speaker, Sir, hon. Members are
aware of the pricing mechanism for copper
on the international market. The price is
determined on the basis of the supply and
demand situation. Thus, when supply is

ter than demand, the price of copper
sﬂle&fa.ll. The demand for eogrper is dimpgley
linked to the growth of industrial output
of the countries belonging to the Or-
%enisat.ion for Economic Co-operation and
velopment (OECD).

38. As I have pointed out, industrial
output in the OECD area was slack. This

lack of growth in output led to a con-
tinuation of depressed demand conditions
in the copper market. In contrast to this
situation, world copper production main-
tained an upward trend, due to additional
output capacity resulting from the coming
on stream of previous investment
programmes mainly in developing
countries. Furthermore, the quick settle-
ment of the strike which was anticipated
in /the USA meant that there was no
interruption in the supply from this source.
Mr Speaker, Sir, the USA is the world’s
largest copper producer.

39. In 1976, world production of copper
in the market economies was estimated at
6.7 million tonnes. In 1977 total output is
estimated to have risen to about 7 million
tonnes. It must be pointed out here that
even before 1976, the world copper market
was characterised by a persistently over-
supplied situation. This gap between
supply and demand has been widening and
has resulted in the build up of surplus

slight upturn in the price of copper

stoeks largely of very low grade copper
which are estimated to be about 2.5
million tonnes, This iz estimated to
represent an equivalent of 4 months’
consumption of copper. These stocks of
poor copper continue to affect the world
price of the commodity.

40. On a yearly basis, there have been
sharp fluctuations in the average price of
copper. In 1973, the average price was
K1,156 per tonne, K1,328 in 1974 and
then registered a big drop to K784 per
tonne in 1975. In 1976, it rose to K1,007
per tonne and it is estimated to have
fallen back to ahout K950 per tonne in
1977.

41. Mr Speaker, Sir, the immediate
outlook for the price of copper points to
the continuation of the present trends.
Consequently, it is unlikely that there
will be any dramatic improvement in
copper price levels in the foreseeable
future.

(b) Gross Domestic Product

42. Mr Speaker, Sir, Gross Domestic
Product is the sum total of the value of
goods and services produced in an

economy. It is, therefore, a good measure
of economic performance,

43, Mr Speaker, Sir, I would like to
inform hon. Members that Zambia's
economic performance in recent years has
not been very satisfactory. In 1975,
domestic product at 1965 prices fell by 0.2
per cent. In 1976, there was some improve-
ment when it registered an increase of 2.2
per cent in real terms. In 1977, however, it
18 estimated that gross domestic product
declined by as much as 4 per cent in real
terms. Since population has been growing
by an annual average rate of 3.1 per cent
over the same period, there has been a
noticeable decrease in per capita incomes.

44, The decline in the gross domestie
product dur'.:\.g 1877 is due to a com-
bination of a number of factors. Basically
all the major sectors of the economy
registered decreases in their contribution
to total gross domestie product.

45. Mr Speaker, Sir, I would now like to
briefly discuss the performance of the key
sectors of the Zambian economy last year.

(@) The Mining Secior

46. Historically, the mining seotor hes
held the key position in the prosperity of
Zambia, From Independence to 1978,
mining accounted on average for 35 per
cent of gross domestic product; 45 per cent
of Government revenue; 85 per ocent of
total export earnings and about 17 per cent
of the total number of people in paid
employment. Consequently, the fortunes
and progress of this industry have been

crucial to the entire well-being of the
nation. But it has become very clear in the
last few years that the mining sector is no

longer & major source of growth in the
economy.

47. Mr Speaker, Sir, the mining sector’s
contribution to real gross domestic product
has declined from 41 per cent in 1965 to
21 per cent in 1977. This decline iz princi-
pally due to stagnation in output, and the
rising costs of production. Over the last few
years, for instance, copper output was
681,000 tonnes in 1973, 702,000 tonnes in
1974, 640,000 tonnes in 1975, 713,000
tonnes in 1976 and is estimated at around
700,000 tonnes in 1977.

48. Mr Speaker, Sir, I have already
referred to the disastrous fall in the
average price of copper. At the prevailing
price level some of the Divisions in the
mining industry are marketing copper at
well below cost. We are about to reach
a situation in which, for every tonne of
copper sold, Zambia will be izli-urring a
loss. Some mines are already in this posi-
tion.

(b) Manufacturing

49. The manufacturing sector, which
has been under severe strain in the last fow
years, again registered a drop in output in
1977. In 1976, output fell by 4.1 per cent
in real terms and by 5.5 per cent last year.
This was the third consecutive fall in out.-
put. Again this decline was due to the
shortage of imported raw materials and
spare parts and generally due to inflation.
The lesson we as a nation must learn is
that there is need for us to utilise where
it is possible, locally produced raw mate-
rials. This is a sector which was, for a long
time after Independence and before the
current recession began, the single largest

source of growth in the economy. The
sector lm_:-q the potential fm‘ further ex-
pansion since the problem is supply rather

than demand.
(c) Agriculture

50. Mr Speaker, Sir, last year I reported
to this House, the excellent performance of
agriculture during the 1975/76 season. In
particular I pointed out the significant
increase in the output of maize, which had
peaked at a record level of 8.3 million bags
for the 1975/786 growing season. But
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This has been the result of the 21.6 per
cent reduction on the maize subsidy.

51. The marketed output of tobacco for
1976/77 was 8 per cent below that of the
previous year. However, foreign exchange
earnings from tobacco increased due to a
new marketing mechanism adopted during
the year. In the case of sunflower, the
marketed quantity represented a fall in
output of about 25 per cent below the
level of the previous season. However,

" the output of seed cotton registered an

impressive increase of nearly 130 per cent
over the previous year. This implies that
the output of about 8.9 million kilo-
grammes of seed cotton during the 1976/77
crop season is only marginally below the
total cotton requirements of Kafue Tex-
tiles. It is anticipated that imports of
cotton will soon be eliminated. Indeed,
this is an area where the potential for
export surpluses is very high.

52. Other crops such as wheat, rice,
groundnuts, tea and coffee showed some
improvement. Further consolidation is
needed for a quick increase in both
acreage and output.

_63. Mr Speaker, Sir, although the over-
all Jevels of marketed production of crops
did not reflect any significant improve-
ment in the 1976/77 growing season, there
were encouraging aspects of agriculture in
Zambia. These were that the area under
cultivation and the variety of crops have
increased, indicating a very positive res-
ponse by our farmers to the increases in
producer prices. Our peasants continue
to contribute to the increased production
of agricultural commodities. I would,
therefore, like to take this opportunity
to congratulate our farmers—peasants
and commercial farmers alike—on a job
well done under very difficult and trying
weather conditions completely beyond
anyone's control.

(d) Other Sectors

54, Performance of the other sectors
was generally not encouraging in 1977.
Electricity registered an improvement and
the quantum of exportable electricity was
increased in 1977. But construction de-
clined by 20 per cent over 1976 while
value added of the wholesale and retail
sector again fell for the third consecutive
year in 1977 by 1.6 per cent. The decreased
value added of these two sectors was
also a reflection of the shortage of impor-
ted building materials as well as general

merchandise dug to the scarcity of foreign

exchange.

66. Preliminary data from the Central
Statistical Office also shows that the trans-
port sector did not perform well. The main
decreases were in the value added of rail
and road transport. This decrease reflects
rising costs of operations and more impor-
tant the acute problem of spare parts
arising from the shortage of foreign
exchange. Furthermore, in the case of rail
transport, the effect of Tazara's increasing
importance was significant. Thus after
commissioning of the railway, Tazara
accounted for about 37 per cent of the
total tonnage of imports and exports
excluding oil. In the first ten months of
1977, there was relatively better utilisation
of Tazara, so that in this period 797,000
tonnes of goods were hauled. This re-
presented an increase of 44 per cent for
the same period in 1976, or 60 per cent of
total imports and exports excluding oil.

56. Mr Speaker, Sir, I 'need hardly
mention the fact that the reliance of this
country on foreign trade and the land-
locked position in which we find ourselves,
implies that transportation will always
remain a very important link in the total
economic activity of Zambia, This link
has constantly been disrupted by events
outside Zambia. I wish to mention here
that congestion at ports, and particularly
at Dar es Salaam, has heen cause for grave
concern. And now this nation may also
have to contend with increased port and
other charges. All I can say at the moment
is that the Government of the Republic of
Zambia is doing everything to improve on
the movement of our exports and imports.
The congestion and delays in the move-
ment ol goods cost the country dearly
in foreign exchange and losses. In addition
this has the effect of putting pressure on
prices in Zambia,

57. The other routes to the sea are
either closed or impossible to operate
during the wet season. It is gratifying fo
note the excellent performance of the new
Zambia Airways Cargo aircraft. The
information I have shows that since this
service commenced, the -cargo jet has
flown in 2,379 tonnes of imported goods
which include vital supplies. In the same
period, 985 tonnes of export goods have
been flown out of Zambis. I would like to
throw a challenge to potential exporters
that this is a service they xhoukl utilise
fully. It will be a waste of resources if an

-expensive machine such as the cargo jet is

left to fly to Europe half empty.

58. I now turn, Mr Speaker, Sir, to a
discussion of three other important issues
which are key indicators of the state of our
economy, namely, prices, balance of pay-
ments and labour relations.

(e) Inflation

59. This counfry like many other
developing countries, has experienced
sharp ingreases in prices in recent years,
Inlme period between 1969 and 1975, we
had a good record in respect of nrice

mcreases, “hen consumer prices for high
and low income groups rose by less than
7 per cent annually. But in the wake of
world inflation resulting from the dramatic
increases in oil prices, there has been a
noticeable acceleration in the rate of
domestic inflation, Thus this country, so
dependent on international trade, could
not escape the effects of a general increase
in world inflation. While the prices of our
exports eontinued to go down, the prices
of our imports continued to rise,

60. The other main factors behind
rising prices were the costs of re-routing
of our imports and exports, congestion at
ports and the perennial transport bottle-
necks due to our landlocked position and
increases in the money supply. As a result,
consumer prices went up by about 18
cent in 1976 while it is estimated that they
rose by 20 per ce®t in 1977,

61. Mr Speaker, Sir, some of the major
factors behind inflation are beyond our
control. Thus, as long as we continue to
depend heavily on imported goods and
raw materials, we shall always suffer the
effects of world inflation. While I agree
that we cannot dispense with imports of
some essential raw materials and capital
goods, 1 submit that we can reduce
inflation significantly by producing more
commodities locally, and reducing con-

sumer imports especially at the luxuries
end.

(f) The Balance of Paymenis

62. Mr Speaker, Sir, the country's
balance of payments refleets the outflows
and inflows of goods and services to and
from other nations in the world.

63. Earlier when I discussed copper
prices, [ showed this House that copper
prices have persistently been depressed at
very low levels in the last few years. I
illustrated that this has been due to lack
of sufficient recovery in the world economy,
the overhang of a globally high level of
stocks and the rising costs of sales of our
copper.

64. As a result of the sharp deteriora-
tion in the price of copper, we have, in
recent years, run into large balance of pay-
ments deficits. Whereas we had o small
surplus of K48.5 million in 1974, we
incurred an overall deficit of K250 million
in 1975. The performance in 1976 was
slightly better with a deficit of K136.2
million. Preliminary estimates indicate
that the overall balance of payments
deficit for 1977 yas about K225 million.

65. The large overall deficit was the
result of reduced foreign exchange earn-
ings from our exports and the increased
priced of imports, Thus due to low copper
prices, receipts from exports fell from
K752 million in 1976 to K692 million in
1977. Furthermore, the volume of copper
exports fell from 745,000 tonnes in 1076
to 665,000 tonnes in 1977. Meanwhile,
payments for imports rose from K468.6
million to K450 million in the same period.
And even thongh import payments in-
creased in value terms, the volume of goods
imported in 1977 was lower than in the
previous year. As a result, the trade
surplus which was K283.3 million in 1976,
was K142 million in 1977, a decrease of 50
per cent in one year. The current account
deficit. which was K41 million in 1976
increased to K180 million in 1977.

66, Mr Speaker, Sir, since our foreign
exchange reserves have been run down to
minimum operational levels, it iz no
longer possible to finance balance of pay-
ments deficits out of accumulated sur-
pluses. Therefore, in addition to borrowing
from various foreign sources, these defieits
have been ‘financed’ by the accumulation
of arrears on foreign payments. This
situation, Mr Speaker, Sir, must bhe
arrestew. It 18 a souree of grave coneern,
But T would like to assure the nation that
everything possible is being done to find
a solution to thik prohlem.

67. Hon. Members are aware that the
shortage of forcign exchange has continuad
to give rise to difficulties being experienced
by our industdes and the country as a
whole. Tt is in the face of the serious
scarcity of forcign exchange that the
Government’s policies with respect to our
external position have been very tight.
Thus, apart from the foreign exchange
control concessions I allowed in last year’s
budget, it was found necessary to continue
with striet controls on imports of goods
and services in/1977. Owing to the same
problems T have just outlined, I deferred
implementation  of the formula for
personal remittances T mentioned last
year. In 1978, we shall eontinue with these
controls together with careful budgeting
in the utilisation of the scarce foreign
exchange.

68. Mr Speaker, Sir, I only hope that
the people of Zambia will face up to the
reality of the situation and, in particular
accept to live without imported luxuries
to which so ‘many of us have become
accustomed.

(g) Labour Relations

69. Mr Speaker, Sir, I would like to
report that thiscountry continued to enjoy
relative industmal peace during 1977. In
1976, there were 59 disputes involving
5,619 workers. The result was the loss of
6,527 man days, This was a tremendous
achievement wWhen compared with 38 650
man days_lost in 1974 and 51,007 men
days lost in 1975,

70. The maintenance of industrial peace
was continued jn 1977. Preliminery data
from the Centml Statistical Office shows
that by the end of April, 1977, only four-
teen disputes had been reported. Credit
must be given to the Zambia Congress of
Trade Unions, jts afliliated unions and all
the workers i Zambia. L would, therefore,
like to pay tribnte to the cutire leadership
of Zambia's labpur movement, and indeed
all the workew. This clearly shows the

dedieation of our workers to the develop-
ment of this country. The industrial peace
we are enjoying today clearly demonstrates
that the solution of problems between
workers and employers ix heing achicved

not through confrontation but -through

negotiation and accommodation This iy
most important—sinee both workers and
management are operating under very
difficult conditions. It is in ‘this same
vein that 1 pay tribute to employers also.
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GOVERNMENT FINANCIAL
OPERATIONS

71, Mr Speaker, Sir,”1 wish now to
dizeuss the Government’s financial opera-
tions for the year ended 31st Decomber,
1977. Sir, the final figures of revenue and
expenditure are not yet m'aila_ble, but
preliminary year-end figures indicate the
situation which I will now outline.

72. The total recurrent expenditure
approved by this House amounted to
K633.1 million. In addition, Supple-

mentary Estimates Nos 1 to 5 were

approved, bringing the total to KG681.8
million.

73. Preliminary estimates for the end
of December, 1977, show'' that total
recurrent expenditure was' K628:8 million,
which is 922 per cent of the approved
allocation.

74. Mr Speaker, Sir, this House ap-
proved a total of K159.4 million for capital
expenditure. Supplementary , Estimates
were also approved which allowed a net
increase of K=20.5 million. The total
Supplementary Estimates included K22.2
million relating to book entries on account
of the transfer of the assets of the Tanzam
Railway to the Tanzania/Zambia Railway
Authority. When all the book entries are
removed, total authorised capital ex-
penditure amounted to K157.7 million.
Actual capital expenditure was K132.7
million, representing 84.1 per cent of the
amount approved. g

75. Mr Speaker, Sir, ‘when I presented
the 1977 Budget I called on those res-
ponsible for implementing development
projects to. endeavour to use the full
amounts allocated for capital expenditure.
Unfortunately, our performance in this
regard has worsened, and once again I
urge those responsible to enswre that
authorised capital expenditure is fully
utilised. Only in this way can we rapidly
promote our development.

76. Mr Speaker, Sir, I wish briefly to
summarise the situation regarding our
revenue estimates.

77. Our estimates for 1977 indicatod
recirent revenue of K520.4  million.
Preliminary returns indicate that by the
end of December, 1977, recurrent revenuc
stood at K525.56 million. This was K5.0
million in excess of our estimate. On t-l}(-.
other hand receipts from our domestic
and foreign borrowing were only K923
million, some K27.7 million below the
estimate of K120.0 million. These figures
refleet certain trends which require brief
elaboration.

-78. The -provisional figure for revenue
from personal and company income tax
was ¥.197.1 million which was considerably
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in excess of our estimate of K173 million.
Likewise, receipts from customs and
excise duties and sales tax are expected to
be K2544 million, about K94 million
above our estimates. These figures indicate
a small improvement in our revenue
situation. However, it must be borne in
mind that they partly reflect the general
inereases in prices and the level of incomes,
Moreover, they do not compensate fully
for the additional demands which are
being placed on onr resources.

79. Mr Speaker, Sir, mineral tax gives
considerable cause for econcern. Our esti-
mates for 1977 showed that K15.0 million
would be received, a very small sum when
compared to our receipts in carlier years,
However, even this small amount was not
received, since the recovery of the world
economy has been even slower than
anticipated, with the result that mineral
prices have continued to stagnate at very
low levels.

80. Concerning financing, our per-
formance has been far from satisfactory.
Revenue from ‘internal borrowing is ex-
pected to reach the estimate of K40.0
million. However, receipts from external
revenue are expected to show a shortfall
of K27.7 million from the estimate of
K80.0 million, This reflcets slow imple-
mentation of development projects which
are being financed by external aid agenbies,

81. Mr Speaker, Sir, when our total
revenue, including that from borrowing,
is compared with total recurrent and
capital expenditure, the estimated budget.
deficit for 1977 is K143.7 million.

82. Sir, this House will ho doubt
recognise that this represents a small
improvement over our performance in
1975 and 1976, when the deficits were
K237.0 million and K202.1 million res-
pectively. Nevertheless, the figure of
K143.7 million is still provisional. The
deficit is financed by short-term borrowing,
a resort which inevitably has serious
implications on the economy. Mr Speaker,
Siv, in the light of this, hon, Members
will appreciate the need to exercise
further restrictions on our deficit, and to
impose closer control and discipline in
the expenditure of public funds.

Part IV

ECONOMIC AND BUDGETARY
POLICY

(a) Econoniic Background

83. Mr Speaker, Sir, T have alrcady
elaborated in considerable detail the inter-
national and domestic economie situation
which faces the Government in deter-
mining the package of economic and
budgetary policies which I wish to lay
before this House for its deliberation. The
main problems that Zambia is facing, if I
may Le allowed to summarise them, are:

(i) the increases in the Government
budgetary deficits;

(ii) the deficits on the balance of
payments; and

(iii) the problems of the copper
mining indutry due to low
copper prices.
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“You will note that the allo-
cation of this magnitude to
these ministries are in those -
institutions ‘in our society
whose operations have direct
impact on the life of the
nation,” said Mr Mwanakatwe.

