In reply to your letter No. dated the 23rd
I regret I did not take the words 'Stipendiary schools under
State supervision' in the sense,as you interpret them to mean.
I took them to mean that those schools woulgﬁgtipends from the
State and would be under State supervision. If you had made
your meaning clear from the beginning,we would have allowed
the matter to remain where it was. As a tangible token of our
sympathy and co-operation,we have secured allotment for
running those schools at the State expense. |

There is no system in this State to give grant-in-
-aid.If the sbhools were to remain under State supervision and
receive stipend from the State,they will have to adapt them-
-selves to the Educational Policy of the State,that policy
being strictly non-religious. .

There is yet time for reconsideration.If you want
to retain those schools,as before,we have no desire to have
that wish changed.wE will apply our allotment to the opening
of new schools iﬁjgzgzes where their need is felt.

I have explained to you before the policy of the
State in the matter of giving education and I am extremely
sorry we can do nothing which is against the established

policy of the State.

efficiency.We cannot bind ourselves

to keeping only Lutheran teachers
in those schools.

leaving a balance in hand of Rs. 448/11/~. The Headmaster
could not tell me where this money was, but since the teachers
are in arrears of pay since August last it is quite obvious
that it ought to be disbursed to the teadhers at once.

I saw a recent entry in the cash book of a remittance of RS+50/ =
to Ranchi. Why any school whose teachers are in arrears with
their pay should spend Rs.-/8/- in remittting Rs.50/- to
Ranchl I cannot understand. The whole condition of things

at this school left a very unpleasant impression on me.

A further illustration of apparent crookedness is that the
disbursement of the teachers! pay for July actually took
place on the 27th of November 1931 whereas it was declared

in the application to the District Inspector of Schools for
the Government grant to have taken place in September.

This kind of thing cannot be tolerated and I have been obliged
to instruct the District Inspector that no further grant
