3.Christian women and girls should not care only for a pure heart,but also for
a clean and tidy dwelling,Thes should keep their bodies clean and their homes tidy and
their houses homely.They also should care for proper food.These things need special trai
ning.
4.Here with us is the custom¢ that money and wealth of the house and family is
trusted into the hands of the women.How necessary it is that they will learn to spend
carefully and ecomomically the money entrusted to them,sothat they will not only have
enough for the family,but also to give for the spreading of the kingdom of God and for
maintainance of the congregations and Chruch.This again needs special training.and know-
ledge of the wortlof God.
R~ 5.In seculgr schools there is no place anymore for religious inatruotions.Thereforaﬂ
Christian mistresses,women and girls must come forward to teach the Word of God in periods
outside school hours,or as Sunday-School helpers,or take a leading part in prayer meet-
ings or bible classes among women and children,This again needs special training and
study of the Scriptures.
6+.In the congregations there is necessaty of "deaconesses" - bu not of the type
of those in Europe or America.That means Girls or widorqmuat be trained who are ready
to serve their sisters in the congregations in their bodily and spiritual needs - who
also become helpers for the Pastors who are restricted by old manners and customs to
help the women in their congregations as their need requires.
These are the needs for healthy Christian life in every Chruch,so also in the
Gossner Chmmeh,
For these purposes the Tabita Bible and Basie Training School was established.
Since I950 it is recognised as one of the Central Institutions of the Gossner Church.
In January 1955 The Chureh Counsil decided to give full stipends for 20 girls or widows
who want to become deaconesses,Besides full stipends will be given to 2 experienced
mistresses,one experienced deaconess,one bride of a theological student who is at preaeﬁt
in Amerika for study and the wife of a former Headmaster who is at present in Germany
for theological study.These five ladies will join for one year the"leadership-Class"

for bible study and special trainimg for leadership.

The "Tabita Bible and Basic Training School"is at present in Govindpur.

Necessity of this Training. The Church cannot neglect women and their special task in family and congregation.
The life of a congregation depends on the mothers, They are the teachers of the coming generation. This is a
great task—but how little are our girls prepared for their motherly task in family and congregation ! Therefore
the coming mothers and housewives need special training and help and advice for their special task —to create
and foster pious christian spirit in home and family, to bring their children to the LO®ZD by good christian
education and teaching, 'They mneed instructions how to keep their homes clean and tidy, how to work
economically for the sound uplift and steady progress of home and family life,

Aim of the TABITA-SCHOOL —spiritual and social uplift of the home. deepening of the spiritual life by social
and educational work in our congregations, to create the spirit of self-sacrifice and service for others,

The three TRAINING CLASSES and their AIMS—

a. HOUSE KEEPING CLASS ( HOUSEWIFERY CLASS)
b, CHURCH SERVICE CLASS
¢, CHRISTIAN LEADERSHIP CLASS

AIM of the HOUSEKEEPING CLASS— training class of the first year)—to prepa,re' young girls for their coming

task as a christian pious mother and housewife and as an active member of the congregation they live in.
They are layman-workers of the Church. ‘

AIM of the CHURCH SERVICE CLAS: —( training class of the second year)—to prepare young girls for service amongst
women, girls and children by giving instruction on family welfare, christian home life and to give religious
instruction in schools snd in women and youth groups.

Hindi and who are not under 16 years of age Girls who are about to marry may come at least for 4 months
before their marriage. Married women and mothers will be admitted at any time and as long as they want to stay
and learn. Mothers may bring their little .children with them (up to 6 years). These may remain with their
mothers in the Tabita-School-Boarding.

b. for the CHURCH SERVICE CLASS ? All girls, who are willing to serve the Church as
religious and social instructresses for women and girls and children in family, schools and congregation. If they
have passed successfully the Housekeeping class, they may continue their studies and training in the Church

K., , they are acain seeking for the seme kind of gond leading from
s soutn Indian missionary. Every heert is saying tnhat tne work is
not going to be controlled and managed without 2 south Indian missio.
