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Als Angehoriger der Allgemeinen SS (SS-Reitersturm in Hamburg) wurde ich
bei Kriegsausbruch Anfang September 1939 zur Polizeiverstirkung - meiner
Erinnerung nach zur Zweiten SS-Totenkopfstandarte Brandenburg nach Oranien-
burg - einberufen. Als $8-Schitze wurde ich im Polen-Feldzug eingesetst.

An Kampfhandlungen hat meine Formation jedoch nicht mehr teilgenommen; sie
war damals nur etwa 8 Tage in dem eingenommenen polnischen Gebiet und
wurde dann ins Reichsgebiet zurtickgenommen. Im Frithjahr 1940 wurde ich
dann zur Ersten S5-Reiterstandarte mit dem Standort Warschau und von dort
spliter zum Offiziers-Kriegslehrgang an die Junkerschule Bad T8lz abkomman-
diert.

Nach Absolvierung des Offizierslehrganges und BefSrderung zum Oberschar-
fuhrer-Fihreranwirter wurde ich Ende November oder Dezember 1940 zu mei-
nem alten Regiment, das jetst Erstes SS-Reiterregiment hie8, zurtckversetst.
Zwischen Beendigung des Offizierslehrganges in T0lz und dem Dienstantritt
beim Ersten SS-Reiterregiment wurde mir auf Antrag ein liingerer Arbeitsur-
laub - nach meiner Erinnerung 8 oder 10 Wochen - fiir die Firma Friedrich
Heins in Hamburg gewdhrt,

Beim Ersten SS-Reiterregiment wurde ich Zugftthrer in der 1. Schwadron und
als Ausbildungsoffizier verwandt. Das Regiment wurde etwa im Mai/Juni 1941
nach Ostpreuflen verlegt und ritt am 21. Juli 1941 nach Ruflland ein. Wihrend
des Vormarsches - nach meiner Erinnerung bereits Ende Juli 1941 - wurde
ich als Ordonnansoffizier zum Stab des Ersten Reiterregiments, welcher spii-
ter der Stab der Ersten Reiterbrigade wurde, versetzt. Meine Tatigkeit als
Ordonnanzoffizier lag im wesentlichen darin, Verbindung zum (bergeordneten
Wehrmachtsbefehlshaber zu halten.

Im Dezember 1941 kam ich wegen Krankheit ins Lazarett Berlin-Lichterfelde.
Nach meiner Genesung Ende Februar / Anfang Mérz 1942 wurde ich zum
$S-Fuhrungshauptamt, Amt Reit- und Fahrwesen (I. N. 3) kommandiert.

Als im Winter 1942 die K&mpfe an der Ostfront, besonders im Don-Raum, eine
gefihrliche Wendung nahmen, wurden sur Unterst@tzung in dem Raum, in dem
ungarische, italienische und ruménische Einheiten eingesetzt waren, deutsche
Kampfgruppen neu gebildet und als Korsettstangen eingesetzt. Ich wurde im
Dezember 1942 einer Kampigruppe zugeteilt. Die K&mpfe, in deren Verlauf
die Kampfgruppe vbllig aufgerieben wurde, dauerten bis Mérz 1943,

Nach Aufldsung des Restes dieser Kampfgruppe wurde ich sum SS-Fihrungs-
hauptamt surtickbeordert und nahm dort meine alte THtigkeit wieder auf. Etwa
Oktober 1943 wurde ich zur 8. SS-Kavalleriedivision, die am Dnjepr im Raum
von Kriwoi Rog im Abwehrkampf stand, befohlen und kam zwei Monate spiiter
zum SS-Fuhrungshauptamt nach Berlin surfick. In meiner Eigenschaft als An-
gehdriger des Amtes Reit- und Fahrwesen wurde ich im Mérz 1944 nach Buda-~
pest kommandiert mit dem Auftrag, dort susammen mit der Wehrmacht und
dem ungarischen Kriegsministerium (Honvedministerium) Pferde und Aus-
riistungsgegenstinde fir aufzufrischende bzw. neu aufzustellende bespannte
und berittene Einheiten der Wehrmacht und der Waffen-SS zu beschaffen.
