Thank you very much for your information about the decision of the KSS to appoint
Dr. C.K. Paul Singh as your representative to our Kuratorium for the coming é
years. I have already written to Dr. Singh in this matter and included copy of the
same for you.

Now we have one formal legal difficulty and I would request you to help us to
solve this, We had requested the six German Churches and G.E.L. Church, who
send representatives to our Kuratorium to appeint these upto November 1985,
when the new Kuratorium was elected. Since we did not have any decision from
your side at that time, we elected Dr. Bage to get the complete number for our
constituent session in January, where the chairman and executive comitee were
elected, We never intended to replace your decision. Therefore the best way to
implement your decision would be, if Dr. Bage sends us an official letter of his
resignation as a member of the Kuratorium till the next session on April 25th

and we would then confirm the appointment of Dr. Singh to satisfy the require-
ments of our legal authorities in Berlin. This way was also agreed upon with

Dr. Bage last November, in case the KSS would decide to have another representa-
tive to our Kuratorium. This does not prevent Dr. Singh to attend the April meeting,
although we would prefer his coming in December.

Kurze biographische Notizen zu den indischen Besuchern im Herbst 1985

Dr. Marsallan Bage:

Dr. Bage gehdrte zu einer Gruppe von Studenten, die Ende der 50ger Jahre hier
in Deutschland studiert haben. Er hat etliche Jahre in Berlin gelebt, auBer
Theologie auch Religionswissenschaft studiert und promoviert (ber das
Thema: "Ph@nomenologie der Munda Religion." Nach seiner Riickkehr nach Indien
war er in den verschiedensten Funktionen in der Gossner Kirche tdtig. Etliche
Jahre war er in der Kirchenverwaltung, unter anderem Pridsident des Siidost- und
des Orissa-Anchals; zweimal war er Kirchenprdsident der Gossner Kirche fiir je
eine dreijdhrige Amtsperiode. Dazwischen hat er einige Jahre an der Theo-
logischen Hochschule in  Serampore bei Kalkutta Religionsgeschichte
unterrichtet. Neben seiner Tadtigkeit als Kirchenprd@sident in Ranchi hat er
Jeweils als Teilzeitdozent an der Theologischen Hochschule in Ranchi
mitgearbeitet. Seit sechs Jahren ist er offizieller Vertreter der indischen
Gossner Kirche im Kuratorium der Gossner Mission. Seitdem ist er jedes Jahr
einmal zu einer Sitzung nach Deutschland gekommen und hat in Verbindung damit
immer auch Gemeinden und Landeskirchen besucht. Seine letzte Amtszeit als
Président der Gossner Kirche endete im Oktober letzten Jahres.

Jetzt hat er ein Programm mit dem Namen:"Neues Licht und Leben" auf dem Dorf
Govindpur, etwa vierzig Kilometer von Ranchi entfernt, begonnen. In Govindpur
findet seit Jahrzehnten die Ausbildung der Prediger und Katechetinnen statt.
Die Manner werden meist ehrenamtliche Gemeindeleiter (Pracharaks), wdhrend die
Frauen (Pracharikas) in der Frauenarbeit der Kirche eingesetzt werden.In
kleineren Dorfern halten sie oft aber auch selbst Gottesdienste und leiten
praktisch die Gemeinde. Die Ausbildung in Govindpur entspricht etwa der
unserer friheren Gemeindehelfer. Es werden vor allem theologische Ficher
unterrichtet und in die Praxis des Gemeindelebens eingefiihrt.

