The Church spent Rs. 30/~ per student
per month. The monthly bill per
student in the boarding is Rs. 65/-.
The G.E.I,.C. students themselves
have to be responsible for extra expense
of Rs. 25/- each per month.

Miss Martin
offered Rs. 160/- per month for
these students for twelve month. One
of our student, Mr. Binod Tirkey, was
supported by K N.H, Scholarship of
Rs. 80/- (eighty) per month.

The above statements show that
the workers in the College are leading
2 sacrificial life for the church and the
G.E 1..C. students, upon whom depend
the future leadership, are trained to
lead a life of poverty-.

Ag far as the training of the pastor
is concerned, the G.E.L. Church has
never played a definite financial role.
The Gossner Theological College at
Ranchi and the Bible and Buniyad:
Training School at Govindpur are
financially foreign institutions. The
G.E.L. Church has spent her strength
and money for establishing and
running secular institutions but she
has not spent a penny for this College.
The real test of financial autonomy has
come. The workers in the College and

A

the students did not get their salary
and stipend from December 1975 to
February 1976. Request for financial
gssistance was made known to the
Church. The church leaders instead of
helping started finding faults with the
College. The financial autonomy is
one of the reasons which is responsible
for driving almost all the highly
qualified persons in Theology out from

the Church service.

The College continues to be a
College in the midst of financial
threats. The lecturers do mnot loose

their patience. The students are faith-
ful in their studies. The university
result for this academic year is Cent-
per cenb.

Jaganath Mishra came as Chief guest
on the occasion. The Second oceasion
was the drama staged under the

guidance of the Deputy Commissioner,
Ranchi, for raising money for flood
sticken people of Bihar, The College

recelves small revenue from those who
use it.

4. Rooms for office purpose have
been allotted to Lutheran World Ber-
vice, William Carey Regearch Institute
and the CISRS Ranchi, Branch.

1 Historical Background —

The German Missionaries sent by Johannes Evangeliste
Gossner established a Seminary in 1866 for the training o!
preachers, teachers and pastors. The first man to be ordalned
from the Seminary in 1869 was Paulus Nemo. Te was from
Ilu-Jargo (Purulia Parish, W-B).

The Seminary functioned efficiently along with the
Gossner High Schaol until 1914, Daring the first world
war it was closed and was restarted in 1921 by the help of the
missionaries belonging to the United Lutheran Church in
America. Then again during world war Il the seminary was
shifted to Govindpur and Lohardaga respectively. The
world war was over and this Seminary was shifted back to
Ranchi. It had a nomadic life. It had no building. In the
begining the candidate had to undergo seven years training.
Afrer the first world war the training period was reduced to
four years. ' In 1949, the Seminary was affiliated to Serampur
College (university). Since then it has been called the
Lutheran Theological College, Ranchi. The students have
been coming to study here from M. P. Lutheran Church,
Church of North India and the Northern Evangelical
Lutheran Church.

In 1969 this college has been upgraded to Bachelor of
Theology degree with four year course. Since then this college
is known as the Gossner Theological College. The minimum
qualification for admission is matric pass. '1he graduates are
also admitted.

The purpose of this  college 1s to prepare men and
women to be efficient and effective witness of Jesus Christ's as
pastors and lay workers in all walks of life.

Location »- The G. E. L. Church Compound is located
at the very central part of Ranchi City. The western boundry
of the compound touches the Main Road and the Gossner
Theological administrative, Staff quarters and hostel build-
ings are about two hundred yards inside from the Main Road
to the western edge of the Church Compound.

Ranchi City has a population of about 4,00,000 people—
Hindu, Muslem, Tribals (Christian and Non Christian). It is
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the district and divisional headquarters of Ranchi District
and Chotanagpur Division of Bihar State. It is a growing
city with Jamshedpur, Rourkela and Bokaro Steel Plants
within a radius of 100 miles and Hatia Heavy Engineering
Corporation only 7 miles South of Ranchi proper. The
Hindusthan Steel and National Coal Development Corpora-
tion have their headquarters at Ranchi.

Ranchi is a university town with about 55 Colleges. It
1s the ecclesiastical centre of the Gossner Evangelical Luthe-
ran Church, The Roman Catholic Church and the Church
of North India (Chotanagpur Diocese).

