1967 the two departments are running independantly. ‘he Publishing
House has a separate managing committee with entirely separate
accounting and staff. The printing press as their older brother always
helped the fublishing House and shall always be cooperating with them
whenever cooperation and our help is secked.

PRECS STAFF: The harmony and brotherhood among the press staff has
been indeed remarkable throughout the year. The differences, which
are bound to occur in a big family 1like ours, were always settled
amicably by direct negotiations, and the Christian spirit of 'give
and take' has been sufficiently evident among the staff, which makes
me feel happy and satisficd that I am leading them to the right goal.

WCRKER3 WILFARE: It has been always my keen desire to keep an active
eye on this important human factor. e used to give tea once a day to
all, but due to sudden shortage of sugar we Had ‘to do away with it.

The credit coopcrative society which we started last year is
continuing and the workers are getting its benefit.

wWe had planned to start a cooperative consumers' stores, but with
the opening of Super Market I encouraged the workers to buy its shares
. and join others for larger benefit.

This year we started a staff club. Now we have a full fledged Foot
Ball team which has already a number of victories to its credit. We
shall be having a Hockey Team also shortly. We are assembling courage
and funds among ourselves to Start a recreation centre with a few
indoor games and useful reading material.

We have become a member of the State medical benefit scheme, where
workers get free treatment through a mobile medical van provided by the
State. It is s statutary scheme wherse the press and workers contribute
a small sum regularly. It is worth reporting here that Dr. Mathew of
the St. Barnabas Hospital has been a great help to our staff in looking

f.their health problems. He doscrves our hearty thanks.

As usual we had purchased rice in bulk in harvest time and resold
it to the staff in harder times at the cost price.

( next page)
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We have raised a small vegetable garden and plan to sell the
vegetables at nominal price to th: staff. This is an experiment which
we shall start on a larger scale if successful.

RELIGIOUS LIFE: Workers are always encouraged for active constructive
participation in the local Church life. Daily we start our work with
morning devotion. Ve always take part in Church functions, and try to
put before others a good example of Christian living. I am thinking

of evelving a plan whereby Church contribution from the press staff is
increased and paid regularly. '/e need constant prayers from our well
wishers to hold us up in our task.

PRODUCTION: There has been a steady upward trend in the production of
the press. Uptill isugust, I had been closely studying the situation.

We h’d been paying heavy overtime costs to meet the deadlines., The
qu:stion of starting a second shift on experimental basis was the only
answer to this problem. Mr. Goderz, a German peace corp specialist

was asked to study the situation. He also suggested to start the second
shift, so in September, we started it.

SECOND SHIFT: 1In consultation with the Chairman, I began a second
shift in September. The problem was to employ a new set of staff, but
I solved this problem by absorbing our own students as skilled workers
and the existing supervisory staff shared the extra burden. This meant,
that the superintendent, the Prodnction Manager, the Accountant, the
Foreman had to share the load by workiﬁg 12 to 14 hours a day. For
this they get extra money. 411 the workers also got extra payments,
according to their work, as incentive. This works out to about

Rs. 1300/~ per month extra and we could increase the production to
about Rs. 4000/- per month Just at the start. The shifts are running
alright. e need more work now to keep the wheels running and for this
I have to run around to Hazaribagh, Jamshedpur, Bokaro and iindri for
work. The efforts have started bearing fruit and we shall have a more
clear picture of this after another six months.

RELEASY AND APPCINTMENTS

During the year, there have been a few releases and a few new
appointments.

Due to increase. of proof reading work and as an additional help in
the office due to Mr. Kongari's departure to the Publishing House, we
got Miss Lilawati Tiru in his place. OQur typist Mr. Bara left and Mies
RAcnuka Lekra was appointed in his place. She is proving useful as a

Becretary also.

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Messrs Chonhas Lakra, Etwa Runda, Pius Kachchap, Komal Barla,
Pravin Tirkey and A.IM. Topno were absorbed in the works.

All these additions have been working satisfactorily so far.

I am happy to welcome Dr., T. Dell, who has come back from his
language study. As the vice Presid.ont of our Committee I look forward
having his experienced guidance in future and advice in my duties.

