of loeal Church Councilse. I believe that these letters will
form & link with the Americen Luthersns, which will be & source
of strength to the Church, just emerging into consciousness of
its own separste self.

These letters were given the plece of honor in the meeting
held to receive the greetings of delegates to the 76th Anniver-
sery cel ebretions. They were reed both in English and in Hindi
to the two thowand or more suditors, ell seated sround the pan-
dal whidh sheltered the speakers end others guests from the sun.'

The Constitution was formal ly sdopted on November 23rd, st
& Special General Conference duly celled for thet purpose. The
printed draft was approved without cheange. It is interesting to
note that the following Luthersens in India now accept the Doec-
trinal Basis of the United Lutheran Chureh in America:-

The Gossmer Church - 100,000 membe rs y
The Guntur Confersncs - 60,000 it i
The Rejahmundry " - 30,000 ig

These form much the larger part of the Iuthersns in India.

The Anniversary meetings were reéintained at & high level.
Qur brethren here menapged it all, occasionally consulting, butb
there was little the t needed changing. They showed excellent
ability both to plan end to carry through., In fact, the oaly
thing that we Ameriocans di& for them wes the pleasant task of
arrenging entertainment for guests of our foreign way of living,
Wie too were guests, end enjoyed it greatly. I wish you could
have besn here.

The first news of the Conveniion of the United Lutheran
Church has just arrived, in the form of the sdmirable Program.
The next mail will begin the series of reports in the Iuthersn,
we hope.

It is a greetl encoursgemert to your Hissionaries to learn of
the inereasingly larger place Foreign Missions is teking in the
workx of our Church. That is what we need - a stronger and
stronger sense of vitel conmection with the powerful life with-
in the Church et home: +that is to sey, with the power of the
Spirit, menifesting itself in the Church.

I know tlet there are 2lso currents from the Mission fields
to the home Church, though we &sre not so conscious of them while
we are actusglly on the Mission field, I think., But these Goss-
ner Indien Lutherens surely have a spiritusl gift for our West-
ern Church, & gift which I shall presently try to describe to
some of our congregations.
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As to your personal letter to me, I appreciate it greatly.
I hope to persuade the Board to a2allow me to study Elementary Edu-
cation et Teachers College next winter, end I will then be able
to see sBd hear you from time to time.

I think it is perfectly safe to congretulste you, and the
Church, upon your re-slection as President.
