0.~ That the Church Council regrets that it can not afford to give any
amount by way of grente to the Purulia Ilaka for publishing the books mentioned
above.

I might explain that all our religious books are printed by the Press
here which also fixes the price and sells them and appropriates the am profit
acoruing from the sales. Your books can only be printed in limited numbers and
can not be expected to have a large sale such as to profit the Press.

In your letter No. 20, Para 3. you argue that the letter dated 25.9.28,
was signed or rather written and sent by the Rev. P. Kachehhap,and, point out
that the Rev. P.C. Punoria was the only member who signed it. In any case you
seem to forget and ignore the fect that Rev. P. Kachhap was &l so your Ilaka -
Chairman. In order to aveid such troubles in future will you kindly send your
correspondence and other matters signed by at least 3 persons -the Chairman, the
Seeretary and the Treasurer of the Ilaka Panch ? In such circumatances,it does
not appeer proper for me to accept as authenticated letters signed only by you.

Kampp as he does not
like the German tunes which are common in use now both in
Bengali and Hindi churches. You asked the Ranchi press manager
to get our catechisﬁi%ﬁtedhe manugeript copy of both catechism
and Mukhyasthal. But the prpof-sheets show that the
lukhyasthal is not printed as we require or as our manus-
-cPipt copies show. Before making the manuseript copies
of catechism and mukhyasthal we thought over the matter &nd
found that it was very inconvenient for the young boys &and
girls to prepare their study at home after consulting the
Bible and putting t#emhéﬁeblack and white in their private
exercige books as we mad no mukhyasthal in Bengali.

1 Powmedee any further arrangement for the pastor's
accomodation. In the year 1927 when the pastor was posted
here at Purulia he used to reside in the s ame house for which
he is ‘elaiming rent now, for some 5 or 6 months without
charging anyrent. When he used to submit his bill for betel,
biri, soap, sugar and tea leaf ete for the travelling’
allowance why could he not &sk for the house rent which was
quite legal. But this he did not do. In the middle of 1927
he was in the girls' school building and when the wall of
the house fell down it was repaired by %kka Babu S.P.Sarobar.
After that he continued to put up there.amsk B?f%hﬁ*&ﬁd—ﬁ€:%1
Eggﬁgﬁpﬁgza when he was asked to join the pastors' meeting
or training &t Ranchi he simply expressed that it would be

 inconvenient for his family members to live alone there, and
80 he shifted from there to his mother-in-law'sg house.

After his return from Hanchi he continued his living there
at his mother-in-lew's house, but he never raised any
question of house—~rent in any of the Ilaka meeting. If he
ever raised any such question, the Ilaké was bound to make
any arrangement for the pastor's accomodation by hook and
crook. Thus the Ilaka was quite apart from any such
unexpected demend.

The Purulia Ilaka was nobody to him so after an expiry
of full 8 months he s ent you direct a letter that he may be
given house rent of Rs 24/~ for 8 mohths ( @ 3/- a month),
and the C.C. was also very kind to him to pass an order, for
payment, to the Ilaka without making any enquiry and we think
that the order passed is quite unfair and illegal.

In the Jdastf paragraph of your letter it is wriiten "The
council has given the property to the Idaka for the right
use of its income and the Pastor deserves the first consi-
-deration and his support should become the first charge
on the income". Can you assert that the Ilaka is misappro-

-priating the property received from the council ? Can you

effirm and say that the present income derived from the

property is quite sufficient for the maintenance Bf &
Pastor, Catechist and Church bearer for the whole yeart
Tﬁ@ Purulia cBurch is too poor to maintain her workers.
It becomes very difficult for honorary workers,who are
doing thelz dutles for the benefit of the congregetion
end society and, not for themsgﬁﬁgathgo ?i?ggr?undséto
meet the monthly expenses fof Rs 43/- for salary(i,e,
pastor's pay-Rsd30/~, Catechist's pay-Rsb/- and church-
bearer's pay-Rs 8/9 besides the travelling allowance and
other migcellansous axpenaes,ixmmxkhmxgﬂngix. liost of our
Purulia members are of cooli clags and so they man't
afford much.

‘Under the above circumstances the committee
reconsidered the matter and passed reSo‘utﬁon that it is
not the Purulia Ilaka but the C.C. ig responsible for

the pastor's house rent.

