Casper Weinberger, has

result of a secret White House
directive, the military supplies and
defence cooperation between the
United States and India have
undergone a “‘substantial change.”

The Pentagon report, which was
presented to Congress by the
defence secretary, deals primarily
with measures taken by the U.S.
to, control transfer of militarily
significant technology to the
Sowiet bloc, In this context, the
report says India has given “assu-
rances regarding nuclear and
missile applications™ and that

Dbesides, the government of India

has signed not only a memoran-
dum of understanding (MOU) but
also a follow up agreement to

implement the procedures deli-
neated in the MOU.

The report says that these agree-
ments and assurances resulted in
an*immediate release of a large
number of technologically
advanced exports” to India.

In asingle year, in 1985, the U.S.
sold, according to the report, more
than § 1.2 billion worth of sensitive
dual-use technology. (Dual use
technology means peace-time tech-
nology that can also be used for
military purposes). The U.S.
department of defence processed
more than 3,000 Indian cases in
1985 and 92 per cent of these cases
Wwere approved.

The department of defence,
according to the report, also paved
the way for the first U.S, co-
production agreement with India
for the manufacture and distribu-
tion of computers.

The teport says that “‘in the
wake of the national security
directive on: India, substantial
changes in U.S.—India relations
were made in the area of defence
cooperation and sale of military
and dual use equipment and
technology.™

“Another milestone was
reached”, according to the report,
*with the establishment of mission
area discussions between the
defence establishments of the two
countries with the goal of increas-
ing defence cooperation and sale
of military equipment and technol-
ogy.
