Only yesterday I received a letter from Dr.Sovik
with a copy to President Tiga. He mentions in this letter of
his meeting with you, Dr.Lund-Wuist and Bishop Meyer in Berlin.
What transpired there is not yet known to us but Dr. Sovik
hoped that you would write us soon what form and what procedure
the ecumenical commission would adopt in solving our problem.

We donot know whether the other group is prepared
to accept a Commission. or not. We are not communicating with

them for obvious reasons. I think, you only can take an assur-

ance from them, or Bro. Borutta can help you in ascertaining

it from them. So far there is no indication of improvement in
their attitude. The cases in the law courts are still pending.
There is always an attempt to misappropriate church properties
for which they are instigating people christians or non-Christ-
ians.

After I had consulted my colleagues I shall send

you our statement that would be needed by the commission.

Dear Brother Lokies,

I have to inform you that Treasurer Mr. C.M.Horo h&s
sent an advance copy of our 195§ Budget to Dr.Sovik on 14.6.58, a
copy of which has been forwarded to you for needful. The original
Budget 1959 has been sent to the FELC(I) President with copies to
the FELC(I) Secretary and Treasurer, Submission of our budget was
delayed due to audit delay. The FELC(I) Auditors visited us only
last month and we have yet to receive their report which also has
to be sent to the CWM/LWF., This is for your information.

Besides this, there is a special request for

R8.6959.00 which we are asking from the CWM/LWF in order to be able
to support the personnel already working in the evangelistic field
who have recently been appointed. This money is needed during
1958 and is not included in the annual budget. It is a supplement-

ary budget of evangelistic work for 1958. The new appointments were

made this year as in the opinion of the council we could not have
put off the special evangelistic task we are called upon to should=-
er. If we had delayed that would have meant loss of souls or loss
of good opportunity. The workers have got to be supported, It is
not expected that we would be able to find this money here immedia-
tely as scarcity conditions added with general economic conditions
going from bad to worse have seriously affected over finance. RPhmax
suxex The present trouble in the church and loss of money in the
Chotanagpur Bank has also seriously told upon our finances, Treasu-
rer C,M,Horo is sending this special request to Dr. Savik. Kindly
Support our request in the forthcoming meeting of the CWM, A copy
of this special request will be sent to you also,.

Brother Kloss asked me, as desired by you to
approach the CWM for a loan of Rs.50,000/- for enabling us to

purchase the military barracks situated in our Ranchi Compound.

I shall send that as early as possible.

I am in constant touch with the local army authorities
and they tell me that they do not know when they can vacate our
compound but according to my calculations they may do it in a
short notige. If that happens we will have to procure money
somehow if we can - but that is also difficult. I am moving
the Defence department to effect vacation at an early date.

The Seminary has now reopened here, Classes are held in
the Church Council Office in myydrawing room., The students and
Library are accommodated in the southern portion of the President's
bungalow, where Dr. Schultz formerly lived. Bro. Bage has been
appointed Acting Principal of the Seminary. Rev., J.Lakra has
been dismissed since May this year, He is runnihg a coaching
class with four students in the church building. Litigation
regarding the Raja Bungalow (permanent site of the Seminary)

Has not yet ended, It may take another month,

Bro. Kloss told me that you and Mrs. Lokies are planning
to visit us in September next. If you give us the detail
proposals regarding the evangelisation campaign, we shall go

ahead with the needed preparations. I believe that Bro, Borutta

will accompany you in this trip. That would be good. He is welcome.
Bro. Hara Senon Horo and Ruhama Jay Lakra have secured

their passports. If other travel documents are arranged in time

and passage booked, they will sail from Cochin on 26th July by

SS Neptunia , That megns they will be in Germany in early

Nun
kommt er in Deutschland an und erfdhrt, daB Sie ihn ein ganzes
Jahr lang hier lassen wollen, obwohl das Church Council erkl&art
hatte, es brauche-ihn umgehend und dringend fiir die Jugendarbeit
in Indien.

The relationship between the Roman Catholic Mission and
the Protestant Churches and Missions in Chotanagpur is very
cordial and satisfoctory. On all matters of church-wide in-
terests the representatives of all the three bodies, visz.,
the Roman Catholic Mission, the Church of India, Burma,
Pakistan and Ceylon and the Gofner Evangelical Lutheran Church
in Chotanagpur and Assam meet and confer together. In 1957
I had three important occasions when I was invited :

(1) At the dénner on the occasion of the consecration of
Bishop Dilber Hans of the 5.P.G.Mission held at the Bishop's
Lodge in the S.P.,G.Mission when the R.C.Mission Arch Bishop
was invited and the three of us sat together;

(2) Meeting to pass a resolution against the Communists'
educational policy in Kerala I was one of the three speakers,
held in the R.C.Mission; and

(3) Team party in honour of a retired Roman Catholic Arch
Bishop of Bengal one was invited from Anglican Church and one
(myself) from the Lutheran Churchs I have consulted some lea-
ding members of our Church and I understand that it 4s commonly
recognized that the relationship between the Lutheran Church
and the Roman Catholic Mission recently has beea very satis~
factory, I am having visitors from the R.C.Missions, priests
and laymen every now and then. I am always received by the
'R.C,Archbishop as & friend and co-labourer in the Kingdom of
God and he is a;uiws ready to comsider my suggestions.

Dear Brother Lokies,

Your registered letter of March 3 reached me safely along with a
copy of yours of Jan.11 and the Statement regarding the two brothers
who intend to go to Germany. They are now applying for securing their
Passports. They waited for your Statement. Since they are supposed
to join a technical institution the Passport officials would insist
for the informations such as the name of the institution they would
join and the proof of an assurance or offer they have received from
the institution that they would be admitted therein. I wonder if
this assurance or offer could be available at this stage. If it is
possible, that would greatly facilitate securing of the Passports.
For all events I am asking lMr. Hora Senan Horo and Mr. Ruhama Jay
Lakra to. send you copies of their academic certificate. If all goes
well, they can hope to sail from Bombay towards the middle of June
this year. '

The Full Church Council meets here from April 12 till 15. We shall
take steps to select two Theology students and a Pastor for depu-
tation work in place of Bro. Hanukh Minz in this meeting.

