Sir,

The Government have under consideration in the Legislature, the Bihar
High Schools ('Control and Regulation of Administration) Bill. Knowing you,
Sir, to be the champion of minorities and feeling that our rights and interests
are safe in your hands, we, on behalf of the Christian Schools in the State take
advantage of this opportunity to bring to your kind notice certain difficulties
with which we are faced in rupning them, vis-a=vis the said Bill and other
Government orders and circulars for Secondary and Elementary ( Middle and
Primary) Schools and allied matters. We therefore confidently placq this
memorandum before you and trust that you will be pleased to consider it and
take adequate steps to safeguard our rights and interests and thereby enable
us also to contribute our best to the growth of the nation,

The Christian Churches run numerous educational institutions of
different types and grades, both general and special (Appendix I). They follow
the syllabus prescribed or approved by Government and are always open to
Government inspection and supervision. They have rendered all along loyal, ~u
efficient and sterling service in the cause of education and betterment of the ’
citizens. These facts have been recognised by Government and the people.

For the sake of convenience we submit our representations in separate
parts for High Schools, Elementary schools and for other allied matters,

Part I. High Schools

We note that the Bihar High Schools (Control and Regulation of
Administration ) Bill is designed to give the Board of Secondary Education a
statutory status and to validate actions taken and orders already passed by
the said Board and also by the State Government and the Director of
Public Instruction, Bihar. We are very grateful to the Government for making
provisions under clauses 5 (1) part 2, 8(2) and 9 to safeguard the rights of
minorities based on religion and language as guaranteed by Articles 25,26,28,29
and 30 of our Constitution. Nevertheless we feel it-our duty to place before
you the kind of facilities we need if these rights are to be effectively protected
once the Bill goes into force.

We need special facilities under the following heads :—

I Constitution of the Managing Committee.

IT Appointment of Head Master and other teachers.

III Registration of School Property and the Managing Committee,

IV Representation on the Board of Secondary Education.

I. The Managing Committee.

Once the Act goes into force, our Managing Committees will be governed
by the Government Resolution printed on p.p. 34—35 of the BIHAR
GAZETTE EXTRAORDINARY, Patna No. 375 dated Patna, Monday, March
23rd, 1959, Under the provisions of this Resolution, the Christian Churches
or their Education Societies are given at most 4 members out of a total of 14,
namely the Head Master appointed by the Church and three other members,
assuming that there are no subscribers, We feel that for the continued, efficient
and smooth working of our schools as heretofore, we should be given at least
a bare majority in the managing committee, namely at least 6 members
nominated by the Church, including the Head of the Church or his nominee
as President and the Head Master.



(2)

If a suggestion be accepted from us as regards the other 5 members
2 may be nominees of the D, P. 1., 2 be selected by the Managing Committee
from the guardiaps and one be a teachers’ represéntative.

The following are the reasons for our requests :—

(a) Our Schools hold a good record of peaceful, smooth and harmonious
working and ‘the absence of all internal’ dissensions and disharmony in the
management. In fact the high level of efficiency maintained in our schools
and often praised openly by high placed officials and non-officials, is precisely
the fruit of the internal peaceful and harmonious management of our schools,

(b) As minorities, we are only asking for minimum facilities to exercise
our Constitutional rights in managing our schools, which are always open to
Government inspection and audit. We regularly follow the courses prescribed
and appoint teachers that have the necessary and prescribed qualifications.
When Government have all these means for inspecting our activities and day-
fo-day work, there is no reason why our request should not be granted.

II. Appointment of the Head Master and other teachers.

It is a cardinal principle with us that we should maintain the rehigious
character of our schools, for we firmly believe that religion is the ultimate basis
of a sound character and well-formed personality. We therefore request you,
Sir, that the Churches or their Educational Societies be left free to appoint
the Head Master and other teachers of their schools, subject, of course, to the
condition that they have the requisite academic qualifications and similar
service conditions as - for teachers in other grant-in-aid schools: Hence we
should trge that provisions 1,2, and 5 of the Notification N I1I/R4-01/55 E-
5172 dated the 7th September 1955, be waived as regards Christian Schools.
The Churches will inform the Educational authorities of the changes in the
staff.

1I1. Registration of School Property and the Managing Committee,

Qur School, properties are already registered under the Societies
Registration Act of 1860, not in the name of individuals but in the names of
the respective Christian Churches or Education Societies which are registered
Bodies, and so there is no need to register again either the Managing Committec
or the School property as laid down in no 7 of Government Resolution 17714
dated the 23rd September, 19564, page 32 of the Bihar Gazette Extraordinary,
already referred to above.

IV. Representation on the Board of Secondary Education,

Since according to the Bihar High Schools Bill, itis proposed to
reconstitute the Board of Secondary Education, we, the representatives of all
Christian interests, pray that Christian Churches should have at least two of
their nominees as members of the reconstituted Board.

