Constitution of the Gossner Theological
College, Ranchi. -

The purpose of the College.

In Jesus Christ God has given new life and hope for men
and has called the church into being to share this life and
hope with all mankind through worship witness and service.

The Institution endeavours to prepare men and women to
be efficient and effective witness of Jesus Christ as pastors and
lay workers in all walks of lite.

Article 1, Name

The name of the College hitherto known as the Lutheran
Theological College, Ranchi shall be GOSSNER THEOLOGI-
CAL COLLEGE, RANCHI,

Article 11 Location,

The Gossner Theclogical College, Ranchi shall remain
located in the GELC Church Compound, Ranchi, Bihar

Article III Ownership,

The Gossner Theological College, Ranchi is and will
continue to be owned & operated by the Gossner Evangelical
Lutheran Church. - The other churches are welcome to send
students, teachers and extend cooperation as determined in
each case by the College Council from time to time. and they
will be given a share in the operation of the College as approv-
ed by the Gossner Evangelical Lutheran Church.

Article 1V Finance.
A. Responsibility of the Parent Body.
The Gossner Church shall continue to be the parent body
and will give its support, as usual, as per its budget, for the

expenses. The College Council will submit its annual budget
of the College to the G.E.L. Church for approval.

B. Cooperating Churches.
1. Stipends: The cooperating Churches shall pay the
stipend to the students whom they will send to the College.
