SUMMARY FUNDING

The proposed budget 1994 for GSDP is K 270,969,700 out of which GRZ
is asked to pay 52.3 % and Gossner Mission 47.7 %. The Gossner
Mission pledge of 47.7 % of the budget is done in Deutsch Mark and
equals to 150,000.00 DM.

The budget calulation is based on the assumtion that there will be
an inflation of 150 % in the next 12 months. The exchange rate in
July was K 350.00 for 1.00 DM (Deutsch Mark). (350 % 150% = 875).
For the year 1994 an exchange rate of 1.00 DM = K 875.00 was taken.
It is hoped that during the year GSDP can receive further funding
through donations from individual people in oversees and other
donor agencies for specific activities, which could not be budgeted
for.

GSDP had in the second half of 1993 75 permanent employed staff
members but salaries for GRZ staff ( 1992 = 18 ; 1993 = 11 ) are

The Gwembe South Development Project is  jointly
sponsored by the Gossner Mission of Germany and the
Government of the Republic of Zambia through the
Ministry of Agriculture, Food and Fisheries. Though
one budget is prepared by the Project team, the funds
are provided by Gossner Mission and GRZ in the

proportion of roughly 2 to 1.

In order to maintain proper accountability to the
donors therefore 2 sets of accounting records and
Income and Expenditure accounts are maintained though
the projects on which the funds are spent are the
same. The Projects are divided into following

categories:-

1. Service Unit

2. Irrigation Scheme

3. Dryland Farming/Erosion Control
4. Valley Self-Help Promotion

5. Female Extension

6. Small Scale Village Industry

7. Water Development

8. Road Programme

9. Special Activities

Each project is allocated a budget of expenditure and

is recorded separately in the ledgers.

COMMENTS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The following therefore are my comments on the
accounting and recording systems based on my examination

of the accounting books and information made available

to me:-

CASH -

Cash on hand as at 31st December, 1992 was not
physically checked by supervising officer to determine
the corrections of records. In future this should
be done. It was observed that the custody of cash
is under the sole control of the cashier who keeps
the key. This state of affairs is very unsatisfactory
and dangerous considering the fact that large amounts
are held daily as most expenses are cash based. A
system of DUAL CONTROL with 2 officials holding separate
keys to the SAFE should be introduced to replace the
existing system which is based on trust of one
individual. 1f this is not practicable at the moment
because of the present organisational set up, then
cash in the safe should be kept to a minimum all the

time.

ACCOUNTABLE IMPREST -

While all imprest paid out and retired is recorded
in the ledger, it is recommended that in addition
to the ledger records, a separate register should
be maintained where amounts paid out and date imprest
is retired should be recorded. A monthly reconciliation
should be done of the account and agreed with the
ledger records. This will mean that amounts outstanding
from previous year be carried forward for balancing

purposes only. Unless inevitable, imprest given should

not remain outstanding for more than 1 month.

GRZ LEDGER -

It was observed that no account appears in the
Ledger/Analysis book to record money received from
GRZ. It is obsolutely necessary to open this A/C
so that all monies received are recorded Jjust like
all monies received from GOSSNER are recorded in the

Ledger as and when they are received.

SUBSIDIARY A/CS IN LEDGER -

It was noted during audit that although the totals
of project expenditure on individual pfojects in the
ledger tallied with totals on the summary of Income
and Expenditure Statements various categories of
expenditure as recorded in the ledger e.g. stationery,
transport running costs, emoluments etc. do not tally
with Income & Expenditure statements. This was partly
due to misposting of certain expenses and in some
cases certain expenses were not charged to respective
a/cs in the ledger. Another reason for this discrepancy
is that certain expenses are married to-gether and
when posting into  the ledger they are not separated
according to category. The overall effect of this
state of affairs is that there are large variances
between actual expenditure and budgetted expenditure

of different categories.

Every effort therefore should be made to ensure that
costs are allocated to correct cost centres and that
balances recorded in this ledger tally with those

shown on Income and Expenditure Statements.

SHORT TERM INVESTMENT -

When funds are transfered to a fixed or notice deposit
a/c, Bank a/c should be credited, and a new a/c titled
"short term investment" should be debited and not
accountable imprest. When the deposit matures,
Principal plus interest should be debited to Bank
a/c while the investment a/c should be credited with
the principal amount. Interest so earned should be
credited to GOSSNER property a/c or GRZ depending

on where the investment originated.

TRANSPORT A/C AND LOAN A/Cs -

It was noted that since the two functions were
separated to avoid confusion in May, 1992, new loans
given out and loan repayments were still being
recorded into the transport a/cs. However this
situation was corrected in September and the correct

a/cs are now being used for this purpose

(i) Certain loans had been recorded twice i.e.
in the 1loans cash book and transport cash
book. Satisfactory explanations were (given
by Mrs. Chiimba for this state of affairs

and the records have been corrected.

(ii) Loan repayments should be made regqularly as
per agreement and defaulters should be reminded
to honour their obligations promptly as the
loan funds are a revolving fund aimed at

assisting the needy.

(i1ii) Interest of 5% levied on loans should be based

on the highest balance in the month irrespective

of when loan repayments are received

(iv) It was noted that when payments are received
for transport hire receipt numbers are entered
in the invoice book. It is suggested that
the date when payment has been received should

also be entered in the invoice book.

ACCOUNTING MACHINE -

Presetly Accounting records are maintained manually.
it is suggested that in order to enhance accuracy,
hiring of an accounting machine from NCR be considered
should resources be available. That 1is assuming
ofcourse that the camp will have access to electricity
provided by ZESCO and not from the present solar

system.

FILING SYSTEM -

While the present system of filing invoices, receipts
etc. is satisfactory, accessing these documents was
sometimes very slow. It 1is recommended that these

be filed in date order for easy accessibility.

It has not been possible to prepare complete accounts
with a Balance sheet or statement of affairs because
audit was restricted to systems and income and
expenditure a/cs only. I strongly recommend that
effective this year a valuation of all fixed assets
- ie. Motor vehicles, office furniture, equipment
etc. be revalued and recorded in register so that

this years audit can include a balance sheet to reflect

a complete picture of Financial position of GSDP.

1. BACKGROUND

The Sinazongwe District covers the southern part of the
Gwembe Valley along Lake Kariba. The rural area in the
district belongs to the least developed areas of Zambia. The
Gwembe people have always had to deal with a harsh
environment; the Gwembe valley is the hottest and driest part
of Zambia. Additionally the people suffered disruptions
caused by forced resettlement during creation of Kariba Lake
and just 11 years ago the ravages of rebellion wars.

The average food production fails to meet the utritional
requirement of local population. Food is shfﬁ regularly into
the district and sometimes famine relief is required. In the
last years land shortage for farming is more and more
observed. :

2. OBJECTIVES

GSDP assists people in Sinazongwe District to improve their
living conditions by better utilization of existing
potentials ( human and Material resources ) within the area
through an integrated approach by:

- support of local initiatives to promote economic, social,
cultural and spiritual development among people.

- facilitating formation and effective operation of
economically self-supporting production units, irrigation
schemes, trades and other self-help activities at
grassroot level. .

- support of initiatives to strengthen the role of women in
the process of self-reliance and rural development.

- introduction and support of initiatives to preserve and
rehabilitate the natural environment within Sinazongwe
district.




3. MAIN PROJECT ACTIVITIES

During the year 1990 and beginning of 1991, GSDP underwent a
mayor reorganisation and streamlining of its activities. Out
of its 19 activities 4 were discontinued, 3 became
independent activities which had received self reliance, and
4 were combined with existing once.
