PROCEEDINGS OF THE SEVENTH SESSION
!
OF THE
ASSAM CHRISTIAN COUNCIL

August 9th—13th, 1944,

The Seveuth Annual Session of the Assam Christian

Council was convened at the English Presbyterian Church,

Shillong, on August 9th, 1944 at 6-30 .. The President,
the Rt. Rev. The Bishop of Assam, gave an address on
““Unity among Christian people, ‘and the means to securing
the same”. God is the source of unity, He is a Unity of
Three Persons in One. Dis-unity came between men and
between men and God through man’s sin. God's method
of removing this dis-unity was the Incarnation and suffer-
ing of His Son. That Tnearnation was (1) Self-emptying,
(2) Giving of His life. Unity in the Church can only come
through the same two things. ‘Humility, both in the indivi-
dual and in the group and the giving of self. The first
step towards a United Church is a United Ministry. All
Ministries are in defect, because they are not ministries of
the whole Church.

4. The President extended a hearty welcome to the
Rev. T. W. Gardiner of the National Christian Council, and
also welcomed others who although not members of the
Council were attending this session. They were given the
privilege of taking part in the discussion of the Council.

5. The Minutes of the last Session of the Council,
having been printed and circulated, were approved.

6. The Minutes of the Executive Committee held on |

the 12th April 1944 had been circulated, but were also read
and then approved.

7. It was RESOLVED that the Minutes of the Execu-
tive Committee be circulated among members of the
Council and be taken as approved if no correction or
protest reach the Secretary within two months’ time.

8. The Treasurer’s statement was read and accepted.

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9. The following were appointed as members of the
Nomination Committee and asked to bring nominations for
the Officers and the Executive Committee for the coming
year, in the first session of the following day:—
Mr. L. L. Hodgson (Convener), Rev. J. M. Forbes,
Mr. Megosisso Savino, Rev. L. Gatphoh & Rev. 8. C. Dutt.

10. The National Christian Council had asked all
Provincial Councils to present to their affiliated bodies the
revised Rules of Comity. They were explained to the
Council by the Rev. T. W. Gardiner. A full discussion
followed and it was RESOLVED to send the printed
Statement issued by the National Christian Council to all
affiliated Churches and Missions. They were asked to send
in by the next meeting of the Council their acceptance of
Sections I, II, I[II & VIIT (Arbitration and Conciliation ;
Territorial Arrangements; Transfer of workers; Treatment
of members under discipline)—all these matters are in
actual practice at present, and simply a re-affirmation is
requested. The Churches and Missions are also asked to
consider the remaining sections and to give their opinions to
the Council. The Secretary was asked to send a covering
Jetter with the Minutes.

Afternoon Session

A paper wag read on “The evils of divisions among
Christians” by the Rev.J. W. Roberts. It was urged that
there should be only one Church in each language area, and
that both efficiency in carrying out the unfinished task of
evangelization, and prudence in view of probably more
difficulties in the future, indicated that we should aim at
one Church in Assam. This Church need not be of only
one pattern, but should have one membership, common
rules of discipline, and a common ministry.

Evening Session

A paper was read on “Means to the healing of divi-
sions” by Mr. K. Goldsmith, The speaker traced the origin
of the divisions in the Churches, the divisions due to racial
and political factors. He urged more frequent opportuni-
ties for fellowship between various sections, United Youth

Organizations, United Boards for Educatio:g, M?dical and
Rural Work. A Unity that preserves diversity to be
sought.

A discussion followed.

FRIDAY, THE 1llte AUGUST 1944.

Morning Session

Devotions were led by the Rev. Siang Blah.

1. The report of the Nomination Committee was
received and the following appointments made :—

9. As recorded above, three of the sessions of this
Council were given to the question of Church Union. A full
discussion followed and the following resolutions were

passed. It was RESOLVED

(1) That the Council requests the President to draft a
message to be sent to all affiliated bodies empha-
zising the spiritual aspect of Church Union in Assam,
and urge its members to search their hearts and
mind and pray about this great question of Church
Union. .

