One day after the Kuratorium I find time to write about another
important point of your minutes, It seems of special importance
to me. :

You refused the offer of W.G. Griffiths, Supdt. Lee Memorial Mission,
Calcutta, dated 22 May 1964 because you found the monthly expenditure
on the students too high for sending them to a commercial institute
in Balasore, Orissa.

We very much regret your decision. I also informed brother Thiel
about it during his stay at the Gossnerhouse. There is hardly
anything more important for the Gossner Church in the coming years
as to obtain young men who have experience in administration,

We should, therefore, like to offer you to pay stipends for the two
students also, apart from the stipends for the three theological
institutions of the G.E.L. Church, the Theological College, Tabita-
School and Pracharak School., This should enable you to send the

two students to a commercial institute im Balasore / Orissa, A Sum
of Rs. 1200 to 1500 would be needed every year., We assume that only
financial matters have been the cause for your refusal, but not the
fact that they would get an education in a Methodist training place.
You will surely have that much ecumenical spirit to do this.

We are afraid that the young students - if not trained in a christian
institute - will more quickly work in the local industry or secular
administrative authorities which offer more salary. The students
need a special training as well as conviction in the christian faith,

We should, therefore, like to ask you, dear Brother Bage, to send

two able young men to Balasore. We shall take over the costs of their
study in order to help the Gossner Church in an important matter,

We should like to advise you to send the two students as soon as
possible so that you may obtain trained men for your various ade
ministrative work,

We are at the meeting of the co-workers of the Gossner Mission in
Beienrode for three days and only miss our brothers from the DDR
who could not come to it. Brother Berg sent us your greetings; we
took great interest in everything Brother Berg told us from the
Gossner Churche. We have discussed nig problems of your work and
your service.

We have especially been concerned about the news of what has
happened in Chota Wagpur at the end of March = slaughter and
burning down of houses. We have included you in our prayers.
We, therefore, missed further details about what has happened
because we red in a few Germaan newspapers that Christians have
obviously taken actiwepart in the violence, too. We are very
worried about the possibility that Christians from the Gossner
Church have also been included.

It is difficult for us to believe in the news because we remembered
similar occurences at the proclamation of autonomy of the Republic
of India., At that time the christian congregations were praised

that they interfered in the murdering between the Hindus and

Moslems and thereby practised the message of peace of Jesus Christ.

Please understand, dear brother Bage, our urgent request to let
uns know soon what has really happened within the Gossner Church
and how far the published reports about the active participation
of Christians in murder and arson have been true.

We know that you agree with us in our efforts to fulfil the

peace message of the New Testament in India, too. May we, therefore,
assume that you spoke to the congregations in the critical days

or later on ?

From the recent history of our church in Germany we know that in

such a situation - as happened in Chota Nagpur - grievous guilt is ascipine
in the life of the christian congregations on the one hand and obedient
confirmation of the belief an the other hand.

I was very glad to receive your hand-written letter of 24 October 63
in which you told me about your departure for the East-Asia-Christian
meeting at the Philipinel It is very good that - for the Gossner-
Church = you can participate in the important consultations of this
ecumenical union of the East-Asian-Churches.

There are a few points which I should like to mention:

1) I am as well as all here in the Gossnerhouse are moved that this
letter will be the last one addressed to you as Pramukh Adhyasih.
Officially, your function as president of the Gossner-Church is
ending today although you have handed over charge to brother Dr.
Bage already before. Prises Scharf and I have expressed to the
KS8 our blessings on the occasion of the change of position. But
today, I want to tell you personally again how grateful I am to
you that you could do this job in faith and devotion in the last
three years and that during this time, a greater unity and peace
could be achieved in the Gossner-Church.

2) We thought very much of you yesterday when your daughter Mini
returned from the university with joy and happiness since she
has passed her examination so that the regular education can
start now. May it be the begin of a constant spiritual growth
80 that step by step she is getting more and more known of her
new profession which she will once do to the blessing of her
fellow-men in India.

3) You can see from the eamclosure that I have written teo Bishop
Kunst regarding your gquestion. We have translated the letter
into English, and I do hope to be able to send you a kind
reply of Bishop Xuanst.

4) I am very glad that you have decided personally for Khuntitold
and that obviously the KSS has agreed to the plan. Up till now,
we, however, we have not yet received an official information
about this resclution from the KSS and its agreement to the
building of & central-meeting-place in Khuntitoli. This is the
condition for our taking actioms for it should not be an establishment
from Germany but an establishment of the autonomous Gossner=Church
for which we will gladly give our help. But, perhaps, this in-
formation about the official resolution is om way to us. Otherwise,
dear brother Lakra, please ask them to do so.

5) The same is with your salary. We have been thinking that from
November 1963 « December 1964 youriE:sition. function and the
concerning salary has not been put the central budget of the
Gossner-Church.

I do hope that this will be satisfactory to you and that you
will understand why I like to take this procedure in handling
this matter.

Brother Junghans is extremely busy. He wants to et 10 cows
and one bull for Khuntitoli. We are expecting him back in
Berlin on 12 November so that he can participate in the
meeting of the Kuratorium om 13 November 1963. I can ouly
hope that brother Junghans has informed you about his changed
schedule because he is thinking of going back to Khuntitoli
in the second half of November. Then, the erection of a
centralemeeting-house and a flat for Mr. Tomforde has to be
taken up quickly. In no case will brother Junghans be back
in Khuntitoli on 12 November 1963,

I am glad that we shall see each other soon again snd like to
send you regards from Mrs. Berg, the members of the Kuratorium
and from mgself, dear brother Lakra.

