Dear Mr. Kandulna,

Many thanks for your letter of the 19th instant.
I was and I am still very much interested in the work among our
Lutheran brethern in Bhutan and the Jalpaiguri District. It is al-
ways my intention to make a thorough tour through the whole of that
part.I think Mr. Radsick visited Jalpifguri some three or four
years ago. As soon as the financial position of our Mission stands
again on a sound basis I shall go and see the Christians myself,
Without having seen them it will not be possible to make proper
arrangements for them, Then there is the other work to be done.
We shall have to inform the Scots Mission that we are going to take
the work. As far as I know the C.C. has reguested the Scots Mission
to care for our Christians in every respect. If such an agreement
still exists we shall have to see that it is withdrawn.

Our Chhoti Sabha will habe no objection at all
to care for our Christians there. We have been talking very often
about this problem which is really very important. I heard very
often that our Christians have to live there without services. But
as the Scots Mission is in charge of our Christians there we could
not undertake any special work,

The first thing in my opinion would be to see
our Christians first, to talk with them, to see the Scots Mission
workers, and after that to introduce our pastors there.

If it will be possible for our Mission to send
the full amount of money this year I am preparell to visit these
places after the rains, say in the month of October or November.
May I ask you in the mean time for addresses of Christians with
whom I would be able to communicate. For some parts I shall have
to inform also the Scots Mission. On the other hand I shall require
a special marriage license for Bengal, as this part belongs to
Bengal. Probably our Christians will ask me to perform marriages
when I am going there,

In the mean time I shall try to get connection
with our brethern in Jalpaiguri and Bhutan. As soon as I shall be
able to go there I shall write to you againw Avvwnehina-,

I am writing to tell you one case concerning
a marriage, and to ask your opinion as you will have probably
some knowledge of previous experiences of this kind which the
C.C. might have had in the course of time; for, I suppose,
this is not the first time that things of this sort have
happened.

Nathaniel Hemrom of Berjan Basti, a member
of our Lutheran congregation there, married some time ago a
girl from Chandmari-North Lakhimpur. The marriage was per-—
formed and registered by our Rev., A. Topono about 8 years ago.
Due to some missunderstanding between husband and wife, the
former left his house in Assam, and returned to Chotanagpur.
There he was staying at Derang, Tapkara, P.0. Torpa. While
living there séme time he married another girl from Tapkara
although he knew, his first wife was still at Chandmari. I
understand from him that his second marriage was performed and
registered by the labe Rev. Suleman Sanga of Tapkara.

Nathaniel Hemrom returned later on again'
to Assam, His wife came along with him. Working in several .
Tea gardens nobody knew his case until he was recently dis-
covered by his first wife who claims now to be his proper
wife according to the Marriage law.

The man has been excommunicated, but we
could not find a way to meet the claims of his first wife.
He of course will never agree to leave his second wife, or to
return to his first wife.

I should be grateful if you would give us
some hints as to how this matter should be settled according
to the present law,.

1987, No: 1045/87/F.-20, regarding the request of Jiwan Topono,
Dighia Basti, for Church books, I should like to say that Jiwan
Topono and several others have been excommunicated by the Chhoti
Sabha for the following reasons:

Jiwan Topono, Akklah Dutt Khalkho, Daud Burha
and Manmasih Burha tried to bring the parish against our pastor
Paulus Purti of Tinsukia. They went to the houses of our Christians
ordering them not to obey the pastor. At one service when members
of the mandli panch Tinsukia went to Bhokapatar to make an inquest
they were attacked by the above party. Jiwan Topono and the others
advised the parish not to pay anything to the pastor and to refuse
payments to C.C. There was danger that Rev.Paulus Purti may lose
his authority in this parish, therefore the Chhoti Sabha after
holding an inquest at Tinsukis and sveral other places decided
to excommunicate the follwing persons:

Jiwan Topno ( Chhoti Nikal )

Akklah Dutt G n

Daud Burha Bara Nikal ;

Manmasih Burha ( Bard Nikal

I am ready to submit the findings of the Chhoti Sabha

if necessary. Further our pastors Rev. Abraham Topmno of Chandmari
Rev. Silas Horo of Gaghra Shantipur, Rev. Johan Maraya, Rev. Mansidh
Hemrom and Rev, W. Radsick will be able to give full statements.
Jiwan Topono is a son of Rev. Abraham Topono of Chandmari, but the

October last with
an enclosure, being & petition from your Chhoti Sabha for the ordinetion of your
Cat. Johan Tiru.

I read out both your letter and your petition to the Executive of the Council.
We are very zlad to note that your Bible-Class was well attended by 3 pastors and
#1 catechists.We trust jou nave dnc a very good time in ihe study of the Word of
God. The Lord hath spoken let the hearers now hear the message of salvation these
messangers have to preach. No doubt there are rlack sides too and the newe which you
give us as to adul tery and poisoning are reelly very distressing but let these bring
other closer to God «nowing waat bad results are to follow such misdoings.

We are particularly interested to know that amonget your young men (od has ¥e
been giving Hie new spirit and you are just seeinyg its good result ,the growing up
of nignt schools. May Lord our God give weslth and health yea wiedom %o our people
in Aesam mo thet they might know He¢e holy will.

As to your Chhoti Sabhe's petition regarding Cat. John Tiru, I wish only to
inform you that the Executive has given your request a very sympathetic considera-
tion. Now the only difficulty standing on the way is the Ministerium Rules that all
future pastors must undergo a fuller course of training in the Seminary and that all
entering the Seminary must be men of Maktriculation grade, With a view to obviate
these difficul ties the President has been asked'to obtain the opinion of all the
members of the Ministerium by iseuing a Circulat to them explaining the subject W

Wigax. As soon as the opinion of 2/3rd. members is is obtained favouring the propos-

el you will be informed . We trust Cat. Johan Tiru will then undergo his training
upto the end of the next Manassbhna. In the meantime we would request that you will
please give him certain religious books to study , as the time of his study here is
going to be very brief. Plezse therefore wait sending Johen Tiru till you hear from
me further on the subject.

Now the cold has set in and these deys we are having very lignht showers.The
hervest in the parts west and south of Ranchi i» will not be good for want of suf-
ficient rain. Up to Gumla the crops 2re not so goog. But in Manbhum end Sin ghbhum
they are quite good. I believe in your parts the raine are over and you are thus en-
ebled to tour through the districts. We pray the Lord to nelp you in the shepherd-
ing of the flocks that are entrusted to your care.

The Church Council has desired me to convey their hearty thanks for your good
reports on your Assam work and to tender meny Yishusahays to all your workers ,to
the members of the Chhoti Sebha and iast but not least to yourself.
