Dear Brother Lakra,

I am writing this letter from my sick-bed. On Whitmonday I was taken

by car to the Elisabeth-Hospital on account of a severe heart-attack. It
turned out to be a gall-bladder affair affecting also the heart. The
doctors are very grave about my condition and have forbidden me every-
thing in the way of travelling and preaching for the next weeksa and

I have got to stay in bed.

I myself regard this as God's warniag to me who wants to show me that
my streagth and my life is nearing ifs end. In these days my thoughts
wander to gyou, your wife, all the other brothers and sisters in India
: ~ and to the whole of my beloved Gossiner Churche I have been granted to
. ~ serve her for 34 yeara of my life, always travelling, always anxious
about her, often rejoicing when I received good news from India, and
often grieved to death about what was happeming in Chotanagpurs '

And this very moment I have agaib received sad news about new strife,

new discord in the Gossner-Church, especially in Ranchi. And we had

been so glad, that at last peace and unity had entered the head-quarters

! ~April 10-13; .. T herewith enclose a copy of a report on my recent visit. I need not
e |\ ‘govover what /T have said in that report. I do hope that matters relating to Messrs

' Tiga and Horo would be amicably settled. I am still afraid of two more boneg of con-
tention, viz:., the cooption of Mr Tiga in the KSS and the residence of Mr P.D.'‘Panna
vithin the North West Anchal area. When I met with the KSS Samiti we had also Mr
Thell and Mr Kloss with us. Their presence and advice were of very great help to us.
They were of the opinion that the residence requirement relating to an‘offifer“8f ‘the
Anchal be applied only to full-time paid officers of the Anchal and not honorary
officers 1like a Secretary. There is something of value in this suggestion. Whether
the other party will accept it, I do not know. Iegal opinion consulted here indicates
that the Continuation Committee went out of its province to lay down residence require-
ments. Such requirements, it was said, should be passed as amendments to the Constituton
and not by way of clarification which the Continuation Committee adems could ge¢e - How-
ever, knowing personalities in the GEIC, I am not sure if this matter will amicably
settled. I am also worried t the proposal for coopting Mr Tiga on the KSS. It is
already pointed out that the North-West-Anchal representatives are in a very great
majority in the KSS. The representatives of the other 1 join together to form one
party and they have the majority votes. Unfortunately appointments have gone to
the majority community in the Church. Now if Mr Tiga is coopted into the KSS, there
will be oncéd again a split in the KSS, as he will doubtless join the other group.
On the other hand, if the North W.st Anchal group will be magnanimous and takeR in a
person like Mr Tiga with all his experience into the KSS, it may heal the wounds of

the Church, Only the spirit of God must move the hearts of men in the GRIC to unite
:.the Church.

e

In your letter to Mr Panna dated March 15th you have mentioned two points: 1. "Jn
i' any cage an Oraon should be elected either as Pramukh Adysksh or as Up-Pramukh Adyaksh.™"

2. The four Adyaksh should divide the four posts in the Church and therefore Rev. Hemrom
was appointed Secretary and Rev. Aind Treasurer,

On both these points you have been wrongly informed. It was never laid down in
the Congtitution or in the Continuation Committee meetings or in our conversations that
Oraon should be the Pramukh Adyaksh or Up-Pramukh Adhyaksh. I do not know where you _
got this information. The North West Anchal leaders think that somebody has been writing
wrong things to you and misleading you. The other point that the Secrotary Treasurer

d to be from the Adyaksh 1s also wrong. A Secretary and a Treasurer could %have been
elected outside the four AdyaKshg . There is no constitutional requirements that only
Adyakshgshould be elected to this post. Your letter of March 15 to Mr P.D. Pmmzh
given rise to a good deal of misgivings on the part of the North West Anchal leaders aa"'.-t |
all kinds of persons'are corresponding with you on (EBIC matters.

Today I received your letter of March 7th concerning the appointment
to offices in the Gossner-Church,

_As concerns the question of Pramukh Adhyaksh the ruling was, that in any
case an Uraon should be elected either as Pramukh Adhyaksh or as Up~
Pramukh Adhyaksh.

The differences between the 4 aRlhyaksh appointed as electors referred
only to the question as to which post the representative of the Uraons
was to liold. In any case he was to have one of the tio posts. In so far
in my opinion thi four adhyaksh behaved correctly, and then the matter
was decided through casting the lot. Brother Lakra became Pramukh Adhyaksh
and that was absolutely in accordance with the comstitution, and the whole
church, as I am informed, accepted this deeision as from Geod.

I am glad to hear that Brother Lakra is taking the greatest pains to

restore unity and peace in the chureh. As you yourself write Brother Lakra
is also chairman of the Ev.Work, and he has also been elrted chairman to

the GOVERNING BODY for development work within the Gossner Church (Amgaon
' Hospital, technical and agriculture centres). This is a project which a

the moment is receiving the largest sums from Germany and can turn out to be
of greatest economic importance for the whole Gossner Church in the future.
