A During this, my activities--I had been in close contact
with the Reiche Leader Corps, as well as the Relchs Leader himself,
since I represented him in the large international and natlonal
meetings, and since he sald to make reports to him about the meetings
as well as the activities of the S8 Motor Corps. This way, In 1939,
I was ordered to the personal staff, and the Chief Agjutant told
me that the Reichsfuehrer Had put me at the dlsposal of the
German Road Construction linlster Todt.

A I am & teacher in a publioc school. :

Q Flease give the court a short desoription of your professional
and educational background.

A In March 1953 I graduated from the Humanistic Uymnasium. I
intended to start my studies at the University of Beuthen but I didan't
get the permission. I was advised to join the labor servioe the same

year and then later on to join the Naszi organisation.

B Did you join the Party?

A No, I didn't join the Party but after my labor service I joined
the Allgemeine 88 in November 1933. In this way I was in a position to

. start my studies in Beuthen at the University in 1934.

A In March 1936 I passed my final examination in Beuthen.

Q What did you do after this examipation?

A I had, as an applicant for a job as public school teacher, to
wait for one year and I got my job then in 1937,

Q Vid you become a teacher afterwards anywhere?

A Firgt 1 was employed in Bauschdorf in Upper Silesia. later on
in 1941, on scecount of the difficulties in obtaining the right housing,

A I was appointed there only but I didn't work there because I
had to serve during the war years in the army.

A On the 1lth of April 1945 I left Bucheawald and finally arrived
in the Tyrol at the beginning of May. From there I returmned to Bawvaria
with a Wehrmacht unit. On the l4th of June 19456 I was discharged by an
Aneriocan organization at Kirchsee near Munich and then, with a transport
of prisoners of war I arrived in Weimar on the 17th of June 1945. Three
days later on the 20th of June 1945 I reported myself to the CIC im
Weimar.

Q Mr. Otto, when you say that you were transferred to this
Headquarters staff, did this result in a change of looality for your
work?

A First I was quartered in barracks which were located in the same
spot where now the railroad station is shown. Later on when I was trans-
forred to Headquarters staff I was in the building to the left of the

. Headquarters building., That was Department 1.

Q Mr. Otto, please describe to the court your duties as acting
First Sergeant.

A In the beginning I stayed in my job as First Clerk.

Q  Mr. Otto, please explain what you mean when you say “at the
beginning I stayed with my job". Do you want to say by that that first
you resained a clerk and only later on you became acting First Sergeant
or what do you want to say?

A I didn't express myself clearly. I wanted to say, first,
my first job, was the job of a clerk. That means I had to continue

. the work as & Firet Clerk. Becondly, I had to distribute the work in
the Clerks Office. Thirdly, I had to distribute the mail. Fourth,
I had to take care of the personal welfare of the members of Headquarters
staff, Fifth, I had to make the usual monthly reports. Sixth, I was
in charge of the funds of Headquartersstaff. Seventh, I was in charge of
the welfare of prominent prisoners.

< Whom did you have to take oare of among them?

A ¥or instance, the Minister Fresident Leon Blum, George Mandel,

Maffalda from Hessen, then Breitscheid and his wife, the Norwegian students

(Otto-direct)
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and Rumanian refugees.
. Q Mr. Otto, im your work as soting First Sergeant, did you have
anything to do with prisoners direotly?

A No, only with the prisoners who were used in our Clerks Office
to clean up the place. There were two of them.

Q Who was your direet superior?

A My direct superior was the Adjutant,

Q And under whose jurisdiction were you next to the Adjutant?

A Next was the Commander.

. Q Please explain to the court, furthermore, what you had to
do in regard to the mail,

A All the mail, the mail for the members of the Headquarters staff

as well as the official mail, came to our office. This mail had to be
passed on and taken care of as guickly as possible and as properly as
possible. We had to take care of approximately two hundred to five
hundred letters daily.

Q- Mr. Otto, in your capmocity as aoting First Sergeant, did you
have anything to do with exeoutions which took place in Casp Buchemwald?

A  When I took the job as soting First Sergeant of the S5 I had
to do with exeoutions that much that I had to be present at executions
as & reporter, and furthermore, I was present as rifleman in several
execution squads.

< Who was really executed during these executions?

