Staff accommodation has increased from 6 to 16.

" However, in view of the growing needs
of ministerial training and theological edu-
cation the College has had to review its
present work and resources. While doing
so we have considered the recommendation
of the National Consultation on Theological
Education. In determining the staffing,
Library and related needs of the College we
have assumed that this College has to develop
as one of the centres of Research and Post-
graduate studies in Theology.

1. Staff: For a long time the College
Has been stressing the importance of having
at least one competent Indian in each of the
major departments of study. This principle
was stated mainly from the point of view
of B.D. level studies. Actually now we
have to restate the requirement from the
point of view of staff requirements for
M.Th. and higher levels of study. The faculty
has made a study of the staffing requirements
on this basis according to which we should

aim at a full teaching staff consisting of
five junior lecturers, ten lecturers and ten
professors. This will mean a total staff
salary of about Rs. 200,000 per year. The
present budget provides about Rs. 57,000
for salaries of national members of staff.
The missionary societies pay about Rs, 70,000
towards the salaries of overseas members
of staff. Therefore we have to find an addi-
tional Rs. 75,000 per year in order to have
a full strength of staff.

2. Training of the Laity: In order to
make the Department of Lay Training be-
come more effective in its work its programme
has to be improved. The Department is
thinking in terms of (&) introducing Lay
Training within the Ministerial Training
Curriculum (b) Organising more relevant
special courses for laymen. In addition
to the present one year course we need
to organise at least one short course of one
or two weeks duration each year, and




(¢) organising extension programmes in select-
ed centres in different parts of South India
with a view to reorienting the churches for
the new insights about the role of the laity

in the life and mission of the Church. We.

need to have an adequate budget for the
special courses and the extension program-
mes. Unless we offer adequate scholarships
we cannot expect the one year course to
be more popular than at present. The
short courses also will have to be subsidised.
For these and for the extension programmes
we should have an additional budget of at-
least Rs. 6,000/-, per year.

3. Practical Training: One of the common
complaints have been that this College does
not do enough to give practical training to
the ministerial candidates. In order to
improve the programme of practical training
the Facutly is thinking of two things: the
adoption of one specific area in Bangalore
where the students will have opportunity of
gaining experience in different types of
Christian work and arranging a six week
programme of intensive practical work for
the final year students. The annual pro-
gramme of sending the students for a ten-
day period of practical work will also be
continued for the first and second year stu-
dents. For the effective working out of the
regular practical work programme in and
around Bangalore the College should have a
bus or station-wagon. For this we should
have the capital as well as the recurring
budget. The bus may cost about Rs. 35,000/
and the recurring budget would be about
Rs. 600/- per month or Rs. 7,500/- per year.
For the six-week intensive practical work
for the final year students we shall have to
provide the travel and extra hospitality and
accommodation expenses for about 20 stu-
dents each year. This might work out to
about Rs, 3,500/- per year. We should
therefore have an additional Rs. 11,000/-

per year.

4. In-Service Training: This will consist
of two parts.

(a) The Annual Refresher Course: For
this the present budget is inadequate. We
ought to offer more bursaries to help candi-
dates who cannot otherwise come. We
should also offer honoraria to the lecturers
so that they will take their responsibility
more seriously. To meet these needs we
ought to provide an additional amount of
Rs. 3,000 in the budget.

(b) We have had requests from several
old students for opportunities of coming
together to consider their task in the light
of present theological scholarship and ecu-
menical thinking. For this purpose the
College may in co-operation with bodies like
the CISRS, the Ecumenical Centre, etc.,
organise regional institutes of one or two
week duration in different centres, perhaps
one each vear. For such institutes also we
may have to budget about Rs. 1,000/-per-
year.

5. Recrnitment: It has become quite ur-
gent that the College should play its role
in the task of recruiting suitable candidates
for ministerial training and theological edu-
cation. Two specific projects might be
considered. (a) Visits to Arts and Science
Colleges and High Schools by the staff and
students of the College. (b) Inviting inte-
rested candidates to spend a few days in
the College Hostel as guests of the College
when a simple and informal programme
to consider the claims of full time Christian
ministry might be arranged for them.
An annual additional budget of Rs. 500/-
might be provided for this.

6. Library: Even though we are proud
that our Library is one of the best theological
Libraries in India we have to admit that it
is far from adequate for post-graduate




studies and research. Even to bring the
Library up to M.Th. standard in the main
branches of study a very conservative
estimate suggests that we need about
Rs. 100,000/-.

This does not include the cost of a number
of unpriced books, microfilms, and xeor-
ocopies which may have to be made for rare
and out of print books. Therefore for pur-
chase of books immediately needed we should
seek a capital of Rs. 120,000.

The Church history archives need to be
considerably improved with an increased
collection of microfilms of documents,
reports, etc., which are at present available
only in the west. Of immediate urgency is
the microfilming or xerox copying of the
documents relating to the History of the
Church of South India deposited at the
Ecumenical Library of the Union Theolo-
gical Seminary, New York. The estimated
cost is about Rs. 22,000. We have no esti-
mate for the copies of other documents we
have to get for the Library.

The shelving space for periodicals is very
unsatisfactory at present. Already we get
more than 150 periodicals. We need to
subscribe to many more important perio-
dicals. The space available now is good
only for about 100 periodicals. It has, there-
fore, become urgent that we increase the
shelf space for periodicals as well as arrange-
ments for storage of back numbers. It has
also become necessary to add one more
room to the Library space, and rearrange the
location of work room, Library office, etc.
It is proposed that one of the classrooms
adjoining the present bindery of the Library
be added to the Library for this purpose.
During the summer months the Library is
quite warm and, it is necessary to install
fans. For these minor improvements as

well as additional furniture needed the esti-
mated cost is about Rs. 5,000.

At present we have only one small air-
conditioned room in the basement, where
the microfilms and the most important of
the archives are kept. Most of the material
kept in the other part of the basement also
need special protection, as they come under
the category of rare books, pamphlets, etc.
Even though the basement is comparatively
the coolest and the best part of the library
for the protection of these volumes we have
been advised that for more satisfactory
preservation of the books the whole of the
basement should be air-conditioned. For
this we shall need two fairly large air-condi-
tioning units and the estimated cost is
Rs. 12,000.

The annual budget for the purchase of
new books also needs to be increased by an
additional Rs. 10,000 per year.

7. Scholarships: The present provision
for student scholarships is inadequate. We
need to provide a few more scholarships
for B.D., B.R.E., and postgraduate courses.
We also need some scholarships adequate for
married students. One reason why candi-
dates prefer to do their postgraduate studies
overseas rather than in Indiais that our P.G.
scholarships are not sufficiently attractive.
At least a few of the P.G. scholarships should
be comparable to the salaries the men get in
their churches or institutions when they come
for the course. In addition we also need to
institute some special scholarships even for
the B.D. course to be offered to competent
students who may be recruited for theologi-
cal education without prior commitment to
the ordained ministry. Such candidates may
develop interest in further advanced theo-
logical scholarship and become suitable
candidates to be selected for theological
teaching. With these needs in mind we
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should seek additional funds for scholar-
ships.

The faculty proposal is that within the
next five or six years we should recruit
25 B.D. candidates and 10 M.Th. candidates
with promise for theological teaching. 25
B.D. scholarships at Rs. 2,000/ per year
for three years would cost Rs. 150,000 and
10 M. Th. scholarships at Rs. 3,000 per year
for two years would cost Rs. 60,000. The
total cost would be Rs. 210,000. If this is
spread over a period of five years we should
have Rs. 42,000 per year. The amount
spent at present on scholarship out of
the regular College budget namely about
Rs. 15000 may be used towards this
project. Therefore the additional amount
needed will be about Rs. 27,000 per year
for 5 years. We also need to find
additional scholarships for B.R.E. candidates
and special help for married students. The
proposal is that we ought to provide three
B.R.E. scholarships, at Rs. 2,000 per head
which will cost Rs. 6,000 per year and three
special scholarships for married students
at Rs. 2,500 per head which will amount to
Rs. 7,500 per year. The total additional
amount needed for scholarships will, there-
fore, be Rs. 34,500 per year.

8. Buildings: We had thought that with
the completion of the first floor of the
Students’ Hostel our building needs would
be completed. But the student enrolment
has increased and the demand for family
quarters has also been steadily increasing.
We are in urgent need of more accommo-
dation for married students and for staff.
Because of the urgency of the need for
family quarters we have started building a
block of six apartments at our 43 Millers’
Road property, hoping that funds will come.
We need to have six more houses for married
students and the proposal is to build an
extra floor on each of the existing six houses.

For the staff we have accommodation for
16 af present. On the basis of our plan to
have a total of 25 members we need to plan
for 9 more houses. We may have an extra
floor on the single storey houss at 16 Miller’s
Road. a twin house and six small houses
for junior lecturers. The cost will be
approximately as follows:

9. Roads: Because of increased traffic
the College roads have been in a bad condi-
tion during the last few years and it is urgent
that we make the roads suitable for the
increased ftraffic and also dustfree. The
estimated cost for tarring the main roads on
the College compound is about Rs. 38,000.

10. Water supply: Even though we
had made a special appeal for help to
improve the water supply for the College
community we have not so far received
sufficient funds to implement the plans we
had then, namely to dig a tube well, build an
overhead tank with an electric pump and
lay the necessary pipe connection to distri-
bution points. It will certainly be good to
implement this plan which will reduce
our regular water bills to be paid to the
water supply Board. Even apart from this
we need to improve the arrangements for
the storage and distribution of the water
we buy from the Water Supply Board. The
present sump and overhead tank had been
constructed more than 50 years ago and are
far from satisfactory. The water supply
authorities themselves have been advising




us to build another sump and overhead tank
adequate for the increased needs of the
college community,

11. Endowments: Since 1956, the college
has been asking for help to build up an
endowment fund which will fetch an annual
income sufficient to take care of at least
half the running costs of the college. So far
we have been able to raise only about
Rs. 300,000 for endowment. As the present
annual budget is about Rs. 300,000 we need
a total endowment which will bring an annual
income of not less than Rs. 150,000, namely
about Rs. 25,00,000. Therefore we should
seek another Rs. 22,00,000 for endowment.

