When Church President Lakra mmi of
Ranchi and Mission Director Lokies of Berlin
paid a short vieit to Benagaria, the latter
repeatedly looked earnestly into my eyes and
asked: "How can we come together?"

At the time I felt unable to say
anything. I have not, however, been able to
forget that question and those searching looks,
and therefore at times considered the problem
so far as to put down on paper suggestions
relating to this matter.

The attached sheets contain such
suggestions. Much more has to be drafted in
order to get a complete Church Constitution,
and much more thought, prayer and scrutiny has
to be brought to bear on what has been drafted.
But the attached should in my opinion be suffi-
cient to show that it is possible so to work
up a frame that our whole work - extending from
Orissa and lMadhya Pradesh across Chota Nagpur,
Santal Parganas, West Bengel, Eest Pakistan,
Lower Assam to Upper Assam - can grow and deve-
lop to the glory of our Lord. In order to stimu-
late thought 1 therefore place this before you.

On thiw doctrinal basis the church recog-
niges church-fellowship with all Evangeliocal Lutheran
churches in India, Pakistan and throughout the world.
It also acknowledges Christian fellowship with all

believers in Christ as Saviour and Lord, and desires

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ARTICLE 3: OBJECT.

The object of the Church is to provide
in every way for the epiritual need of members
of the Church till they ‘attain unto the measure
of the stature of the fullness of Chrimt', vy
preaching the word of God and administering the
Sacraments,and

building further on the evangelical
foundation laid in times past by the missions,
work for its grmwih own growth in grece and
knowledge, and also to extend the Kingdom of God
by energetic evangelistic efforts among all people
within the reach of the Church.

ARTICLE 4: MEMBERSHIP.

Church members are those who have
received baptism in any one of the two churches.

Communicant membership is attained on
admission to the Lord's supper.

Christians baptized in other churches

may be enrolled as members when accepted by the
Church according to rules.

ARTICLE 5: ACTIVITIES.
The ac*ivities of the Church shall be:
To preach the Word of God.
To adminiwter the Sacrements.

Pastoral care of the floock.

Training of congregational workers.
Religious instruction of the children.
Work among young people.

Care of the m sick and poor.

Collections and distribution of funds and
administration of property.

Education and all other activities that will
promote a sound and moral 1ife.




ARTICLE 6: RITUALS.

We mutuaslly recognise/rituals prepared

and used in the different languages, and there
shall be no other changes in such than those
desired and approved by the users of the same
or a majority of them as expressed through the
responsible ohurch bodies.

ARTICLE 7: TRUSTS.

We mutually respect Trust obligations
regulating temporal affairs for defined purposes
as inviolable as long as administered in conform-
ity with law.

The Episcopal Synod is empowered to
demand retirement of a Trustee or a Trust Body
and appintment of new Trustees or Trust Eodies
when deemed neceesary for the carrying out of
the terms of the respective Trust.

ARTICLE B8: ORGANIZATION.

It ie recognized that all power in the
Church belongs to our Lord Jesus Christ, the
head of the Church, and that all just duties and
powers exercised by the Church are committed to
her for the furtherence of the Gospel through the
¥ord and the Sacraments among all people as far
ae possible in their own language.

For the purposes of the administration
of the Church the followisg unite are recognised:

A. THE LOCAL CONGREGCATION consists of those

locel members of the Church who ordinarily meet
together for Divine service and administration
of the Sacraments in one church building or place

of worship. It has for its guidance a pastor and

an elected Congregational Committee,

B, THE CIRULE is composed of n number of
Oongregations within a certain area. A Circle
Conference with an Executive eshell be established.

C. THE CHURCH DISTRICT consists of a number
of Circles composed as a geogrephical or linguis-
tic unit under one Church Counocil with several
important standing committees.

In every Church District Circle Conferences
shell electx their Church Council members for a
period of three years. This Council shall consist
of at least one pastor and one lay member from
every COircle of the District.

The duly elected and installed President
of a Church Dietrict is the ex officio chairman
of the Idistrict Church Council. He calls the mem-
bers together for meetings whenever needed. It
shall ordinarily meet twice m year and record all
its deeisions in writing.

A newly elected Church Council elects
from among their own number a Secretary and a
Treasurer.,

D. THE CHURCH ie the united body of all Con-
gregations and all Circles and all Church Districts
upon the terms of this declaration.

ARTICLE 9: THE EPISCOPAL SYNOD,.

o A. The Episcopal Synod shall consist of all
/ District Church Council Presidents in office

supplemented by the Principal of the Theological

College at Ranchi and the Mansgers of the Trust

Bodies within the Church.

B. At the firet session and in cases of
vacancy the senior Church Council President acte
as chairman of the Episcopal Synod until the head

of the Central Church Office is elected.

C. When the head of the Central Church Cffice
haes been elected, he is the ex officio Chairman
of the Episcopal Synod.

D. The head of the Central Church Office mk
located at Ranohi shall be a District Church Coun-
cil President elected by the Episcopal Synod by
ballot for 5 years.

Now, if
an exception is to be made in a few casei, and some few parish workers
from the Tabita school are to be paid by the Home Board, the CC would
have to give its consent. I beg you %o diicuss this matter in the CC
and to let me nmow the result.

Beware of pity. Blind people in India tend to fall between two stools,
as they do elsewhere; only here, because of the absence of a Christian
foundation to society, the attitudes stand out more clearly. Some
people utterly disregard them and act as though they don’t exist.
Others, whom I believe are the majority, not so obviously cruel, but
nevertheless are, I think, even more hurtful because they think they

“are kind. They don't think a blind person can do anything whatever

for himself, and worse, by their comments in front of the blind would
indicate that the blind are also mentally defective. Surely in all our
dealings with people we need to help them to be individuals; not to
make them dependent on us and allow them to become soft spiritually,
50 that no fresh breeze of challenge blows on their spirits to stir them
to live the sort of life Christ asks of us all.

Our family today consists of 79 people, ranging from our baby
of fifteen months, Daud Dayal, to the small group of elderly men and
women who have lived most of their lives in our Home here. In truth
the title “Blind School” is somehow a misnomer. In the confines of
this compound we find not only the school, but two big hostels, two
workshops, a selling organisation to cope with their products (cane
work and knitting), and an office. In fact this is home to all our
people! The only one about sixty per cent. of them have in the world.

Music is greatly enjoyed by many of the children, and the School
is well known for its four-part singing. There is a percussion band
and a few of the boys are learning to play the piano. Nearly all the
children are proud of the fact that they can “play the gramophone”
and they often borrow it in their free time. It is interesting to see what
records appeal to them for most of our records are English. Brass
bands are popular and choirs singing well-known hymns and anthems,
but some of the most popular records are those of Harry Lauder!
The lilt of all Scottish and Irish tunes seems to attract these children
and they pick up the words of the Harry Lauder songs and sing them
for the sheer joy of imitation even though they may have no idea what
the words mean.

We are working hard to get increasing financial support from
inside India. But we find that parents of blind children are so very
rarely willing to pay anything towards their child’s keep, education
and clothing costs. However, we are gradually getting more response.
Meanwhile we often wonder how much folk in England, with their
sight or blind, realise how much they have to be thankful for and
how far they are willing to support the Church’s work overseas by
service or giving.

Blind through neglect. But there is more: a real pioneering job to be
done. In the villages off the beaten track there are hundreds of
children with trifling eye ailments, so small that parents sweating in
the fields to keep body and soul together cannot and will not make
time to take the child to a doctor or a hospital. So slowly the condition
worsens, until there is a helpless and hopeless child to be cared for.

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FROM SUGAR TO CATTLE

By the Rev. F. W. M. Lee
(Chaplain of Plumtree School, §. Rhodesia)

THERE is a significant contrast in moving from the densely packed

West Indian islands to the open miles of African high veld, from
sugar to cattle, from an old plantocracy, (domination of planters)
giving place to West Indian nationhood, to an European population
in South Africa anxious to maintain and develop its identity and
influence. The significance lies in this: in the one area, from the racial
view. there is a past resulting in a confused and frustrated present;
whereas out here the future has still to be formed.

Since my present work lies entirely among European boys and
the farming community in this area, (in the diocese of Matabeleland),
it would not be fitting for me to write on the details of African affairs.
But to the new-comer one fact is immediately apparent. Mau Mau
has already changed Africa, just as the French Revolution redirected
the course of European history. The European cannot put off for an
indefinite period the question of race relationships, even though in
the older generation there may be the memory of the ox-waggon, the
building of the railway, the opening up of the land and the founding
of towns. The African is rapidly approaching that vital and awkward
stage between tribal organisation and a realisation of his economic
worth. Where less than ten years ago open veld could be seen outside
Bulawayo, for instance, there are now miles of factories. And the drift
1s from the reserves to the industries of Central Africa and the Union.
Everyone is aware of the problem: Mau Mau has emphasised its
urgency. The Federal Parliament has indicated ifs policy in including
three African members.

Threefold problem. The African problem is fundamentally theologi-
cal, but it is also social and economic. What was_the average Tory
Englishman’s reaction to the growth of Trades Unionism? And what
did the landed population of the South of England, trained in the
older schools, think of the industrial cities of the North? How hard
have the producers of England’s wealth had to struggle for a share in
its profits, with the reactions which convulse English industrial life
today? There is a colour question here. But it must not confuse the
point that we are also in the age of England after the Reform Bills.
The same prejudices exist, the same upward surge of the non-
privileged is evident, the same expansion of industry is with us.

A young country like Rhodesia does not have the long tradition
of parish life that one found in the West Indies. The European here
is, for-the-most part, frankly materialistic. This is indieated-by a very
unstable home life, caused in some measure by the high cost of living
and the need in many cases of both man and wife to earn an income,
and also by the high divorce rate. This is a real problem when trying
to mould the boys’ characters. The work among Europeans is a
missionary task, and the Christian environment has still to be created.
It is the position of the average parish in England made more obvious
by force of circumstances. Here we are at least spared the delusion
that a parish tradition carries us along!

