[ Extracts from the Twenty-Second Annual Session held at
Calcutta, on 29th and 30th December, 1937.]

Resolution No. 12

“ Resolved that the Conference adopts the following statement
on mission properties. It directs its Secretary to send a copy to as
many mission boards outside India as possible inviting their comments,

1 and if possible acceptance of the principles enunciated and the
practice recommended herein.

Similarly each affiliated association be asked to forward copies
to the Secretaries of the missionary societies in their provinces for a
similar purpose,

i The Conference further resolves that in all cases where sale of

mission property is decided upon by any society, to which objection
is taken by the Indian members of the Church connected with the
Society, the Indian Christian associations should secure all the rele-
vant facts from both parties and give them publicity if necessary.
The associations should also help in bridging about  just’ settlement,
Wherever necessary the assistance of the All-India Conference of
Indian Christians may also be requisitioned.

Resolved further that the replies received from the missionary
societies in response to the statement be published in a pamphlet
form and the matter again considered next year in the light of
them ”

Statement on Mission Property as‘ﬁdopted by the Conference

The All-India Conference of Indian Christians is deeply con-
cerned at the misunderstanding, which has arisen in certain places
between the Indian Christians and the missionary societies, con-
cerning the sale of so-called mission property. Any public
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controversy on such an important issue is likely to injure seriously the
common cause which the missions and the members of the Indian
Churches share. It is, therefore, advisible that opportunity for
friction should be altogether eliminated and this can only be done
if there is clear understanding. mutual trust, and sense of fair play
and equity. The Conference is aware that some groups have
acted hastily with undue emotion and without ascertaining all
the relevant facts. At the same time missions on some occasions
have taken action in complete defiance of Indian Christian opinion
and with utter callousness of their feelings. The Conference dis-
approves of both these attitudes.

The disposal of property is an important matter to the life of
the Indian Church. Therefore, we will welcome a clear statement
from responsible missionary leaders as to the basic principles: under-
lying the disposal of property in India.

On our part we take this opportunity to sState our views as
clearly as we can: (1) It is our firm conviction that in no case
should a place of worship be sold. The Indian sentiment is entirely
opposed to such a sale. In the opinion of a large number of our
community it will be a saerilegious act. A place of worship cannot
be the material property of a missionary society. They are only
trustees. The sooner these churches are handed over to duly in-
corporated Trusts in India the better for all concerned. In spite
of this, if decision is made to sell any regular place of worship it
should be the duty of all Christians to make known their abhorrence
at the deed and take every possible step open to a Christian to
combat it.

(2) The other properties stand on a diflerent footing. But
with regard to them we consider it essential that responsible Indian
members of the church concerned should be taken into fullest
confidence.

The Churches in India were brought into existence by the
older Churches of the West. We are not unmindful of the most
precious gift we have thus received from them. We are grateful for
their long and devoted ministry. They had accepted the respon-
sible role of a trustee. Money and property was entrusted to them
for a dual purpose, namely, the spread of the Gospel and the
nurture and development of the young Church, the result of their
labours. It, therefore, becomes incumbent upon the societies to
exercise vigilence and to consult opinion in India at every step.

(3) The mission properties may be classified into four
calegorics :

L#
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(a) Mission bungalows and other similar property, primarily
constructed or purchased for the use and comfort for the mission-
aries sent from abroad. If such properties are no longer required
they are obviously the assets of the society to which they belong.
No objection can be taken to their sale by any reasonable person,
and to the appropriation of their sale proceeds by them for their
exclusive use.

(b) There are some properties used [or institutions designed to
propagate the Gospel in India like schools, hospitals. orphanages,
etc., the entire money [or the construction of which was subscribed
by the Christians of the West. '

If the opinion is agreed that such institutions are no longer
required for their original purpose, land and buildings may well be
sold. In most cases the value of land would have increased
enormously, and it does not seem right for a missionary society to
appropriate the whole of the “Unearned Increment’ for their
central funds. In most other countries of the world such increments
are subject to heavy taxation. Therefore, ithe societies should
ponder if morally an equity has not been established whereby parts
of the proceeds at least should not be left in India for the use of the
Church in India.

(¢) There are institutions of the category mentioned above, the
funds for which were partly subscribed in India and partly sent
from abroad. In some cases the land was given by the Govern-
ment for a ‘mere song,’” or liberal grants were contributed by the
State from the revenues of India. Surely in such cases the accre-
tions to the original value for which the land was purchased and
buildings constructed are divisible in proportion between the
mission representing the older Churches and the younger Church.
This is but equitable. Any departure from this is lamentable and
morally indetensible.

(d) There was property set apart exclusively or mainly for the
use of the Christians or for the nurture of the young Church. With
regard to these surely the societies are only trustees. Missions have
been at work for over a hundred years. During this time many
religious sects have arisen in India. They were not under the
leading strings of an outside authority and today they have built
and own institutions necessary for their existence and growth. If
missions had adopted a bolder policy the Church in India might
have been in a much stronger position. At any rate, irrespective
of the source from which the money came, it was given for the
Church and the Christians. Missions were only trustees of their
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young ward. And without doubt if such properties are sold, the
money belongs to the Church morally, and it should be passed on to
the Church or at least used in India for its betterment.

These are simple principles, but in their application difficulties
may arise. However, il the Indian Church is taken in full con-
fidence in each case, and due weightage given to its views, and amic-
able settlement could be secured without any tension or msunder-
standing. Let the missions remember that the Indian Church is the
product of their labours, and the Indian Church is not unmindful of
the debt of obligation to themission. Now times, however, require
new relationships, and the * ward ’ has a right to be consulted as a
partner and a co-sharer in the work which is and should be the
common concern of both.

The plot no. 524 of Chekradharpur was originally proposed for
acquisition for a Children's Park by the Chakradharpur Mwmicipality and
was notified u/s 4 of L.A. Act for the same, The ower of plot no. 52k
objected and his petition was forwarded to Govt. recommending the objection
to be rejected. But the objection petition of thw owmer was sent back to
Deputy Commissioner, Singhbhum, calling for a further report and pointing
out that plot no. 633 (porblmf can as well serve the purpose for a Childre-
n's Park, The Land Acquisition Officer held a local inspection on 31.3.53
of plot no. 663 (portion) and has already expressed his views that Mission
would raise objection to its acquisition in his report dt. 31.3.53 a copy
of which has been forwarded to you with this office letter no. 3503R dt.
13.5.53, pointing out that the purpose of Children's Park would be served by
the acquisition of a portion out of plot no. 663 which is at present a
property of G.E.L. Church, Chotanagpur and Assam, Ranchi, and that publica-
tion of fresh notification w/s 4 of L.A. Act would be necessary if it is
decided to acquire portion out of plot no. 663. The matter is still pending
with Governmente. %
