The Pasters' refresher's course is generally held in the menths ef
March/April er Octeber of the year.The refresher's courses are subsi-
dised by L.W.F.or Gessner Mission.This year the htgh prices of conme-
dities and scarcity ceaused higher expenditure and the LWF granted the
anount for 1975 tee.This smeunt reached in time but the date eof held-
ing the refresher's course in March was pestponed due to unaveidable
reasons.As soon as the intimation ef subsidy reached us the refresher
course was fixed and scheduled for June 6-12,1975.Pasters were neti-
fied accordingly.They were alsc requested te contribute 50% eof their
ness expenses out of their Ilaka funds,which they gladly responded.
The attendance of the Pastors was rniriy well &s out of 142 Pasters
126 participated in the course.

To conduct the refresher's course smoothly and efficiently the head
office of the GFL Clmrch chalked out a routine for the classes held.
Local lecturers as well as outside lecturers were invited te deliver
their lectures on different subjects given to them.Te make their
lectures more easy to be understood they were asked to give their
written lectures which were {rintod and distributed smong the andience

iber die Verhandlungen in der Gossnerkirche im

Frihjahr 1977

Im Oktober 1976 beschloss das Kuratorium der Gossner Mission, dass der Missions-
direktor der Einladung der Gossnerkirche folgen mége, um Verhandlungen einzu-
leiten, die den Frieden zwischen den Parteien wiederherstellen oder doch den
Zwiespalt in der Kirche vermindern kdénnten.

Dies ist der Bericht der Reise. Am 12. Januar 1977 kam ich in Ranchi an; am

15. Marz 1977 verliess ich die Gossnerkirche.

Alle meine Bemiihungen blieben ergebnislos.

1.

Die Situation vor dem 13. Januar 1977

.1975 war der Versuch gescheitert, eine neue Verfassung einzufiihren. Da im

Herbst die Amtszeit der bisherigen Kirchenleitung abgelaufen war, mussten
nach den Regeln der alten Verfassung Neuwahlen stattfinden und demgeméss
eine neue Kirchenleitung (KSS) gebildet werden; d.h. alle finf Anchals
(Bezirke) hatten zundchst ihre eigene Exekutive und dazu je drei Mitglie-
der zu wdhlen, die zusammen mit einigen berufenen Mitgliedern die neue
Kirchenleitung bildeten.

Jedoch: Der Nordwest-Anchal - er reprédsentiert etwa 25 % der Kirche - weigerte
sich beharrlich, dieser Prozedur zu folgen und forderte, dass vorher alle
strittigen Verfassungsfragen geklart werden missten. Man sei nicht bereit,

in der bisherigen zentralen Kirchenverwaltung mitzuarbeiten, weil die Er-
fahrung gelehrt habe, dass alle notwendigen strukturellen Veradnderungen
durch die Mehrheit der Stimmen der Vertreter der vier anderen Anchals ver-
hindert wurde. Der Vorschlag des Nordwest-Anchals fiir eine Neuordnung der
Kirche sah deshalb zwei autonome Synoden vor, die zusammen die Gossnerkirche
bilden sollten.

Die vier anderen Anchals erkladrten sich zu Gesprédchen dieser Art nur bereit
innerhalb der legalen Kirchenleitung.

Dieser fruchtlose Disput hatte jetzt 15 Monate gedauert. Alle zentralen Auf-
gaben der Kirche (Ordinationen, theologische Ausbildung, Verwaltung des
Grundbesitzes, Aussenbeziehungen u.v.a.)konnten wdhrend dieser Zeit nicht
wahrgenommen werden.

Die neue Kirchenleitung wird gebildet

Dr. Singh hatte als amtierender Kirchenprédsident vor meiner Ankunft alle An-
chals aufgefordert, ihre Vertreter nach Ranchi zu entsenden, damit die Kir-
chenleitung gebildet werden kdénnte. Vier Anchals folgten der Aufforderung,
nicht aber der Nordwest-Anchal.




Ich ermutigte die Vertreter der vier Anchals, die in der Verfassung vor-
geschriebenen Regelungen zur Bildung der neuen Kirchenleitung zu befolgen
unbeschadet der Abwesenheit der Vertreter des Nordwest-Anchals. Zunidchst
wurde der neue Kirchenprédsident gewdhlt: Rev. Barla, bisher Adhyaksh im
Orissa-Anchal, dann sein Stellvertreter Rev. Soreng, Khuntitoli, sowie
andere "officer"; die Vorsitzenden und Mitglieder der sog. Boards -
zustandig fir Erziehung, theologische Ausbildung, Mission, Grundbesitz -
wurden ebenfalls gewdhlt.

Beztiglich des Nordwest-Anchals nahm man dankbar mein Angebot fiir Vermitt-
lungsdienste zur Kenntnis und liess im Protokoll vermerken, dass der KSS
die Tiiren offen halte fiir das Kommen des Anchals.

In der Zwischenzeit hatte ich die ersten Kontakte zur "Gegenpartei" aufge-
nommen. Auch dort wurde ich freundlich aufgenommen, obwohl man von mir
erwartete, dass ich mich gegen die Bildung der neuen Kirchenleitung aus-

. sprechen wiirde, was ich nicht tat. Man sah in der Aktion der anderen An-
chals eine feindselige Haltung und die endgiiltige Missachtung der Forderun-
gen des Nordwest-Anchals. Die vier Anchals hétten nicht das Recht, die gan-
ze Kirche zu vertreten. Der Nordwest-Anchal werde jetzt konsequent seinen
Weg fortsetzen und eine eigene Kirche griinden. Allein zu diesem Zweck soll-
ten bis Ende Januar die bislang aufgeschobenen Wahlen innerhalb des Nordwest-
Anchals zu Ende gebracht werden.

3. Zwei Kirchen?

Wahrend der weiteren Verhandlungen mit den Kontrahenten hatte ich mich mit
dem Gedanken zu befassen, ob eine Teilung der Gossnerkirche den jahrzehnte-
langen Konflikt 1&sen kdnne. Ich diskutierte diese Mdglichkeit unter dem
Stichwort: Frieden ist notwendiger als Einheit. Beides sei wiinschenswert,
aber wenn nur jeweils eines erreichbar sei, mSge man ersteres wihlen. Vor-
aussetzung sei aber, dass man zu einer giitlichen Vereinbarung k&me wie Lot
und Abraham. Dabei sei die erste Grundbedingung, dass die beiden Kirchen
geographisch voneinander getrennt seien, etwa nach den Grenzen des jetzigen
Nordwest-Anchals, so dass eine Trennung quer durch das Kirchengebiet oder
. gar innerhalb der Gemeinden verhindert werde.

Die Vertreter des Nordwest-Anchals nahmen diese Gedanken gern auf und sahen
darin einen ersten bedeutsamen Schritt auf dem Weg zu ihrem ersehnten Ziel.

Die Vertreter der anderen Anchals waren eher skeptisch. Dies wurde mir noch
deutlicher, als ich begann, alle Anchals zu besuchen und den Vorschlag auf
Gemeindeebene diskutierte. Abgesehen von der instinktiven und emotionellen
Abneigung, die historisch gewachsene Einheit der Gossnerkirche aufzugeben,
wurden vor allem zwei Argumente laut, die gegen den Vorschlag sprachen:
einmal die Erfahrung, dass Vereinbarungen nicht eingehalten werden, d.h. dass
vermutlich beide Kirchen in dem jeweils anderen Gebiet Einfluss nehmen wiirden,
zum anderen: ein Teil der Gemeinden innerhalb des Nordwest-Anchals sei gegen
eine Zweiteilung der Kirche. Letzteres wurde bestdtigt durch eine Anzahl von
Oraons, die mich eindringlich baten, nicht auf die Forderungen ihrer Fiihrer
einzugehen.

Ein erfolgversprechender Ausgleichsversuch

Anfang Februar versammelte sich der neu gewdhlte Samiti des Nordwest-Anchals
(Bezirksvorstand). Als neuer Adhyaksh wurde Rev. Ekha, Lohardaga, bestimmt.
Es kam zu heftigen Diskussionen um den zukiinftigen Weg des Anchals. Die Fal-
ken siegten, doch schien man jetzt etwas vorsichtiger zu argumentieren.

