We could come to know from a reliable source that the
Orissa Cement Limited, Rajgangpur, is going to construct two ore more

railway lines whichwill run thrcough our G.E.L,churfh compound and as
a result of which our existing high school bullding will have to
be totally demolished.

Hance we want to place the following objections before yous

1. That ym the aforesaid school building consists of six rooms of
25' x 20' each. The building has been constructed by a common fund
willingly contributed by the native christian public of Rajgangpur
Illaka and the local genersl public, No other kind of help or grant
has been obtained from the government of Orissa, Church council
Ranchi or any other source for the said building. So abovementioned
contribytors have the rightful authority over the building, and
nothing should be done to it without our MHMEEME consultatione

2., It is known that the factory is ready to pay either the total
cost of the bullding or kkz to construct a new school building.

In this connection, we want to inform you that there is some confu-
sion in the Church administration due to which there are two parties
in the G.E.L.church, one which is known as North Zone of the G.E.L.
Church. It is hearé that some members of the other party have

come into.an agreement with the management of the Cement factory for
accepting the total cost of the bullding in cash. But we the members
of the North 2Zone of the G.E.L,church who are also thgproprietors
of the church properties are dead against such onesided agreement,
Our party earnestly requests that a new school building should be
constructed by cement company and the existing building should nnt
be damaged before the completion of the new one. Before getting a
new building constructed we cannot allow for the demolition of the
existing one. This may kindly be treated as very importante.

3s The acquisition land should in no way affect our right on traes
standing in the area, that is , we do not want that those trees gHgux
should be sold to any other bedy as we want to use them for the
construction of our church building and teachers' quarters etc.

4, Moreover, we want to request that theprice of the land acquired
ggguld ggt be given to the other party unless you hear from us in
s matter.

5, Furgher we request you to kindly construct a boundery wall of

at least six feel high on the entire length of the railway siding for
your intérest and for the interest of this institution and to safe=-
guard any uncalled for railway acecidents.

MEMORIAL

TO

Shri Naba Krishna Choudhury,
Chief Minister, Orissa,
Cuttack.

While welcoming and appreciating the
move of our popular Govt. to industrialise
this part of our country and develope its
mineral and other resources by helping in
all possible ways the management of
Hindusthan Steel Company to open a steel
factory at Rourkella, we the inhabitants
of the affected villages of Rourkella and its
adjacent areas beg to submit the following
facts for your kind and favourable consi-
deration :—~

1 That the petitioners appreciate the Govt,
Press Note (attached herewith) in this connection
which is a wise and timely one. It has taken into
consideration the difficulties and sad lot of many
a villager who will be uprooted from their hearths

and homes, to provide room for the proposed
Steel Factory at Rourkella.

2 That the humble petitioners are highly
indebted to Govt. for the anxiety shown by them
to resettle the displaced persons who are sacrifie-
ing their hearths and homes in the greater and
more permanent interest of their country.

3 That in consonance with the sympathetic
and helpful gesture of the Government, the humble
petitioners beg to urge the following for their
immediate kind consideration in view of the urgency
of the matter. In order that no undue hardship
be put on the persons who are to be uprooted
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from their hearths and homes, the top priority
should be given to the problem of providing imme-
diate alternative accommodations for them. And
for this, we beg to suggest the undermentioned
steps as a practical and wise solution :

(i) That immediate steps should be taken to cons-
truct and build up a new colony consisting of 2 or
3 living rooms tenements each, with proper hygenic
arrangements, just on the outskirts of the Steel
Factory area. In no case, however, this labour
colony should be located at a far distance from
the factory premises. Otherwise since these
poor labourers can never afford to use any
vehicular fraffic, it would be rather inhuman on
the part of the management to force them to
come and return on foot from a great distance
daily. Hence this colony should be as much near
the factory area as possible.

(ii) That, the construction of this labour colony
should be taken up in hand at once and the
management may requisition on suitable terms,
the able bodied willing workers of either sex for
this purpose to expedite the construction. And
the evacuation of the people from their present
homes should start only after the completion of
their aforesaid alternative accommodations.

(iii) That, those among the uprooted persons,
who prefer to continue agriculture, should be
given in addition alternative equivalent cultivable
lands also, apart from the necessary subsidies to
help them to construct new houses in the new
village sites, as proposed in para 5 of the Govt. Press
Note (attached herewith), This also should be
done immediately and without delay and in every
case, before they are ejected from their present
moorings.

