Zum Zeitgesnohehen

Justizminister Heinemann gegen Verschérfung des Gotteslédsterungsparagraphen

epd Bethel, 18. Februar 67. Gegen die seit Jahren im Regierungsentwurf zur
Strafrechtsreform geplante Verschérfung des sogenannten Gotteslédsterungs-
paragraphen, nach dem in Zukunft die Gotteslésterung nicht erst strafbar
sein soll, wenn Argernis genommen wurde, sondern schon, wenn sie geeignet
ist, Argernis zu erregen, hat sich Bundesjustizminister Dr.Dr. Gustav W.
Heinemann ausgesprochen. In einem Fernsehinterview mit dem Westdeutschen
Rundfunk erklédrte Heinemann, er sei zwar an die Regierungsvorlage gebun-
den, Anderungen des Entwurfs seien aber wéhrend der Beratungen im Straf-
rechtsausschuB noch moglich. Nicht Gott sei Gegenstand staatlichen straf-
rechtlichen Schutzes, sondern der offentliche Friede bei religidsen oder
weltanschaulichen Auseinandersetzungen. '"Wir sollten alle wissen, Gott
188t sich nicht spotten", sagte Heinemann wdrtlich.

Gegen kirchliches Privileg

Der Bundesjustizminister wandte sich gegen ein kirchliches Privileg auf
diesem Gebiet. Seiner Ansicht nach sind neben den Kirchen "alle Weltan~-
schauungsgemeinschaften'" in der pluralistischen Gesellschaft gleichbe-
rechtigt. Sie verdienten daher bei der &ffentlichen Erdrterung von reli-
gitsen oder weltanschaulichen Fragen strafrechtlichen Schutz in gleicher
Weise. '

Geltendes Strafgesetz geniigt nicht

Zu der Frage, ob das gesamte geltende Strafgesetz der Bundesrepublik
nicht schon ein MindestmaB von Toleranz und Anstand gewdhre und ob des-
halb ein eigener Paragraph iiberhaupt notwendig sei, meinte Heinemann, es
sei eben zu fragen, ob dieses MindestmaB auch in '"diesem sehr neuralgi-
schen Bereich religidser Auseinandersetzungen' hinreichend unter straf-
lichem Schutz stehe. Eine personliche Beleidigung bei solch einer Ausein-
andersetzung sei natiirlich strafbar unter den beiden Personen, die es an-
gehe; aber bei der Regierungsvorlage sei ja an die dffentlichen Diskus-
sionen gedacht, an das "Hinauswirken durch groBe oder auch grobe Erklé-
rungen in die Allgemeinheit hinein". Hier miisse unter Umstd@nden doch eine
strafrechtliche Grenze zu setzen sein. Der Minister lehnte damit die u.a.
von dem Pridses der Evangelischen Kirche im Rheinland, Prof. Dr. Joachim
Beckmann, erhobene Forderung ab, den Gottesldsterungsparagraphen ganz fal-
len zu lassen.

Strafrechtliche Normen nicht beiseite schieben

Dem Einwand, dap bei Inkrafttreten des Paragraphen gerade durch einen gro-
Ben ProzeB eine Gotteslédsterung eine viel groBere Breitenwirkung erhalten
konne, als sie gs sonst hdtte, wenn man sie nicht mit aller Schwere des
kriminellen Strafrechts ahnden wiirde, hielt der Minister entgegen, man
kdnne nicht die strafrechtlichen Normen iiberhaupt beiseite schieben, nur
weil ein ProzeB Aufsehen errege.

900 beim Landesmarklager in den Vogesen / Buropa-Festival

epd Stuttgart, 2. August. "Zwischen Steinzeit und Atomzeitalter" lebten rund
900 evangelische Pfadfinder von 13 bis 17 Jahren, die am Landesmarklager der
Christlichen Pfadfinderschaft Wirttembergs (CP) im Wormsatal in den Vogesen teil-
nahmen. Dieses erste schwdbische CP-Lager im Ausland, das heute zu Ende geht,
hatte als HShepunkt ein "Europa-Festival',  bei dem die jungen Schwaben vor zahl-
reichen Gédsten aus Wiirttemberg und dem Elsal ein buntes internationales Programm
darboten.

Mit viel Fantasie und Einfiihlungsvermdgen verkSrperten die Pfadfinder verschiede-
ne europédische Nationen. Sie fithrten Volksténze vor, sangen Lieder in Originalspra-
chen und bauten mit einfachen Mitteln ein grofles Wikinger-Schiff und eine Wind-
mithle. Sie libten sich ferner in der Kunst des politischen Kabaretts und konnten
Orff'schen Instrumenten auch Beatmusik entlocken. Weit iiber 1.000 Menschen erleb-
ten vor drei groflen Lagerfeuern den festlichen Abend mit.

