There can be no
doubt that most of this rice, if not all, was
actually sold; but the manner of entries in the
negister does not clearly show this. In the
Church Collection Register there should be a
separate column for rice sold, so that it will
be possible by totalling the"receipt column"

and the column of"rice sold" to see the balance
. of unsold rice at a glance. These totals should

be given in every page of the Register,

Gentlemen,

May I humbly ask your kind favour to deign to accept
my request and regeive me along with my wife into the Lutheran
Church.The reason of my joining the Lutheran Church is that I
should like to regulate and legslise our marriage which was
declared illegal by the court.Some four years' ago I applied
a similar Petition to the same Council énd the Executives of
it,found the Verdict of the Court as a sheer objection to the
legalization of our marriage,and in conggquence they laid a-
side the reception for the distant future when the circum-
stances would offer a better chance.According to the .proverd
" God never shuts all the doors,but always opens one or the
other " I hope that there is for me a way to 'be received into
the Lutheran Church and then our marriage éaﬁ be regulated
and legalised according to Your constitutional marriage act
law.I suppose that all the Hxecutive members will agree with
my conception because there is no objection to our reception
in-to the Luthersh Church as far as the Civil or Ecclesiastic
laws are concerned;because the Civil law allows the freedom
of raligion,and God also respects the liberty of free will

therefore it is quite evédent.

Then the second point: We are up to now formal members of
the Roman Catholic Church,and as such we are still bound by its
laws  and regulations,and hence the verdict of the court can
always stand against our marriage although we are the marterial
members of the Lutheran Church.The Canon law says that " obli-
gatio legis cessat cum subjecto cesso " that is the obligation
of law ceases when the subject ceases to be." Therefore when we
are formally received into the Lutheran Church,we cease to be
the members of the Catholic Church in either sense.The Catholic
Church then can never even circumventionally enforce its laws
against the dessolution and legalisation of our marriage,be-
cause we are then no more its part and parcel.

But now it remains for the Executives to receive us into

or reject us as well from their Church,this I leave to their

judgement.But all the same I muet thank themfor the step they

have taken in our behalf.
