A CHRISTIAN RURAL FELLOWSHIP IN INDIA

The economic and social problems of the villager are
of concern to all who are trying to help India. Many
Christian workers are attempting to help him to solve them,

_in many different ways Some of these men and women
are engaged primarily in evangelistic or educational or
medical work; only a few are devoting the major part of
their attention to these - problems. Some are tackling the
task consistently, year.after year, some sporadically, and
many more realize that they should be doing something -to
improve the material condition of the people among whom
they work, but having many other dutics, and but little idea
of definite steps which might be of value, find it easy to
postpone this part of the *work.

The belief that much’ more could be accomplished if
those who were interested knew what others were doing,
and were acquainted with projects which are proving success-
ful, led Mr. Moomaw, Principal of the very effective Voca-
tional Training School at Anklesvar to call a meeting in
Landour this summer. Enthusiasm for the idea was shown,
and a small committee was appointed to plan for an
organization to provide for an interchange of experience and
plans, and the encouragement of service of this sort. Many
are acquainted with the Christian Rural Fellowship in the
United States, largely through tbe literature which it circu-
lates. The Fellowship also holds meetings in different parts
of the country at which its members discuss the problems
of rural life. Some of the more significant addresses are
printed and thus made available to the much wider group
all over the world. It therefore seemed to some that an
organization on similar lines might serve the need in India,
and that possibly the group here could become a branch of
the Fellowship in America.

The committee felt that the time was ripe for an
organization of some sort, and that it was desirable to start
at once, rather than waiting until definite plans could be
approved by any large group. As the main function is the
exchange of information and ideas, there seems to be no
need for an elaborate organization. The committee decided



.

that for the first year, at least, the only officer needed would
be a secretary. It was decided to request the Allahabad
Farmer, the bi-monthly magazine of the Allahabad Agricul-
tural Institute, to provide space for a Rural Life Fellowship
department. This the Farmer has agreed to do. It is plan-
ned to have a meeting of the Fellowship in Landour in the
summer of 1942, at which time it can be decided what the
permanent set-up shall be. This meeting, however, should
* be largely a conference on methods of rural work.

Members are being enrolled, and the initial response
indicates that the Fellowship will meet a real need. While
it is expected that there will probably be an annual confer-
ence in Landour, and that members will be mainly from the
rather large group of those who go to Landour at least
occasionally for the summer vacation, there is no geogra-
phical limitation, and others interested will also be welcomed.
Not knowing how many would become members, or just
what expenses might be involved, the committee fixed the
membership fee for this year at Rs. 2, which should cover
postage, printing, and the expense involved in the conference
to be held next summer. Subscription to the Allahabad
Farmer is Rs 3 a year. Reprints of Fellowship material
appearing in it can be sent to members who do not receive
the magazine, or it may be possible to work out a joint
membership fee and subscription. Many of the other articles
in the Farmer are of general interest to those engaged in
rural work of any sort.

Two things are now necessary to make this venture a
success One is that those interested manifest their interest
by sending Rs. 2 (or Rs. 5 if they wish to subscribe to the
Farmer also), to provide the necessary cash for the first
year. More important than this is to send in brief accounts
of rural projects of all sorts. This should not be delayed
until the project is a complete success, or all the details have
been worked out. Much is being accomplished, largely in
little bits scattered over the country. It is of these begin-
nings and small accomplishments that all should know.
Contributions of both sorts may be sent to the undersigned
at the Agricultural Institute, Allahabad.

THE SAINT OF SABARMATI

CHAPTER |

PARENTAGE

Uttamchand Gandhi owed nothing to bitth
or circumstances as the Gandbis belonged to the
Bania caste and were originally grocers. It was
only due to the rare qualities of his wonderful

urcefulness and powets of organization that
he rose from the lowest ring of the ladder to the
enviable post of the Dewan of Porbandar.
Potbandar is a town in Western India (in the sub-
provinces of Kathiawar) in Gujrat. He had an
inflexible will, which when coupled with integ-
rity of purpose and kindness of nature forms

