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A SHORT REPORT OF MY VISIT TO GERMANY

( Dr.C.X.Paul Singh )

According to the scheduled programmes for attending
the Ku.atorium meeting and for visiting the congregations in
different pnart of Germany I arrived in Berlin on 23rd April,
79. The Xuratorium meeting was scheduled for April 26 + 27,79,
so T had a time for rest as well as for preliminary talks with
the Director GV.In our talks various topics were dealt with
for further ianformations and clarifications -~ like new projects
evangelistic works and pnayment for all workers, theological
educations, situation in the Gossner church, exchange of visits
and their programmes, some general situations in India, etc.
These subjects came again and again during my nine weeks visit
in various forms while talking to individuals, christian grou-
n8, leacders, pastors, Kuratorium members ctc.

Herewith I would like to mention some of the quest-
ions raised during the talks about nrojects for the GELC.

These questions can be anplied to other projects, - ich would

be sent by the church or discussed by any other re @2sentative

of the GELC in the GM.Till then when I was discussing about the
project there were no other nrojects sent from the GELC, except
an advance copy of the ' Reading Fooms ' »nroject - Study and

Cultural Centre, Ranchi of the 2EL as planned and estimated

by Mr, ®,5.Topno and signed by Ireasurer KSS and the Secre-

tary Bd. of »nrop. Mr. P.Toopno. The nroject includes rooms for

dispensary, library, vocational guide, guest rooms, cormetories
kitchen, dinning Hall, seminar rooms, confrence Hall, recep-
tion and office rooms and various other reguirements.

Some cguesticns raised are -

1. From whom is the »nroject ? - individual, few interested
nersong, congregations ?

2. Yho is or will oe the owner - administrator ?

3. Why is the project needed now ? | reading rooms, library
dispensary, guest rooms, hall etc. When there . Te so many
buildings and rooms unused ?

4, How will be the establishment costs and recurring cexn2n-
ses met ? | foreipn, local income or contributions ? )

5. Low will be the income - if any - used ? for church, other

orgaaisations ? Who are the beneficieries ?

Some remarks made with this regard for any future nroject in

the GELC also are to be thought of very critically.

Initiative for any »roject should come from the local cong-

regation and the project should have been started by the lo-

cal oneonle who would fecel the need and use of such pnrojects

which would be for the self sunport of the church. Moaey can



be given ( is available ) for work, but not for any Hobby.

In the Kuratorium meeting I gave my short verbal re-
port on the situation in the GEL" church, snecially about the
ordination of short course candidates and about some of the re-
cent developments in connection with the meetings along with
UEZLCI and LWF representatives, I also briefed the general situ-
ation in the Indian subcontinent. But the main discussion went
about the payments for all workers in the fields., I tried to
explain the position and the attitude of the KSS. The decision
with this regard has been communicated to the Pramukh Adhyaksh
and the reply to this by the Pra. Adhyaksh is also known to all.

In connection with the co-operation of GM and GELC in Nepal it

was reiterated that Gossner Mission is ready to help GELC finan-
cially in sending GELC worker to Nepal through UMN, It is in the
part of the GELC to find out cexperts, who would be ready to work

Many of the German peonle know some answers to these questions
but others have no idea about India, they know only that ladia
is a very poor country, where people die ( even on the street
of hunger, where there is overwhelming vpopulation with many
children in the families, where holy cows roam about freely
even on the roads - where woman wear saris and make ~olourful
noints on the forehead.

These points are given here so that our next visitors from
India should be prenared to answer such questions as and when

required,

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A SHORT REPORT OF MY VISET TO0 OBRMANY

( Dr.C.K.Paul Singh )

According to the scheduled programmes for attending
the Ku.-atorium meeting and for visiting the congregations in
different pnart of Germany I arrived in Berlin on 23rd April,
79. The Xuratorium meeting was scheduled for Aoril 26 + 27,79,
so T had a time for rest as well as for preliminary talks with
the Director GI.In our talks various topics were dealt with
for further iaformations and clarifications - like new projects
evangelistic works and payment for all workers, theological
educations, situation in the Gossner church, exchange of visits
and their programmes, some general situations in India, etc.
These subjects came again and again during my nine weeks visit
in various forms while talking to individuals, christian grou-
DS, leaders, pastors, Kuratorium members etc.

Herewith I would like to mention some of the quest-
ions raised during the talks about nrojectis for the GZILC.

These questions can be anpnlied to other projects, ‘hich would

be sent by the church or discussed by any other re_cesentative

of the GELC in the GM.7Till then when I was discussing about the
project there were no other nrojects sent from the GELC, except
an advance copy of the ' Reading Rooms ' »nroject - Study and

Cultural Centre, Ranchi of the 2EL as planned and estimated

by Mr, ®,S.Topno and signed by Jreasurer XSS and the Secre-

tary Bd. of grop. Mr, P.Tonno. The »nroject includes rooms for

dispensary, library, vocational guide, guest rooms, cormetories
kitchen, dinning Hall, seminar rooms, confrence all, recep-
tion and office rooms and various other requirements.

In the Kuratorium meeting I gave my short verbal re-
port on the situation in the GEL” church, specially about the
ordination of short course candidates and about some of the re-
cent developments in connection with the meetings along with
UZLCI and LWF representatives, I also briefed the general situ-
ation in the Indian subcontinent. But the main discussion went
about the payments for all workers in the fields. I tried to
explain the position and the attitude of the KSS, The decision
with this regard has been communicated to the Pramukh Adhyaksh
and the reply to this by the Pra. Adhyaksh is also known to all.

In connection with the co-operation of GM and GELC in Nepal it
was reiterated that Gossner Mission is ready to help GELC finan-
cially in sending GELC worker to Nepal through UMN, It is in the
part of the GELC to find out experts, who would be ready to work

The latest modern
technique and findings of Research Stations arée communicated to the
people through different sources, i.e. Cinema shows, meetings and
propaganda, booklets and letter correspondence. Different problems a
arising out of agricultural works at village levels are also gathered,
Susmerised and forwarded to the higher authorities for its solutions
