quite delighling ard encouraging to us.

In the course of oul visitations and observation we found
that the root of =lmost all the nroblems mentioned above,is
®THE LACK OF EDUCATIOR®.Education does not mean only to have a
knowledge of leteratures ,reading and writing but %o be concious and
to be aware about the status, problems yresponsibitities and the
sense of timeJloreover to take risht steps for the upliftment of the
society and the church.The leader of the parishes or the congregations
should tahq: his serioualy and take proper steps for thés.People
have to be aware about their nresent social =nd economic status,
Not only %o kmow and to be aware but to take constructive steps for
this as it is possible.

This our practical work showed us the problems ,merits and
demerits of the church and society of that respretive area, Thmough
thie we ourseives have been inspired and stimulated to think over
these porblens profounly.Moreover we got very good experiences and
bright sides in this practieal work,which are extreémely appreciabie,
mentioned already above.

It is beyond doubt that we all are benefited in many ways
and have learnt many new things during our practical work for which
we are thankful to God,to the college authorities,especially to
Dr.CeK.Paul Singh and other church leaders of G.E,L,Church,CKP

SUBJECT: RADIO "WOICE OF THE GOSPEL"

Confidential

Dear Friends:

The enclosed brief statement was issued by me upon my return from a three-

day visit to Addis Ababa. In consultation with the Cabinet it was decided
that I should go to Addis Ababa, together with Rev. Holger Benettsson, the
chairman of the RVOG Advisory Committee. We arrived on Tuesday morning,
March 15; 1 returned on Friday evening, March 18. I would like to use this
opportunity to report to you in some greater detail what has happened and
what the implications of these events are for the LWF.

1.

When RVOG was .built and began its work we had hoped that short-wave
media would be useful for at least 10 years. Now after 14 years service
RVOG has been silenced. With careful management the two 100,000 Watt trans-
mitters were functioning well, though the time would scon have come when
these would need to be replaced at considerable expense with newer, more
modern equipment.

RVOG has been serving a target area consisting of parts of Asia, the
Middle East and the major part of Africa. 14 studios produced much of
the programming, sending it to the station to have it beamed back to the
given area. In this way, churches responsible for the programming could
learn to use this instrument of mass media, made available to it by the
LWF. These studios will need to change their approach, and be the source
of programming for other outlets that will have to be sought. They may
even serve as a nucleus for mass media centers for the churches.

Ever since the political changes in 1975 it had to be anticipated that

in the long run the Ethiopian government would not allow a private station
to operate on its territory. One must consider that few countries in the
world (except for North and South America) permit private stations to
function on their territory. The LWF has been in a privileged position
these 14 years to be able to broadcast from a point in Last Africa techni-

sl vas
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cally exceptionally suited for good short wave broadcasting. Our operation
has been regulated by an agreement signed in 1961, and reaffirmed by the
present govermment.

Probably a number of reasons can be given for the take-over at this time.
It may be that longer-range considerations caused the govermment to believe
that the presence of a Christian broadcasting station on its territory is
not in keeping with the ideology on which the "LEthiopian Revolution' is
based. Among other things, the government statement claimed that the
station was "diluting' the revolution. Yet, several other factors probably
more readily explain the abrupt take-over. The situation in Ethiopia is
extremely difficult. The government (PMAC) is facing severe problems on

a number of fronts. Some of the anti-government movements are broadcasting
from the Sudan. The government may have chosen this moment to take its
quick action because of fear that another of the movements might take over
the station, and because the government believed it a powerful facility to
counter anti-government propaganda. As a whole it seems to be warranted

to assume that, despite the rhetorics, the primary reason was not a move
against the IWF per se but rather a wish to obtain the use of the technical
facilities which RVOG provides.

One must note that the nationalization process is regulated by laws with
respect to the action being carried out without any hindrances.« Obstruction
would be considered sabotage and could be punishable by death. For that
reason our Lthiopian staff, who automatically became government employees,
must be very careful. Though they might find the purposes for which the
station now functions not of their choosing, they have no choice but to
serve.

OQur ex-patriate staff has been assured of orderly withdrawal as soon as
practicable. They are given time to do so. The army commander in charge
and the new station manager are cooperating. Some of our ex-patriate
staff are providing "professional assistance'" in order that the new
station might function properly. This is done to support the Ethiopian
staff and to avoid any action against anyone in case the station didn't
function properly.

Because of the overall great sensitivity of the situation and our wanting
to protect as much as possible our staff, we have not issued strong words
of protest or attempted to exert world-wide pressure on the Ethiopian
government for nationalizing the station. This government seems to have
little sensitivity to world public opinion. After careful study of the
situatton, we saw no way in which we might "rescue' the station, or reverse
the action which the govermment felt constrained to take. We have reason
to fear for the welfare of the Ethiopian staff, as also for those working
for the church. They must be in our regular prayers. However, churches,
especially in areas being seryed, should feel free to express their
concerns even to their own governments regarding this action, within the
framework of IWF's statement.

We are carefully evaluating the situation of each ex-patriate staff member.
At this writing we have plans and proposals for most of them which will be
recommended to the Committee on Communication which meets next week. Be-
sides wanting to assess the situation, my main purpose of travelling so
quickly was to reassurc all staff of our concern for and commitment to them.