The minister reiterated his
call to all responsible that
authorised capital expenditure
must be fully utilised so that
rapid development can be pro-
moted

On economic prices, the
minister said that the Govern-
mentwill continueto strengthen
its policy of allowing paras-
tatal organisations to charge
economic prices. He stressed
that it was particularly impor-
tant that producers of agricul-

tural goods should be properly

compensated.

The minister also told the
House that one of Zambia's
most serious problems — infla- will be made.

In particular, he said, the
Government will continue its’
policy of disallowing price
increases attributable to ineffi-
ciency, mismanagement, bad
planning and so on.

The Govemment has also
introduced measures to check
prices, quality and quantities
of imports in order to stamp
out profiteering.

On export promotion, Mr
Mwanakatwe said a list of

allowed to retain 10 per cent
of their foreign exchange eam-
ings to purchase raw materials,
on application to the Technical
Committee  responsible for
allocating foreign exchange.
Stricter import control will
also be maintained to stop
importation of such items as
dog foods which could easily
be produced in Zambia.
Borrowing of money from
external sources, in excess of
K 500,000 will be vetted by the
Bank of Zambia and the
Minister for final approval,
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84. When I presented the 1977 Budget,
I made a detailed analyis of the problems
facing Zambia and the types of solutions
which I regarded as feasible. Sir, my
analysis of the situation remains unchanged
and I do not propose any significant
changes in economic strategy. There arc,
however, some areas of policy which
require immediate attention in the light of
the economy’s poor performance.

85. Mr Speaker, Sir, His Excellency the
President in his opening address to the
Fifth Session of this National Assembly
gave a clear indication as to the direction
of our economic policy. In referring to the
decision of the 11th National Council of
the United National Independence Party to
effect an Economic Take-off, His Excellency
stated that we should no longer mourn low
copper prices, but that productive activity
and hard work must now form the basis of
our strategy. s

86. Bir, if we are indeed to achieve
Economic Talke-off, then it is essential that
we should achieve a greater degree of
economic stabilisation. Thus, in addition
to economic diversification, it is essential
shat we must consolidate that which we
ve have already built. d

87. As I proceed, I shall outline a
number of policy objectives which are
necessary to lay the foundation for a
self-sustaining Economic Take-off :

(i},l' the maintenance of real economie

i growth, productive employment
and the increase of real per capita
incomes;

(ii) the control of inflation;

(iii) the reduction of the Government
deficit;

{iv)rthe reduction of the balance of
payments deficit and the pro-
gressive elimination of payments

Arrears;

(v) the maintenance of Zambia's
international ereditworthiness;
and

(vi). the maintenance in operation of

' the mining companies.

88. Among these objectives the reduc-
tion of the deficits in the Government
Budget and the Balance of Payments must
assume’ paramount importance, and if
approached correctly they should have
beneficial effects on the others. I shall deal
with these topics separately.

(b) Investment Policy

89. M Speaker, Sir. during theilast year. ...
House approved . the | Industrial

this
Development Bill, which provides the
necessary incentives and guarantees to
attract foreign and local private businesses
to invest in Zambia. However, it is
necessary  that all relevant institutions
must discharge their responsibilities to
ensure the effective implementation of this
valuable Act. Furthermore, we should
invest in new industries particularly
where stch investment is justified by acute
need and the existence of raw materials to
meet most of the required inputs,

90. In addition, it is intended to pro-
mote export oriented industries, and
together with continued controls on
importation, it is hoped that a more
favourable balance of pavments situation
will result.

91. As everyone knows the Ministry of
Industry has already anncunced a com-
mittee to approve applications made under
this Act. '

92. Up to now most foreign investors in.
Zambia who could not make immediate
remittances of their dividends simply left
their money in the banks to earn interest
until authority for externalising the money
was given by the Bank of Zambia. The
policy regarding the re-investment of such
dividends hds not been clear. I have
decided to allow such investors to re-invest
their mceney in Zambia with permission
from the Bank of Zambia and such
investinent will be considered as foreign
for future remittances purposes. This has
been done in order not only to enable them
to invest in Zambia but also to induce
them to bring into the country more
additional foreign resources.

(c) Eoms?mianm

93. In order to stimulate and diversify
the economy the Government recognises
the importance of paying economic prices
to the producers of goods and services. It is
particularly important that producers of
agricultural - goods should be properly
compensated. In this regard prices were
substantially increased prior to the 1977/78
growing ‘season and Government wjll
continue to review prices in the light of
e ing circumstances. In addition, the
Government will continue and strengthen
its policy of allowing parastatal or-
ganisations to charge economic prices.

(d) Subsidies

94. In a time of serious economic
diffi the Party and Government
have continued to review the level of price
subsidies as directed by the National
Council in June, 1975. In a time of economie
crisis it is no longer possible for the
Government to continue to subsidise
consumption on the scale to which we have
become .accustomed. Owing to increases
in costs, the level of subsidies has been
rising. Mr Speaker, Sir, it has become

ICOs:

necessary, therefore, to ask our people to
bear a greater proportion of the cost of the
goods which they consume. In short, it is
proposed that the level of subsidies should
be substantially reduced,

95. While this will inevitably lead to
an increase in prices, I beg all our people to
understand the economic realities which
the nation can only ignore at its peril. Hon.
Members will recall that His Excellency
the President has consistently warned
against the enmormous wastage of food
which persists in the country. Finally, of
course, the reduction of subsidies will have
an immediate impact in reducing the level
of the budgetary deficit. The Government
cannot afford to feed everybody, or the
majority of our people, while at the same
time provide free education, health and
other services.

(¢) Prices and Incomes Policy

96. Mr Speaker, Sir, one of our most
serious problems is the ever present
inflation which has caused our prices to

shoot up. This has been aggravated by the
fact that national output has generally
not increased sufficiently. It is with this
in mind that thé Government has decided
to embark on devising an appropriate
prices and incomes policy, a decision to
which I referred in my Budget Address
last year. In implementing this decision
the Government has extended an invita-
tion to a distinguished expert of inter-
national repute to come to Zambia to
advise Government o6n appropriate mea-
sures. Meanwhile, it is both necessary and
desirable to maintain the present wage
levels. My colleague, the hon. Minister of
Commerce and Foreign Trade, will con-
tinue to exercise vigilance in the control
of excessive pricing. In particular the
Government will continue its policy of
disallowing price increases attributable to
inefficiency, mismanagement, bad planning
and the like.

97. In addition, one of the causes of
inflation has been the inadequacy of price
and quality conirol of imports. The
Government has now introduced a system
under which intensive checks will be con-
ducted at source into the prices, quality
and quantities of our imported goods. In
this way overpricing of imported goods
should he controlled to a much greater
extent. In Zambia, sinee we shall have
information from the source of imports, we
shall be able to detect those who are
profiteering. We shall start implementing
the system this year from 1st February,
1978.

(f) Export Promotion
98. Mr Speaker, Sir, in the years since
1970 we have achieved considerable success

in diversifying the sources of Government
revenue. Not long ago, mineral revenue

was the main source of revenue for the 2
“Government. Howeven, today, as I have
already informed hon; Mt’:'mbemy
largest proportion of ourrévénue is derived <

from non-mineral income. This trend hag
been our salvation in the wake of low
copper prices in recent' ycars. By similar
means, we must endeavour to ensure that
Zambia's foreign exchange earnings are
diversified.

99. In consultation with my colleagues,
the hon. Minister of Industry and the hon.

Minister of Commerce and Foreign Trade,
a list of manufacturers and other pro-
ducers capable of earning the much needed
foreign exchange for Zambia will be
prepared. Imitially, the list will comprise
manufacturers of products for which there
is a great demand in foreign markets. The
producers of these commodities will be
given priority with regard to import
licences and foreign exchange. An effec-
tive administrative machinery will ensure

‘that this programme is infplemented. In

particular, the Governor -of the Bank of
Zambia will carefully monitor the effec-
tiveness of the new machinery to ensure
that Zambia gets the foreign exchange
earned. -

100. As regards other exporters, ex-
cluding the mines, on application to the
Technical Committee in the Ministry of
Commerce and Foreign Trade, they may
be allowed. if need be, to retain up to 10
per cent of the foreign exchange earned to
enable them to import raw materials.

101. I hasten to add, Mr Speaker, Sir,
that care will be taken to ensure that the
local population is not starved of the
commodities. Exeept in special circum-
stances, re-exports will not be allowed to
enjoy this facility.

102. In addition to the above incentives
the Government has already passed a
number of fiscal inducements which our
exporters have not fully exploited. For
instance, oxcise duty or sales tax con-
cessions are given on export commodities
to enable them to be competitive on the
world market.

(g) Import Conlrol

103. In addition to promoting the in-
flow of foreign exchange, the Government
will continue to impose stringent control
on the level of imported goods. We -still
get in our shops such items as dog foods
which we should be able to manufacture

_ locally. There are still a number of useless

commodities ing their way onto the
market. Using the information we shall
obtain from the system of checking on
import prices, we shall be able to detect
those who continue to import non-
essential items. Government imports too
shall come under strict scrutiny. I believe
Government offices could do with fewer
items than they have now. All these
efforts will be made to reduce import
arrears and enable the country to come
back to normal tradé.

104. Our entrepreneurs should be’ more

i
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resourceful in order to produce most of the
components of machinery and other items
locally. They should avail themseives of
the services provided by the research
departments of the mines to manufacture
items required in the industry. They
should also utilise the services provided by
the University of Zambia and the National
Council for Scientific Research to produce
most items locally. We have the capability
and capacity. Our main problem has been
tradition.

(h) Borrgwi.ng

105. Mr Speaker, Sir, in recent years as
the revenue and foreign exchange situation
has deteriorated, Zambia has had to resort
to increased borrowing from domestic and
external sources. I have often stated in
this House and elsewhere that Zambia is
well able to service this debt. However, it
is obviously in the nation’s interest to
minimise its borrowing and to maximise
the benefit which it gains from its debt.

106. To this end I wish to elaborate a
few policy guidelines which the Govern-
ment intends to follow. Firstly, any
external borrowing amounting to K500,000
and above will have to be vetted by the
Bank of Zambia in the first instance and
then passed on to me for approval before
payments can be guaranteed. Secondly,
borrowing must reflect the development
priorities of the Government.

(¢) The Third National Development Plan

107. Mr Speaker, Sir, for a second time
it has become necessary to defer the
implementation of the Third National
Development Plan. In his address to the
Emergency Session of the National As-
sembly last year, His Excellency the
President outlined in some detail the type
of economic strategy which the nation
should adopt. There is no doubt that this

strategy requires some radical changes in
our approach to development planning,
and it is, therefore, appropriate that the
plan was deferred to allow a thorough re-
appraisal of the draft Plan. Furthermore,
deferment was justified by the scarcity of
national resources, the need to complete
existing projects and to consolidate deve-
lopment of infrastracture for the rural
sector.

108. Mr Speaker, Sir, hon. Members
will no doubt wish to learn of the progress
made to date in the planning exercise.
I would like to inform this House that
preparation of a national development plan
is now well advanced. It is expected that
the plan document will be ready for
discussion during the course of the year.
I wish to reassure hon. Members that
agricultural development will be given
highest priority with additional emphasis
being given to small-scale industries using
local inputs particularly where such indus-
tries are established outside traditional
manufacturing areas.

(j) Agriculbure

109. In its attempt to stimulate the
growth of agriculture the Government is
unde: ing, with the financial assistance
of the World Bank, the European Econo-
mic Community and other external
agencies, a programme in which at least
one agricultural projeet will be set up in
each provinee. Although such a universal
programme will take some time to be
implemented, preparations are well ad-
vanced for a coffee scheme in the Northern
Province, a cotton project in the Eastern
Province, and a rice scheme in Luapula
Province. Furthermore, the Government
has established a land clearing unit in the
Ministry of Lands and Agriculture to
co-ordinate the vital task of land clearance.

(k) Mining Industry A

110. Mr Speaker, Sir, eatlier in my
address I have referred to the problems
which the mining sector is now facing.
Sir, I wish to elaborate somewhat on the
policy implications of our mining industry.

111. It is now evident that copper can
never regain its former predominance in
. our national economy. The world economy
has undergone structural changes which
make it improbable that copper prices
will ever reach the real levels attained
even as recently as 1974. Our own economy
has also altered. The measure of diversi-
fication which.we have already achieved
and our national policies of further
diversifying our economic activities will
ensure that when mineral prices recover
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the mining sector’s role will not be the
single determining factor in our develop-
ment.

112. Having said this, Sir, it is essential
to recognise the crucial fact that the
mining industry will continue to be our
principal net earner of foreign exchange.
Furthermore, the mines are a part of our
national heritage, essential to our further
development in terms of employment,
government revenue and foreign earnings.
Therefore, I:s must not over-react to the

t problems of the mining indust;
¥ ing policies which would tend g
their future. His Excellency the

“President recently appointed a committee

of experts to look into ways of reduci
the costs of production in the w;mg
industry. This is intended to enable the
mines to operate satisfactorily during this
difficult period.

113. In addition ' the Government is
ways in which other mineral

resgurces can be exploited. particularly
those lying outside traditional mining
areas. Of particular importance is the
exploitation of our uranium resources.
The extent of the deposits and the po-

. tential for viable extraction is firmly

established and the Government is now
forging ahead with its plans for mining
operations, ensuring meanwhile that the
economic benefits to the nation are

(1) Money Supply
114. Mr Speaker, 8ir, I wish now to turn

‘to & brief discussion of the money supply.

There are three areas which affect the size
of the money supply. Firstly, there is the
Government deficit which is financed by
the Central Bank through the medium of
short-term borrowing. This has the effect
of increasing the availability of money to
the public. Secondly, the money supply is
increased by the loans and overdraft
facilities extended by the Commercial
Banks and other financial institutions.
This is particularly true of short-term
lending since long-term lending does not
have the same inflationary impact on the
economy. Thirdly, employers, by increas-
ing the salaries and wages of their em-
ployees, also exert an upward pressure
on the money supply.

115. Mr Speaker, it is a well known fact
that Zambia is passing through a period in
which even the most essential commadities
are at times in short supply. In a situation
in which the money supply is increasing
rapidly and in which there are insufficient
commodities to absorb the available
money, the economy is highly prone to
inflation. Indeed this can be described in
terms of the classic definition of inflation
as being ‘too much money chasing too few

goods’.
(m) Exchange Control

116. Mr Speaker, Sir, I do not claim
that the rapid growth of the money
supply is the only cause of inflation. But
it is clear that when the money supply-
grows at an excessive rate, then there is
a serious risk of increasipg the level of
inflation. Furthermore, our own situation
is compounded by a serious balance of
pavments position coupled with arrears
on trade payments. This situation
abviously calls for monetary controls to
augment the fiscal measurez. I have
therefore decided, as part of the
package of measures to correct the
situation, that:

(i) Individual Commercial Banks will
not open Letters of Credit in
excess of K10 million at any
given time;

(ii) Persons who are normally resident
in Zambia will not remit a
portion of their earnings as has
been the case in the past. The
Governor of the Bank of Zambia
may exempt special categories of
residents employed in the mining
industry.

(iii) Expatriates working on contract,
who have opted to make use of
remittance facilities admissible
to residents will not now be
allowed to remit their gratuities
and leave pay at the expiry of
their contracts as these remit-
tance facilities must be extended
only to people who are remitting
under section 23,

(iv) Emigrants’ settling-in allowance
will henceforth be reduced by
the value of cars, if the owners
decide to take the cars with
them. These cars, however, must
be not less than five years old.

(v) Contract employees will hence-
forth make their remittances on
a monthly basis. Unutilised
entitlements will cease to be
treated under this concession
but will form part of the normal
emigration allowance.

| (vi) Applications for loans and over-
draft facilities from the banking
system by foreign controlled
companies Wwill henceforth be
considered only within the debt/
equity ratio of 1:3, i.e. for every
K3 paid up capital, a company

, will borrow KIl1. The Bank of
Zambia, however, will remain
flexible to those engaged in
agriculture and the manufactur-
ing sector and to those who
qualify under the Industrial
Development Act.

(vii) All applications from companies
which have ceased operations in
this country to remit liquidation

proceeds will be considered only
if payment of the proceeds will
be made over a period of not
less than five years,

(viii) Payments for the maintenance of
fixed property situated outside
Zambia have been discontinued.
No application, therefore, need be
made to the Central Bank.

(ix) The Bank of Zambia will review
all Agreements with non-residents
entered into prior to lst June,
1965, regarding payments of
royalties and service charges.

(x) The Bank of Zambia will only
consider take-overs of companies
where the purchase price will be
paid over a period of not less
than 3 years.

(xi) All debts collected on behalf of
non-residents by firms of
solicitors, accountants and other
professional bodies will only be
made with the ific prior
approval of the Bank of Zambia.

(xii) All loans contracted by persons
prior to their coming to Zambia
shall be repaid out of remittable
funds, otherwise prior approval
of the Bank of Zambia will have
to be sought.

117. Mr Speaker, Sir, I would like to
assure this House that these measures
will be under constant review as the
situation unfolds.

(n) Budgetary Policy

118. Mr Speaker, Sir, I now turn to a
brief discussion of the budgetary policy
which the Government has adopted for
1978. In view of my earlier analysis which
indicates a continuing period of world
economic stagnation it is essential that
our budgetary deficit must be reduced. At
the same time, our development efforts
require that a certain minimum level of
capital expenditure should be maintained.
Even so, the level of capital expenditure
has had to be reduced to allow for only
the most essential projects.

119. It is always a difficult task to share
limited resources among many compet-
ing -claims. I have learnt from experience
that every Budget is an exercise in
priorities and the proposals ually
reflect the Government's best effort at
getting the priorities right. It is necessary
when framing a Budget to formulate
expenditure and revenue policy in the
light of a country’s financial reserves and
its cash pocition and also against its
general economic background.

120. Mr Speaker, Sir, in recent years,

a new coneeption of budgeting has grown
up. In practically all countries, whatever
the stage of their development, the
classical conception of the Budget as a
forecast of general revenue and expenditure
is giving way to a new conception of the
Budget as a means of control of State
management and as a working programme
of the Government.

121. Consequently, I’ warned Ministries
and Departments in advance that in
putting in their estimates, they would
have to limit increases in Ministerial/
Departmental expenditure much more
strictly than has been the case in recent
years. I can assure hon. Members that the
greatest regard possible has been paid to
effecting economy in the Government
machine. Nevertheless, much more effort
should be made in subsequent years to
reduce recurrent expenditure drastically.
I cannot say with confidence at the
moment that the Budget excludes all
expenditure which can be regarded as
escapable. But, Mr Speaker, Sir, our
resolve to continue relentlessly the effort
to contain recurrent expenditure at the
present levels, or even to reduce it below
present levels, is firm. It is a task the
Party and Government are determined
to accomplish in order to secure the
interests of future generations.