ODr. Bage hat nun begonnen, mit den theologischen Fachern eine Ausbildung in
praktischen Fragen der Dorfentwicklung zu kombinieren. Das Ziel ist, daB die
von der Dorfgemeinschaft akzeptierten Gemeindeleiter auch selbst bei Fragen
der Dorfentwicklung mitarbeiten konnen. Bisher sind bei Dorfentwicklungs-
programmen oft Probleme aufgetreten, wenn freiwillige Mitarbeiter von anderen
Organisationen in die Dorfer kamen und nicht das Vertrauen der Dorfbevdlkerung
besallen. Mit diesem Ausbildungsprogramm sollen die Widerstdnde der Dorf-
gemeinden gegen neue Entwicklungsprogramme und neue Techniken abgebaut werden.
Or. Bage hat Ende letzten Jahres mit ganz bescheidenen Mitteln begonnen. Er
versucht bewuBt, ohne groBe Unterstiitzung von auBen auszukommen und die
lokalen Moglichkeiten fir sein neues Programm auszunutzen. Die Kirche hat ihm
Land zur Bestellung und zum praktischen Ausprobieren von neuen Anbaumethoden
zur Verflgung gestellt. Aus dem Ertrag dieser Felder kdnnen die laufenden
Kosten des neuen Programms weitgehend gedeckt werden. Es ist sicher
interessant, von Dr. Bage zu hdren, wie das neue Programm angelaufen ist und
welche Perspektiven er dafiir sieht.

Dr. Bage spricht flieBend deutsch, braucht keinen Ubersetzer. Er weifl sehr
genau Uber die Gossner Kirche Bescheid, iber die Probleme von Chotanagpur,
aber auch Uber die indischen Religionen und die Gesellschaft. Er kann sich
auch sehr gut auf verschiedene Gruppen einstellen.




Pfarrer Christ Saban Royan Topno, Pridsident des Siidostdristrikts der Gossner

Kirche in Khunti

Pfarrer C.S.R. Topno war nach seiner theologischen Ausbildung mehrere Jahre
als Dozent der Theologischen Hochschule der Gossner Kirche in Ranchi tatig.
Vor etwa vier Jahren wurde er zum Prdsidenten des Sildost-Anchals der Gossner
Kirche mit etwa 100-150.000 Gemeindegliedern gewdhlt. Seit September 1985 ist
er fur ein Jahr auf Einladung der Ev. Kirche in Berlin-Brandenburg/DDR in die
DDR gekommen. Dort lernt er zur Zeit gerade Deutsch. AnschlieBend soll er
neben Besuchen in Gemeinden noch Erfahrung mit der Kirchenverwaltung in der
DDR sammeln. Er wird jetzt aus AnlaB der Sitzung des Kuratoriums fir etwa eine
Woche in die Bundesrepublik kommen und mdchte die Gelegenheit benutzen, auch
Gemeinden in der Bundesrepublik kennenzulernen. Pfarrer Topno spricht
vermutlich bisher noch ausreichend Deutsch, um ohne Ubersetzer auskommen zu
kénnen. Er kennt die Gossner Kirche, die Probleme der indischen Dérfer und der
Gesellschaft in Chotanagpur, weiB natiirlich auch Bescheid Uber die anderen
christlichen Kirchen und die nichtchristlichen Religionen. Interessant ist es
auch, von ihm zu erfahren, wie die Begegnung mit deutschen Gemeinden in der
DDR auf ihn gewirkt hat.

Frau Santoshi Horo:

Frau Santoshi Horo war jahrzehntelang in der Leitung der Tabitha-Schule in
Govindpur tatig. Dort werden Gemeindehelferinnen (Pracharikas) fir den Dienst
in der Kirche ausgebildet. Die Ausbildung umfaBt neben biblischen und
theologischen Themen auch hauswirtschaftliche Tatigkeiten und die Beratung von
Familien. Lange Jahre war Miss Horo Mitarbeiterin der beiden Missionarinnen,
Hedwig Schmidt und Anni Diller, die diese Schule sehr nachhhaltig gepragt
haben. Noch heute spiirt man der Tabitha-Schule in Govindpur die Liebe und
Hingabe ab, die das ganze Leben der Schule, das &ulere Auftreten der
Studentinnen und auch das Aussehen der Schulgebdude bestimmen. Frau Horo hat
selber frilher sicher eine einfache Ausbildung erfahren, spricht auch kaum
englisch, sondern hauptsédchlich Hindi. Sie verkdrpert noch eine Generation von
Gossner-Christen in Indien, wie wir sie bald nicht mehr erleben werden. Fir
sie ist die Méglichkeit, Dr. Bage auf seiner Deutschlandreise zu begleiten die
Erfiillung eines langgehegten Wunsches, doch selbst noch einmal das Land
kennenzulernen, von dem friher die Missionare nach Chotanagpur gekommen sind.
Sie weiB sehr gut (ber die Frauenarbeit der Kirche und Uber das Gemeindeleben
Bescheid. In gréBeren politischen Zusammenhangen und gesellschaftlichen Fragen
von Indien insgesamt wird sie sich nicht so gut auskennen. Fir sie wird
vermutlich ein Ubersetzung aus dem Hindi nétig sein. Glicklicherweise wird
Schwester Ilse Martin aus Berlin fiir die meiste Zeit ihres etwa vierwdchigen
Deutschlandaufenthaltes als Begleiterin und Ubersetzerin zur Verflgung stehen.