Report of the Librarian of Gossner
Theological College
Ranchi

1. Present Situation of Gossner Theological College Library

The Library of Gossner Theological College is accommuoda-
ted 1n one room of the building, which houses also the class
rooms and the chapel (about 56 sq. meters). The Floor is
cemented and fans are installed, so that the books can be protec-
ted safely from insects and too much moisture Most of the
bookshelves are wooden and partly too old. There is a working
desk for the full time Assistant Librarian and places for about
twenty student at tables during the study hours, There is no
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doubt, that it is too congested at present. Books can be used
either in the library itself by the students or are issued for the
time of two weeks, with the exception of course books, which
may be kept by the student for the whole year. Since many
of our students cannot afford private course books and the
scholarships are not sufficient to provide them to each student
individually as before, this has become an additional task for
our library. A new building is under construction, which will
solve the problem of space. Until then with some additional
new steel shelves, quite a number of additional books can be
accommodated. Periodicals are displayed at a stand near the
entrance (only the last issues). Since two years all scholarly
periodicals are bound at the end of the year, but keeping
them complete, is one of the most difficult things,

Most of the books are catalogued, but there has not yet
been introduced a standard classification system. Adfter the
training of our Assistant Librarian at UTC Bangalore has been
completed, the Dewey Decimal Classification system will be
introduced, starting within the next month.

There are about 3435 books in the library (periodicals
excluded)

The main weakness of our library has been, that there was
no trained or full time Librarian, who could look after a balan-
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ced developments of the library and there have also been no
regular funds allotted, but in irregular times funds have been
made available. So the reference section has been very badly
neglected and even the most basic tools are still missing,
because at the above described situation only the books needed
most urgently for the different courses were acquired.

II Recent difficulties, improvements and future plans

1 From 1969 till 1973 nearly no new books were acquired
for difterent reasons :

There was always the hope, that the new building would
be started earlier, that it would not be necessary to make the
limited space even more congested.

There was no full time Library incharge, who could have
looked after the books properly and{guaranteed the proper
processing and cataloguing.

Since many attempts had been made before to introduce
some little improvement in the local classification system,
which all made our lists and documents even more difficult
to operate, we decided to wait, till the possibility of getting
someone trained and employed as full time person, who would
be able to introduce Dewey Decimal Classification system. So
we did not try to meddle much more with the old outdated
system. We are now just waiting for the Classification
catalogue to come, till we can siart the new system.

Since regular funds were not budgeted for the Library, we
had to apply for funds from the Lutheran World Federation
and Gossner Mission, which took considerable time,

2. This stage is now over and we have been able to
introduce some improvements in our library.

In 1972/74 all the books (with only few missing) have
been catalogued for the first time according to author and
titles, The Classification of the old system is entered only
with pencil, so that it can be easily changed to the Dewey
system. '

The Collection of periodicals has been enlarged, old
Volumes completed as far as possible and all the volumes are
bound at the end of each year.
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With one new higher steel rack we are able to accommodate
as many books as shall be coming till the completion of the
new building. Another such rack could also be placed in the
present room,

A Reterence section was introduced, both general and for
the different courses. These books are not issued.

We got a number of books for the reference section,
especially Hindi Dictionaries and Encyclopedia.

New books and Library equipment for Rs. 3000/- have
been acquired in 1973/74 in India. Books worth 300 Pounds
have been ordered and are on their way from England, among
which the most important publication is the ‘“Theological
Dictionary to the New Testament” Ed. by G. Kittel (10 vls.).

At present we are trying to improve our periodical section,
both mew and old issues and shall be starting with the
introduction of The Dewey Decimal system socon.

The most important step forward has been the appoint-
ment of Mr. Yakub Soreng, who finished his BTH—course
1974 at our College as a full time Assistant Librarian since
August 1974. He had been for a 3 month’s training at UTC
Bangalore. Thus a continuous and balanced development of
our library in the coming years has become possible,

3. Plans and prospect for the near future :

All persons and institutions concerned with Gossner
Theological College agree, that someé major and extraordinary
steps to improve the College Library are necessary in the com-
ing vears. The prospects for this improvement are good.

The new College Building construction has begun. 'So the

problem of space will be solved soon.
With the appointment of a full time Assistant Librarian
the conditions are given for a proper administration of the

library and its extension.