FINANCIAL POSITICN: Finances are the blood of any business origaniza--
tion. aAlthough the country is passing through serious economic
Recession, 1967 has been comparatively an casy year for the Press. We
could average 4is. 12000/- per month. "here have less defaulters this
year. We have kept a constant vigil to realize our bills and our
Patrons have been good cnough to be regular pay masters, with a few
exceptions of course. To mention them: Casanova hotel owes us about
Rs. 575/-, Mrdras Laundary Rs. 200/- and a Municipal “chool about

ks, 200/- (This is a very old old bill of 1963) 'ic are after thesec
peoplc and shall find some legal way out to collect our bills.

Upto November 1967, we could earn Rs. 1,40,000/- from the Press
production alone. The clcar picturec of incoms and e¢xpenses will be avai
-lable in January after the audit.

There has becn some cxpenses on litigation. The old case by two
dismissed workers was again started, but there has been no further
move for the last five months now. ‘e had to pay Rs. 1000/~ to
Government for 1962 insurance employers sharc. This has been an
unexpectad ~xponditure.

another unexpectod expsnse was on the Press car due to an accident.
he fault was not ours. The car was parked and a ~tate bus came and
banged against the rear of the car damaging the back portion. i'e had
to spend about Rs. 1000/- on its repairs. The claim has been put to
the Insurance company and some portion of this amount will be re-imbu

~raed.

NGW CON SPRUCTIONT: All of you must have seen the new constructions
core up on the Press Compus. 4 block making department, a Book shoping
Jentre and a new Press Office are the result of gencrous help from
The Gossner Mission Berlin. r.oon the Press Compus will bear cntirely
2 new look. For this financial help we place on record our deep
gratitude to the Gossner Mission.

V¢ could turn the old laterines on the Eastern end into a nice
living quarter and add one room to the existing pruss quarters on the
far Southren cnd. This was possible due to the active cooperation of
Hr. wehwerk, Dirsctor WTC Pudi, Expenses of these will be daducted
from the Press rent, because thes: additions belong to the Ranchi
Committec of Properties, and the runt will go to them regularly.

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Another big step of cooperation from Mr. Schwerk is the new
construction of Superintendent's residence on the Press Compus. He
will be reporting about this in detail voday. With this construction
Press will be adding two residences to its assets. For all this Mr.
schwerk and T7C Fudi deserve a spccial thanks from the Press for their
active cooperation in the uplift of the press work. In Indian history
King shah Jahan of lNughul dynesty is remembered as a great builder of
the Country and so I would say that in the history of Gossner Church
in India lir. bechwerk will be remembered as a great builder of his time.

APFRENTICES: The training programme goss on well. We have 12 trainecs
in 1st and 2nd year. Again, we must extend our hearty thanks to the
Gossner Mission in Berlin for their constant financial help to provide
these trainees with stipend. The students themselves feel greatly
indebted for this help and they jointly sent one letter of thanks to
Dr. Berg expressing him their feceling of indebtedness.

Hostel has been running well. Boys live there in a Christian
brotherhood and start and close their day with Bible reading, prayer
and Hymn singing. They manage their own food. For this they have
engaged one cook. They grow their own vegetablls to subsedize their
food expeneses.

NEW APPRENTICESHIP SCHIME: On 30th November the Director-of apprentice

~—6hip-Scheme. government -of India visited our Press and requested us to

take in as many apprentices as pcssible from other Printing Presses
of Chotanagpur for onc year basic training course with effect from
February 1968. He told me as there is no other Press in Chotanagpur
which runs a training programe, this help and cooperation from our
Church Press will be greatly appreciated by the government. For each
apprentice whom they will send to us, they will pay us Rs. 43/- per
month towards his running expenses. He told me that our training will
get recognition from his department, which in my opinion, will be a
great help in getting employment for our own Church youths who get a
government recognized diploma.,

Further implications and involvement of this scheme will be further
discussed in detail between him and your Superintendent at the next
earliest opportunity.

NEW FRESS PROJECT: It was indeed very thoughtful of our Pramukh

Adhyeksh Rev. C.B. Aind to send me Forme for requests from LWF for
new Projects if any.

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Looking to the exceedingly increasing demand of Church Literature
in local languages and Hindi, and kecping in view the training aspcct
of our Church Youths I put in a request for a Monotype composing
machine and one Heidelberg printing machine,

Monotype composing machine mwlone can cast automatically the type
required for our literature work. Then again, this is the only machine
which is widely used in other printing presses and there is always a
great demand of skilled workers for this machine. We shall be doing
dual service by instaling this machine by printing our Church Literatu-
ré quickly and cheaply and also giving training to our Youths for
gainful employment. I need your whole-hearted support for getting this
machine quickly in the interest of our Church.