Your letter No. 22/ of 19th. April,!1920 addressed to the Rev. M. Prein,our
Treasurer was hended to me the other day. In reply I wish to touch on the points raised
in your letter as follows :-

Books.- Regarding your Books I never said that I would get them printed " on my
cost". You pleese refer to my letter Ho.2'3 of 20.8.'20 where I wrote that the Couneoil
on behal f of the Conference is sulhorised to sanction the printing of reli ious books
and for that I said -" ap logon ki kitabon ke ane se ham uchit chinta karenge." You
know that I told you all that we want to co-operate with the Birbaum Bengeli Lutheran
Church in the publication of your Catechism and the Hymn Book. When the proof-sheets of
the Oatechism wers sent to me by Mr. fampp, I consulted Rev. Punoria and also sent to
you the same for your opinion and I was told thet you did not approve of the foxt and

the arrangeuent mede in the compilation. It is now in our Renchi Press and I have ask-
ed the Press Manager 1o send the proof-sheets direct to you. I believe he must have been
sending you the same in several instalumenta.

Abou the Hymn Book I also showed you while at Rancni this month the letter of Mr.
Kampp in which he said that - "They ( their Bengali Literature Committee) are strongly
in favour of co-operation with you re Hymn Book, provided you could agree to a thorough
revision of the 83 by a combined Committee from both sides &c." In Ranecai I not enly
showed you Mr. Kempp's lLetter but teld you to coneider some of the points raised in Mr.
Kampp's letter. Now instead of suggesting or accepting a "combined coumittee" you say
I returned to you the 88 the Hymn Book unprinted but that is not the faot. The fact
is that I returned to you the M8S te obtain your Committee's opinion re the sugjestion
of Mr. Kempp. If you are not prepared to accept his suggestion it will certainly become
the business of the Church Council to do something any way. I au sorry you tock my
words in wrong light.

Loen of Re 100f I dont know if the Treasurer has refunded the same to you but I
shall inquire within a day or two . Further I wish you to read my letter No.76 of 28th.
May 1028 in which the CC asked you for an estimate of Re 200/-which amount you said
would be spent on the Girlse' School repairs works. Flease also see my letter Ho. 213
of 20-8-28 when I asked you'Tlake to send us a full Record of Accounts of Re 200/~ spent
oh the above msasumksxaf repairs. I dont find in any of my files any estimate of yours
nor a Stement of Expenditure made on repairs. I shall inquire from the Treasurer if he
has it—endesinebiiar—ite got the papers required from you i.e. Estimate and a Stateuent
of Expenditure. If these are sent you are entitled to the refund if not al ready made
by the Treasurer. _

Deer Sir,

. I am in receipt of your letter No. nil dated the 18th. April 1029. You
state that the Ilaka Panch finds it difficult tc pay house-rent to the Rev. F. 8.
Kachehhap because e has been living in his brother-in-law's house without consulting
the Ileka. I dont this allegation is wholly correct. YouiConmittee knew that a set of
rooms in the Girle' School building where the pastor wae living was very unsafe and he
had to move out consequently from there. The matter was considered in your Panch and
you asked the Counecil to provide hiw with a residence. You please refer to your letter
of 25-9-26 in Hindi whioh is signed by & people i.e. by (1) The Rev. P.8. Kachchhap.
(2) Bu. Nahum Choubsy. (3) Bu. Sul eman Shaikh and (4) F. C. Punoria. In the last para-
graph of your letter you wrote te *

Y Barttanan men Purulis pastor ke rahane ke liye ghar nahin hai. Paster ghar
Trustees se bikri hoker giraye gaye,so pastor larki school ke ek bhag men rshte the
par us ghar ke dharna ko dimak zheke kihokhla kar diye hain,glrne ke bhay se pastor
philhal dusron ke ek chhote ghar men rahate hain wehan unko ati asubidha hei.

Binay hai ki pastor ke rahne ka ghar Council se bandobast ker diya jay."

Your Paneh at that time applied to the Councilto give & house to the paster that
shows thet your Panch realised the responsibility that the pastor must be housed in
the compound. It ie not alweys possible for the Council to go to stations and point
out any partioular house for the pastors' residence. On the contrary it ie the Ilaka's
look out infthe first instance to provide him with a house or to recoumend any specific
reesidence for the Church Council's approval. The Panch must know that in every incoume
that comes to the Church the first charge should be for the pestor for he is the chief
of the local ccngregation.