The Church Council wants Miss Hemrom and Miss Khess to return to the
Gossner Church to teke up their work in the Women's department. At

. the time of sending these sisters the Church Council intended that
they should receive such training which would help the Church in her
special task among women. Since they are now qualified for the same
the Church Council expects that they will do so. Since Miss Khess
has expressed her desire to go to the States for a diploma course

in education the question arises whether that would immediately help
the Church. Personally I do not think that an American educational
degree secured within a year is of much importance. Moreover the
India Government do not recognise all American diplomas. We had an
experience in this sort of things when late Miss Sokey came with an
American B.Sc. degree. There are papers to show that the Bihar
Education Department did not recognise that degree. There are great
many opportunities in India itself where such trainigs can be had.
But, it is too early to say what the C.C. will say in this matter.

I must admit that we have not been able to make any progress at
Rourkela. The Hindustan Steel Ltd., have not yet given us a final
word in respect of the Church lands lying within the Rourkela town-
ship. The question arises is whether we should strive to retain that
or purchase another plot where there are people in large number of
our church. Our people of village Purnapani have all been evacuated
and have gone to other places. If the question of retention of our
lands is settled it would be easier to plan out with detailed estimabes.
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I have already informed you in my letter of February 25th that
we have agcepted your proposal for conducting an evangelistic
campaign in the Gossner Church. For that purpose we have post-—
poned the Pastors' Class till after rains when you would be
visiting us. That means your proposal is accepted in principle.
We shall send you a work programme.

We have not yet heard from either Bishop Manikam or Dr. Birkeli
whether they would agree to work on our Commission as its Chair-
man. Bishop Manikem is still in the States and it will teke some
months pefore he returns back to India. The case regarding the
Theological College bulding is still in the court. We hope that

it will be over by next month. The next date is fixed for 27th
March. In the meantime the attitude of the dissenters is unchanged.
They did not reciprocate favourably although we (Myself and the
President) were prepared to resign. The C.C. has defered to take
drastic action against them hoping for better #ings to happen.
Better things are out of sight. There seems to be no hope of their
coming round. It is reported that they will have their Mahasabha
on 29 and 30th March 1958 here at Ranchi. They have been behaving
as if they are a separate Church. The Council will review the whole
gituation in its ensuing meeting and find out what could be done

on this score.

Day before yesterday Bros Bage and Surin have left for Takarma Synod
forming a C.C. Commission in order to settle some local disputes

in the congregations. The Council is giving them such opportunities
which will enable them to visit congregations. They have already
visited some congregations where they did some good work.

Pastor Santosh Surin in charge of evangelistic work is just back
from two months tour in Singhbhum, Orissa and West Bengal. During
his tour he baptised 30 enquirers, belonging to Munda and Urapn,
Ho and Senthal tribes including some Oriyas. Twelve new congrega-=
tiong in the district of Palamau composed of new settlers have been
founded a few months back. They remained for many years like lost
sheep. Rev. Surin visited them and have reorganise them. The
Mennonite Mission of Palamai tried to take them in its fold but
they remained Lutheran. There are many many non-christians among
the new settlers and we would tighten our work in that front. He
visited some new places and has come with very prospective reports.
He is goim tomorrow to attend an evangelistic campaign some 20 miles
east of Ranchi. I am asking him to prepare a report suggesting new
plans and proposals for evangelistic work in untouched areas. I
shall send you a copy of this report. From his talks I have the
impression that if we could pool different financial resources
this task could be taken up with success. God willing, .we shall

be able to send more evangelists to Orissa bordering West-Bengal.
There is snother opportunity in Assam among the Agsam Hill Tribes
like Mikir, Simpho and Daffla. We have asked the Agsam Synod to
move us among these tribes. They have already selected .some young
preachers who know the language of these tribes. The area where
opportunities abound fall in the jurisdiction of Tinsukia and
Rajabahar Parishes. You have visited the Head-quarters of these
parishes. The National Missionary Society of India and the India
Federation's (F.E.L.C.) evangelistic arm i.e. the Lutheran N.M.S.
are taking keen interest in this project. Originally they had in-
tended to enter this area but comity rules of the Assam Christian
Council did not favour their going there. It is agreed that the
existing churches in the field take up this work. The N.M.S. and
the L.N.M.S. have decided to back up our worker in this area. Our
congregations nearer to the homes of these tribes have began con-
tacting these tribes. The preliminary talks with them have con-
vinced the Assam Synod that our work would meet with success. By
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this summer we expected to have prepared a work plan with a
budget. For this purpose President Tiga or some one from Ranchi
will be visiting Assam in next few weeks. I feel, I must request
you to pray for us and the lovely workers who are preparing
themselves to take the Gospel of Salvation to the Mikir, Simpho
and Duffla tribes in Assam. Also remember these tribes in your
prayers many of them have from time to time attended Church
Services specially at a place called 'Dhansiri'. Short of funds,
we have not been able to depute any full time evangelist to

to these brethren. Assam Synod is sending repeated request to

us for financial help. We have assured them for help. We believe
by the grace of God we would be shown a way out. From this year
we have asked every congregation to make every work special
offerings during lent which will go towards financing the
evangelistic work. Each year 2nd November will be observed as

a Mission Festival commemorating the arrival of first four
Missionaries to Ranchi. This is with a view to give more impetus
to the evangelistic zeal of the congregations.

Considering the tremendous work the Gossner Church has to do

I feel the appointment of Rev. Santosh Surin is significant.
Equally important is the role of the Catechists' Training School
at Govindpur. Bro. Martin Tete's appointment in this school is
also important, This school is at present handicapped due to
want of proper accommodation. Very soon we would be planning

to build a separate buldings for this important institution. It
is desirable that the Catechists's school grows side by side
with the Tabitha School.

But for the unsettled affairs in the Church we would have done
a lot in these few years. The Missionary challange is ever grest,
howbeit, the great promise is our strength — "Le I am with you
alway".