Part II—Elementary (Middle and Primary) Schools.

1. Appointment of staff and school management.

By the enactment of the Bihar Local Self-Govt. Act of 1954, the powers
of appointment, transfer, discharge; dismissal and retirement of Middle and
Primary School teachers in the districts have been vested in the District
Superintendents of Education, without any saving clause to safeguard the
rights and interests of religious and linguistic minotities. This is a virtual
denial of their constitutional rights to establish and administer educational
institutions of their choice ( Article 30 of the Constitution). When these
matters were brought to the notice of the Department, the then Deputy
Secretary to Government-cum-Special Officer had issued, after discussion with
the Inspector of Catholic Schools, Ranchi, and the District Inspector of'Schools
and the District Superintendent of Education, Ranchi, Govt. order no.
VII/M[70308/55E under Memo no. 3127 E-R dated Ranchi the 18th July, 1955.
(Appendix II),
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Although this also made some inroads into our fundamental rights, it
had somewhat eased matters at places. But because of its inadequate publi-
cation (the fact that it has not been included in the blue book of Important
Letters and Circulars (1954-57) lends force to this), it had not the desired effect
everywhere, and at many places there continued to be frequent and unwarrated
interference by local Government Education authorities in the day-do-day
management of our schools, as for instance in giving of religious instruction;
in fixing of school sitting hours; in the appointment, transfer, retirement, leave
and control of teachers; in taking of donations and' subscriptions and in the
preparation of the list of holidays.

You, Sir, have already shown an interest in the matter as would appear
from an aidesmemoire drawn up by the leader of the deputation that waited on
you on the 28th September, 1955. (Appendix I1T1).

Undue interferences of the nature stated above in our management of our
schools still continue and make it almost impossible for us to administer our
schools smoothly and efficiently and are almost a negation of our constitutional
rights,

Hence, we pray that the Christian. Churches should be allowed the right,
by suitable rules and orders in rural as well as in urban areas, to appoint the
Heads and other members of the staff, and to control their leave and transfer,
information being 'given to the authorities concerned. Till this is done, the
Deputy Secretary-cum-Special Officer’s letter quoted above may be circulated
to all the districts and given effect to with this modification that the Churches
should not be required to choose teachers from the panels of the Planning
Committees. : 1OL FOT JaEG &

Moreover, to safeguard our interests, we pray, Sir, that we may have
adequate representation on the District Planning Committees: : '

1I, Grant-in-aid.

(A) In respect of Grant-in-aid, we have to submit, Sir, that complete stoppage,
drastic reduction great delay in payment and its payment o individual teachers
direct instead of to the institution, noticed at places, cause much inconvenience
in running these institutions and reduce the efficiency in their administration.
1t is, therefore, prayed that our schools may not be denied but be given the
increased State help in the shape of grant-in-aid in keeping with the Expansion
and other schemes, and that the grant-in-aid be restored and paid regularly in
time to the institutions.

(B) Then again applications for a renewal of grant-in-aid are demanded by
some officials annually. A renewal, ordinarily after every three years, in keeping
with Article 325 of the Bihar Education Code, or every five years in keeping
with Five Year Plans, may save a lot of time both of the Educational officials
and of the management and would help in the more efficient running of the
institutions.

I1I. Block Grant.

As the Block Grants were previously given to the Church (Mission)
authorities for their schools which are open to all denominations of caste or
creed, we pray that the BlocksGrant be paid henceforth to the Heads of the
Churches as was done before, or to the Secretaries of the institutions, and that
arrears of Block-Grant for 1949-1952 be paid to them.

Further we have to point out that'the Block-Grants to the Churches have
considerably been reduced or entirely stopped from 1952 onwards and in spite
of repeated requests and reminders to the Education Department, nothing has
been done to restore the original amount. We pray, Sir, that this may be
restored to the original amount as our schools continue to exist and serve the
people. :

PART 1II OTHER ALLIED MATTERS..

1 Religious Instruction.

Another equally vital thing for the maintenance of the Christian
character of our institutions and to give proper education to children according
to our views is the necessity of religious teaching. This liberty is implied in
the fundamental rights to religious or linguistic minorities in their educational
institutions (Articles 28 (3) and 30 of the Constitution). But, perhaps because
of the State being secular, some officers of the Department raise at times and
places some objection to its teaching. When such interference was brought to
your notice by the 1955 deputation, an assurance was given that such inter=
ference would be stopped. Therefore, we pray, Sir, that all Educational officers
be informed that religious teaching to our children and to those others who
have given their consent thereto, be not prohibited, provided that the
prescribed time for curricular and co-curricular subjects is not curtailed.