{(The Message is given in Appendiz A) _

(2) That the Council requests all afﬁli-ated bodies to
give attention to the resolutions in the Minutes
regarding Church Union and the message of the
President, and to give their authority fo th.e;
appointment of a Committee to consider the possi-
bilities towards a United Church in Assam.
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(3) That this Council urges all affiliated bodies to

 deepen their fellowship by means of some or all of

the following suggestions : (a) join wherever pos-
sible in acts of united worship with those of other
Churches, (b) from time to time invite Ministers
and Pastors of other Churches to eccupy their
pulpits, (c) agree to take part in a special Annual
Week of Witness for Assam and on one day during
the week join with other Churches in a united
corporate act of witness.

3. The National Christian Council Day of Prayer for
India :—This had been keld for a number of years, and the
N.C.C. would welcome a wider observation. Last year the
Churches in Britain joined in prayer on this special day.
The N.C.C. would be grateful if collections could be made
in these meetings, and sent to the Treasurer of the Council
who will send the amount on to the N.C.C.

4. Dr. Verrier Elwino had published severe ecriticism of
the R. C. Mission among the Gonds in Central India. This
has been taken up by the Nationalist Press and a demand
made that Missionaries should be forbidden to enter
aboriginal areas.

The N.C.C. asked all the Provincial Councils to find out
and report how this agitation had affected their areas, and
to keep the N.C.C. informed on these matters.

5. The Sargent Scheme on Education after the War :—
All the Provincial Councils are asked to appoint Committees
to study the Scheme regarding the part that Christian
schools should take in the re-organization of Education in
India.

Afternoon Session

1. Mr. C. Goldsmith gave a report of the last meeting
of the N.C.C.

2. Literature.

(I) The Literature Secretary reported that—

A. Tke following books were approved and recom-
mended by the Literature Committee of the A.C.C.
to the N.C.C. for financial help for printing —

(i) A. booklet in Assamese on -“Child Training” by
Miss. M. J. Tait, Jorhat.
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(i) An Assamese Translation of Carol Graham’s
“Light in our Home", by Miss. M. .J, Tait, Jorhat.
(111) An Assamese Translation of De. Harding’s *“Indi-
genous Christianity in Assam”, by Miss. N. James,
B. An Assamese Translation of the Bulletin on “The

Gihristian Home” by Mrs. K. Goldsmith, Jorhat,
Was in the Press, being published by the Assam
Baptist Convention at their own expense, to be
sold at a price low enough to be expected to reach
every home. And that a similar Khasi Translation
of the pamphlet by Mrs. L. Shullai, Shillong, to be
recommended to the N.C.C. for financial help for
printing.

(2) The Rev. T. W. Gardiner informed the Council
that the N.C C. would appreciate if a Literature programme
for Assam could be framed, and stated that funds for such
a programme are available, The matter was referred to
the Literature Secretary.

3. The Council elected the Rev. S. C. Dutt to be
our representative on the Bengal Christian Counecil.

4. The Rev. D. K. Badshah was elected as our repre-
sentative on “Work among Moslems” Committee, Bengal.

5. BSantal Christian Council.

A letter was read from the Secretary of the newly
formed Santal Christian Council.” This Council includes
the Churches under the care of the Santal Mission of the
Northern Churches in Assam, and they asked our Council
to agree to the formation of a Santal sub-committee to
watch over the interests of the Santal Christians. Our
‘Council regretted that they could not agree with this as
they were unable to contemplate a similar arrangement
for all the Tribes of Assam. The Council sends its greet-
ings to this new Council and will be glad to co-operate in
every possible way, but they feel that the first interest of
these churches should be with our own Council.