After 5 weeks absence from the YoBner House in which I attended
conferences and was on holiday in West-Germany, I have at last
found time to deal with the two letters of 25.7.63 your wrote to
me and Brother Seeberg.

In these few weeks seryeral things have happemsl that deserve a
few lines.

1.) In the first place I have gregtings to sendyou from Mini,
whom Mrs., Berg amd I visited last Sunday. We were glad to find
her well recor red and good spirits. The long lying-cures are
doing her good. The nurse was very satisfied with her, andat

the time she has a very nice room-mate who takes care of her very
kindly. So I think her father in the distance cyn be reassured,
and we will pray to God that He restore her to full health by the
time the new university term begins.

2.) I was very glad to gather from your letter that you were

also very satisfied with the last meeting of the KSS, If in
comparison with the past years the discussion of important and
difficult matters were mostly held in a spirit of fellowship, I
can. understand your feeling of relief, when, after days of a long
conferece everything ended successfully and in harmony.

3.) I was also very glad to hear from your letter and the copy
of a letter from Geneva that the ecumenical boards in India have
supplied you with a considerable amount of food for those who
are in need owing to the bad harvest of last year. May you be
able to cope well witz the task of distribution and to refresh
and give joy to many destitute people.

4.) We are of cours¢much troubled about the serious illness of
Brother Junghans. I was already in my holidays when the messzge
came. He is already under way and we hope to have him here by

the end of the month as well as can be expected under the circum-
standes. I hope the Kuratorium and Brother Junghans himself will
not have to make too grave decisions. But we will let you know abait
that in time, dear Brother Lakra. We hope Mr. Tomforde will be

able to continue the work in Khuntitoli satisfactorily.

5.) I am all the more worried about Brother Thiel who has far too

much work on his hands, and I have been uneasy about this for some
time, The Property Board and the conducting of the building-up

in Phudi demand an enormous amount of work of him. I would there-

fore be very grateful to Padma Shri, if he would use the authority




of his person to see that Bmther Thiel is disburdened where

that is really possible: i.e. that Mr. Schwerk recieves a visa
in near future in order to disburden Brother Thiel in the tasks
of the 5-year-plan. I hope you can understand how very important
that is, and you would receive in Mr. Schwerk a really devoted
Christian fellow-worker in Ranhi.

I thank you also, that you have supported the application for
a visa for the Rupprechts, and are still doing so.

6.) The grants of BROT FUR DIE WELT for Amgaon and Phudi - the
last instalment - were given in the beginnung of July. We hope
that both institutions will be so strenghened by this grant that
they can carry out their useful work in the GoBner Church.

7.) As to your request concerning the student in Munich, we receive
similar requests almost weekly. These things soon beceme known,

and we must stop at this point, and as GoBneriMission we cannot
have our whole work for your church hampered by these things.

I must ask you to understand our reserve in this matter.

Thank you for having taken the trouble to inform Brother Seeberg

on your part of the regulation of correspondence with the auton-
omous church. I had asked him to leave the matter of the Bethesda-
school in Stavanger wholly to our brothers in the GoBner Church.

So we are both of the same opinion, as I can see from your letter,
how hazy on the part of Mr. Horo the finaneciasl side of the Question
is.

I am sorry to say that we have not yet a word from Brother Bage
personally, except that he had to go to the hospital. We can only
hope that it is nothing serious and will soon pass over. At the
moment we also do not know whether he has been able to go to
East-Germany. We, at least, have no news, although many are waiting
for him, above all we in the GoBner House.

3o much for to-day. The weeks and months fly past. Autumn is near
and will bring many important things for both of us. But more about

that later. *j

The Kuratorium of the Gossner-Mission - allow me to say the "autonomous
Kuratorium" remembering our many talks during your stay here -~ has approved
of working out regulations for our young brothers from the Gossner-Churche
This decision which we are enclosing was reached shortly before arrival of
the four students who are now here, We think it necessary to inform the KSH
about it and also send it to the scholarship committee for careful conside~
ration. For this reason, we are enclosing five copies in English and for the
German brothers and co-workers giving advice, three copies in German, We
should recommend that you have handed out these copies officially,

The more we take our responsibility on the students sent to us as a great task,
which should also contribute to strengthening our brother church in India,

the more we find it necessary to put up a ¢lear regulation.

We are also enclosing important instructions about the time~table for ad-
mission to universities in Berlin, This is also an important paper for the
Gossner-Church for possible further requests to the Kuratorium to take also

in the future more qualified students here in Berlin., I recommend it to the
scholarship committee for careful attention, too.

Finally, I should like to point out once more that it seems very important

to us to take care whether the students eligible for a scholarship have
already close connections in Indis (married or engaged). In every single

case it is to be considered very csrefully whether it is justifiable to se-
parate married or engaged couples for many years. I mention this according

to an experience already made. Anyway, it is stated under 8) in the regulation
that in such cases we have to correspond about it before and come to an
agreement before accepting the concerning student and giving him the support
by the Gossner-Mission in Germany for many yearse

I heartily hope that this regulation will alse contribute to a clear order
between our two autonomous bedies -~ the Gossner-Church and the Kuratorium
in Berlin.