A fhlnc wore people who had been brought from the outside, from
eivilian life to Buchenwald for oriminal acts they had committed. That
means, people who had been brought to Buchenwald as the exeoution place.
These were not persons who had to be considered inmates of the ooncentra-

tion camp in accordance with the charge shoet.

A Through the doouments which were passed on together with these
prisoners I could find out the following -- orimes like murder, homicide,
rape of minor girls, pilferage of ocmaps or food trains, and pilferage of
open aparteents during air raids.

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< Wiil you please tell the court what, according to
your recollection, was stated in such an execution order? I

A On the top on the left-hand side there was the
heading of the Reich Main Security Office, Berlin. OUn the
right side the date and the address. Then there was the
subject: Special Treatment. The authority quoted was the
Reich Decree of the Reichsfuehrer AO1-396~1041, dated 1 October
1941. And as far as the enclosures, one enclosure was stated.

Q Then what was said?

A The text said approx‘mately the following: "The
Russian commissars and political commissioners whose names
afo quoted below are to be executed in accordance with the
regulations quoted above. A report of the carrying out of
this order is to be sent directly to the Reich Main Security
Office, including a 1list of the persons. Signed, Mueller."

] Did the 1list contain all the names?

A Yes.

Q Where did the Hussian commissars come from then?

A They were sent to Camp Puchenwald through police
channels from the prisoner-of-war camps in which they happened
to be located.\

Q They were not prisoners of Buchenwald then, were they?

No. They had never seen the camp.

Q Were you yourself in the horse stable during one of

I mean a written order by
the Reich Main Security Office.

-« How would they then determine whether the HRussians
who were sent in were identical with the ones enumerated on
the 1list?

A I don't know exactly. I suppose they were read out
loud.

Q You had nothing to do with that?

A I didn't do that.

Q Do you know what the reasons were that the Reich
Main Security Office had to order the execution of these
persons ?

A I don't know whether the Relch Main Security Office
gave any reasons for this execution than the deoree whioh I
have mentioned before. At any rate, ! personally did know
that 1t had some connection with the Hussian method of warfare.

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I myself heard Russian broadcasts in which the 88 was termed

I myself heard this notice over the loud-
speaker system éaoo at nighttime, but & short time thereafter
this was stopped on acoount of the fact that this detall had

Do
you recall saying that in connection with Commando 99°?

A That's entirely possible.

o} You don't remember it, do you?

A Well, I don't know right at this moment whether I
expressed it in that way.

Q All 1 am asking you 1s whether you remember. You can
answer yes or no. Do you remember?

h Not the exact terminology.

Q All right, Otto, listen to this statement from the

same deposition which you made on the 4th of March, 1947, and

prisoners of war were shot in the neck through a creck in the
wall." Do you remember that?

~ It's possible that I sald that when 1 was asked how
that was done.

Q Do you remember this one, too, from the same state-
ment which I just mentioned: "At one I was a witness when
12 to 15 Russian prisoners of war were shot"?

A I stated on direct examination already that I was
present once, and that probably refers to this same incident.

Q But I am talking about the fact whether or not you
used the term "political commissars" and "political represen-
tatives" or whether you always used the term "Russian prisoners
of war." Now, Otto, is it not a fact that up until today when
you testified here before the court, in all of the statements
that you have made you have always used the term "Russian
prisoners of war"?

A I don't know whether that was the only term I used.

< And what I have just read to you from frosecution
Exnibit 45 in evidence does not help to refresh your recollec-
tion, does 1t?

A I know the following: that these Hussian soldiers
were quartered in Hussgian prisoner-of-war camps, so-oalled
stalags, and as a consequence of that they were to be described
ae Hussian prisoners of war, being lnhnbltnn;n of such camps,
But T do not remember ever not oxpressing the fact that they

were not Hussian commissars or politioal representatives.

Q Is 1t not a fact tnat all secret or registered
letters wnich were addressed to the commanding officer of Camp
Buchenwald were taken by you unopened and delivered to either

Pister or 8chmidt?

h Not just by me alone, but they were sent to the

adjutant or the commandant unopened.

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Q Yo# didn't open it and no one else had the right to
open 1s; is that correct?

A Yes. I had the right to open it only when the
commandant told me "Open up that letter".

Q Just answer my questions. If a letter was secret
or if it was registered, and it was sent to the commanding
officer of Camp Buchenwald, you turned it over either to Plister
or to Schnmidt unopened; is that correct?

A Yes.

) And that also included any letters or any post which
had valuables in it; is that not true?