Out of this we have assurance of Rs, 12,000
per year towards Laity training, in service
training, scholarships and Library for three
years and another Rs. 9,000 towards staff
salary for five years from the Danish Mis-
sionary Society and Tranquebar Fund. An
endowment assured from the United Church
Board towards Library will also fetch about
Rs. 4,500 per year. We have yet to raise
about Rs. 124,500 per year,

While adopting this memorandum, the
Council affirmed that a considerable portion
of the needs should be met by churches
and friends in India. It was decided that
within the next 5 years, Rs. 400,000/- for
capital expenses and Rs. 500,000/- for
endowment should be raised from the
churches and friends in India, The Council
asked the Development Department of this
College to strengthen its efforts towards
this task.

for capital and Rs. 1,700,000/~ for end-
owment (a total of Rs. 2,220,000/-) the
Council decided to appeal to churches
and Mission Boards in the West. The
Council noted that if the total needs at
present should be met within a period of
5 years, an additional amount of about
Rs. 445,000/- per year will have to be
raised from overseas during the next 5 years,
The Council authorised the Principal to
make an appeal to churches in Europe
and America towards this end.

The Teachers’ Strike

The approach of the examination
season was the signal for the primary
and secondary school teachers of
Government-aided and private “insti- -
tutions to go on a strike with the idea
of stalling the high school and inter-
mediate examinations. ‘They declined
to take any part in the conduct of
the examinations.

The Cause

The teachers through  their
Committee had been pleading for a
100 percent raise in their ‘dearness
allowance. The Government was
sympathetic but because of financial
stringency could not meet their de-
mand. The Board of H.S. and Inter-
mediate Examinations had to enlist all
vategories of Government servants to
help it in the conduct of the exami-
nations which started on 11th March

and continued right -through the

L.l

month and the first week of April.
About 400,000 students were involved
in the two examinations.
Government = hospital nurses
asked to invigilate at girls’ centres.
The degree colleges showed  their
sympathy by joiuing the strike which
rapidly spread all over the State.

The End of the Strike

Finally through the good offices
of Mr. Chagla, Education Minister,
Government of India, New Delhi, an
assurance was given to the teachers
who had now started a fast in Alla-
habad and Lucknow that their grie-
vances would be given sympathetic

consideration and the strike was
called off. ;

The teachers were peaceful and
non-violent throughout the strike
period and the examinations passed
off without any ugly incidents,

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QUILINE REPORT - 30 NOVEMBER 1966

(This Report should be read along with the
printed balletin and other publications
of the Institute which will give a fuller
picture.)

After three years of working through a mobile staff and
meetings all over the industrial area, the Institute was able
to move into the first part of its permanent home in September
this year. Building, which was delaved for a number of
reasons, was completed just in time for the beginning of the
first longer course for Church workers from urban industrial

areas.

This began on 20 September and is drawing to a close

as we write.

The pattern of wour work has now become muely cleaeer and may be
divided into the following departments.

1. Christian Industrial Service (This is the name used in
India for what is uslially called "industrial mission)

Durgapur Tean Ministry

The Institute's most important commitment in the

field of practical work is in Durgapur itself, where

a comprehensive Joint Action Project was inaugurasted

8 year ago. Under this project, several Churches
have agreced to plan and carry out all their work in
the Durgzpur area Jointly. Within this Plan, the
Institute is responsible for what we might call the
non-residential ministry - that ig, for the industrial
and social service aspects. In fact; this means that
each of the Institute's gtaff members has a specific
task in Durgapur - with management, labour,

community organisation, etec.

he work has taken two forms. On the one hand,
Christian groups or "cells" are being formed in
different parts of the area. These are homogeneous
in character. (We now have workers', middle
management, teachers', nurses' and community cells.)
Some have made considerable progress and in two cases
most useful studies (on management problems and
workers' problems) have been carried out and will
shortly be published. The cells are now being drawn
together in a movement which we call "The Fellowship
of Christ the Worker" (see separate leaflet).
Alongside this work with Christian groups, there has
grown up a direct service to the industrial community,
in the form of community development work in one of
the labour colonies, and a series of seminars on key
industrial issues and community issues. ( A sample .
Seminar programme is enclosed. There is much more g
to tell - for example of new experiments in worship -
but the above is enough to show how this work has
developed in the last year.

industrial Work in Other Centres

While Durgapur is our primary concern, the Institute

is also responsible to stimulate similar work in the

other industrial centres of the "Ruhr of India” (that
is the major heavy industrial belt of India covering

the states of Bengal and Bihar). In Calcutta, a

beginning has been made on a Team Ministry in one of

industrial suburb. Surveys have been carried out and
are now being processed. The ti'e is clearly ripe

for a new approach to the tangled complexity of India's
greatest problem city.

In the other newer ind strial areas, there is also
hope that the Churches will be ready to act in new
ways. In the new Bokaro Steel Project, for example,
a Joint Action Plan has been agreed. The Churches

in the. Bihar area have been asked by the Institute,
with the backing of the Bihar Christian Council, to
accept a strategy for the entire industrial area. If
accepted, this strategy will rmean that the Churches
Jointly find a full-time industrial mission worker for
each major cenire and agree to act together in the
building up of this new ministry, and the new forms of
Church life it implies.




Thus the Institute's second responsibility in the
field of Industrial Service is the gradual stimulation
of new forms of work all over the area on the basis of
an agresd ecumenical strategy. This is now a real
possibility.

Even outside the "Ruhr of India, the E.S.I.I. has been
called in from time to tire to give advice or to help
in survey work of new areas. Exemples zre PFaridabad
near Delhi (where a Joint Action Scheme very gimilar
to the Durgepur one is being worked out), Kanpur and
even as far afield as Malaya and Singapore. In these
countries a full report with suggestions for action
was submitted to the Christian Council of Malaya and
Singapore in March 19€8.

Longer course

The Institute nmust obviously train the necessary
workers for its own ares. However, we have also

been asked to provide the facilities for this type of
training for the whole of Indisa. Our first long:
course for pastors and Church workers from urban and
industrial areas began in September 1966 and ras just
finished as we write. Nine students have been with
us from all over India, of whom the majority attended
the full ten-week course. Some of these students

have now returned to normal pastoral work in industrisl
areas, but at least three hope to go into full-time
industrial mission work. The course included a
theoretical teaching in the social sciences, industrial
sub jects and theology. It glso involved a great deal
of practical work including a five-day field survey

of the Jzmehedpur situation. We were grateful for the
help given by the Xavier Labour Relations Institute,
who advised the students. In their report to us, the
XLRI spoke of their very great saitisfaction at both the
attitudes of their students and the work they did. We
are now working en a follow-up programme which will
involve a regular news-letter linking our ex-students,
8 possible annual study conference, and the maintenance
of constant contact.

Courses for theological students

While the longer course students were still with us,
courses were also held for theological students of two
of the major colleges. The students of Bishop's
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College Calcutta were here for one week in September
and the students of Leonard College, Jabalpur, spent
ten days in Durgapur in November. In each case, the
course included a certain amount of theory but the
enphasis was on meeting and understanding the
situation in industrial society. The Leonard
students in particular producsd very useful results
in the survey work they did in various areas of
Durgapur. . These theological extension courses have
now becn going on for three years and have become an
‘ accepted feature of our work.

¢) Iraining for iull-ti e indusirial mission work

-

The Institute has been asked to direct this training
for the whole of India and probably some of the
students who attended the ten-week course will be
returning to continue more intensive znd specialised
courses of st:dy which will equip them to be leaders
of the Church#s pioneer work in this area. Such a
longer preparation, which is expected to cover two
years, will of course not be done only in Durgapur,
but will involve time spent with the Xavier Labour
Relations Institute and other specialised training
bodies. The exact details of the course will depend
on the needs and hackground of the individual. They
will be worked out by a Board of Strdies.

Iraxrimg Building Project

The first two bu:ldings, constructed through the generosity
of the Anglican Church of Canada, were ready just in time
to begin the course in September. Meanwhile, there has
been a fair response to the request through the World
Council's Project List for the cost of building a hostel
and large meetving room, Although part of the money for
this is not yet to hand, there is sufficient for us to
begin building with confidence. A plan has been preparéd,
tenders received and scrutinised and it is noped that a
contract wilh be signed to enshle work to begin in

December 1968. This should mean that by the time courses
begin in Sepiember 1967, the facilities should be very

rach better. On 30 November, we are laying the foundation
stone for this new building and also dedicating the existing
buildings. We are grateful to the Church of India who
have gifted the land on which the Institute buildings
stand,to the Anglican Church of Canada for the existing
buildings, and to the Councils of Churches of Australia

and Sweden, all of whom have sent contributions to the

cost of the hostel block.
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Plans for the Future

At the Board Meeting on 30th November 1966, the
following detailed plans for the next two years will be
considered.

Durgapur Industrial Service

The nced to develop industrial and community work

to much greater depth is now clear. We will continue
to guide and c: pend the Christian "cells" or small
groups, to help them to come to grips with the real
issues, and to unite them in the "Fellowship of Christ
the Worker". On the pther hand, we will also continu
a much intensified programme of seminars, both on
community and industrial topics. (Already planned in
the next months are seminars on Education, Community
Development, and Communications in Industry).

The Institute's Social & Industrial Service Team worki
in Durgapur will co-operate as closely as po<sible wit
the Team Ministry of the Church in Durgapur, and also
involve them as far as possible in this work also.

Plans for Other Areas

The Industrial areas of the "Ruht of Indis" in Bengal
and Bihar, form a natural belt within which a rerional
ecumenical strategy should bc possible. The BeSelola,
though it cannot take primery respomBibility in these
areas, has underteken to guide and stimulete work -
and as such is pressing the Churches to accept this
regional pattern, wherebg each major Church will XERWI ©
appoint an "Industrial Service" worker to a given arc
on behalf of all, In each centre we have und-rtaken +
hold a week-cnd training course. Also, until full-tar-
workers are found, we have an "Associate" in each majo.
centre, who works out programmes locally.
(These centres are: Asansol, Dhanbad, Ranchi, Jagpshedp:
Rourkela, and the Greater Calcutts area,)

Treining, Study and Research

The Training Courses for urban and industrial Church
workers will be an annual affair, probably covering
three months from September each year . (We have




already réceived several enquiries for next

year's course.)  Phe courses for theological students
#ill also continue and will, we hope, be slightly
lengthened. 1 ree weeks is felt to be the minimum
time necegsaery for an effective course of this kind.
We have also rccommended to the theological colleges
concerned that at least one staff member should
accompariy the stidents. During tle remaining months
of the year, a series of oither training Pro- rammes
will be carried out. For example, a cuarterly
three-day consultation for +the Instit te's Associates
throughout the Bengal/Bihar area; & weck-end
conference for industriel worers; a youth camp;

and a nuuber of otuer lay-training programmes.