Work in a new diocese, in a new Federation, is an invigorating
experience. As you know, a recent Harvest Festival raised £2,000 for
the Bishop’s Appeal Fund. Farmers in one part of this area are them-
selves building a church for the use of Methodists, Dutch Reformed
and ourselves (in order of rotation, not of merit!). To build one’s
house is quite a usual undertaking. And that is indicative of the work
to be done out here. We have to gather the spiritual cement, and bake
the bricks. Then we build, remembering the advice of wise master-

builders who know the country.

In
September Gabrielle Hadingham retired from the staff
of S.P.G. which she has served in different capacities
for more than 27 years. Her keen devotion to the
Church overseas had to be satisfied through a home
job, as long as domestic circumstances tied her to this
country, But when she became free from these obliga-
tions, the urge to go abroad revived, and S.P.G.,
however reluctant to lose her, could not stand in her
way. So she has gone forth with our blessing to bring
her zeal and experience to the aid of the Australian
Board of Missions. R

1t was under her leadership and inspiration that the
S.P.G. Fellowship was launched, and Miss Hading-
ham, who had already proved her worth as an Area
Secretary, had exactly those gifts which were calcu-
lated to bring the new movement to success. And a
success it has undoubtedly been, with its network of
groups and individuals sfread all over the world,

Miss Hadingham would be the last to claim that
the remarkable progress made has been due to any
one person or body of persons. For she has always
insisted that the secret of achievement is prayer and
the power of the Holy Spirit in response to that
prayer. Nevertheless she has humbly and diligently
placed at the disposal of that Spirit all that has been
given to her of organising ability, singleness of pur-

ose, and persuasiveness of speech, and above all she

as infused a spiritual quality into the work which
has set the tone of the whole enterprise. This record
fills us with thankfulness for her service and influence
and makes us confident that we are releasing to the
Church in Australia a reinforcement which is of
greater value than any monetary gifts.

/—'PHE long-awaited Anglican Congress is over, leaving behind it a
= memory, a vision and challenge. It was planned by the Lambeth
://.—C’—onference of 1948 to give more official and continuing shape to the
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only previous Pan-Anglican Congress of 1908, inspired by S.P.G.’s
great Secretary, Bishop Montgomery. Its purpose was to provide an
opportunity for the Clergy and laity to share with the Bishops in
expressing the mind of the Anglican Communion. Some were doubt-
ful whether the expenditure of considerable sums of money could be’
justified. Indeed. if it had not been for the arduous labour and
immense generosity of our hosts. the Protestant Episcopal Church of
the United States, the good intentions of the promoters might have
miscarried. But the verdict of the members of the Congress at least
must be that it was triumphantly worth while.

The chief value of the Congress lay in the mere fact of getting
together. The subconscious awareness, which has been growing upon
us in recent years, of the range and variety of the Anglican Com-
munion was here translated into concrete shape. Representatives of
every rank and of every shade of colour within the fellowship inter-
mingled without reserve or embarrassment. Happy contacts were
made with old friends and new, and the exchange of personal
experiences shed fresh light upon the complex problems and diverse
conditions with which the one Body has to contend. A féeling of
solidarity was at once established, and a common purpose dominated

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the whole proceedings. {yasemhanced b ~the 'corporate
occasions of worship, the daily offering of the Holy Eucharist in the
Cathedral, the thronged opening service in the Minneapolis
Auditorium, and the Mass Meeting of Missionary Witness at St. Paul.
The Presiding Bishop of the United States gave a splendid lead in his
inaugural address when he said: “We are united not by compulsion
but by a common faith and heritage as well as by ties of mutual
affection”: and the Archbishop of Canterbury followed with a rousing
call on the theme “The Truth shall make you free,” and exclaimed
“It is a grand thing to be called at this moment of history to battle for
the one Lord of Freedom and Truth.”

With this refreshing start the Congress proceeded to deal in
general session with the four topics of its agenda—OQOur Vocation, Our
Worship, Our Message, Our Work. Each subject was introduced by
two or more masterly addresses, and with the text of these in their
hands the delegates dispersed into twenty fully mixed groups to discuss
the papers and to make their several contributions to the drafting of
the ultimate report. Their conclusions were drawn together by a very
able Editorial Committee, whose summary was subsequently debated
by the full Congress and accepted almost without amendment.

It is this document by which the value of this experiment must be
judged, and through which whatever virtue it has achieved will be
communicated to the Church at large. Admittedly the studies made
by the groups were hasty and incomplete, and no claim was advanced
that the findings were oracular in character. But in retrospect the text
of the message excites astonishment at the number of vital issues
which were considered.

(a) There was a remarkable absence of controversy both in the
presentation of the topics and their discussion. Reference was con-
stantly made to the familiar tensions between the Catholic and
Evangelical traditions within the Anglican Communion. But the
possibility, and even merit, of their “peaceful co-existence” was not
questioned, and indeed the ideal was commended that these balancing
elements should be manifest in every Diocese and in each individual
Church member. Even the delicate problem of the Church of South
India provoked no bitterness. and all were content to follow the lead
of the English Houses of Convocation in expressing sympathy with it
and the hope that the way to full communion with it might be found.

(b) From our point of view a most satisfactory feature was the
repeated stress which was laid upon the missionary and evangelistic
duty of the Church. Over and over again the word *“‘witness” appears
in the report, and this was proclaimed to be a universal function of the
Church and of each individual member of it. A gathering of this kind
could hardly have failed to be aware of the greater or lesser number
of men, women and children in their own countries who were still
unconverted, and speaking for the conscience of the whole fellowship
the delegates called for a fuller and more concerted effort on the part
of the laity as well as the Clergy, of women as well as men, of young
as well as old, to give bolder and clearer expression to their Christian
faith. “A Church which lives for itself” it was said, “denies its Lord.”

(c) It was recognised that our sense of unity demanded a lively
and sacrificial ip throughout the body. The distinction
between the “older™ and “vounger” Churches was already felt to be
growing out-of-date, and, without coining any new terms, quality and
condition rather than age were taken to be the marks of differentiation.
Thus it was laid down that “any advantages of resources on either
side in spiritual experience, manpower, or material means must be
used for mutual aid.”

These and other recommendations were of an intensely practical
nature. They were the constructive outcome of the theoretical
principles which had been expounded. They constitute a blue-print of
creative action. The members of the Congress have bound them-
selves by their agreements to a new covenant of service and sacrifice,
and it is to be hoped that this resolve will be echoed from east to
west, and from north to south. We in S.P.G. will give thanks to God for
the encouragement of our labours which has come from Minneapolis
and will not be slow to apply the challenge to our own lives and
opportunities.

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CALL TO PRAYER
By the Ven. F. W. J. Boatwright

The problems which face the Church in different places vary
considerably. In Lebombo there are difficulties which fortunately
do not frequently occur. (This is the only diocese supported by
S.P.G. which is in an officially Roman Catholic country.)

MUCH of the Diocese of Lebombo (Portuguese East Africa) is very
hot and wild. When trekking through some such part of the
diocese as Naputo, which is solid Elephant, the missionary tries to
take a disinterested view of the wrenched-up trees and the trumpetings
around his path, and the catechist’s chatter about taking off your coat
and throwing it at the charging elephants, by reflecting that, by all the
odds of probability, somewhere, somebody is praying for him.
Speaking for myself, I never refuse money for the work of the
Gospel. But it is a pity that for many people the work of a missionary
and the collection plate are considered the most complete and final
unit invented. All the money in the world will not help me or other
missionaries in the Church overseas when in trouble, or wrestling with

~ some problem larger than human frailty.

For us in Lebombo, prayer is our most urgent need. One subject
for your prayers is the strained relationship which exists between the
Roman Catholic Church and ourselves. In a country largely given over
to heathenism and Mohammedanism, that is plainly wicked. While
the Government just tolerates us, the official Church pursues a policy
of unrelenting intolerance and opposition. I am not afraid for our
Church: we grow exceedingly and there is real need of our witness in
this country so there is no doubt we shall continue to grow. But we
do yearn for some peace.

Lebombo is probably the only diocese in the Anglican world

where the “vulgar tongue” is prohibited, and we are compelled to
worship in the Anglican way in Portuguese, a language which is
practically unknown to the majority of our people. The difficulties of
propagating the Gospel and being true ministers and stewards of the
grace of God in such a circumstance can be well imagined. The
obvious remedy is to teach all our people the official language: but
apart from the few schools we have (and for which we get no govern-
ment grants), we are not permitted to open schools of a rudimentary
nature, for all such work has been given to the Roman Catholics. It
is a bit hard to be told to propagate Portuguese culture, and then be
refused all means of teaching it.
Will you pray? The missionary is constantly faced with problems
and yearns for some intercessors. Will you help? One wrote to me
recently, “You will be amused to know that at 8 p.m. last night I had
an urge to pray for you. It was most inconvenient for I was at a
whist-drive! Were you up to anything?” I had been called to the
house of a heathen family, and found the witch-doctor in full pursuit
of a poisoner. It seemed inevitable that the one Christian girl, wife of
a man in the mines at Johannesburg, would be “named”. The witch-
doctor’s speech to a departed grandmother put it into my head to pray
out loud and invoke my friend (very much alive, but equally as
potent) to give a hand. The outcome was most satisfactory for every-
thing went wrong: no name was mentioned after all and I was
permitted to take the poisoned one to the Maciene hospital.

Appeal to the laity. Many problems arise simply through shortage of
staff. In most dioceses the problems cannot be solved by adding to the
staff of native Africans. There is no doubt that the white man—and
woman—must continue to take all work of responsibility for many
years to come: and our African friends, at least here, know it to be
true. What is a pity is the way we are of necessity using the staff we
have. The Church overseas needs not only the ordained man, but
also the specialist layman. Too many clergy are having to do jobs for
which they are not really fitted, and though it may sound most
amusing to be known as the priest-cum-printer-builder-carpenter-
principal-dean-archdeacon-surveyor-agriculturalist - teacher - mechanic
(to mention a few jobs this one does), it would be better for Lebombo
if laypeople would take over.