Es gelang mir, zweimal je vier Vertreter der beiden Gruppen zusammenzubringen.
Bei dieser Gelegenheit &dusserten die Vertreter des Nordwest-Anchals lberra-
schend, dass sie mbglicherweise bereit seien, sich dem KSS anzuschliessen, und
zwar, falls zwei Bedingungen erfiillt wirden. Erstens misste der Nordwest-An-
chal das Recht zur Ordination bekommen und zweitens das Recht, mit Kirchen

und Organisationen innerhalb und ausserhalb Indiens zu korrespondieren sowie
eigene Vertreter dorthin zu entsenden; kiirzer formuliert: das Recht auf eige-
ne Finanzzuwendungen.

Sonderregelungen flir einen der finf Anchals sind nach der Verfassung der
Kirche nicht méglich, wohl aber Verfassungsdnderungen, die allen Anchals

eine grdssere Autonomie geben. Dementsprechend verbreitete ich Formulierungs-
vorschldge, Uber die im Mdrz die Kirchenleitung wihrend ihrer zweiten Sitzung
entscheiden sollte. Bei den Vorgesprédchen iiber dieses Thema - etwa im
Madhya-Anchal und in Assam - meinte ich eine grosse Bereitschaft zu einem
solchen Kompromiss erkennen zu kénnen. Dass gewisse Verfassungsdnderungen
notwendig seien, um den Frieden wiederherzustellen , war ohnehin jedem klar;
und diese schienen akzeptabel zu sein. Im Grunde handelte es sich lediglich
um zwei kleine Verédnderungen im Pflichtenkatalog des Kirchenprédsidenten.

Die enttauschenden Mirz-Sitzungen

Mitte Mdrz fand die zweite KSS-Sitzung statt, und gleichzeitig traf sich der
Anchal-Samiti des Nordwest-Anchals in Ranchi.

Der KSS bedauerte, dass wiederum die Vertreter des Nordwest-Anchals die Sit-
zung boykottierten. Deren Forderung nach vdlliger Unabhdngigkeit wurde zuriick-
gewiesen, gewisse Verdnderungen der Struktur der Kirche zugunsten einer grdsse-
ren Autonomie aller Anchals jedoch fir mdéglich gehalten. Schwierig begannen die
Beratungen zu werden, sobald die "gewissen Verdnderungen" konkret beschrieben
werden sollten. Nur sehr z&gernd und eigentlich unwillig diskutierte man
schliesslich liber die einzige konkrete Vorlage, ndmlich iliber die von mir for-
mulierte Empfehlung zur Anderung der Verfassung. Einige sprachen dafir, einige
dagegen, die Mehrheit hatte keine Meinung. Meine beschwdrenden Bitten, der
Forderung nach einer 100 $igen Autonomie doch wenigstens ein kleines"Gegenan-
gebot" - als Zeichen des guten Willens - gegeniiberzustellen, verhallten. Es

kam zu keiner Abstimmung und zu keiner Entscheidung. Frieden in der Kirche

kann es im Sinne der Kirchenleitung also nur geben - wider besseres Wissen -,
wenn alles beim Alten bleibt. Obwohl fiir die bessere Zukunst einige grosse
Schritte nétig wiren, konnte die Kirchenleitung nicht einmal einen kleinen
Schritt tun. Unfdhigkeit und Mangel an gutem Willen und Mut behielten die
Oberhand.

Damit war meine Mission beendet, und ich machte kein Hehl aus meiner grossen
Enttduschung; der KSS trage in vollem Masse die Mitverantwortung fiir den Zwie-
spalt in der Kirche, der nun uniberwindbar geworden sei.




Als ich dem Nordwest-Anchal die negative Entscheidung Uberbrachte, freuten
sich die Falken, weil sie sich bestdtigt fiihlten, und die anderen, die nur
zu gern die Einheit der Kirche in Frieden bewahren wollten, verstummten.

Ich erkldrte beiden Parteien, dass ich nicht mehr als Vermittler zur Ver-
fligung sténde und dass ich dem Kuratorium empfehlen wiirde, die Beziehungen
zur Gossnerkirche einzuschridnken, weil bei den Auseinandersetzungen in aller
Deutlichkeit angesprochen worden sei, warum gekémpft werde: um die Vertei-
lung der ausld@ndischen Geldmittel, des Grundbesitzes und der Amter; und

zwar in eben dieser Reihenfolge.

Ungewisse Zukunft

In den ndchsten Monaten wird es sehr wahrscheinlich zu unerfreulichen Szenen
in der Gossnerkirche kommen. Die Zeit des Abwartens ist voriliber, und jede
Gruppe wird sich auf Kosten der Gegenpartei zu konsolidieren versuchen. Der
Nordwest-Anchal wird sich vermutlich als "Ev.Luth.Gossnerkirche in Indien"
etablieren, sie wird auch das Gebiet der Ranchi-Gemeinde flir sich beanspru-
chen. Der KSS wiederum wird wohl die finanziellen Zuwendungen von der
Gossner Mission flir die Missionsarbeit im Nordwesten sperren, - das ist etwa
die Hédlfte der Gesamtmittel. Es ist zu erwarten, dass der Nordwest-Anchal
sich dann an die Gossner Mission wenden wird ; und jede Entscheidung, die
in Berlin getroffen wird, wird falsch sein. Gerichtsverfahren und einstwei-
lige Verfigungen sind ebenfalls zu erwarten, und, wie auch immer die Urteile
lauten werden, die Kirche wird grossen Schaden nehmen.

Mein Abschiedswort war die Herrenhuter Losung des letzten Sitzungstages

Thank you very much for your kind letter and copies of letters.I am sorry
that for some days I was keeping qdiet without informing you about the
development in our church.

For the Foreign Exchange Regulation Acts we are quite aware of the impli-
cations and problems.We are getting prepared for the same.Our central A/cs
are already audited as usual,but we have to look into the A/cs of the
Ilakas and the institutions.

As to the piesent situation of the church,nothing better can be said.Only a
new development seems to come up.l am keeping quiet to convene any meet of
"Informal Talks".Meanwhile Dr.Bage has offered himself to initiate talks
betweén the Anchals,and I have agreed to this,but I shall not be able to
provide any financial help and I shall sign only the final document if any
thing comes finalised.At present he has been advised to meet or write to
all Adhyakshes to get consent from all Anchals for " informal talks" and
expense to be incurred in such meetings.l am not clear whether the Anchals
will accept the "reprecsentatives" of NWA for such talks.

On 9th and 10th June'76 I have convened all Ilaka Chairmen,Anchal Adhyakshe
and Heads of the Theological institutions for "Refresher Course" to diescuss
the general situation of the church in relation to the present political
economical and social sitmation of the country.Dr.M.Bage may also come to
meet the Anchal Adhyakshes.It 1s possible and natural that we shall discuss
the present constitutinonal deadlock of the church.

At present my personal health has improved.I am getting short of Insulin
Depo Hoechst.I will be thankful if I could get the same from Germany,
between June 15-20.1I may visit Amgaon to meet Drs.Horos.

The two Synods will have their geographical jurisdiection
within which one or the other community will have its predomi-
nance. This will permit the progressive ideas to grow and deve-
lop unhindered and there will be no point and occasion for
clash between them head on as in the past . This is a new vision
of the G.E.L.Church, a Catholic vision, which must be considered
calmly and cocl mindedly by all concerned.

I am addressing this letter to you since you have
hinted at this eir point in your previous letter with the hope
that this idea will be promoted soon amd & solution must be
agreed upon by el) concerned. Your experience in different parts
of the world, particularly in this thired world, will help others
to see this point of view which have suggested. I personally
hope that you would take this matter up either formally or
informally with persons and bodies directly concerned about
the life and work of the Gossner Church.

I am hoping;éttend the D.S. adninistrative committee
meeting in the last week of June at Geneva ( 23md - 26th June.)
Hope to meet you then.

Dear Brother Seeberg,

I am replying to your letter of
January, 27,1976 after a month. During this period some —
further developments have taken place in our Church. A%
last the is broken and we are on the way to come
out of the " worse situation."

I appreciate your frankness in telling me
that the Officers of North West Anchal did make " a great
mistake" in rejecting the recommendations by the LWF and
Gossner Mission in their joint letter." I have, however,
another feeling. Even if they made mistake out of their
own conviction,#is better to make/mistake out of ones own
conviction rather than to be " yes man " in this present
day and age. Our position has proved some value for the
Church to break the dead-lock in one form at least. VWe
have helped the brethren to make a heart search as we our-
selves d and we are sure that the Gracious Lord has led
us one step further in our search for a viable solution
to the problem in our Church. I personally hope that Dr.
Singh has already informed you of the recent new develop-
ments in our Church.