(iv) That, the aforesaid Govt. Press Note has
an encouraging and illuminating feature, in as

s iia

much as it has clearly and unequivocally stated
that the children of the soil would be given pre-
ference in the matter of employment by the
Hindusthan Steel Company, It is further gratify-
ing to note that the State Govt., in conjunction
with the Govt. of India will shortly start an
Adult Training Centre to train Technicians, and
recruitments for this will be restricted, in the
first instance, to the local inhabitants, preference
being given to Adibasis, But the whole spirit
of this noble venture will be spoiled if the afore-
said Training Centre is located at Cuttack or
any other place far away from Rourkella, even
for a short term., In that case the local poor
population will have no chance to go to Cuttack
or any such other place and enroll themselves for
training in the proposed Training Centres. The
expenditures involved will be beyond their means.
Consequently, the pious hope of giving these
people the first preference will vanish, as the
more fortunate outsiders will capture the seats
in Training Centres and they will come out first
of all with necessary qualifications and will thus
have better chances for jobs in the Steel Factory
at the cost of the poor local population. This
will seal their fates for ever. Hence it is very
imperative that such Training Centre or Centres
should start functioning at or near about Rour-
kella and the Trainees should be selected primarily
from the local population and they should be
given not only free training but also should be
supplied with free boarding and lodging so that
the first batch of the trainees should be wholly
from the local population and on successful comp-
letion of their training, they should all be absorb-
ed in the Steel Factory on suitable terms,

(v) That, the humble petitioners are highly grati-
fied to note our popular Govt. have also in hand
plans for building up one or more semi-industrial
areas around the Steel Company Township, in
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which building sites, factories and shops sites will
be allocated to such inhabitants of the State as
wish to set themselves up in business to provide
for the various amenities to the increased popu-
lation. Assurance has been given that preference
in such allotments will be given to persons who
have been Displaced by land acquisition. And
the same should be done by the Steel Company
also inside their own areas. Moreover the poor
local population, particularly the displaced per-
sons, who would come forward for business

venture, should be given proper and necessary
subsidies,

(vi) That, last, but not the least, the humble
petioners beg to sound one more word of caution
about the mode of compensation and the rate.
This should be fixed up in a fair and equitable
manner and announced forthwith. Worthy of its
name and for this purpose some Judicial Officer
preferably of the rank of a Sub Judge or Dist.
Judge should be appointed to deal with these
matters in the first instance and the affected
persons should also have the right to apeal to the
higher authorities.

Before, the humble petitioners beg to close,
they putin hereinbelow a summary of the main
points in issue :—

(a) That immediate construction of the labour
colony should be taken up, just near the limits
of the Steel Factory area,

(b) that immediate compensation and necessary
subsidies should be given to all the affected
people,

(c) that the agricultural lot of the affected persons
should also be settled up with necessary lands
and subsidies, with least possible delay,

B e

(d) that in no case, the evacuation should start
before alternative accommodations are made
available to the affected persons,

(e) that the proposed Training Centre or Centres

should start functioning with local trainees' fpee
of cost, at Rourkella or near about, avoiding
distant places,

(f) that all the willing local population should be
given the first preference in appointments to
all jobs and business opportunities in the factory
area and nearby townships with necessary
subsidies,

(g) Finally the compensation and subsidies should
be allowed with least possible delay and Judi-
cial Officers should be in-charge of the adminis-
tration of the same.

The humble memorialists further pray that they
will be very much beholden to the Govt, if a
deputation of the Memorialists be graciously allow-
ed to wait upon the Government or upon any body
entrusted ad hoc for this purpose at an early date
to help the Memorialists to urge and explain their
viewpoints more fully and properly.

GOVERNMENT OF ORISSA |
INDUSTRIES DEPARTMENT
PRESS NOTE -

L. The Government of Orissa are aware of the existence of wide spread anxiety,
among all sections of people and in particular among the population of the area to be
acquired for the construction of the Steel Factory at Rourkella, in the matter of ensur-
ing that the people of the State derive adequate benefits from the establishment of the
Factory in Orissa. The local population, who have to make room for the Factory
are also deeply concerned about their future, after they give'up their hearth and homes.
Interested parties are taking advantage of this anxiety to circulate false and exaggerated
ramours, calculated to disrupt the smooth progress of construction and to generally
hamper the progress of this national venture. Government have, therefore, decided
that it is desirable to give the widest possible publicity to the arrangements they
have made in all these matters. '

2. First and foremost, with the start of the construction of the Factory and
township, a large unmber of people now in occupation of the 20,000 odd acres of land
immediately required for construction of the Factory and township, will have to give
up their hearth and homes and resettle themselves elsewhere. Every one may not be
required to leave at‘once, but once construction starts in full swing, it would become
increasingly inconvenient' for persons to continue occupying, the existing villages,
This disruption of normal life would affect about 2.000 families and their resettlement
in the shortest possible time is therefore, an operation of some magnitude. The entire
population will therefore, have immediately to be found, alternative sites for building
new villages and also as mueh agricultural land is possible.. &

3. 1In order to cope with this problem and the evacuation and resettlement is
made as expeditiously as possible ‘at the same time with the least hardship,
Government have decided to appoint the present District Magistrate of Sundergarh as
Deputy Commissioner, Land Acquisition and Resettlement in addition to his own duties
to make all necessary arrangements, This Officer will be responsible under the general
supervision of the member Board of Revenue, Sambalpur for payment of compensation
for acquired land, houses etc., as also for arranging the laying out of new village sites
new agricultural colonies and also for ensuring that all employable persons among the
persons displaced are given gainful employment in the construction of the Steel Factory.