Ehe es zu diesem HOhepunkt kam, mufiten die Pfadfinder - es waren hauptsédchlich
Ober- und Mittelschiiler - mit primitiven Mitteln eine zwar romantische aber un=-
wirtliche Landschaft bewohnbar machen. Zwischen Gerdllhalden und Felsbrocken
schlugen sie auf Weidewiesen weit verstreut 160 Zelte auf. Sie bauten Briicken iiber
einen Wildbach und schufen zahlreiche Kochgelegenheiten. Bei Pfadfindern ist ném-
lich Gemeinschaftsverpflegung nicht iiblich. Jede Gruppe von etwa zehn Mann hatte
den Ehrgeiz, ihr Leben selber zu gestalten. Einziger Wohnkomfort waren die Luft-
matratzen. Den Kontakt zur Moderne stellten zahlreiche Transistor-Radios her.

Wochenende ,aus der siidkoreanischen Hauptstadt Seoul kommend,auf dem Koln-Bonner
Flughafen ein. Die Schwestern werden in den evangelischen Orthopddischen Heil-,
Lehr- und Pflegeanstalten Volmarstein und in Krankenh&usern in Wanne-Eickel, Wit-
ten, Bochum und Dortmund eingesetzt, die sich um die Einstellung der Koreanerinnen
bemitht hatten. Als Vermittler hattensich die Diakonische Gesellschaft fiir Korea,
das Sozialministerium in Seoul und die koreanisch-iiberseeische Entwicklungsgesell-

schaft zur Verfiligung gestellt.

26 Schwesternschiilerinnen aus Korea, die in den néchsten fiinf Jahren in der west-
fédlischen Diakonissen-Anstalt Sarepta in Bethel zu Krankenschwestern ausgebildet
werden, sind am vergangenen Sonntag in Bethel eingetroffen. Die Evangelische Kir-
che in Siidkorea hatte sich vor einiger Zeit an die v. Bodelschwinghschen Anstal-
ten mit der Bitte gewandt, die jungen Midchen im Alter von 18 bis 26 Jahren auszu-
bilden.

We were very glad about your letter of Jume 13th from which we learned,
that Mr. Hermann lLalkra is well established in your institute, and that
he as the eldest participant of the course has an inspiring influence
upon the younger members of the group. We can imagine that in spite of
his age he will with great interest learn the new theories and methods
of agricultural work, which you in Japan are in a position to teach him.
Also we hope, that later Mr. Lakra like Mr. Kandulna now in Khuntitold
will use this knowledge for the blessing of his church und for the
welfare of his needy country India.

It was of spacial interest for us, that you will at the end of June on
your way to New Delhi stay also in Ranchi, Bihar, in order to make

the acquaintance of the church, from which you accepted now the second
student. Unfortunately our agricultural expert Mr. Bruns will not be
present in Khuntitoli, because he is in Germany for a short vacation,
but we hope, that you will be able to contact his friends and to arrange
some helpful assistance with regard to occasional sending of seeds.

Subject: Your Study Abroad

Your letter of September 28th in the pending affair and my letter to

President Dr. Bage crossed. In the meantime Dr, Bage will have told
_ you about the contents of my letter, that till now we did not thiuk
. it was time for "green light" for your departure.

Svidently our views and thoughts about the purpose of your journey
differ, especially as your planned stay in Israel obviously cannot
take place, which we very much regret. We think of a concentrated
study especially ian a country which shows siamilar probleams with regard
to agriculture and which has advanced experiences in comparison with
Indiae. You obviously think of a tour through several countries, where
you could gather different impressions without going deeper inte
details. Ve deem Holland during the next winter absolutely unsuitable
for gathering experiences, which you could apply successfully in India.
You evidently think to find in Holland useful stimulaticns. After the
negative answer from Israel, we did not yet arrange suitable contacts,
discussion partuers, or a study place in another country, as also
clear settlements about the duration of the stay and the financial
obligations would belong to it. You seem to think it possible to travel
through several countries in order to make short visits here and there,
without firam projects being made.

. Dear Mr. Lakra, our opinions about your study abroad are very divergent.
Next week I will report this matter to the board and inform you about
the resolution. Finally, this is an affair about thousands of Deutsche
Mark including the traveling expenses. Mission Inspector P, Seeberg
will at the end of November explain the resolutioa of the board to you
and again discuss the whole project £ your study abroad with you.
Please do not expect a quick decision. Good things take their time.