the most fascinating clement of character. He
was bold, chivalrous and loyal. He was extreme-
ly charitable as much as that he gave away half
of his substantial salary in charity, and with
what remained he supported his large family.
Tt will thus be seen that he had very little in
common with'other coutrtiers and there were
many who wete jealous of his meteoric rise.
But the Rana Sahib of Porbandar, who loved
Uttamchand, and though not a man of active
habits, was shrewd in judgment and had enough
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petception to keep the enemies of Uttamchand
at an arm’s length, They therefore patiently
waited for their opportunity. After the death
of Rana Sahib they surrounded Rupaliba the
Maharani-Regent and continued their machina-
tions under more favourable auspices. An
innocent store keeper happened to incur displea-
sure of the Maharani. Finding his head in
danger, the terrified man ran to Uttamchand for
protection. Uttamchand kept him concealed in
his house, thinking that the storm would soon
blow over. But some how or other the news
got wind. Maharani called Uttamchand and
otdered him to hand over her victim. Uttam-
chand protested. Maharani persisted. But
Uttamchand was not the man to be frightened
into surrender. He declared he had promised to
protect the man and even at the cost of his own
head he would not go back on his plighted word.
This gave his enemies the long-awaited oppor-
tunity, By skilful machinations they managed to
transfer the wrath of the Maharani-Regent from
the Storekeeper to the Dewan, Uttamchand’s
house was bombarded. He fled away safely to
Junagadh, where he was warmly received by the
Nabob who would willingly keep him as his own
Minister. Uttamchand who was still loyal to
his former master not only did not entertain the
kind offer but saluted the Nabob with his ©left
hand *.  On being questioned on this apparent
discourtesy he said that his right hand was still
the property of Porbandar and he could salute
other princes with the hand that belonged to
him. This immensely gratified the Nabob of
Junagadh. I shall give half of my kingdom,’
he said, “to get a minister like _Véu > After
wards through the good offices of the Nabob
Uttamchand was recalled to Porbandar. But
Uttamchand, unwilling to continue in service
after the unpleasent incident which had sunk
deep into his heart, recommended his fifth son
Karamchand to the post.

Karamchand Gandhi was only 25 years old
when he took over the responsibilities of the
post of Dewan. But being trained to the work

by his father and gifted with the same capacity,
enterprise and integrity, he successfully discharg-
ed his duties for about 25 years. He was a
lover of his clan, truthful, brave and generous.
Money had absolutely no attraction for him and
he left behind very little for his children. At the
first signal of displeasure he resigned his post
with its salaty of nearly Rs. yo0/- per mensem,
and repaired to Rajkot where he was warmly
received by the Thakote Sahib and immediately
got the post of Dewan. His sense of loyalty
was very great. The Assistant Political Agent
who was an Englishman spoke insultingly about
the Thakote Sahib of Rajkot and he stood up to
the insult. The Agent was furious and demand-
ed an apology. But this was refused. The angry
Agent had him immediately atrested, and detained
for some time under a trec. The whole town
in the meanwhile was secthing with excitement,
Such a defiance of British power had never been
known before, But when the official found
Karamchand adamant he ordered his rele

After some time the 'Chief of Wanakanar, who
was anxious to organise the affairs of his State
requested Thakore Sahib of Rajkot to lend the
services of Karamchand. Karamchand accepted
the offer on one condition—petfect freedom in
the management of the departments. It was
also agreed that if Karamchand was compelled to
break his five years’ contract of service on
account of interference from above he was
entitled to full five years’ salary.— Though later
on he had to leave the Chicf of Wanakanar only
after two months and was reverted to his post
at Rajkot he did not accept the many thousands
that were, by way of the stipulated indemnity,
offered to him. He was absolutely incorruptible.
The Thakore Sahib pressed him to accept a piece
of land after his long and meritorious servir

urging him to take as much as he desired. But
he rejected the offer thinking that it had the
appeatance of bribery. ¢ What will you do with
your sons #’, said the Prince, €you must pro-
vide for them. Take as much as you nced’.
His relations by their sheer persistence bore
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down his opposition, But even then all that he
would accept was a mere strip of ground, He
was nominated a member of the Rajasthani
Court by the Bombay Government. Though
this courtis now extinct, yet in those days it
Wwas a very important and influential body for
settling disputes between the chiefs and their
fellow clansmen. We have already mentioned
above that money had no fascination for him.
Before his death at the age of 63 he had spent
nearly all his substance chiefly in charity. He
matried four times in succession, having lost his
wife each time by death. His fourth wife was
Putlibai.

Putlibai was a deeply religious lady. She
would not take her meals without offering her
daily prayers and obsetving other religious
daties such as going to Haveli—the Vaishnava
temple. Life was all religion with her and she
made it the atmosphere of her home. She also
believed in stern discipline. If there was sick-

3 in the home or in the neighbouthood she
would sit up night after night discharging the
duties of a nurse. If anybody nearby was in
need of her help she would render the help at
once—whether he be a Brahmin or Sudra. Every
morning her home was besieged by twenty or
thirty poverty-siricken people who came to
receive the alms or a cup of whey which was
never refused.

wore few. In the words of Rev. Joseph J. Doke
and Romain Rolland she was a sort of an Indian
St. Elizabeth, great
common-sense and was well informed about all
matters of State,

She was not fond of jewellery and

would take the hardest vows and keep them
without flinching. Illness was no excuse for
telaxing them. Once she fell ill while observ-
ing......Chandrayana* vow, but the illness was
notallowed to interrupt the observance of the
vow. To keep two ot three consecutive fasts
was nothing to her. Living on one meal a day
during one Chaturmas or fasting on alternate
day during another Chaturmas was a habit with
her. Yet during another Chaturmas she would
take 2 yow not to have food without seeing the
sun. Her children would stand outside staring
at the sky waiting to announce the appearance
of the sun to their mother. We all know that
at the height of the rainy season the sun often
does not condescend to show his face. At the

. sudden appearance of the sun the children

would run and announce it to her. She would
rush out to sce with her own eyes, but by that
time the sun would disappear again in the clouds,
thus depriving her of her meals. ¢ That does
not matter °, she would cheerfully say, ¢God
did not want me to take any food today ’.
And she would again return to her round of
duties.