What can we say about all of these developments? We can, of course, note
that a very important program of the LWF has reccived a hard blow through
this action. God gave us an unusual instrument to assist the churches in
communicating the Gospel. But we arc now challenged to take new steps to
assist our churches in proclaiming the Gospel. Our staff at the station
during the first devotions after the take-over, while sad because of the
events, nevertheless sang '"Now thank we all our God", for giving this

great opportunity to serve. We pledge you to accept this challenge to
continue seeking ways to "proclaim Christ to his world". Alternative ways
of communcation have been explored for some time. An important function of
the LWF's program has been to develop regional mass media centers for the
churches to assist them through the development of a number of media. Most
of the studios lend themselves to a shift, both in outlets for electronic
media, as well as the development of other media. There is a sense in which
we are now free to explore a number of new ways, because the resources and
energy needed to operate a big international radio station can be channelled
to the task of broadening the impact. We point this out in order to make
clear LWF's continued commitment in the field of mass commmnication, asking
that our churches and donor agencies continue to support this effort as

new and imaginative ways of assisting the churches are developed.

When speaking to the army colonel in charge of the station, he assured me
that this action is not taken against the LWF, but the times dictated that
the government felt it needed the station. The ILWF has extensive commit-
ments through its Department of World Service to assist people in great
need facing a renewed famine situation. LWF's commitment is to continue
to help people also there as long as it is possible. We also do this at
the strong urging of our member church in Ethiopia.

These are very tense and difficult times for all of our people and our member
church in Ethiopia. I urge you to remember them regularly in your prayers.

STATEMENT
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By Dr. Mau

On March 12, 1977 Radio Voice of the Gospel, located in Addis Ababa, Ethiopia,
was silenced by an action of the Provisional Military Administrative Council

of Ethiopia. The station with all of its properties as well as affiliated
organs in Ethiopia such as the studio of the Evangelical Church Mekane Yesus in
Ethiopia, has been nationalized. The process of '"turning over' the station is
taking place. It is an orderly and peaceful process. The LEthiopian staff mem-
bers have become government employees. Ex-patriate staff members are making
arrangements to leave the country. This process should be completed in about
two weeks. In order to facilitate the process, some ex-patriate staff have
agreed to give professional assistance to the government station. However, they
do not now provide any voicing for broadcasts.

As General Secretary of the LWF, I travelled to Ethiopia, accompanied by
Pastor Holger Benettsson of Sweden, chairman of the RVOG Advisory Committee,
after word was received about the takeover. The purpose was to assgss exactly
what had happened and to assure ourselves of the well-being of staff.

The IWF deeply regrets that the Ethiopian Provisional Military Council has

seen fit to nationalize RVOG. It was done abruptly, without prior consultation.
It is especially regrettable that an extensive international service for a

large target area in Africa, Asia and the Middle East was forced to stop with- *
out any prior notice or explanation. In silencing RVOG-a voice used by many
Christian denominations, including the Ethiopian Orthodox Church, and a voice
praised. by leaders of other religions has been closed down. It has been a
voice for justice, peace and human rights. Understanding the Gospel as serving
the whole human being, this voice has been involved in the issues and concerns
of daily life. It has sought to address the needs of health, food, sanitation,
literacy, education, information, development and nation-building. It has
sought to support a number of governmental and inter-governmental agencies

such as the Organization for African Unity and the United Nations. Much of
RVOG's programming has intended to address these needs.

For 14 years RVOG has assisted the churches in 'proclaiming Christ to his
world'. It has sent well over 130,000 hours of programming, over 80,000 hours
have been prepared in the 14 area studios, located throughout the large target
area being served in as many as 17 different languages.

The LWF is receiving messages of consternation, deep regret and sadness that
one of the largest international religious broadcasting facilities has been
taken over and is being used for purposes entirely alien to those for which
it was originally conceived and built. It is now called Radio Voice of Re-
volutionary Ethiopia, broadcasting four hours per day to Ethiopia and its
immediate surroundings. Nine of its eleven antennas are idle.
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The LWF notes that this action of nationalization by the Ethiopian government
is abrogating its long-standing agreement which has also regulated the way in
which RVOG has functioned. This agreement was just recently affirmed by the
present government. The station was just expanding its Ethiopian service to
include four additional languages, at the request of the IWF member church in
Ethiopia. LWF reserves the right to claim compensation for the property taken
over by the Ethiopian government.

This abrupt and sudden action was not entirely unexpected. In a ''declaration
of Economic Policy of Socialist Ethiopia" of TFebruary 7, 1975, mass media
activities were classified as "activities which are exclusively reserved for
the state'. In recent years the LWF has been exploring alternative media

for proclaiming Christ to his world. The silencing of RVOG challenges the
INF and its member churches to expand these alternatives with insight and
imagination. Some of the 14 studios throughout the target area will serve to
develop alternative media and outlets. Silencing RVOG in no way silences

the churches' ministry of proclamation. LWF is committed to assist them in
this work. We are grateful to have had the opportunity to serve through the
powerful instrument of RVOG for 14 years. The expertise gained, and much

of the global facilities being used, will continue in this service’~