122, Mr Speaker, Sir, later I shall
briefly review our performance last year
in implementing capital programmes. In
the prevailing economic situation, I have
been .forced again to reduce capital
expenditure. Indeed, bearing in mind the
concern of the Party and Government to
restrict the Government Budgetary de-
ficit, a bigger reduction of capital ex-
penditure this year would be justified.
On the other hand, I have been mindful
also of the Party and Government's
concern for the welfare and interests of-the
poorer gections of the community. A more
drastic reduction of capital expenditure
would undoubtedly reduce employment
opportunities and cause some hardships
among them. I e that the allocation
of K140 million for capital expenditure
this year will sustain a moderate level of
economic activity.

123. In view of the economic and
financial difficulties facing the country
today, I have been to reduce or
severely restrict the amount of each
request made to the Government for
funds. T have been guided in this task by
the following decisions made by the Party
and Government:

(i) no new projects will be under-
taken during 1978, except those
that are directly productive. This

m will_sp y M“’Il:ly ‘ta
projects, while priority
will be given to the agricultural
seotor;

(ii) no new posts will be created in
1978;

(iii) all vacant posts in the technical
and administrative categories will
be frozen during 1978, except in
those cases where absolute and
vital need is established; posts
below the level and equivalent of
Assistant Secretary will be filled
only after consultation with the
Ministry of Finance:

(iv) the level of subsidies will be
reduced.

124. These measures will also apply to
those parastatal organisations which con-
tinue to rely on Government financial
support.

125. Mr Speaker, Sir, the poliey decisions
I have outlined will have inevitable
consequences in restrieting the growth of
Government services while at the same
time raising the prices of essential com-
modities. No Government can undertake
such decisions lightly, and it must be
understood that they are taken n the
short and long term interests of the
prosperity of our nation.

126. Mr Speaker, Sir, on the question
of supplementary estimates, it is often
assumed that these will be granted towards
the end of the year. Let me make it
perfectly clear: there will be no sup-
plementary provisions without declared
savings this year and Ministries are
advised to be very careful in the way
expenditure is incurred. Only in thix way
can the necessary financial discipline and
consciousness of the nation’s - financial
problems be induced.

127. Mr Speaker, Sir, the Budget for

the year 1978 which I now present to this
House 13 summarised below as follows:

128. Mr Speaker, Sir, hon. Members will
note that the overall deficit I estimate for
this year stands at K90.0 million. This is
an improvement over last year's estimated
deficit of K152.1 million. The meaning of
a budgetary deficit is simply that there is
a gap between the amount of available
resources and the amount earnmarked for

expenditure, Hon. Members of the House
should also note the fact that over the lust
four years, we have been running rather
large budgetary deficits. The implications
of these are clearly reflected in the rate
of inflation and the balance of payments
deficits which I have already outlined
before this House.

(a) Recurrent Expenditure

129. Mr Speaker, Sir, as [ have alicady
informed hon. Members, the levels of
recurrent expenditure continue to be a
source of concern in the management of
the economy. I would like to give some
figures of recurrent expenditure over the
last few years. Between 1974 and 1977
recurrent expenditure rose from K441
million in 1974 to K682 million in 1977, an
increase of about 55 per cent over the last
three years, or an annual rate of growth of
about 16 per cent per annum. Meanwhile,
the growth of Government revenue has not
matched this increase. This situation,
therefore, calls for measures to arrest the
trend and even reduce the amount of
recurrent expenditure as | have already
stated.

130. Mr Speaker, Sir, in line with the
policy decisions of the Party and Govern-
ment on recurrent expenditure;” the
allocations to the varioux Ministries have
been restricted to levels that I consider
will not affect their operations.

131, This House, last year, approved a
total (including supplementary estimates)
of K681.6 million for recurrent ex-
penditure. This year's allocation of K652.8
million is lower than that figure. As I
informed this House at this time last vear,
Personal Emoluments in the Governinent
sector account for a very =izcable portion
of the recurrent budget.

132. In the same context I have not
found it feasible to drastically cut
allocations for the day to day operations
of such ministries as Education, Health,
Home Affairs, ete., for we cannot afford to'
sce them come to a standstill. In any case,
most Ministries are working on reduced
allocations or at best their expenditure
allocations for this year have been main-

.tained at the levels of 1977.
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133. 1 wish to mention here, Mr Speaker,
Sir, that even though hardly any new
projects will be undertaken in the social
services sector, the Party and Govern-
ment are still committed to providing the
education and health services within the
limits of available resources. Thus hon.
Members will wish to know that among the
single largest reeurrent allocations, the
Ministry of Education has been provided
with K101.2 million, Ministry of Lands
and Agriculture—K61.3 million, Ministry
of Health—K50.6 million, Zambia Police
—K27.1 million and Ministry of Public
Works—K21.] million. You will note also
that the allocations of this magnitude to
these ministries are in those institutions in
our society whose operations have a direct
impact on the life of the nation. Mr

Speaker, Sir, 1 would also like to inform

this House that the main increases in the
recurrent allocations to various Ministries
are in the component that caters for
Personal Emoluments.

(b) Subsidies

134. Mr Speaker, Sir, I have already
referred to the fact that for a long time the
Party and Government have continued to
gubsidise a number of agricultural inputs
as well as consumer commodities in order
to keep prices down. In 1969, expenditure
on subsidies amounted to K21 million; this
rose to K37 million in 1973, K474 million
in 1974 and peaked at K82.8 million in
1975. Meanwhile, it has become in-
creasingly  clear that the present
constrained level of Government revenue
cannot continue to sustain increasing
amoynts of subsidies. At the present price
of copper, Government does not receive
revenue from the mining industry and this
means that the amount of resources in the
years to come will become even more
scarce, In addition, the price of oil is rising
every year with serious implications on
Government financial resources.

135. This, therefore, is the background
to the decision that was taken by the
National Council of the United National
Independence Party on subsidies gt its
session when ecareful consideration was
given to His Excellency the President’s
‘Watershed Speech’ in June, 1975. Thus

the National Council took the decision that
subsidies in general should be drastically
reduced. And in line with this decision,
total expenditure on subsidies was reduced
by about 40 per cent from K82.8 million
in 19756 to K51.2 million in 1976. This
meant that the consumer would pro-

/ gressively start to pay economic prices.
%[on. Members will remember that this
House approved K58.5 million for Govern-
ment subsidies last year. This was about
14 per cent more than the amount
approved in 1976. Indeed, I did inform this
House at the same time last year that
subsidies on fertiliser and maize would not
be reduced. This year alone the total
requests for all subsidies was a staggering
figure of K118 million. This had to be
reduced.

136. The economic . and financial
situation facing the country today has
become worse than it was at the beginning
of 1977. The situation is such that we as a
nation must make efforts to reduce

recurrent spending. In addition, we must -

continue to implement the decision that
our enterprises should charge economic
prices. The Party and Government have,
therefore, decided this year, as one of the
package of the measures aimed at correct-
ing the situation, to reduce the allocation
for subsidies as follows:

(i) Maize

137. With immediate effect, the subsidy
to cover the maize consumer price differen-
tial will not be paid. The total amount of
reduction is K8.6 million. This will have
the effect of increasing the price of mealie
meal by 21.6 per cent. A bag of 90 kg of
roller mealie meal which was selling.at
K6.61 will now cost K8.04.

(ii) Fertiliser

138. The total subsidy to cover the ferti-
‘liser price differential has been reduced
by 50 per cent. This will have the effect
of raising the average price of fertiliser by
27.9 per cent per tonne. This will not affect
this current crop season since most of the
fertiliser has already been purchased.

139, Mr Speaker, Sir, the effect of the
reduction in the subsidy for the maize

price differential is modest by any stan-
dards. The people of this country have
made a choice between consumption and
investment. When the National Council
decided to start phasing out subsidies, the
people, through their representatives, in
effect, chose to minimise public expendi-
ture on consumption in order to channel
more resources into development. This
was a noble decision.

140. With respect to fertiliser, I would
like to inform this House that even after
the reduction in subsidy on fertiliser, the
price of this commodity in Zambia will still

emain much lower than in almost all the
neighbouring countries. Indeed, Mr
Speaker, Sir, I have been very concerned
with rts that there is a practice to use
steful methods of applying fertilisers
among some of our farmers. I'believe that
vith the increase in the price of fertiliser,
our farmers will be more careful in the
tilisation of this very expensive input of
A iculture. ;

(¢) Capital Expenditure

141. Mr Speaker, Sir, I must, with
regret, inform this House that the level

of capital expenditure this year is even

lower was allocated in last year’s
Budget. my discussion of recurrent
w nlixnﬁnn’n, I outlined the

i ties facing the Party and Govern-
ment in attempts to reduce this item in
the Budget. In view of this constraint
and taking account of the need to restrict
the Government budgetary deficit to the
minimum, it has again been found neces-
sary to reduce capital expenditure even
farther,

142. It has always been the policy of
the Party and Government to give priority
to capital expenditure, particularly in
productive sectors. It is only through
capital expenditure that we can add to
the productive ca.dPa_aity of the economy.
However, even if we were to allocate
massive amounts of financial resources for
capital expenditure this year, it would
not be possible to utilise ‘all these
funds. Firstly, capital expenditure in-
evitably entails recurrent expenditure.
Since our recurrent expenditure has been

heavily restrained so as to provide only
the most essential services, Government
is mot in a position to support substantial
new- projects. Secondly, we continue to
face an acute foreign exchange shortage.
This will restrict our ability to use capital
funds, since a large proportion of our
capital goods are imported.

143. Mr Speaker, Sir, for these rcasons
and in order to stimulate our economic
growth it has been decided that we should
refrain from investing in new infrastruc-
tural projects, particularly those which
may be regarded as social welfare projects.
Instead, the Government intends to con-
centrate its limited resources on those
projects which are productive and which
will enhance economic growth.

isE

144. In line with this policy, out of the
total of K140.0 million allocated for eapital
expenditure, a sum of K28.4 million re-
presenting over 20 per cent has been set
aside for icultural development, in-
cluding K12.3 million for loans and invest-
ments in relevant agricultural parastatal
organisations. In addition, K14.2 million
has been set aside for loans and invest-
ments in the industrial sector and K11.9
million in essential projects in the commu-
nications sector. Moreover, K21.7 million
has been set aside for road projects to
develop the transport system. In this
regard it should be emphasised that our
efforts are being concentrated on com-
pleting on-going projects and developing
our feeder road networks. Mr Speaker, Sir,
I quote these figures to demonstrate the
nature of the Government's commitment
to financing development projects.

Part VI
REVENUE MEASURES

145. Mr Speaker, Sir, I shall now
discuss the subject of estimates of revenue
for 1978. As 1 stated earlier the gap
between expenditure and revenue had to
be reduced considerably. The effect of
huge Budgetary deficits cannot be over-
em ised. One major source of revenue
—the mining industry—continues to face
difficulties. We expect to receive nothing
from this source during the current year.
We have, therefore, either to reduce
expenditure or increase revenue from
other sources. We have chosen to do hoth,

146. The total recurrent revenue for
1978 is cstimated at K560.6 million.
When compared with total expenditure
of K792.8 million, there is a shortfall of
K232.2 million. This will be financed by
up to K142.2 million of long-term horrow-
ing: K99.2 million externally and K43.0
million internally. The overall budgetary
deficit of K90.0 million will be financed
from the banking sector.

148. Mr Speaker, Sir, may I now turn
t?) %xe proposed new revenue measures for
1978.

(a) Customs Duty
(i) Capilal Goods

149. For a long time this country has
been allowing importation of the bulk of
capital goods without any levy of customs
duty. This has meant that these goods
have been relatively cheap apart from the
price increases that are effected by the

suppliers in the countries of origin. In
Zambia, this has had the effeet of
giving such goods a price structure that
has encournged their utilisation in increas-
ing quantitios at the expense of labour.
Hon. Menibiers will agree with me that we
should ensure that our policy of utilixing
more and more of our local labour is fully
adhered to at all times.

150. I have, therefore, decided to
adjust the rate of customs duty upwards
on a seleeted number of capital items from
the present rate of 5 per cent which was

first imposed in 1974 to a modest level of
7% per cent. I hope that this adjustment
will promote more labour intensive
methods of production in our industries,
thus discouraging capital intensive techni-
ques, Some of the items which will he
affected by this measure are bhulldozers,
excavators, stone crushing machines, road
rollers and platform scales. I estimate that
this measure will yield an additional
K1.3 millien in Government revenue and
will take effect from midnight tonight.

(ii) Lmported Potable Spirits

151. The rate of duty on imported
potable spirits was last raised in 1976.
The people that consume spivits are those
who have the means to pay. In the
present circumstances where we are very
short of foreign exchange, it is cssential
that we discourage the importation of
luxury items which include potable spirits.
I, therefore, propose that as a way of
discouraging such imports and also to
collect additional revenue, the duty on
all imported potable spirits be increased
from the present rate of K12.50 per proof
litre to K15.00 per proof litre with effect
from midnight tonight.

152, Mr Speaker, Sir, I also propose to
increase customs duty on imported soft
drinks from K2.51 to K4.00 per decalitre
and on imported cigarettes from K20 to
K30 per kilogram. I estimate that these
measures will bring in an additional
K.QO0,000 to Government revenue and
will take effect from midnight tonight,

153. Mr Speaker, Sir, I also propose to
carry out a tidying up exercise in respect

MR Mwanakatwe Minister of Finance.
of the eustoms tariff. This exercise is aimed
at removing some problems created by
tariff classifications, 1 estimate that
through this exercise the additional re-
venue to be raised by the Government will
be K200,000.

(b) E.rcise Duly

154. For various reasons, it is important
that Zambia should be self-sufficient by
producing most of her requirements locally.
Unfortunately, the present local produc-
tion of geods and services leaves much to'
be desired, 1 have observed a tendency
among managers, especially in parastatal
organisations, to compete with each other
in expenditure and not production.

(i) Soft Drinks

155. After taking into consideration
the prevailing circumstances, I have
decided to propose an increase of the
excise duty on soft drinks of 2 ngwee per
hottle. The price of a bottle of soft drink
will still be eomparatively low. I estimate
to raise K3 million by this measure which
will take effect from midnight tonight.

(i) Cigarelles

156. The price of cigarettes in this
country is still low. Cigarettes could bea
major foreign exchange earner for us.
In order to raise revenue for the Govern-
ment and also to increase tobaceo exports,
I propose that the price of cigarettes be
increased by between 10 per cent and 20
per cent. This measure will add K2 million
to Government revenue and will take
effect from midnight tonight.

(iii) Clear Beer

157, Hon, Members who have bem
privileged to travel abroad are aware that
the price of clear beer in Zambia is reld.
tively cheap. In times of tight Govern-
ment Budgets, this is a good source of
revenue. Therefore, from midnight. the
price of clear beer will be adjusted up-
wards by 4 ngwee. I have heard of casesin
which some proprietors have chargal
their eustomers as much as 80 ngwee dr
even K1 per bottle whose retail price &

38 ngwee and customers have been
willing to pay these exorbitant prices
This increase in excise duty on clear begr
should not cause undue hardship. This neiv
measure is estimated to raise K8 million
additignal revenue. -

(iv) Opaque Beer

158. Mr Speaker, Sir, after carefi_l
thought and considering that opaque beé

is taken by the low income group, I have

decided to propose an adjustment of the
price of opaque beer by only 1 ngwee pé
litre. I estimate additional revenue of K2
million through this measure which wil
take effect from 2400 hours tonight.

(v) Petroleum Products .

159. Mr Speaker, Sir, hon. Memben
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are very much aware that we spend
considerable amounts of foreign exchange
on imports of fuel. Furthermore, the price
of this commodity is always subjected to
rather frequent upward revisions by the
producers. It is, therefore, imperative
that we constantly take meéasures to
conserve this very expensive item of
consumption. This means that the price
increase that was made in 1977 has
succeeded to some extent in reducing the
consumption of fuel.

160. In pursuance of this policy of fuel
conservatio, I have decided to increase
the price of petrol as follows:

super grade petrol : 2 ngwee per litre
regular grade petrol: 2 ngwee per litre

I estimate that this measure will increase
Government revenue by K3.5 million and
will take effect from midnight tonight.

161. In the same vein, I am proposing
that the price of diesel be increased by
2 ngwee per litre. I must hasten to point
out here that the price of diesel, even after
this adjustment, will still be low when
compared with the price of petrol. Thus,
diesel will now cost about 18.3 ngwee
per litre.

162. Contrary to popular belief, hon.
Members should know that this price
increase will on the whole affect road

transporters who are the main consumers
of diesel. I know that those engaged in
the road transport business are making
very comfortable profits. It is, therefore,
only fair that they contribute towards the
maintenance, of our roads. Mr Speaker,
Sir, road maintenance these days is a very
costly business. This measure will have
the effect of raising additional revenue
amounting to K6.6 million and will take
effect from midnight tonight. Mr Speaker,
Sir, I would like to assure hon. Members
that UBZ will, as usual, continue to
enjoy a reduced rate of duty on diesel.
Adequate provision to this effect has
been made in the appropriate legislative
instrument.

(vi) Potable Spirits Locally Produced

163. Mr Speaker, Sir, I also propose
that excise duty on locally produced
potable spirits be increased from K6.25 to
K7.00 per proof litre. The price will still
be much lower than the price of imported
spirits. This measure will raise an esti-
mated sum of K100,000 in revenue and
will take effect from 2400 hours tonight.

-

(¢) Sales Tazx
(i) Cement

164. Mr Speaker, Sir, this country has
made considerable investment 'in the
cement industry. I have studied the
development of the cement industry and I

can only inform hon. Members that its

performance has been satisfactory. But
detailed analysis of the building industry
has shown that a lot of cement is being
used as a substitute for ordinary bricks.
One has only to look at the number of
enterprises that have sprung up to fabri-
cate concrete cement blocks. At the same
time I know that cement is a commodity
which should earn us considerable amounts
of foreign exchange. It is, therefore, my
conviction that we have to take measures
that will encourage this nation to export
more cement than has been exported in the
past. Furthermore, I have observed that
there are instances of wasteful use of this
valuable commodity.

165. I, therefore, propose that in order
to discourage unnecessary use of cement
locally and to boost its export sales, tax at
the rate of 20 ngwee per 25 kg pocket or
K8 per tonne be levied on cement. I
estimate that this measure will yield K3.6
million in additional Government revenue
and will take effect from midnight tonight.

(ii) Telephone Bills

166. Mr Speaker, Sir, the State has
invested heavily in the development of
telecommunications in this country. There
are today more widespread telephone
services in Zambia. Some of this invest-
ment has been made through I from
creditors abroad. Hon. Memberd know
that all loans have.to be serviced and it is
the State which shoulders part of this
burden. Hon. Members are also aware that
the majority of our people who have access
to telephones have the ability to pay for
the services, It is only fair, therefore, that
the few who have access to telephones
should contribute funds needed for further
investment and maintenance of this
gervice.