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IMPRESSIONS AND OBSERVATIONS OF OUR VISITS
TO THE EVANGELICAL CHURCHES IN GDR AND WEST
GERMANY FROM APRIL 23 $0 JUNE 9, 1985.

Several people have helped us in many respects in making
our visits suceessful and joyful, We cannot mention all the
names here, We wish to express special word of thanks to the
following few,

A word of thanks goes to Rev, D, Hecker,Director Gossner
Mission for making arrangements for our travels,

Our thanks are also due to Dr. Linn for making all necessary
arrangements for our visits to the churches in GDR.

Finally; all our host families in GDR as well as in West
Germany deserve word of thanks for their kind hospitalities
and other facllities offered to us which made our stay with
them very comfortable,

I

IN EAST GERMAY

In GDR our programmes were scheduled from 23rd April to 14th
May. Bev, Royan Dang arrived in GDR on the 23rd April while
Rev, Manmasih Ekka; because of certain difficulties, was late
for a week, He joined Rev, Dang on the 29th April, Since then
both were together in the rest of the programmes in GDR. During
these days we visited the following places and institutions,

A, Places visited.

Neu Zittau, Greifenhain, Ressen, Senftenberg ( Only Rev,
Dang. Rev, Ekka had not arrived then)., Marzahn, Falkensee,
Halle, Elseleben and Potsdam (both).

We had opportunities of meeting the pastors of the Evange-
lical Congregations of the new township Berlin-Marzahn and
also the members of the Church Council of the Evangelical
Church in Berlin-Brandenburg, These two meetings gave us a
glimpse of how well organized the congregations are there,

The pastors meet from time to time and this is what 1s worth
noting, Later in several places we had encounters with the
people of different groups - Presbyters, Catechists, men and
women engaged in church activities, groups of young people,
boys and girls of Confirmation classes, children of kinder-
garten schools; a huge gathering of children in Ecumenical
Misslonary Centre Berlin, Dr. Gunther; leader of the Socialist
Party, Mayor in Neu Zittau ( Rev. Dang had encounter with the
Mayor in Neu Zittau., Rev, Ekka was not there ).

Positive Observations

1. In several places we had lively discussions with the
members of the Congregations, We discovered that the
Christians in GDR have freedom to profess and practice
their faith., However, sometimes the life of a Christian

is not so easy in the public sphere.

2 Number of Christians appear to be declining. In the
course of our discussion when we asked whether the number
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of membership i1s increasing or decreasing the reply given
to us was that "the number of membership is declining but
the sense of dedication is increasing.”

While talking about the financial resources one of the
answers given to us was that the main source is church tax.
But thls tax is not deducted from the salaries rather the
members themselves go to church office and pay their taxes.
The pastor does not need to go to them for this purpose.
This is interesting,

Confirmation classes are held for boys and girls from

about 9~ 14 years old for three years, Duration of instruc-
tion is much longer than our three months' compact programme,
In our present situation anywhere where there is no provi-
8lon for Christian education in schools this is indeed
necessary and helpful.