LLast years expenses of about Rs. 9000/~ have been a consi-
derable step forward for a College of our size and setrup. We
must definitely see also the limits, upto which a library can be
kept by the present financial supporter, i.e. the G.E.L. Church.
There is no point in going too much beyond the capacities of
the G.E.L. Church, which would render this institution too
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much dependent on foreign support. Therefore all our plans
for the future must be within the framewoérk of this Church,
at least as long as there are no other Indian resources available
for the next few vears to come.

There are funds available upto Rs. 15,000 for the next two
years esp. from Gossner Mission, which had promised regular
support, which has not been utilized for some years because
of the above stated difficulties.

The major task in building up the Gossner Theological
College library remains for some time the reterence section
with some basic tools, dictionaries, encyclopedias, both general
and theological, and some more recent series of commentaries
as well as scholarly periodicals, especially for the use of the
staff members, These books are all extremely costly, but we
plan to reach such a point till 1976, that from then onwards
there can be again a more regular development with lower
annual expenses. But with the only definite financial resources
of the G.E.L. Church as responsible Body for Gossner Theo-
logical College we shall not be able to build up such big
libraries as the older and more established BD Collegs in
India. We shall have to select according to our needs and
the special requirements and position of Gossner Theological
College within Theological Education in Protestant Churches
in India. There are two main emphasis in our situation
besides the fact, that Gossner Theological College is the main
Hindi medium BTh. College affiliated to Serampore in the
North east of India, Most of the students are Lutheran
and a majority of the students have an Adivasi background.
So we shall have to develope especially these two fields more
extensively : literature about Lutheran Theology and Indian
religions we must put more stress on tribal religion and
anthropology than other Colleges serving students with diffe-
rent denominational and communal background in India.
These are also the fields, where independent and further
studies might be pursued in a possible later stage of develop-
ment ot this College.

We also plan to start an archive section for materials
especially from the G E.L. Church and the whole Chotanag-
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pur area. There is a great need for this, because there does not
seem to be any arrangement for a systematic collection and
preservation of documents relating to the history of the
church in this area. In this matter we shall look for coopera-
tion with the Roman Catholic Church and the CNI. This
cooperation would also be needed in other library matters,
but has not been started yvet. It may be especially fruitful
with the Roman Catholic 5t. Albert's College with their con-
siderably larger library.

We had hope that the problems in the GELC would
end up with the neutral person Dr. C. K. P. Singh, This hope of
ours 1s against hope. He Inaugurated the new bullding on July 10,
1975+ All the people are happy to have such a beutiful building.
Prior to the inauguration of the bullding, we,as college council,
took decision under his chairmanship to rent out our old elass
rooms to Gossner College for Sclence classes. 1 am sorry he 1is up
against his own decision. In between August 20 = 26, 1975, he
wrote a letter to the Vice~Chancellor, Ranchl University, informing
that the rooms for science classes had not been glven to (Gossner
College, and that the permission to start science in the college
be wlthheld. In support of his letter he got signatures of foure-
teen members of Ranchl GELC. Unfortunately they are all lMundas.
By doing this he has almost divided the church into two camps and
exposed himself as a feeble minded and contradictory person.

The honourable signatories are those who in
November 1973, were dead against Dr, Singh and had a plan to kick
him off the chalr of the church and to create disturbances and
uncertainties in the church administration. They are the same
fellows who Instigated the opposition (Dhram Pradesh) group to
file a title sult in the local ecivil court against Dr, Singh and
company .

The GELC brothers and sisters were happy to have
a new constitution., They hope and trusted that the problems of the
church would be solved by the new constitution, The -eonstitution
ls ready duly adopted by unanimous dedision of the K.S8.8. but it
can not be allegedly lmplemented due to the court case pending since
two years.

I think you have already gathered from Dr Rajaratnam's letter
of 7th September 1987 some idea of how things have been shaping in

Serampore in recent years, Let me briefly mention the facts,.