WORKING CAPITAL: As reported last year, I repeat the same this year
also, that some working capital is a "MUST" for any business organiza-
tion. When this Press was restarted, no provision was made for a
"working Capital". Kindly give a very serious thinking to this wvery
important point. Anytime there can be a catastrophe owing to the
absence of "Working Capital", Atlecast a minimum sum of Rs., 20,000/-
must be arranged some how by the Management Committee and kept in the
Press saving bank account.

CONCLUSION: People ask us what benefit the local church is getting

from the Press? It is indeed a very pertinent question. The Press is

running since 1872, I don't know what benefit the Church had been

receiving since that time, but to my mind now I can safecly cnumerate

the following benefits:

1. About fifty families of the Church are gainfully employed in the
Press.

2. Church Youths get regular training in Printing trade for becoming
useful citizens and members of the Curch.

5« Church literature is regularly printed, and is printed with top
quality.

4. The Popularity and the straight decalings of the Press are a livin-
witness to the Master among our non-Christian brotheren.

2« Property Board gcts regular rent for the Press and Press quarters.
I am sure the Church people will appreciate our efforts in whatever

little way we try to bc beneficial to the Church.
We must not forget that we are still in the stage of building up.

We need a lot of capital ourselves for our Progress. The fruits of

these e¢fforts will be ripe in future and who knows that this Printing

Press may be one of the strongest financial pillars of the G.E.L.

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I am equally sure that the Church leaders will appreciate that
from 1968 we have made provision in our budget to give at least
R8,1,000/~ per annum to the KSS for the Church from the Press. This
may be a humble begining, but the feelings, the hard work and the
toil of the press workers that back this sum is indeed huge. Church
is our parent body and the press Sincercly hopes that in the times
of difficulty th: Church will also come forward whole heartedly to
support and uphold the press morally and financially. This message
should be clearly borne in the minds of our Church leaders that it is
in the times of crisis that the truth of feelings is judged and it is

but natural for the press to look up to its parcnt body in such times.

In the end, I place on record my sincere thanks to the Pramukh
Adhyeksh, Rev, C.B, Aind for his support and guidancej; the Management

Committee for holding me up in the discharge of my duties; Dr. C. Berg,

Pastor Sceberg, Rev.Ishida of LWF; and thc Gossner Mission in Berlin
for their constant help and active interest in our press work.

I would be seriously failing in my duty if I miss thanking my
colleagucs and workers for their whole hearted cooperation and the
excellent work in the press and also for the great regard they
extend me. Above all I am deeply grateful to the Lord for His
conituous sustecnance.

STRIKE: Towards the middle of February, the workers went on strike and
struck work for 331 days, without the prior intimation to the Press
Superintendent. The Management Committee, The Pramukh Adhyaksh, The
Superintendent and the Asstt. Supdt. tried their best to meditate and
sel¥le the matter, but the strike continued. Cn the order of Labour
Superintendent the strike was called off. The Management Committee took
action and dismissed three workers.

—

.COUR'I' CASE : The dismissed workers took another unchristian step and
filed 9 cases in the court against the Press. The Press has to spend
about 1000/~ in meeting the situation., After a few hearings in the
court, the cases were dismissed in favour of the Press. Still the
storm is not over and there is evéry liklihood that these workers may
move the Indusrial Tribunal. We shall have to wait and watch their next
move .

.WORKERS : Since the last strike and consequent dismissal of three °
workers, there has been a smooth sailing. There are now 34 employees
on the roll including thé_Superintendent. Out of these 34, (Egjwill be
eliminated and shall be attached tqQ the Publishing House, which will

.funﬁtion independently from January 1, ’1967:_

7+ All the workers and the staff have very good relation and
everybody works as ONE TEAM. I am very satisfied and happy about the

e —

cooperation of my staff and workers.,

PE: Mittenhuber had to leave for Germany suddenly in July and
the whole responsibility has fallen on me since then. Mr. Mittenhuber's
services need a special mention here. A1l that we see in the FPress and
the Bookshop at present is the result of his untiring systematic and
hard labour during the past three years. Though he has gone, his example
is still before us and shall ever remain gulding factor in taking the
Press further for the glory of the Master and true Christian like work.