Your petition referred to above shows that your Panch knew the matter and con-
' gidered it snd therefore arplied to the Couneil. In the circumstance the pastor has ey
every legal olaim either to be provided with a residence or to receive fair rent in
1ieu of the same., He is thus entitled to get remnt from your Church Punds because he
gorved yeur Church. This is very eclear. It is a great pity that you refusete pay hinm
" hie legitimate dues without sufficient reason. It is important thet the Panches must
underetand that the Cowneil places the pastor at the head of all church affairs and
also empowers the Panches in similar ways not to rule ocver him but to assist him in
administretion of the same . The Douncil hae given the preperty to the Ilaka for the
right use of its income and the pastor deserves the first consideration and his sup-
pert should become the first charge on the income.

I hope your Committee will now see its way to give him the rent fixed by the
Council which is quite fair.

Dear Mr. Kampp,

Thank you for your kind reply of the lst. instant duly re-
ceived. I am sending in a separate reglestered cover the M88 of both, the
Catechism and the Hymn-Book. In our Catechisms both in Hindi and Bengali we
too have the Idol Worship as the Second Commandment, & deviation from the ori-
ginal, I dont think we shell have much to say on linguistic changes. As to
orthographical and other mikskxkas corrections I should like to leave the mat-
ter into your hands, We shall, however, be much pleased to have the Proof -
sheets you promise to send us.

In the Catechism there are & good many Bible texts called "Mukhya -
sthal 8" connected with the articles,but these can be entirely omitted if you
80 think, as we have not this system in our Hindi versicn.

Now the Confession will perhape be the only item where our Counell
might differ. On receipt of the Proof-sheets, I shall consult and obtain the
opinion of the Executive and let you know of it,

Now as te the Hymn Book. I dont think there will be much by way of
obstaclee. There are good many Continental Lutheran chorals and I believe you
will welcome and embody these in the new Hyunody. Specially those hymns with
the letters B.R. ( Our BARA RAG PUSTAK ) are teken chiefly from our Hindi
SAKSHI-BANI,which has mostly the translations of German chorals.

The M88 are all by our workers of Purulia. Hope these will meet with
your approval and add te our further co-operation.

any success,

(1) That there was & Christian Co-operative
Eociety for a long time but the same fell under the
liquidation for want of proper supervision. Noney
has been relized and distributed amongst the
members but there still remains an undesﬁ}sed sum
of Rs,5500/-. We requested the then Assistant
Hegistrar to Gitelise the money for our boys'
education but he did not agree to this., He gave the
money to a Hindu Society for opening a techincal
school against our strong obgections.

(2) That there was a lace school started by
our Lutherean Missioneries, but since the great Way
it was under the supervision of lirs, Sharpe who
could not manage properly and hence it is abolished
now. QOur young girls have got no other training
schecol to teach them sewing works, We like to start

the same school again, but we have no means to do so



(3) That the Purulia Lutheran Church is very
poor to rﬁge funds for the maintenance of pastors,
preachers ( catechists ) and other necessary expenses
We have no leadirg man to guide us and to give any

nelp for the benefit of our congregation.

For the reasons given above we have decided in
our xamx small gathering whiech was held on the 7th June
1928 that Nr. P, N, De, a Christian Gentleman, Purulia
be elected and empowered with to act as our represen-
tative for the benefit of our caurch.

PURULIA NATIVE CHRISTIAN SOCIETY.

The Native Christian Society of Purul is has been dffssolved under Secé#)9 of the
Co-operative Society's Act and a Mr. S.C. Sarkar was appointed as liquidator under
Sec.42. He is also required k& in winding up the affairs of the Society to submit a
Final Report to the Registrar.

The A.Rls D.0.No.768 to Mr. Cennaday does not make any mention of such & Report
heving been submitted nor the same appears to have heen given out to the members of
the Society in their General Meeting held at the close of the liguidation. Rather £
the facts that such a Report has to be submitted to the Registrar and that an appeal
against the order of the liquidator can lie under the Act appear to me to have been
withneld from the members of the Society. I beleive the members of the Soclety kn%ﬁ
nothing about preferring an appeal to a competent authority under Sec.43(2)(t).The
Rul es now in force framed under Sec.43 of the Act provide that no appeal shall lie
from any order of the liguidator under Sec.42. It is,however, not clearly knowm -
whether such an order of the liquidator in the Final Report has this force before or
after the submission of the same to the Registrar.