Here
the Ecumene must enter, i.e. the Lutheran World Federatiom in
cooperation with the other Lutheran churches in India. The Goss-—
ner Mission can be included in such an action y but it could no
longer do anything alone - only in communion with the Ecumene.
Please let Sisters Anni Diller and Hedwig Schmidt know my opinion.

As to Brother Lakra, you should not give your German Mission




friends all the blame. The German Mission friends did not elect _
Joel Lakra as President but the congregatioqg in India did, and
he came to Germany as the President whom you all had chosen, and
we consequently regarded him as the representative.of'an Indian
church for whi~th we had prayed and sacrificed for a hundred years.

The decision as to what work they are to do on their return to
India lies entirely with the CC. I would be glad if your would
occasionally let me know what Kind of church work you intend to
assign to the young women.

The two teachers Bahalen Bage and Setng Hapdgara have arrived

in Mainz-Kastel as scheduled, and are staying there far a bit

in order to be equipped with the necessary clothing for the winter
climate in Germany and to be introduced by Sister Auguste Fritz
into the quite different circimstances of life, They are invited
this week already to Pastor Dr.HeB, Westkilvee/Westfalia, a d aee
subsequently to stay in Espelkamp for a while to be together with

There will be no church courses in Germany starfing before April lst
so that the two teachers will spend the first weeks of their stay

in Germany in learning German. From April lst.onward they are either
to go to the Bible School in Salzuflen, where P.Khess :nd D.Hemrom
are, or to the large "Diakonnissen® House in Kaiserswerth on/Rhine
where they are to be acquainted with the working methods of the
Kindergarten. In Kaiserswerth thexm are also young women of the
Batak Church pursuing their studies there, and we believe it would
be profitable for our two teachers to cumenic communi-
ty with there sisters from Indonesia.

Finally I want to thank you and especially Presidemt Tiga most
heartily for continuing negotiations with the brothers of the other
group, therby being willing to make sacrifices on your part.

This is to inform you that our Bank viz., the
Chotanagpur Banking Association is under moratorium granted
by the court and has been closed for an indefinite period.
As there was a rumour that the same would be reopened on the
l4th instant, we did not write to you. It is now quite ebvious
that the case of the Bank is complicated and it will take
considerable time for the settlement of the same,

Our church money, except that of the Provident Fund
is kept in the Chotanagpur Banking Association. The last cheque
which we received from the F.E.L.C, Treasurer on 19.12,1957 being
the balance of eour L.W.F. subsidy for the last quarter of 1957
also got locked up in the Bank and we could mot get it.

We are in utmost difficulty on account of this sudden
event and we have for the present closed the seminary with effect
from 8th January 1958, We are afraid, we have to close most of
our institutions immediately unless we get our subsidy for the
first quarter of 1958 without any delay,

By order of the Church Council Executive(in session)
I request you to kindly send the subsidy for the first quarter
direct to our Treasurer and inform the F.,E.L.C, Treasurer to that
effect. If the money must come through him and only through him,
please instruct him by wire to advance the same from other funds
and recoup it on receipt of the subsidy from you.

We are earmestly hoping that you will kindly hear
our request sympathetically and enable us to reopen the Seminary,
The Church Council Executive has decided to do so by the 8th of
February if funds are available,

Dear Brethren,

In the absence of the Full Church Council, the
Executive Officers have given due thoughts to the suggestions and
proposals offered by you in your letter of October 3, 1957. An
answer to your letter could not be sent earlier due to several dis-
turbances and emergencies that came in the way. President Tiga's
eldest son who was ailing for the last 1 1/2 years was passing through
the critical stage, and passed away on the 17th October which was a
deep concern for all of us. These and other things greatly disturbed
us all.

We do fully agree with you thet the Kingdom of God stands first. The
Church administration has always held the view that personal or

communal differences should in no way come before us when we are serving
the Lord in the Church. The administration will have due respect for

the rights and lawful claims of every member of the Church, and for any
dissenting group. At the same time the church administration will have
claim over every member or group of persons for their loyalty and sup-
port in maintaining and protecting the integrity of our Gossner Church.

We hove to proceed constitutionally and the Constitution of the Church in
force will have to be the basis. This view was expressed by us from the
very beginning. When we say "Constitutionally" we mean to observe it
- strictly as it is. We hold -the view that any problem invelving the legal
rights "nd previleges of a person or persons must be solved within.the
framework oOf ‘the’ Constitution in force viz., the one passed by the Maha-
sabha in 1949, and in doing so, the integrity of the gossner %hurch must
be positively upheld.

We stromgly feel that the Constitution may and should be amended out of
constitutional and administrative necessity. If the socalled "Minority
Problem" seems to necessitate a change in the constitution, that has to
be carefully and properly studie& in right perspective after correctly
evaluating the situation at hand. If, the Gossner Church administration
is to be run on the fabric of communal interests then it will switch on
to be an inter-communal organisetion and if church administration is to
be run by representatives of "Parties" then it will mean that the church
is a political organisation. We do fully agree with Praeses Stosch's re-
marks on the "Preamble" of the scheme presented by the so-called North
Zone.

Now, our remarks on the constructive suggestions offered by you are as
follows: .
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1. Besides the President of the Church, we agree, to have another
officer who will preside over the MNahasabha and share some
administrative responsibilities. He would be elected by the
Mahasabha, become an honorary cfficer of the Church and sit
in the Church Council and its Executive as an ex-officio mem-
ber. We would call him "The Chairman". He will be assisted by
two Vice-Chairmen during his absence in the Mahasabha. The
Chairman will indicate which of the Vice-Chairmen will offi-
ciate as Chairman during his temporary or long absence. The
Vice-Chairmen will not be members of the Church Council and
its executive. They will be members of the lMahasabha, We agree
that the Chairman and the Vice-Chairmen be laymen. They should
also be elected by the Mahasabha.