II Compensation for free studentship to Scheduled Tribes and Castes.

The Cabinet decision of July, 14, 1959 by which Scheduled Tribe students
are to be fully free in stead of half free : In connection with this decision
we should like to ask Government (1) to see that full compensation for the
loss of fees on account of these students is paid to the institutions concerned,
(2) that'this grant for loss of fees is paid monthly or at least quarterly and (3)
that deficits still due for the compensation for loss of fees in High and Middle
Schools be made up to the schools (Appendix I'V).

Since 1949 compensation for the loss of fees on Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes was given, but only at the end of the financial year. In 1955
and last year most of the High Schools got less compensation for loss of fees.
Last year the Government allotted to the Board of Secondary " Education only
about 1[5th of the total loss of fees. Only Rs. 50,000/- was therefore paid
instead ‘of ‘more than 2,00,000/. as calculated by the Board of Secondary
Education. When the Gevernment had to make up half of the loss of fees on
Scheduled Tribes, full compensation to schools was not paid. Now that the
Scheduled Tribes would be fully free, the schools receiving no fees would have
to close down unless they got full compensation well in time.

5 The present practice of teachers of R. C. Mission Schools being required
to attend the Mission headquarters on the Ist Friday of every month i— The
Mission headquarters in quite a number of cases is more than 15 miles from
the Schools. This has resulted in the teacher being absent for over 3 to 4 days
in each month round about the 1st Friday and in the case of single teacher
Schools, the Schools had to be closed during these days, The teacher is also
required to attend the monthly Guru gatherings held by Sub-Inspectors of
Schools. Rev, Father Whyte agreed that it is not desirable to allow the schools
to be closed in order that the teachers may attend the Mission headquarters.
It was, therefore, agreed that from now on if the Mission authorities so
require. the teachers may be asked to go to the Mission headquarters
on the 1st Saturday of each month, On these Saturdays, the Schools should be
held in the morning and the teacher may leave the School after the classes are
over and return before the school hours on Monday morning. The District
Inspector should see that this agreed decision is implemented with immediate
effect and'all the subordinate inspecting staff are inforned. If inspite of this,
the teacher remains absent from the school merely for attending Mission
headquarters, his absent should be treated as unauthorised, unless he has taken
leave from the Sub-Inspector concerned

6 Payment of arvear grants to Mission Schools for the period 1949—50
to 1952—53. :— Block grant was stopped with effect from 1949-50. According
to Rev. Father Whyte, the Mission has advanced to the teachers about
Rs 65,600/~ during the three years from 1949-50 to 1952-53 in anticipation of
the receipt of block grant. Government has since decided that instead of block
grant, the teachers will be paid direct by Government and they have also
sanctioned the arrears for the above three years. Rev, Father Whyte requested
that the amount advanced by the Mission to the teacher may be paid direct
_ to the Mission instead of to the teachers, This was discussed at length and

Father Whyte agreed that the procedure suggested by him would lead to a lot
.of complications. It was, therefore, agreed that Government cannot be made a
party to transaction between the Mission authorities and the teachers and that
_the Mission authorities may take action themselves to realise the money advan=
- ced by them to the individual teachers. ;

7 The School Session t— I was told that whereas according to the
Department’s circular, the session for the Primary and Middle Schools begins
in July and ends in June, in the Ranchi district, the Mission Schools start the
School session sometime in 1st or 2nd week of June each year. According to
Father Whyte, - they close the Schools in the 1st week of may after holding
the annual examinations. Unless they re-open the schools early in June, many
of the students who reside in hostels will find difficuly to go to the school in
July because by that time many of the rivers become unfordable and make it
difficult for the pupils to come from their homes to the School hostels. The
District Inspector was also of the view that as far as Chota Nagpur 1s concer-
ned, it is better to change the school session to begin from June and end in
May. This will be examined further in the Department

5, Opening the discussion the leader stated that the Deputation wanted
to place before the Chief Minister certain difficulties which the Christian
institutions had been experiencing of late A memorandum ‘bringing about
some other main points had been submitted in May 1955, ' .