6. Theological Education.

The Interim report on the N. C. C. survey of Theolo-
gical Education had been distributed to those connected
with Theological work in Assam. The recommendations
as they concern Assam were discussed. It was resolved to
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appoint a Committee to consist of three representatives.
from ‘the Assam Baptist Convention and three to represent
the Khasi-Jaintia Assembly together with the President
and Secretary of the Council, to explore the possibilities:
of fuller co-operation. Dr. J. W. Cook, Mr. Minaram Basu-
mati and Mr. M. Savino were appointed to represent the
Baptist Church and the Khasi-Jaintia Assembly be asked
to appoint their three members.

Eyvening Session

1. Report of the N.C.C. -

In the afternoon session the Rev. T. W. Gardiner
explained the “ Findings ” of Commission No. IT in the re-
port of the last meeting of the N.C. C. (Life and the Or-
ganisation of the Church in India and its relations with the
Church abroad).

In the evening session Mr. C. Goldsmith explained
the “Findings” of Commission No. I (Church and State in
post-war India). A discussion followed and the following
resolution was passed :—

That the Council commends these “Findings” to the
very careful consideration of the Churches. With regard to
Commission No. I the Council appeals to the Churches to
so deepen their spiritual life that they may be ready to
meet any changes that may follow in the post-war period.
With regard to Commission No. IT, the Council hopes that
the Churches will endeavour to impliment the recommenda~
tions. The Secretary was instructed to send copies of the
findings to the various Churches asking them to take
whatever steps seemed necessary to make these findings
available in the various vernaculars.

SATURDAY, THE 12TH AUGUST 1944.

Morning Session

Devotion was led by Dr. J. W. Cook.

1. Fuller co-operation among Christian bodies in As-
sam : A reply was read from the Assam Baptist Conven-
tion to Resolution No. 6 page 4 of the Proceedings of 1942.
While adhering to their traditional beliefs, they are ready
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to co-operate and to recoguise and accept as an Associate
Member any member from other Protestant Church bodies
on receipt of a proper certificate of membership

The Secretary was instructed to request the affiliated
Churches that have not replied to give a definite reply be-
fore thie next meeting of the Counecil.

' 2. A Curistian College in Assam : It was RESOLVED
that the Secretary be asked to draw the attention of all
the affiliated bodies to the Resolution No. 5 (a) & (b) in
page 7 of the Procecdings of 1943 with a request that a de-
finite answer be sent before the next meeting of the Council.

3. The question of revising the basis of representa-
tion on the Council was discussed and referred to the
Executive Committee to report at the next meeting of the
Council. '

4, The Government of India Prize Bond Scheme :

The Council associated itself with the action taken by the
N.C.C. and it was RESOLVED that a wide publicity be
given to the N.C.C. Statement on the Christian use of
money.
5. The Council heard with very great regret of the
devastation cansed by the Japanese invasion of the Naga
and Manipur 1lills. The Christians of these areas had lost
everything, and almost all Church Property had been des-
troyed. It was RESOLVED that all the Churches be
asked to make a Thank-offering that all the other areas of
Assam have been spared this devastation. The collections
to be used towards the re-building of the Churches, ete. in
the above two areas. The collecticns to be sent to the
Treasurer of the Council who will forward them to the
Relief Fund already opened by the American Baptist
Mission.

Afternoon Session
(1) (a) Economic Basis of the Christian Community,
(b) Re-absorption of Christian soldiers after the

war,
The N. C. C has given considerable attention to these
questions and asked Provincial Councils to congider them as
they affect their areags. Reports had been called for from
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the various districts of Assam, and these reports were

received from Khasi, Surma Valley, Brahmaputra Valley

and Lushai. These reports were summed up by Dr R. A.
Hughes but they were really of a preliminary nature. Dr.
Hughes stressed the need for detailed enquiry into the econo--
mic condition of our village Christians, and also the danger-
lest returned soldiers should be unsettled and prove & source-
of weakness to the Church, if satisfactory arrangements are-
not made. Tt was resolved thet affiliated bodies be asked
to continue their efiquiries into these subjects. The N.C.C.
is about to appoint a special Secretary to deal with these
questions in North India. He would know what other
Churches were doing and also be acquainted with the plans
of Government. The Secretary of the Council would do his
best to secure the help of this Special N.C.C. Secretary for
any Churches anxious to reach practical proposals in these
matters.