A Yes. I don't remember any valuables being contained
in any.

Q The first knowledge thet you had about the activities
of Commando 99 you learned through this secret letter that you
opened when it came from Oranienburg; 12 that correct?

DR. WACKER: I have to object to this question,
since it has just now been determined that he did not open
these letters.

MR. SUROWITZ: Am I to belleve that counsel concedes
that the witness wa. .0t stating the truth when he said at first
that he did open the secret letter? It has been established
here (1) the fact that the witness states he opened the secret
letter; (2) the general principle that secret letters are
usually unopened and delivered to the commander or to the

A I didn't say anything untrue on this witness stand yet,

Q Just answer my question.

A Yes,

- What did you have to do with the distribution of =
whiskey, cigarettes and suusages to the members of commando 99%

P That happened perhaps once or twice, and then that
was done for me by Major Bernewald, but that was not on account
of the matters in the horse stables--that wes the other executions,

- Let me understand you. You used to distribute whiekey,
cigarettes and sausages to all members of all execution details--
that's what you meant to say, !s that correct?

A Of course--I said once or twice--several times.

- And then you want to say this Job was taken mway from
you and Barneweld tock 1t away from you?

A An order had been !ssued by Openlenburg for these
iters to be lssued to any members of any executlion detaill who
first did take pert in it, not as a reward for thelr action, bdut
in order to give them something to elleviate the nervous strain
thet they had been under. The audhority for this is a general
regulation existing and applicable throughout Germany.

Q Now, Otto, wam this oprder from Opanlenburg ever cancelled?

A ot that I premembep,

< That continued until the very end, dldn'y 1t?

A The order stood,

Q And you pay that you Just distributed It one or two

times and then Brrnewsld took cure of the dlstributlon o whlakey,

clgarettes und suusages to members of exeoution detallsa, is that

(Otto=Cross)
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correct?

A He didn't do that work et all, rather Cpanienburg
issued an order for a fund to be created out of which Barnewald
was permitted or supposed to lssue such things to such persons.
That was not dcne arbitrarily--there was an order of instructions
existing.

Q I am not asking you about that, Otto. Just tell me
this. Were the members of commando 99 include in that order for
distribution of fooc and whiskey supplements? _

A I don't know whether it was that way from the beginning--
at any rate, it wasn't until 1942 that this regulation came out.

Q Just m swer my question. Were the members of detell
99 included--

A Yes, they were included.

Q Let me finish my question, Were the members of detail
89 included in this supplement?

A After the regulations did come out,

< As a matter of fact, before 1942, also included in this
food supplement wes bread and butter, wasn't 1t?

A I saw Master Sergeant Thalmann having bread and butter
often, but I don't know where he wes getting it from.

Q I am not asking you where he got it from and vh ether
or not he had t , I am asking you whether it was a fact that
bread end butter was included as n food supplement to members o

execution detal!ln?

A Kot according to regulations,

< You are sure of thot?

A Yon,

Q Do you remember swerring to the following stutement

on the 4th day of March, 1947, which has been marked Proseoutlon'sg

(Ogto=Crons) 44909
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Exhibit 45 in evidence: "Permission had been given in a confidential
eircular from Opm fenburg to the administration to distribute 6
cigarettes, one wine glass full of schnapps and about 90 grams
of sausage to those 58 people who participated at executions. I
know that formerly there was also bread mmd butter, but these
were cancelled at the time I was Stabsscharfuehrer (acting
Sergeant). Since I was acting sergeant I hrd to order those
extras at the adminlstretion and the 55 members concerned could
fetch their rations in the kitchen. I indiceted to the kitchen
sub=chief the names of those who were entitled." Just answer--
do you remember making that stateme t?

- Do you mesn that's exactly what you sald now in the
court r-om, too?

< So when you were asked on direct examination what you
had to do with comrando 99, you omitted this little business about
distributing food to the membars of the exea: tinn detail.

Q Did you swear at that time that liglbig had the key to
the horse stable? Y,s or no.

A It's possible. I did swear to 1t. I didn't worry
about this particularly, becsuse I was eccused of several thinss
by the interrogating officer myself; so I didn't particularly
bother about fh. question of who had the key.

< Now you were usually Informed by Plster or Schmidt

that en execution in comrando 99 wes about to take place, isn't

that correct?

A I am certain. I remember this one time when I was