In the field of gtudy, we have agreed to be responsible
for makine o contribution to itwo major studies in the
social field, a=d one in the thecological field. As
part of the world-wide study on “Cities and People', x
sponsored by Coveniry Cathedral, we lave agreced to set
up worksbops in Calcutta and Durgapur. In each case,
these will involve key people in the life of the city
and will try to ask some searching questions about the

city and its community life. We hape that the
firdings of these workshops which will meet throughout
1967 will provide good material for the major world
conferencs in 1968 in Coventry. Ye also hope that
representutives of the two workshops will be able to
attend this conference.

i

A second study, on "Power,Conflict, and Reconciliation
in Industry", clso seems fo offer a promising and
necegsary theme for our area. This study we shall
confine to Durgapur alone.

In the thoological field, it is hoped to hold one
study coiiference on the twin themes of "The Social
Revolution in India" and "The Structure of the Church
in the Revolutiounary Society'.

Rescarch

It is hopod as soon as possible to set up a research
wing with a trained person as its director. Much
researchh is needed if our work is to be based on real
knowledge of the situation, and if we are to be of
genuine hiclp to incustry, and it is our hope that this
can be tazken up as soon as possible.




5. Staff

In addition to the Present five staff niembers, we have
becn very glad to welcome the Rev. and lirg. Paul Yount
and their three daughters. Mr. Yount is Director of The
Missionary Orientation Centre at Stony Point near New
York, and will be with us for six months as part of his
Sabbatical Year. He hes already given real ielp in the
longer course aznd his speciel lmowledge of group
dynamics and sensitivity training hes core %o our
students and to the staff ag something quite new.

¥e hope his main contribution may be . .in helping us to
see the value of this type of study and to adapt it to
the Indian situvation.

CONCLUSION

e o S Rt~

This Report is not comprehensive. There are probably many
things omitted, as our work seecms to have been so full.
However, we can certainly say that more progress has been
madex than we would have beiieved possible two or three yvears
ag0, and that the foundations for & rnecaningful new form of
work in the industrial sreas of the Yew India have been 1azid.
We hope and belisve that we are building not only on a geniine
kmowledge of the needs of the sltuation,sbut on Him who is the
only foundation. '

In view of the fact that the UCNI has always been one of

the leading supporters of the Institute and of the
importance cf the survey which Miss Smith is requested to
head, the Iczrd felt that this request should be
sympathetically conridered. A final decision, however

will be made only after Miss Smith's report on the result

of the Meeting of 10 Decenber. The staff of the Institute,
along with His Grace the Metropolitan, are empowered to

take a final decision before the end of 1966. However,

any favourable decision would be on the following conditions

l. that Miss Smith remain a member of the staff of the
Institute;

2. that subject to the demands of the survey, she will be
able to continue to help the Institute's work in
various ways;

3. that we must be satisfied that the purpose of the
survey is one in line with the aims of the Institute.

BULLDING PROJECT

It was noted with satisfaction that the first buildings
are now complete, It was resolved that a letter of
thanks, accompanied by good photographs of the buildings
and the Dedication Cerenony be sent to the Anglican Church
of Canada as soon as possible.

FUTURE WORK

The plans for the work of the next two years, as outlined
in pages 5 and 6 of the cyclostyled report, were received.
The Rev. S.K. Biswas made the very iuportant point that %
there was now the need for work with industry at greater
depth. The staff must therefore be given time to study,
to read, to get to know people, ete. To date we have
inevitably been under pressure to show results, but now

the Board is asked to realise the priority of a much

deeper knowledge of the industrial situation - ceven if this
is at the expense of some immediate activities.

It was agreed that the Institute must be responsible for

some follow-up programmes for its trainees. In particular,

a regular bulletin and the possibility of an annual
meeting somewhere in India should be explored. The
Director was asked to take these matters up with the N.C.C.
Commitftee on Industrial service when it meets in

January 1967.

The Rev. C.P. Jacob said he had been conscious of the need
for training for workers in industry and asked that such a
course should be held for them. It was agreecd definitely
to hold s ch a course for the first time in January 1967.

STAFF MATTIRS

Arising from the last paragraph, it was raopmdxikzx felt
that almost certainly & strengthening of the staff would

be needed. In particular, we s%all need more pecople with
expert tra ning and Imowledge. At the same timc, it is
obvious that the churches cannot possibly find more and
more staff and moncy for this kind of work from their
normal zouir desw No cecision was called for inmediately,
but it was ogreed that the Institute should be free to seek
sources of support faor particular parts of programmes.




It was also agreed that a panel of consultants be drawn
up. These should be people w! o are prominent in indugtry
or community and who are willing to help ue with advice.
the panel might also include economists, gociologists,
ete.

on his own land which, as you hope, will be dedicated after the return
of Adhyaksh Aind, This is really a sign of how the Message of Jesus
Christ opens the hearts of your people, so that they are making such
big sacrificess I hope that this will strengthen the young congre-
gation at Katerkela,

Your second point is more difficulte. The work of the J.l.Bes was
terminated on 1st of April 1965. Now, all responsibility for the
mission work is with the Gossner Church and its various Anchals,
which aze, however, receive support from the ssner Mission in
Berlin., I doubt whether schools could be open and runned out of

the budget of the mission work. I believe that it is hardly possible.
The schools will have to be opened by the church bodies concerned,
after careful considerations as to the necessity and possibility.

But, I know that the school problems are especially difficult in
Orissa-Anchal, And I also know that it is due to the language
problem, The autonomous GEL Church resps the Anchal Orissa will,
however, have to solve the sproblem as to increasing the school
work in your Anchal itself,

Thank you very much for mentioning our modest help for the compounds
Bargaon, Sundargarh and Rajgangpur. Not all plans have been realized
yet, but we hope that by and by we can help changing the compounds

to the better. But, the congregations themselves have also to render
active help for it,

Bengal Refugee Service, as you all know, has been rendering yeoman
service among the East Pakistan refugees in and around Calcutta, for the last
four years. The last onerous task (1964-65) attempted, and achieved to a great
extent, was the rehabilitation of one thousand and thirty-seven families from

. Sealdah Railway Station, in three villages at Shyamnagar and Naihati.

Except for the donation of the land from the State Government, it was
the responsibility of Bengal Refugee Service to house each family in two~roomed
pucca houses, to minister to the sick, to treat about 1,000 T.B.patients, to
maintain more than 1,250 permanent liability people, and to provide schools for
1,500 children.,

On the 15th September,1965, Bengal Refugee Service, a temporary set-up
; of the National Christian Council of India, closed down. But the activities of
— Bengal Refugee Service have been tgken over by the Churches in Calcutta, and the
Relief Committee of the National Christian Council.

. The Relief Committee has taken over the unfinished work, viz, the com-
pletion of the housing and schools, and other amenities of the three new villages,
the social and economic development of the community, and educational assistance
to deserving and needy students,

In spite of all these efforts, it may take years to eradicate bad habits
. assimilated into their character during their enforced sojourn in Sealdah, But
we have high hopes for the children. They now have houses to live in, rather
than the shacks at Sealdah = schools in which to study, instead of roaming the
strects of Calcutta - a children's park in which to play, instead of learning
criminal habits ..., A new lifc has opened up for these children,

During this Christmas season, we would like very much to give a
Christmas gift to each of these refugee non-Christian children, numbering about
2,000, For this we must depend entirely on our friends and well-wishers in and
outside Calcutta,

May we ask your Christmas-tide help in our humble efforts to bring
cheer and some joy into the lives of our refugee children? Donations in money

I was very glad about the opening and dedication of the Youth Department
in the middle of August, as an example. And I was pleased that new life
will arise where there has been destruction and collapse and that there

is readiness to follow the commandments and promises of Jesus Christ.
Another example is the move of the Theological College into its new
quarters, The Church neeh diligent, experienced and devoted servants

of the Gospel in the congregations. Therefore, you, dear Mr. Khess,

as well as the brethren in the Ranchi Committee on Properties have great
tasks.to give a model in the Ranchi Compound and show how it should really
be done in a christian church. There should be no privileges and lust of
power but there should be readiness to help each other to the Glery of our
Lord.

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NEWSLETTER NO. 8 DECEIBER, 1969

My dear Friends,

On the 29th September (St. Michael's Day) we celebrated our 7lst birthday.
On the 28th a blind boy and a blind girl read the lessons at Evensong. On
St. Michael's day all attended the service held in our beautiful cathedral
which is situated only 2 minutes walk from here. A member of our teaching
staff read the 0.T. lesson. In the evening there was a special dinner which
everyone liked very much, then followed music and singing till well after
bed-time, On Monday there was a tea-party at 4 p.m. Mr. Zahoor Ali presented
our school with a beautiful iced birthday cake which was much appreciated.
Sportswere held and our guests were simply amazed to see blind students
racing together on two-wheel cycles, racing on stilts and taking part in
ordinary sport events. So we had a most enjoyable birthday and I am sure
you will have remembered us in your prayers on that day.

I attended the Fourth World Council for the Welfare of the Blind which
was held at Delhi from October, 8th to 18th. There were many overseas delegates
present, many of whom are blind. Also there were many Government and non-
Government officials. It was a wonderful opportunity to discuss with the
various delegates our many problems in comnection with the blind, Every
morning and afternoon papers were read to us by various delegates: this was
followed by a discussion. We covered every aspect of the welfare of the
blind, It was very instructive and of great value. It was good to learn
vhat other countries are doing for the welfare of the blind and it made
us realise how much there is yet to be done in India where there is a greater
population of blind people. We were taken on a tour of Delhi and visited a
school for blind girls and the relief centre for the blind., We also were
very kindly invited to attend tea-parties given by the President of India,
the Mayor and the Minister of Law and Social Velfare. We made many valuable
contacts at this Conference and we all felt that a greater effort should
be made for the prevention of blindness and to arrange more eye banks and
eye camns, So it was worthwhile my going and I learnt much.

We were pleased to welcome Dr, Christian Berg, Director of the Gossner
Mission, Germany, who came to visit us and was delighted to see many improvements
which had been carried out since his last visit in 1966, He agreed with me
that the industrial section which is now scattered about in various parts of
the compound, should be centralised and I am sure and feel confident that
he will do everything possible to help us, especially with our major project.

On November, lst,2nd and 3rd we celebrated the Centenary of the planting
of the Anglican Church in Chota Nagpur, (later, in 1896, to become a Diocese)
Previous to this date Mrs. Dhan, Mr. Ekka and others very kindly came and
taught our blind students some new songs, written by Mr. Ekka himself.