Since starting this article I have had the following interruptions:
I have ploughed a six-acre field, sold twenty slate-pencils, fifty exercise

: books, two pen-nibs, four prayer books; changed three pounds S.A.

for escudos; visited one sick man; heard one discipline case; had
lunch; taken forty winks, school prayer, my wife’s temperature; sold
two readers, marked four galley proofs, shown a boy how to bind a
book, addressed the Mothers’ Union, had tea, said Evensong, marked
out the paddy field, the foundations for the hospital bathrooms; rowed
the painter for using engine oil instead of linseed; and am now writing
again. Meanwhile Church Council waits, to say nothing of my dinner.
Seconded. The most urgent need is helpers. Here, and everywhere,
mission churches, hospitals and schools are struggling along with a
miserably inadequate staff. It is impossible to do two people’s work
efficiently however hard one tries. We need more people. Our church
here has over a thousand communicants; there are three hundred and
sixty children attending school; but we have ome priest and no
European teacher.—SusaN ANDREW, Lebombo.

IF LIFE SPARE

ANDEVILLE claims to be the third town in Jamaica. It is a

county town by English standards, somewhere in size between
Church Stretton in Shropshire, and Farnham in Surrey. As a parish
(or “Cure”, as we call it here), it includes an undefined area of country,
anything up to ten miles radius, with a number of “districts”, or small
villages, several scattered small-holdings, and a few fairly large estates.

The following incident read in the context of All Saints’ and All
Souls’ tide is a simple illustration of the Jamaican outlook.

The rector’s station-waggon bumps slowly over piles of earth
and stone where the road is at last being widened. A quarter of a mile
further on, a knot of people, women in white dresses, men in jackets,
are waiting. The coffin is lifted out of the back of the car: (the widow
of this old member could not afford a taxi as hearse back to the burial
spot on the family land). The rector puts on his surplice, and leads
the way: up a grass bank, through a field and a few trees, to a group
of graves set in the middle of a crop of seven-foot corn. There is a
pause, because the rope has been forgotten. Someone goes to borrow
one from a neighbour who has a cow. The sun beats down hotly.
Morning funerals are generally at 7 a.m. but this morning is a feast
day, and there has been a celebration in the church, so now it is 9.30.
At last, the rope comes and the service starts. There is a short address:
the committal: and then hymns while the earth is shovelled back:
“Rock of Ages,” “Peace, perfect peace,” and (since one cannot sing
“Abide with me” in the morning) *O God our help in ages past.”

Farewells are cut short: the widow has stayed at home. A big
cloud has suddenly blown up. As the rain starts there is a clamour of
“Beg you a drop, rector,” and half a dozen members climb in for a
lift to the village. The conversation makes no pretence at solemnity.
Death is a release from poverty and pain and a matter of course,
sometimes sudden but never surprising. One makes no arrangement
for the future without taking at least formal account of it. So when
the rector says, on parting, “See you at the members’ meeting next
week,” the answer is, as usual, “If life spare.”

Dolls, Not Sacred
Images, Says Judge

MADRAS, Qct 13—Mr Justice N.
Somasundaram of the Madras High
Court today upheld the decision of

lower courts in dismissing a com-
plaint against Mr E. V. Ramaswami
Naicker, leader of the Dravidian
Federation, and two others for

offences under Sections 205 and 205
(A) of the Indian Penal Code for
breaking Ganesh images.

The relevant provisions of the
code deal with in uri:}ﬁ or defiling
a place of worship h intent to
insult the religion of any class and
deliberate and malicious acts intend-
ed to outrage the religious feelings
of aniv class by insulting its religion
or religipus beliefs.

An Additional First Class Magis-
trate of Trichjn';:goly had dismissed
| the com}:laint and later the Sessions
| Judge of the same place had upheld
| that decision.

| The complaint was preferred by
one Mr 8. Veerapathiran Chetly
against three Dravidian Federation
leaders, including Mr Ramaswami
Naicker, for breaking images of
Ganesh as part of the Federation’s
iconoclastic campaign,

' Dismissing the criminal revision
petition against the Lower Court's
decision, the Judge said that in
modern society there were images
of deities in the drawing rooms, It
could not be suggested that such
lmages were held sacred., They had
to be distinguished from objeots
held sacred, i.e, when they were
duly installed in a temple and from
which they were subsequently taken
out in procession on festive occa-
sions. What was broken by the res-
| pondents was nothing more than a
doll taken either from a shop or
made for the ocecasion, and it could
not be called an object held sacred.

His Lordship, however, observed
it was “certainly imprudent and in-
considerate” on the part of the res-
pondents to have broken the images
in public. It was diffieult for anyone
to conceive that the gentlemanly
feelings of any person belonging to
the better class of the community
to which the accused belonged would
ever permit doing an act in viola-
tion of considerations of religious
feelings and prejudices of those
members of that community. An act
like that, beyond ]:roducing a cer-
tain amount of prejudice against the
doer, did not serve any useful pur-
pose.—P.T.I.

Chief item gof the agenda was:"the new regulation of the relations be-
tween Church and Mission". The best report I can give on the results of
the very longdiscussions which were held in a real spint of fellowship
vre the revised "Terms" for the missionaries, and the findings concerning
my visiting-tour by the general synod which are here enclosed. :

On the last day the ministerium had to meet again in order fo discuss a
matter of doctrine. The examination of candidates on the prewous evening
had revealed that.concernlng_mortalltﬁ or immoratality of the soul the
candidates held views in variance with the valid doctrine of the Church.
The .examination was acknowledged as passed, but the candidates were not
to be appointed in the church until they had revised their views in a
course on the matter in question.

Pastor Lic. SCHULIZ who had taught the candidates took the whole responsi-
bility for the view the candidates had expressed. On the other had
President Joel Lakra felt himself responsible as President of the Church
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to watch over the doctrine of the Church, and to_ward off heresy which

A whole day long the ministerium was occugied b¥ the question whether
the soul was mortal or immortal.

Fortsetzung des Visitationsberichtes (Zwischenbericht
vom 17.2.1954.)

Die Reise durch die Gemeinden wurde pausenlos, mit einer
nur 2-tédgigen Pause in Ranchi durchgefiihrt. Die letzte Reise, die
3 Wochen dauerte, filihrte durch die Missionsgebiete. Den Abschluss
brachte die vergangene Woche mit gesamtkirchlichen Tagungen am
Sitz der Kirchenleitung, Ranchi. Auf allen Reisen war ich von Pra-
sident Joel LAKRA, dem jeweiligen Prasidenten der Synode und 1-2
Missionarsbriidern begleitet. Diese Zusammenarbeit hat sich fir
das Verhédltnis von Kirche und Mission iiberaus gilinstig ausgewirkt.
Der Besuch in den Cemeinden trug evangelistischen Cherakter. Im
besonderen wurde liberall der Ruf zu eigener Missionsinitiative an
die Gemeinden weitergegeben.

Im folgenden berichte ich iiber den Besuch :
l. im Industriegebiet,
2. auf den Missionsfeldern der Xirche und des Joint
Missions-Boards und
5. Uber die abschliessenden zentralen Veranstaltungen im
Headquarter der Xirehe, Ranchi.

1. das Industriegebiet:

Eg handelt sich dabei um die Gemeinden in den TATA-Werken in
Jamshedpur und in den verschiedenen Eisenerzminen des Distrikts
Singbhum (Brovinz Bihar) uad der Provinz Orissa. Kennzeichnend

fiur alle diese Cemeinden ist das aktive Laienelement, das meist
die Leitung der Gemeinden in den Hiénden hat, wihrend der von der
Kirchenleltung beauftragte Geistliche (Pfarrer oder Katechist)

in den Hintergrund tritt. Hier und da ist sogar cine leichte
Spannung zwischen Laien- und Pfarrerschaft splirbar; aber die Ener-
gie und im besonderen auch der llissionswille der Laien verdient
Anerkennung. PFast an allen Stellen, die wir besuchten, war Land
fiur Kirchen- und Schulbau angekauft. Man plante den Bau einer
Kirche, weil die vorhandene Kapelle zu klein geworden war. Die
Bergwerksgesellschaften, auch nichtchristliche, zeigen fiir diese
Pléne groBes Entgegenkommen und stellen Land und Baumaterial zur
Verfiigung, weil sie die Bildung einer Gemeinde als das einzig wirk-
same Mittel erkannt haben, bei der sonst fluktuierenden Arbeiter-
schaft wenigstens die Christen am Arbeitsplatze festzuhalten.

In diesen kleinen Industriegemeinden is® eine Steigerung des
Lebens- und Bildungsstandards festzustellen. Hier findet dey Adhi-
vasi (Ureinwohner) eine Aufstiegmbglichkeit, die er begierig er-
greift, So hat sich dort einc diinne Schicht Adhivasi-Intelligenz
gebildet, zu der der Driver, Clerk, Engineer, Manager Assistant
und in ganz seltenen Fdllen auch ein Manager gehdrt (z.B. in den
TATA-Werken in Jamshedpur.) Aber auch das Leben des gewdhnlichen
Industriearbeiters verdndert sich zusehends. Er wichst aus der
Bihdung an die Dorfgemeinschaft heraus und sucht nach neuen For-
men deg Gemeinschaftslebens, z.B. im Klub. BEr muss nach der Stech-
uhr arbeiten und lernt, was Zeit und Pinktlichkeit bedeuten. Br
hat in den von den Bergwerksgesellschaften geschaffenen Wohnstdtten
vielfach elektrisches Licht und flicBendes Wasser. Das sind zwar
Linflusse, dic von auBlen kemmen, aber dennoch seine Lebens—- und
Denkweise merklich verdndern. Stellenweise kommen sich unsere
christlichen Arbeiter, dic diesen Einfliissen ausgesctzt sind,
schon ein wenig fremd in ihrer im ganzen biuerlich cingestellten

Kirche vor - so wie der europdische Arbeiter sich in der verbir-
gerlichten Kirche als Fremdkdrper empfindet. Sie wiinschen sich
einen Pfarrer, der an ihrem WandlungsprozeB8 teilhat und ihre Situ-
ation versteht. Diese Distanzierung der Industrie-Gemeinde von

der Bauern-Gemeinde ist erst keimhaft da; sie darf aber von der
Kirchenleitung nicht iibersehen werden, Principiis obsta !