I don't want the situation to be in my personal
favour. I want it to go in favour of the good health of
the Church.I am convinced that the solution we are seeking
for will be a lasting one for this Church and that the
friends at home and abroad must try to see our understan-
ding and points of views also. I am confident that no
external pressure of any short can bow us down in this matter
in this day and age. We must do or die, and the entire
responsibility must rest with the Autonomous Church here
in Chotanagpur and Assam. We again appreciate yours and -
otherg friends' concern for us. We are thankful to God for
the gift of Christian brethren, but any kind of political ‘
pressure has no place in our Scheme of things here, be they
from inside or out side of the situation.No amount of any
kind of threat is going to help us solve our problem. We
must take the matter Calm and Cool mindedly and tackle it
with adequate understanding and Christian humility. I hope
you will not mind my long letter.

Now we have begun to work for three independent
Synods in the G.E.L.Church with a Moderator to co-ordinate
us. We are taking the sociological reality seriously and
are willing to deal with it structurally for the good and
health of the Church. We are planning to maintain the unity
in diversity in the Gossner Church.We hope and believe that
the Lord will forgive us our shortcomings and bless what is
good for His Church in this part of this great Country India.

God willing I may see you in June 76.With greetings
and good wishes.

sults. Now I am free to send you a few wordseexpressing
my great disappeointmemt regarding the decision of ‘the
meeting of the Northwest Anchal. It is my strong feeling
‘that the officers of the Northwest Anchal made a great
mistake in rejecting the recommendations by LWF and
Gossner Mission in their joint letter.

The situation has become more complecated and this is
not in favour of you and your friends. Having accepted
the recommendation there was a very good hope to get the
new structure and a new comstitution of the G.E.L.Church.
It was our proposal that in January and February a new
set-up of the church would be implemented but unfortun-
ately ydu did not do the first step fearing that new dis-
. cussions would arise. Dear Brother Minz, even the best
constitution in the world needs from time to timedis-
cussions, amendments, alterations. I understand well
_enough that you are personally tired of new discussions
but now there is great silence and this is wor”
T have not in mind to make new recommendations and also
the Kuratorium does not want to do that. As Dr.Rajaratnam
already told you in his letter neither LWF nor Gossner
Mission will send a delegate to Ranchi in February but
we do hopgthat there will be initiative from your side
to give a sign of new hope. -

referring to the crisis of the GEL Church. The last letter
addressed to the chairman of the Kuratorium arrived just
at the date of the Kuratorium's meeting. Landessuperinten=-
dent Peters and the other members of the Kuratorium read
this letter. "

We feel very much with you during these days as you have
to bear the heavy burden of responsibility. Certainly it
is difficult to bring the struggling parties together (for
discussions, and failuresmeans additional stress for you.

. In view to this stress we at first think of your weak health.
The Kuratorium sends hearty greetings and good wishes' for
“you personally and hopes that you will find some steps guid-

ing to peace and reconciliation. We had long discussions

during the meeting of the Kuratorium about means and pos-

sibilities in Germany for helping GEL Church from: this

side in the present difficulties. The Kuratorium agreed

that it would not be advisable to send the Mission Director
or any other member of the Kuratorium to Ranchi in order
to help in reconciling the fighting parties. The Kurato-
rium is convinced that such an act would giive no permanent
solution.

It was also resolved that the Kuratorium is not in a po-
sition to recommend a way how the responsible persons in
Ranchi should deal with' the problems. As the recommendations
given in the joint letterxr from Geneéva were not accepted

fhe Brothers in India themselves have to seek. steps for
normalizing the situation. The Kuratorium emphasizes that
all its members stand beside the GEL Church with love

and prayer. In case the church and the struggling parties
should ask for a neutral representative from Indian Churches




we encourage you to undertake such a step and if it should
be necessary we offer our assistence i.e. for paying the
fare and hotel bills etc. of such a representative.

So far the opinion of the Kuratorium, dear Brother Singh,
which covers mine too. I must say that I am personally very
much disappointed about the development in Ranchicand I am
just as sad as you are about it. These renewed differences
destroys the trustworthyness of the GEL Church more and
‘more and as a result many good programmes i.e. mission
“ work etc. become impossible.

.You know there are many things pending - think of Surguja -

 for more than two years which ought to be solved by a prop=

. - erly functioning K.S.S. As a result of this Gossner Mission

. surely will loose its interest in programmes planned or al=-
ready started.

I will write to Dr. Minz also to-day. It is up to you how
far you intend to inform the other Church Leaders about
this letter.

Several times yvou mentioned the difficult financial situation.
In December you already received an amount of Rps 5.000,--.
o .. We are ready to transfer further amounts if necessary. Please
s ., inform us about details soon.

Dear Friends:

We would like to greet the leaders and members of the GELC and convey
to you our good wishes for a harmonious fellowship and functioning of
GELC. We recognize that the present unfortunate situation has been
caused not so much by the leaders nor by any section of the church
community, as by the unexpected, rather untimely, judgement of the
Court vacating the injunction against the Acting Pramukh Adhyaksh =
wheén elections for new officers and KSS members according to the

old Constitution, were in progress. Thus the time for implementing
the new Constitution was rather short, and on the otherhand any further
postponement would seem to create further complications.

Instead of therefore analysing the present situation, as to who is at
fault and who is not, we like to offer you the following suggestions
to move out of this present stalemate.

1. We would plead with the Anchals and the Ilakas to continue their
good work keeping their administration going.

At the same time, for the sake of order and continuity, we strongly
recommend that all of you continue to recognize the authority of
Dr. Paul Singh as Acting Pramukh Adhyaksh temporarily until the new
KSS together with the new officers is constituted.

2. In order to achieve this, it is necessary that all Anchals should
elect the new Anchal officers and KSS members, as the old KSS no
longer exists.

of s
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In other words we urge the North West Anchal to complete their
election process before Christmas this year, so that the new
KSS can be convened by the Acting Pramukh Adhyaksh as soon as
possible.

3. We further suggest that the officers of all Anchals, namely
the Anchal Adhyaksh, the Anchal Secretary and the Anchal Treasurer
meet early January to consider the following:

i) Steps to honour the decision of the outgoing KSS to im-
plement the new Constitution. . As there are fears on the part of
some Anchals that the new Constitution may not be implemented at
all, the suggested meeting of the Anchal officers may give a satis-
factory assurance to these Anchals that the new Constitution is
mandatory as accepted by the KSS5 and that there is no intention
to go back on their decision.

11) As some leaders have expressed that the new Constitution
has some unsatisfactory elements, it may be agreed at this meeting
that these unsatisfactory elements of the new Constitution, if any,
be discussed at the first meeting of the new KSS with a view to
bringing forward amendments to the new Constitution.

We however urge that those leaders who have given thought to
these new needs put them down in writing, which the Acting Pra-
mukh Adhyaksh may circulate amongst the new KSS members and new
officers of Anchals, so that there may be a meaningful discussion
at the first meeting of the KSS.

4. We further suggest that the first meeting of the KSS be held in
the third week of February, 1976. We understand the suggestion of
the leaders of GELC that representatives of the LWF and Gossner
Mission be present at the first meeting of the new KSS. As you

had earlier suggested, UELCI representatives could also be present.

If the representatives of LWF and Gossner Mission should be present
at the first meeting of the new KSS, in order that our presence
may be used to the best advantage, we desire to have sufficient

/s
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time with the leaders of GELC for fellowship and discussion in
depth of the factors which periodically lead to this kind of
situation. For this purpose we need to spend at least one week
amongst you. We could find that much time only during the third
week of February at the earliest. We would therefore be happy
to be with you at this time.

However, if the autonomous GEL Church would want to come to a
settlement of all these questions without our assistance, we
would be delighted to be told so.

In this event you can fix a date for the first meeting of the
new KSS without reference to our convenience.

5. In view of the importance of mutual understanding amongst

the leaders of the GELC, which is an important factor for fellow-
ship and working together, we suggest that the January Anchal
officers meeting as well as the first meeting of the KSS begin
with the Holy Communion Service.

We hope and pray that this letter will show everyone in GELC

our deep concern for reconciliation among you and the re-
structure of the church, so that GELC may once again emerge

as a strong and effective instrument in God's hands for further-
ing His mission in North India.