4. Agricultural land inadequate quantities, to satisfy every one will, obviously, not
be available. Also, with the increased employment opportunities offered by the Steel
Company, every one may not require agriculturalland. The problem of each individual
and family will be different and it will be the aim of Government, through the Deputy
Commissoner. Land Acquisition, and Resettlement, Rourkela, to assist each individual
to resettle himself in the best manner possible.

5. A certain amount of new forest land will be leased out for reclamation to those
‘who prefer to continue agriculture. The leased areas will mostly be in the commanded
areas of minor irrigation projects under construction, although for certain portions,
irrigation facility cannot be guaranteed. As the land will require to be reclaimed,
before it'ean grow crops, the displaced prosons who are allotted these land, will be
given some subsidies, in addition to compensation for their land, It is also proposed
that the displaced person should be given some subsidies to help them to construct new
houses in the new village sites,

6. Asalready stated, the evacuation and resettlement of over 2,300 families in

the short period of 1 or 2 months, is a stupendous task. 'The extent to which the
Deputy Commissioner, Land Acquisition and Resettlement is able to prevent hardship
‘and to arrange smooth resettlement will, to a great deal, depend on the extent of (lo-
operation that would be forthcoming from the persons to ‘be displaced. ‘Government
have, therefore, decided that all these facilities such as allotment of new land, village
sites and subsidies for housing buildings should be made available strictly on the
condition that the persons concerned co-operate, to the fullest extent, with the Deputy
Commissioner and obey his instructions implicity. It is only on these conditions that
hardship and confusion can be prevented and Government therefore, hope that every
one concerned will extend to this Officer his utmost co-operation.

7. Doubts have been expressed in certain quarters regarding the adequacy of
compensation. Government want to make it quite clear that there is absolutely no
room for such doubts. Adequate compensation - based on actual land values but not
speculation values and other relevant considerations—will be paid for all land, trees,
buildings ete., and arrangements have been made to effect these payments as soon as

AT
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the acquision is completed. The rate offered for different varieties of land will naturally
vary, but Government can give the assurance that in all cases adequate compensation
will be paid.

8. Anxiety is also expressed in regard to employment opportunities for the
people of Orissa. In this mafter also, a great deal of false propaganda is being made to
the detriment of the smooth progress of work. Government wish to give the widest
publicity to the fact that the Hindustan Steel Company have undertaken that inhabi-
tants of the State, if they are qualified will be preferred for all jobs under them.
Already a good percentage of the Labourers now engaged by the Company is from
among the local population which is going to be displaced. Employment in other
categories has not yet made great progress, but Government have been assured that
preference will be given to Oriyas for jobs in all categories provided they are qualified.

9. Anarrangement has beer made that the Company may drawn upon surplus
personnel of the Government. Already a large number of Engineers from the State
‘Government service have been made available to the Company.

10.- An Employmement Exchange will shortly be started in Rourkela by the
Government of India, the management of which will be taken over by the State,
‘Government, before long. The State Government, in conjunction with the Government
of India. will shortly start an Adult Training Centre to be located for the present in
Cuttack but ultimately to be shifted to Rourkela, to train Technicians and reqruitments
to this, will be restricted, in the first instance, to local inhabitants, preferenc being
given to Adibasis. The Steel Company will also restrict their recruitment of trainees,
for their own training ceurse, to the people of Orissa and selection parties for this

r3

purpose will shortly begin round the districts of Orissa.

‘ 11. As faras the employment of persons to be immediately displaced is concerned,
‘there would be no difficulty for any one willing to work to get a job in construction.
For the small trader who is not accustomed to labour manual there will be increased
‘opportunities for trade due to the large labour population that will spring up.

12. The Government have also in hand plans for building up one or more semi.
industrial areas around the Steel Company’s Township in which building sites, Factories
and shop sites will be allocated to inhabitants of this State who wish to setup in
business to provide various amenities to the increased population. Preference in such
.allotments will be given to the persons displaced by land acquisition. Again the Steel

Company have already agreed that Oriyas will be preferred for the allotment of shops,
i bazars etc., ingide their own areas,

13. It will be the special concern of the Deputy Commissioner, Land Acquisition
and Reséttlement to help the local people to take full advantage of the abcve facilities.
The Government have also made available to the Steel Company the services of one of
their senior I. A. 8. Officers Shri G. C. Dash. The Company have posted this Officer

'to Rourkella as a Development Officer. Thus both from the Government side and
from the side of the Company high level Officers have been put in charge of ensuring
that all the facilities that can- normally be expected to accrue to the State by the
establishment of a National concern within its borders would, in fact become available
to the people of Orissa.

14. Government wish to reiterate that their efforts in this matter would only be
successful if they have the whole hearted co-operation of all concerned. In particular,
Government wish to warn the local population against being led away by false propa-
ganda of interested parties, who do not have the interest of the people of the State at
heart but who merely wish to cause disruption and dislocation to the smooth progress
of work to the detriment of the National Development Plans and to bring into
disrepute the people of Orissa. Government therefore, earnestly hope that no attention
would be paid to such false and malicious propaganda.