We wish that your study abroad will have a real good result, as it was
the case with Mre Kandulna from Khuntitoli in Japan. The expense of
several thousand marks for your trip has to be justified and shall
have success. i

Subject: Study trip of Mr. Harman Lakra

Dear Brother Bage,

Mr. Harman Lakra is impatient which we can actually understand as he
has been waiting for some months. But, it is not our fault as you can
see from the copy of a letter which was sent to Propst Griiber by the
Embassy of Israel in Bad Godesberg after two reminders at the begianing
of this month. You may translate it to Mr. Lakra.

Only now can we think of an alternative. I am pretty sure that Mr., Lakra
does not profit much from a six month's stay in Holland during the winter-
time. During this time, things will be raised in hot-houses in Holland.
But, he does not need that at Dokad, doesa's he ? We cannot pay some
thousands of DM only to increase Mr. Lakra's prestige by staying abroad
for studies for some time.

I shall talk the matter over again with an experienced agriculturist on
tropics here in Berlin in the next few days and shall ask hiam which time
and which country he would recommend. I am rather thinking of Japaa.
Anyway, we still have to find an institute - if in Holland or in Japan =~
which would take Mr. Lakra. There would be difficulties in Holland as

the course would surely be held in Dutch, although some people may under-
stand and speak English.

I think that Mr. Lakra has acted a bit too hastily as he has already
applied and received his passport for Holland en-route Lebanon and France.
He should not only receive a superficial picture of some countries, nor
should he stay in Rome and Israel for a few days. He should rather go
through a strict training programme at one place which will be of use to
him and his future work at Dokad. I cannot help but say that Mr. Lakra
has still to be patient.

When things are clear, your request of 1 September to also take over the
responsibility of paying the salary of Mr. Lakra besides his scholarship
during his stay abroad, could, then, be comnsidered, for he has to support
his family. If we can take over the full amount or only 3/4 of his salary,
since Mr. Lakra could, then, live on his scholarship, this would still have
to be discussed.

I am not sending a copy of this letter to Mr. Lakras Please, let him know
my comments as you may find it appropriate. I

Thank you for your letter of 8th February, I was in
Caleutta during its arrival and had no time to answer until
today.

I would like to make the following points in connection
with the application of the above mentioned for a trin to
Germany, U.S.A. and Japan;-

1) It is quite obvious to me that one of the reasons for
this anplication is the very fact that Mr. Kandulna has
arrived back from Japan,and according to Mr, Bruns has
become very active and doing fine work around the villages,

2) It is inconceivable to me that Mr, Lakra could possibly
hope to visit ecountries which are continents apart, thoroughly
investigate their systems of agricultural oroduce, and hope

to learn something in a period of two months. It is my
opinion that if such a trip were to be of any benefit at all
to Mr, “akra and the G.E.L. Church, such a world-wide trip
would take at least, and I stress at least, one year.,

3) You already know, without me having to point out, that
Mr. Lakra fought very hard to retain his nosition as Property
Board Manager, he objected very strongly to the appointment
of Mr. Bhengra as Manager for the business side of the
Property Board, and he, himself, as Agricultural Manager.
The last resolution of the Property Board on this whole
aguestion was that both managers share all the work in the
Property Board, equally, regardless of its nature. As you
are almdy aware, I ceased to pay Mr. Bengra from m;rbudget
on the lst January, 1966, and very reluctantly the Property
Board resolved in their last meeting to pay the salary of

Mr. Bhengra themselves, Mr, Bhengra is totally dissatisfied
with the fact that although he is in an equal position with
Mr. Lakra, his slarv is almost half of the amount being

As I remember with pleasure that I met you and talked with you several
times during my stay in India in winter 1966/67, I was very glad to
participate in your correspondence with Director Schwerk of TTC Fudi.
I also read Mr. Schwerk's answer to your first letter and thought it
was excellent, s0 that it was not necessary to write my own opinion,
Now your second longer letter from June 7th reached us.

At first I want to state, that the Gossner Mission appreciates it, when
Just representatives of the younger generation show their great interest
in the presence and future of the G.E.L. Church. Not only now but
generally spoken, it belongs to the life in the church that suitable
members speak and act for the common affairs. Just when there are
questions about property and administration the responsibility should
not be left only with the theologians, but also the members of the
congregation with experience in worldly matters and business should

give their advice.

Several of your questions in your second letter will have to be amawered
by the KSS or the Committee of Properties or the Printing Press. However,
as you mentioned the Gossner Mission several times - at which often
mixed up the Gossner iission with the Gossner Church - I feel that I
should participate in the discussion.