Of these parents was born Mohandas Karam-
chand Gandhi—our Saint of Sabarmati—on the
2nd, October, 1869, at Porbandar, otherwise
known as Sudamapuri,

Putlibai bore a daughter and three sons, our
Gandhis originally
belonged to the Jain School of Hinduism, which
regatds ©ahimsa >—the doctrine of non-injury
to any form of life—as one of its basic principles.
This was the doctrine which the new born babe
was to ptroclaim triumphantly and victoriously
throughout the world.

liochan Das who thus brought up in an atmosphere wh:?.ch was
severely religious, strictly disciplinary and purely aa?mlineaa.
From his mother, more than from anyone else, the child gzined his
omn religious mature. It becomes clear from his Autobiography that
no one so profoundly affected him in childhood as his mother did.

PORBANDAR
He was first put in an Klementry School at Hgsbandar. Vhen he was
about seven years old his father left Parbandar for Rajkot to
become a member of the Rajasthan Court. There he was put in a
Primary School, where he received education till the age of ten.
He was then sent to the High School at Khaitwer where he remained
till he matriculated at Ahmadabad at the age of seventeenm.

As a boy lichan Das was very kind, very playful and very
obsinate. He was a bit impulsive and capricious but he hed a very
sweet nature which won the affecﬁm of all. He never neglected
his studies nor regquired any piloting to steer his course.
Naughty but dutiful he was the pride of his parents. He was very
shy and avoided all campany. in this comnection we refer to his
own Autobiography or "the story of my experiments with truth® He
says “ly books and my lessons were my sole companions. To be at
school at the stroke of the hour and to run back hame as soon as
the achool closed thet was my daily habit. I literally ran back
as | could not bear to telk to anybody. I was even afraid lest
anybody should poke fun at me,*

There are three incidents worth recording which occurred
during this period. During his first year at the High School
Mr. Gi.l%, the kiducational Inspector came to the School on a visit
of inspection. He set up 5 words to write as a spelling exercise.
Une of the words was 'Kettle'. He could not spell it correctly.
The teacher tried to prampt him with the point of hlB bc.t. but he
would not be prampted. It was beyond him to see thatftea.cher
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wanted him to copy the spelling from his neighbour's slate, for he
thought the teacher was there to supervise them against copying.

The result was that all the boys except himself was found to have
spelt each !o_nﬂ?Lcorractly. He says "Only L had been stupid. The
teacher tried later to bring this stupidity home to me, but without
effect. I never could learn the art of 'Copying'. Yet the

incident did not in the least diminish my respect for my teacher. |
I was by nature blind to the fault of elders. Later I came to

know of many other failings of this teacher but my regard for him
remained the same. For I had learnt to carry out the orders of
elders, not to scan their actions".

The other incident was about a book entitled Shravana
Pitribhakti Nataka ( a play about Shravana's devotion to his parents)
As a rule lichan Das had a distaste for any reading but his school |
books. The daily lessmons led to be done, because he says " I
disliked being taken to task by my teacher as much as I disliked
deceiving him". But somehow or other his eyes fell on the book.

He read it with intense interest. About the same time itinerant
show-men ceme to his place on their round. Une of the pictures
that was shown there was of Shravana carrying, by means of slings
fitted for his shoulders, his blind parents on a pilgrimsge. The
book and the play left an indelible impression on his mind. “Here
is an example for you to copy” He said to himself.

The third incident wes also connected with another drama.

It was Harish Chandra. “This play- Harish Chandra - captured my
heart" says he. * I could never be &¥+ed of seeing it. But how
often should L be permitted to go ? It me and I must have
acted Harish Chandra to myself times without number. Why should
not all be truthful like Harish Chandra ? Was the Question I asked
myself day and night: To follow truth and to go through all the
ordeals Harish Chandra went through was one ideal = it inspired

in me. 1 literally believed in the story of Harish Chandra. The
thought of it all often made me weep®. Vhen he was sent to the High
School he had already reached his twelveth year. He has been: war
shiper of truth from his very childhood, as he says, "I do noi?
remember having ever told a lie, durmg this short permd, either to