167. I, therefore, propose that sales tax
at the rate of 10 per cent ad valorem be
levied on telephone bills. With regard to
residential telephones, this measure will
only affect the middle and high income
groups. I estimate that the Government
will raise -K1.2 million in additional
revenue. The new measure will take effect
from lst February, 1978.

168. The hon, Members of this House
will be happy to know that I have not
increased existing rates of sales tax. The
sales ¢ax proposals I have just outlined
only alfect new items.

(d) Other Measures
(i) Passenger Service Charges (Inlernational)

169. Mr Speaker, Sir, hon. Members are
no doubt aware that the Passenger Service
Charge was introduced for the first time in
Zambia in 1972, I informied Hon. Members
at that time that the Government had
given serious thought to the expenses

connected with running ts. There-
fore, the Government had decided to ask

departing from our Inter-
national Airport for destinations outside
Zambia to pay a service charge of K1.00.
The introduction of this tax has been quite
successful,

, 170. At present passen, departing
from the PIntematiom.l gm.:irport. for
destinations outside Zambia pay a service
charge of K3.00. I am proposing that with
effect from 1lst February, 1978, all
passengers on international flights
departing from our International Airport
for destinations abroad should pay a
service charge of K4.00. This measure will
add K60,000 to the revenue.

(ii) Passenger Service Charge (Domestic)

171. We all know, Mr Speaker, Sir, that
the number of who are now
flying from one place to another within
Zambia is increasing every year. I have
decided to introduce a local service charge
for passengers departing from any airport
within Zambia for destinations within
Zambia. With effect from 1st March, 1978,
travellers on internal flights from our
airports will be required to pay a fee of K2
in order to board the aeroplanes. I estimate
that this measure will raise K400,000 in
additional revenue.

(iii) Miscellaneous Fees

172. A number of fees charged for
services rendered by the Government in the
ministries of Commerce and Foreign
Trade, Local Government and Housing,
Lands and Agriculture, and Water and
Natural Resources have been static for
a verv long time. These fees include
company registration fees, valuation fees,
document fees, survey fees, etc. I now
propose to increase most of the fees
charged by these ministries for services
rendered. The increase in fees will
from 2.5 per cent to over 50 per cent and I
expect to raise K216,000 in Government
revenue through this measure. This
measure will take effect from midnight
tonight.

(iv) Selective Employment Tax

173. The nation has done very well as
far as our Zambianisation programme is

concerned. We have still, however, a
number of posts which we can easily
Zambianise. Now we spend a lot of money
in foreign exchange in remittances because
of the large number of expatriates
employed in this country. In order to
assist accelerating the rate of Zambiani-
sation, I propose to increase the Selective
Employment Tax from 15 per cent to 20
per cent. This measure will raise a net
K1.8 million and will take effect from 1st
April, 1978.

(v) Withkolding Tax—Coniractors

174. Collection of income tax has
improved in recent years. However, there
are still some contractors who have not
yet brought their tax records up to date.
In order to foroce them to comply with the
law, I have decided to take more punitive
measures against those who try to evade
the law by increasing Withholding Tax
(Contractors) from 20 per cent to 25 per
cent. This will be a deterrent to those who
want to evade paying income tax. Mr
Speaker, Sir, any contractor can easily
avoid this tax by bringing his record in the
Department of Taxcs up to date. This
measure will also come into effect from 1st
April, 1978. It is estimated to bring in
K500,000 in revenue.

(vi) Personal Income Tax

175. Mr Speaker, Sir, may I turn now
to a subject of considerable public interest
—personal income tax. This year I have
decided not to increase personal income
tax. In fact, Mr Speaker, Sir, I propose to,
reduce it by increasing the child allowance
from the present level of K200 to K225. I
reached this decision after careful con-
sideration. In accordance with the
philosophy of Humanism, the Party and
Government attach great importance to
the welfare of families. We would like
parents to care for their children properly.
This important parental responsibility
would be difficult to fulfil if we allowed
the purchasing power of wage-earners

,to be decreased substantially. Hon,

Members will note that a family with
four children will have an increase in
child allowance of K100. Taxpayers who
who are lucky to have six children will
have the child allowance increased by
K150. Thus the total allowance for six
children will increase from K1,200 to
K1,350 per annum. I hope that this
concession will help to some extent to
alleviate hardship among families in the
wake of the ever-rising prices of essential
commodities.

(vii) Trading Licences

176. Mr Speaker, Sir, I have also been
concerned with the problems of business-
men operating in rural areas. I feel that
rural entrepreneurs should be assisted
so that they are able to deliver the
goods to our rural population in the
process of development. I therefore
propose that various types of tradi
licences for businessmen in the rura
areas be reduced accordingly. The Trading
Licence (Wholesale) will be reduced from
K200 to K150, and the Trading Licence
(Retail) from K30 to K25. The Commercial
Travellers Licence will also be reduced to
enable commerecial travellers to assist in
the distribution of the goods in rural
areas, Their licences will be reduced as
follows:

Firm or partner from K100 to K85
Any other firms from K200 to K150

And those held by
additional em-
ployers or partners
from K30 to K25

177. Mr Speaker, Sir, I am

180. 'Again these new rates will only
affect businessmen in the urban areas.
The licence fees for businessmen operating
in rural areas will be the same as before,
L expect to raise K33,000 from this
measure which will fake effect from
midnight tonight.

181. Mr Speaker, Sir, I have observed
tl]:a.t every afternoon immediately . after
the presentation of Budget proposals
most of our business hougg: unlzl manu-
facturers increase the prices of those
commodities affected by the revenue
measures. I wish to make it very clear
that these measures only affect those
commodities which will be produced or
manufactured after midnight tonight. Any
of those goods which may have
through the production lines earlier than
now and any stocks held previous to this
announcement cannot, therefors, be
subject to any price increases. I would
like, therefore, to make an earnest &
through this august House to our
manufacturers and traders to conduct
businesses with honesty. I also earnestly
appeal to consumers to be vigilant and
resist unnecessary exploitation by un-
serupulous businessmen.

CONCLUSION
182. Mr Speaker, 8ir, before coneluding

my remarks, let me summarise what I
consider to be vital points that affect our
economy. Firstly, every effort must be
made to reduce recurrent expenditure;
secondly, we must restrain inflation;
thirdly, we must increase employment and
productivity; fourthly, we must promote
industrial peace and restrain price increases
of major consumer items; and, fifthly,
tight contral must be maintained on
imports until there is a noticeable improve-
ment on our balance of payments situation,
Without taking into account all these
factors, our efforts to develop the nation
will be in vain.

183. Hon. Members have undoubtedly
noted my cautious approach in predicting
the economic recovery of our country.
Indeed, I have emphasised how important
it is for the Party and Government to
moderate expenditure of public funds.
However, this cautious approach reflects
paradoxically the measure of our faith
in the country’s potentialities. We believe
that Zambis has the human and natural
resources which can be developed to
ensure a happy life and fine future for all
of us and fgr future generations.

184. This caution does not spring from
any timidity of p . Rather, it reflects
the Party and vernment's oconcern
that the future of our country should not
be jeopardised by indifference or
irresponsibility in the management of
our financial resources. We would like,
for the sake of future generations and
those who will choose to come and live
here and do business, to conduct our
financial affairs in such a manner as to
ensure stability and progress.

185, I, therefore, call on all our people
to rise to the challenge and rally behind

Keeping up colonial traditions

NGWERERE is a scruffy rail-
way siding 20 miles north of
Lusaka, the capiial of Zambia.
Hens peck in the dust between
mud huts, @ derelict bar nudges
the dirt roag leading to the
station buildings and red-hrown
anthills stand stiff and formal
in the long grass around the
tiny settlement.

It's all so unmistakenly Afri-
can that the crickel pitch and
neat wide-verandahed clubhouse
100 vards away secm devidedly
out of place, especidlly as the
carefully watered wicketl 1s 1he
only pdatch of green fur nnles
around. Bul there it is in the

to the sound of throbbing hoe
drums beinz pu\.d in hearby
villages. the white cricketers
gather in the bar tv dnrk beer
and swap stories, Not even the
barman is black,

In Zambia, as cisewhere in
independent black Afrca,
whites tend not 1o mix secially
with Africans, preferring tu re-
tain their identity through
games like cricket and through
clubs which zithough open to
all remain predominantly white,

The aloofness is not generally
intended as a racial shght and
reflects as much as anything
else the culiural gup that etill
exists between the races. The
white man has never been able
to integrate in Africa; and the
gap remains almost as  wide
today as it did during the col-

Negwerere's white farmers feel
no need to be apologetic about
their social exclusivity, “Forced
integration is as bad as forced
segregation,” said a prominent
farmer over a heer.

Role of white man in black Africa

Lusaka, Feh 28

At five o'clock in the after-
noon, Mr Peter Miller sat down
for tea on the lawn in front of
his farmhouse. It was served in
fine china cups, his wife had
baked a sponge cake (“I'm
afraid the flour is a little
coarse”) and the conversa-
tion turned to their skiing
holiday in the Italian Alps next
month.

Mr Miller owns a 5,000-acre
farm at Lilayl, a few miles
south of Lusaka. It is a beautiful
place, with fields of maize
standing well above the height
of an’ average man. Ilis main
interest is cattle breeding and
he has pedigree Boran and
Sussex herds in his fields,

Mr Miller is one of about
320 white farmers who have re-
mained in Zambia since the
country became independent in
1964 and who now produce
much of the country’s food,

In the days when Zambia was
northern Rliodesia, there used
to be about 1,000 but many of
them, fearing that chaos would
ensue under a black govern-
ment, packed their bags and
fled to Rhodesia or South
Africa.

“We decided to throw our
lot In with the blacks?”, said
Mr Miller, who took out
Zambian citizenship a year
after independence. His family
has owned the farm since 1916
and they had never con-
templated abandoning it, “ We
love it here: we would never
want to leave, his wile
added.

It is a decision Mr Miller and
his wife have never seriously
regretted. Although there were
inevitable problems thrown up
by the transition from white to
black rule, things on the whole
turned out better than they
expected. In fact, one of his

main complaints now is that
farming has become too easy
since there is no longer com-
petition from farmers in Rho-
desia,

There are about 6,000 perma-
nent white residents in Zambia
out of a total white population
of more than 30,000 (the rest
are expatriate contract workers,
many of them working on- the
Copperbelt). Some, like Mr
Miller, have taken out Zambian
citizenship. Others have re-
tained their nationality (mostly
British) but seem prépared to
live in Zambia indefinitely,

“Zambia has been very goad
to me,” said Mr Andrew Ander-
son, who runs a flourishing
architectural practice in
Lusaka. Apart from having his
own business, he owns a fine
house on the outskirts of the
capital, plays squash three
times a week, is a keen golfer
and has a private pilot's licence.

Mr Anderson, who is also a
Zambian citizen, has lived in
the country since he was six
and has become one of the
pillars of Lusaka society. . Ile
has in his time been president
of the local Round Table, presi-
dent of the Zambian Institute
of Architects and chairman of
the Agricultural and Commer-
cial Show Society of Zambia.

“ Visitors often ask me how
I, ay a white man, can hold
posts such as these. But it is
not a question of being black
ot white, We are all serving the
same country, Colour does not
come into it

Penple like Mr Niller and My
Anderson are living proof that
it is possible for Europeans to
live in reasonable comfort and
happiness in an independent
African country, whatever white
settlers in Rhodesia may say.
They may not have as many
privileges  as  whites living
farther south, but their stan-
dard of living certainly com-

pares favourably with

European countries.

“It is absurd to say there
is 1o place for the white man
in Africa”, said Mr Leo Baron,
Zambia's Rhodesian - born
Deputy Chief Justice. * But he
must not expect Lo maintain his
position of economic and poli-
tical privilege simply because
he is white. If he is prepared
to live as an ordinary citizen
and make a fair contribution
then he will be as welcome in
Africa as anywhere else.”

But will he? This has not
been the case in Zambia’s two
neighbours, Angela and Mozam.
bique, where most of the for-
mer Portuguese settlers have
fled. White Rhodesians fear
they could suffer a similar fate
under a black government, and
they could well be right in view
of the bitterness that has built
up over the Salisbury Govern-
ment's failure to transfer power
to the majority.

Men like Mr Miller and Mr
Anderson admit that life for
whites in a black African coun.
try is by no means all sweet.
ness and light. On a day-to.
day level, there are problems
such as shortages of many basic
commodities,

Race relations are sometimes
far from harmonious, particy.
larly on the Copperbelt (al-
though incidents of “anti
whitism ” are relatively rare).
It is difficulties such as these
which are making it hard for
the copper mines ty recruir ex-
patriate staflf.

So far, the whites have felt
fairly secure under President
Kaunda's moderate government.
“But he could be replaced by
an Amin one day,” one white
businessman said, *“ Although 1
condemn what Mr Smith has
done in Rhodesia, I can under.
stand why whites there are
frightened of majority rule”

Dafir wurde ein zusatzliches
Budget von 17,56 Mio Kwacha im letzten
Jahr bewilligt. Der Fihrer des National-
dienstes, Brigadier Charles Nyirenda, er-
klarte, dal arbeitsiose Jugendliche in den
Stadten aufgegriffen und in Arbeitslager
auf dem Lande untergebracht werden
sollen.

_There is no nced for the
siren to clear traffic, for all
the cars within a dozen miles
are in the motorcade behind
the motorcycle.

Kenneth Kaunda, President of
Zambhia, is visiting the people
of his provinces.

He travels in a‘tan Metcedcs,
carrying the gold presidential
flag., and is followed by throe
Land-Rovers, filled with
members of the Central Com-
mittee, uniformed in green for
this visit to the hush,

Luwingu is not a place you
will find on many maps. It lies
in impoverished north-east
Zambia, north of Lake Bang-
weulu, a land of subsistence
farmers and suhlime climate.

President
Kaunda thumhs through the
pages deliberately,- signing
some, scribbling a mnote on
others.

In 15 minutes the work is
done, the portfolio closed, and
President Kaunda leans back,
smiles, and turns to the matter
most on his mind : Sputhern
Alrica, He wants somehow to
gain the underslanding of the
American people much as he
helieves he has gained the
understanding of Dr Kissinger.

Finance

Zambia hosted the fifth regular mecting of the
association of African Central Banks in Lusaka lasl
month. The meeting which was opened by President
Kaunda, was attended by governors and representi-
.ivcs from 28 countries together with observers rom
various international financial institutions.,

The Minister of Finance, Mr John Mwanakatwe,
warned in Lusaka last month, that in view of the
erralic copper prices on the international markets it
was imperative for the government (o consider
enforcing tough measures in order to salcguurd the
national economy. The Minister, while not disclosing
what measures would be laken. pointed oul that
Zambia had a deficit balance ol payments of K152m
in 1976 and that as a result of the current low copper
prices the position could worsen in 1977.

Aid

It has been reported that the United Nations Develop-
ment Programme (UNDP) will spend K2m on develop-
ment projects in Zambia in the period 1977-81. M
Robert England, UNDP assistant regional repre-

sentative, stated that the programme was approved
y the governing council in Geneva in June this vear.

Some of the activities 1o which UNDP will give
priority include the development of the lisherics
industry, planning, manpower development and
in-service training for agricultural and rural develop-
ment programmes. This will include the repairing,
maintenance and manulacturing flacilities for small
scale farmers.

An additional loan of Kém from the Export-Import
Bank of Japan is to be used for construction of the
proposed mass media complex in Lusaka. This is the
third loan the government has obtained lfrom Japan
for use in the construction of the project, which will
house various departments of the Ministry ol Inlor-
mation, Broadeasting and Tourism. The total amount
of the three loans is K31 -7m.

Technical consultants for this project are Atlas
Cycle Industries Limited, India’s largest manufacturer
of bicycles.

Mining

The chairman of Nchanga Consolidated Copper
Mines (NCCM), General Kingsley Chinkuli, who is
also Minister of Mines, reports in his annual statement
thatin the year to March 31, NCCM produced 427,810
tonnes of finished copper, exceeding the previous
year's production by 42,396 tonnes. This is the second
highest level in the company’s history.

Copper sales totalled 425931
with 386,201 tonnes in 1975-76.

Overall NCCM earned K506-d4m from the sale of
copper, cobalt, lead, zinc and other metals compared
with 327-3m in the previous year,

NCCM has re-opened Kansanshi Mine in Solwez,
North Western Province nearly 20 years alter it was
closed due to floods. The present operation will be on a
small scale and will concentrate on detailed metallurgi-
cal and de-watering work. Exploration work has
alrcady revealed the existence of some 25m tonnes of
mineralised ground to the north of Kansanshi Hill,

The mining programme is aimed at the extraction of
some 2m tonnes ol orc forming the Kansanshi Hill
and some 6m lonnes lying below the hill.

The Posts and Telecommunicitions Corporation and
an American firm, North Electric Co, have signed an
K11:02m contract to install 37 new telephone
exchanges throughout the country aimed at improving
teleccommunication links.

It is intended to build the
plant at Mazabuka, which is one of the country’s rich
agricultural areas, and ultimately similar schemes
will be set up in other agricultural zones.

The schemes will utilise oil extraction residuals in

addition to soya beans, cotton, sunflowers and
groundnuts and the outputs of the plants will be
directed towards stimulating the country’s pig,
poultry and cattle industries which are being hampered
by lack ol adequate stockfeed,
Correction—In the July issue of the Review under the
heading “Agriculture™ in the Zambia report, average
prices per kg for leafy grades of tobacco; Lugas grade;

Ministerial changes
President Kaunda recently announced unexpected
changes affecting premiership and Central Com-
mittee. Mr Mainza Chona, who was the Minister of
Legal Affairs and Attorney General, replaced Mr
Elijah Mudenda as Prime Minister while Mr Mudenda
has returned to Freedom House as a member of the
Central Committee. Mr Daniel Lisulo, formally
Lusaka Province Central Committee member, was
appointed Minister of Legal Affairs and Attorney
General,

This is the second time that Mr Mainza Chona has
been appointed Prime Minister for he held the post

Aid

A grant of K2-5m for the improvement of water
supply in the Western Province has been signed
between Zambia and Norway. The agreement forms
part of a programme of co-operation under which
Norway will provide financial, commodity and tech-
nical assistance of about K25m between 1977 and
1981. The project includes extension of water plants
in seven townships, digging of 700 water holes, exten-
sion of a mechanical workshop in Mongu, courses
for water supply personnel at the workshop, con-
struction of dams.

An aviation agreement has been signed with the
Soviet Union under which Zambia Airways and
Aeroflot will fly dircctly between Lusaka and
Moscow.