Encounters with children were very interesting. In these
encounters what impressed us more was their inquisitivenessy
They asked us many questions, sometimes funny questions

toos In one Confirmation class one girl asked a question:

" Do the women cover their heads ?" We sald: "Yes. The
Moslem ladies do cover their heads.," Then she said: "How

do they kiss then 7",

Pastors get the same salary as others,

Apart from the church life two observations are worth
mentioning which captured sur attention. First is the
education system which gives vocational training. Conse-
quently soon after the education is over one is quite sure
of what job he o® she will be going to get. This;im one
way, explains why there is no problem of unemployment,

Secondly, it ‘i1s interesting to note that the prices
of commodities are well controdled for the last 35 years,
Success 1in stabllizing economy for such a long period is
indeed a great achievement. :

Negative aspects

The very first Sunday in GDR on 28-4-85 I (Rev, Dang) got
a different picture of church life from what I was expec-
ting. I had been informed that I had to preach in two
Congregations, Unfortunately that day was cold enough, Only
few people turned up in the first congregation, Then the
pastor looked around and saids " People will not come so
there will be no service today., We sBall have just a
Sunday school class." What made me feel disappointed was
not that I had prepared a very good sermon rather the
Sltuation that led the pastor to say the unexpected state-
ment that "there will be no service today." This was the
beginning of my observation. In the rest of our programmes
we visited several other churches, Situations differed
from place to place and church to church.

Congregations are very big with quite a large number of

membership but attendance on Sunday services is very low,

More striking 1s the fact that the participation of young
" people in Sunday services is almost negligible., Indeed, we
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did see some young boys and girls in a church at Falkensee
and in Martin-Luther Kapelle at Potsdam.

% It is already mentioned above that the Confirmation classes
are held for three mmmkkz years, But the sad part of the
story is that once the Confirmation ceremonies are over
the boys and girls seldom appear in Sunday services any
more.,

B. The Institutions visited.

Sprachenkonvikt- the Theological Academy of the
Evangelical Church in Berlin-Brandenburg (Rev, Ekka had
not arrived by then), Paulinum in Berlin, Martin- Luther
University in Halle and ‘Oberseminar at Potsdam.

Observations:

1, Establishment ( Staff, Library and other facilities) of
all the above institutions are excellent,

2, Number of students in all these institutions is considerably
high which indicates that there is interest in young
people in theological studies,

3¢ A good number of young girls are studying theolegy which
is inspiring and challenging.

b, It 1s noteworthy that in a soclalist regime where there is
& clear cut separation of State and religion the old set
up of the University still prevails where the Department
of Theology 1s part of other faculties,

In addition to the above Theological Schools we visited
‘a Peda-gogical Institution at Potsdam, It appears to be the
first of its kind which trains young men and women between
20-35 years old who wish to work in the church,

II RETURN TO WEST GERMANY

We came over to West Germany in the morning of the
15th May. Our schedule in the West was from May 15 to June 9, 85,
During these days we visited the following places and institutions,

A. Places visited.

Berlin, Dortmund, Bochum, East Westfalia ( Dune, Biele-
field, Bethel), Mainz, Kéln and Dusseldorf.

While Rev, Dang was at Bochum Rev, Ekka went back to
Berlin to attend a programme of partnership with the visitors
of Africa. Rev, Dang had opportunity of meeting the pastors of
Dortmund Ilaka.

B. The Institutions visited.

Schweicheln ("help for the youth") in Dune, Centre for
handicapped people in Bethel, Ecumenical Workshops at Bethel
and Wuppertal, Theological Schools at Bethel and Wuppertal;
University of Bochum, Kindergarten schools; also one publie
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school at Dune, one glass factory at Wiesbaden, one car
factory (Opel) in Mainz, finally, Kipmchentag at Dusseldorf,
Apart from these we also visited two farms- one was Blologl-
cal Farm and the other was piggery( both at Dune), :

Observations:

1. Schweicheln in Dune and the Centre for the handicapped
people in Bethel are two interesting institutions doing
wonderful services to the helpless and needy people, It
was in Bethel where we met the first and the only lady
with no education at all., She had been in the Centre for
the handicapped institution for last fifteen XEERX,
years, She was not married but had a daughter of six
years old. This kind of helpless people get shelter and
guldance in these institutions.