For some time a steady decline in the quality of the teaching
gtaff had been noticed, at first thought to be due to the gradual with-
drawal of senior staff members of doctorate standing. Confidential talks
revealed a sense of frustration among them, a feeling that could be
attributed according to them to the Principal's failure to infuse the
team spirit in the management of affairs, Their view was that the
administration was run by & coterie of teachers close to the seat of
authority, leaving the senior members completely out of the main stream
of acedamic life,

Disturbed by these trends the Council set up a Committee of
Enquiry headed by Bishop Jathamna to examine the causes of such a
situation., The Committee's report was critical of tie Chief Executive's
(Principal) inadequacies which in the Committee's opinion were responsible
for the unsatisfactory condition of the Theology Department, Possibly
sensing the possibility of an unfavourable verdict, the Principal resigned

of his own accord in Jume 1987, giving 3(three) months notice, Unfortunately

this period was marked by menoeuvres to instigate the staff and students

to acts of indiscipline, causing unrest in the campus. What was worse
were the efforts made under the cloak of injured innocence to danignﬁ
the Council, to whose ohstructive attitude was attributed all the 1lls
of the department. Sad to say, from this campgain even some top members
were not exempte And there is reason to believe that seversl mission
boards have been addressed accordinglye

At ite recent meeting the Council was convinced that the time had
come to place before the supporting Churches overseas all the facts, lest
and image be projected of the Council as an effete body without vision,
end impervious to ideas of development relevant to emerging needs, There
wes also the fear that such tendentious reports could raise uncertainities
in the minds of friends of Serampore abroaed about the wisdom of continuing

their support to a reportedly decadent institutiom.

You will I think agree that in matters of this kind personal
contact and discussion are more helpful in clearing the mind than
correspondencee It has therefore been suggested that as 1 shall be in
Burope in the near future, opportunity might be taken to meet representa-
tives of a few of the supporting missions in Europs, during my stay
there, Knowing how first impressions die hard, I am not sure what success

my efforts will have in making the Council's point of view acceptable to

those who through personal relationship or otherwise cherish a different
e
opinion of the reasons farﬂpresent state of the faculty. But we feel

that an attempt at clarification should be made.

I am therefore writing to enquire whether it would be convenient

for you to meet me for this purpose some time between 15th and 22nd

OPENING PRAYER: The opening prayer was offered by Rev.,S.N.,Jacob,

PURPOSE OF THE MEETING: Dr.S.Anirtham, Director of PTE/WCC
briefly explained that the idea of hﬂiﬁingysuch a Deeting origin-
ated quite sone time ago in view of severalfrequests nade by
individual Institutions to Overséas Mission Boards for grants to
inplenent their various projects. It was felt necessary to

have these grants channeled through a Body representing all the
Theological Colleges/Seninaries in the country. The BTESSC
during the past few years has to a great extent fulfilledfthe
role of a2 Co-ordinating Body through which these grants are
being chmneled t0 nenber institutions.

DESIRABILITY OF HAVING A NATIONAL CONSULTATION: The nembers at
this neeting agreed that there is need for holding a national
consultation in the near future. The nain objectives of such

a consultation will be to identify progranies of theological
education in the country for which everseas grants nay be

needed., A threadbear discussion was nade at this neeting regarding
the inportant key issues in theological fornation to which the
Churches and Seninaries will have to pay attention to., A
reference was nade to the fact that the "Conmission on Priorities”
in Theological Education has already been working during these
past few years to identify such key issues, The proposed con=-
sultation will be part of this process and not to be considered
as a culnination of the process, It was felt that a process of
theological formation already taking place in the country .nust

be sustained. In the neantime, however, theological reflection is
an ‘ongoing process and nust alwayes take into congideration the
changed situations at a particular tine and place, In India, for
exanple, religious pluralisn, cultural diversity, econonic and
political structure are the realities of life, which theological
education has to take into account for effective ninisterial
forn-~tion, Sone nembers expressed the inportance of theological
educotion done ot the grassroot level, The feed-back from

lay people is an inportant factor in deternining the prograorme

of theological education and franing the curriculun,

The guestion was raised whether partners outside India should
be involved in the process of such a consultation, The general
feeling expressed especially by the nenbers ¢f the BTESSC was
that the role of gverseas partners is to participate in the
whole of this process which leads to necessary deeisions, and
not only for naterial funding-, It will be helpful also if a
group of overseas partmers/theological teaochers spend a few
days before the consultation takes place in sone theological
colleges in India to see for thensclves the struggles andheeda
of such colleges. This can be also a two=-way process, viz. &
feed=back even for the Seninaries and Church agencies abroad.