WORKERS WELFARE: All human being need some welfare in some form or the
other. When the workers try to do their best for the Fress, we on the
other hand ought to do something atleast towards their day to day needs.
I am always conscious of this fact and try to meet their social demands
within our own limited means. We always‘garchase rice during its cheap
season and store it for the expghsive season, and sell it to them at

W AR T ) e S R e 50 O s gt
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' cheap cost price when the same rice would cost them almost double in
outside market. This is appreciated by the workers and #he cost us
almost nothing, except storage and some time in disributieg it.

. —

2. We have formed recently one Cooperative Credit Society. All
the workers contribute regularly Rs.3/- per month towards it. Press
donated Rs. 100/~ to build up the capital. Workers have their own
Sacretary, Presidert and Tre&surer for this. They have a bank account.
Three workers sign to deposit or draw the money. Press accountant
willingly keeps account for this Society. Workers avail themselves of
this Society at the time of need and get interest free loan, which they
repay monthly, along with Rs.3/-. This Society is proving very useful.

—

. 5. Health has been a problem. I am planning to retain a doctor
on a monthly honoraium of Rs.?5/~, who would constantly visit our Press
twice a week to examine and advice. This would also eliminate irragular
-ity in attendance among workers, who abstain themselves from work on

petty health grounds.

4, The resident workers were alotted a small plot of waste land
near the Press to grow their own vegetables. I find this has helped
. them a lot. Even our students grew their vegetables and were benefitted

5. WAGES : The standard of our wages is quite reasonable. They
get it regularly, and are better off than others in the same trade
elsewhere in Ranchi. There is still a room for improvement and we shall

@ ve doing it as we expand.

6. LEAVE : Workers get 5 days paid casual leave and 15 days paid
sick leave in a year. Casual leave cannot be availed for more than a
day or two at the same time. Earned leave can be taken at a stretch.
Sick leave is granted to genuine cases strictly on the advice of a
recognized doctor.

FPRODUCTION: Production has suddenly doubled during recent months. The
"flow in" of business isﬁifcreasing and since July the Press is open
day and night. We have paid heavy overtime expenses, but then there is
no way out. If we refuse business, it may never come back again, our

Press has not been in loss, on those particular jobs.
We plan to start two shifts, but for two shifts, we need
two sets of staff, which is still an expensive proposition. I shall see

the trend of business next year and report on this matter. leanwhile,
weé shall manage somehow.

For the better turn over, the credit goes to our workers
and supervisors. Mr. S.N. Kapoor has taken keen interest and lr. Navin

Kujur too has done his best,
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Due to good production, we were able to purchase a Car, though

a2 second hand. This has been a very valusble addition and has added
efficiency beside status to the Press.

APPRENTICES: In July a new course was started. We have 5 new apprentices
in the first year, and 4 in the second year, who will be completing
their course in January 1967. We hope to give them employment in our

Press.
ﬁ

FUTURE OF APPRENTICESHIP SCHEME!
Needless to mention that it is a very good scheme, but it has
. its own weak points.: We cannot run it because it needs money. This year
we found it very hard to finance the scheme. From the financial report
you will find what we need to cdontinue this project. Personally, I am
not in favour of getting a recurring grant from Berlin, to finance this

scheme next year. I sha reporqw ether the Press is in a position to

.continue it or not. We might be able to continue it on a limited scale.

BOOKSHOP : The plans are ripe for its separation. From January 1,1967,
the bookshop will run under the Publishing House. Next year you will
be able to get a more clear picture of Press finances. I am sure this
separation will prove useful toTuﬂQ#ﬂm institutions and they would be
able to function better independently.

@ EED FOR MORE STAFF:

As a result ef this separation and due t?uﬂfﬁe work in the Press,
we might have to increase a few hands. We wgg}dfpne more person in the
office, one proofreader and perhaps a few compositors.

' Perhaps, here, I shall mention that after the Ehree dismissal,
.we appointed Mr. H.C. Mundu as account_‘ant, Mr. N. Kongari as bookseller
cum cashier and Mr. Yunas Toppo as machine operator. lMr. Heman Khess,

our student was given appointment in the machine room. All these new
members are working satisfactorily and have joined the rress family
sincerely and honestly. The Press will definitely loose a good worker

in Mr. Kongari, when he goes to the Publishing House, but Bookshop needs
him more, so we wish him best of luck.