Now with regard to the disposal of funds with wnich we are chiefly concerned.
I am surprised that in such an important meeting or tne last General Meeting of the
Society at the close of its liquidation ,no statement sinowing the financial position
of the Society on the date of the meeting was placed before the members. We can not
therefore know what amounts did the liquidator recover as the dues of the Sociely
and what contributions and costs of liquidation did he realise from the members and
past members and what amount did he spend or proposed to spend in meeting the liabi-
litiee before winding up ite affaire and what amount stood as Reserved Fund. The
Proceedings of the (eneral Meeting a copy of which we are favoured with does not em-
body such or any other financial statement.

From the Proceedings I find that some individual members have on application
been allowed the refund of their respective shares deposited in the society,and if
our Furulia Mandali( Ilaka) wnich is a constituency of our autonomous Church has de-
posited any sum ( Re 42 and some annas they say ) ,the Church Council will be within
its rignts to apply to the A.R. or the liquidator for the refund of the same with
interest thereon. I em afraid such an spplication is perhaps now barred by limitation.

With regard to the disposal of the Reserve Fund.l am sorry I nave not the Bye-
Laws of the Society with me . In any case the general principle in such cases is as o
the A.R.himself outlines that "eccording to the law they(members) are allowed to spend
the money subject to the sanction of the Registrar on any fobject of common benefit
to the members,according to the resolution of & special general meeting held for the
purpose® These words of tue A.Riare gel f-expl anatory and go to show that the Reserve
Fund can be utilised on any object for the common benefit of the members andgNO -
OTHERS. I haksikx believe the Bye-leaws of the Society also hes on this understanding
its rules with regard to the disposal of such Reserve Funds.

Now teking into consideration the principle enunciated by A.R. which is "&accord-
ing to lew®,both the propositions made by Mr. N.K.Roy himsel f as embodied in the -
ProceedingseItes (6),(i) & (ii) appear to me to be in direct conflict with the
principle or the object of the societies in such caees. Both these propositions which
do not appear to have been recorded as resolutione ,if carried into effect,can not
prove to be of any great common benefit to the members of tiie now liquidated society.
Both these propositions clearly mean the transfer of a community's Reserve Fund for
its common benefit to the benefit of aninter-community-society. The forcing of a com-
munity into an inter-communal co-operation destroys the true spirit and letter of #
this great world-wide movement.

The second proposition is more crushing . It will suffice to eay that the ap-
pointment of the Saakekgkx 4 gentlemen of the liquidated society to serve in the
Home Industries Association is a mere farce and a deception. The Christian community
of Purulia have been very unjustly treated and their interest wholly overlooked.It
is really a pity that they nave so rudely been dealt with. There are many other ways
by which this community could have been directly benefitted and the large sum of -
money, Re 5500,a figure given by the Purulisa people,could well have been entmusted
to & recognised and well constituted body which have & greater and closer affinity
to ‘the society's members and which can well teke & more sympathetic interest into
the society's general welfare.

1 am sorry I do not and can not agree with the A.R. when he says that "both
hie propositions are directly beneficial to the community and as they have been
passed according to tne law by the unanimous votingbf members at the special meeting
called for the purpose of p# disposing of the Reserve Fund,there is nothing more to
be done" On the contrary what I feel is that these simple and ignorant members of #
the society were led astray by the President and others and therefore the Resolu-
tions of this General Meeting ,I think, one can not witnout hesitation accept as

sincere and genuine. Sehob — ) ]

ogou,r Churca Council starts one at-Purulisa,the matter of securing D.B.Grant for
such an institutlon will commend itself. But the question of using one's influence
to obtein such grants at least does not ‘arise here when we have to consider the
utility of the Reserved Fund of this particular community.

I am afaraid that if the liquidator has submitted his Final Report in accord-
ance with the Rules and no appeal lie to a competent Court ( for which please see
Sec. 42 of the Act )the position of Purulia Native Christian Society is wholly ruined.
Such an ection on the part of Co-operative Government officials is bound to create
en alarm in missionary circles in this part of the country in having our societies
and Banks reglstered under the Cooperative Societies Act.