2. Board of Adjudication: The Church Constitution provides for a
commission of Adjudication in (Artiele 13, 2) of the constitu-
tion and Article 4, 4 of its Byelaw. This commission is com-
posed of 4 most experienced laymen and 4 most experienced
Pastors of the Church and presided over by the President of
the Church. It is biennially appointed. We feel strongly that
this commission's members should be from within the Church anc.
not from outside. Vie agree that the Chairman of the Mahasebha
should preside over this commission instead of the President
of the Church. This Commission will have members who will serve
for four years.

3. Pinance: We would give due consideration to the financial
aspect of the proposal. In this connexion we commend to the
consideration of everybody the "Ranson's Report" which pro-
poses centralisation of Finances. Some modifications are
necessary in keeping with the existing synodical system. Al-
ready the DWM/LUF has suggested legal guarantee against mis-
appropriation of public money and the Church Council has taken
steps in this direction. We feel that the Treasurer or the
Financial Secretary, es he may be designated, shall have wider
powers to deal with church finance. All these will have to be
incorporated in the Constitution through amendments or intro-
duction of new sections.

4. We feel that the provisions of the Constitution in the matter
of procedure for amending the constitution be followed with no._
exception. The procedure envisages a long time and we feel that.
any amendment should not be rushed through. We have to wait
till 1959.

(a) The Church Council Officers agree that the following 10
persons should form a committee to draft amendments to the
present Constitution:

1. Rev. J.J.P. Tiga, 2. Mr. N.E. Horo; 3. Rev. Habil Topno;
4. Mr. Isahak Minz; 5. Rev. Samuel Bage; 6. Rev. J.A. Kujurj
7. Mr. P.D. Panna;, 8. Mr. Naeman Toppo; 9. Mr. Sachindramohan
Chowdhury; 10. Rev. C.B. Minz; 11. Mr. Nuas Kerketta and 12.
Dr. M. Bage.

We hold the view that one or even two persons from outside the
Gossner Church, who are conversant with Church constitution be
co-opted as legal advisers to help the committee in its work.

This committee will cooperate with the committee of yours. We

are very grateful to the Kuratorium for the promise of finan-

cial help.

(b) Chairman: We thought that Dr. Lokies is the best person to
be the Chairman of the Commission. But, since you rightly
pointed out to us the wisdom and feasibility of having an Indian
to be the Chairman of the Commission, we appreciate your .

|
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view and we are serivusly considering the matter. We need
some time to find out & suitable Indian christian leader

for the purpose.

(c) We approve that Vissionary Borutta be requested to be
present in the meetings of the committe as a guest.

For as much as it ie impossible to convene the Full Church
Council meeting for paucity of funds, we the Executive Officers of
the Gossner Church unanimously agree to send the above as an official
reply to yours of October 3, 1957.

We are deeply indebted to the Kuratorium and our friends in Germany
for their help and prayers at this hour of trial. We send our heart-
felt thanks to them all and beseech them through you to pray for us.

Dear Brethren,

at their meeting heM in Berlin-Friedenau on September 27th,1957,

the Kuratorium considered the present situation of Gossner's

Church pondering over it with deep concern. We are of opinion that
the agreement of June 17th offers an opportunity for re-establishing
unity and peace in our Church. In order that the Commission provided
for in this agreement may begin their work with a reasonable hope
for success, we should realise that the Kingdom of God stands first,
being far more important than our communal differences. So we ask
all who are concerned to leave behind all their grudge and enmity,
to forgive and begin again with confidence and with due respect for
the rights and lawful claims of the other party, which should be
given consideration as far as our main cause viz the integrity of
our church would allow. :

We hope you all are agreed that you have to proceed constitutionally.
The legal basis for reconstructing our Church is the Constitution
fremed in 1947. This Constitution is in force, only a Mahasabha has
the authority to alter or amend the constitution. The different
groups in our Church should therefore recognise this constitution as
valid and act accordingly. We therefore endorse the critical notes
on the "Preamble" frrmed by the so-called North Zone which Praeses
STOSCH offered in his letter to Revds. J.J.P. TIGA and Joel ILAKRA,
deted Berlin August 23rd. To ‘accept this Preamble would mean split-
ting the Church. In his reply to Praeses Stosch's letter the Rev.

J. Lakra asked for constructive suggestions helping to solve the
problem. So did the Church Council several times. By the way: Rev.
J. Lakra has been giving us informations about his own aspect of

the situation far mom plentifully than the Church Council.

When we are giving constructive suggestions now, we trust that no

one of our brethren in India will think the Kuratorium would inter-
fere with the intern affairs of Gossner's Church. The Church Council
as well as the Rev. J. Lakra and his friends have asked for advice.
In giving the following recommendations the Kuratorium does only what
they were asked for.

The Minority Problem in our Church should be solved in a legal way
on the basis of the Constitution now in force with the aim of up-
holding the integrity of the G.BE.IL.Church intact and giving to the
Minority what is due to them.

In our opinion it is not advisable now nor is it within a few months
possible to replace a Constitution by an entirely new one. But this
Constitution of 1947 msy and should be amended with a view to the
Minority Problem in our Church,
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1. We know from experience in our German TLutleran Church that it
may prove dangerous, if too much authority and power is vested
in one person i.g. the President of a Church. We commend to your
consideration the course which the Church of Berlin-Brandenburg
has taken in this matter. The Synod (Mahasabha) is not presided
over by the President (or Bishop) of the church, but is conducted
by the "Praeses of the Synod” as we call him. The Praeses of the
Synod may be and is at prescnt a layman.
During the intervalls between the biennial sessions of the Maha-
sabha the Praeses of the Synod would be ex officio a member of
the Church Council and its Executive, he would be the Substitute
of the President of the Church, you may c211l him Vice President.
He would have to prepare and conduct the sessions of the liahesabha,
his duty would also be to see to it that the resolutions of the
"Mahesabha'" are carried out. The Praeses of the Synod would be
elected by the Mahasabha. Consider, please, which of the two is
preferable, either to say: if the President of the Church is a
Munda the Praeses of the Svnod should be another tribe and vice
versa - or to say: who is given the greatest number of votes for .
the Presidentship will be President, who stands second will be
Praeses of the Synod (Vicepresidents, provided that at lest one
quarter or one third of the votes are in his favour. In this way
the Minority could be sure to be well represented in the Synod as
well as in the Church Council.