6. The difficulties were :— g grida

(i) Those experienced in the operation of the Local Self Govt. Act VII of
1954, 62-B, which vests all powers of appointments, posting ‘of teachers,
disciplinary action including removal and dismisal and lowering or raising the
status of primary and middle schools with the District Supdt. of Education—
a post newly created, This, the Deputation felt amounted to taking away the
rights of the religious and linguistic minorities to establish and administer
educational institutions of their own choice guaranteed by Article 30 of the
Constitution of India. The Deputation wanted such rights of appointment
efc. vested in the managing committee, the Government reserving  the right
of approving the appointments, dismissals etc. Appointments were ordinarily
to be approved of, if the requirements of qualifications and procedure for
appointments were fulfilled—the precedure being advertisement and selection
in the usual manner. But appointments, transfers and discharge notices were
being made and issued without any reference to school authorities. The
_Minister of Education askéd whether instances could be given, The following
instances among others were given briefly (details are now added in the Aide-
Memoire) :—

(a) Miss Sukur Mani;

~ Appointed as teacher in Bamdah Bisra primary school in Monghyr Dist,
This appointment was not approved by the District Superintendent of Education
probably on the plea that the appoinment should have been made. by the
District Superintendent of Education.  The Chief Minister wanted to know
whether the teacher possessed the necessary qualifications, and added that if
the teacher possessed the necessary educational qualification there was no
reason why the appointment should have been abjected to. Probably it was
due to the Mission’s not seeking permission from the District Superintendent
of Education for transfers :

(ii) The second issuertaised by the Deputation was about the difficulty
experienced in carrying out the latest orders as regards the reconstitution of
the managing committee of the Mission schools.

There were two_difficulties :— -+~ -

(a) The Managing Committee, it had been suggested, should be registered
with the Registrar of the Joint Stock Companies under Company’s Registration
Act 1860, even though the Missions who own the schools are registered
under the Societies Rdgistration Act and are the properties of the Trust
Association constituted. under the Act. This would lcad to setting



up parallel authorities and would interfere with the day-to-day administration
and it was therefore, submitted that this ingistence éa the managing committee
being registered be waived. The Chiel Minister said that the matter would be
looked into sympathetically.

(b) Another difficulty pointed outby the depulation  was as regards the
reconstitution of the managing committee. According to the present ruies
those who had built and were maintaining schools and hold the schools under
the Trust Association mentioned above cannot have adequate représentation
to detcrmine the policy of the school. ' Therefore; it was suggested that the
right of nominating four members instead of twe donorsand two subscribers
be given to missions = Further, that the D. P. 1.'s nominees, bg from the
panel of names submitted by the managing committee of the mission schools,
care beifig taken by the missions to see that local Scheduled castes and
guardians and tribes and backward communities are represented. s

The Education Minister replied that the rules as regards the: reconstitu-
tion of the managing committee to the mission Trusts and Proprietory: schools
were being modified practically on the'lines suggested and there would be no
difficulty about the same when theé new rules.were framed. The Deputation
wanted to know whether the missions, could wait o implement the rules as
regards the reconstitution of the mapaging committee till the new rules were
framed. The Chief Minister.and the Education Minister replied that Missions
Trusts and Proprietory schools could wait {ill the new rules were framed.

(iii) The next question raised by the Deputation was about the arrear grants
to the schools ever since the block grant was abolished in 1949 Mr. Kao read
out the relevant portion from the discussion with Father Whyte and stated
that arrear grants would be paid to teachers direct by money order so far as
districts other than Santhal Parganas were concerned. But the amount could
not be paid directly to the Missions. It was pointed out that this betrays
want of confidence in the management and except the D. A. even now salary
was being paid through the managements Mr. Rao stated that instructions
had been issued to pay even salaries to Middle and Primary sctiool directly
to teachets. _ .

The Deputation reminded the Chief Minister of the promise that he had
made last year when the Deputation of Bihar Christian Council waited on him
in May last Re® grants to the 8. P. G. Mission schools, The Chief Minister
and {he Education Minister pointed out that so far as the Santhal Parganas
was concerned it was a political question and now. that the permission to
give grants had been given no further back grants could be given. The
Government was convinced that some of the missions in Santhal Parganas had
flouted the authority of the Government and therefore this could not be
considered, The Deputation pointed out thatif some people were guilty
they should be dealt with, but ithe innocent  should not sufter and therefore
the ‘matter might be considered sympathetically. Both the Chief Minister
and the Education Minister were emphatic: that the questions could not be
re-opened. ;

(iv) The Deputation pointed out another difficulty experienced Re:
religious education. The Deputation asked whether there was any objection
to religious education being imparted to Christian students outside school
hours in school premises. Both the Chief Minister and the Education Minister
stated that there was no objection. Circulars issued on this by the Dy.
Inspector of schools, Chaibasa were placed before the ministers. The Chief
Minister said that necessary instructions would be issued to see that such
interference did not take place. :

The International Bussiness Qffice,Bombay has
asked Messrs 8Singh and Kerketta to deposit Rs.300/- each in
advance. We, myself and the Secretary lr.Horo, together calculated
their Travel expenses from Bombay to iainz. It comes to approxi -
mately Rs.l1,280/- per head which means Rs.Z2,520/- for both.

Rs.140/- for both. Over and this they will need some more money _
for incidentals. Thus their total Travel Expense will amount
to approximately Rs.2,900/- for both.