(2) The N.C.C. asked our Council to contribute a sum
of Rs. 75/- towards the travelling expenses of the above:
mentioned Secretary. This was sanctioned.

Evening Session

The Rev. H. R. Ghose BD. gave an inspiring address.
on the “The Call to Leadership”. It is hoped to publish
this address in the N.C.C. Review.

1. The Council places on record the great services ren-
dered to Council by The Rt. Rev. The Bishop of Assam as.
its President for the last six years and to the Rev,
J. W. Roberts as its Secretary for the last three years.
The Council prays that God’s blessing may continue to rest
on both of them. -

APPENDIX A

To all those Christian people who are represented on the
Assam Christian Council.

At the recent meeting of the Council held at Shillong
the grave scandal of disunity among us was considered very
carefully.

Those wlo were present were brought to realise how
gravely we are interfering with the progress of the Gospel
‘by our lack of true and full Christian fellowship.

It was decided that an appeal should be sent out to all
the constituent Churches to beg them to face up to the evil
of separation and endeavour to find the way whereby it
might be done away.

In order to help you to face up to this question I would
put before you the following points for your prayerful
consideration.

1. God is and must be the source of all unity for in
Him is both unity of will and unity of fellowship. The

latter arising from the ceaseless self-giving between the
three Persons of the Blessed Trinity. '

It is His will that His unity should be embodied in alt
who call upon His Name; to persist in disunity is to put
ourselves in opposition to His will.

2. There exists between men that basic unity which
comes from the physical and spiritual endowments which
are common to us all. We are all made in the image of
God. Gen. 1 :27.

3. Through sin men have become separated from God
and hence from each other. In place of the true unity
which God wills to exist among men, there has arisen a
bideous unity of guilt and condemnation. Rem. III : 9-23.

4. God in His infinite mercy has made it possible for
this hideous unity of condemnation and disunity of life to
be swept away through the Incarnation, Life and Death of
His only Begotten Son.

In and through Christ all men may be reconciled to
God and to each other. Rom. V : 10; II Cor. V : 18; Eph.
Il 13—16; Col,. Lz 20,

5. This reconciliation could only be effected by the self-
emtying of the Son of Gied and the pouring out of His life
for us on the Cross.

If we Christians are ever to be one, and it is Our Lord’s
will that we should be one, Jn. XVII : 11, 21, 22, we can
only become so through following His example of humility
and self-giving.

At present each Church is proud of its own particular
way of presenting the Gospel and tends te think that those
who do not accept that way are inferior, or only partial,
Christians.

There can be no hope of union unless we root out this
denominational pride and become ready to receive from,
and give to, those who at present are separated from us.

In the fundamental facts of the Christian Faith, as.
summed up in the ancient Creed commonly called the
Apostles Creed, we are almost all agreed. We are seriously
divided by our views on the Ministry and Sacraments.

Before unity can become a real thing there must be a.
Ministry which is recognised by us all.

I would most strongly appeal to you all to try to realise
the grave wrong that we areé doing to the Body of Christ
by persisting in separation, and then to pray and keep on
praying that we may, one and all, be ready to strip our-
selves of our individual and collective pride.

Once we are ready to approach each other in the spirit
of humility and self-giving then, and then only, will there
be a real hope of a real and abiding union between us.

Report of the Regional Conference

Held in Students Hall, College Sq., Calcutta,
January 29th & 30th, 1945,

The Conference was attended by five representatives each from Assam, Utkal, Bihar
and Santal Christian Councils (including the President and the Secretary of each Council)
and by the members of the Executive Committee of the Bengal Christian Council, together
with four others from Missions not represented on the Executive. A number of visitors
{who were co-opted as members by the Conference) also attended by invitation. A list of
the delegates is appended herewith. _

The Metropolitan occupied the Chair and led the devotions on the first day, while
the Rev. S. K. Chatterji led devotions on the second day.