At the time of the celebrations our blind students were called upon to sing
these songs and they took part in the various services that were held. It
was a great joy to welcome many former missionaries who worked here in the
Diocese. The Revd. B. S. Hayllar had been in charge of the Blind school

and many of the residents remembered him. They were delighted to meet him
and he too was delighted to meet them. Other overseas visitors also visited
our school,




On the 7th November two blind boys and three blind girls appeasred for
their Board examination which is an entrance to secondary school., These
blind students have to appear with sighted studente and we hope that they will
succeed in passing this examination and if so, they will attend our sighted
secondary school as from January next year,

On the 28th November, the new extension to the main building was
officially blessed by the Rt. Revd. Dilbar Hans, Bishop of Chotanagpur
assisted by the Archdeacon and the Parish Priest. I am thankful to say that
this building is now complete and occupied, It was donated by Oxfam to whom
we owe a great debt of gratitude. My former quarters are now being converted
into class rooms. It has been most unsatisfactory using dormitories as
class rooms and it will be a great joy to have these extra class rooms which
are urgently needed. Mr. Taylor, Field Director of Oxfam for this area,
was unfortunately unable to be present as he was on tour at that time.

We were pleased to welcome Mrs. Taylor who very kindly declared the new
extension opened.

You will remember in my last Newsletter I made an appeal for
financial aid to purchase Braille Writing and Arithmetic frames. One
school in the U,K. sent us a very generous donation and others helped us .
as well, On the occasion of the blessing of the new extension I requested
Mrs. Taylor, on behalf of those who very kindly contributed to this project,
to present to quite a good number of our blind students Weiting and Arithmetic
frames, these were presented., The blind students were thrilled and delighted
to receive such a lovely and useful gift which will serve them to good purpose
both in school and at home. On behalf of these blind students I would like
to convey their sincere thanks to those by whose aid this presentation was
able to take place. There remain very few students now who have not got
their own personal braille Writing and Arithmetic frames. Thank you all
for helping with this project,

Through a very generous and kind donation from the Maharaja of Ratu we
were able to purchase for "Shanti Bhawan" (which is meant for the older female
workers) a very nice radio set and the balance will be used for the purchase
of counterpanes which will be made in our weaving section. We are also
grateful for a very generous and kind gift sent by a friend of mine in
Australia, :

With reference to my appeal for fret-work sets of animals for educational .
purposes, I am very pleased to tell you that I have received a number of
enquiries and I am sure that some sets will be sent out to us in the near
future, Y

You will be pleased to learn that several new blind children are to be
admitted for the new term commencing in January 1970.

We are in the midst of examinations and we shall close school on the
20th December. Many of our blind students will be going home for Christmas,
but we shall have those who are orphans and the older folk with us, and we
shall give them a happy time,

You will be much in our thoughts and prayers.

The blind students, staff and myself send you our warmest greetings
and our sincere thanks for all the kind and generous support which you
have so freely given during the past year.

Dear Bishop Manikam,

It was a surprise to receive your letter of 26 July from Erlangen t.odny u‘here you
had talks with Brother Jasschke at the Headquarter of the leipsiger Mission on the work for
the Ev. Luth.Tamil=Church in India. I, however, was glad to receive your detailed letter
on your important matter, for I already heard some comments from Brother Seeberg as to what
had been discussed and decided at Oxford regarding FEIC in India. My Maybe, it can also be
seen in the light of yowr giving up your episcopal functions in the Tamil-Church and occupy
some of your remaining time and energy with the Pederation during the years to come. I
suppose, dear Bishop Manikam, that the coming months will be quite eventful to you as you
will retire t.rcn your present poaition aslowly.

Concerning the contribution of the Gossner Church to the planned Secretariat of the
Federation, I like to assure you that you will receive support from "Gossmer", either from
the Gossmer Church in India or from Gossner Mission in Germany. You, therefore, need not be
worried about it when meeting at Addis Abbaba this September.

Dear Dr. Christian Berg,

I was deeply touched by your very prompt reply of August 1st to
my letter of July 26th. While I was in Germany, I wished very much I had an
opportunity of visiting you and discussing the matter about which I had written
to you. However, it seems to me that you have so very clearly understood my
letter and so very favourably reacted to it.

I have had considerable experience working amongst Churches of
different kinds in East Asia .and particularly among the Lutheran Churches af
our All India Federation. We have suffered a great deal for lack of some
person giving the affairs of the Federation his valuable time. But atpresent
while the proposals seem to meet with the approval of the Lutheran Churches,
they are finding it diffieult to make a financial contribution. Dr. Bage was
one of those who was convinced of the writings of the proposals and therefore
it was a shock to me that his own Church faildd to make a contribution.

Dr. Sovik was also very sorry when he heard the news.

I am extremely gladyand I should say grateful to you,for your
definite promise that the expected contribution of Rs.500/- will come in 1967.
The F.E.L.C. Execubive Gommitiee mecls al Madras on September 7-8 and the L.W.F./
C.W.M. utive Committee on September 22nd. I thought it was meeting at
Geneva you say that it is meeting at Addis Abbaba. When it meets, it must
have before it replies from the various Lutheran Churches in India,since it has
granted a subsidy of U.S 82,500/~ provided $500/~ are raised by the Churches in
India. When we meet as an ?xecutive Committee of the F.E.L.C., we have to take
stock of the situation through the replies from the Churches and give a definite
answer to C.W.M. Executive Committee. That is why T have been urging the
Churches tot ake action on the proposals to strengthen the Federation.

I am glad that you have sent a copy of your letter to Dr. Bage.
Recently I heard from him that he has received the letter. He wrote to me
on the 11th August,which I received here on the 15th,saying that the Officers
of the G.E.L.C. axé meeting on the 16th August, when,he said, he would share
your letter with them. I was somewhat taken aback by this proposal. Morecver,
he has aaked me to write to Rev. Aind whereas your suggestion is that that I
should ; oﬁ write to him but that Pastor Seeberg will deal with this matter when
he vis chi in November. I have asked Dr. Bage to let me know whether I
shauld ur to Rev. Aind.

I thank you for what you have written regarding clearing up a mis-

undaratﬁnding that the Gossner Mission is pressing the Gossner Church to reduce

the askings.

I note that you have sent a copy of your letter to Dr. Sovik. I
shall await a letter from Dr. Bage and then write to you again, if necessary,
on the subject.

war Guru Gyan Prakash Sharman, der deutsche Pater Georg Proksch.

Aus Schlesien

stammt der Steyler Missionar, von dem der indische Kardinal
Gracias Bagt: "Er ist mehr Inder als ich"., - 1904 in Bohms-
walde geboren hat Georg Proksch in St. Gabriel bel Wien
Philosophie und Theologie studiert und empfing 1932 die Priester-
weihe. Im folgenden Jahr verlieB er Furopa und fuhr als Missio-
nar nach Indien, wo ihn sein Oberer in eine entlegene Hindu-
migssion schickte. Da stand er, allein, auf sich ‘selbst ange-
wiesen. AuBer seiner Gesundheit und guten Willen hatte er nur
noch einen Ochsenkarren, wie er selbst berichtet. Das war nicht
gerade viel., Um den Leuten etwas nidher zu kommen, verlegte er
gich auf die Medizin; Kranke gab es mehr als genug. Aber er
bekam keinen rechten Kontakt. Nach jahrelanger, rastloser Arbeit
hatte er nicht einmal einen einzigen Hindu fiir das Christentum
interessiert. "Woran liegt ec", fragte er sich immer wieder,
"daB mir die Menschen nicht zuhdren? Den Hindu-Predigern
lauschen sie doch halbe Nidchte, selbst wenn sie den ganzen Tag
in glﬁhender.Sonne gearbeitet haben". Er beobachtete die Sadhus
(=Frommen) und Wanderprediger und stellte erstaunt fest, daB
sie eine ganz eigene Art der Predigt hatten: Sie sangen ihre
Botschaft. Pater Proksch erfuhr, daf fiir die Hindus die heili-
gen Wahrheiten nur in dichterischer Sprache gesungen werden
diirfen, sonst werden sie profaniert. Da wulte er, warum der
Sadhu gehort wurde, wihrend er nur mitleidiges Lécheln erntete.
Sein EntschluB stand fest: Er wollte den Indern die christliche
Verkiindigung im indischen Gewand darbieten. Dichtung, Gesang
und Tanz, die ganze Kultur Indiens sollte der Botschaft von
Christus dienen. So wurde aus dem Steyler Pater

der Sahu im Talar.

Pater Proksch studierte griindlich die indische Kultur: Hindi,
Sanskrit, Philosophie, Musik und Tanz. Er lauschte den Hindus
einige Volkslieder ab und unterlegte den Melodien Taxte, die
christliche Grundwahrheiten enthielten. Mit diesen einfachen
Liedern zog er in der Kutte des Hindum®nchs durch die Dérfer
und fand Zuhdrer. Von den Gurus ("-Lehrern") lernte er nach und
nach die Weise des religitésen Vortrags. Der Missionsobere staunte,
als er ihn nach einigen Jahren besuchte. An die hundert Leute
nahmen am Sonntagsgottesdienst teil, sangen katholische Lieder
und musizierten, - und alle waren Hindus. Sogar Gruppen der
héheren Kasten luden den weiBen Guru ein, vor ihnen von Christus
zu singen.

Nicht nur in Provinzstiddten und Dérfern, auch in den GroBstéddten
fanden diese Vortrige Beachtung. Als P, Proksch in der Kathedrale
von Luckow die erste Missionswoche mit gesungenen Predigten hielt,
fanden sich zur allgemeinen Uberraschung viele prominente Inder
der Stadt ein. Bisher hatten die Missionare fast nur mit den
unteren und untersten Kasten Kontakt bekommen; von dort stammen
deshalb fast ausschlieBlich die indischen Christen. Friiher
freilich hatte es schon einmal einen Missionar gegeben, der wie
ein Brahmane lebte und sich als Sohn einer rémischen Adelsfamilie
Radscha nannte. Der beriihmte Jesuit Robert de Nobili hatte die
indische Kultur in sich aufgenommen und die bhristliche Lehre in
ein indisches Gewand gekleidet. Hochgeehrt von den Indern stief
er im kirchlichen Raum auf Opposition; man fiirchtete fiir die
Reinheit des Glaubens. Dreihundert Jahre mufBlte de Nobili warten,
bis die Missionare in unserer Zeit sein Anliegen aufnahmen, in
besonderer Weise Pater Proksch svd. Die Inder erkannten sein
Bemiihen an. Der Zustrom zu seinen Predigten zeigte, daB fir
Indien das Christentum in diesem Gewand diskussionsreif war,

reif fiir den Dialog.