Das bisher iibersehene Stammland der Adhivasis in den Provinzen
BIHAR und ORISSA steht gegenwdrtig im Mittelpunkt des allgemeinen
Interesses. Es ist kein Geheimnis mehr, daB8 es die fir Indien
wichtigsten BErdschitze, Kohle und hochprozentiges Eisenerz, birgt.
BIHAR und ORISSA werden zum Industriezentrum Indiens. Eine grofe
Unruhe hat die christliche und auch nichtchristliche Adhivasi-
Bevdlkerung ergriffen. Fremde kommen ins Land und bereichern sich
- 80 wird das von ihnen allgemein empfunden - an ihrem p:: gngum.
In der Jugend ist ein neuer Lerneifer festzustellen. Auch die
Heiden wachen auf und erkennen, daB die Christen ihnen weit voraus
sind. Die dltere Generation fiihlt sich zu alt und hat resigniert;
aber ihre Kinder will sie in Schulen, auch in chrigtliche Schulen,
schicken.

Das groBe Projekt ROURKELA, das durch eine Gemeinschaftsarbeit
zwischen der indischen Regierung und der deutschen Firma KRUPP &
DEMAG verwirklicht werden soll, ist in aller Muhde. Alle Religions-
gemeinschaften, auch die GoBnerkirche, haben in dem Rourkela =~
Geldnde Land fir den Bau von Tempeln, loscheen und Kirchen bean-
tragt. Es widre winschenswert, daf die deutsche evangelische Kirche
fiir die zu erwartenden deutschen Ingenieure, Techniker und Fach-
arbeiter, die mit ihren Familien nach Indien herauskommen, eine
Auslandsgemeinde unter einem Auslandspastor bildete, Er konnte

die Deutschen auch in Jamshedpur betreuen und miiBte die Verbindung
mit der GoBnerkirche aufnehmen.

Es verlautet, daB die Firma Krupp & Demag 300 befdhigte indische
Studenten sucht, die sie in Deutechland ausbilden mochte. Von der
katholischen Mission sollen schon geeignete Bewerber vorgeschlagen
sein., Es wirde auf unsere lutherischen Christen einen nieder -
schmetternden Eindruck machen, wenn nur Hindus oder katholische
Adhivasis und nicht auch ihre Sohne, soweit sie die Voraussetzunge
erfiilllen, dabei beriicksichtigt wiirden.

2. Die Missionsgebiete.

Bei dem Besuch der Missionsfelder in ORISSA, SURGUJA und UDAIPUR
zeichneten sich 3 verschiedene Methoden der Missionsarbeit ab.

In SURGUJA wird die Arbeit mit einem gewissen Elan in breiter
Front vorgetragen. Die Geldmittel stellt der lutherische Weltbund
durch das sogenannte Surguja-Committee zur Verfiigung. Die Missio-
nare (Pastoren und Katechisten) werden von der GoBnexrkirche ent-
sandt. Pastor KRUPADANAM von der Telegu-Kirche leitet die Arbeit
von AMBIKAPUR aus, ein iiberaus unsichtiger und aktiver Mann, Die
organisatorischen und finanziellen Fragen liegen bei ihm in den
besten Hénden. Uber seine geistlichen Gaben zu urtcilen, hatte
ich keine Gelegenheit. Mit ikm arbeitet Prédsident Joel LAKRA zu-
sammen, der an Surguja ein starkes personliches Interesse hab.
Die Adhivasis in Surguja sind URAUN. Auch die Nichtchristen un-
ter ihnen sehen Joel Lakra als einen der Fithrer ihres Stammes an
und sind bereit, seinem Ruf zu folgen. Bisher sind insgesamt 1800
Uraus getauft worden, 15 Dorfer haben um Taufunterricht gebeten.
Zunidchst machte die kleine Christengemeinde in AMBIKAPUR selbst
einen zweifelhaften Eindruck auf mich. Ausserlich sanen diese¢
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Getauften ganz wie die Heiden aus. Man hatte ihnen weder die

. Amulette abgenommen noch den Zopf geschnitten, - und das mit der
ausdriicklichen Begriindung, man wolle die Hindus in AMBIKAPUR
nicht reizen. Ich besuchte darauf 3 weitere Gemeinden auf dem
flachen lLande. Die erste stand gewissermassen in der Mauser 2zwl-
- schen Christentum und Heidentum; aber schon die beiden anderen
Gemeinden, die auch noch verhiltnismissig jung sind, aber von
ausgezeichneten Pastoren geleitet werden, zeigten eine erstaun-
liche Prijhreife, Bei der einen Gemeinde splirte ich geradezu so
etwas wie den Wind einer Missidnsbewegung und schied von Surguja
mit der Uberzeugung, daB hier wirklich gute Arbeit geleistét wird.

Die zweite Arbeitoweise, die ich beobachten durfte, nennt Prési-
dent Joel Lakra selbst "die llissionsmethode der autonomen Kirche."
Es geht dabei darum, daB Arbeit von einzelnen Gemeinden und Sy-
noden aus eigener llissionsinitiative heraus geleistet wird. So
hat sich z.B. die Gemeinde SARHAPANI in JASPUR zur Aufgabe gemacht,
mit eigenen Kraften und aus eigener Mitteln das  benachbarte
UDAIPUR 2zu missionieren. Die Missionare miissen dabei - anders als
in Surguja,. wo Pastoren und Katechisten gut besoldet werden -
persénliche Opfer bringen. Bei Geldknappheit kommt es vor, daB
man zugunsten der Missionarbeit die Gelder aller kirchlichen Ar-
beiter kilirzt. In dieser Weise wird auBer von SARHAPANI auch von
BURJU aus gearbeitet. Ich kann diesen Weg nur begriiBen, obwohl
ich der Meinung bin, daB die Missionsarbeit eine gesamtkirchliche
Aufgabe ist und die Kirchenleitung nicht auf das schwidchste Glied
(das ist Sarhapani) die schwersten Lasten legen sollte. Ein ge-
wisses Unbehagen bereit-et mir auch die Spannung, die zwischen

der evangelischen RAIPUR-Mission, die auchk in Udaipur arbeitet,
und der GoBner-Kirche besteht. Die Vorwlirfe, die Prédsident Joel
Lakra gegen die Raipurmission erhebt, nachzupriifen, war mir nicht
moglich.

Das dritte Missionsfeld ist das des Joint-Mission-Boards in
ORISSA. Hier arbeitet Missionar BORUTTA mit 10 Katechisten in

der Weise, dall er an einzelne Christen, christliche Familien und
ganz vereinzelte, kleine christliche Gemeinden ankniipft. Er
stédrkt sie durch einen treuen Besuchsdienst und sucht das Netz
auszuweiten: eine ganz schmale Spur, auf der sich hier die Mis-
sionsarbeit bewegt und schlieBlich bei einem Christendorf endet,
dag vdllig isoliert mitten im Dschangel liegt. Das Gebkiet, zu dem
es gehdrt (Simlipahar) ist auf der Karte als unbevdlkert bezeich-
net.

lfan hat das Gefiihl, daB der ganze Aufwand an Kraft und Mitteln

an diegser Stelle versickern miidte - wenn nicht ein Wunder ge-
schieht., Das Wunder ist geschehen: denn von diesem Dorf ist das
Evangelium wie ein Funke iliber die Waldberge hinweg in die dicht-
bevolkerte Ebene MAYURBHANJ iibergesprungen. Aus 3 Dorfern kam die
Bitte um Taufunterricht.

Uberall hier handelt es sich um Adhivasis, die zu den MUNDAS ge-
‘horen. Dazu kommen Ho's, die mit den lMundas verwandt sind.

Unsere neugegriindete Missionsstation in AMGAO am BrahmanifluB
ist ein zweiter, weit vorgeschobener AuBenposten. Ein Bungalow
fiir eine Missionsschwester und einen Missionsarzt sowie 3 Réume
des Hospitals werden in 2 Monaten bezugsfertig sein. Aber zwil-
schen Amgao und dem alten Kirchengebiet klafft eine ungeheure
Lilcke., Dazwischen liegen die ehemaligen Flirstenstaaten KEONJHAR,
RALLAHARA und BAMRA, in denen i{iberhaupt noch keine Missionsar-
beit geleistet worden ist (mit Ausnahme von Bamra). Stichproben
zeigen aber, daB unter den dort wohnenden Adhivasis Willigkeit
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vorhanden ist, das Evangélium zu horen. Sie sind vielfach kiilui-
giert; aber dieser Zustand scheint hier - anders als anderswu =
keine Hemmung filir die Missionsarbeit zu bedeuften.

Es war fiir uns eine groBe Freude, daB Pastor SYMANOWSKI, der vonm

Weltrat der Kirchen als Leiter eines Arbeitslagers nach Thailland
entsandt worden ist, seine Fahrt unterbrechen und gemeinsam mit

uns wenigstens dieses Missionsfeld kennenlernen durfte.

Aufs Ganze gesehen stehe ich unter dem Eindruck, dal die GoBner-
kirche in der Tat vor iiberwidltigenden Missionsaufgaben steht -
innerhaldb und auBerhalb des alten Kirchengebietes.