It is with deep sorrow and concern that I learn about the continued
struggle in the Gossner Church. Your letter of November 1, following
your cable, was no surprise to me. When Dr. Minz was in Geneva in
October, Dr. Rajaratnam and I had long conversations about the problems
in your church.

My views are:

e wdks The roots of the-problems of the Gossner Church are of such-a

. deep, partly personal and partly sociological, nature, that unless
they are clearly identified and analyssd, any efforts by "outsiders"
to serve as reconciliators, who can observe the surface only of your
problems, are doomed to failure. This was my experience last time I
visited you as a reconciliator - an efZort that apparently failed. It
was only in the second part of that mecting, that I started to be aware
of the deep, personal conflicts invoived, as well as some of their connec—

. tions with sociological factors. Whatever positive results that came out

of this my previous visit to Ranchi, was just a scratching of the surface -
and in a short time the conflict started all over again. The same would
happen again unless all concerned now are ready tc come to grips with
2ll the roots of the problems.

2. This also involves a reconsideration of the entire structure of your
church. Both the previous and the present constitution appear to presuppose
a unified church, consisting of people of many different backgrounds.

* Is there in your church, so diversified in sociological backgrounds, a
real wish to maintain the unity? Are Lhe frustrated minority groups having
difficulties in expressing within the present structure their own identity
within majority groups? Are the majority groups ready to accept that their

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opinions must not necessarily be imposed on others, are they prepared
to listen and to understand numerically weaker partners in the church?
Have you seriously considered as an alternative a federal structure

of the church with greater autonomy to each side?

3. Are all those now being on the KSS really representative of the
members of the congregations? If so, are they willing to meet in a
spirit of reconciliation and without putting group - or personal pres-—
tige in the first place? This "spirit of reconciliation" was not very
prevailing during my last visit to Ranchi - there were so many personal
interests, so much suspicion between the groups, that the now prevailing
regrettable result could be foreseen. P
. I can see ncla use in my coming to Ranchi unless these and other ques-—
tions are first dealt with by all the responsible, duly elected lead-
ers of the Gossner Church. Dr. Rajaratram is informed of your request
and will no doubt contact you from Madras; where he is at present.
He will then inform me of his evaluation of your situation on his return
to Geneva.

I am surprised to see the contents of the minutes of
the full KSS meeting dated 30.10,75 specially item 4(A)=(F),
The mesolution is neant to put the blame of the South East
Anchal for absence of their members on 30,10.75 in the KSS
meeting. The resolution is completely prejudicial and mise
guided and is not consistent with facts and situation of the
church,

There has been no cause for any constitutiomal deadlock and
for from the need for declaring an emergency in the church,

The S.E.Anchal has completely and in full obedience of the
church constitution, implemented the provisions of the consti-
tution in respect of elections and the orders of the KSSS
minutes dated 27«28 August'!?5.

If there 1s any constitutional deadlock and co=ordination of
Anchals has been impossible, it is entirely due to the Northe
West Anchal which refused and intentionally vioclated the
orders of the KSSS vide minutes KSSS dated 27-28 August'75.
and the provisions of the church constitution, This blame
cannot be thrown upon the head of the S,E,Anchal,

When the injunction suit kxx was vacated on 27the Sept.?!'75 you
as Acting Pramukh Adhyaksh and the KSS Secretary have utterly
failed to inform the Anchals in time, If you would read fthe
KSS Officers! minutes dated 16th Octeober'75 carefully, You will
find that the date on which the injunction was vacated is

not recorded, This makes a different picture. You waited i
for long time to inform and the S,E,Anchal received the informgs
tion only on 22nd October'75 when the S,E,Anchal, the Orissa
Anchal and the Assam Anchal had completed their electioen
(vide KSS Officers' meeting dated 16,10.75) when the elections
were on, the KSS Officers had ne constitutional authority to
state that " according to the present constitution is not
necesasarym,.

This very sentence which is meant to be the " feeling " of the
KSS Officers is a dangerous step, This clearly shows that the
officers wanted to sabotage the elections and wanted to. create
a constitutional deadlock, The KSS of 30.10,75 was misguided
by misrepresentation and had no legal authority to act om
behalf of the church which was outgoing and its life was to
terminate the next day. No constitutional authority or body in
human society at the event of the termination of its term or
life ever takes a vital decision when the incoming authority
is waiting at the door.

convene the meeting of the new Azkimg Anchal Adhyaksh to elect

It is very unfortunate that before even taking the authoritjes
of the S.E,Anchal into confidence you have advised the old
KSS on 30,10.75 to inform the Gossner Mission and the LWF of
the situation reated imtentionally by by the old KSS and
therehy blaming the S,E,Anchal, The outgolng XSS and its efficers
have evidently decided wk%xk not to co-operate with the S.E.
Anchal, This is an unhelpful attitude and a destructive spirit,
In this way it would be difficult to resolve the deadlock with
this attitude,

; The new constitution which is #é be implemented can be done

1 only through the new KSS which is to be constitutedimmediately.
The progess has to be worked out by you according to the

. present m&;&' if you would realise that the Pramukh Adhyaksh
is the symbol of the unity of the church, You have to act
according to the present constitution and take the confidence
of the newly elected officers of the Anchals and the K,S5S.S.
members,

I would therefore advise you to immedately convene the meeting
of the newly elected Anchal Adhyakshas and proceed the election
of the Pramkh and the Up-Pramukh Adhyaksh and call the new
KSS to order,

If one of the Adhyakshas do not mmms co-operate in this, the
remaining ones can go ahead and elect a Pramukh Adhyaksh. The
church cannot be left in a vacum created artificially.

I must explicitly state that the deadlock has been brought not
by the absence of s.E. Anchal members but by the decision of the
old KSS to declare an emergency. Since the old KSS is dead,
vou are the only authority te act in co=operation of the newly
elected Anchal Adhyakshas and the KSS members.

May I know from you when?%%uld
elected Adhyakshas. Any"delay would be dangerous which will
complegate the matter further. The §.E,Anchal cannot be held _
responsible for the situation created by the old KSS on‘30.11.75.

As per deriection of Rev Dr C.K.P.3ingh, Acting
Pramukh Adhyaksha GELC in his letter o 865/75/KS5-134 dated
17th Nov 75, the North West Anchal of the GEL Church submits
the following to you in response to the letter of Dr Helberg
dated 7th Nov 75, a copy of which has been forwarded to us, and
the gist of the letter of Director Seeberg contained in the
letter of Dr Singh referred to above.

(1) That a real crisis in-fact took place in the GELC
on the 30th Oct 75 when the South East Anchal boycotted the dully
convened KSS for the specified purpose (to take steps) to imple~
ment' the New Constitution. The total wilful absence of S.E.Anchal
members without any information whatsoever in full KSS meeting on
the 30th of Oct 75 created a constitutional deadlock and thereby
caused a real crisis in the G.E.L.Church with an unbridgable gap

of confidence and trust amongst us and destroyed the
co-ordination among different Anchals.

This unbridgable gap was substantiated on the 12th
of Nov 75 when Dr K.Rajaratnam, the Asia Secretary brought us
together in the Railway Hotel, Ranchi for discussion to resolve
the deadlock and over come the crisis. It became abundantly clear
on that day, even for Dr K.Rajaratnam, that the Ss.EsAnchal awsl
representatlves of other sector are not ready to yeild even an
inch from their stand which they have taken from 30th Oct 75.
That they are unwilling to grant even a simple token of trust
and confidence that the New Constitution would be implemented.