At first I have to correct, what you as a meaber of the Gossner Church
should know, that there is neither an executive power nor a coatrol by
the Gossner Mission upon the Gossner Church. Since several years we
offer some special kinds of aid, which the Gossaer Church can accept or
refuse. The Gossner Church had good reasons to accept certain aids,
and likewise has guol reasons to refuse certain aids after 1969. These
questions have been discussed in the KSS, which was elected by the
congregations, in detail and frankly, and it is my opianion, that the
men and women, who are respoasible now in the KS8 of the Gosswer Chureh,

are able persons. In their position they need the positive cowperation

of as many members of the church as possible, and most of all cwfidence.
Especially the younger gemeration should have confidence in the

of the church., However, criticism is included in that, but it is
supposed, that the members altogether cooperate for a better futury of
the church and of the whole country.

You wrote in detail that you are not content with the development of the
Printing Press and the establishment of a block section. In this
connection you even mention a remark of myself, which, nevertheless, is

not quite correctly repeated. wWhen I spoke to the cowoerkers of the
Printing Press this winter, I mentioned several points, which are important
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for the Printiag Press. Ian this connection I said, that the Printing
Press is not only a business. Certainly, the Printing Press has %o
fulfill an important task in the mission of the church. However, it
can do it only 4if it stands on an economically sound basis. Of course,
also a printing press of a church has to accept orders of firme and
shopa, for we do not want to forget, that the CGossner Church has not
enough members to be able to occupy a bigger printing press only for
purposes of the churehes However, there is a limit to the business of
a printing office of a church. The Printing Press of the G.E.L. Church
cannot become a large-scale enterprise, because the owner - the G.E«L.
Church - cannot yet operate such large-scale enterprises. This was

one of the reasons why we advised not to make the block section a
department of the printing office of the church. Another reason was,
that at least 100,000 Rps. would be necessary as investment for the
opening of such a bleck section. Also the Gossner Mission would not
have been in a position to contribute such a high amount. Therefore,
it is not possible that at any time the G.E.L. Church also with the
help of the Gossaér Mission should have been in a position to establish
a block sections

However, now sin¢e spring 1967 the Ranchi Committee of Properties has

let a newly established building to a non-Christian, who was in a

position to build up such a block section on his own expenses. This
decision provélked your eriticism. We regret this criticism, for we gave the
urgent advice to the Gossner Church to accept this offer. Once because

the Printing Press has advantages from the direct nearness of such a

block section, “ut on the other hand - and this 1s more important =

because the church shall get a good example of an appropriate and profite-
able use of its undeveloped lots. The rent for the building of the block sec-
tion is high, and the contract is made for a limited time. Counsidering

all the leasing by the church in former years, there was not eaough atten-
tion given to these two points.

We hope, that ths church will lease more lots, especially at the Main
Road, in a similarly favourable way. If the church would not do that,
local authorities might one day confiscate the lots. It is high time to
undertake such steps, oven if many members of the Gossner Church, who
come from rural areas, would not understand such a commercial transaction.
I am surprised that also you, dear Mr. Minj, join the criticisa of those,
who cannot understand this. I want to expect just of the youth of the
Gossner Church not to continue dreaming the dream of their fathers. This
dream means in a very unchristian way, that the congregation should live
quiet and in peace within a compound and has to protect itself from any
attacks from the outside. In former times they built islands like that
and tried to equip themselves there. But to live as a Christian in a
congregation means to give even more importance to the tasks outside the
compound than to the things which happen inside.

I can only regret that I do not agree with you in your judgment of Mr.
Gupta. I met him at that time,and I know,that he is a Hindu. Now you
also met him, and I see, that your judgment means aversion and caution.
You mentioned again and again that a stranger intruded into the compound
and that this meant a danger. But I write you, that this Mr. Gupta and
many others from the town mean a chance for you and your friends to give
the mission of Jesus Christ to such non=Christians. From the beginning
you do not want to have anything to do with these new neighbours. I
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think this is very depressing. Is that the opinion of the young
Christians of the Gossner Church, that they agree in their aversion
agaiast the non-Christians, although our Lord asked us to go to them?
God alone knows what success you have with this, I don't knowe It
is not the right way to see opponents in them. Arrangements with the
businessman Gupta should be practical and exact. You should speak with
the man Gupta and try to draw him to the congregation. Many of the
old members of the Gossner Church adopted the attitude of defence for
Years. You as a representative of the young generation should be
full of courage and hope.

1 would be very glad about an occasion for a personal discussion with
you at a later date. Till then please discuss these things in the
Youth Centre and give my kindest regards to all of you.