The World Health Organisation (WHO) is pledged
to intensify its training programme for medical staff in
Zambia. This will include training doctors, nurses,
scientists and other medical stafl. While in Zambia,
WHO Director General, Dr Halfdan Mabhler, signed
an agreement with the Zambian Government for the
establishment of a tropical diseases research centre in
Ndola.

Trade

The long-awaited National Export Promotion Council
had now been set up. One of its primary tasks will be
to devise incentives to encourage local manufacturers
to produce more for export.

The Minister of Public Works and Chairman of
Contingeney Planning, Mr Haswell Mwale, returned
to Lusaka last month from Angola where he had
held talks regarding the stranded Zambian cargo
abandoned at the port of Lobito during the civil war.
He announced that the re-routing to Dar-es-Salaam
of some 27,000 tonnes of goods had alrcady started.
However, ol the [irst consignment of 5,890 tonnes to
arrive in Dar-es-Salaam it is reported that between
40 to 50 per cent of the goods were cither partially
or completely damaged after being stranded for more
than two years.

The goods allected were mostly spare parts and
electrical dppliances.

UK trade
The UK imported from Zambia £48-19m of goods
during the first six months of 977 according to latest
statistics released by the UK Department of Trade.
Heading the list of imports was copper which accoun-
ted for 53,633 tonnes valued at £43:25m as compared
with copper imports in the corresponding six months
of 1976 0f 45,298 tonnes valued at £27- 55m.

Exports to Zambia from the UK reached a total of
£40-48m to end-June against £33-02m in this period
last year.

Industry and construction

The Permanent Secretary in the Ministry of Industry,
Mr Andrew Chitulangoma, has disclosed that work
on the construction of a new K8-6m truck assembly
plant in Kasama is expected to start shortly following
the completion of design details. The venture will be
carried out by the government, a Japanese firm and
two German companies for the production of com-
mercial vehicles which, in the future, it is reported
will eliminate entirely the importation of heavy and
light commercial vehicles by Zambia.

The initial investment will be shared by the four
partners, although the government through INDECO
will have the majority shares of 60 per cent, Daimler
Benz and Toyota 15 per cent each and the German
Development Company 10 per cent.

Another new plant which is expected to be com-
missioned soon is a K2-2m Century Packages factory
in Ndola to produce a variety of wrappers and bags
for use by food processors. This has been established
by a Zambian firm, Century Holdings, in collabora-
tion with Pakistan Packages Company, which will
provide the technical know-how and management in
the initial five years of the plant’s operation. Century
Packages will produce plastic bags and sheets, cello-
phane and waxed paper for use to pack a wide range
of commodities from foodstulls to pharmaceuticals
and it is envisaged that the local production of these
items would replace yearly imports of over K2:5m
while contributing some K 550,000 to exports also.

According to a report issued by Bank of Zambia the
government plans to spend KI122:2m on the Tika
steel project in North-Western Province. The project
is aimed at making the country self-sufficient in steel
products.

Following the arrival from Sweden of a 40-tonne
drilling rig which is to be installed at Chingola mine,
NCCM Chingola Division anticipates an increase in
mineral production. ¥

A second boost for the Nchanga Consolidated
Copper Mines (NCCM) Chingola Division was an
announcement by the metallurgical manager that
NCCM would spend K70m on a new leach plant. This
will enable recovery from waste dumps of about
35,000 tonnes of copper annually over the next 10
years.

The managing director of Mindeco has confirmed
in Lusaka that extensive copper deposits have been
found around the cast of Lumwana river in the
North-Western Province. The findings are the result
of 15 years of exploratory work in the area.

The report on the lindings has been presented to
the “appropriate authorities” and future develop-
ments will depend on the decisions made by them. In
the meantime a new mining company, Mindeco-
Lumwana Ltd, has been formed with the state as
senior partner, .

The Lumwana deposits could represent an im-
portant addition to the country's copper reserves.

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Soviet President’s state visit

Zambia recently played host to the Sovicl Presiden
Nikolai Podgorny who was in the country on a three-
day state visit. In a joint communique signed by
Piesident Kaunda and President Padgorny, at the end
of the visit, it was agreed 1o establish an air link
between Zambia and the Sovict Union.

Aid

Following the visit to Zambia lust month of the West
German Minister of Economic Co-operation, Mrs
Maric Schlei, it was announced that the Federal
Republic of Germiny is to give Zambia a loan of
K23m to help in the economic and technical ficld
during the next (wo years. In addition, the West
German Govérnment has granted Zambia Kim to
advance technical and cconomic co-operation.

In response to a government appeal for special con-
sideration Finland has converted a K3-dm loun to
Zambia into a grant, which will be used to purchase,
amongst other things, meltallic products, cquipment
for forestry and fisheries and also wheat. 1 his lacility
brings to K5-1m the total grants given (o Zambia by
Finland this year. A second agreement signed for a
grant last month was for K2-dm fram Norway. OF the
total grant K2-2m will be transferred (6 special fund
in the Development Bank of Zambia for long- and
medium-term concessionary  terms  for
establishing enterprises for processing  agricultural
products, building projects, transporl, toursm and
commercial farming,

The World Bank representative in Zambia, Mr
Hans Reichelt, announced in Lusaka last month that
since Zambia became independent in 1964 the World
Bank has granted the country a total of 20 Jeans
amounting to K35dm. He swd that 60 per cent of
seven loans with a total commitment of K21dm was
used in financing physical infrastructure projects in
power, transport and telecommunications. These loans
had also helped the country to develop the basic
facilities essential for the mining industey and its
growing agricultural and manufacturing seclors.

The most important of hese projects were Kariba
and Kafue electric power schemes.

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Serioes is hopeful that this order from Holland will
be the start of many orders from Europe for the
company which is already well cstablished as an
exporter ol high quality men’s clothing to ncighbour-
Ing countries in Africa such as Kenya, Malawi and
Nigeria,

Trade

It has been reported by Mr John Banda, the chairman
af the Technical Commitice responsible for allocating
import licences, that the government has no plans (o
lift the import ban on luxury goods and those classificd
as “‘restricted commodities™. Instead the authorities
would continue allocating the available foreign cx-
change for the importation of essential commodities
only. However, the problem of shortages of some
essential commodifics including raw materials re-
quired lor the manufacturing industry would still con-
tinue during the diflicult year ahcad.

Mining industry

It was reported Jast month that the Minister of Mines
and Industry, Mr Axon Soko, had confirmed that
extensive uranium ore deposits had been discovered in
Stwvonga District bordering Lake Kariba. The dis-
covery followed an airborne survey which revealed
anomalies  related (o the
presence ol uranium. Itis understood that a number of
foreign mining groups have already expressed interest
in participating in the uranium prospecting activity in
Siavonga.

Following the signing of an agreement last month
the Commonwealth Development Corporation (CDC)
15 Lo lend Ndola Lime Company Kdm to assist the
company in doubling its lime production. With the
loan, Ndola Lime Company will install a second
rotary kiln at its works to double annual capacity to
400,000 tons. In 1973 the CDC made a loan of KI-7Tm
towards the cost of the original rotary kiln. The lime
produced is used principally in metallurgical pro-
cesses of the copper mining industry, while small
quantities are converled into slaked lime for agri-
cultural and other purposes in the country.

Zambia enjoyed a trade surplus of K 12m with India
in the first hall of 1976.

The managing director of Coldflo Limited an-
nounced that apart from the coldroom equipment,
the company will also produce bottle coolers, bar
counters, and domestic refridgerators.

It is hoped that production will begin in August
next year.

Following the granting of a K2:5m loan by the
Development Bank of Zambia, work will begin later
in the year on a bicycle assembly plant in Chipata. The
plant will use components supplicd by Atlas Cycles
Industries of India.

A significant advantage for Zambian importers, who
use Eastern African National Shipping Lines (EAN-
SL), has been the introduction of a new arrangement
whereby freight charges can now be paid in local
currency.

This move has been made possible following the

opening ol an “external™ account by EANSL in
Zambii,

Until now all freight chuarges were payable in
loreign currency and the new procedure will ease some
of Zambia's foreign exchange problems.

Mining
A major British manufacturer of mining equipment,
GEC Mechanical Handling Limited, has secured a
contract of nearly K1+7m for the supply of conveyors
to the mining industry in Zambia. Under the contract
the company will supply 37 conveyors to be installed
at Muflulira and Baluba mines, both owned by Roan
Consolidated Mines Limited (RCM). All the equip-
ment. which includes a wide range of components
including idlers, pulley assemblies, trippers and
tightening units for Mufulira Mine, is being specially
designed for the work and will be installed by local
technicians working under supervision from the
British company.

Delivery of the equipment is expected to be com-
pleted in 15 months.

Agriculture
Standard Bank Zambia Limited granted loans
amounting to more than K18m to farmers during the
1976-77 season.

The loans which were made between April and
September last year represent an increase of more
than 20 per cent over the 1975 agricultural loans
granted by the Bank, The increase over the previous
year's ligures emphasises the importance Standard
Bank attaches to the expansion of the agricultural
sector,

Due to adverse weather conditions throughout the
country this year's maize crop is likely to fall by about
Im bags compared to the 1975-76 season when 8m
bags of maize were produced. The tobacco crop is
also expected to be about 10 per cent less than last
season’s outpul,

A new tobacco marketing system which eliminates
private buying was announced in Lusaka last month.
The system, to be financed by four commercial banks
—Standard, Grindlays, Barclays and National Com-
mercial, makes the Tobacco Board of Zambia the
sole buyer and exporter of the crop. The general
manager of the Tobacco Board of Zambia (TBZ) said
the system would replace the auction floors in which
overseas buyers bought tobacco without the TBZ
having much to say. 1t will also end the K Im market-
ing subsidy which TBZ has given farmers as a result
of Muctuating prices. From this year farmers will be
paid lixed prices for their crops.

Die gegen-
wirtige Wirtschaftskrise hat die Regierung von
Sambia veranlafit, den privaten Unternehmern
wieder mehr Bewegungsfreiheit einzuriumen.
Private Investoren kénnen kiinftiz mit einem
gréfieren Entgegenkommen der Regierung un-
ter Prisident Kaunda rechnen. In den letzten
Monaten verstidrkte sich die Zahl der privaten
Unternehmer und der weifien Farmer, die auf
Grund der sozialistischen Wirtschaftsreformen
dem Land fiir immer den Riicken kehrten.
Noch sind weifle Farmer mit einem Anteil zwi-
schen 30 und 50 Prozent an der gesamten Mais-
und Rindfleischproduktion des Landes beteiligt.
Finanzminister Mwanakatwe hat fiir die nich-
sten Wochen einen neuen Leitfaden fiir ausldn-
dische Investoren angekiindigt.

Trotz des hoheren Kupferexportes hat sich
das Zahlungsbilanzdefizit im Jahre 1976 auf 105
Millionen Kwacha (1 K = ca. DM 3,03) vergro-
fert. Die Landeswihrung, der Kwacha, wurde
im vergangenen Juli um 20 Prozent abgewertet.
Die wirtschaftliche Situation ist nach wie vor
stark rezessiv, weil der Weltmarktpreis fiir
Kupfer niedrig geblieben ist. Hinzu kommen die
weitere Erhfhung der Roh6lpreise und der es-
kalierende Terroristenkrieg am Sambesi zum
benachbarten Rhodesien.

Nach Angaben von Priasident Kaunda
sollen Sambia durch die Schliefung der Grenze
nach Rhodesien jahrlich iiber 470 Millionen
Kwacha Deviseneinnahmen verlorengegangen
sein.

Die Regierung behauptet zwar immer wie-
der, dal sie libersecische Kredite termingemil
zuriickzahlen wird; Zweifel an dieser Absicht
hat aber eine Regierungsentscheidung der letz-
ten Wochen in Ubersee ausgeltst. Nach Angaben
von Finanzminister Mwanakatwe wird die sam-
bische Regierung Kredite, die von héheren Re-

gierungsbeamien bei ausldndischen Regierun-
gen oder Organisationen aufgenommen wurden,
nur dann zuriickzahlen, ,wenn sie ordnungsge-
mil vom Finanzministerium in Lusaka besta-
tigt worden sind“. Der Finanzminister sagte,
nur sein Amt sei befugt, Darlehen von anderen
Regicrungen und ausldndischen Organisationen
aufzunehmen.

Prasident Kaunda setzt seine Hoffnung auf
einen Kredit der Afrikanischen Entwicklungs-
bank, um damit die erhéhten Rohdlpreise ab-
decken zu kdnnen. Im vergangenen Monat be-
schlossen airikanische Entwicklungslinder auf
ciner Tagung in Lusaka, dem arabischen Block
zu empfehlen, ein Darlehen von rund 5 Milliar-
den DM iiber funf Jahre zu gewidhren: Damit
sollen die grofiten Schwierigkeiten beseitigt
werden, die sich aus dem erhohten Rohdlpreis
fir afrikanische Linder ergeben.

Die beiden sambischen Kupfer-Gesellschaf-
ten, Nchanga Consolidated Copper Mines
(NCCM) und Roan Consolidated Mines (RCM),
haben im abgelaufenen Geschiftsjahr 1975/76
ihre Kupferproduktion stark wverringern miis-
sen.

Sambia grofie Schwierigkeiten. 381 750 Arbeits-
fdhige, das sind etwa 20 Prozent der erwerbsti-
tigen Bevidlkerung, sind im zwélften Jahr der
Unabhéngigkeit arbeitslos.

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Lusaka s Poor Tackle Housing Problems

LUSAKA, Zambia, Feb, 25
(WP) —Almost every black Afri-
can clty Is afflleted with decay-
ing, overcrowded ‘slums and a
critical shertage of housing for
low-pald wage earners. But here
in the Zambian capital, some
poor people are themselves solv-
ing the low-cost housing prob-
lem and doing ¢t with such
creativity that they have won
the asslstance of thelr govern-
ment and internatlonal agencles.

"Slowly by slowly I'm bullding
my famlily a five-room house,”
sald Charles Maswellli, 31, a
mechanie's helper who has spent
the last 13 years living in a
variety of one-room shacks In a
squatters' area of Lusaka.

“Food {s dear these days and
I don't earn o much meoney,"”

Mr. Maswelili added, “but I have
& loan and have already bullt
two rooms out of concrete bricks,"

While working-class African
slum dwellers from Nalrobi to
Lagos feel hopelessly trapped in
overcrowded shantytowns of filth
and poverly, Lusaka's squatters
are optimistle about their future.

Scrap Building Materials

" With no other acccmmodation
available, rural Zamblans who
flocked to Lusaka in the 19G0s
for jobs and a better life drifted
into the now-sprawling squatter
compounds that encircle the city.
They bullt thelr shanties from
scrap wocd and metal.

At [firsb, these unauthorized
settlemonts were threalened by
the government, which hoped to
house the people In low-income
projects. But by the early 1970s,
with almost half of Lusaka's
400,000 residents living in squat-
ter compounds, the povernment
rcalized that even the most
ambltious bullding program could
never accommodate them all,

The Zambian press and gov-
ernment noted that the squatters
had net only landscaped their
plots but had also established
cooperative markets, credit unions
and rudimentary schools, Local-
ly elected leaders, acting In the
absence of any clvil authorities,
solved disputes and . enforced
standards of bullding and be-
havlor,

The years of official negleot,
however, had left lhe sguatter
compounds  overcrowded and
without sanitation or clean drink-
ing water, The iucidence of
diseage, cspecially in ehildren,
was high,

“We realized that it was much
cheaper to give the people loans
to improve the shanties they had
already constructed themsalves
than to build new houses for
them," sald Richard Martin,
deputy director of Lusaka's
housing project unit, "Titles to
thelr plots and increased basic
serviees such as piped water was
the only other Inducement the
squalters needed to upgrade thelr
homes and neighborhoo

With a $20-million loan from
the World Bank, squatter com-
pound residents are planning and
building new roads, clinics and
schogls.

UNICEF is helping to train 50
community development workers,
who will asslst squatters here and
other Zamblan towns to upgrade
thelr neiphborhoods. It is also
supporting ‘children's clinics in
the compounds and nursery
schools In  community centers
built by the parents themselves,

Cattle husbandry ;
The government has launched a programme aimed
to increase\ not only the number of cattle in the
untry but* also to improve the productivity of
&ividuul animals, ensuring an adequate supply of
milk and meat.

The dairy and livestock improvement project ranges
from proper cattle feeding to increasing the produc-
tion of milk among the country’s many smaullholder
cattle farmers.

The first phase in 1969 and second phase in 1973
of the project launched by the government, and with
the assistance of the UNDP, has increased the
country's cattle population from 491,000 to 700.000.

Daily milk consumption, which amounted to [,630
gallons in Blantyre and 50 gallonstin Lilongwe, has
now been increased to 2,000 gallons and 600 gallons
respectively. Many Malawians are “in fact sell-
employed in dairy farming, which is basically labour
intensive. '

Beef production is mainly concentrated in the
Northern Region where there is more land lor grazing.

Budgetfor 1977

Presenting his budget address on January 28, the
Minister of Finance stated that for the sccond year in
succession Zambia laced a large balance of payments
deficit in 1976. According to preliminary estimates the
figure is likely to be K105m compared with K147:-8m
in 1975 and a surplus of KI18-6m i 1974. The un-
favourable result emerged despite the fact that export
receipts increased by over 40 per cent largely due to
the increased volume of copper exports and the
adjustments of the exchange rate in July 1976. How-
ever imports lell by about 19 per cent.

On the grounds that copper is a wasting assel which
could no longer be the mainstay of the Zambian
cconomy, the minister proposed that econoniic policy
should concentrate the bulk of financial and man-
power resources on the development of agriculture.
e also appealed to parastatal organisations *'to rid
themselves ol the present ills of mismanagement,
incMiciency and over-stafling and concentrale more on

small scale industrics instead of using their limited

resources on multi-million Kwacha projects.™

Government expenditure for 1977 has been restricted
only to providing essential services and financing the
mostimportant development projects.

Owing only to the limited amount of resources the
following measures have been taken:

The option of cash in licu of leave for civil servants has
been temporarily suspended.

Capital expenditure

The total capital expenditure proposed for 1977 is
K159:4m which is K3m below the 1976 approved
figure. From limited resources a larger amount of
funds has been allocated to the productive sectors or
those areas that contribute to immediate and direct
production of goods and services. In order to provide
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government machinery to implement the projects
K8-8m has been allowed for plant and vehicles,

The agricultural finance company has been allo-
cated an additional amount of K5:5m to enable it
Lo increase loans to farmers and peasants.

Tax changes

With ellect from April 1, adjustments will be made
to the personal income tax rate in the middle and
higher income groups. The existing rate of 22-5 per
cent is increased to 25 per cent and that of 32-5 per
cent to 35 per cenl.

The new rates will be as follows:
on the first K500 income after allowance—no change
on the next K1,500 income after allowance—no change
on the next K2,000 income after allowance—25%
on the next K2,000 income after allowance—35%.