2
2, Comments Nos. 2 & & at pages 2-3 above are also applicable
to the churches in the West, We noted the lack of partici-
. pation of young people in Sunday services even in the West.,
We had a good discussion on this point, In our attempt to
understand the reasons which led to such situation we
received different answers., Some parents said that the
boys and girls wateh T.V, till late night on Saturdays.
Hence thoy'slaep longer on Sundays, This might be true but
1t does not seem to be a satisfactory answer because, to
our knowledge, the Sunday services normally start at or
after 9.30 a.m, and not like some of ours which start at
6430 asm, Others sald: "It depends upon the parents,:
Because the parents themselves do not go to Sunday services
therefore the children do not go." We are not offering
any solution nor can we suggest any, But this is a point
worth condering,

3. In Luther House at Dortmund Rev, Dang had interesting
discussion with a group of women, They have almost similar
organizations as the women of GEL Church at Ranchi, We are
happy to record a word of thanks to Frau Kast who presented

. to us 200 DM for Mahila Samaj (Women's organization) of
GEL Church at Ranchi, Our thanks also go to all sisters
of that Congregation.

ks Both in GDR and in the West the churches are willing to
establish partnership with the churches outside the country,
There are organizations which keep contact with the churches
outside the country, Indla-Working group in East Berlin
and Bethel Mission in the West are good examples of this
kind of organizations, Relationship of this kind needs to
be explored and promoted further,

5¢ Visits to glass factory in Wiesbaden and car factory (Opel)

in Mainz gave us impression that the people working in
industries are pretty busy in their duties throughout the

. week, By the end of the week they feel almost exhausted,
Therefore they prefer to go out on week ends to their
respective weekend houses, Sunday service has no meaning
for them, Pastors have hard task to find out the factors
wWhich keep these workers more and more alienated from
service., This has become all the more difficult because,
as reported to us by one pastor, "all the pastors come
from middle class families, They have no experience of the

;»—
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situations of the working class people," If this state-
ment is correct then thls might be one of the basic
factors that makes difficult to present the Gospel

message in a meaningful way to the working class people,
Thus there 1s a greater need of missionary work within the
country 3

III., Impressions in Kirchentag
at Dusseldorf.

It was really surprising to see the excitement of young

people in Kirchentag. We call it surprising because from

the beginning to the end of our visit programme both in East
and West we did not see participation of young people in
church services, But the programme at Kirchentag did impress
us very much, The few points which impressed us much are

as follows: :

Right from the beginning to the end one could see full
participation with great enthusiasm in all programmes,
Normally it 1s noted that even in the Sunday services
people are very much particular about time, Whereas in
those programmes these young boys and girls could sit
continually from R0 a.m, to late in the night up te 11 p.m,

Above all, in such a huge crowd as that was; what was
more fascinating was- the discipline, The last programme
that took place in the stadium was a good example for it,
Although it was ralming there was no disturbance at all,
The whole programme came to an end very peacefully and
Joyfully.

IV. Few Comments on the Schedule of our
visit Programme

Our schedule in general was fine but in some places it
was tough. There was no time for rest. There should be
time for rest,

All our host famlilies were pastoral families, We were
undoubtedly happy with them, However, if we had chances

to stay at least once or twice with other families (other
than pastoral families) possibly that might have given

us different outlook of church life, But we understand

the difficulty. In other families all members are engaged
in different works and duties, Hence they cannot afford
time to entertain guests therefore they may not be willing
to accept guests.

In West Berlin we wanted to have some more time. We wanted
to talk with some persons, for example, the former
Directors of Gossner Mission and other persons who have
visited our GEL Church. Their impressions and comments
about our GEL Church would have been highly valuable for
us, One evening we did have time to meet them in Gossner
Mission House but that did not serve our purpose because
we could not talk with them personally. However, we had
discussions with Rev, Mische, Sectretary for Zambia
Mission and Rev, D, Hecker Director Gossner Mission, Their
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observations and comments are very valuable for us.

Rev, Mische raised a question of establishing partnership
with African churches, Certainly our chureh would gladly
welcome this suggestioén.

V. Suggestions

Some kind of exchange programme for young people would
be very helpful.

Exchange programme for pastors giving them chance to work
for at least one year or two 1in a congregation would be
more helpful for wider and deeper experience,

We do trust, that there
is no difficulty, just in case, you would not reach any one by phone.