The meeting was.held at the G.N-i. Bhavany; 15, Pandit Pant Marg;
New Delhi from 10,00 a.m. to 1.00 p.m. on the 22nd March, 1986.

1, - The opening prayer was offered by Revd. Dr. S. N, Jacob.

2. Purpose of the Meeling: Dr. S. Amirthamy, Director of PTE/WCC
~ beiefly explained that the idea of holding such a meeting
- originated quite some time ago in view of several requests
50 made by individual Institutions to Overseas Mission  Boards
for grants to implement their various projects. It was felt
- necessary to have these grants channeled through a Body rep-
resenting all the Theological Colleges/Seminaries in the
comntry. The BTESSC during the past few years has to a great
extent fulfilled the role of a Co-ordinating Body through
which these grants are being channeled . to member Institutions.

3. Desirability of having a National Consultations Ihe members
at this meeting agreed that there 1is need for holding a
national Consultation in the near future. The main objective
of such a Consultation will be to identify programmes of
theological education in-:the country for which overseas grants
may be needed. 4 threadbear discussion was made at this meet-
ing regarding the important key issues *n theological forma-
tion to which the Chunches and Seminaries will have to pay
attention to. A reference was made to the fact that the
' Commission on Priorities' in Theological BEducation has already
been working during these past few yea=s tO jdentify such key
jssues. The proposed consultation will be part of this pro-

. cess and not to be considered as a culmination of the processS.

. It was felt that a process of theological formation already

taking place in the countpy must be sustained. In the mean
time however, theological reflection 1s an ongoing process and
mast always take into consideration the changed situations
at a particular time and place. In India for example,Religious
pluralism% cul tural diversity, economic and political struc=
ture are the realities of life which theological education has
to take into account for effective ministerial formation. Soms
mambers expressed the importance of theological education done
at the grassroot level. The feed-back from lay people 1s an
important factor in determining the programme of theological
education and f-aming the curriculum.

The question was raised whether partners outside India should
be involved in the process of such a Consul tation. The general
feeling expressed especially by the menbers of the BTESSC was
that the role of overseas partners is O participate in the
whole of this process which leads to necessary decisions, and
not only for material funding. It will be helpful also if a
group of overseas partners/theological teachers spend a few
days before the Consultation takes plhce in some Theological
Colleges in India to see for themselves the struggles and needs
of such Colleges. This cdn be also a two-way process viz. a
feed-back even for the Seminaries and Church agencies abroad.

6.1 Information i{iber den Trager

Das Serampore College ist dem EMW bekannt. Verschiedene Ausbildungszweige
werden am College angeboten, u.a. fiihrt es eine theologische Abteilung.
Letztere bietet als Abschliisse ein erstes theologisches Examen (Bachelor of
Divinity) und ein Fortbildungsstudium an (Master of Theology). Die Studenten-
zahlen fiir den B.D.-Kursus bewegen sich zwischen 45 und 55, die fiir das Master-
Programm umfassen ca. vier bis sechs Kandidaten.

Das College ist offen fiir Kandidaten verschiedener Denominationen. Speziell
das Theologie-Department spielt eine wichtige Rolle im Bereich theologischer
Ausbildung fiir Nordindien. Diese Rolle wird auch vom Programm fir theologische
Ausbildung beim ORK sehr unterstrichen. Bei Nordindien sind folgende Regionen
gemeint: Nordostindien, Westbengalen, Orissa, Bihar und Teile von Madhya Pradesh.
Nach Aussage des Colleges hat in diesen Regionen das Christentum vor allem unter

"tribal groups" FuB gefaRt. Letzteres gewinnt zunehmende Bedeutung fiir die
Planung in der Theologie-Abteilung.

Neben dem Serampore-College befinden sich in der genannten Region noch weitere
acht regionale Colleges, von denen allerdings nur zwei weitere (das Bishop's
College in Calcutta und das Eastern Theological College in Jorhat, Assam) den
ersten theologischen AbschluB (B.D.) anbieten.

Dear Rev. Mukhopadhhyay,

After our committee on Theological Education had its meeting in the second
half of April, I would like to inform you about the stage of discussion.