NEW CONSTRUCTION: Anything which is dynamic, must advance. We also
have plans to expand, but that again means money. We plans to start a
block making section. The need is urgent and we cannot afford to wait.
here are others in Ranchi, who are closely watching our move. If we
are the first to start, we shall reap a rich harvest. If we delay then
others will start and we will loose the opportunity, and shall never
get it again, I am ever willing to accept a grant in form of long term
loan, which we shall return gradually. To start with, 1 have a plan %o
l construct a new office in the front facing main road. A separate
bookshop will be there. The room which are now used as bookshop &office
will be free then to use for block making section when we get money.

The construction will cost about 60,000/- and the block making equip

-ment will cost about 75,000/~ if purchased in India. Men #material
e ™
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will be available, All what we need immediately is money, and I must

mention here, that Pastor Seeberg has been very sympathetic towards

our needs and if it is God's will, we shall soon be able to. give a
'apractical shape to this vision of expansion of the Press for the good

of the Cburch in gifé area. 1 am indeed grateful to the Gossner Mission

Director Dr. Berg and Pastor Seeberg for their genuine interest in the

Press work in Ranchi.

WORKING CAPITAL: No business can run without a working capital. The
.Press has none. When I took over, I was under impression that we do
Tave a workiﬁg capital, but to my disappointment, I found that we were
left just as "Orphans" to sink or swim. We have been able to swim so
far, but if a working capital is not given to us SOON, we may sink.

Working capitél is the back bone of a business. I am sure, you
realize we cannot run with a broken back bone. I would request you to
arrange for us at leasyt Rs.30,000/- as a working capital immediately.
This will be ouf'reserve to which we can turn for our bulk paper

purchases and reimburse as and when we get payments from our customers.

Please give a serious thought to this aspect,so that I may not
have to resort to beg, borrow or steal for the sake of the Press to
eep it running. :

. .JONCLUSION: Before I end, I would place on record my honest thanks to
my workers and staff for their untiring cooperation and willingness to
work through hard times with a smile always.

Also, I am thankful to the Management Committee for their support
and guidance.

. I am indebted to the Gossner Mission in Berlin in general, and
Dr. Berg and Pastor Seeberg in particular for their continued interest
in the Press here. Their help made any things possible which otherwise
would have been impossible. Above all, I am sincerely thankful to the
Lord for his constant blessings.

The Publication Cormittee shall be responsible for ell official publication
work in G.E.L.Church, and its menbers are chosen because of their special
qualifications in this sphere. Tercfore, to a great extent, the final decieion
as to whother any naterial is suitable for publication for the Church shall
rost with the Publication Comnittee. However, in giving new forn to the books
already introduced in the Church, either by making certain additions, or by
toking away sone, or by introducing photos and pictures in the book, prior
approval of the outhorities of the Board of Evangelismm and Literature sholl

be obtained.

Becouse at the present tine all funds for publication work are vested in GELC
Pross, the Publication Committee will work in close liaison with the Press,
especially in naking docisions as to whether the publishing of any book is a
good or feasible proposition fron the financial point of view.

The goal for which we strive is that in the future ¢.E.L,Church shall have a
fulltine person employed for publication work. When such a person is appointed
fic shall be the Excoutive Offiocer of tho publication Corziittee, and the merbers
of the Coinittee together with the Executive Officer shall forn what is usually
called "the Publishing House".

Jhen the Publishing House has been forned, all funds and naterials for publishing
work shall be transferred fron GELC Press to the Publishing House.

REPORT FROM THE PRESS: Mr. P. Mittenuber reported on the following matters:

a) The wall calendars, published in four languages, did not find a market,
over 80k remaining unsold. One criticism was that they were too small,
but to print a very large one would be very expensive.

b) "Panjika" was printed in an edition of 19,000 and almost all have been
sold.

¢) "Kurukh Dandi" is being printed now. Many small books of the Bible
Society have been or are being printed.

RELATIONS WITH BOARD OF EVANGELISM & LITERATURE: Mr. Mittenhuber pointed
out the difficulties of communication with the Board Of E. & L« In spite
of many reminders, the Board does not forward its decisions, resolutions,
or minutes concerning publishing work to our Publication Committee, thus
making co-operation very difficult.