2. To avoid oppression of and injustice against a Minority we re-
commend extension of the duties of the "Board of Adjudication"
mentioned in Article 13 § 2 of the Constitution. This Board should
officiate not only during the session of the Mahasabha, but per-
manently as a Board to which a group of members of the Church may
appeal when they think they are dealt with unjustly. In this Board
the groups in our Church should be represented, preferably by
independent men. As in the "'Board of Management of Church Proper-
ties" (vide Constitution Article 14 § 3), the Federation of Luthe-
ran Churches in India and the National Christian Council should
also be represented in this Board of Adjudication. We leave it to
you to consider who should preside over this Board. It might be ‘
well to ask one of these outsiders to preside.

3. In amending the Constitution it may be advisable to pay attention
to the financial problem of the Church. You know yourselves best
the predicament to which the Finance of the Church Council has
come as a consequence of the decentralisation favoured by the
Constitution of 1947. The G.E.L.Church will never become finan~
cially independent unless all who have to handle public money
be put under strict supervision. Organising and exercising this
supervision would be an additional task for a Vice President.

4. In compliance with article 13 § 2 of the Constitution the Com~
mission for amending the Constitution will have to lay their
suggestions before the next Mahasabha for approval. In view of
the existing emergency the next Mahasabha might be asked to
acknowledge the urgency of reorganising the Church and to put
the amended Articles in force immediately.

The Kuratorium is willing to give all possible assistance to re-
establish peace, order and unity in our Church.-We commend to pro-
ceed as follows:
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a) A Committee for amending the Constitution should be convened
28 soon as possible. Representatives of the different groups
should be invited, not too many. The more members the slower
work. As soon as you can report to us that a competent Committee
is ready to git, we shall send money to {inance the work of the
Committee. This committee should besr in mind their responsibi-
lity for an undivided and unsplit Lutheran Church. The findings
of the Committee will be submitted to an extraordinary Mahasabha
in the beginning of 1958. The Kuratorium is prepared to finance
even this extreordinary linhosabha.
We herewith should like to inform you that the Kuratorium has
appointed a committee to re-examine the constitution of the
Goscner Church. Some of the members of this committee took after
the war decisively pert in framing the new constitution of their
own church in Germany.
Wie shall be greatly satisfied, if the newly appointed committee

. at Ranchi will be ready to cooperate with the committee in Berlin.

We then should like to submit our proposals, either to simplify
or perhaps to improve the existing constitution.

b) We thank the Church Council as well as Rev.J. Lakra and his friends
for inviting Director LOKITS to preside over the committee. Ve are
glad to see that you all have confidence in the Kuratorium and in
D, Lokies especially. If and when we can accept your kind invita-
tion we cannot decide before we have your reply to this our letter.
As a matter of Principle we still urge that an Indian Autonomous

. Church should ask an Indian Brother to serve as Chairman of the
Committee.

¢) Ve ask to invite our Kissionary the Rev.H. BORUTTA to be present
at the meetings of the committee as a guest.

Not only the Kuratorium, but all our and your friends in Germany pray
for you. May God through His Holy Spirit sanctify, enlighten and

‘ bless you.

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Plant for Producing Bastards?

257 miles south-west of Calcutta on the River Koel in Orissa,

the little village of Rourkela is fast turning into a mighty

steel city. World famous engineering firms from West Germany

are helping Indians to build a steel plant with a capacity

to produce a million tons of steel every year. As the jop is

parcelled out among many German firms and as each firm has

its own conception of the plant, getting together the ulti-

mate picture of the plant is going to be some headache.

We won't be surprised if half the things, which are being

constructed in Rourkela today, will be found useless when

the plant is "ready". Mr. P.G. Bhagat, the goggle-eyed General

Manager of the Hindustan Steel Works, the cooperative farm

of steel profits, moves about like Alice in Wonderland nodding
. his head couteously to every new proposition that comes to

him from the self-seeking German engineers. The way Rourkela

is being built even a tyro can say that it is going to be an

flop we are ging to have a lot of heartburning before the

ingots of steel actually begin to roll out from the plant.

But then that has been the general design of our Five-Year

Plans and Rourkela is going to be no exception.

But we are not so much concerned with the coal, the iron ore
and the limestone that will go through the crucible of fire

to combine and give us steel. We are worried about the Indian
women that are working at the plant and the way they are being
cradled to g new way of life.

There are about 8000 women working in the various sections of
the Rourkela Plant. We had rather a shockingly intimate intro-
duction to them when a local photographer gave us a number

of their nude photographs taken by what he described as
"German Workers".

We were told that these Adivasi women living in the adjoining
. villages of Purnapani, Jhirpani, Jabda, Jharabahall, Milmili,

Jalda, Tumkela, Tarkera, Garjan, Durgapur, Panposh, etc.

Most of the women are, of course, "Christian", the Christian

missionaries having operated in those areas for over hald a

century now.

With 8000 young and well-built Christian-minded Adivasi women
and crores of rupees set aside from the second Five-Year Plan,
the 1000 German workers and 10.000 Punjabi loafers are having
a swell time of their life in Rourkela at the moment. Together
they have built a huge cradle of crime long before the first
crucible for steel can be got ready.

Though the newspapers tell us that a gigantic steel plant i=m
coming up on this site, Rourkela, to the visitor with open
eyes, looks like a huge community project for the most shame-
less prostitution in the world. One sees Christianized Adivasi
girls stepping out of German cars and station wagons dressed
in silks and georgettes, with flashing lipsticks and ribbons,
wearing high-heeled shoes and looking like so many Egyptian
prostitutes. Seeing the number of nude photogra@@s which the
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photographic shops process every day, it seems that most of these
women are taken to the riverside and stripped and photographed.
And the Post Office in Rourkela is kept busy sending these photo-
graphs to various parts of Germany.