Rev. R. A. Barclay and Rev. S. S. K. Das, were appointed Minute secretaries.

The Chairman welcomed Dr. J. W. Decker, Secretary, International Missionary
Council, and Dr. R. B. Manikam, Secretary, National Christian Council.

Dr. Manikam explained the arrangement of the Regional Conferences to consult with
Dr. Decker and the consideration of findings by the N. C. C. Executive with Dr. Decker.
Dr. Decker explained the need for consideration of post-war problems and indicated the
obiects of his visit (which had been previously circulated to the Conference) as follows :—

(1) “To discover major principles, methods, and emphases which the Christian movement shoubd
adopt in its plans for the postwar decade or decades, with special reference to strengthening the Church and
its effective witness, anl to the cellaboration and help desired from abroad.

{2) To claritv the changes in approach and in program demanded of all foreign mission boards as T.'ht‘_\“
spek to aid the Chrisgran movement in India during the i:wstwar period.

{3) To promote an increasing amount of co-ordinated, cooperative, and united work among the various
Protestant Christian badies in India and among those which work for India from abroad. An impoItant
feature would be the coordination of the international participation in the Christian enterprise in India.

(4) To promote increasing fellowship, interchange and cross-fertilization between the constituents of
the International Missionary Council, with special reference to (a) reconciliation between Churches new
separated by, war, (b) more visits to and service tor the older Churches by representatives of the Younger
Churches, (¢c) the Postwar program of international conference and consultation sponsored by the IMC and
India’s participation therein, (dy the deepening and strengthening of the ecumenical spirit,

(5) To lay plans for strenghening the National Christian Council and broaden and intensify its program
of service to the Christian movement This would include work of provincial councils, the staffing and
financing of the Council, etc. : 4

{6) To discuss government relationships atfecting the Christian Church, particularly those having
international implications.

(7) Todiscuss issues present or prospective which may attect adversely religious liberry aswell as
posttive means for promoting such liberty,

(B) To clarify the position or function of the IMC with respect to the relationships of the Younger
Chutches to the World Council 6t Churches. '

(9) To discuss the proposed estsblishment of an office of the IMC in East Asia including inrerim
measures to be taken and the possibilicy of making such an office a joint enterprise ot the Internaticnal Missio-
nary Council and the World Council of Churches, !

(10) To discuss the tuture pregram, tinancing, and statting ot the IMC, with special reference to the
services desired from it or its departments by the Christian movement in-lndia. ] '

{11) To consult remeans which will improve the efficient service to the Christian Mission of the
International Review of Missions.” :

Dr. Decker explained the Working of the International Missionary Council and of the
World Council of Churches.

Discussion followed on general matters arising in each case and the following statement
was approved as giving the substance of the opinion of the conference on important
questions, )
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FINDINGS :

1. The Conference was of opinion that every effort must be made to create a deeper
spiritual life in the Church. "It is concerned that the Church is not sufficiently alive and
growing in the things of the Spirit. The opportunities which face the Church are as greét
as they have ever been, and the need of the day is that the Church hecome adequate to
take full advantage of the demands of the present as well as to be equipped for post-war
conditions. {

£ox & = 2 = 3 3 : L
2. The first and most essential need of the Church in its organisation now and for

the post-war situation is trained leaders of the highest character and equipment for the
various activities in which the Church is engaged—the ministry, the teaching and medical.
professions. Without such leaders both ordained and lay, men and women, the existing
work will not be maintained and no expansion can become possible. Emphasis on this
training will mean the immediate strengthening of existing institutions in personal and
resources, as well as the establishing of new institutions such as are envisaged in the proposed
Theological and Bible Schools. Training of teachers not only for work in schools associated
with the Churches but outside must be undertaken if the Christan impact is to be felt in
the new educational programme which is being presented to the nation. . The standard of
lay leaders must be raised and to this end means must be found of providing useful training
of those who have abilities to serve the Church while continuing in their secular vocation,
that is, serving as unpaid, voluntary workers in various capacities including church
administration.