Der Tanz ist filir den Inder kein profanes Vergniigen, sondern ein
zutiefst religidses Erlebnis. Die GOtter Indiens tanzen. Im Tanz
hat Bhiwa die Welt erschaffen, sein Tanz erhdlt sie im Sein; im
Tanz wird er sie vernichten und eine neue Welt schaffen. Der
Mensch vollzieht dieses mythische Geschehen nahh und verehrt
tanzend die Gdtter.

Im Tanz sind seit uralter Zeit Musik, Sprache und Geste zu einer
Einheit verbunden. In den getanzten Mythen und Geschichten der
Gotter hat jede Bewegung, jede Haltung der Hinde und jede
Stellung der Augen eine bestimmte Bedeutung. Doch der Tanz ist
mehr als nur Schauspiel: Geheimnisvolle Macht wohnt in ihm, eine
Macht, die Damonen vertreibt, Himmel und Erde verbindet und ins
Weltgeschehen eingreift. Der Ténzer wird in eine innige Vereini-
gung mit der Gottheit aufgenommen., So sieht der glaubige Hindu
den sakralen Tanz. Die christliche Lehre kann den Tanz diese
Bedeutung nicht zugestehen. Soll er deshalb aber ganz aus dem
Christentum ausgeschlossen sein?

Hier und da hatte man schon frither an christlichen Schulen ein
biblisches Gleichnis getanzt. Da aber dem Lehrer oder Missionar
meistens ein tieferes Verstédndnis fiir den sakralen Tanz fehlte,
blieb es hier bei rein duBerlichen Nachahmungen.

Erst nach griindlicher, léngerer Vorbereitung wagte P. Proksch,
biblische Themen in Tanz und Reigen darzustellen. Als das
Publikum, meist Hindus, begeistert reagierte, wuBte er, dall er
auf dem rechten Weg war. Nicht alle waren dieser Ansicht. Es gab
Bisch6fe und Priester, die von solchen Anpassungsversuchen und
von der Ubernahme indischer Kultur nichts wissen wollten, weil
gie zur Verwasserung und Verfalschung des christli‘ehen Glaubens
fiihren konnten. Freilich gingen nicht alle so weit wie ein
Bischof, der das Experiment als Teufelswerk brandmarkte, Manche
Missionare sahen einfach nicht ein, was solche"Spielereien"
sollten., Warum sich P, Proksch nicht an die "altbewdhrte" Methode
halte, fragten sie. Auch den indischen Christen fehlte weithin
das rechte Verstdndnis. In ihren Augen war der Sakraltanz

Bezeichnend fiir die Haltung der Bischdfe, die
den Versuchen wohlwollend gegeniiber standen, war der Rat, den
der Erzbischof von Bangalore P. Proksch gab: "Gehen Sie in
dieser Sache mutig voran; aber erwarten Sie vorlaufig keine
Stellungnahme der Bischéfe". So blieb die Arbeit des deutschen
Missionars zunsichst genz ein Werk persdnlicher Initiative.

' Binen Umschwung brachte der Marianische Nationalkongref in

Bombay 1954. Im Auftrag des Kardinal Gracias schrieb und kompo-
nierte P. Proksch ein groBes Weihedrama. Als sich nach der Auf-
fiihrung der Beifall der 30.000 Zuschauer gelegt hatte, trat der
Kardinal auf die Biithne. "Dies ist einer der stolzesten Tage, die
ich erleben durfte", sagbte er. "Ich habe gesehen, daf wir christ-
liches Gedankengut mit indischen Kulturelementen zum Ausdruck
bringen konnen. Ich bin stolz auf unsere Kinder. Sie haben uns
den Weg zu einer indischen christlichen Kultur gezeigt".

Kardinal Gracias, fortan ein eifriger Férderer und begeisterter
Anh&nger der Steyler Missionars, iibernahm auch das Protektorat
iiber

Gyan Ashran,

ein Institut fiir missionarische Anpassung, das der Aufgabe von
P. Proksch eine breitere und dauerhafte Basis geben soll. An
diesem Institut sollen Sanskrit, Hindi, indische Philosophie,
Musik, Tanz und Drama’ studiert und flir die christliche Ver-
kiindigung nutzbar gemacht werden. P, Proksch plant, dem Ashram
einmal die Form eines Sikularinstituts zu geben, dessen Mit-
glieder sich ganz in den Dienst der christlichen Verkiindigung
durch Musik und Tanz stellen.

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Fiir die Gruppenszenen suchte P. Proksch Midchen aus christlichen
Familien, als Solotdnzer und Musiker verpflichtete er Berufs-

kiinstler, die Hindus waren; so entstanden neue Schwierigkeiten
fir das Stick. In zweimonatiger, harter Arbeit gelang es aber
trotz aller Widerstdnde, das Tanzdrama einzustudieren.

Nur mit Bangen hatte P. Proksch der Auffiihrung in Miinchen ent-
gegengesehen, Sie wurde ein voller Erfolg. Die indische Tanzgruppe
fand begeisterte Aufnahme und erhielt Einladungen aus ganz Europa.
Viele Einladungen nahm P, Proksch an, nicht, um sich als Kiinstler
feiern zu lassen, sondern um Freunde fiur seine Idee und sein

Werk zu gewinnen. Auch in mehreren deutschen Grofistadten war er

zu Gast.

Der Steyler Missionar hatte nach den Anstrengungen dieser Tournee
keine lange Ruhepause. Bereits im folgenden Jahr war er wieder
mit einer kleinen Gruppe in Europza. Er hatte den Auftrag erhalten,
in K6ln am IV. Internationalen Kongref fiir Kirchenmusik teilzu-
nehmen, Und dann begannen schon die Vorbereitungen fiir den
Fucharistischen Weltkongrel in Bombay.

Mit seinem Auftreten in anderen europidischen Stadten
wollte er das Missionsinteresse vertiefen ynd Verstindnis fiir seine
Auffassung von Mission und Kirche weeken., Diese seine Sicht hat
die Anerkennung des Konzils gefunden, das jedem Volk g4 ne
Eigenart erhalten und mit dieser Eigenart in das groBe Volk
Gottes aufnehmen will.

Von dieser Forderung des Konzils geht aber auch die am meisten
berechtigte Kritik am Werk des deutschen Missionars aus. Die
getanzte Verkiindigung von P. Proksch hat im kirchlichen Raum
nicht dieselbe Stellung wie der Sakralt &z im Hinduismus; da
sie noch suBerhalb der Liturgie steht, kann sie noch nicht
Mysterientanz sein. Eine letzte Ub®rnahme und Verchristlichung
der indischen Kultur ist also noch nicht gegeben.

Das stimmt: P. Proksch ging es zunichst darum, den sakralen Tanz
fiir die christliche Verkiindigung fruchtbar zu machen.

Die Wogen der See spiegeln sich in den
Bewegungen der Kolifischer. wider, der UberfluB der Natur des
Panjab ist in der Vitdlitat und Formkraft seiner Tanze ausge-
driickt. Immer schon gilt der Panjab, das Land der fiinf Strome,
als die Getreidekammer Indiens. UnbewuBt ahmt der Mensch die
Freude, das Leid und die Last der Arbeit, die Bewegungen der
Végel, Tiere und auch der Blumen nach. Die Freude, der verborge-
ne Rhythmus in seiner Seele, fiihrt den Inder dazu, den GEttern
auf eine Weise zu danken, die dem Gebet am ndchsten kommt,
ndmlich durch den Tanz, ein Hauptelement in der musischen
Kultur Indiens. Andere Quellen sind die hohe Beherrschung der
Kunst der Pantomimen. Ein weiterer unerschapflicher Brunnen
aller rhythmischen Kunst ist der Tanz der Kinder, das Singen
des Volkes. Der Gesang wird in einer weiteren Form geboten.
Neben den Volksliedern werden auch Kunstlieder und geistliche
Gesédnge aufgefiihrt. Damit haben wir alle Elemente fir den

As many
missionaries in Asia, Burope and ifrica before you, I hope that you will
receive everything which is needed hy a servant of the Lord. Please read
the sixth chapter of the Epheser letter again in which Paulus, the
greatest missionary of Jesus Christ, reminds His disciples. He shows them
::g?g;-cnry of God and requests them to take up the arms. I spoke on this

ect at the Kalisha Sangh this March and explained it to the brethrem
of the Gossaner Church.

You have expressed some wishes in your letter: a radio to get the news

of the world and a gun to defend yourself against the wild animals. You
also wrote that it is difficult to learn the language there. In view of
your difficulties I am glad to know that the Pramukh Adhyaksh, Dre M.

Bage, intends to visit the mission area of the G.E.L. Church in Assam.

I do hope that Dr. Bage will be able to carry out his plan to visit the
Mikir Hills inspite of the terrible war which has been spreading out over
your country. You should tell him your wishes, for the Gossner Mission here
has-sent the money for the mission work in your area to the G.E.L. Church
in . India. I can understand your wish to obtain a radio. But, I cannot ~wu...
Judge from here whether a missionary needs a gun. If it is only to be

used for defence against wild animals, it may also be necessary.

In short, dear Brether Samad, decision should be reached by your
Adhyaksh Horo and Dr. Bage during his visit in Assam. They will surely
be able to give you some advice asz to learning the language of the
people whom you shall proclaim the Gospel.

Dear Dr. Berg,

I must thank you very much for your letters to me of April 12 (re Studio of RVOG at
Ranchi), April 22, amd May 13, @s well as for the circular letter of April 13, and
for the many copies of letters, which help to keep us informed of important matters
under consideration. At the same time I apologize for mot writing to you earlier,

but several matters had first to develop further before it could be of any use writing
to you.

1. Charbandhu. As from the end of May Mr. Tiwary is no longer employed as Business

Manager of Charbamdhu. It is a difficult t task to find some order im the administzstion
as it was in the past, and we are still gatting complaints quite often from people

who claim to have paid but do not receive Gharbandhu. But we hope that according to
our new system we shall be able to keep accurate records, and thus persons will gesdual-
ly megain confidence in the admimistration. On checking the records I find that Mr.
Tiwary submitted a postage bill every month which came to betweem Ra. 65.00 and 75.00,
but when Rev. Tete and I posted the last editiom the total cost of postage was Rs. 17.
50. Perhaps you will agree that either our former Business lManager was very, very
ignorant; or very good at making some additiomal money towards his salary!

Young people from Ranchi are helping us in despatching Gharbandhu, and they seem to
enjoy this opportunity to come together and do some fruitful work. There is much
chattering and laughing whilst they work. Good to see them so happy.