WORLD PRAYER LEAGUE, Mr . HJEIMERWICK, der zufdllig unsere Bekannt-
schaft gemacht hatte. Er war durch das, was er sah, tief beein-
druckt und duBerte den Wunsch, mit der GoBnerkirche zusammenar-
beiten zu alirfen. Der Sitz seiner Arbeitsgruppe in Nordindien ist
DARJEELING., So licgt es nahe, sie zu ciner Mitarbeit in den TLuth.
Gemeinden aufzufordern, die sich in den Teeplantagen DUARS gcesam-
melt haben. Die Einladung dazu kann nur von der GoBnerkirche aus-
gehen. Obeine Zusammenarbeit auch in dem Missionsgebiet des Joint
-Mission-Boards in Frage kommt, hiingt ganz von den Informationen
ab, die wir durch Dr.Schiotz iiber die "lutherische World Prayer
League" zu erhalten hoffen.

3., Der Abschluf der Visitation in Ranchi.

Die zentralen Veranstaltungen in Ranchi begannen mit einer Sitzung
des Church-Councils,in der ich iiber die Visitationsreise und ihr
Ergebnis berichtete.

Mission als Homewqrker in Deutschland,
Einladung von 2 jungen Middchen nach Deutschland zur
susbildung fiir die Gemeinde- und Jugendarbeit.
Herausldsung der Missionare aus ihrer Isolierung in der
Kirche und groBere Dewegungsfreiheit filir sie im
besonderen zum cvengelischen Dienst in den Gemein-
den.
Nach dem Church-Council tagte die Vollversammlung der Pastoren
(Ministerium), von denen 104 erschienen waren,
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Punkt der Tagesordnung: " Der Pastor und die Politik."

Nach einer lebhaften Diskussion einigte man sich auf folgende
Grundsédtze:

Der Pastor darf nicht Mitglied einer Partei sein.
Die Kirche bleibt in enger Pihlung mit den christlichen
Politikern und h#dlt sie in der Kirche fest.

Dariberhinaus hat die Kirche selbst eine Verantwortung fir
das Offentliche Leben. Sie setzt sich fiir Wahrheit und
Gerechtigkeit ein; aber das einzige Mittel, das ihr dafiir
in die Hand gegeben ist, ist das Wort. Von dem recht ge-
predigten Wort Gottes gehen Wirkungen auch auf das poli-
tische Leben aus.

Die auBerordentliche Generalsynode (Mahasabha) war iiberraschend
zahlreich besucht (160 Anwesende). Ihré Sitzungen nahmen 2 Tage
in Anspruch. Nach dem Urteil der Missionare, die an den Tagungen
der Mahasabha in fritheren Jahren teilgenommen hatten, war der
Geist und die Haltung dieser Versammlung iiberraschend gut .,

Hauptpunkt der Tagesordnung: "Neuordnung des Verhidltnisses zwi-
schen Xirche und Mission. " Das Erzebnis der langen, in einem
sehr briiderlichen Geiste durchgefiihrten Aussprachen gebe ich am
besten durch die Beifiigung einer Anlage wieder, die die neuformu-
lierten "Terms" fiir die Missionare und einen Befund der Generale
gynode {liber meine Visitationsreise enthilt.

am letzten Tage musste noch einmal das Ministerium zugsamnentreten,
um eine Lehrfrege zu behandeln. Bei der Priifung der Kandidaten
durch das Church-Council am Vorabend dcr }Mahasabha natte sich
herausgestellt, daB die Priiflinge in der Prage der Sterglichkeit
oder Unsterblichkeit der Secele eine von der in der Kirehe giltigen
Lehre abweichende Auffassung vertraten. Ihr Examen wurde Pir be-
standen erklédrt, jedoch wurde davon abgesehen, sie in den kirch-
lichen Dienst zu libernehmen, solange, bis sie in einem Sonder -
kursus in den strittigen Fragen umgelernt hitten.

Ranchi, 31.M&drz 1954
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Bhis is a first report of my journey. It began where once the Pro-
testant mission In India altogether began: in Trankebar. I agrived
just in time for the New-Year's service of the congregation there
and afterwards gave an address. The congregation is astonishingly
small. The reason is that Trenkebar is a perishing town and its
survival is due only to the fact that both the Tamil Church and the
Roman Catholic mission have school centres there. In the holidays
both town and church seem dead. The Tamil Church as well as the Govern
ment have made attempts at reviving it with methods which appear
rather romantic yet are understandable; for Trankebar is brimfull
with history, and I am grateful that my journey began there.

Sunday after New Yar I had to preach in Madras. Bishop Sandegreen
nimself did the translating into Tamil. Then Bishop Sandegren, his
brother and I drove to the Triannual Conference of the FELC in
Rajahmundri. The journey gave us a good opportunity for discussing
all questions of importance concerning Indian mission-work. The
problems of the G.E.L. Church of Chota Nagpur and Assam were also
discussed, including details of finance and personnel, and we found
that we agreed in most points.

At the conference in Rajahmundri from 4. - 7.1l. my only active con-
tribution was a lecture on the church situation in Bast-Germany which

I held the first evening; but I was very glad of the opportunity of

hearing a gmat deal about the present situation of the mission in
India . The items of the agenda which were of the greatest importance
to me were:

1. The Calcutta-scheme, financed by the Federation and carried through
by the Gossner Church. '

T'e work concerns the gathering of the Lutherans living in Calcut-
ta into a congregation.

2. The Surguja-Committee which finances the missioning of the former

monarchy of Surguja by some 100 Oroan pastors and catechists of
the Gossner-Church. As far as I can see things go smoothly there.
The only question which is not yet decided is whether the new Chris-
tians are to be joined to the Gossner Church or to form their own
church.

%. The question of a Ditheran Church Union throughout India, or a
church federation including all Protestant denominations working in
India. The resolution concerning this question has the following
text: "We keep in mind the final goal and believe that every step
leading us nearer to it should be carefully condidered, whether it
be a Federation of all Protestant Churches in India or otherwise."
However, I had the impression that the very first step: the founding
of a united Lutheran Church in India which also includes the question
of an episcopal constitution, meets with difficulties. Thus Bishop
Sandegren complained that his Tamils had very little understanding
for this matter. The Santal-Church is of the opinion - not unlike
the Gossner-Church - that first the Lutherans in North-India and
also those in South-India should unite. That would be the organic way
gs ogposed to the mechanical one which would disregard the language
arriers.

The Gossner Church had delgeated 4 persoms. It created some surprise
in contrast to all other churehes there was no missionary among
thek. Bishop Sandgren suggested that in future also one of our missio-
naries should be delegated to the conferences of the Federatian. That
would not mean reducing the number of the Indian delegates. It would
be possible to give one more delegate membership and vote. The travel
costs should be paid by the Gossner Mission. I am willing to take up
this suggestion and shall submit this proposal of Bishop Sandegren
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to the Church Council in Ranchi. On account of my own impressions

I would consider the attendance of our missionaries at such conferences
as very good for drawing them out of their isolation which is neither
profitable for themselves, nor for the Gossner Church.

I myself took the opportunity of making the acquaintance of the dele-
ates of the various Lutheran churches in India. It seems that between
he Tamil and the Telegu church there exists a similar rivalry a s

between the Oroans and Mundas in our own GoBner Church. Inferiority

complexes of one group toward the other smzamxkm play a certain part.

That also seems to me the reason why the question of the union of

all Lutheran Churches in India makes so little progress. One group

fears it might be overridden by another. That is certainly not dic-

tated by the Holy Spirit, but it is a fact which must be certainly
taken into account and must be overcome in some way.

We made arrangements for visits to the Santal-and the Jaipur-Church.

January 9th I visited part of the Calcutta-parish which mainly consists
of the higher classes of the Adivasis (Oroans, Mundas, Oriyas and

aome single South-Indian Lutherans). This time I was guest of the
Christian railwaymen. The host was a dining-car manager. The meals

was a triumph to the ding-car. Amomg the members of the parish was

a former engineer of the Tata-Works.

Here for the first time I came into contact with the new generation
of the Adivasis, the generation which I was constantly to meet in
Chota Nagpur (elerks, teachers, politicians, drivers, railwaymen and
others)the bearers of progress. It is of greatest concern to keep
them in the church and give them a say within the Lay-groups.

January 10th I arrived in Ranchi and was received there with over-
whelming cordiality. These receptions recurred on all larger stations.
Even after deducting all the effusiveness belonging to Indian polite-
ness, there remained an amount of honest love and affection Br the
old mission . In all the addresses and especially in all the bhajans
(hymns) sund by the congregations Gossner and Gossner missionaries
played a great part. The coming of the missionary meant for this
tribe the end of prehistoric times and the beginning of history; the
missionary of course as messenger of Jesus Christ. As I know the most
of the old missionaries and could tell the congregations about them

I nad the best possible beginning. My idea that only someone who

was closely connected to the life and history of the Gossner-Chmreh
could carry through a visitation with success was.everywhere confirmed.

I am enclosing the programme of my Journey that the Church Couneil
worked out for me. It is a far too full programme and hardly leaves
me time to write and meditate. Every time I find out that also the
rest days are fixed for visits. For this reason the Church Council
at my request has asked for a prolongation of my stay for a fortnight.
At the g?d of my visit I must have time to sum up the results of my
observations at th g : :

. € head-quarters of the Gossner Church, i.e. at
Ranchi, and to dicuss them with the leading men of the Church.

The programme has been carried through in" the order planned. Thus
I first saw the Oroan country and then the Munda country. Then Presi-
dent Joel Lakra and I visited Missionary Gausdal of the Santal-Church

agreed on. The Santal-Church promised %o provide two Santal-catechists
for the missionary work of the Gossner Church among the Hos. It intends
to send girl-pupils to our Tabita-school in Govindpur. Besides it is
prepared to send a teacher for our theolgical school in Ranchi, and

this is to take imn Santal-students.Further cooperati been take
into censideration for the future, PREELIIN L3 o
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In Serampur-College the annual Convocation to which representatives
of all Protestant churches in India had come was being held. I was
asked to report on the situation of theological research and church
life in Germany during the Sunday service. I exchanged views on what
I had hitherto seen with Bishop Sandegren who had aslo come to Seram-
pur. We both had the impression that the visiting tour had been a
success.