(2) That the total and wilful absence of Se.E.Anchal
and of like minded members from other Anchals in persuasion, on
30th Oct 75, has established a parting point in the GEL Church
between two sections holding different points of views and out=-
loeks thevunwillingness to show even a simple token of confidence
gas gi:enhgnpucca seal to that parting point in our church. There-

(3) That in the opinion of North West Anchal

Dr Carl J Helberg has rightly pointed out "the root of the
problems of the Gossner Church are of such a deep, partly
personal and partly sociological nature", that they need to be
clearly identified and analysed. Observation of the surface of
the problem and finding solutions to them will be mere patch
work and simply waste of time and energy of all concerned.
According to Dr Hellberg's observation all concerned now must

. The North West Anchal has a basic agreement
with Dr Hellberg and is willing to come to grips with all the
roots of problems and is ready to identify and analyse them
and finally take a definite stand for the solution of our pro-
blems once and for all.

e To substantiate our basic stand waa hunmbly
submit before you for your information that our church has not
lagged behind in identifying and analysing the deep rooted
personal and sociological factors persisting in our church but

at the same time, we admit, that an attempt has alweys been made
to have a unified church inspite of the diversified sociological
backgrounds. To this very end the present constitution of 1960
created different Anchals as "self contained" and "self-governing
organisational unit of the Church", as " autonomous bodies," with
a right of veto in "an independent corroborative vote" against
the decisions of K85, In the place of Mahasabha (General Assembly)
a central body of KS5 (Central Advisory Committee) was created,
which, though was named purely an advisory body, yet in course

of time it became in fact an executive as well as legislative
body, with the same old methods of scheming and releasing forces
of machinasations in the administration. To mitigate the problems,
an attempt was mede and North West Anchal submitted a draft of
proposed constitution to the KSS which was circulated in the
church with basic structural change by its decision dated 26-28
August, 1968 but it remained a draft and fell a victim to the
corroborative vaétes of the Anchals. This attempt proved fruitless
and it was & simply “waste of money and energy.

The experiences of the past and the urgent need
of change in the administrative system prompted the Executive of
the church and the KSS to take the drastic decision of 30 October,
1973 as the only possible remedy to bring about a change in the
administrative pattern of the church by adoption of new constitu-
tion. However, the experiences and events of the last two years
have elearly indicated that the forces underlying in the Church
have regrouped and re-aligned themselves and have asserted once
again vehemently in torpedoing the implementation of the New
Constitution on 30-10-75 which in our opinion was a best kind
maximum autonomy to the different units amd at the same time
naintaining a unified structure of the church. Thus an attempt to
have a constitution or federal structure of the chureh with greater
autonomy to the units is also destroyed and the North West Anchal
becomes helpless so far as conciliation and co-ordination among
the different Anchals is concerned, and all hopes for it stand

Ghattered. It is once again a sheer waste of timeg, energy and
moneye.

Lieber Martin,

Du weiBRt, daB ich vor Wochen Besuch hatte: Nirmal Minz und Bruder
Hess, von Bruder von Stieglitz vorangemeldet, und Schwester Ilse,
v6llig iliberraschend. Alle Besucher waren uns herzlich willkommen,
vor allem Ilse, die wir schon so lange nicht gesehen hatten. Nun
war sie da: frisch, frei, fromm und fir ihre neuen Aufgaben in der
Heimatarbeit bereit. Mége sie in den Gemeinden eine gute Aufnahme
finden!

Bruder Hess und Ilse brachten uns die gute Nachricht, daB Ihr eine
Troika gebildet habt, die nach Ranchi reisen sall, um das Papier
der indischen Kirchenleitung gemeinsam zu beraten. Ich kenne die
beiden Kuratoriumsglieder, die Dich begleiten sollen, nicht per-
sbnlich; aber ich glaube, daR die Auswahl grundsdtzlich richtig ist,
und wir beide, Elisabeth und ich, wilinschen Euern Dreigespann gute
Fahrt und gutes Gelingen.

Als engagierter Beobachter aber mSchte ich Dir dazu aus eigener
Erfahrung einiges zu bedenken geben, ob Du davon Gebrauch machst
oder nicht - also ganz privat und unverbindlich.

1.) Schon seit 1935 waren Bruder Stosch und ich uns dariiber einig,
daB zweiseitige oder - wie die Politiker sagen - bilaterale
Verhandlungen zwischen der Missionsleitung und der inzwischen
selbstidndig gewordenen Gossner-Kirche nicht geniigen, um die
immer wiederkehrenden Krisen in der Kirche zu iiberwidden.
Wenn Stosch fast periodisch mit einer Pause von 5 Jahren die
Gossner-Kirche besuchte, brachte er durch seine geistliche
Autoritédt alles wieder in Ordnung; aber nach seiner Abreise
blieb die Kirche im Alleingang zuriick und sich selbst iiber-
lassen. So entschlossen wir uns, «in entscheidend wichtigen
Fragen - dazu gehort sicher die Frage der Kirchenverfassung -
die Lutheran Federation in Indien und méglichst auch den
LutherischenWeltbund einzuschalten - durch eine gemeinsame
Einladung seitens der Missions- und Kirchenleitung. Beide
Kirchenbiinde haben der Gossner-Kirche in Notzeiten groB-
ziigig geholfen und zu ihrer Verselbstdndigung beigetragen,
so daR ihr Wort @eltung hat. So kam'. Bischof Sandegren als
Vorsitzender der Federation 1939 nach Ranchi, um einen Streit
zwischen den alten Missionaren, hinter denen die Mundas

standen, und den Uraus, gefiihrt don Joel Lakra, zu schlichten.
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Das Urteil war hart. Alle wurden schuldig gesprochen, auch die
Missionare, die sauer reagierten. Am hértesten sber war Joel Lakra
betroffen; er wurde fiir 5 Jahre aus der Gossner-Kirche verbannt.
Ohne Murren iibernahm er einen Dienst in der Tamulen-Kirche, erwarb
sich einen Schatz von Vertrauen, die Freunschaft mit Manikam und
wurde nach seiner Riickkehr sofort zum Présidentem der Kirche ge-
wdhlt. Niemals hdtte die Missionsleitung zusammen mit der Kirchen-
leitung in Ranchi allein eine solch' iiberlegene Entscheidung
treffen und realisieren konnen.

Seitdem waren Stosch und ich der Uberzeugung, daB kiinftig alle
Verhandlungen zwischen Berlin und Ranchi im Falle einer Krisis

von solcher Skumenischen Mitverantwortung flankiert sein sollten.
Wir glaubten ferner, daB diese immer wiederkehrenden Krisen in der
Gossner-Kirche ein geistliches Problem darstelten und darum auch
auf geistliche Weise iiberwunden werden miiften. Als deshalb 1959
die Kirche in zwei Stammeskirchen zu zerfallen drohte, brachte

ich den Fall vor die Missionskonferenz des Luth.Weltbundes.

Darauf wurde im Plenum fiir die Wiederherstellung des Friedens

in der Gossner-Kirche gebetet. Und wdhrend der Synode, die meine
Reise abschloB, hielten wir Abend fiir Abend Lvangelisations-
Gottesdienst in der Christus-Kirche mit Rednern aus allen Parteien
Die Entscheidung aber fiel in der Abendmahlsfeier, die ich noch
vor der Beendigung der Synode ansetzte. Joel Lakra lieB mir im
Namen seiner Uraungruppe ausrichten: Es sei noch zu frih! Meine
Antwort: Das Abendmahl sei keine Leistung, sondern Gabe! Im
letzten Augenblick kam er mit seiner Anhéngerschaft und erfullte
auch meine Bitte, zusammen mit seinem Gegner Tiga zuerst gegen-
seitig sich selbst und dann uns allen das Abendmahl auszuteilen.
Es war ein groBes Abendmahl, in seinem Verlauf immer mehr von der
Freude iiber die sich anbahnende Versdhnung bestimmt. Danach wurden
in der Schlussitzung der Synode alle Beschliisse einstimmig gefaflt,
darunter auch dew fiir mich wichtigstei: den Luth.Weltbund und die
Iuth.Federation um Entsendung von Vertretern zu bitten, mit dem
Auftrag, auf’der ndchsten Verfassuhggebenden Synode verantwortlich
mitzuarbeiten (Bischof D.Meyer, Liibeck, Bischof Dr.lManikam). So
ist denn die noch heute geltende Verfassung unter Mitverantwortung
der beiden luth.Kirchenverbiinde entstanden. Darum wirde ich
empfehlen, zu der Beratung iiber eine Ab&nderung oder v6lligen
Umgestaltung der Verfassung, zum mindesten einen Vertreter der
Luth.Federation in Indien heranzuziehen, insbesonderen, wenn es

sich herausstellen sollte, daB die Verfassungsfrage die Gossner-
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Kirche wieder einmal in eine tiefe Krisis zu stiirzen droht.

An dieser Stelle mSechte ich an die Verdiensteerinnern, die sich
Bruder Klemkeit, der meine Frau und mich auf der Indienreise
begleitete, um die wiedergewonnene Einheit in der Gossner-Kirche
erworben hat. Als altgedienter Missionar kannte er sich in der
Mentalitdt der Uraus und Mundas aus. Er besal das Vertrauen
beider Parteien, konnte darum zwischen ihnen vermitteln und mich
iiber die parteiinneren Vorginge informieren. Denselben Dienst
kdnnte jetzt-Bruder Bogutta leisten, zumal er im Kuratorium

die Gossner-Kirche vertritt. Ich mdchte darum empfehlen, ihn

als Berater mit auf die Reise zu nehmen, koste es, was es wolle.
BEs zahlt sich aus. Uns half damals Bischof Kunst aus, der mir
von sich aus eine groBziigige Beihilfe anbot.