With thanks I have received the Minutes of the meeting held on the
30.4, regarding the lease of the office and the workshop to Mr.
Gupta. It was very kind to enclose my name into the group of the
". Head Authorities of the GEL Church though this is of course not
correct., Anyway, as I have been somehow concerned with the pre-
paration of the draft of the contract which has been finally signed
by the parties, I shall try to give some explanations to the quest-
ions you have discussed in your meeting. Unfortunately you must
have got wrong informations in some very important points and so
the case has now taken a wrong direction and it is difficult to
rectify that. Actually all that what I am now going to explain to
you should have come to the knowledge of all the people who gathered
tha day in the Youth Centre. Perhaps you could find a way to reopen
- the dicussions with these following new points; = RN

1. It is a wrong beginning if you assume that there will be a
"rent out of the block printing section of the church press".
As you easily can verify the GEL Church Press has had no
block making (NOT printing) section and do not intend to have
such extension of its production., Hence it is impossible to
rent the said section. The question is not whether or not a
certain part of an existing church undertaking shall become

. subject to rent. But the question is by which way an unused
portion of land on the large church compound may become a
money earning one.

2, - There are points in which I fully agree with the opinion of
the meeting. Item 1, 2, partly 3, and 13 are quite correct but
as I understood that is not the main intention of the minutes.

3. The objections condentrate ma as far as I could understand the
minutes around the partnership between the church on the one
side and Mr, Gupta on the other. Did I understand item 6 correctly
that you like to say that the establishment is supposed to be -
financed by Mr. Gupta? If so, that is of course wrong.

At first the value of the buildings including the new office
of the Printing Press is not more than approximately 80.000,-
Rupies and is financed fully and solely by the Gossner Mission,
Berlin as a gift to the GEL Church. There is not a single Rupi
which has been paid by Mr. Gupta or any other source and will
not be in the future.

4. The question of ownership of land does not axrise at all, Do
you think that a man who rents a flat becomes by that action
a proprietor of the ground on which the dwelling is buil€? Of
course not, The same legal situation exists in the case of the
lease contract with Mr, Gupta. He is a tenant with very clear




-
terms and conditions, I donlt know whether the Ranchi Committee
on Properties is ready to show $he contract. But if you would
have had the possibility to read these papers you certainly
would have been convinced that there is ewery provision to
maintdin the rights of the curch on her properties.

S. In the same line runs the answer to item 9. As you have started
to argue in legal matters you have also to think in legal terms.
There is a fundamental differenc between the rights of a possesor
and a proprietor. E.g. if you ask your friend for his cycle to
ride to a shop you become the possesor of this cycle for the
time you are using the cycle. But your friend still remainsthe
proprietor. Even if anybody steals the cycle he becomes the
possesor but never the proprietor. In the case of the lease
contract the lessie becomes the possesor of the subject but
never he can become the proprietor. But even more impossible
(if that would be a possibility at all) it is to become am

grogrietor of d being a possesor of rooms.
6. can see aII these legal arguments as weak as they are
shall only be the vehicle to carry the objections against the

special deal with the special person Mr, Gupta, Here I have t
ask you at first one very clear question and I do hope that you
can asswer in the same clear way: Is the objection against the
man or against the non-christian? If the first may be applicable
you should revise your reasons. It is a business case and there
the person does not count, If the second applies I like to ask
the following counter questions:
Will any christian have any lost or any difficulty if there is
a non-christian block making workshop?
Was or is there any person or undertaking who intended to start
a similar undertaking and who would now suffer by the competitor?
Is there any objection to receive money from non-christian
sources?

7. To make the dicussion fruitful I would like to say that you should
try to overcome the fear that any business is something which
is against the good manners and the christian way of life. We
are living in a world which always remains a sinny one different
from the heavenly Jerusalem (and even the church as an institution
is a genuin part of this worldwwhat we should sometimes reme ).
We have not only no possibility to separate from this world but
we have the Lord's command to live in this world, to deal with
everyone, to witness the permanent presence of the Salvator of
the world's sins. This necessarily includes that we have to deal
with non-christians as well. As there are no special christian
Rules and Regulations for business but only commercial ones the
question can only be: What is the most efficient business? If
that may be a business with a member of the ch well and good.
If the better offer comes from a non-chrxistian - why not? Of
course it is understood that the business itself is a correct
one. Really good business can only be a correct one which sees
the benifit of both the patries and not only of one.

Could I help you a step forward in the considerations? I would be
very happy if I could bring the dicussions down to a neutral base
and to reduce the emotional feelings by giving more informations,