Corporate tax is increased from 45 to 50 per cent
with effect from the income tax year ending March 31,
1977.

Owing to the slow pace of Zambianisation the
sclective employment tax is to be increased from 10
to 15 per cent. However, as from April | this tax will
be allowed for income tax purposes.

In order to reduce remitlances abroad the with-
holding taxes on interest from royalties (20 per cent),
rents (10 per cent), management and consultancy fees
(15 per cent) and public entertainment fees (15 per
cent) are all increased to 30 per cent while the tax on
contractors (10 per cent) rises to 20 per cent.

Increases are made in the excise dulies on soft
drinks, beer and cigarettes. A pucket of cigarelles
which used to cost 44 ngwee will now sell at 50 ngwee,
an average increase ol 13-6 per cent. Some two-thirds
of the proposed increase is to be retained as povern-
ment revenue, the remaining one-third to be passed
to the companies concerned,

In order to reduce the consumption of sugar to
assist the Zambia Sugar Company in its expansion
programme and to raise government revenue, the
retail price of supar is to be 44 ngwee per kilogramme,
an increase of 6 ngwee, the bigger part going to the
Zambia Sugar Company.

There are to be increases in petrol which will add
2 ngwee per litre to supergrade and 3 ngwee to regular
grade while motor vehicle licence fees will be in-
creased by K5 and sales taxes on locally assembled
cars will be subject to an increase [rom the present
range of four, cight, 12 and 17 per cent to five, 10, 1S
and 20 per cent.

Sales tax on cosmelics and perlumery is increased
from 30 1o 50 per cent and that on furniture from 20
to 30 per cent.

The tax on state lottery winnings is increased from
5 to 20 per cent.

Commerce will be given priority in the allocation of
import licences, and the Governor ol the Bank of

Zambia has been requested to give preferential treat-
ment in the allocation of foreign exchange.
Owing to the continuing difficulties regarding
foreign exchange a tight control on import licences is
be maintained. However, in order Lo give importers
jore time- to plan their imports, licences will be
issued on a half yearly basis with efleet from July |
instead of on a quarterly basis as at present.
Exchange control concessions. 1n order to boost rural
development and to increase the supply of goods and
services, the following concessions have been made to
the exchange control regulations:
At present private investors are allowed to remit abroad
either 10 per cent of the paid up share cupital of their
companies or 30 per cent of the profit. With etleet from the
financial year ending June 30, 1977 investors will be
allowed to remit cither 15 per cent of the paid up share
capital of their companies or 50 per cent of the profit
whichever is lower,
Resident’s travel allowance of K300 per adult per calendar
year to be granted. :
In 1975 expatriate farmers were permitted to remit
annually 10 per cent of their net profits. The figure has
been increased to 12+ 5 per cent with effect frrom April |,
A new scheme is being formulated to give a reasonable
final emigration allowance to expatriate larmers and
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members of (he business community should they eleet to
retire clsewhere. The amount of the remittance to be
allowed will be determined on the basis of a number of
factors such as age, vilue of assets the individual possesses
and length of stay in Zambia.

Fees onloans guaranteed

Under the Loans and Guaranlees (Authorisation)
Act, the Minister o Finance is authorised to issue
guarantees on external and internal loans up to Klbn
and KI120m respectively on behalf of the government
for:

Any body corporate directly established by any written
law.

Any co-opcrative socicty registered under the co-operative
societies act,

Any local authority established under the local government
act.

Public utifitics.

Any body corporate in which shares are held by or on
behall of the government.

It hus been decided to impose a fee of 1-25 per
cenl of the total loan to be guaranteed by govern-
ment. However, any co-operative registered under
the Co-operative Socicties Act and any rural local-
authority established under the Local Government
Act will be exempted from this fee.

In order to discourage traders from applying lor
more import licences than they require and the
importing of non-essentinl commoditics, a fee ol
one per cent of the total value approved on import
licences has been introduced. A few items, such as
essential food and medicine, will be exempt from this
tax which will take effect from March 1,

As it is the counlry's intention (o encourage
exports no fee will be charged on export licences.

General
Last month the fourth session of the Third National
Assembly was opened by President Kaunda. In his
opening address the President announced that, in
spite of the numerous obstacles Faced by the country,
the overall performance of the cconomy in 1976 was
encouraging with notable increases being made in
agriculture. However, the President warned that hard
times still lay ahead in 1977,

President Kaunda has made a six-day state visil to
West Africa at the invitation of the Nigerian Govern-
ment.

Industry

A spokesman for the Development Bank of Zambia
announced in Lusaka last month that a Klm loan
for Mansa Batteries, Zambia's first dry cell batlery
factory, had been approved. The Bank also sanctioned
a K200,000 subscription to the share capital of the
company to finance the project.

Although the continuing of forcign
exchange in the country is aflecting business houses,
companies are gradually expanding new export mat-
kets, In the past month the general manager of
Chloride (Zambia) Lid began exports to Malawi of
various batlery components comprising lead oxide,
vent plugs and acid grids, all of which are produced
from local materials in Zambia. The new agreement
is expected to be worth K40,000 per annum.

Another company increasing its exports s African
Wire Ropes. Its managing director reported in Kitwe
that the company was expecting to export K 140,000
worth of its products to Malawi and Tanzania, Hems
to be exported include gencral engineering wire ropes
and earth moving wire ropes. The company is engaged
on an expansion programme which, when completed
in mid-1979, would make Zambia sclf-suflicient in
various types of steel wirc ropes cssential for Lhe

shortage

mining indusltry.

Mining
A spokesman for Nchanga Consolidated Copper
Mines (NCCM) in Kabwe has announced that Kenya
and Tanzanim have placed orders for lead and zine
worth K4-2m. It was reported that the orders were
placed through Marubeni, an international company
which buys metals for customers of the two countries.
Although there is a rising world demand for the (wo
melals, Zambia gives preference (0 Alrican countries
and exports have already started to Malawi and
Botswiana in addition to Kenya and Tanzania.
NCCM is modernising the Broken Hill Mine
smelting Turnace at a reported cost of K4-5m. One
phase of the scheme has already been completed at
an estumated cost of K785,000.

Agriculture

A record harvest of more than 800,000 tonnes of
maize has been reported. This represents an increase of
more than 30 per cent over the previous year. Zambia
also achieved an increase of 90 per cent in sunflower
production, 400 per cent in wheat production, 8§2-7
per cent in soya beans, 69 per cent in rice, 18-2 per
cenl in cotton, together with marked increases in the
growth of tea and collee.

To uassist the “agrariun revolution™ the general
manager of the Agricultural Finance Company an-
nounced that his company had approved a total of
21,000 loan applications from farmers amounting to
K28m lor the 1976-77 scason,

In order to expand the sugar industry in Zambia,
Indeco announced its intention last month of estab-
lishing a sccond sugar plantation in Luapula Province.
Although the projeet would be smaller than the
Nakambala sugar estate, it would nevertheless be a
major development and experts are currently carrying
oul soil sampling to lind the most suitable areas for
SrOWIng cane sugar,

Due to the ban on importation of beef, the country
has been subject to a “beel crisis” during the past
few months. However, it was announced by the
managing dircctor of the Rural Development Cor-
poration that a study was under way for Lhe corpora-
tion to establish a Klm beel ranch in Western
Province with a stocking capacity of 1,500 breeding
herd over a three-year period. Plans are also in hand
for similar ranches in four other provinces.

Vor der Einstellung besucht ein
Sozialarbeiter die Familie des Bewerbers,
um die hauslichen Verhéltnisse kennen-
zulernen,

Der Betrieb wird sehr demokratisch ge-
flihrt, die Arbeiter bestimmen mit, wer nach
vier Wochen Anlernzeit neu eingestelit
wird, was produziert wird, ob ein neues
Design aufgenommen werden soll. Furaha
Toys ist ein eindrucksvolles Beispiel, wie
Menschen zah versuchen, ihren Lebens-
unterhalt zu verdienen. Doch ist es auch
hier sehr schwierig, ausreichend Abneh-
mer zu finden. Die Lohne, die die Arbeiter
sich selber bewilligen, sind niedrig, aber
der Rohstoff Holz und der Transport auf
Exportmarkte ist teuer und so kann das
Furaha Spielzeug nicht mit billigen Ma-
schinenerzeugnissen aus Plastik konku-
rieren.

Trypanosomiasis, die Schlafkrankheit, be-
eintrachtigt die wirtschaftiiche Entwick-
lung Sambias sehr.

Interessenkonflikte von Mensch und Tier
Dr. Rottcher halt es fiir eine Fehlidee,
tiberall Rinder haiten zu wollen, Das Wild
muB auch einen Lebensraum behalten,
es nutzt die Vegetation besser aus, ist
weniger destruktiv als Ziegen und Rinder,
es ist Tsetse-resistent und deshalb sollte
man in Tsetse-Gebieten das Wild ver-
starkt wirtschaftlich nutzen. Einmal durch
intensivere legale Bejagung durch devi-
senbringende Touristen (Kenia hat bei-
spielsweise fur 18 Mio Dollar Jagdlizenzen
verkauft), zum anderen durch die Einrich-
tung von Wildfarmen, wie sie in Kenia,
Rhodesien und Botswana mit Erfolg betrie-
ben werden.

WeiBen verlassene GroBfarmen aufzutei-
len — weil nur wenige Sambier das Geld
haben, groBe Farmen ganz zu liberneh-
men - und sambische Bauern dort anzu-
siedeln. Alles Land in Sambia gehért jetzt
dem Staat, von dem es auf 100 Jahre ge-
pachtet werden kann. Die Family Farmer
erhalten es aber nur auf jeweils 14 Jahre.
Der Hintergrund ist, daB neu verteiltes
Land, das auf 15 Jahre und mehr verpach-
tet wird, amtlich vermessen werden muB
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und es gibt — soweit bekannt - in ganz
Sambia und in Botswana nur einen amtlich
bestellten Landvermesser, der fiir sein
Arbeitsleben ausgebucht ist.

Family Farms hat in sieben Siedlungen
360 sambische Familien angesiedelt und
dabei mit den Tongas die besten Erfahrun-
gen gemacht. Das Siedlungsprojekt Ma-
goye, in dem Paul Lipp arbeitet, hat inso-
fern eine Ausnahmestellung, als hier keine
Farm aufgeteilt, sondern jungfrduliches
Waldland gerodet wurde. Insgesamt 51
Familien wurden hier angesiedelt, ausge-
sucht aus 480 Bewerbern. Ausgewahlt
wurden hauptsédchlich junge Leute, die
kein eigenes Land und somit keinen hohen
sozialen Stand haben. Wenn sie Gliick
haben, kénnen sie vom Onkel fiir ein Jahr
Land pachten. Und wenn sie weiter Gliick
haben und gut ernten, haben sie meist das
Pech, daB der Onkel dann das Land selber
ubernimmt.

«Wochenend-Farmer® sind unerwiinscht
Vorrang bei der Auswahl haben junge Far-
mer, die ganz besonders dringend Land
benotigen und die besonders fahig und
geeignet erscheinen. ,Wochenend-Far-
mer" oder solche, die nur ein Stiick Land
haben wollen, auf das sie sich eines Tages
zuruckziehen kénnen, sollen nicht berlick-
sichtigt werden. Neuerdings kommt in die
Auswabhl allerdings ein politisches Krite-
rium hinein: der politisch einfluBreiche
Onkel sorgt dafiir, daB sein Neffe eine
Siedlerstelle erhdlt — mit dem vorsorgli-
chen Hintergedanken, daB er-sich eines
Tages, wenn er selber politisch Pech ha-
ben sollte, auf diese Farm zuriickziehen
kann.

- Bewasserungsversuche, um die optimale
Kombination von Boden, Pflanzen und
Bewadsserung zu finden,

- Verbesserung der Hihnerrassen,

- Ausbildung von Schneidern mit vorfinan-
zierten Nahmaschinen, damit einige Fami-
lien neben dem kiimmerlichen Ertrag ihrer
Felder einen Nebenerwerb haben und da-
mit die relativ teuren Schuluniformen nicht
mehr in der nachsten Stadt gekauft wer-
den mussen,

- Anlernen von Maurern und Bauarbeitern,
daraus ist eine Baugruppe entstanden, die
jetzt alle Regierungsauftrage ausfiihrt, Bau
von Schulen und kleinen StraBen etc., so-
daB das Geld nicht mehr aus dem Gwem-
begebiet herausgeht und die Einwohner
an der Entwicklung beteiligt werden,

- Einrichtung eines Genossenschaflsladens,
- Forderung von Handwerkern, insbeson-
dere durch die Belieferung von einheimi-
schen Handlern bis hin nach Lusaka mit
Gebrauchsgegenstanden wie Tonwaren,
Hockern, Kérben, Axten und Trommeln.

Von der Gossner-Mission arbeiten im
Gwembegebiet je ein Tropenlandwirt, Bo-
denkundler, Agraringenieur, Wasser- und
Tiefbau-Ingenieur, Schlosser und Pastor,
der seine Aufgabe darin sieht, den Gedan-
ken der Entwicklung verstarkt in die ein-
heimische Kirche hineinzutragen.

Geringe Ernten - kein Geld
Es ist sehr schwierig, hier in der traditio-
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nellen Subsistenzwirtschaft * Entwicklung
in Gang zu bringen, denn die Leute haben
die Landwirtschaft nie als Moglichkeit an-
gesehen, etwas zu verdienen, sondern um
das Notwendige zum Essen zu haben. So-
mit ist es auch schwierig, ihnen die Not-
wendigkeit von Investitionen klar zu ma-
chen. Zumal fir Inveslitionen erstmal Geld
vorhanden sein muB. Kredite scheiden aus;
mangels: sicherer Gegenwerte sind die
Bauern nicht kreditwiirdig, andererseits
wirden sie die Kredite als Geschenke
betrachten und nicht zuriickzahlen.

Die Halfte der Bauern hat keine Ochsen,
d. h. diese Farmen konnen nur wenig Land
= entsprechend der Arbeitskraft ihrer
Frauen - bebauen und somit wenig Ertrag
erzielen. Sie haben kein Geld, um ein Paar
Ochsen und einen Pflug zu kaufen.

Verdienst durch offentliche Arbeit

Es ist also notwendig, den Leuten Neben-
verdienstmoglichkeiten zu schaffen, damit
sie etwas Bargeld erhalten und damit
moglichst ihre landwirtschaftliche Produk-
tion verbessern kénnen. Der Plan ist, den
Tal-Tongas auf zwei Wegen zu helfen,
durch offentliche Arbeiten in den Winter-
monaten kombiniert mit einem Mikro-
Farm-Plan.

Die offentlichen Arbeiten geben den Ton-
gas im Gwembegebiet nichtnur ein kleines
Einkommen, (Tageslohn ein Kwacha, das
sind vier DM, der Kaufkraft nach aber nur
zwei DM), sondern schaffen auch die not-
wendige Infrastruktur fir kunftige Entwick-
lung: kleine StraBen, Brunnen, Bewasse-
rungsgraben, Aufforstung, Ziegelherstel--
lung, Bau von Schulen und Verwaltungs-
gebduden. Nach dem Plan sollte das 350
Leuten Saisonbeschaftigung geben.

Der Mikro-Farm-Plan sieht vor, 40 ausge-
suchte Familien bei der intensiven Bear-
beitung von je zwei Heklar zu beraten.
Mit Dinger und Pflanzenschutzmitteln be-
arbeitet werden sollen Baumwolle, Mais,
Hirse und Sorghum. Aufgrund erfolgrei-
cher Erfahrungen auf den zwei Hektar
kann der Bauer die Anbaufldchen spéter
selbst ausdehnen, Im Laufe von fiinf Jah-
ren sollen 400 Familien in die Beratung
hereingenommen werden und sukzessive
wieder ausscheiden.

MiBtrauen gegen Fremde

Fur die Berater der Gossner-Mission ist
es nicht leicht, den Zugang zu den Tal-
Tongas zu finden, denn die Subsistenz-
farmer sind miBtrauisch gegeniiber Vor-
schlagen von auBen, insbesondere aber
gegenuber Ratschldgen der Leute an den
Schreibtischen in Gwembe oder Choma
oder gar Lusaka. Sie wissen, daB sie das
Risiko von Fehlschlagen bei Neuerungen
tragen. Und sie werden deshalb jedes
Programm ablehnen, das ihnen nicht ein
Minimum an Selbstversorgung sichert.
Die Gefahr der Abwanderung in Gegen-
den, wo es Trinkwasser, arztliche Versor-
gung und Schulen in leichter erreichbarer
Nahe gibt, ist groB. Die Tal-Tongas wissen,
daB es andere Lebensweisen und leichtere
Wege gibt, sich eine Existenz zu schaffen,
denn einige von ihnen haben in den
Stadten oder in den Minen gearbeitet.

Es
lebt von den mehr als vier Millionen Mark,
die die deutsche Entwicklungshilfe dort
bislang hineingesteckt hat und von den
jéhrlichen Leistungen von etwa einer Vier-
tel Million Mark, die die sambische Regie-
rung alljahrlich aufbringt. Geschenke und
Zuschiisse werden als Initialziindung be-
natigt. Aber ein Projekt muB so konzipiert
sein, daB es nach einigen Jahren ohne
Zuschisse lauft, daB es ohne Hilfe von
auBen lebensféhig ist, daB es dauerhafte
Arbeitsplatze und Einkommen schafft. Die-
Zeitpunkt ist in Monze noch nicht klar
&usehen, obwohl die deutsche Mitarbeit
1977 auslaufen soll. Und deshalb sind die
Farmer und die Schweine des Erzeuger-
rings Monze gliicklicher als das Projekt-
personal und die zustandigen Beamten in
den Ministerien in Lusaka und Bonn,
Seit 1970 hat Traugott Hartmann, deut-
scher Landwirt, damals in sambischen
Diensten, das Projekt IPMS (Integrated Pig
Management Scheme) vorbereitet, Farmer
besucht und ausgesucht, Erzeugervertra-
ge abgeschlossen. Bereits 1971 wurden
die ersten Schweine vermarktet. Ab Marz
1972 lief die deutsche Hilfe, kamen deut-
sche Berater, ein deutscher Tierarzt, wur-
de das Futtermittel- und Zuchtdepot in
Monze aufgebaut, eine groBe Futtermiltel-
mischanlage und eine staatliche Tran-
sportflotte geliefert.