The easiest way for you would be to get a ticket issued from &rya Travels also
for Berlin from Frankfurt. You can tell the Manager, Mr. Dooldée Chand Sah, that
we would send him a cheque for the cost of this ticket, if necessary. In all
other cases, the safest will be, if you go by train to Mainzto the centre of
Gossner Mission there.

Im Bericht dieser Besucher wird her-
vorgehoben, daB die Deutschen ihnen zwar viel gezeigt haben, was sie tun, viel
soziales Engagement, daf aber kaum herauskam, wer die Deutschen als Christen
sind, was sie glauben, wie sie ihren christlichen Glauben artikulieren, wer sie
als Menschen sind, was sie flrchten, woriber sie glicklich sind.

Diesen Kommentar haben wir uns bei der Gossner Mission zu Herzen genommen.

Denn auch wir zeigen unseren Besuchern viel von dem, was die Kirche macht, aber
wir lassen wenig von unserem geistlichen Leben erkennen. Was uns in der Kirche
an Fragen bewegt, wie wir unseren Glauben verstehen, wie wir miteinander um-
gehen, das kommt nicht richtig heraus.

Ein Grund ist, daB wir mit unseren Gasten viele soziale Einrichtungen besuchen,
aber wenige Bibelstunden..Und wenn wir Kreise besuchen, dann lassen wir nur die
Besucher reden und von ihrer Heimat erzdhlen, aber sie erleben nicht, womit sich
unsere Kreise normalerweise beschaftigen.

Das méchten wir jetzt gern etwas verbessern. Und darum bitten wir Sie zu prifen,
in welcher Weise und bei welchen Gelegenheiten Sie den beiden Briidern aus Indien
Einblick in das normale Leben der Gemeinde oder einzelner Kreise geben kd&nnen.

Das kann einerseits dadurch geschehen, daB in einem Kreis nur die Hdlfte der Zeit
aus Indien erzdhlt wird, und die andere H3lfte der Kreis sein typisches Programm
macht. Die Gdste kdénnen auch mal zu einer Bibelstunde eingeladen werden, wo sie
nicht berichten, sondern nur zuhéren, vielleicht sich am Gesprich beteiligen,

Oder einige Pastoren (und Alteste) kénnten sich mal mit ihnen zu einem Gesprich
tUber das geistliche Leben der Kirche treffen. Vielleicht haben Sie auch noch
andere Ideen.

Auf jeden Fall wilirde ich mich sehr freuen, wenn bei diesem Besuch nicht nur unsere
imponierenden sozialen Einrichtungen, sondern auch unser Zusammenleben als Christen
in der Gemeinde erkennbar wirde. Nicht nur, was wir machen, sondern auch, wer wir
sind.

Die Einrichtungen der Kirche sollen dabei natiirlich nicht ganz unter den Tisch
fallen. Wir stellen uns eine Mischung vor.

cordingly the programmes and arrangements were made possible in

¢o-operation with the EVANGELISCHES KONSISIORIUM, Bln- Branden-

burg.

o During my stay I had the chance to visit and to talk with &he
friends and church leaders, children and youth groups, married- !

{ couple-groups, confirmation-class groups and church elder gro=-

ups, I also participated actively in prayer meetings, ecumeni«~
eal church services, mission festivals, Pastors-Superintendents
and church co-workers- retreats, christian children relly and
consultation group. In meetinges with individuals, leaders and
different groups it was not only a mere exchange of information
and experience, but it was £lso for gratitude and encourage-
meént to hear the life and experience of the partners, It was a
great pleasure and edification for me to hear how the indivi-
. duals and christian groups inspite of many difficulties and
inconveniences 1live for their faith and for His glery in the
socialistic country of GDR., Theff each step and movement in
their daily life is a witness to Christ in their given situa-
tion, They find their own ways and means to express their Chris-
tian faith and witness, During these talks I could realise,

how in many congregations Ch#tstian youth-and lay-groups as well
as Flders including the Clergy were very often complaining of
the indifferent and resigned attitude of christians towards the
church- towards (hristian faith and witness.