First of all, I have been asked to convey to you the principal positive
interest in the programme you described in the correspondence. The members
of our committee see in your request an important step towards renewed
partnership. They even have the impression that the whole matter, because
of its regional and theological importance, should be presented again
during our November-meeting for final decision. There are three points on
which I would like to exchange views with you:

a) the relation of the request for the extension of the library and the
creation of a programme for tribal studies.

We understand that there is a connection. However, new or additional
courses for tribal studies effect the whole programme and the annual
budget of the college. Our grant would have consequences for your own
planning.

b) concerning the request for the development of the library: partly, it
is an investment in books (and additional costs: stacking a.o.); partly
a budget contribution (additional library staff) and partly provision
for the future (corpus fand).
Again, we face ' the difficulty that we help you in the area of investments
what will have consequences for your regular budget (since additional
ersonnel have to be supported). The relation between that what can be
inanced locally in future and that what will be given as grant(s) from

outside shculd be clear.
especially with view to the new emphasis on tribal studies a recommendation
from an ecumenical body in India should be sent to us.
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Regarding iurther procedure I would like to suggest that you kindly
contac{ NMZ and Gossner. Probably, they are able to transfer their grants
for the programme in 1986 on the basis of the positive reaction from EMW.

Finally, a short notice concerning the all-India consultation on
theological education.

For some time already the view has beem expressed that ewing te 1ts
lecation, Serampere College should play a rele im the study eof 'tribal'
secieties. Indeed Serampore is situated at the meeting peint eof Nerth
Easterm, Eastern and Nerthern regions of the ceuntry amnd a large mumber
of 'tribal' secieties live im those wide areas. Therefore in amn attempt
at making the work ef this Cellege, your Cellege more relevant te the
life and te the meeds of the Churches im these regioms, alse with the
desire te further stremgthen relati.nshi:s and cooperation with the
churches in varieus 'tribal' ceomtexts, it is prepesed that much impert-
ance be given te the study is alse meant te cemtribute te a theeolegical
reflection imcreasingly relsvant te these particular contexts.

The three concerned institutions in Germany are interssted in strengthening
Serampore College but we are hesitant to do that against the intention of
our respective partner churches in India.

You will soon hear the final decision from Dr. Lother Engel in Hamburg.
Gossner Mission will take a samller share in the total commitbent, since
we are a small organisation only compared to the other institutions.

We have remitted DM 5.000,-- last December for the Library expensed, since
we think it is essential to keep on with regular acquisitions of new books,
even more than having big jumps. We did not get any acknowledgement about
the receipt so far. We would be grateful,if you could inform us, whether
you got the amount, or if we have to start inquiries from our bankers,
what happened to it,

As we hear, Dr, Grothaus plans to be at Berampore College as Guest Lecturer
from Januvary to March 1986. We are glad about this and hope, he can give us
a lot of informations about Serampore after hag return.

In the General Consultation held on 23rd and 24th January this
year, among several aspects of the theological training in this
College, the development of the library received a lot of attention.

A paper was presented by Mr. Mani Chacko (Proceedings...Page
XXXIV) on behalf of the department to give a picture of the present
state of the library and several proposals for its development.

It was pointed out that with the re-starting of teaching at
MeTh level the development of the library has become an urgent issue.
The major proposal for the development was the additlion of new books.
Not only for the M.Th students, the bkkos are not adequate for the
students at B.D. levels also. It was mentioned that in the last
three years, only 382 volumes could only be added to the library due
to the paucity of funds. Addition of such low number of new books 1s
not a recent phenomenon, it has been going on for past several years
and for the same reason. As a result of this, the collection in the
. library has come down to a very low standard. Where, according to
the University Grants Commission, in India, a standard library of a
cocllege should have a collection of at least 50,000 volumes, our
library possesses only some-thing around 15,000 volumes.

The College can not imagine to add another 35,000 volumes over
night. So a plan has been proposed to add at least another 20,000
volumes over next five years to give some respectability to the
library collection and make it up to date. But this proposal needs a
big amount of money. So according to our decision we are now approa-
ching the E.M.W, Germany and alsc the Gossner Mission and N.M.Z,
Hamburg. These two missions are our partners through thelr related
churches in India eg: GEIC and JEIC. These churches send thelr candid-
ates for training at B.D. and N.Th. levels to this college and the
representatives of theee two churches-Bishop J. Nag and Dr.M.M. Bage
were present in this consultation and very much appreciated the
concern of the college.