REV. C. G. SCHMIDT INVITED TO JOIN COMMITTEE: Because of his interest in
and experience of publishing work, Rev. Schmidt was invited to become a
member of this Committee.

RESIGNATION OF SECRETARY: The Secretary, Mr. Mittenhuber, asked to be
released from his post because he will be leaving India before the end

of this year, and some continuity should be assured in the work. It

wag, therefore, resolved that Rev. Schmidt be the new Secretary, but that
Mr. Mittenhuber should be the Chairman for the time while he is still

in India.

MANAGER FOR PUBLISHINC HOUSE: The Secretary informed the Ccmmittee-€a§;~-%-f
the post of Manager for the Publishing House was advertised in various
Indian journals, as resolved by the Board of E. & L., but no suilable
experienced applicant had yet been found. In the meantime the Pramukh
Adhyaksh, Dr. M. Bage, has also written to Lutheran World Federation,
asking them to consider finding a man from overseas for this post.

It was resolved that the search for a suitable man in India should con-
tinue, and that therefore advertisements should again be inserted in
"The Gospel Witness"; "The NCC Review'"; "Masihi Awaz"; and "Gharbandhu",
and that a letter be written to Bishop Manikam in his capacity as Pres-
ident of FELCI, informing him of this need.

The Press Manyging Committee was formed in June 1965. At the

very inception of its origin, the Committee had to face
pumerous difficulties. During these short period, the Press
Workers resorte&ttwovstrikes. The strikes cgused much 1loss
to the Press.

The main reason of the strike is not unknown to the
authorities of our Church and its remedy remains a great
concern to all.

_Achievement.
puring these period we have detected pne misappropriation of
money and the person concerned has to resign the post. The
persons who took leading part in the illegal strike were
dismissed from the Service.

The Committee has to take action te realise the
defalcated money frem P. Kerketta, Ex. Accountant of the
press. This defalcation was detected before the formation of
the Committee and the Beard of Evangelism was responsible in
realising the money. This realisation is now being entrausted

to the Committee.

Eowever-%gjggsﬁbt ignore the grievances of the ﬁorkers
altegether. Even some of their grievances might be genuine
but it can be said that their approach for the redress is
quite in wrong way..

The Committee would have gettled some of the
grievances, but due to unnecessary waste of time involved

in the strike, it could not devote time towards the welfare

of the workers. The Committee is thinking to bring some




bring some improvement in the Service condition of the

workers ( i.e. improvement of pay scale, leave, Bonus ete.).

Conelusion. |
The Committee was formed without terms of references, which
hinderances in our function. Now in order to safeguard our
stability, the Committee has given its initiative to formulgte
by Laws of the Press for its smooth running.

The Committee has to arrange for gudit of the Press.
This is one of the best implement to check any misappropria=-
tion or defalcations. Lack of audit work in our Church 1s
one of the main reason for such loss, I being a Govt.Auditer
very much relience on audit work and ceonvince you all that
if timely check will be applied no one can steal away so
much money.

The petition dt. 5.11.65 of the press workers was read and translated
into Znglish by the chairman. The nutshell of the petition was that
the werkers did not get a holiday on 2nd Nov'65 which was a mission
festival day.

In 1965 the set up our institution was completed, But many problems

have to be solved in order to run the Press with it: various sections
as there are Printing Press, Printers Class, Publishing House with
Bookshop and Book aAgencies efficiently.

The Gu.E.L. Church Press

Today although small the G.u.L. Church Press is recognised by Churches,

Church Organisations and in public as the Press for quality in this

part of the country. as the standard of printing is very low we try
to do better work than the average of 40 smaller or bigger Presses
situated in kanchi. All kind of printing work is done in our Church
Press for the Gossner ﬁvangglical Iuthern Church,for other Churches y
and Missions especially their Hospitals and Schools and for the Bible
society of India. We . can also pet colour work . - from the

local Industry which no other Press in itanchi would be able to excute.

after final investments made in this year the Press is well equipped

for the years to come. No extension to increase the productivity is
pldned for the near future.

The only hinderance in the development of our Press which stlll sets
a limit to smooth and efficient running 1is the shortage of skilled
labour and qualified administn sfaff.The whole Press from administration
to execution of the practical work was still depending too much on the
foreign expert. There are not sufficient qualified persons for the
office, the Composing department and the binding department. Due to

the shortage of compositors not enourh book work was turned out in the
Press. It is our aim and hope that 1966 we make more progress in‘f»‘mtﬁ"(
training of workers, staff and apprentices.