In fact it is said, though we do not have any authentic proof of
this wellfounded belief, that at least two of the German contrac-
tors regularly send out these nude photographs to Germany with a
view to persuade German workers to sign up contracts for work in
India.

Already quite a number of new fair-skinned Christians births have
taken place and by the time the plant is completed - if at all it
is completed in time - Rouekela will have a thriving little
community of Indo-German bastards. Wehenever we get =sour steel in-
gots, ingots of vice and prostituion rolling out of the beds of
Indo-German cooperation.

In this little village of 1955 there are nearly 50.000 peo¥®pe living
today and every week new cases of murder, seduction, rape, kidnap-
ping, theft and goondaism are reported. The State Police, is, as
expected, utterly incompetent and ven a German worker is involved
in a case of seduction and rape, the police station has no statio-
nery even to take down the complaint. This new cradle of crime has
attracted expert criminals and goondas from distant places like
Patnagar, Calcutta, Delhi, Cawnpore, Lucknow, Chandigarh, Indore,
Gwalior, Patna, etc. and daylight wmurders and kidnappings have al-
ready ceased to be sentional news. Between the Germans and the
Punjabis, Rourkela has become a De¥il's Town where the young Adi-
vasi woman doesn't want an undergarment any more becauuse she has
to remove it so often to fulfill her Christian duty of loving all
neighbours.

Pandit Nehru will, of course, describe Rourkela Steel Plant as
another temple of public workship wehen the Germans invite him
there to confirm their bills. But to the man weho loves his old
country and its ancient culture, Rourkela must remain a snake-pit
of vice and racial degradation. When the steel plant gets ready
we might get a million tons of steel every year but how are we
%oing to get wack the chaste traditions of thousands of our women
iving in the hundred villages surrounding Rourkela?

In ancient times Sita went throaugh the crucible of fire to esta-
blish her chastity. Today Indian women of Rourkela are heating up
a crucible for steel with the fuel of their chastity. Is that the
"temple" we are expected to worship at knowing that those who were
born to be mothers of this country were seduced to be prostitutes
of pleasure in building the edifice? A question which 211 Indians
must answer is: "Why can't we build any thing new and prosperous
without pulling down something old and sacred?"

Als sich beim Friihlingsfest in diesem Jahr ein par Sikhs den
Mddehen zu ndhern versuchten, wurden sieben von ihnen durch die h8chst
ehrempfindlichen Mi&nner ermordet., Das ermutigt die deutschen Arbeiter nicht
geradd zum Flirt, und im iibrigen sind die halbwildei Eingeborenen-Damen
selbst fiir sexuell ausgehungerte deutsche Arbeiter kaum eine Versuchung.
Dagegen haben sich aus Calcutta etwa 20 Damen des horizontalen Gewerbes

in Rourkela angesiedelt, die iiber Beschiftigungsmangel nicht zu klagen
haben. Da man zum Aufbau eines Stahlwerkes im Dschungel keine Heiligen
verpflichten kann, muf man schon in Kauf nehmen, daf die Dienerinnen der
Liebe von der Belegschaft nicht v8llig iibersehen werden. Ein deutscher
Antrag, die Damen polizeilich entfernem zu lassen, ist von den Indern ab-
gelehnt worden. Aber selbst dde par Prostituierten sind eine vllige Rand-
erscheinung in Rourkela und waren bisher nicht der AnlaB zu Skandalen. Ver-
suche der deutschen Verwaltung, durch Mittelsménner Exemplare der angeblich
in Umlauf bedindlichen Nacktphotes aufzutreigben, blieben erfolglos, also
diirfte es sich bei den erwihnten nudistischen Konterfeis allenfalls um
Ausnahmen, wenn nicht gar Erfinden handeln.

Herr Dr.Wurm erfreut sich in Rourkela allgemeiger Unbeliebtheit, er ist
offenbar ein geltungssiichtiger Wirrkopf und dea praktischen Problemen
nicht gewachsen, zum Tell deshalm nicht, weil er sich aus Geltungsbediirf-
nis zuviel Verantwortungen aufhalsen liabt, Auf der anderen Seite muf man
zugdben, dal er ein ausgesprochen undankbares Amt hat und als Siindenbock
fiir alle Unzulénglichkeiten herhalten muB. Ein Beispiel fiir diese Unzuléng-
lichkeiten: Das neue Clubhaus liegt etwa 3 Kilometer von den Arbeiter -
wohnungdn entfernt. Die Arbeiter miilten eine halbe Stunde laufen, um dort-
hin zu gelangen und sagen deshalb, der ganze Zirkus sei nur fiir die moto~
risierten GroBkopfeten angelegt. Obwohl die Kostem fiir den Club von den

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Plant for Producing Bastards?

257 miles south-west of Caleutta on the River Koel in Orissa, the little
village of Rourkela is fast turning into a mighty steel eity. World famous
engineering firms from West Germany are helping Indians to build a steel
plant with a eapaeity to produee a million tons of steel every year. As the
job is parcelled out among many German firms and as each firm has its own
conception of the plant, getting together the ultimate picture of the plant
is going to be some headache. We won't be surprised if half the things,

which are being construeted in Rourkela today, will be found useless when

the plant is "ready". Mr. P. G. Bhagat, the goggle-eyed General Manager of
the Hindustan Steel Works, the cooperative farm of steel profits, moves about
like Alice in Wonderland nodding his head courtecusly to every new propo-
sition that comes to him from the self-seeking German engineers. The way Rour-
kela is being built even a tyro can say that it is going to be an flop and

we are going to have a lot of heartburning before the ingots of steel aec-
tually begin to roll out from the plant. But then that has been the general
design of our Five-Year Plans and Rourkela is going to be no exception.

But we are not so much concerned with the coal, the iron ore and the limestone
that will go through the crucible of fire to combine and give us steel.,

We are worried about the Indian women that are working at the plant and the
way they are being eradled to a new way of life.