3. Theological training in the Provincial languages for the ministry of the Church
takes precedence of all projects. But in this connection the problems of recruitment are
considerable, and a strong appeal must be made for candidates to answer this call of Ged
through the Church. '

The maintenance of‘the ministry after training is a major collateral problem. The
Church is not finacially able to support the ministry it requires as the economic condition
of the membership is so low. Unless and until the economic condition of the Christian
community along with that of the country as a whole is materially raised there is no
prospect of a worthy ministry entirely supported by the Indian Church. It is therefore
urged that a legitimate use of money from abroad shall be the subsidising, through the
Church organisation in India, of an adequate ministry, in the form possibly of sustentation
schemes as already arranged by some Churches. This use of money from abroad may
represent a departure in practice, but not in: principle since the necessary allowances for
rrained workers in other departments of the Ch;lrc!i's witness, in teaching and nursing for
example, is already recognised. At the same time Indian Christians whose economic condition
has been improved must consider their Christian obligation in this matter of the maintenance
of the ,;ministry which should be free from want and able to undertake its reasonable
responsibilities towards the education of members of the family. : :

4. Missionaries appointed from abroad should come at the specific request of the
Church in India and for specific pieces of work for which the Church feels they are needed,
It is recognised that workers will be especially called for developing the youth movements
of the Church as'well as for technical and teacher-training activities. The training of all
new missionaries should be such as will prepare them adequately to fit in to the new situation
as servants of the Indian Church, acquainted with the life, culture and traditions, problems
and aspirations of the nation.

5. The Medical witness of the ‘Church requires that there be a pooling of all
resources, staff and material. The future lies in closer co-operation of this sort, so that the
‘policy of Preventive Medicine and Public Health may be: carried out. Centralised
training of nurses and other medical workers will be essential for the efficient conduct of

6. Literature, presenting a modern apologetic for the Christian faith, and prbpagand_a
material of all kinds is an urgent necessity. For this full-time workers need to be set apat't
for the preparation of the material, while proper sale and distribution agents must be: "
employed so as to reach the widest public. :

i
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7. Integration of Church and Mission has been the recognised goal. For some this
has been effectively achieved, for others partially, while others recognise that for some time
yet it may be necessary to distinguish between Church and Mission activities in view of
the nature of the field in which the Christian enterprise is undertaken. Where integration
has taken place, wholly or parrly national (Indian) representatmn on Church govermng
bodies has not merely been substantial but predominant.

8. The measure of co-operation which has been achieved in institutional, evangelistic
witness.and other work, has shown “clearly the value of closer organisation between the
Churches, so much €o that projects which can serve the whole Province should be considered
primarily from the angle of co-operation rather than of denominational development, even
where the project may be serving the needs mainly of one church affliation. Such survey
and planning for co-operation can well be done through the Provincial Council. Where the

co-operative project is achieved, its work should be carried on under the aegis of the
Provincial Council rather than under independent governing bodies which only formally
report to the Council as at present. ' j

9. Effective co-operation through the Provincial Council e. g. in Bengal, and the
‘development of the Council asan effective agency, demands the appointment of a full-time
Secretary who will maintain personal contact with the. Churches, keeping them informed

and advised of the Provincial and National Councils activities and aims,

10. Religious Freedom should be strongly affirmed as an essential part of the constitu-
tion and government of the country. This liberty means liberty to preach, teach and
propagate a religious: faith by all peaceful means with freedom of conscience for the
individual both in the choice of his religious persuasion and i in his worship. Eyidence that
this requires emphasis at the present time convinced the Conference that  the preservation
and fostering of religious freedom was a matter which could ‘well be undertaken by the
Indian Christian leaders who would urge that in the political organisations of the present
or of the future, religious treedom shall be ensured. i

Seclion 68 nas no application to such persons. But those who
¢laim to have received "episcopal ordination® should be required
Lo produce documentary evidence of tuis or to produce a certi-
-licate irom the head of their denomination in India to that
efiect.