The 6,000 DM which you have promised to send for Gharbamdhu (e.f. your letter te
K. Schwerk of April 22) has not yet arrived herp» "Hope it has not gone astray.

According to our records Charbandhu in,n&-iﬂwﬂent being sent to 2,300 different persons
but it is impossible to ascertaim who and how many of these have pald. Therefore we
have decided to semd to all these addresses until the end of 1966, and after that we
shall not sehd unless payment has been made in advance. So, only at the beginning of
1967 shall we able to have a real idea as to how many GEL Church people wamt Gharbandhu
and are prepared to pay for the same.

2. Lal Bungalow Wall & Roof Repairs. It is with much pleasure that I inform you that
the wall around Lal Bungalow and Bethesda Women's Training School hes now heen com-
pleted, which gives us a fine little Compound, and a good measure of privacy. The total
cost of this last portiom was Rs. 5,269.15, of which Miss Egé%ézg paid Rs. 2,600 and

I paid Bs. 2,669.15 out of the grant of 10,000 D.M. That 1&aVes a balamnce of just over
Rs. 9,000 for roof repairs, ete. This work is mnow im progress, but the final cost
cannot be determined until we kmow how much new wood we shall require. Up to now we
wave had to replace all small wood on which the tiles rest, but fortumately not very
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meny of the bigger pieces of wood. But it does seem very sure that we shall not
require any more than you have already granted, so please do not get anxious that we
shall have to apply for more! It is hoped that this repair work will also be finished
by the sma middle of next week, after which we intend to spend a few days with Mr,
Montag in Calcutta.

3. Personal Matters. You must have received quite a shock to get the report of what
happened here om May 8, and I thank you very much for your prompt amd encouraging
reply. It may have seemed to you that my report was writtem rather hastily and perhaps
too close to the actual evemt, so that one was tempted to say things and make judgments
which should have beem left until later. But I must say that mow, almost one month
after the event, I would change almost nothing at all in the report. I still feel that
there is very little reason to stay on here, that at preseat there is very, very little
of joy in any of the work being done, and that our positiom withim G.E.L.Church puts

us in the position that we must either say nothing, in which case we shall always be
regarded as non-entities; or we must speak up for what we believe to be right, im which
case we shall always meet opposition, ébmsion, etc. When Rev. Ishida was here receantly
Ao asked to be released from our Contract as from December 1, 1966. He was not happy
to agree to this, but rather suggested that we should take home-leave from December,
1966 to March, 1967 and them come back for further service. At the present time I am
waiting to hear from Dr. Sovik on this matter, because Ishida will not be back in
Geneva until about July 10. I must say quite honestly that the only reason why we did
not insist omn leaving in December is because of our commitment to you, and to have at
least some white persom as a representative here on the Compound. But the way things
are developing it seems as if the situation could be the same at the end of 1968,
namely that we may still be the only whites here! I think I must say that if we are
given any opportunity to leave at the end of this year we shall seriously comsider
doing so, evenm though I will be very sad for your sake to have to do so.

I do not know who is doing anything about Drs Dell's visa, or whether you are getting
any reports, but whilst I was speaking to ome of the officials here at Ranchi about
another matter, he started speaking about the Dell case, and said that there seemed to
be very little chance of a visa being g!intad to the Dell's. I did not ask any reasons
because no-one has at any time asked me to take an interest in the matter. My preseant
interest is a persomal one, to knou ahether another white family will be coming to this
Compound or mot. “"

4+ Feeder studio of HVOG at ﬁﬁlohi. Your letter made Gossner Mission's attitaﬂp clear.
But Hev. Ishida Seid that LWF/DWM had mot yet received your letter, and they are mot
yet at the pq;gt,ggg§p they can express an officiaf’rcsctian. They believe it will be
very good and mecessary to have the reaction of Sigurd Aske, and Ishida will get an
official reaction from him. Their further question is whether GEL Church cam carry on
this programme, even if they do have a capable mam, because the Church must back the

- programme and make plams for taking it over in the future. I must say that T very much

agree with the importamce of this questiom. ‘Tt seens, therefore, that om mo account wil
this project be started befcre 1968, and that means that none can depend on me to take
an active interest, because we shall definitely mot be here at that time.

5. New Bethesda Women's Training School. The new building for Miss Bhengra's Training
School is finished and was inaugurated on Sunday May 22. It has been decided that the
old school building shall belomg to Lal Bungalow, especially because it iﬂfko close to
our bunmgalow. Out of the smaller room we have already made two garages fﬁ? the Jeeps,

and the larger room will be used for storage purposes.

That seems to be all that can be reported at this stage, and so, with the best and
sincerest of greetings, alse from Mrs. Schmidt,

Dear Brethren,

. In order to give the tragic news which forms the first part of this letter, let me quote my
diary entry for Sunday, May 8, 1966

"We were awakened at 3.15 a.m. by Rev. M, Tete and 2 others, who informed us that the godown
where the food is being kept had been broken into, one of the guards injured and ought to be
taken to hospital, but the thieves now no longer there.

"We got up and went with them, quite unprepared for the bestial brutality we saw as having been
inflicted on the guard - head, arms and chest wounds, stomach tormn open with bowels hanging
out. Always we had hopes that the other had managed to run away, until we found him near the
Theo logical College Hostel - brutally murdered. It is completely incomprehensible to us that
such brutality should be inflicted for the sake of a few bags of powdered milk, This was not
organized crime, where persons had trucks, etc. to clean out the godown - here was a group

of goondas (the injured guard says 7 or 8) who are perepared to murder to steal.

"The police came quickly emough and seemed to take an active interest, perhaps because they
realize the international repercussions of the feeding scheme, and because the murdered and
attacked persons are not Indian nationals but Nepalese. From Superintendent of Police down=—
wards there was a constant coming and going, At one time there were 11 higher-ranking officers
conferring on Rev, Tete's verandah, aad

. "Gradually more and more evidences came to light - the tool used by the goorddas; a battered

torch which we had supplied only two days ago; the trunk and contents of one of the guards
found in the Property Board garden, broken open, Persons living on this Compound who are on
the police's black list were rounded up and kaken for guestioning,

"The day wore on, always someting to do. At 1.00 peile We had our first meal for the day, then
a few hours of needed sleep, At 4.30 p.m. there was a meeting at the Youth Centre, called by
Headquarters congregation concerning the safely of this Compound. Much speaking was done, and
I was surprised at the vehemence and boldness with which opinions were expressed, including my
own, Most of us maintained that with proper management of this Compound, including night

trols, this could not have happe ned, As & result, a Security Comnittee was appointed

Ranchi Sub-comnittee of Properties and Heads of institutions), but completely without power
until I suggested that this committee be responsible directly and only to the Pramukh Adhyaksh,
If Property Board does not like this, then let them complain, and if KSS do mot like it, let
them complain, but at least our conscience will be clear that we have tried to do something,
and that we have tried to do it whilst the emergency was real instead of puttig it off for
months to await a constitutional decision...This was accepted immediately by the Meeting, and
on this note it closed with prayer and benediction. English service had already been cancelled
for the day." eseS0 far the diary. Here I must, however, add that today the injured guard
died in hospital, which leaves us with a double and cruelly brutal murder,

Brethren, I do not know how this affects you, wherever you happen to be at this time, It did
not shock us as much as perhaps it should have, because we have been used to goondaism on this




Compound, and right inside our own Lal Bungalow garden, so much so that - as you know - we
have employed our own guard to guard our house inside the Church Compound.

But yesterday&s events did have this effect on me that for the first time since coming here
I stood up publicly and took sides. To take the side of law and order I had to condemn
certain tendencies, and any thinking person in the audience could associate these tendencies
with particular people, wellknown here. It is rather significant, perhaps, that whilst this
Meeting was going on, there was another Meeting, being led by Revs. Joel Lakra and J. Toppo
and others, who were debating their own "important" issues. Both the above-mentioned persons,
one of them calling himself the Secretary of the Property Board, were informed of the official
meeting, Brethren, I took sides. I felt that not to have done so would make of me a non=—
entity without any human dignity. I quite expect that I shall now also, perhaps by anonymous
letter, be asked to leave this Church. And I shall do so gladly, and the sooner the better.
If you think that it is worth keeping a man who does not want to be here, and does not feel
very safe here, then you can bind him to his Contract; you can even feel very strongly that
he ought to extend his temm. But if you ask my opinion on this matter at all, them I shall
tell you what I told Dr. Bage today: "We are completely useless here as advisers unless we
wvant to be and remain non-entities who walk around trying to aveid stepping on peopléd's toes.
Either this Church keeps us and gives us some authority because they want our help; or the
sooner we get out the better it will be for them and for us. For more than two years I have
tried to preserve diplomatic relations, but it does not seem to have produced any results
except to bring me to the point where human dignity and Christian honesty demands a clear and
unequivocal stand"®,

Yesterday's meeting started with superficial issues. Someone suggested that a new fence was
needed here, a new gate there., Someone else suggested voluntary patrols of young people to
make sure that nothing bad happens again. Then an old man, an ex-pleader stood up to say
that what was really needed was a Property Board made up of fit and proper persons. From here
I went on to say that the root of the matter was that™we are not living on a Church Compound,
but we are living in a jungle, being administered like a jungle. Dr, Berg used this same
expression in March, 1965 and again in Mareh, 1966, and everyone thought it was a great Joke,
Mr. Montag came, and he very soon saw clearly that what vas needed was a group of good guards,
watching the gates by day and patrolling by night. But what did Nontag get from Property
Board = not co-operation, but harrassment, opposition, complaints and tensions. But I claim
that what happened the other night could not have happened at the time when the Compound was
being administered with the help of a regular patrol system. We are not so dumb that we do not
know that inside Property Board there is more struggle for power and the power of attorney
than there is interest in maintaining and developing the properties of the Church. I am now
the liaison officer for Gossner Mission, What Shall I write to Dr. Berg? Shall I hush it up
and say nothing? Or ehall I mention it in passing that the weather is hot, two persons got
murdered, etc., etc., but life continues as normal? Or shall I tell him what I believe to be
the truth, namely, that the properties are being mismanaged and the Board is incapable of
doing its work?". This is broadly what I felt I had %o say. And then there was a long list
of speakers who followed in similar line. Yo Herman Lakra's credit it must be said that he
was present. He spoke several times, but his replies did not seem to convince anyone. Just
for the record, what I said was translated into Hindi, so that all could understand.