After a second visit to the Calcutta-parish where I held the service,
we started on the journey to the Duars and to Assam. Here the Gossner-
Church follows up the emigrated Christians from the Chota Nagpur home-
land who have gone into the tea-gardens. The work in Assam began in
1901,and in the Duars (the hills below the Himalaya, south of Darjee-
ling) the work has begun recently. In Assam the @rmams Mundas, and in
the Duars the Oroans first go as workers on the plantations and then
seek and find a new home as free settlers. The Christian Oroans in
the Duars had hitherto been looked after by the Scotch Reformed Missio
but they felt neglected and asked to be joinéd "to their native church.
After several debating an agreement was reached with the Scotch Mis-
according to which every Christian who definitely wkxshas makes
gﬁogpplication can be dismissed from the Scotch Mission and join the
fﬂl.fi- \Duar Synod/Without further formalities.

L - the last remnants of the the old imperialism were deliberately clung
to."The fact is" the British Teagarden-manager whose guests we were
said " the captal is in our hands and so are the teagardens and the
workers.Here we still a Q_loigs."EKind as he was to us, he did

not agree with our Indian Christians, and gawe us
practical examples for his methods which contrasted with our attitude.
He wanted to demonstrate before all eyes that Kulis must be treated
as Kulis: a difficult- situation for the Indian pastor whose task it

is to gather the Christian workers in the tea plamtations. At the

same time it is quite clear why thé workers want to buy a plot of
Government land as soon as they have saved enough, and to settle as
free peasants. That is the same for Christians and Non-Christians.

To the Christian workers the teagardens are like "Egypt" and the new
peasant-settlements "Canaan" We had a good illustration of this tran-
sition from one world to another on our next visit to such a Christian
settlement village. The house in which we lived was quite newly built
- without a nail or & synthetic bind: a masterpiece of thausand year
old handicraft. The gongregation had also already purchased a plot
for the church and built a temporary amd airy and brightly coloured
church of bamboo and paper for our visit.

The Adivasis love for their soil is a power that must be respected
in the building of the Church. After our visit to the teagardens

we well understood their sense for liberty. We brought our food with
us from the teagardens, and it shows the sense of humour among the
Eharixkiansxandxiheiripasior Adivasis, when the pastor and the Chris-
tians spoke of "meat from Egypt -

The situation in the teagardens of Assam is quite different.The Work
there dates‘50 years back. The relationship between teagrden -manager
and pastor is excellent everywhere. The workers who LA FRX AKX RXERRX X

ERRRXAHKRRR have lived there for generations have long joined in a
settlement and have become rich. We visited a Christian village where
they had crops of loo cwt xxzg from 1 cwt ri&te. Here the bibliecal
~measure of the hundredfold fruit had actually been attained epLis
nopquestion hewever that the spiritual—Itife in Assam has qﬁ/?e ed.




i Phere is no question however that the gpiritual life in Assam has
suffered. The parish is secure and saturated, and only the fact
that it has excellent pastors saves them from further harm. The
pastors have seen 4o it that churches and chapels are built every-
where. Thus since the missionaries have been away 3 large new churches

 and 5-5 chapels have been built. But there ie one thing missing in

Assam which is there in Chota Nagpur: the small stratum of the new
intelligencia. For this reason the President and the Secretary of
the church who accompanied me on my whole journey are especially
kxeen on founding Christian schools in Assam.

The second thing which had %6 be pointed out everywhere is the mis~-

sing sense for missioning. In the Duars there are 3000 Oroan Chris-

tians g@ttached to the Gossner Church. 1000 Christians belong to the

Scotoh Missiom, but there are about 300000 non-Christian Oroans, and
nobody does evangelisation-work among them.

In Assam there are 1.900.000 non-Christian Oroans emigrated from
Chota Nagpur, but our 20 000 Assam-Christians do not care about them.

~ There is no question that here the Gossner-Church fails if it only
. , Gospel for itself without passing it on to others, and
came into our minds to point to the example of
naries who untiringly went from teagarden to teagarden
first to single out the Christians there and then to preach to the
Heathens, but the word was not spoken by me, but by the President and
the Seorebazs orad i SERH

I will now summarise my observations giving certain suggestions for
. the Church Council:

1. The School-problem

When I came here I ineclined to take the exaggerated founding of
schools, especially colleges,as an expression of secularism fateful
for the church. I no longer thimk so, and believe one cannot view
these things dogmatically. They must be seen as a visal, material
concern of the adivasis, and especially of the Christian Adivasis.
In the Adivasi-Province of Bihar, l.e. their native country, they
are a minority in respect to the Hindus where political and econémic
position and influence 1is concerned. In numbers they should be a
) majority. But in the Bihar government there is mot one Adivasi. The
Bihar parliament numbers among the 350 delegates A0 Adivasis of
which 10 are Christians. Bihar is a rich country ,the immense re-
sources of which are exploited only to a wery small extent. The

greatest iron-works of India are here in Jamshedpur. A second plant
is being planned. Coal is hewn above ground in Ramgarh and in the
coal-centre of Assansol. In Lohardga Bauxit is won. Gold and silver
is to be found too; only the Adivasi-peasants keep it secret. When
they found a gold vein, they immediately built huts over it ta hide i
In digging a well they came on a large lump of silver and dug it
away -immediately, so as not to let the police or the government know
that there were such things in their soil. The motive for these
doings is the fear of the Adivasi-peasants of being expropriated.

It is clear, hoever, that these sly and yet childish methods to keep
the land untouched must in the long run 'ail before the planned
industrialisation led by the government. Thena new Hindu-invasion
will come over the Adivasi realm. Waercas formerly it was the Zamin-
dare who oppressed the small peasant settlers, it will now be the
Hindu industrialists and Hindu clerks who do so, simply because they
exeel have more culture and knowledge. If the Hindus really come
over the country as the new possessing and politically influential
people, the church also will hsve trouble if it has no leaders who
i T are in a spiritual position to match the Hindus. That is why the
(S0O85Nehristian Adivasis want higher education for their childeen.
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The Church itself now owns thnat it has begun more than it can carry
through,in respect to money as well as personnel (there are not
% enough suitable Christian teachers.) And the fimamsexx very delicate
: g jancial question will correct itself gquite automatically.
> Ixem gExtaxktikex But as to the matter itself, after whgat 1 have
seen of the situation I can only give my assent, all the more as the
Hindus have already started a counter-action. Zhls concerns the so=-
called "Adam jati sewa mandal ( cooperative service; joint service ?)
led by Narain ji, Ranchi. Mr Narain Isxaxwsryxxzksverxxdaisxmimsdx
whose acquaintance I have made is a very clever, determined Hindu
who has begun the Hinduisattion of the Adivasia by founding Adivasi
schools: a sort of Hindu counter-mission. It is pecullar that these
scools, mostly in temporary buildings are only erected in places
where there are Christian schools. Mr Narain has large funds at his
Séﬁ&°?ﬁ& and can afford free education so that poor Christians can
-ehildren to school there too. According to the law his
schools are religiously neutral, but as the teachers are mostly Hindus
the children are unperceptivly drawn into the Hindu influence.
Thus the heightened school activity of the church can be understood
from this point of view.

2. the religidﬁﬁ t!ﬂtruction of the children.

. On my visits in ‘ﬁhe ‘parishes we always held discussions in the various
parish-groups (catechists, teachers, women, youth) .

The question concerning religious . 1natruetion pliayed a great part every-
where. This concerns not only the school-children, but also the much
greater number of children who do not go to school.The Indian Constitu=
tion does allow the Christian churches to maintain schools, but where

these schools are dependant on government subsidies the local authori-

. ties try to neutralise them. IkxRhexkzazhersxiaxexgrawingxaiffizuiiies

' made more and more difficult for religion teachers to give lessons in

school-rooms and school hours. Here too the growing influence of Nimdinx
orthodox Hindus is making itself felt.

3. Gathering of Laymen

The new Secretary of the church, Horo, belongs to the young intelli-
gencia of the Adivasi, of which we have already heard., To this group
belongs also a lay-movement which is led by Mr. Kandulna of Jamshed=
pur. Beyond the Pro¥ince of Behar are also small educated Adivasi
circles whaf blong to ow church. They must be gatheredifor cooperation’
in church work. We do not want to happen what geneérallly happens in
the old churches, that the educated distance themselves from the
church. The willingnes to work actively in the ehurch is especially
visible among the young representatives of these circles, and this
momERk must not be missed, even if the youmger generation opposes
chance, * 1 MV questions. The GhuwehiCouncil must be made willing
to listen to these voices. :

4, Church property.

on my visits I only received a very general idea of the church propersy
that the old missionaries made over to the young church; but it seems
to me that the church is so rich in landedrproperty Eﬁat it could easi

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land. As I am no expyert I cannot’ v criticise,but I have a suggestion
to make. Bishop Sandegren told me that the Tamil church was expecting

a German agriculture-expert back, who had already worked in the Leipzig
Mission. He would agree to lend him to the Gossner Church for 2 or
three months in erder to work out an expert opinion mmxknEsExquasiioms
in this matter. President Lakra with whom I discussed the question
gladly accepted this suggestion.

5. The isolation of the missionaries in the church, which really exists,
must be overcome in some way if their work is to bear fruit. A beginning
vas made througgamg dgurney on which the missionaries accompanied me

in turns. We discovered=n that many parishes did not know anything at al
about them. After they had addressed the congregations they were asked
to come again. This observation leads me to thRExsuEErsktiaonxihaix sug-

make thelr viaiting tours together with missionaries. This kind of
cooperation of our missionaries with leading personaﬁétles of the

courch seems to me the best way to learn to know eachother and to eli-
minate tensions.

6. I cannot report on the mission work of the church before I have
sited the fields in Surgguja, Singbhm and Bamra.

As to Assam I feel that beyond the Feneral appeal for mission it
would be necessary and possible to 4 -5 of the richest Assam-
congregations tExpayxkiexsakaryxfa gxeatexhist to maintain one
catechist each for full-time warkximxihexieagazrdems mission-work in
the teagardens by paying their salaries.