Die unter 1.) geschilderten Vorgénge habe ich ausfiihrlicher behan-
delt, weil in ihnen fiir mich der Schwerpunkt des Verfahrens liegty
fiir Dich mag er anderswo liegen. Jedenfalls darf ich mich jetzt
kiirzer fassen.

2.) Schwester Ilse erzdhlte mir, daB Du die Absicht hast, nach
getaner Arbeit von Ranchi aus die siidindischen Kirchen zu be-
suchen. Ich halte das fiir eine gute und wichtige Sache. 1954
begann ich meine Indienreise in umgekehrter Richtung. Ich be-
suchte zuerst die Tamulen-Kirche und nahm als Gast von Bischof
Sandegren an einer Tagung der ILuth.Pederation teil.

Sandegren, wie auch spdter lManikam waren dann wiederholt unsere
. Gédste im Gossner-Haus, wie auch einmal der erste Bischof der
Jeipur-Kirche, Kondpan, der im Sonntags-Gottesdienst im Kirch-
saal die Predigt hielt. Es lag mir daran, solche persdnlichen
Kontakte aufzunehmen und zu pflegen - im Interesse der Gossner-
Kirche. Damals besuchte ich dann auch die ihr benafhbarten
Missions-Kirchen, die Je¥pur- und die Santal-Kirche. leine
Absicht war, die drei Kirchen bezw. Missionare zum Zusammen-
schluB zu bewegen. Die Feldleitung der Santalmission war auch
dazu bereit; sie stellte einen Antrag in diesem Sinne an die
Heimatleitung. Diese aber lehnte den Antrag ab. Seitdem weifl
ich, daB der ZusammenschluB dieser 3 Kirchen nur in einem
langfristigen ProzeB vorsichgehen kann. Aber eins konnte und
sollte bald ins Auge gefaBt werden: die Durchfiihrung von
regelméssigen Consultationen (wie zwischen Bonn und Paris)
zwischen den kirchlichen Fiihrungsspitzen, abwechselnd in der
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einen oder der anderen Kirche, zum Erfahrungsaustausch, und
sollte es in einer der Kirchen brennen, auch als kirchliche
Feuerwehr, um den Brand zu 1l8schen, ehe er ausbricht.

Der Fall Nirmal Minz. Ich erkannte Nirmal Minz bei seinem letzten
Besuch kaum wieder. Er, der sonst mit groBler Beredsamkeit seine
Pldne entwickelte, sprach kaum einen Satz. Er saB wie versteinert
da. Von Bruder Hess erfuhr ich den Grund: Du sollst Nirmal Hinz
von der gerade tagenden Kuratoriumssitzung ausgeladen haben; es
scheint doch so gewesen zu sein. Das widre aber in der Tat - laB
es mich ganz offen aussprechen - ein ganz groBer Fehler gewesen.
Auch wenn Nirmal Minz ein "Anti" ist, auch wenn seine Pléane
nicht frei von persdnlichem Ehrgeiz sind: Du hdttest ihn in Form
eines Hearing im Kuratorium sprechen lassen miissen. Ihr konntet
ja dann - ohne ihn - weitertagen, Auch fiir alle Kuratoriums-
Mitglieder wire es niitz gewesen, von einer anderen gegensdtz-
lichen Alternative in der Verfassungsfrage zu horen und er hétte
das befriedigende Gefiihl gehabt, vom Kuratorium angehdrt worden
zu sein. Auch Joel Lakra war zeitlebens ein "Anti". 1954 waren
fast alle Missionare gegen ihn, vor allem Giinther Schultz. Die
beiden Schwestern in Govindpur nannten ihn den "Teufel” in der
Gossner-Kirche, wihrend er selbst sich stets fiir ihre Arbeit in
der Tabitaschule einsetzte - durchaus im Wissen um ihre feind-
selige Haltung ihm gegeniiber. So hat gerade Joel Lakra gezeigt,
wie man ein "Anti" integrieren kann. Meine Bntwort damals an

die Schwestern war: "Ein Missionsdirektor muB auch mit dem
"Teufel” reden konnen." So habe ich mit Joel Lakra loyal zu-
dammen gearbeitet, auch als er sich zum Kuratorium feindlich
einstellte, und bin dabei gut gefahren. Dabei habe ich auch er-
fahren, wie stark noch gerade bei den Uraus das StammesbewuBt-
sein ist. Wer Joel lLakra traf, den selbst die nichtchristlichen
Uraus ihren "Raja" nannten, der traf auch den Stamm. Das gilt
auch fiir Nirmal Minz, wenn es zutrifft, daB er sich nach und
nach zum Erben Joel Lakras profiliert. So kam mir, als ich ihn
so verbittert und zutiefst getroffen an unserm Tische sitzen
sah, blitzartig der Gedanke: Die Verhandlungen iiber die Ver-
fassung haben schon angefangen, bevor Ihr in Ranchi eintrefft,

und zwar mit dem ganzen Stamﬁ?ﬁfaus unter der Fihrung von

Nirmal Minz als Opposition.
Umso dringender erscheint es mir, daB Ihr Bruder Borutta als

Mittelsmann mitnehmt. -5=
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4,) Der letzte Punkt. Er enthdlt nur Fragen. Schwester Ilse
erwdhnte bei ihrem Besuch so nebenbei, daB Ihr beabsichtigt,
einen Theologen aus der D.D.R. als Dozenten ans Theol.
College nach Ranchi abzuordnen. Ich stutzte. Spéater las
ich im Gossner-Blatt, daB es die Berlin-Brandenburgische
Kirche (DDR) ist, die die Aussendung von Bruder Dr.Sames
mit Frau beschlossen hat.

Ich will ver-
suchen, ganz kurz eine vielleicht nicht geniigend durchdachte
- aus Zeitmangel - Stellung abzugeben.

1) Wenn man die Geschichte der Gossner Kirche der letzten
20 Jahre nimmt, dann muB man feststellen, daB es viel
Energie gegeben hat, die immer wieder auftretenden
Streitigkeiten zu schlichten, ohne daB diese Bemithungen
von einem etwas léngerfristigen Erfolg gewesen sind.

2) Ich hielt es fiir einen absoluten Fehler, wenn Du oder
ein anderer sich jetzt aufgrund des Durcheinanders wieder
auf den Weg machen, um helfend zur Verfiigung zu stehen.
Dies wiirde sicherlich bezwecken, daB im Augenblick wieder
unter dem Druck - den wir, auch wenn wir es nicht wollen
imﬁer darstellen - eine voriibergehende Befriedigung ein-
ehrt.

Dear Friends:

We would like to greet the leaders and members of the GELC and convey
to you our good wishes for a harmonious fellowship and functioning of
GELC. We recognize that the present unfortunate situation has been
caused not so much by the leaders nor by any section of the church
community, as by the unexpected, rather untimely, judgementd of the
Court vacating the injunction against the Acting Pramukh Adhyaksh -
when elections for new officers and KSS members according to the

old Constitution, were in progress. Thus the time for implementing
the new Constitution was rather short, and on the otherhand any further
postponement would seem to create further complications.

Instead of therefore analysing the present situation, as to who is at
fault and who is not, we like to offer you the following suggestions
to move out of this present stalemate.

1. We would plead with the Anchals and the Ilakas to continue their
good work keeping their administration going.

At the same time, for the sake of order and continuity, we strongly
recommend that all of you continue to recognize the authority of
Dr. Paul Singh as Acting Pramukh Adhyaksh temporarily until the new
KSS together with the new officers is constituted.

2. In order to achieve this, it is necessary that all Anchals should
elect the new Anchal officers and KSS members, as the old KSS no
longer exists.

s

In other words we urge the North West Anchal to complete their
election process before Christmas this year, so that the new
KSS can be convened by the Acting Pramukh Adhyaksh as soon as

possible.