60 Prozent sind erfolgreich

Jedes neue Mitglied muB IPMS 100 Kwa-
cha Arbeitskapital zur Verfligung stellen,
muB mindestens zwei Zuchtsauen und
Steine zu Stallbau bereit haben. Dafiir
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erhall der Farmer von der Zentrale kosten-
lose Bauberatung und gegen Verrechnung
mit dem Preis der Schlachttiere Zement,
Bauholz, Zinkblech fiir das Dach. Fiir den
Zucht- und Mastbetrieb wird er nach Be-
darf mit einem preiswerten Gemisch aus
Futtermais, EiweiBkonzentrat, Mais- und
Weizenkleie ohne Berechnung der Trans-
portkosten beliefert, erhilt kostenlos Be-
ratung und tiermedizinische Belreuung.
Dafur muB der Zichter sich verpflichten,
alle Mastschweine iiber IPMS zu vermark-
ten. Doch ist fur einige Farmer die Ver-
suchung groB, das preiswerte Futter oder
die Schweine anderweitig weiterzuver-
kaufen.

Politisch motivierter Kardinalfehler

Projekt lebensfahig machen

Was kann getan werden, um das Projekt
ohne laufende Zuschisse lebensfahig zu
machen, um die Kosten der Zentrale zu
senken und die Produktivitat der Erzeuger
zu steigern?

.Die Organisationsform ist offensichtlich
noch nicht ideal”, meint Projektleiter Heinz
Seiferl, seit 25 Jahren in Ostafrika tatig,
seit zwei Jahren in Monze. Das Manage-
ment von IPMS und die unmittelbare Be-
ratung in den Distrikten miiBten effizienter
werden, fur einen besseren Informations-
austausch und engere Zusammenarbeit
zwischen Milgliedern und Zentrale sorgen.
Mitglieder, die sich als Schweineziichter
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ungeeignet erweisen, sollten anderen Be-
werbern um die Mitgliedschaft Platz ma-
chen. Jeder Farmer miiBte seine Zucht auf
mindestens acht Sauen aufstocken und
damit 100 Schlachttiere pro Jahr produ-
zieren, damit die Sache wirtschaftlich wird
und auch die Dienstleistungen der Zen-
trale sinnvoll genutzt werden. Womit das
Projekt allerdings wohl aus der kieinb4uer-
lichen Dimension herauswachsen wiirde.
Aber die politische Pramisse ist ja auch,
die sambischen Bauern an das Leistungs-
niveau europaischer GroBfarmer in Sam-
bia heranzufuhren.

Die Konsolidierung des IPMS zu einem
sich selbst tragenden Projekt der Betei-
ligten hdangt also von verschiedenen, zum
Teil mit erheblicher Unsicherheit belaste-
ten Faktoren ab. DaB es hier so schwer
gelingt, die sambische Eigenverantwor-
tung zu mobilisieren, liegt vielleicht auch
daran, daB man die Unzulanglichkeit der
Projekt-Faktoren, die teilweise auf Dauer
nicht von auBen beeinfluBbar sind, nach
deutschen MaBstaben zu verdndern ver-
sucht, statt nach einem auf die Verhltnis-
se angepalten Konzept zu suchen, das die
Unzulanglichkeit der Faktoren als gegeben
einkalkuliert.

Their decisions
will require the approval of the President before they
can be implemented. /

As part'of the austerity measures already adopted
several diplomats have been recalled to Zaire, and
those remaining will have their various allowances and
other “perks"’ drastically reduced. In addition many
local state officials will be required (o justify the time
spent at their jobs and will only be paid for eflective
work done and a more rigorous control is to be
exercised over the education scctor following the
existence of several ““fictitious schools™. Along with
these and other \expenditure culs will -be various
measures designed, Lo increase revenue. Some pro-
posals which will ‘probably be put on the statute
book in 1977 are: |\ H

annual renewal of driving licences
In addition greater control will be exercised over the
Customs Department where much revenue has been
lost in the past due to ‘lack of conscientiousness,
corruption, complicily; dishonesty on the part of the
Customs Officers and to the difficulty of controlling
the passage of goods across such extensive borders
with unsatisfactory equipment™,

As in 1976, agriculture will again be of prime
importance. It is’hoped that increased investment in
this sector will enable Zaire to, eliminate entirely the

importation of jpoultry and eggs within one year, of

rice within two years and of maize within three years.
The Department of Agriculture will also study the
possibility ofysetting up a Coflec Marketing Board.

/
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Aid and loans

The US has granted Zambia a K20m loan to help
oflsel cconomic problems arising from the political
situation in Southern Alflrica. The loan, which is
spread over 40 yecars at three per cent per annum
interest with a 10-year grace period, is in two parts.
The first loan of US$5-4m will be used to finance
imports of 16,000 tonnes of wheat and 5,000 tonnes
of edible oil, while the balance amounting to US$20m
will finance the importation of fertilisers, animal seed
cake and various equipment and machinery for the
agricultural and mining sectors,

The World Bank has approved a loan of KI10-8m
for various educational projects aimed primarily at
increasing Zambia's supply of middle and upper
levels of manpower in the fields of business and com-
merce. The projects include the provision of equip-
ment and expansion ol boarding facilities at the
Evelyn Hone College of Further Education in Lusaka
and secretarial courses at five trades training centres
throughout the country. The loan will also create
opportunities for training an additional 13,000 far-
mers per year in 20 farmer training centres and for
improving the in-service training capacitly of cight
Farm institutes lor agricultural extension,

The loan is for a period of 17 years at 87 per cent
per annum interest and carries a 3:S-yeur grace
period.

A [urther K4-Im loan agreement has been signed
between Zambia and Finland bringing the total of
Finnish loan assistance to Zambia during the past
three years to K 10m.

Britain has also granted Zambia K6:5m to provide
reliel from the serious strains on the country's balance
of payments arising from the adverse eflects of the
fall in copper prices, imported inflation and the
political situation in Southern Africa. The grant will
be used to purchase heavy road building machinery,
sparc parls and other essential cquipment for local
industries.

Mining

Roan Consolidated Mines Ltd (RCM) recorded a
consolidated net loss of K292,000 for the year ended
June 30, 1976, compared with a net profit of K32-3m
in 1974-75.

The chairman’s annual statlement described the year
under review as one of the most difficult in the history
of the company’s operations. Copper sales were
affected for the second successive financial year by
depressed market conditions and sales, which totalled
271,431 tonnes at an average price of K806 per tonne,
produced Kd43m less revenue than in the previous
year when 289,747 tonnes were sold at an average
K912 per tonne. The cost ol production per tonne
was 10 per cent higher than in the previous year.

Throughout the first three-quarters of the year
proceeds of sales, which averaged below K770 per
tonne, were insuflicient to cover outlays for operating
expenses and for fixed working capital. Cash balances
were reduced to minimum working levels and there
were substantial borrowings. Net borrowings in the
year amounted to K53m of which K36m was provided
by the Bank of Zambia. New loan arrangements
included a £16-9m credit which will help finance UK
and EEC expenditures for the Luanshya extension,
the Chambeshi plant expansion and new facilities at
Mufulira. Total short-term borrowings and long-term
liabilities outstanding at the year-end amounted to
K167m. Repayments to the Bank of Zambia have
begun, but until these borrowings have been sub-
stantially reduced or eliminated, the chairman advised
that there is little immediate prospect of a resumption
of dividends.

During the year under review, RCM placed a
contract for the construction of an exiension to the
Luanshya division concentrator, which forms an
important part of the second stage of the exploitation
of the Baluba orebody. In this second stage, Baluba
- shafts will be extended in depth and facilities will be
provided to increase annual production from 21,000
tonnes of recoverable copper to some 50,000 tonnes
together with 1,600 tonnes a year of recoverable
cobalt. The final cost of the project is anticipated to
be in the region of K70m, of which K30m will be
spent over the next three years.

Construction of a new coal plant at Luanshya also
proceeded well during the year and the plant was
successfully commissioned at the end of August. The
plant will reduce operating and maintenance costs
and ensure an adequate supply of pulverised coal to
the smelter and the concentrate drier.

The Chibuluma expansion project, begun in 1974
and designed to enable an increase in the production
rate from the western end of the orebody at Chibu-
luma, js also progressing well. The major part of the
project, which is expected to cost K25m, is the sinking
of a new shaft which reached the 500m level by the
end of the 1976 financial year.

The greater part of expenditure on the Chambishi
expansion project has now been completed, This
project allows for underground mining of the Cham-
bishi orebody which will steadily increase as produc-
tion from the open pit declines. The final project cost
is expected to reach K60m.

Plans to commence work on the new Mufulira
sub-vertical shaft project, which will exploit ore in
depth in the eastern part of Mufulira at an estimated

London Metal Exchange copper prices (£ per tonne)

cost of about K50m over 10 years, are also well
advanced. :

According to the second annual report of the
Metal Marketing Corporalion of Zambia Limited
(MEMACO) for the year ended March 31, 1976, the
corporation recorded satisfactory financial results for
the year. Memaco's main source of income is com-
mission received for marketing the products of
Nchanga Consolidated Copper Mines Limited
(NCCM) and Roan Consolidated Mines Limited
(RCM). The corporation has one main subsidiary,
Memaco Services Limited, which is incorporated in
the UK and based in Londan, and whose function is
to provide to the corporation advisory services on
the marketing of Zambian metals,

On sales proceeds of K519m, the group earned
comniission of K4-1m. Profit before tax reached
KI1:7m compared with K1:8m for the previous year.

The report states that during the year world markets
continue to be depressed as a result of recession in
most industrialised countries. Although copper pro-
ducers in particular made massive production cuts,
stocks increased substantially because of deteriorating
consumption, Against this background London Metal
Exchange (LME) copper. prices, which are the basis
for pricing Zambian copper, remained low throughout
the year, the cash settlement price for copper averag-
ing £581:69 per tonne as compared with £753-64
for 1974-75,

Similarly lead and zinc consumption, and con-
sequently prices, were affected by the recession. Lead
sales were [7.283 tonnes while zinc sales totalled
35,945 tonnes.

Copper sales during the year totalled 606,996
tonnes, made up of 339,092 tonnes for NCCM and
267,904 tonnes for RCM.

Industry and construction
The 1975-76 trading year was one of the most
difficult on record according to the latest annual
report of National Import and Export Corporation
Ltd (NIEC) for the year ended March 31, 1976.
NIEC's perennial problems of uncertain supply routes,
port congestion and delivery delays were further
compounded by import restrictions particularly on
consumer goods traded by the corporation, difficul-
ties in making prompt payment to overseas suppliers
and the loss of Lobito as an import route leaving
NIEC goods worth K1-7m stranded at the port.
Viewed apainst this discouraging background,
NIEC's results during the year as satisfuctory as
could be expected. Group turnover at KI115-9m was

tax prolits increased by 68 per cent to K4-8m, or
Just over four per cent ol turnover, of which K2:3m
was generated in the retail sector.

Both group purchasing arrangements and the
structure of subsidiary retail companics were re-
organised during the year. Centralised bulk buying
through NIEC Overseas Services Zambia Lid was
started and measures were taken to merge Zambezi
Trading Co Ltd with ZOK Lid into a new company,
NIEC Stores Ltd.

In the wholesale sector, service was improved by
the opening of several new warchouses, mostly in
rural areas.

The Consumer Buying Corporation of Zambia
(ZCBC), as a subsidiary of NIEC (663 per cent
owned), has launched an ambitious and cosl-saving

modular shops programme flor the rural arcas of

Zambia. The object of the programme is to provide
effective parastatal shopping facilities throughout
rural areas following the company's assessment that
it would take a considerable time to generate sufficient
funds to achieve this objective with conventional
buildings.

Pipelines Lud the company is to spend K2:2m on
the construction ol a spare parts and vehicle main-
tenance workshop in Nakonde, the Zambia/Tanzania
border post, and on the building of a new head office
in Ndola.

Work on the proposed Klm cenire to be used
for training co-operative members has  started
in Lusaka. The construction work is being under-
taken by Minestone Zambia Lid and is being
financed by a Swedish International Development
Agency grant.

Last month Zambia and Zaire signed a joint
inter-governmental agreement for the construction
of a bridge costing K4-0m at Chembe on the boun-
dary between the two countries. The cost of the
project will be shared equally by both countries and
the construction contract has been awarded to Seasal
of Zaire.

Zambia alerted by Foreign Office

In an attempt to avoid an
outbreak of war in central
Africa, Mr Callaghan, the
Prime Minister, has alerted
President Kaunda of Zambia to
the threat of a “ pre-emptive
strike” by Rhodesia. lle has
also  warned Mve Smith, the
Rhodesian  Prime  Minister,
against taking military action
against Zambia,

President Kaunda announced
vesterday that, as a result of
British warnings, he had placad
Zambia in a “state of war™
with Rhodesia. The Army was
on full alert and orders had
been given to shoat down any
aircraft from Rhodesia on sight,
Dr Kaunda told a news con-
ference broadcast on Zambia
radio.

He said conflict between
Zambia and Rhodesia could he
stopped if Western Govern-
ments would stop oil supplies
tn Rhodesia. lle also said he
had informed other Afvican
states that his country was in
a state of war with Rhodesia

“1 ask that those who e
true friends of the strupgling
masses in southern Alrica, not
necessarily Zambia alone,
should come forward and show
theic genuine friendship ?, he
said. * We in Zambia now stand
to fight Smith and we shall
never surrender,

“All Zambia’s military
sophisicated weapons have been
moved to the  Dborder with
Rhodesia in readiness for fierce
fighting.”

Mr Callaghan's warning, sent
on Friday, followed a messate
to London from Mr Smith
earlier in the week claiming
that a build-up of  Alvican
forces was taking place on the

Zambinn side of the border.
Mre Smith sdid he proposed to
tuke  “ pre-emptive® action
apuinst artack.

1t was not eatirely clear from
his message whether M Smith
intended pre-emptive or retalia-
tory action but with Rhodesian
operations over the border into
Munzambigue in mind. Dr Owen,
the Foreign Secretary, lost no
time in passing the message on
to Lusika. He also informed Mr
Smith that he yiewed an in-
crease in violence very
serivusly.

When D Kaunda sought [ur-
ther detuils, Mr Callaghan, in
D Owen's absence at the Cento
conference in Teheran, sent a
fuller miessage, explaining that
Britain  had  wanted to  alert
Zambia immediately 1o the risk.

Adding that Britain was muk-
ing ils own assessment, which
would be passed on to Lusaka,
M Callaghan said that he
entireiv  shared Dr Kaunda's
concern and did not believe that
the matter could be left there.

Althaugh he did not normally
correspond with. Mr Smith, he
wits sending him a strong moess-
ave  condemping  apy  pre-
cmptive strike and warning him
of the “grim consequences ™
which any intensification  of
fighting would entail.

Mr Callaghan has alse invited
the Sputh African Government
to urpge Me Smith to desist from
any action against Zambia, and
Dr Owen has kept in touch with
Mr Vance, the American Secre-
tary ol State.

It is difficult, however, to
aSsess from London  how
accurate Mr Smith's claims may
Le. There have been guerrilla
forces in Zambia for a long
time, operating in support of
Mr Joshua Nkomo, a leader of
the Patriotic Froot, as distinct
from the camps in Mozambique
which are loyal to Mr Robert
Mugabe, the other leader.

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Rhodesian raid into Botswana

Rhodesian troops staged a
two and a bhalf hour incursion
into Botswana today, penetrit-
ing just over a mile into the
neighbouring country before
withdrawing.

The spokesman said that the
attack was called off to avoid
a clash between the Rhodesian
force and DBotswana's para-
military Palice Mobile Unit
(PMU)., The guerrillas, estis
mated to number about 10,

There were no
casualties.

Commissioner
Michael Edden, the Rhodesian
spokesman, said at a press
i:uLIm;__ here that, during the
attack, it became apparent to
the Rhodesian forces that the
PMU were expecting a hat
pursuit operation, Elements of
the PMU were seen moving
into the target arca which, he
suid, was identified as a PMU
hase.

“The h“l‘l'Ol‘iﬂt‘i were seen to
run away,” said Mr Edden. “ A
heavy weapon, an anti-tank gun,
was seen in placement in a
schiool building, FElements of
the DPMU were in defensive
positions, and it appeared that
further reinforcements were on
their way,

“As we were satisfied that
the terrorists had fled and the
only result would be a punch-
up with the PMU, which was
not our intention, the attack
was called off and our troops
returned to Rhodesia without
incident.”

A spokesman for the Ministry of Economic and
Technical Co-operation stated that the K3-8m loan
would be used to finance imports of essential com-
modities, equipment, spare parts and raw malerials
for development purposes.

Trade

A spokesman from the commercial department of

the British High Commission said in Lusaka last
month that due to the drop in trade between Britain
and Zambia of almost 30 per cent Zambia achieved a
surplus on the balance of trade with Britain of K6-5m
in the first 1 1 months of 1976.

In the first eight months of 1976 Zambia exported
goods worth K23m to Yugoslavia and imported K4m
of goods thus giving Zambia a trade surplus of K19m.

A third country with which Zambia enjoyed a
surplus of trade was Italy to which its exports totalled
K30m.in the first half of 1976 compared with imports
of K1lm.

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The sharp decline in imports is causing concern to
customs and forwarding agents. The chairman of the
Clearing and Forwarding Agents Association said that
the situation had rcached a critical level and that
unless restrictions in foreign exchange allocations
were lifted, many companies, including transport
organisations, would be adversely alTected.

It was also reported that the Tanzania Zambia
Railway (TAZARA) was not being fully utilised due
to insufficient goods to carry and that if this continued
foralonger period TAZARA would run at a loss.

Industry

Chloride Zambia Litd has announced a K335,000
expansion programme at its Kitwe plant this year.
Under the new programme it will manufacture battery
separators locally with the surplus for export. At
present all battery separators have to be imported. It
is estimated that there would be a foreign exchange
siaving of over K100,000 per annum which could in-
crease from year to year. In addition with the new
machinery installed, further employment opportunities
for Zambian stall will be created.

Other companies which are beginning to manufature
locally items which cannot be imported due to the
foreign exchange shortage are Johnson and Johnson
and Grand Prix Motors a Kitwe based firm. The

managing director of Johnson and Johnson has stated
that the company will shortly produce baby shampoo,
baby soap and other toiletries in addition to hospital
products. Grand Prix Motors has started re-melting
aluminium castings, discarded as scrap, to be used in
making wheels for trolleys and wheelbarrows,

The Managing Director of Medical and Pharma-
ceutical Corporation of Zambia (MEPCO) has re-
vealed that during the Third National Development
Plan the organisation plans to set up a manufacturing
plant to enable the country to reduce its dependence
on imported drugs. An important aspect of the new
plant will be the development of local herbs in the
manufacturing of drugs.

Three of the four clectricity generators at the
.(ariba North Bank hydro-electric project have now
been commissioned thus providing Zambia with an
estimated 3m kw of power. The last gencrator should
be put into use soon, thus completing the project
which was started in 1971,

The General Manager of Zambia Electricity Supply
Corporation said in Lusaka that the construction of
the multi-million Kwacha Itezhi Tezhi dam in
Namwala district would be completed six months
ahead of schedule. Completion of the dam project on
the Kafue river was originally expected to be in
October this year but the use of local resources near
the construction site has facilitated progress. The dam
itself is already completed and the construction com-
pany is presently building the spill-way gates.