With great regret I have to report that within the last two
years 5 persons, irncluding leading staff of our parmanent employees
ceased service in order to keep the tfress free of * ecorruption. It
was very difficult to replace these persons, but I hope sincerely that
with the present staff and a new man from another part of India the

Press will within a forseeable space of time be able to work without
a foreign expert.




The Press did in 1965 not yet reach a selfsupporting stage, mainly
due to the following reasons

1« Investing periode and starting pefiode was still going on.

2. Staff and labour has not yet reached the necessary standard.

3. Therewere a number of financial oblirations when due to miss

managment of the previous fress in the year 1960 to 1963 taxes, and
insurance premiums where not paid regularily.

Since July 1965 the G.L.L. Church Press contributes iks. 250 monthly
rent to the Board of properties of the G.%.L. Church.

The average salary of a compositor was in 1963 : 65-75.Rs. in 1965
90-100 Rs and will in 1960 again be raised. The working time is 45 h
per week. Some social benefits are already given but more should be
done if the financial position of the Press will permit this.

In 1965 the Board of Lvangelism and Literature, which is according to
the Church constitution the body set above the Press has formed a
Press llanaging Committee. This committee consists of the Church president
as chairman and members: teachers, a pastor, government servants,
representative of the rress workers. At the moment the committee works
out its terms of reference and the rules and regulations of the Press.

The Technical Training Centre rfrinters (Class

This class was originally set up in connection with T T C Fudi. It

was thoutht to train the staff of the new G.E.L. Church Press and it"
was clear that each well trained worker will find no difficulties to
get work any-where.,

We could not think of giving training on a big scale, because we had
not the funds to cover the running expenditures of hostel, teacher's
salaries and material ccsts and none of the boys would have been able
to pay school fees but expects at last free accomodation and a stipend,




But we were astonished to find only little responce of some how
educated boys even for the few places we offered,
4And though we made much efforts we could not find any boy for the
manual work of bookbinding.
The first class started in 1964, only one boy has remained in this
class, he is now in the second year and very promising.
The second class started in 1965, here we have now 4 boys and they
do also make good progress.
In 1966 we intend to take 6 to 8 apprentices.
Apprentices are trained in two years. They receive practical and
theoretical training (also llathm@tics, Physics English, Design) and
work practical in the press. They receive a pocket money of 10~ to
40.- Rs and a stipend of 20,- Rs per month if their work is satisfying.
Al apprentices come from poor families,

At the moment we have a small hostel for only 3 apprentices,
48 reported earlier we suceeded in getting refund of custom duty paid
for the imported printing machines, and with approval of Erot flir dfe
Welt we shall use part of this amount for errecting a new hostel which
can house 8 apprentices.,
Especially for apprentice tralnlng we purchased with the help of an
additional grant of Brot fur dy¥e Welt one used printing machine which
we errected in the end of last year. One very active young man who is
at the same time in charge of the machine section takes care of the
apprentlice training for whichlcould not spend sufficent time yet.
When our administration will become stronger in 1966 I shall devote
more time to this most important work.

The Fublishing House

The €hurch is now furnished with a well equipped press which should
not depend on outside public jobs, the purpose of establishing this
press was to enable the CGhurch to do active missionery work through
literature.

I experienced that we technicians are not qualified to %take up the
responsibility for publishing and distribution and the €hurch itself
has not the organisation to take an active part in this work. I there-
fore put a proposal to the Board of Dvangelism and Literature for
establishing a Publishing House. This proposal was welcomed.

The main idea is to separate publishing from printing and put it under
the supervision of an experinced expert. This expert should with the
help of an already existing publishing committee organize the
publishing of required literature especially in local languages and
also organize and supervise distribution.

Small Book agencies in suitable market places are planed. In addition
to our provisional Bookshop in Ranchi three Book agencies have already
been opened at the end of 1965,




The post of a manager for this publishing house has already been
advertised. Only when a suitable experienced man is found this
important work can show progress.

The official Church paper "Gharbandu" is published every month,
The publishing house is the youngest child of the Gossner Church
and it can play an important part in evangelisation and education.