There are about 8000 women working in the various sections of the Rourkels
Plant. We had rather a shockingly intimate introduction to them when a
local photographer gave us a number of their nude photographs taken by
what he described as "German Workers",

We were told that these Adivasi women living in the adjoining villages of
Purnapani, Jhirpani, Jabda, Jharabahall, Milmili, Jalda, Tumkela, Tarkera,
Garjan, Durgapur, Panposh, etc. Most of the women are, of course, "Christian",
the Christian missionaries having operated in those areas for over half a
century now.

With 8000 young and well-built Christian-minded Adivasi women and crores of
rupees set aside from the second Five-Year Plan, the 1000 German workers

and 10.000 Punjabi loafers are having a swell time of their life in Rourkela
at the moment. Together they have built a huge cradle of crime long before
the first erucible for steel can be got ready.

Though the newspapers tell us that a gigantic steel plant is coming up on
this site, Rourkela, to the visitor with open eyes, looks like a huge
community projeet for the most shameless prostitution in the world. One

sees Christianized Adivasi girls stepping out of German cars and station
wagons dressed in silks and georgettes, with flashing lipsticks and ribbons,
wearing high-heeled shoes and looking like so many Egyptian prostitutes.




Jﬁgping the number of nude photographs which the photographic shops process
“every day, it seems that most of these women are taken to the riverside
and stripped and photographed. And the Post Office in Rourkela is kept
busy sending these photographs to various parts of Germany.

In fact it is said, though we do not have any authentie proof of this
wellfounded belief, that at least two of the German contractors regularly
send out these nude photographs to Germany with a view to persuade German
workers to sign up contracts for work in India,.

Already quite a number of new fair-skinned Christians births have taken
place and by the time the plant is completed - if at all it is completed
in time = Rourkela will have a thriving little eommunity of Indo-German
bastards. Whenever we get our steel ingots, ingots of vice and prostitution
rolling out of the beds of Indo-CGerman cooperation.

In this little village of 1955 there are nearly 50.000 people living today
and every week new cases of murder, seduction, rape, kidnapping, theft and
goondaism are reported. The State Police, is, as expected, utterly incom-
petent and when a German worker is involved in a case of seduction and rape,
the police station has no stationery even to take down the ecomplaint. This
new cradle of crime has attracted expert criminals and goondas from distant
places like Tatnagar, Calcutta, Delhi, Cawnpore, Lucknow, Chandigarh, Indore,
Gwalior, Patna, etec., and daylight murders and kidnappings have already ceased
to be sentional news. Between the Germans and the Punjabis, Rourkela has
become a Devil's Town where the young Adivasi woman doesn't want an under-
garment any more because she has to remove it so often to fulfill her
Chrisgian duty of loving all neighbours.

Pandit Nehru will, of course, describe Rourkela Steel Plant as another
temple of public workship when the Germans invite him there to confirm their
bills, But to the man who loves his old country and its ancient culture,
Rourkela must remasin a snake-pit of wice and racial degradation. When the
steel plant gets ready we might get a million tons of steel every year but
how are we going to get back the chaste traditions of thousands of our

women living in the hundred villsges surrounding Rourkela?

In ancient times Sita went through the crucible of fire to establish her
chastity. Today Indian women of Rourkela are heating up a crucible for steel
with the fuel of their chastity. Is that the "temple" we are expected to
worship at knowing that those whowere born to be mothers of this country
were suduced to be prostitutes of pleasure in building the edifice? A
question which all Indians must answer is: "Why can't we build any thing
new and prosperous without pulling down something old and sacred? "

The Ground Breaking Ceremony:—

One of the big events of the year was the ground-breaking ceremony which was conducted by
Bishop S. K. Mondol on October 20, 1856. It was a venture of faith because at that time not more
than Rs. 7,077.50 was on hand to start the building. In the month of March $ 25,000 was received
and the work was started on April 1, 1957. T am happy to report that the class room building is now
ready for use from January 1958. It will be dedicated on December 7, 1987. This building is a gift
of the Woman’s Division of Christian Service (U.S.A.) We are most grateful to them for their
generous gift which has met our urgent need of the time.

Up-grading of the school:—

On November 7, 1957 Johnson Girls’ High School was one of the schools which was selected

l‘glbgcolmc a Higher Secondary School. By upgrading it, the pre-university course will be taught in the
Alth class.




115 girls will appear according to the new scheme for the matriculation examinations in
March 1958. This number includes those who are taking the examinations at the end of the tenth
year.

This school has also been selected to do some research work in the field of education. But it
will be undertaken oaly if the Education Department will give a grant to meet the necessary expenses.

A. C. C. Training:—

After a great deal of struggle the management had to submit to the authorities
by sending two teachers for the Auxiliary Cadet Course training in Indore for three weeks. It was
impossible to stand aloof when all schools under Christian auspices had agreed to start the A. C. C.
training in their schools. However, while this training may not be acceptable to all but now it has been
approved by the Central Conference to introduce this training in our High schools to keep pace with the
national educational schemes,

Teaching of Craft:—There is a growing interest for learning craft. Both the staff and the students

attend classes where leather work and weaving are taught. Some of the students are selling thc'.

finished articles in the open market to earn money for themselves.

Excursions :— [ am happy to report that after many years of effort, the staffand the students have
learnt to plan together the details of excursions. Every month one or two groups go out on excursions
to see places which are important either historically or geographically.

Science Club :—More and more students are taking interest in the study of science. This year they
have also started a science club and are doing their work systematically. :

Admission of boys :—As a matter of experiment, 12 boys who passed out from our own Primary
School were admitted in the 5Sth class. The relationship between boys and girls is normal and healthy.
Itis good to see both boys and girls play hockey, kho-kho and base-ball together. Without depriving
girls of their privilege to study in this school, it will be a good idea to continue to have a small number
of boys studying with them in this institution under proper supervision. Such a practice will be
beneficial to both sexes. There is a healthy competition between boys and girls to out-do one another
in their class work,

Religious Education :—
Junior W. 8. C. S. has been started among the students of 10th and 1lth classes. Miss

Vasantika Amolik has taken keen interest in this work, She is assisted by a teacher from the Hig‘.

School department.