We telephoned Mr, Montag in Calcutta, and he came to Hanchi in last ; Ys train, and left
again for Calcutta tonight. From discussions with Dr. Bage it seeme that there is a definite
determination to do something. And I pray that our two "martyrs™ will not have died completely
in vain, but will move this Church to do something for the future, We intend tomorrow to
apply for licences for several shotguns, this being evidently also the only way in which we
shall get guards to do the work for us. For the present, and for some time to come, we have
regular police protection for our godown.

As for Mrs, schmidt and myself, we do not feel very safe here., There is no-one in the other
half of Lal Bungalow, nor is there likely to be, and that leaves the two of us rather isolated
on this Compound. Do you think I am very keen to accept engagements which will take me away
from Yome, especially with Mrs, Schmidt being in charge of this feeding programme. Up to now




we have always regarded goondaism as being limited to stealing fruit and vegetables, or wire
from the fence, etc., or perhaps throwing stones on the roof. But after the brutality of
yesterday's murders, with no evident fear of any consequences, things look rather different.
And, quite frankly, I doubt whether from your distance you can give any immediate advice as
to what ought to be our reaction. We intend to discuss this matter with Rev, Ishida when he
visits here next week, and then make our decision.

What your attitude will be,over against these events and their implications I do not know,
Perhaps it is not even my right to make any suggestion. My task is to report the fact, and
this I have tried to do as honestly, as fully and as quickly as possible, But I do believe
that both of you kmow what the root problem is, namely that this aktonomous Church has not a
hope of administering its properties. Do you know that I sometimes pray the Government shoukd
take the whole lot. I would never again raise a finger to stop it. If this Church were bereft
of its properties it could stand a chance of gaining spiritually. And many reasons for fighting
could be done away with,

.llr. Montag will be contacting "Bread For the World" concerning the possibility of help for the
parents of the two murdered men, They were brothers, and the only sons in the family. We - my
wife and I - employed them just a few weeks ago. Can you imagine what we feel like today?

Well, pmmun be enough for now. I felt it my duty to give you a full and detailed
report. No doubt you will know in how far to keep it strictly confidential.

If you received the letter from my wife, posted this morming, you will have been
brought up to date with some of the news from here. So it remains for me to inform
you of some business matters:

/ 1 Mr. Weissinger's Coming. No doubt you have also received your copy of the letter

from Mr. Weissinger im which he says that he hopes to arrive in Calcutta on 1644+

' in the morning, and is booked to fly to BRanchi in the morning of 18.4. When Mr.
Weissinger meets with you, will you please tell him that Schwerk and I have met,

and we suggest the following: that Schwerk will meet him at Ramchi Airport and
bring him to Lal Bungalow, where we cam have a short conference. The greater part
of the day will be available for Weissinger to make purchases, etc. im Ranchij

in the late aftermoom there will be a meeting of the Ranchi committee of the Feeding
Programme, after which Weissinger is to proceed to Fudi for the night, thea teo
Khuntitoly and Rourkela next day. You might perhaps also tell Weissinger that the
Bruns family will have left for Darjeeling by that time.

I have just returmed from Tiwary Bechar who have informed me that the Mercedes is
almost completely ready amd will be delivered day after tomorrow. It looks very
sleek and new with its mew coat of paint! And today Simon is getting the new tax
token for a further six months.

2. Money From Gossmer Mission for Lsl B ow Wall ‘and Hoof repairs. In his letter
of Be4s, Of which you received a copy, Dr. Berg says that DM 10.000 vill be seat inm
these days for the above projects. Let me, therefore bring you up to date om the
same. Miss Bhengra was very keem to get the wall started in order to give privacy te
her new school. And I was fortumate to get the tvwo masons who built the former part
of the wall, so have asked them to begim. I am paying them the same rate as they
received last time, and that will make the total cost app. Rs. 4,500.00, the increase
being due to exact measurement, whereas formerly we had made only a rough ealculation.
In the light of this increase I have prevailed upon Miss Bhengra to be responsible
for at least Rs. 2,000.00, and she has agreed.

Regarding the Lal Bungalow roof I have spoken to Schwerk and also another contractor,
recommended by Mitter, and both of them agree that it is impossible to give a price
before the work begins because it is impossible to judge the state of the timbers
under the roof. Schwerk says he prefers mot to do the job at all, so I have asked the
other comtractor whether he will be prepared to start work on Dell's side, and then
give us a price whem he has opened portion of the roof. If we find the price reasomable
and within our Budget, he could them do the whole jobj if the quotatiom is beyond our
meens ve shall have only onme section done at the preseat time. Please let me know soom
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whether you will agree to this procedure, because we must get this work done before it
gets too hot, and certainly before the rainy seasom begins.

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YOUTH CENTRE OPEYED AND DEDICATED AT BANCHI, INDIA

The weekend of 14-15 August, 1965 was "Youth Weekend" for the Cossner Evangel-
ical Lutheram Church in northern India, and especially for the Luthnnal
Christians of Ranchi, India.

First Meeting of GEL Church Youth Department
On the Seturday the elected members of the new Youth Department and leaders
of the Church from far-flumg Districts of the Church were present at Ranchi
in full streangth for the firat leeting of the Department. Members comprise
nine laymem and two pastors, and they, together with the leaders of the
Church and the Director of the Youth Department, Rev. C. G. Schmidt, speat
the day outlining plans and policies to be adopted for the mew programme in
" OEL Church. It soon became obvious that there was a trememdous interest aad
will to work, and that the mew Youth programme will fill a definite need in
this Church. The most importamt proposals are: a) to publish a Youth Handbook
~ which will nnﬂ.inmnl principles of youth work, gi're wpiuoftho
mioul oonstitttt.im which have been adopted, and explain the procedure by

which yonth programmes may be begunj b) to conduct a Youth Leadership Traini
Sohool at Remchi at the beginning of October, at which many young pecple will
heve opportunity to get basic training im youth work, and c¢) for all members
of the Department and several others to attend the sll-India Christian Youth
Assenbly at 'J'Mm W Pradesh at the end of the year.
A lrlem rcﬂlntlu of thanks was also passed to the GEL Church leaders for
: mﬂml suitable building as a Youth Centre at Hamchi, snd to Gossner
Hinliu, Berlin and Lutherar World Federation who combined to provide the
finances for transforming this old building into & ﬁ.n_n-ffeuth_ Centre.
Opening and Dedication of Youth Centre
The Youth Ceatre on the Church Compound &tﬁhﬂ., which will in some w
serve all the youth of GEL Church and also provide an office for the Director
was opened and dedicated om Sunday, lugust 13, by the Director of the Depart
ment, Reve C. G. Schmidt. '
The building was formerly the Chotanagpur Central Christian Co-operative Bamk
The Foundation Stome tells us that it was erected during the year 1929. But
in 1956 the Bank wemt into liquidatiom, and since that time the building had

been standing idle and rapidly deteriorating in comditiom, so much so that
within & few years it may have been beyond repaire But the repairs amd alter-

‘ations have had a very pleasing effect. Total cost of redeeming the building

from liguidation, and repairs and alterations was appe Hse 20,000 (£A. 2,000;

US 4,210. D 7 ).
On the day of Opening & Dedication a Youth Service was conducted in Christ
Lutheran Church, Ranchi st 6.00 se.ms From there a procession moved to the
Youth Centre where the Preaumukh Adhyaksh of GEL Church, Dr. M. Bage, gave the
occasional address and Fev. C. G. Schmidt performed the ceremony of Opening
end Dedication. Over 1,000 persons, mainly young people of the Church,
attended the ceremony, and aftervards viewed the mew Centre, which contains

a main hall, office, reading room, Store-room, Guest Ioom, kitchen,uxs
saxntaksriuxymorstrs bath room, and caretaker's guarters. The surrounding
area will by and by be converted into several small playing fields.

I should like to reply to your friendly letter which I received

during my short visit in Rourkela at the end of February. I also
regreted that we could not talk to each other thean. But, I was in

a hurry, because I was expected in Amgaon, the place of our Hospital,
during daytime. I also wanted to wait replying to you until I had

talks with the K58 of the GELC on your Ecumenical Social and Industrial
Institute (ESII). This meeting took place in the middle of March. We
hope that you have not thought we are not insterested in your programme,
because we have not replied immediately.

The discussions with the K35 of the Gossner Church have been very
instructive, although not encouraging in all points. There have been
certain reservationsto joint action there, not President Dr. Bage

and Vice-President Rev. Aind, but by other members of the K55. There

is still a somehow uneasy "Luthertum" which makes them hesitating with
regard to your efforts. We tried to overcome it, but we have not been
fully succesful. Therefore, we think it to be necessary that you talk
once more to the brothers in Ranchi upon your return from Great Britain.
Please take care that distrust will be removed regarding the assumption
that there are efforts of church union behind your project., This is the
key point of the hesitations. The brothers were quite convinced of the
necessity of showing more activity of christian service in the industrial
belt. I spent a whole day trying to find new centres of church activity
in the township of Hatia or at the boundary. I hope that this was not
in vain. From the view point of the Gossner Church, the situation of
Rourkela is not really be pleasant.

In this connection, it is quite important to mention the intention of
sending Pastor Dohrmann from Wolfsburg to you for a certain time. He

is not a "young man", but member of the Kuratorium of the Gossner Mission.
He has a more than six year's experience in the big industrial place of
Wolfsburg. You would, indeed, get a very efficient co-worker for some
months, if Bishop Newbigin wrote an urgent request to the Bishop of the
Eve luth, Landeskirche of Hannover, Dr. Lilje. It will not be easy for
the German Church to give leave to Pastor Dohrmann for three months with
regard to his manifold work. It would also be important in this connec~-
tion if P. Dohrmann could spend a few weeks in the Gossner Church before
coming to Dorgapur in January 1966. He could them try to make some of
the brothers more open-minded to your important worke.

We have talked in detail about all these matters in the last few days.
We hope that it will be possible for you to visit P. Dohrmann in Wolfs-
burg - he speaks English well = as well as the Gossnerhouse in Berlin
during your stay in Germany in June. Your report given to me in Rour-
kela gives me some good information as to your plans, your personnel
and financial problems.

BRIEF REPORT - 10th FEBRUARY 1965

The Ecumenical Socisl & Industrial Institute (ESII), formed by all
the main Protestants and Anglican Churches of the area, has now been
working for about 1i years in the major heavy industrial belt of Indin
- the "Ruhr of India", in the States of West Bengal, Bihar & Orissa.