7. Finally I only want to mention that the question of the new con-
atltutilon of our church is being discussed lively among pastors and
above all in the lay-group. It was for good -reasons that the origina-
tor of this constitution, Dr.Struck, suggested dsgemkmaiizazimmxx
exnfRrringxthexanthorisationx decentralisation of the central agwimisk -
administry and conferring kheix its powers to 15 synods. That seems

to me rather two much; it would mean 16 preésidents instead of one.

I am rather disquited about the article according to which the Preside
adent and the Secretary of the church are te be re-elcted every 4 yours
(after the pattern of the American Constitution). This order contributks
largely to the danger of the church splitting into parties and cre-
ating rivalries. What could a President and a secretary achieve in

4 years that would have permanent value. As far as I I have heard

there are voices who demand a revision of the Constitution. I was

asked tp provide German church constitutions for comparison. This
question seems to me to need very delicate treatment. Only the church
itself and its deading authorities can deciggoégeagiasmatter.

Hiermit mochte ich Ihnen einen Zwischenbericht iiber meine Reiz® geben.
Sie begann, wo einmal die evangelische lMission in Indien iiberhaupt be-
gann: in Trankebar. Ich traf gerade zum Neujehrs-Gottesdienst der Ge-
meinde dort ein und hielt im AnschluB daran cine Ansprache. Die Gemein-
de ist erstaunlich klein. Der Grund dafiir ist einfach darin zu schen,
daB Trankebar eine sterbende Stadt ist. Sie lecbt davon, dal sowchl die
Tamulenkirche wie auch die romisch-katholische Mission dort ein Schul-
zentrum besitzen. In den Ferien ist die Stadt und auch die Kirche wie
ausgestorben. Sowohl die Tamulenkirche wie auch die Regierung haben
Wicderbelebungsversuche unternommen, die ein wenig romantisch anmuten,
aber verstdndlich sind; denn Trankebar ist gesdttigt von Geschichte.
Ich bin dankbar dafiir, dafl meine Reise doxrt begann.

Am Sonntag nach Neujahr hatte ich in Macdras die Predigt zu hal-
ten. Bischof Sandegren selbst iibernahm die Ubersetzung ins Tamulische.
Dann fuhren Bischof Sandegren, sein Bruder und ich zusammen zu der
Triannual Conference der FELC nach Rajahmundri. Wir hatten auf der
Fahrt eine gute Gelegenheit, iiber alle fiir die indische Missionsarbelt
wichtigen Fragen zu sprechen. Auch die Probleme der Evang.-Luth. GoB-
nexkirche von Chota Nagpur und Assam wurden bis in die Finanz- und
Personal-Fragen hinein diskutiert: Es stzllte sich dabeil heraus, daB
unsere Meinungen weitgele nd iibereinstimmi n.

An dor Konferenz in Rajshmundri, die vom 4. - 7.1l. stattfand,
war ich aktiv nur durch einen Vortrag iiber die kirchliche Lagse in Ost-
deutschland beteiligt, den ich gleich am ersten Abend hielt. Ich war
aber sehr dankbar fiir die Gelegenheit, recht viel ilber die gegenwirti-
ge Lage der Mission in Indien zu sehen und zu horen. Die fiir mich wich-
tigsten Punkte der Tagesordnung waren folgznde:

l, Das Calcutta - Werk, das von der Federation finanziert ind von der
GoBnerkirche durchgefiihrt wird.

Es handelt sich um die Sgmmlung dexr in Calcutta lebenden Lutheraner
zu einer Gemeinde.

2. Das Surguja - Committee, das die Missionierung des ehemaligen Fiir«
stenstaates Surguja durch rund 100 Uraun-Pastoren und -Katechisten
der GoBner-Kirche finanziert. Soweit ich sehen kann, vollzisht sich
jetzt die dortige Arbeit reibungslos. Nur die Frage, ob die dort
gewonnenen Christen der Golner-Kirche angeschlossen werden oder eine
eigene Kirche bilden sollen, ist noch ungeklért.

5+ Die Frage einer lutherischen Kircheneinheit in Indien und eines
Kirchenbundes mit allen in Indien arbeitenden protestantischen De-
nominatiqonen. Der zu dieser Frage gefaBte Beschlul lautet wirtlich:
"We keep in mind the final goal and beliesve that every stepleading
us nearer to it should be carefully considered, whether it be a
Fcderation of all Protestant Churches in India oxr otherwise." -

Ich hatte aber den Eindruck, daB schon dor cxste Schritt, die Bil-
dung einer gezinten lutherischen Kirche in Indien, mit der auch die
Fruge einer bischoflichen Verfassung zusammenhéngt, auf Schwierig-
keiten stoBt. So beklagte sich Bischof Sandegren dariiber. da3d ihm
in dieser Frage gerade seine Tamulen wenig Versténdnis entgegen-
brédchten.

Es fiel auf, daB
sich unter ihnen im Gegensatz zu allon anderon Kirchen kein Missionax
befand. Bischof Sandegren machte don Vorschlag, die GoBner-Kirche darum
zu bitten, daB in Zukunft auch einer unserer Missionare zu den Konferen-
zen der Federation entsandt werden solle. Die Zahl dexr indischen Deli-~
gierten brauche nicht verkiirzt zu werden. Es sei technisch moglich,
einem weiteren Delegierten Sitz und Stimme zu geben. Die Reisekosten
solle die GoBnersche Missionsgesellbchaft iibernehmen. Ich werde dicseor
Anrcgung gern nachkommen und dem Church Council in Ranchi das Angobot
Bischof Sandegrens unterbreiten. Auf Grund meinor =igenen Eindrxiicke hal -
te ich die Teilnahme unserer Missionare an solchen Missionskonferenzen
filr geeignet, sie aus ihrer Isolierung herauszulosen, die weder fiir sie
selbst, noch fiir die GoBner-Kirche fruchtbar sein kann.

Ich selbst nahm die Gelegenheit wahr, die Vertreter der ver-
schiedenen lutherischen Kirchen in Indien persdnlich kennenzulernen.

Es scheint, daB zwischen der Tamulen- und der Telegu-Kirche eine dhn-
liche Rivalit#dt besteht, wie die zwischen den Urauns und Mundas in un-
soror eigenen GoBner-Kirche. Es spiclen da gewisse Minderwertigkolts-
komplexe der einen Gruppe gegeniiber der anderen eine Rolle. Das schoin’
mir auch der Grund dafiir zu sein, daf es mit der Frage der Einigung
sller lutherischen Kirchen in Indien nicht recht vorwédrts geht. Eine
Gruppe filrchtet dann, von der anderen {iberfahren zu werden. Das ist

zwar keine Begriindung aus dem Heiligen Geilst, aber ein Faktum, mit dom
man rechnen vtnd auf irgeneine Weise fertig zu werden versuchen mub.

Mit der Santal- und Jaipuwr-Kirche wurden Besuche vereinbart.

Am 9. Januar besuchte ich einen Teil der Calcutta-Gemeinde, 2
die zu einem erheblichen Teil aus der gehobenen Schicht der Adivasis
(Urauns, Mundas, Oriyas und einzelnen siidindischen Lutheranern) be-
steht. Ich war diesmal bei den christlichoen Eisenbahnern zu Gasto. Dox
Gastgeber war ein Diningcar-Managor. Das Esson machte einem indischen
Diningcar alle Ehre. Unter den Gemeindegliedexrn war auch ein Ingenieur,
der frither in den Tata-Werken gearbeitet hatta.

Hier stieB ich nun zum ersten Mal auf die neue Generation der
Adivasi, der ich spdter in Chota-Nagpur immer wieder begegnon sollte
(Clorks, Teachers, Politicans, Drivers, Railwaymon und andere), dic
dic Triger des Fortschritts sind. Es wird sshx darauf ankommen, sic
bei dor Kirche festzuhalten und ihnen die Stellung einer mitbastimman-.
den Laiengruppe einzurdumen.

Am 10. Januar traf ich dann in Ranchi ¢in und wurde dort mit
einer Hberwidltigenden Herzlichkeit empfangen.

Zieht man davon allos
t'berschwengliche ab, das zur indischen Hoflichkeit gehirt, so bleibt
doch noch ein wirklich ehrlicher Rest von Lisbe und echter Anhénglich-
keit an die alte Mission.

Duroh meine Besuche habe ich nur zincn ungeféhren Begriff von
der GroBe des kirchlichen Eigentums bcokommen, das die altun llis-
sionare der Jungen Kirche iibareignut habon. Darnach scheint mir
die Kirche so roich an Landbesitz zu soin, daB sie ihre finanzi-
ellen Note leicht beheben kdnnte, wenn sie das Kirchenland recht
auszunlitzen verstiinde. Aus Mangsl an Sachkenntnis maBe ich mir
hier keine Kritik an, habe aber einen bestimmten Vorschlag 3zu
machen. Bischof Sandegren berichtote mir, daB die Tamulenkirche
einen schon frither in der Leipziger lMission tdtigen landwirt-
schaftlichen Sachverstindigen aus Deutschland zurlickerwartee. Er
ist bereit, ihn filr 2 - 3 Monate der GoBner-Kirche guszuleihen,
um ein Gutachten zu dieser Frage zu erarbalten. Président J.
Lakra, mit dem ich dariiber sprach, willigte gern in diesen Vor-
schlag ein.

Die Isolierung der Missionars in der Kircha, die zwelfellos be-
steht, muB irgendwie aufgehoben werdsn, wsnn ihr Dienst wirklich
fruchtbar sein soll. Ein Anfang dazu wurde durch meine Relse ge-
macht, auf der mich die Missionars-Briider abwechselnd begleite-
ten. Bs zeigte sich, da8 sie vielen Gemeinden vollig wunbekannt
waren. Nachdem auch sie zu den Gemeinden gesprochen hatten, wur-
den sie zur Wiederkehr eingeladen. Aus dieser Beobachtung heraus
mSchte ich dem Church Council den Vorschlag machen, die Missio-
nare zu dem Besuchsdienst der Gemeindzn sténdig heranzuziehen.
Eine solche praktische Zusammenarbeit unserer Missionare mit den
filhrenden Perstnlichkeiten der Kirche scheint mir auch der beste
Weg zu sein, sich gegenseitig kennanzulérnen und Spannungen aus-
zuschlieBen.