3.  We further suggest that the officers of all Anchals, namely
the Anchal Adhyaksh, the Anchal Secretary and the Anchal Treasurer
meet early January to consider the following:

. i) Steps to honour the decision of the outgoing KSS to im-
plement the new Constitution. As there are fears on the part of
some Anchals that the new Constitution may not be implemented at
all, the suggested meeting of the Anchal officers may give a satis—
factory assurance to these Anchals that the new Constitution is
mandatory as accepted by the KSS and that there is no intention
to go back on their decision.

ii) As some leaders have expressed that the new Constitution
has some unsatisfactory elements, it may be agreed at this meeting
that these unsatisfactory elements of the new Constitution, if any,
be discussed at the first meeting of the new KSS with a view to
bringing forward amendments to the new Constitution.

We however urge that those leaders who have given thought to
these new needs put them down in writing, which the Acting Pra-
mukh Adhyaksh may circulate amongst the new KSS members and new

. officers of Anchals, so that there may be a meaningful discussion
at the first meeting of the KSS.

4. We further suggest that the first meeting of the KSS be held in
the third week of February, 1976. We understand the suggestion of
the leaders of GELC that representatives of the LWF and Gossner
Mission be present at the first meeting of the new KSS. As you

had earlier suggested, UELCI representatives could also be present.

If the representatives of LWF and Gossner Mission should be present
at the first meeting of the new KSS, in order that our presence
may be used to the best advantage, we desire to have sufficient

ol s
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time with the leaders of GELC for fellowship and discussion in
depth of the factors which periodically lead to this kind of
situation. TFor this purpose we need to spend at least one week
amongst you. We could find that much time only during the third

week of February at the earliest. We would therefore be happy
to be with you at this time.

However, if the autonomous GEL Church would want to come to a
settlement of all these questions without our assistance, we
would be delighted to be told so.

In this event you can fix a date for the first meeting of the
new KSS without reference to our convenience.

5. In view of the importance of mutual understanding amongst

the leaders of the GELC, which is an important factor for fellow-
ship and working together, we suggest that the January Anchal
officers meeting as well as the first meeting of the KSS ‘begin
with the Holy Communion Service.

We hope and pray that this letter will show everyone in GELC

our deep concern for reconciliation among you and the re-
structure of the church, so that GELC may once again emerge

as a strong and effective instrument in God's hands for further-
ing His mission in North India.

Dankeschdn, dass Sie so bald geantwortet haben. Ich weiss sehr wohl,
dass Sie in der augenblicklichen Lage auf die meisten Fragen in mei-
nem letzten Brief nicht eingehen konnten. Inzwischen habe ich von
Herrn Hecker ebenfalls einige Informationen erhalten, so dass ich
fiir meinen morgigen Besuch in Genf und die Beratungen im Kuratorium
in der nichsten Woche einiges in der Hand habe. ¥

Im Gegensatz zu Rajaratman halte ich es fiir nicht wahrscheinlich,
dass ich Anfang Januar 1976 nach Ranchi komme. Selbst wenn der
Nordwest=-Anchal bis dahin Wahlen durchgefiihrt haben sollte und
eine Kirchenleitung zusammentreten kdnnte, wird man Anfang Januar
nicht weiter sein als jetzt: Einige wollen die neue Verfassung ein-
fiilhren, andere nicht. Ich bin bis jetzt nicht genug informiert,

um beide Positionen beurteilen zu k&nnen. Dr. Minz wird darauf be-
stehen, dass man im Juli d.J. bereits einen gemeinsamen Beschluss
gefasst habe und dass man deshalb die neue Verfassung einfiilhren
miisse. Ich erinnere mich aber an sehr, sehr viele Beschliisse - gute
und schlechte - die die Kirchenleitung in den vergangenen Jahren
gefasst hat, die aber spdter niemals durchgefiihrt wurden.

Liebe Heckers!

Zunichst bedanke ich mich fiir den schnellen und ausfiihrlichen
Antwortbrief vom 7.d4.M., der mit allen seinen Informationen
fiir mich ausserordentlich wichtig und hilfreich gewesen ist.

Bevor ich auf diesen Brief eingehe, mSchte ich Thnen, lieber
Herr Hecker, zu Ihrem Geburtstag sehr herzliche Griisse und
gute Wiinsche senden. Ich freue mich, dass Sie im vergangenen
Lebens jahr gesund geblieben sind und immer noch Freude an Ih~
rer derzeitigen Aufgabe haben, obwohl dies nach allen Begeben-
heiten ja nicht selbstverstidndlich ist. Das neue Lebensjahr
wird starke Verinderungen in Ihrem Leben bringen und damit
auch neue Hoffnungen und Erwartungen. Ich wiinsche Ihnen von
Herzen, dass einige davon in Erfiillung gehen, dass Sie einen
harmonischen Abschluss fiir Ihre jetzige Arbeit finden und
einen guten Neu-Anfang in Deutschland.

Da ich ausser ziemlich allgemein gehaltenen Mitteilungen von
keiner Seite Einzelheiten iiber die Vorgédnge der letzten Okto-
ber-Tage in Ranchi erfahren hatte, sind mir Ihre Nachrichten
so wichtig gewesen. Heute kam allerdings ein Brief von Paul
Singh, dem ich viele Fragen gestellt hatte und der mir jetzt
auf deutsch antwortete. o

Wir sind uns in Berlin dariiber klar, dass fiir die nichsten Wo-
chen die bisher wichtigen Fragen um Fudi, das theologische
College und die Beziehungen Gossner Mission / Gossnerkirche
suriicktreten miissen. Solange keine Kirchenleitung im Amt ist,
fehlt ein wichtiger Gespréichspartner. Nach allen Erfahrungen
der vergangenen 25 Jahr fangt man freilich zu iiberlegen an,
wie wichtig fiir die Gossnerkirche iiberhaupt eine funktionie-
rende Kirchenleitung ist. Das Leben der Gemeinden (wohl mit
Ausnahme der in Ranchi selbst) wird durch diese Ereignisse

ja kaum beriihrt,und man kdnnte also mit einem mildenm oder
miiden Achselzucken die Sache beiseite tun. Demmoch kann ich
die Krisis in der Verwaltung und Leitung der Gossnerkirche
nicht so leicht nehmen. Es gibt so viele entscheidende und
wichtige Aufgaben in einer Kirche, die von der einzelnen Ge-
meinde nicht wahrgenommen werden kinnen, z.B. die theologische
Ausbildung.
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Ich weiss sehr wohl - im Unterschied zu einigen #lteren Mitarbeitern
der Gossner Mission - dass wir in Berlin nicht viel tun kBnnen, um
den derzeitigen Zustand zu &ndern. Ich habe Panl Singh geschrieben,
dass es fiir mich sinnlos ist, wiederum als Diskussionsleiter einige
Tage in Ranchi zu verbringen; auch Ihr ironischer Vorschlag, nach
vier Wochen zu priifen, ob die getroffenen Vereinbarungen eingehal-
ten worden sind, ist nicht durchfiihrbar, es wiirde letztlich darauf
hinauskommen, dass ein Nicht-Inder die permanente Verantwortung
ibernimmt. Ihnenm selbst ist es anscheinend gelungen, sich in den
internen Streit nicht hineinziehen zu lassen. Zu dieser Weisheit
begliickwiinsche ich Sie! Ihren Zeilen entnehme ich dabei, dass Sie
durchaus engagiert sind und ganz und gar nicht aus innerer Distanz
die Entwicklung verfolgen. Wenn ich Ihren Zeilen einen konkreten
Vorschlag hétte entnehmen kdnnen, was wir hier fiir die Gossnerkirche
tun kSnnten, wire ich natiirlich dankbar gewesen, aber ich sehe ein,
dass da im Augenblick noch nichts zu beschreiben ist. Morgen werde
jch nach Genf fliegen und mich mit Hellberg und Rajaratman beraten,
Wie ieh von Dr. Singh h&rte, hat der Kurzbesuch von Rajaratman in
Ranchi nicht allzuviel bewirkt. Rajaratman ist der Meinung, dass
zundchst einmal der Nordwest-Anchal die Wahlen abhalten sollte,