Mining industry
The Managing Director of Nchanga Consolidated
opper Mines Ltd (NCCM) said last month that in

977 the production of copper would be increased
from last year's 380,000 tonnes to 424,000 tonnes.

Work is expected to begin shortly on the K25m
expansion programme of Nampundwe, Zambia's only
sulphur producing mine, which would make the
country self-sufficient in sulphuric acid production.
When the programme is completed, it is expected that
the mine’s output of pyrite ore will gradually rise from
10,000 tonnes to 30,000 tonnes a month by 1980.

The Broken Hill division of NCCM is to build a
new pump chamber estimated to cost KI+15m as one
of its mining development projects. This announce-
ment together with encouraging reports that a new
extensive orebody containing zinc and possibly lead

has been discovered about 40 kilometres south of

Kabwe comes in the wake of reports that Broken Hill
mine will cease operations in the next 20 years.
Broken Hill mine, which was acquired by NCCM in

March 1977

1971 from Broken Hill Development Company, has an
ailing history behind it. This reflects the fluctuating
demand for zinc and lead on the world market, compe-
tition from more developed countries dealing in the
minerals and the ever increasing costs of production.

A spokesman for RCM Luanshya Division has
announced that a new rock winder, costing K1-6m and
supplied by GEC, has been installed at the Baluba
Mine. The rock winder is said to be the most powerful
in Zambia at present, and it is now planned to install
a similar one at Chambishi mine.

Transport and communications

The Ministry of Power, Transport and Communica-
tions announced last month that a number of airports
and aerodromes are to be given “facelifts’ this year at
a total cost of K3-7m. Much of this sum will be used
for Lusaka International Airport where the projects
include new airport telecommunications equipment, a
taxi runway (K300,000), lighting (K55,000), roof
renovation (K80,000) and a new glass panel at the
control tower (K 15,000).

A new aerodrome at Lilayi, for use by flying clubs
and other institutions like the Zambia Air Services
Training Institute, is estimated to cost K2m on com-
pletion by the end of this year.

Agriculture

The Tobacco Association of Zambia has predicted a
poor yield of high quality Virgina flue-cured tobacco
this season because of adverse weather conditions.

The General Manager of Agricultural Farming
Equipment Ltd announced that the company has
received government approval to import for the
1977-78 season Tinkabu tractors which are made in
Swaziland. The tractors, which would retail at about
K3,000, are specifically designed for small-scale
farmers.

The Central Supply and Tender Board has called
for tenders for the construction of a poultry processing
plant in Lusaka for the recently formed Poultry
Development Co Ltd a subsidiary of the Rural
Development Corporation. Work on the lactory is
expected to begin soon as machinery worth K400,000,
ordered from Denmark, is already in the country
awaiting installation. The new company is expected to
process about 1,000 chickens per hour and will be the
only one to undertake such an operation there.

Harvesting operations were completed last month
at Nakambala Sugar Estate and over 84,000 tonnes of
raw sugar were produced. This is just below last year’s
record crop of 85,000 tonnes.

The President issued
this warning in Lusaka
this week during an
interview with two
reporters of the Lon-
don Financial Times.

Dr. Kaunda said that
Zambia was suffering from
a critical shortage of
foreign exchange, with an
import pipeline of about
K23 million to K24 million
stretching for up to 10
months.

“The shortage is mainly
due to continued poor cop-
per prices which has also
led to a fall in Government
revenue.” said the Pre-
sident.

He -pointed out that in
the past copper had pro-
vided over 90 per cent of
the country’s foreign
exchange and over 50 per
cent of Government reve-
nue.

He explained that
mineral revenue fell from
K341.5 million in 1974 to
K 11.6 million. last year.

He said that this year the
revenue was estimated at a
level not more than K5 mjl-
lion.

Referring to an eight
member International
Monetary Fund (IMF) team
which visited Lusaka early
this month. = President
Kaunda said that they anal-
ysed the situation as being
very critical indeed and that
this is how the Government
had analysed it.

The President said the
IMF had made “sugges-
tions” which the Govern-
ment would be studying.

He said that various
committees on the economy
which have already been set

up were due to report to
him next week.

The IMF team which
visited the country,
included former governor of
the Bank of Zambia Dr.
Justin Zulu who has since

returned to Washington.
Leader of the team was Dr.
M. Russo who met the Pre-
sident on Thursday morn-
ing.

Dr. Kaunda acknow-
ledged in the interview that
past performances gave
observers  grounds  for
doubts.

“We are in part to
blame. but this is the curse
of being born with a copper
spoon in our mouths,” he
said.

He said, however, that
the Government was fully
aware of the urgency of the
situation.

“If we don't take action
we will perish — we will
collapse as a nation.” he
warned.

He did not give details.
but his warning comes in
the wake of his earlier
statement on situation in
which he suggested the
pruning of the civil service
and state-owned companies.

In his speech to an
emergency session of the
National Assembly in
October, = the  President
issued far reaching direc-
tives aimed at changing the
country from a copper
dependent economy to an
agro-economy.

His directives have since
been approved by parlia-
ment as a guideline to usher
the country into a new eco-
nomic era and a special
select committee set up by
the National Assembly is
currently  working on
measures to implement the
directives.

THE Government should
phase out consumer sub-
sidies because it can no
longer afford them, the
Special Parliamentary
Select Committee into the
economy has recom-
mended.

According to the Commit-
tee’s report which was over-

whelmingly adopted by Parlia-
ment on Thursday evening, the
Government should end these
subsidies, within three years
and divert the money to other
needy areas of the economy.

“They were good when they
lasted, but now the Govern-
ment cannot afford them,” the
report says.

The Committee also recom-
mended that the subsidy in

| import
| soyabeans products, rice, sun-

fertiliser should be similarly
eliminated after assuring the
farmer of reasonable prices for
his produce.

Another recommendation
calls for the reduction of
National Service training for
school leavers from 20 months
to seven months.

Rural Reconstruction Cen-
tres must be self-financing
using the - capital which is
already injected in them.

The Commitiee. says that
there has been an alarming
increase in the country’s
expenditure at a time when its
total revenue has been declin-
ing mainly as a result of
depressed copper prices.

It says that the increase in
expenditure has mainly been
caused by a rapid-expansion of
free social services, increased
constitutional and statutory
expenditure.

As a result; the Government
had resorted to financing the
gap by either ordinary borrow
ing or borrowing from the
banking system which, if taken
too far, can cause considerable
harm to the economy.

The report also blames the
poor economic situation on
poor performance of the agri-
cultural sector pointing out
that apart from maize produc-
tion, production of livestock
and livestock products had not
improved very mch.

This situation had resulted
in the country continuing to
soyabeans and

flower products, cotton, wheat,
meat and milk.
“Importation of these has

constituted a large drain on the |

foreign exchange.” it explains.

The report also recommendls
that some¢ Government and
parastatal personnel should be
re-deployed : where necessary,
to other sectors of the eco
nomy and that a number of
political personnel paid by
Government must be reduced.

The reduction of personnel
employed by the State will
automatically reduce expendi-
ture and that as social services
have contributed much to the
increase in current expenditure.
recipients of these services
should be asked to contribute
directly to the cost of running
these services.

In one recommendation, the

| Committee disapproves conti-

nued extensive travel on Party
and Government business and
calls for an immediate reduc-
tion of delegations.

“It is not necessary for

,or meeting,”

Zambia to attend each and
every international conference
' says the recom-
mendation.

It also calls for measures to
remove administrative  bot-
tlenecks which retard exports
and recommends that all pro
ducers should be encouraged
to produce more for domestic
and export markets and that
private sector be involved in
export promotion efforts.

A four-point recommenda-
tionon the pardstatal sector,
recommends that Government
should allow these bodies flex-
ible pricing policies and stable
management terms o enable
them generate their own prof-
its, reduce dependence on
Goyernment financial support,
encourage  production for
export and improve general
operational efficiency.

The Committee says in the
report that it was informed
during its sitting that Govern-
ment makes a large allocation
of funds to support projects
undertaken by parastatal
organisations.

“This has arisen largely
because these bodies are not
&Iihic to generate their own cap-
ital for plant renewal and new
investments,” says the report.

It cites an example of 1976
when the Government alloe
cated K197.2 million to
parastatal bodies out of a capi-
tal budget of K327. 5 million,

“Poor management, absence
of inventory control, over
staffing, inadequate pricing of
products and political interfer-
ence have been named as some
of the reasons for poor perfor-
mance of the parastatal sec-
tor," the report says.

The valley villagers were being forcibly removed from their
ancestral homes in order to make way for the giant Kariba
hydro-electric scheme. a showpiece of its time,

We arrived at Lusitu overlooking the Gwembe Valley on a
hot Saturday aftemoon in November with the thermometer
reading 120 degrees Fahrenheight.

The creation of the Federation of Rhodesia and Nyasaland
in 1953 and the decision to build a gigantic power scheme on
one of the country’s rivers made heated public debate in the
territorial capitals of Lusaka, Salisbury and Zomba ‘centred
on nothing but “the scheme™ as it was called.

No one then, and thereafter, has ever seriously challenged
the Federation’s need for more power. But the decision that
the power should come from Kariba aroused a storm among
European politicians which threatened to burst the country

asunder,

The only thing everybody
agreed upon was that the
Federation wanted power for.
in order to gain economic
strength rapidly, the Federa-
tion had to expand its indus-
triecs not only for the great
copper mines of the north, but
also for the great untapped
wealth of other mineral
resources and the factories
which had still to be estab-
lished and put into production.

Copper prices were high
then but production was
threatened by a coal shortage.
The existing thermal stations
could not meet the demands
and power was being imported
from the then- Congo and
Mozambique.

A vast scheme in available
power was urgently necessary
and a hydro-electric scheme
seemed the answer: a dam on
one of the country’s great riv-
ers which would create a lake
whose water could tum the
turbines to create current.

Two alternatives were avail-
able on two great rivers. Kafue
and Zambezi. Both had great
gorges. Both were good. The
argument. therefore. was not
so much which gorge was bet-
ter but solely a matter of
intense regional pride.

So. Kariba was championed
by Southern Rhodesians while
Kafue by Northern Rhodesians.
It was one of the biggest
debates since the founding of
the Federation.

Sir Roy Welensky himself
was on the side of Kafue:
Harry Nkumbula — president of
the African National Congress
— though opposed to anything
“federal”. was privately known
to favour Kafue. They made
strange bedfellows on the dam.

In public. however. Nkum-
bula clearly stated when asked
about the scheme: “You are
asking me to choose between
two White Devils (Welensky
and Malvemn) and the deep
blue sea. We are busy fighting
the Federation. Let them build
the thing anywhere. We shall
take it over soon when Federa-
tion is broken up.”

What thoughts went through
Welensky’s mind six years
later when as Federal Prime
Minister he poured the final
bucket of concrete to complete
the Kariba dam wall are not
known.

Protagonists

The decision to build at
Kariba instead of Kafue was
settled for the protagonists by
a  world-renowned  expert.
Monsieur Andre Coyue, who
made a survey and indicated
that Kariba should be started
as soon as possible. On March
1. 1955, Sir Godfrey Huggins,
(now Lord Malvern), the
Federal Prime Minister.
announced that Kariba would
come first and work should
start there.

The cost  would be
80000000 pounds sterling for
the first stage only and the
loans started to comg in.

The World Bank announced
it would make a loan of
28,000,000 pounds sterling to
the Federal Power Board.
Another 15000000 pounds
sterling came from the Colo-
nial Development Corporation
and 3,000,000 pounds sterling
from the Commonwealth
Development Finance Co. Ltd.

The Federal Government
itself undertook to make loans
to the Board (otalling
28000000 pounds sterling
from money borrowed from
the Anglo-American  and
Rhodesia Selection Trust Cop-
per Combines, the British
South Africa Company, the
Standard Bank and Barclays
Bank. And as these large con-
tributions kept pouring in the
biggest engineering firms in the
world were feverishly bidding
for the Kariba tenders either
individually or merging them-
selves into consortiums from

Britain, the United States,
Sweden, Italy and South
Africa.

It would be a unique
scheme, the world was told.
The largest man-made lake
ever made and a power gener-
ating centre far surpassing
anything Africa has ever seen.
The lake would have a surface
arca of 2,000 square miles and
the quantity of water held in

check would be about

130.000,000 acre feet. It would
be one of the engineering mar
vels of the modern age. a
second miracle of the Zambezi
river. the first being the Vic
toria Falls.

Now this river which passes
through widely varying types
of country in its 2000 mile
journey to the Mozambican
Coast. would in more ways
than expected be truly the life
line of the Federation.

The plum contract for the
Kariba was awarded to the
Italian firms owned by f(our
Milanese companies on July
17, 1955.

As work started the atten
tion of the world was tumed to
another important problem
which would arise from the
project: the fate of more than
500,000 wildlife — wild buck.
elephant. hippo and a vast
variety of other species which
might be trapped by the rising
water of the lake.

Once again an appeal was
sent to the world for wild life
experts to come to the rescue
of these animals.

Highlands

The response was tremen
dous as hundreds of profes
sional game rangers and
amateurs from all over the
world converged on Kariba
and. as the waters rose. battled
with bush pigs. waterbuck,
kudu. grysbok. duiker. porcu
pine and the lot to bring them
to safety on the highlands.

When it was discovered that
ordinary rope tore the skin of
buck., an urgent appeal was
made to the world for ladies
old silk stockings and more
than 3.000 nylon socks. some
of which had adomed the
shapely legs of the beauuful
women of society in Europe
and America. were flown into
Kariba. It was a field day for
omithologists.

“If the fate of the Ba Tonga
of the Gwembe Valley roused
interest in Britain it was noth
ing compared with the world
wide furore and concern over
the fate of wild life which
might be trapped by the rising
water of the lake.” boasted a
Federal Power Board publica
tion!

And yet much as the world
was dazzled by this spectacle.
it had become increasingly
clear that planners of this
gigantic miracle had not taken
into account the human ele
ment in all this excitement.

It was only later. much
later, when the rising waters of
the lake were lapping at the
mud walls of the African set
tlements that the Federal
Authorities awoke to the fact
that they had given very little
attention to explaining all this
to the real people — the 50,000
Tonga inhabitants of the
Gwembe Valley whose villages
would be submerged by the
lake.

Later on, it was fashionable
for the Federal Government
apologists to tell the outside
world in self-defence that |‘t
was all the fault of Harry
Nkumbula and the African
National Congress propaganda
that the Tonga people had not
been moved to uplands. thus
despite the fact that the ANC
had been banned from entry to
the Valley since construction
work started at Kariba,

Concerned

They were telling the world
that the people concerned. the
Valley Tongas. were the most
primitive tribe in  Central
Africa and that until Kariba
was started, they had existed
for centuries practically
untouched by white man’s civi-
lisation.

The villagers had refused o
believe that there would be a
lake. It was all the fault of the
tribal ‘witchdoctors and the
soothsayers who had influ-
enced the villagers against
moving to highlands.

All this, however, came too
late as the Valley lay silent
with its DEAD and the
SMELL of GUNPOWDER in
the air. What really went
wrong?

about the indiscriminate
slaughter of animals by
poachers.

Unless ‘more punitive

measures are taken against
the poachers. some of the
most valuable and  attrac
tive animals will completely
be wiped out by them. he
added.

Wildlife rangers are a

voluntary organisation in
the Conservation Society
and operate very closely
with Zambia Police Force
in the “war" against poach
ers. Members help out on
such duties as manning
roadblocks in game areas
and patrols.

Mr Benson revealed that
the society’s wildlife rang-
ers. working in conjunction
with the police. recently
helped in apprehending five
poachers .in the Mpongwe-
Machiya area. They were
found in possession of

government trophy without
licences.

In another case. some
poachers were caught with
five elephant tusks in the
Mkushi area and have since
appeared in court,

He said that the society
was stepping up the anti-
poaching campaign and
arrangements Wwere in an
advanced stage for the
screening ‘of a series of
films on Television Zambia
about the importance of
preserving wildlife in Zam-
bia.

VILLAGERS in the Gwembe district are
reported to be up in arms agaimst the
Ministry of Education because hum-
dreds of school children in the area are
sitting on the floor during their classes.

Three prominent members of the com-
munity in the area have also claimed
that the Member of Parliament in the
area, Chief Munyumbwe, was also
aware of the plight of the children.

It appears the reason for comcern on the
part of the villagers in the area is that
the Ministry of Education Is said to be
doing nothing about it.

This is more so when these prominent
villagers express amazement that twelve
years after independence school chil-
“dren in the area should be leaming in
schools with no stools and in bulldings
which can collapse at any time.

That Zambia has been independemt for
twelve years Is, indeed, a fact. What
should amaze the country is the fact
that twelve years after independence we
should still produce villagers like those
of Gwembe who camnot be persuaded
to do something for themseives - such
as organising their people to make
benches for their children to sit on and §
to renovste the bulldings of the schools
where their own children are leaming.

It is a shame that we still have peopie in
the country who still look to the
Government for simple items such as
benches which can be made by the
villagers themselves at no cost.

Those leaders who went to school during
the colonial days will remember that
they did not enjoy such luxuries as
sitting on benches, stools and tables
during their time.

If there were any tables at all, they had to
be made by the parents or by the
school children themseives.

Admittedly, there was not enough money
in those days for items like benches,
stools and tables.

But the truth Is. that we do not have all
the money we need today just because

~we have been independent for twelve
years,

As a matter of fact, if ever there was any
time when we need to save more money
for our many social facilities it is today
when we are providing free education
and medical services.

Members of Parliament and other leaders
close to the masses in the villages
should do their level best to imstil a
sense of self-reliance among the villag-
ers.

The villagers must take pride in doing
things for their own communities
instead of looking to the Government
for everything.

Villagers must take pride in showing visi-
tors to their areas the schools they have
built with their own hands and the
clinics they bave built for their own
people.

They must take pride in showing the
visitors to their areas the bridges they §
build and the roads they have con-
structed in their arcas which have made
life better for their people. !

Chief Munyumbwe will do well to go
back home and tell those villagers who
have been complaining about lack of |
benches for their school children that
they would do well to make the ben-
ches themseives instead of allowing
their children to sit on the floor because
they are lazy to make such simple
items as beaches for their children.

Chief Munyumbwe should tell these vil-
lagers that the coumtry will only sym-
pathise with them when after the villag-
ers have bullt clinics and new schools
in their areas Government will fail to
provide staif to run these clinics and

HUNDREDS of school chil-
dren in the Gwembe district
attend classes siiting on the
floor because the Mimistry of
Education has no money to
buy desks and other furniture.

Disclosing this in Living-
stone yesterday, three Gwembe
villagers, Mr Leonard
Hakantu, Mr Philemon
Moonga and Mr John Han-
tombwe said that the Gwembe
MP, Chief Munyumbwe, was
aware of the plight of the chil-
dren.

The three men claimed that