The work of the M. Y, F., Sunday Schools, and Junior Church are planned with care by
the staff members under the supervision of the Teacher Training staff. The pupils of the High
Schools are trained to conduct these meetings. M. Y. F, and Sunday School rallies have been held
at a central place. The students have taken active part in these programmes. Every year M. Y. F.
students send Rs. 10/- for the scholarship of an African student who is studying in a Christian
College in Assam. The members of the Junior Church and M. Y. F. prepare the Children’s Day
Program and also help in raising funds by other efforts. ‘

The Charier House program is a means of giving religious instruction. When the teachers
understand this procedure, ‘they enjoy using this Course. :

Chapel and vesper services mean a great deal to the pupils because they are prepared with
care and thought.

In Febiuary a series of revival meetings were held in the school. Rev, Moses David from
Yeotmal was invited to conduct these meetings. - It has helped to sct the tone high. Most of the students
have learnt to taks with them their Bibles to the Sunday morning service.

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Refresher Courset'—

Whenever possible the staff members were given the opportunity to attend camp ancd
conferences,

In the month of April a conference was held for the Wardens, Matrons, and House fathers at
Hawabagh under the auspicesof the Teachers' Training College. All the Wardens and Matrons
from Johnson Girls’ High School attended the conference and found it very worthwhile. Similarly,
a' Sunday school coaference was held for five days at Jabalpur. Two staff members attended the
conference and found the discussions very helpful.

Physical Education : — Both the staff and students are very keen on physical education.
There are sports-field for every kind of major game. During the summer holidays eur school was
selected to send a team of volley-ball to Kashmir. But once the girls return to their homes, it is difficult
to call them back. It is also very difficult to convince  the parents that the arrangements in a new
place will be made satisfactorily. /

Audio-Visual Aids:— A number of educational pictures have been shown to our students. It
helps a great deal in increasing general knowledge, in relaxing their minds and also in satisfying their
desire and longing to see motion pictures. 2
Hostel:— There .are 172 students in the two hostels. 154 are Christians and 18 are non-
Christians. There are three wardens who do excellent work in co-operating with the matrons and the
nurse. e
. There has been a planned effort to get the students to manage their own affairs. The discipline
Th the hostel has been very satisfactory due to the co-operation between the matron and the staff.
The students are very eagar to have their own gardens but unfortunately there is an acute
shiortage of water and hence they get disappointed in not having good gardens around thei dormitories.
In order to give an outlet to the emotions and talents of the pupils, the wardens have divided
them into groups. Each group is responsible for a different month to entertain the rest of the students in

the hostel. : |
Every Sunday night the teachers on duty teach Christian choruses, hymns and songs in English

and in Hindi. Our students can sing many Christian songs from memory.

This year four new swings of different sizes have been installed in the hostels. ‘They are in use
practically all the time when the students  are free. '

For fun and pleasure the staff and the students have cooking classes. They learn to cook
different kinds of dishes.

Everything is not perfect here by any means. But the desire to live at one’s best is as earnest
and sincere as any one can hope for.

Sometimes the parents and the school do not go hand in hand but thus far we have no reason
1o feel concerned with any alarm,

Primary School:— There is a great pressure to admit children into our Primary school. In fact
Some parents are eager to admit them when they are not even six years of age and desire to put them
in our hostels. We have reached the stage when we cannot admit any more children in this department.

We have started a carpentry class for our boys. The girls are learning to make articles with
paper and cardboard.

Once a month literary society gives a program which consists of items which they have learat
during the month, [ hope some day we can find a specialist in the field of Elementary Education to
direct the work in a more creative manner and to give death knell to our age-long stultified courses
which are handed down to us from the Education Department.

Girl Guides and Blue Birds:— As usual we have the Girl Guide and the Blue Bird companies
in our school. Oace a week they have their meetings. On special functions such as the Independence
andﬁ the Republic Day, they go to the city to join other Guides and Blue Birds in marching and in
giving stunts.

Government grant-in-aid:— The State is giving free education to children between 6-14
years of age. Children belonging to people of the following categories are also given free cducatiot.
Their tuitional fees are reimbursed by the Education Department. For example,

1. Landless agriculturists,

2. Teachers serving in government ‘institutions.

3. Backward and Scheduled class of people.

The Education Department has slightly increased its maintenance grant but this was needed
badly because the staff salary has rapidly risen high.

Staff:— The staffis young in age but well qualified, and capable of efficiently carrying on the work.
Every month a staff meeting is held where the work is planned in consultation with the teachers. There-
after, the entire responsibility is assumed by them with the help of the studens. I was greatly blessed
by their loyalty and co-operation,

I have reached the stage that I can not lead in the educational work of the institution, My years
of service have not been a drag upon me. Itseems to me as if only yesterday that I began my career
as a teacher. I have enjoyed my work in this school first as a kindergarten teacher, then a Middle and
High school teacher and a Warden. Later I served as a Headmistress of the school before the code
came into force and lastly as the Principal for full fourteen years. My heart is filled with Jjoy when 1see
children of the students whom I have taught in the Middle and High school. I have watched the physical
growth of the institution from a yellow school building to all the buildings which stand on the two
compounds. It will be difficult for me to believe that I have retired from the educational service bu
hope to soon enjoy the bliss of retirement ! I have to be remicded by others that I am not young. I
not know my, plans because I have failed to think in terms of retirement in the years gone by.

In closing T am most grateful to God for the privilege I had in knowing almost every one in
this Conference; in working with some wonderful men and women. If ever I exercised strongly the
administrators traits and qualities, it was because of necessity and in the interest of our work.

I will not fail to remember Miss Lucile Colony, Mrs. C. C. Herman, Miss Gertrude Becker
and other friends with whom I have worked in my younger days and with whom I sat down to-
gether to plan the future of this institution.

At the moment of writing this report, I do not know who will hold the helm of the institution.
I am praying ecarnestly to God that the right person may be sent to head the school. My co-
operation and my loyalty shall always be unstintingly given to this school which I have loved and served
with devodon. May it make progress rapidly from strength to strength to meet the needs of our youth
in this time and age, and for generations to come.