The work done has been so—immgwsidede—mmi-so éxtensive, that it is
difficult to sum it up briefly. It is hoped that all will read two
Publications giving a luch more comprehensive view of our activity -
these arei- : 3 : =l
. "Industry & Society" The illustrated repprt for 1964
(ready this month, in Bnglish, later in Hindi & Bengali)
"The Road to Renewal" (Reflections on Lay Training, Industrial
Mission, The structure of the congregation, and the principles
which underlie the Church's task in Modern Society)
. To be published later this year !
The first of these is a factual report of work done, and plans adopted,
The second is a survey of the theological convictions behind our work.

There is, however, one thing which binds together all the mitiple and
many-sided activitées of the Institute. All have one aim, and one unders
lying purpose .seeee .

1) The aim of the ESII In a nutshell, these are ‘-
a) To help the Churches of this area of social change to find that

Renewal of their life, which will enable them to be the witnesses

to, and the agents of, Christ's presence and will within the grea® 3

Indian Social Revolution. :
Thus w= do not seek to build up some institution, or some

. "industrial mission" outside the life of the Churches. Tnl's

would undoubtedly be easier = Church Renewal and a basic change
of attitudes, is a much decper and harder thing - but we believe
God wants His Whole Church to be His instrument. The Church is
the Mission to industrial society.

) b) To this end, to help train the Christian Laity who éPe the Church
in the industrial world, so that they areas able to relate their faitn

to the real problems and situations of life in this age.
This is Lay Training, not for tasks within the Church's 1lifz and
organisation, but for a Christian presence in the world. DNor is
it merely teaching - it involves listening to the laity, who Xnow
the genuine problems and concerns of the world, and it means also
finding new forms of Church life, within which this kind of Lay
Training is possible This "bringing a Christian presence
within the mmerging Inaian Society" will be a long term job (as
we hove to keep reminding the activists among us who want to
know how many conversions we have made !) but a good start has vecn
-+ made., The foundations have becn laid,
¢) To this end, to help the Churches together to find the forms and ;
structures of their life which will bring them into real contact with
industrial society, and enable them, through the Laity, to be
involved for Christ,
By this we mean, Christian cells and groups within factories,
unions, management, community schemes, town areas, schools,
hospitals etc etc., - but groups which are so led that they
remain truly open to the particular "world" of their members,
and constantly relate the faith to the real problems and
situations of that particular area of life.

In Durgapur, the committee has alr.y
worked out & comprehensive plan for a completely united approach to
this vast industrial complex; vhich includes provision for an Boumenical
Industrial Team Ministry, within which each members will specialise
in a particular aspect of social ‘or industrial life. =~ Beveral
of the ESIT staff will be attached to this Team in an advisory capacity.
Two other Joint Action Committees are also at work -~ one for the Chea
Nagpur area of Bihar (Ranchi, Jamshedpur, Dhanbad ), and one for the
industrial areas of Orissa (which includes Rourkela), These committecs,
an~ointed by the respective regional Vhristian, Councils, have received
details proposals foop the ESII (after full discussion with local
leaders) as to what Joint Action will mean in the whole area (in
particular, Jamshedpur & Rourkela) - See section 5 below for details
The Secretary of the World Council of Churches (DWME) with spocial
responsibility for Joint Action projects &ll over the world, Rev R Orchard,
visited us in December 196L. .

b) These cells in turn need a ncw kind of leadership, If started
prematurely they will wither away, and will not know what ‘to do ;

they will tend to tecome just more Churchy meetings of the kind .

we kmow so well. Therefore a priority od the finding and training
of the Christian lay leaders who will keep thesc groups open end
relevant, Already we know from our work, that these potential
lcaders are there in every centre, and in every Church - but so far
their leadership is usually potential and undeveloped. .
¢) This in turn demands, in each main centre, a full-time trainéd
Tndustrial #ssistant, who will work with all the Churches in
buidding thesc groups, in training and detecting lecadership
and in building up, with the other pastors and ley lcaders (with
vwhom he would in no sensc be in compctition) a team anproach to °
the problems ahd realitics of the arca. Such Industrial Assts
will nced not only a theoretical knowledge of social theology, and
industrial life, but also training in the techniques of group
discussion and work, in dealing with meople,and practical work
in industry..

(As a long term aim, we would like the Churches in each largc -entrc,
to consider a full time ecumenical social worker, as well ag an Tmiwx
industrial person - but one thing w 11 lcad to another, and the
first thing is to sec the need clearly) ! .

The primary aim of our 5-Year Plan then, is
vesesss To £ind and train those who will serve as the Industrial
Lssistants in each main centrec of the arca, and who will
in turn train leadership, build up groups, and work with the
clergy of all denomonations in the centre concerncd. .
eeeessss To help the Churches both locally, amd at leadership level
to seec the need for this approach, and provide for it both
financially and in personnel. They must sce that this is not
an addition to existing work , but a prime eesential if the
Church is to obey God in the new India,
.seesses To back this all up with a regional programnc of confercnces,
literature, otc. : :
vuvuvees To build in Durgapur, & model Team Ministry, both as a
tmining ground in practical ways, and as an example to others
that Joint Actinn can work .
vsssssss To help train the kind of ministry which will be nceded to
1 undergird and supoort such a new concept of the Church's Missioh

5) 1966 - 70 A FIVE YEAR PLAN OF ADVANCE
Y = A SUNVARY OF THE PLAN

By the beginning of 1966, two factors will give the Instatate a strong
gpringboard for further action; First, the Buildinga in Durgapur will
be ready for occupation : Second, the Ecumenical Industrial Team Ministry
and the vwhole Joint Action project at Durgapur will have been begun,

Operating from this Contrc, the ESIT proposes the following :-
a) The Mobilw programnc of work will remain central. From Durgapur
we will continuc to serve the whole area in all the ways outlined
above (Local moctings, Joint Action, cte ete)
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b) A veried serics of Conferences for laypecople and pastors will
be hold in the Centrc itsclf. . The staff of the BSIT will
specialisc more, and cach will arrange conferenccs and work in
his or her special ficld(Ind@strial Rclations, Community development,
Social work, Family life, management, ete)

¢) The Centre will offer Training courses, both for pastors and laymen who
will serve in industrial arcas generally, and specifically for the
required Industrial docistants, The latter will be a l-ycar coursec.

d) The Extecnsion courscs for theological students will be continued and
expanded., In addition, tho ESIT staff is ready to go into some of
the theological colleges to help in social and industrial teaching.

e) The G ntrc will offer facilities as roquired for local courses and
conferences in Durgapur. One nceded sphere ig tist of the Layman
Oversces, and the ESII has alrcady becn asked informally by some of
the companies enploying Buropean tcchnicians in Durgapur, to conduct
short ori-ntation courses and mcetings for them.

£) Some of the Institute Staff will be members of the Durgapur Tean
Ministry in an advisory capacity, thus nmairtaining a necessary link
with the local Church and the situation .

g) The ESII will contimic to bc tho wing of the Churches in Bengal Bihar
and Orissa for Industrizl and Social matters. 4s the situation

develops, we foreseckéthe need for the Contre to become the direet

agent of the Church for the study, consultation and conference, on
Sociel problems (for both Christians and non Christians).
If this development takes place , the next step after 1970 may
be an cxpansion of Conference facilitics in this direction - but
that is to look farfer ahpad than is rcalistically possible now.

Miss Maynard Smith is a Church Missionary Socicty worker, relcased by
the Calcutta Dicccse, Church Bf India.

Mr Ramtekc, a graduate in sociology,and in Labour Relation from Tata
Institutc Bombay, is donated by His Gracc the Mctropolitan,

Miss Mukhorjee, also & diploma holder of the Tat Institutc, in the
ficld of the Pamily and social work, is enploycd by the Socicty for
the Propagation of the Gospel (now USPG) end released for thisvork
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b) Financial Statement is separately given, but we record our thank§ to «
Mmost of the Churches in the area for grants to our work. All have
made grents, except the Baptists, and the GEL-Church; from both of
whom we have reason to expect grants in the ncar future.

7) THE WIDER SCENE The ESII hes continued to play a full part in the
Toumenical Movement, and the life of the Churches outside our area,The
staff have attended meetings etc in Nagpur, Secunderabad, Bangalore,
Pachmarhi etc, The pressure of work however, prevented the Director from
attending the FACC Assembly in Bangkok: or the Christian Peace Assembly
in Prague, to which an invitation was received.

a) 1964 was a significant year for Tndustrial Mission in India as a whole,
for after the visit of the Team, and the all India Conference at Pachmarh
which culminated the visit, the NCC appointed Mr MAZ Rolston as the
Sceretary for Industrial Mjssion work, and the Committee for this work
met for the first time in Ocgober, The ESIT is fully involved in
this all-India approach, and one of the actions of the Committec was
to commend our project for Train ing, and to ask that our Centre in
Durgepur should serwve the whole of India in this field (at least
initially). Purther, the NCC Exccutive recognised the value of the
regional approach we have adopted, and asked that other regions of In.lio..
adopt the method of work of the Institute, in appointing suitable
persons to run regional programmes of conference and training.

b ) We have had friendly links with many similar projects, and have been

asked for our Literature from places as widely scattered as Mexioo,

. Theiland, Australia, Nigeria etc.: and from thewhfle range of Churches

from Pentecostal in South America to the Roman Catholic Bishop of

Sao Paulo in Brazil.
In particular, the Industrial Mission of the Diocese of Coventry
has been spceially linked with this Institute. They have very
generously promised a substantial sum towards our budget in 1965,
and several of the ESII staff will be visiting Coventry and working
with them for short periods during the year. In addition, theme will
be a constant interchange of insights and ideas.

¢) Just a few days ago, we heard that the DWME of the World Council of
Churches had, at its meeting in Nigeria in January 1965, started
& new world-wide programme of industrigl mission work, and called
opon all its member bodies to recognise the urgency of this new
frontier, and to be involwed in this work, The programme will work by
providing a clearing house for information, by subsidising short-term .
local projects, and in other ways.

Under this new programme, thc DWME has promised to give a generous
subsidy (25% of total budget) to the ESII programme of Traiping and
Industrial Mission for a three year period from 1966 %o 1968. We arc
grateful for this, which will be of great help in generating the
initial momentum of our 5 year plan for the area - and also for

the evidcnce this world programme provides of the incrcasing
roalisntion of the contrality of the Church's Mission in Industry.

8) CONCLUSION A year ago we would never have believed the Institute's

Work could have developed so fast. Such is our lack of faith. Only the
amaning response, both locally and from Churches, makes it possible for
us to say with justice thet the foundations of our work have been laid.
This same response, from India and the world, has confirmed our deep
conviction that the time was ripe for this work.