We visited a tea-garden and a viilage parish. In the Tea.garddns we
unconeiously had the impressionthat here in the North of India the
last remnants of the old imperialism were deliberately clung to. "Tha
fact is" the British Tea-garden-manager whose guests we were said,"the
capital is in cur hands and sp are the tea-gardens and the labourers.
Here we are still the lords". Kind as he was to us, he did not agree -
with"ittitude towards the Indian Christizns, and gave us practical
tdeas examples of his pedagogies which contrasted to our ideas. He
wantied to demonstrate before all ¢yes taht kulis must he tremted as
kulis: a difficult situation for the Indian Pastor whose task. it is
to gather the Christian workers in the tea plamtations. At the same -
time it makes it clearer why the labourers want to buy a plot of Govern
ment land as soon as they have saved énough, and to settle as free pea-
sants. That is the same for Christians and non-Christians. Tp the
Christian labourers the tea-gardens are "Bgypt" and the new sesttlements
"Canaan", We nad a good illustration of this transition from one world
to another on our next visit to a village of this kind. The house in
which W@ lived was quite newly bdbuilt - without a nail or synthetic bind
ang nnateryiooo of thousand yeer old handicraft. The congregation had
also already Wought a plot for the church and built a temporary and ai
brightly colured chureh of bamboo and paper for our visis. -

The A divasis love for their soil is a power that must be respected in
the building of the Church. After our visit to the tea-gardens we well
understeod their sense for liberty. We brought our food with us frém
the tea-gardens, and it shows the sénse of mumour among the Adivasis
when the @hristians spoke of "meat from Egypt".

The situation in the tea-gardens of Assanm is quite different. The work
there dates 50 years back.

The programme has been carried through in the order planned. Thus I
firet saw the Uroan Country and then the Muada country. Then President
Joel Lakra and 1 visited Missiovary Gausdal of the Santal-Church in
Bena_aria. Here oloser Cooperation between the two churches was agreed
on. The Santal-Church promised to provide two 3antal-catechists for
the missionary work of the Gossner Church among the Ho. It intends to
send girl-aggila 0 our Tabita-School in Govind ur. Besides it is pre-
pared to » a teacher for our taeological school in Ranchi, and

this is to take Santal-students. Purther cooperation has been taken
into consideration for the future. :
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In Serampur Colilege the annual Convocation to wnich representatives
of all Protestant churches in India had come was being held. I was
ask d to report on the situation of theo.ogical research and church
iife in Germany during the Sunday service. I exchanged experiences

1 had hitherto made with Bishop Sandegren who had also come to Seram=-
purs We both had the impression that the visiting tour had been a
sucgess. -

After a second visit to the Calcutta parish where I held the service,
we started on the journcy to the Duars and to Assam. Here the Gossner
Church foilows the Christians from Chota Nagpur who have emigrated %o
the ¢t ens. The work in Assam began in 150l, and in the Duars
(the hills at the foot of the Himalaya, south of Darjeeling) the work
has began recently. The Mundas in As:zam and the Urosns in the Duars
first go as labourers into the plantations, and then seek and find a !
nev home as free settlers, The Christian Uroans in the Duars had hither:
to been lovked after by the Scotoh Mission (Reformed), but they felt
neglected and asked to be joined to their native Church. After some
debating an agreement was reached with the Jcoteh Mission a cording to
which every Christian who frmally applies can be relesased from the Y
Scoteh Mission and join the Duar Synod which is affiliated to the GE
without further formalities. The same procedure takes place for those
gno :?:xuu want to become melers of the Mission of tne Church of
SQO0T » e ' ' :

We visited a tea-garden and a village parish. In the Tea.garddns we
unconciously had the ilgrunsio hat here in the North of lndia the
last remnants of the old imperialism were deliberately clung to. "The
fact is" the British Tea-garden-masager whose guests we were said,"the
capital is in our hands and 8o are the tea-gardens and the labourers.
Here we are still the loxde". Kind as he was to us, he did not agree
with attitude towards the Indian Christians, and e us practical
tdeas examples of his pedagogics which contrasted to our ideas. He
wanted to demonstrate before all eyes talt kulis must he treated as
kuiis: a daifficult situation for the Indian Pastor whose task: it is
to gather the Christian workers in the tea plamtations. At the same %
time it makes it clearer why the labourers want to buy a plot of Govern
ment land as suon as they have saved en s and to settle as free pea-
santa. That is the same for Christians and non-Christians. Tp the '
Christian labourers the tea-gardens are "Egypt" and the new segtlements
"Canaan", We had a good illustration of this transition from ome world
to another on our next visit to a village of this kind. The house in
*h§°ﬂa'. iived was quite newly built - without a nail or synthetiec bind
- sterpicce of thousand year old handicraft. The congregation had
also already Wought a plot for the church and built a temporary and ai
brigh¥ly coiured chureh of bamboo and paper for our visit.

The A-divasis love for their soil is a power that must be respected in
the building of the Church. After our visit to the tea-gardens we well
understeod their sense for liberty. We brought our food with us frém
the tea-gardens, and it shows the sense of humour among the Adivasis
when the @hristiens spoke of "meat from Egypt".

The situation in the tea-gardens of Assam is quite different. The work
there dates 50 years back. The relations between teca-garden managers
and pastor is excellent everywhere « The labourcrs who have lived there
for generati.ns have long joined 4m & settlement and have bdome rich,
We vidited a Christian vil where they had crops of 100 owt frém
1l owt rice. Here the bibli measureé of the hundredfold fruit ned sa
ally been attained.There is no guestion nowever, that the spiritual
1ife in Assam has suffered. The parish is secure and saturated, and
only the faot that it has excellent pastors saves them from greater
harm. The pastors nave seen to it that churches and chapels are built
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everywhere. Thus since the missionaries have been away 7 large new b
churches and 5-6 new chapels have been built. But there is one thing
nissing in Assam which is there in Chota Nagpur: the small stratum !
of the new intel igencia. For thi:s reason the President and the Secres |
tary of the church who accompanied me on my whole journey are especial ]
iy keen on founding Christian chools in Assam. :

The second thing which had to be pointed out everywhere is the lack i
of sense for missioning. In the Duars there are 3000 Uroan Christians
attached to the Gossner Church. 1000 Cht¥istians belong to the Scoteh
Mission; but there are about 300 000 non-Christian Urcens, and nobo-
dy does any missioning amo: g them.

In Assam Shere are 1,.,900.000 non-Christians, imsigrants from Chota-
Nagpur, but our 20 000 Assam Christians do not care about them.

There is no question that here the Gossner Church fails if it only ree
ceives the Goapel for itself without pmssing it on to others, and in
our minds rose the vision of the 0ld missionaries whonm we oughttdo

guise of myths. Discussions With teachers resulted in the ehurch
finding it negessary to arrange a Christian education scheme "along
the ;0hocls" and %o train active Christian teachers for 4%, but also
Speecial church teachers. This would be a ficld for the activities of
laymen. The two Indian students Surin acd Bage are to be commisdoned
for this work when they return from Germany; but it saould be imme-
diately seen to that Children's service ik held regularly and that
Sunday schools are arranged where they do not yet exist.,

Hier geht die GoBner-Kirche den aus dem Steamnland Chota Nagpur in
die Teegirten ausgewanderten Christen nach. Die Arbeit in Assam
datiert von 1901, die in den Duars (Vorbergen des Himalaja, siidlich
Darjeeling) ist neuesten Datums. In Assam sind es die lMundas, in den
Duars die Urauns, die zuerst als Plantagenarbeiter und dann als freie
Siedler eine neue Heimat suchen und finden. Die¢ christlichen Urauns
in den Duars waren bisher von der reformiertzn schottischen Mission
betreut worden. Sie filhlten sich aber vernachlédssigt und batem ihre
Heimatkirche um AnschluB.

In den
Teegédrten drédngte sich ganz unwillkiirlich dar Bindruck auf, daf hier,
im Norden Indiens, noch ein letzter Rest dis alten Imperialismus be-
wuBt festgehalt en wird:"Was wollen Sie," sagte zu uns der britische
Tecegarten-Manager, der uns als seince Gastc aufgenomucn hatte, "das
Kapital ist in unseren Hiandon, die Teegarten und die Arbeiter; hiex
sind wir noch die Herren." - So freundlich er zu uns war, so wenig
war er mit unserem Verhdltnis zu den indischen Christen einverstan-
den und gab uns handgreifliche Beispisele fiir s2ine, unserem Verhalten
entgegengesetzte Piddagogik. Er wollte vor aller Augen eindriicklich
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machen, daf Kulis ¢ben als Kulis zu behandeln seien: eine schwierige -
Situation filr den indischen Pastor, der die christlichen Arbeiter in
der Teegéirten zu sammeln hat. Zugleich wird der Wunsch der Arbeiter
versténdlich, sobald wie moglich mii dem ersparten Geld ein Stiick
Regierungsland zu erwerben und sich dort als freie Bauern anzusie-
deln. Das gilt flir Chxisten und Nicantchristen! Der christliche Ar-
beiter empfindet die Tesgfrten als "Agypien® und die neue Bauernsficd-
lung als "Kanaan".

stédndlich. Den Proviant hatten wir uns freilich aus den Teegérion mit-
gebracht. DaB der Pastor und die Christon ihn gls "Fleisch aus Agyp-
ten" bezeithnaten, zeigt zugleich den urwiichsigen Sinn fiir Humoi, den
die Adivasis haben.

Die Situwation in den Teegirten Assams ist v6llig anders. Lie