- damit die Kirchenleitung etwa Anfang Januar 1976 Pechtens zusammen-
treten kann. Hier sollte dann mit Hilfe der nicht-indischen Freunde
eine LUsung versucht werden. Nun, das ist immerhin ein Vorschlag,
dem ieh mich wohl anschliessen kann, der aber nach meiner Uberzeu~
gung die Probleme nur um vier bis sechs Wochen aufschiebt. Ich sehe
es doch wohl richtig, wenn ich meine, dass diese kleinen taktischen
ManSver die grundsitzliche Frage verdecken, némlich: Sell die im
Juli 1975 beschlossene Verfassung eingefiihrt werden oder nicht.
Genan an diesem Punkt fehlt mir die Klarheit, um zu einer eigenen
Meinungsbildung zu kommen. Ich kenne noch nicht einmal den genauen
endgiiltigen Text der im Juli d.J. beschlossenen Verfassung. Der zu
Beginn d.J. gedruckte Entwurf hat mich nicht so sehr iiberzeugt.
Wissen Sie, welche Einwéinde die Mundas vorbringen und welche Gefah-
ren diese sehen, wenn es zur Einfiihrung der neuen Verfassung kommt?
Bisher nahm ich an, dass die Uraus eine mdglichst dezentralisierte
Organisation der Kirche vorziehen, widhrend die Mundas eine straffere
zentrale Leitung und Verwaltung wiinschen. Der indischen Mentalitét
und dem vorherrschenden Gruppendenken kéme die Dezentralisation
wohl entgegen. Fiir die Lsung der zukiinftigen Aufgaben kdnnte ich
mir eine straffere Zentralverwaltung besser vorstellen, Natiirlich
ist es auch fiir uns in Deutschland leichter, mit einer Gossnerkirche
partnerschaftliche Beziehungen zu pflegen als mit neun DiSzesen.

‘Wenn der Lutherische Weltbund bei seiner Empfehlung bleibt und man
in Ranchi dementsprechend beschliesst, werde ich wahrscheinlich fiir
Anfang Januar 1976 nach Ranchi eingeladen werden. Nach dem heutigen
Stand der Erkenntnisse werde ich die Einladung aber nicht annehmen,
vielleicht ergibt sich aber im Dezember noch einiges, was ich jetzt
noch nicht iibersehen kann. In der kommenden Woche ist ein Teil des
Kuratoriums zu einer Sondersitzung einberufen worden, und ich weiss
noch nicht, was dort beschlossen werden wird.

To-day it is rumoured that there is emergency im the Church
that there 1is a constitutional deadlock and that there is no KSS,
the supreme legislatdwe and administrative body of the church.
Nonetheless it is rather strange that there is no official announe-
ment in the church to this effect, Under the aforesaid situation
the Acting Pramukh Adhyaksh Dr, C.K,P.Singh is continuing as such
with all powers vested in him till the so-called deadlock is
overcome, Question arises as to how this situation was brought abewd
about? Who is respousible for 1t. After the resignation of Rev. J.
Topno from his office of Pramukhship an interim arrangement was
made. Accordingly Dr., CKP Singh was made Acting Pramukh Adhyaksh
of the Church although constitutionally he was not gqualified for
thée post as he was not an elected Adhyaksh from any one of the
five Anchals, In This way origin of unconstitutional actions sta-

. rted right from the resgigmation of Rev, J, Topno. To oppose this
unconstitutional action an injunction suit was filed by Mr, Phul-
chand Panna and two others, This injunction suit was vacated on
27th September'75 almost after two years, In the mean time the
then KSS which had* been dissolved was restored and Dr., Singh
carried on with his duties with the assistance of the KSS. During
the Acting Pramukh Adhyakship of Dr. Siggh the KSS framed a '
new constitution, passed it in its meeting dated 27-28 August'75.
But because the injunction suit was there so it was handicaped
in implementing it. However the K35 passed resolutions of Rmax
far reaching consequence (vide minutes of the KSS appended),

There were two main resolutions in the said meeting:-

(1) That elections in Anchals according to the present.constitu-
tion be held from 1st to 30th September'?75 up to Ilaka level in
all Anchals and Anchal Officers' election be completed by 10th
Oct.'75 and result of Anchal Officers! election be communicated to
the KSS office immediately so that the same may reach the centre by
the 15th October'75. According to this decision action was taken.

@) A detailed programme for elections was chalked out and sent to

Anchals with necessary instructions,

(2) That as soon as the injunctionm suit is vacated steps be taken

immediately to implement the new constitution. This be regarded

as mandatory.

After the said meeting earnest effort was made to get the

injunction suit vacated, As a result it was vacated.on 2Z7th Sept.
1975. By this date elections were over up to Ilaka level, Anyway
as per resolution of the KSS Acting Pramukh Adhyaksh or the 38x
Secretary should have taken immediate steps to stop all elections
according to the present constitution. Instead programmes for
elections according to the new constitution should have been
circulated, But the KSS officers made an inordinate delay in this
respect, They met on 16th Oct.'75 and decided to express their
feelings saying that elections were not necessary according to
the present constitution. This decision was a big blunder in as
much as election of office- bezrera in Orrissa and Assam Anchals
were already over before the 16th Oct 1725 Befo e isio

4#‘ﬁ‘“V of prohibiting decision for ections according to the pre-ent
constitution Dr, Singh Actlng Pramukh Adhyaksh wrote letters to
Anchals on, 22,10,75 asking them to submit results of Anchals
elections.

Almost in the similar way Rev., P.D.,Soreng Secretary of the
KSS who is also an Adhyaksh of Madhya Anchal got election of
Anchal officers' done on 25.10.75. The North West Anchal stopped
the elections of the Anchal office-bearers as per decision of the
KSS Officers' on 16.10.75.
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A meeting of the full KSS was convened by the Secretary KSS
to be held on 30,10.75. This meeting was not attended by the
members of the Assam and South-East Anchals en-block. The
Acting Pramukh Adhyaksh declared the meeting as constitutional
Therefore the KSS considered and made decisions according to
which the church had to go under interim period again,

The above is a brief narrative of events which led to the
church to come to the present situation.

Critical Examination of events and facts with solutionsi-

(1) Soon after the vacation of injunction suit the KSs
Officers should have stopped all elections according to the
existing constition and ordered for elections according to the
new constitution because implementation of the same was manda-
tory. The KSS officers failed to take action in time, There-
fore they are responsible for the failure of implementation
of the New Constitution.

(2) The decisions taken by KSS officers on 16,10.75 by
expressing their feeling was untimely, thereby creating
confusion and unrest in the church. Therefore the KSS Officers
are guilty of misjudgement and misguidance,

(3) When elections in four Anchals were complete before
30.10.75 the North West Anchal should have completed elections
before the end of October!75, thereby énabling election of
new Pramukh Adhyaksh and formation of new KSS according to the
programme issued much earlier, %

(4) The meeting of the full XSS on 30.10.75 was unwanted
uncalled for and unwarranted. As a matter of fact it was an
unconstitutional meeting for two reasons:-

(a) ke It was just an ordinary meeting. For a meeting
of xhexK8% this kind at least one month's notice is required.
Even for an emergent meeting fifteen days' notice is to be
servid, But in the above case nither one month nor fifteen
days' notice was seeved.

(b) When an Anchal absents an block from a meeting
of the KSS the latter cannot take such decisions as affect
the whole church.

(5) When a new KSS was to succeed very quickly there was no
sense in convening the meeting of the old KSS at the expiring
hour,

(6) Actions taken by the meeting of 30th Oct,'75 are
uncalled for, unwanted and unwarranted,hence they are nul and
void,

(7) The meeting of 30th Oct,'75 deviated from its agenda.

it did not take up the real issue,.

(8) The Pramukh Ssmk should have convened a meeting of the

Adhyakshes' Council inspite of non-election in the North West
- Anchal. .

(9) New KSS be formed immediately.

(10) Acting Pramukh's term is over on 4th Nov.&5.

(11) Church Court of constitution should have been consul-

ted by the Acting Pramukh Adhyaksh,

12) Mahasabha to be convened to pass the new constitution.

13) Implementation of new constitution shall be a subject

of new KSS and new Pramukh Adhyaksh, ‘

14) Administration committed serious blunders by issuing

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15) NWA subotaged formation of the new KSS and

be aware of the future of the GEL Church and treat this
more important than personal dealings;

nobody can bear the responsibility for destroying the
Church, but it is everybodies duty witnessing the love
of Christ and to heal the wounds.

God may bless you during the next days and weeks. Start to do
something. The worst would be to stand and to wait.

Parties and their office bearers, correspondents, co-
lumnists, cartoonists, editors, owners, printers and
publishers of Registered News Papers. They are totally
prohibited from receiving any foreign contributions.

2. The second category includes organisations, not political
parties themselves but having association with political
parties. This category shall not accept any foreign
contribution except with the prior permission of the
Central Government.
