2+) Hev. Aind mentions a letter, which he wrote some weeks ago

about two students outside Ranchi, who should receive theological
education. This letter did not arrive and therefore was not answered.
A copy of this letter shall be sent to Berlin asg soon as possible.
Rev. Seeberg promises, that according to former agreements the
Gossner Mission is alse willing to pay stipends for students of
theology from the GeE.L. Church, who study at Gurukul or at another
place in India. As the expenses for the education are higher than

in Ranchi, the Gossner Mission will make an amount of 1000 Rps
available to these two students for 1967.

3+) The President asks to answer his request for financing a stoeck
of rice in the three theological institutions as soon as possible.
Rev. Seeberg promises, that during the next days the requested
advance payment (stipends 1968) in the amount of Rps 26.000 shall be

remitted,

4+) The Presideat of the G.E.L. Church recommends emphatically, that
Professor Vogel should come again to India during the winter 1968/69,
His task should be the preparation of a theological confession together
with the leading brothers of the Gossner Church.

However, Rev. Aind desires a detailed consultation with the pastors
of the G.E.L. Church before he will invite Professor Vogel officially,
This consultation should take place at the end of February 1968 during

the pastors' course.

5.) The preparation committee for the jubilee celebration in July 1969
did not start its work yet, It expects new impulses and suggestions
by the visit of Reve Seeberg in the G.Z.L. Church in spring 1968,

6.) In this connection President Aind expects, that the 100 years
Jubilee of the Govindpur Synod will take place on the 26th Octogr

er 1969.

The Synod itself endeavours to announce or finish the new building of

a big second highsciool for girls at that time. It should be considered,
whether part of the aunounced jubilee gift for the whole church from
Germany should be given for this particular purpose, as the new highschool
for girls would serve the whole church. is the Bethesda highschool in
Ranchi is at present overcrowded, the project of the Govindpur Synod is

8till more urgent.

7+) Rev. Aind asks for a written history of the 50 years of the Gai.L.
Church. He deems such a written history very important for the use in

India. fHe-says, he is very glad, that Dy. Lokiss as an objective reporter
has the full confidence of the K35 for this work.




8+) President Aind and the Gossner Mission agree, that soon an exact
regulation should be found and passed, in which the rights and duties
of the theological institutions regarding the whole church should be
settled.

9+) The renting of plots of land in Ranchi for commercial use is
reconunended by the President and the K35, but not by the Subcommittee

of the Property hoard, HNevertheless, during the last months the Sub=
committee changed its mind, so that a positive resolution can be expected.
The offer of the Gossner Mission to commission a non-Indian expert
(perhaps Mr. Montag) with the commercial negotiations with seriously
interested parties shall be carefully examined by President Aind after
his return to Ranchi,

10.) The KSS is worried about the situation in Purulia, which is atill
difficult to survey, although it seems to be more relaxed, as the
machines could be transferred to Fudi. However, Rev. Hemroan declared
again his readiness and ability to establish a small holding in Purulia.
Reve Seeberg's abjestion, that concrete and proaising plans should be
the basis of a new investment, was not refuteds A new failure after a
second start in Purulia would be still harder to bear.

1l,) There was t, that the plans for the building of a studie
in Ranchi for should be postponed until Rev. Sesberg would discuss
the matter in Jabalpur in spring 1968.

12,) President Alnd reports that Sister Ilse's dispensary work was
highly appreciated by the K35 and was also supported by the different
synods. After the training of a male nurse from Goviadpur, the synod
Kinkel now wants to train a dispensary nurse, they chose already a
suitable persons Murther came an application from the Synod Khuntitold
to establish a new dispensary in Bagaims (mission field). Also the
Synod Karimati is interested in a dispensary. Rev. Seeberg encourages
the Mﬁl‘l to have two nurses trained, who should be sent to Takarma.

13. M- Ahl tll..:nh‘ that courses for a basic training of nurses are
necessary take place in the Pracharak School as well as in
the ‘!abl.tu scnlt ipur.

Subject: Visitors from Germany during the Wext Winter

It is perhaps a little early, but not too early to inform you and the
brothers in the KSS = and perhaps also through the "Garbandu" the
whole Gossner Church = that also next winter visitors from Germany
can be expected. I hope they will be welcome.

At the same time with this information I want to convey to you cordial
greetings of the Kuratorium, which held a meeting on May 16th and 17th.
As soon as the minutes are written, I will inform you about an important
resolution.

1. After in winter 1965/66 the Evang. Luth. Landeskirche of Hannover
sent Landessuperintendent Peters and you welcomed him gratéfully,and
last winter the Chureh of Berline-Brandenburg sent Professor Vogel

to Ranehi upon your invitation, where he held lectures especially in the
Theological College and participated in the every-day life of the
Goassaer Church, wha! he liked very much, the Church of Westfalia now
decided to send the iresident of their Missionary Councils, Superinten=
dent Dr. von Stieglita, the Synodical President of the big city of
Dortmund,to visit the ‘ossner Church. He accepted the resolution
gladly and probably will start his voyage to Chotanagpur with his wife
shortly before Christuas. The exact date of his vieit is not yet fixed,
but it is possible that he will leave Germany before Christmas in order
to be among you during the Pastoral Refresher Course at the end of
February next year. 7This visit is especially importsnt, as there are

a lot of friends of the Cossaer Church just in VWestfalia.

Brother von Stieglitz - hils name means a special kind of bird (goldfineh),
80 that he seems toc be related to Professor Vogel (bird) - is an old
friend of the Gossner Hission, and three years ago he visited the church
in North Tanganika sent by the Bethel Mission. Thus you will understand,
that he is not inexperienced visiting young churches, and he will be

able to compare the churches, when he will participate in the life of

the Gossaer Church during these few months. He is a friend of Vice
President Dr« Timme, who kindly welcomed us, d.l?wlrﬁthlr Kfnd, in the
autumn 1965,when you visited the Headquarters of the Church of Westfalia

in Bielefeld.

2., At the same time I wish that Inspector Seeberg will again next winter
go to Ramchi, and I think that She Kuratorium will in due time confirm it.
Brother Seeberg will work with you and consult with you,perhaps from
the end of January t0 the begimning of March, and give you his advice

from his manifold experiences. I am sure you will be glad about this
information.
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In the meantime we confidently hope to have your messenger Professor
Tiga from the beginaning of September to the end of November here in
Germany, and the programs for his itinerary are just being made.

We intend to send him as a representative of the Gossner Church in
India to the reformation celebration at the end of October in
Wittenberg etc., as obviously Brother Schottstidt forgot, that there
is no special money for your direct coming.

At any rate I sincerely hope, that these reciprocal visits will
strengthen the solidarity between you and us just during the time
before the jubilee of the Gossner Mis in July 1969.

Dear Brother Aind:

Enclosed please find my answer to the coworkers of the KSS and the
Property Board answering their letter to me of April 26th, 1967.

I could not say more because of our agreement, that the correspondence
should be exchanged tween the President of the Church and us. I

know the difficulties of a better pay regulation very well.

However, I want to tell you, that I think the letter of the coworkers
is justified. Indeed, the salaries are too low, and I understand,
that the coworkers' interest in the work will decrease.

At any rate the present situation should be improved. I was surprised
that the salary scale of the Anchal coworkers is different from the
salary scale of the KSS coworkers. In any case I would advise you to
arrange, that there will be a pay scale which is obligatory for the

la ,men workers of all the Anchals and of the Central Office. Indeed,
dear Brother Aind, you will get better coworkers in Ranchi only, if
the salaries are adequate. Would this be reached, if only three of
the five laymen would remain in a steady job and receive a higher
salary? In the present situation I do not think the Anchals would be
ready to give higher allowances for the gdministration in Ramnchi.

It is possible, that the Anchals think, that the administration till now
does not work effective enough. You should inform the Adhyakshes,
that the work in the central office could improve only if qualified
coworkers could be employed.

I heard that N.E. Horo has got a vacatiom of half a year without pay.
This means perhaps that during the next months a new superintendent

of the KSS office cannot be employed. This is a pity., Now the laymen
have to receive work from you, but as you are often absent from Ranchi,
the administrative work will often be interrupted, as long as there is
no superintendent of the K88 office. I know you want to save and have
to save money. But I womder whether the central administration of the
@G.E.L. Church can afford such an economization. Perhaps there are
other items in the gemeral budget which could be decreased.

I am glad that you received in the Govindpur Synedg so quickly a new
proposal for the dispensary program.

10., 13. und 20.2.1967. Dazu lag uns Ihr Jahresbericht vor, der noch durch mei=-
ne miindlichen Darstellungen ergénzt werden konnte.

Herr Dr. Berg hat Ihnen vor einigen Tagen bereits persﬁnlich geschrieben und
dabei seinen allgemeinen Eindruck vermittelt. Es ist meine Pflicht, nun noch
einer Reihe von Einzelfragen nachzugehen, die der Klxérung bediirfen.

Zunédchst miissen wir in Erinnerung rufen, daB das Interesse der Gossner Mission
fiir die Druckerei in Ranchi immer sehr groB gewesen ist.

Wir m&chten der Dmuckerei eine langsame aber gesunde Entwicklung winschen.
Wir sitd nicht der Meinung, daB jede sich bietende Gelegemheit in Ranchi
ausgenutzt werden muB. Die Printing Press in Ranchi ist eine kleine Drucke-
rei, die einer kleinen Kirche gehdrt. Ein GroBbetrieb paSt nicht zu den Zie=-
len, die sich die Gossnerkirche mit ihrer Druckerei gesetzt hat. Das beson-
dere Merkmal dieser Druckerei, die zugleich ein besonderer Beitrag der Goss-
nerkirche fiir diese Art Unternehmungen ist, soll die Qualitét der Erzeugnis-
se sein.

Der Kundenkreis der Druckerei sollte mit Absicht klein gehalten werden. Sie
erwihnten fters "nicht wiederkehrende Gelegenheiten". Wir konnen Ihnen nicht
zustimmen. Es wird in Indien und besonders im Industriegebiet von Ranchi ge-
rade in Zukunft viele Kunden geben, die sich um eine gute Druckerei bemiihen
werden. Die Printing Press in Ranchi sollte rigorios solche Kunden ausschei=
den, die mit der Bezahlung ihrer Rechnmungen zdgern. In den Geschédftsbedingun=
gen der Druckerei sollte ein Termin angegeben werden, bis zu dem die falligen
Rechnungen zu bezahlen sind. Geschieht dies nicht, sollten neue Auftrége nicht
angenommen werden. Es darf nicht dahin kommen, daB etwa grofere Unternehmun-
gen mit groBeren Auftrégen einen Druck ausiiben konnen. Wir sind uns deswegen
nicht sicher, ob Ihre bisherige Geschéftspolitik,sich hauptséchlich an einen
GroBkunden zu hingen, ratsam ist. Uber kurz oder lang werden Sie von diesem
Hauptkunden abhéngig sein und die Existenz der Druckerei kann dadmrch geféhr-
det werden.

Auf Grund des oben Gesagten sollte Ihre Kalkulation schérfer sein. Die Preise
in der Druckerei der Gossnerkirche sollten aus Konkurenzgriinden nicht niedrig
gehalten werden. Qualitétsarbeit hat Ihren Preis. Wer gute Druckerzeugnisse
wiinscht, soll also mehr dafiir bezahlen.

Jeder
Betrieb kann selbstverstindlich investieren, aber ebenso gewiB ist, daB die-
ser Betrieb die laufende Arbeit nur #amm so tun kann, daB die Ausgaben den
Einnahmen entsprechen.

Die Zusammenarbeit mit dem Managing Committee der Druckerei muB erheblich ver=-
bessert werden. Es darf auf keinen Fall irgendwie der Eindruck entstehen, dal
hier Personen gegeneinander arbeiten. Es ist wohl miig, Untersuchungen anzu-
stellen, ob die Betriebsleitung oder das Managing Committee hier etwas ver=-
séumt hat. Es scheint z.Zt. ein gegenseitiges MiBStrauen zu herrschen, und das
ist ein Zustand, der nicht nur fir eine kirchliche Institution unméglich ist,
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sondern fiir jedes geschéftliche Unternehmen schlechthin. Wahrscheinlich ist
in der Vergangenheit nicht sorgféltig genug bedacht worden, welche Pflichten
und Rechte der Betriebsleiter auf der einen Seite und das Managing Commitee
auf der anderen Seite wahrzunehmen hat. Dariiber sollte baldmﬁglichat in aller
offenheit gesprochen werden. Zunéchst wahrscheinlich am besten im kleinen
Kreis und danach im Managing Committee. Da dieser Brief nicht an das Managing
Committee, sondern an Sie, lieber Herr Luther, gerichtet ist, mdchte ich noch
folgendes hinzufiigen: Der Superintendent der Press hat die Aufgabe, aus dem
gegebenen Betrieb das Bestmdgliche zu machen. Wenn Sie als Superintendent

der Press groBe Pline machen, die erhebliche Veranderungen zur Folge haben,
diirfen Sie sich nicht wundern, wenn Zweifel oder sogar Proteste von Seiten
des Managing Committees laut werden. Leider ist es Ihre Art, nicht nur Vor-
schlége zu machen, die ja diskutiert werden kdnnten, sondern ultimative For-
derungen zu fixieren, auch Anspriiche persénlicher Art. Zum Wohl der Druckerei
und auch zum Besten fiir Thre persdnliche Zukunft miilssen wir Ihnen sehr raten,
vorsichtiger und weiser Ihre Gedanken zu &uBern.

7) Ihre Wohnung ist gewiB nicht ideal, und so ist es versténdlich, daB Sie auf
Anderung bedacht sind. Das geht Ihren Nachbarn auf dem Compound, den Profes-
soren am Theologischen College, nicht anders, zum Teil sind diese noch beschei-
dener untergebracht. Im {ibrigen werden Sie wahrscheinlich nicht wissen, daB

Dear Brother Bage,

I quite understand that you are interested to get the compound wall at
Ranchi completed before your term as President comes to an end. Thinking

of my visit this March and the impression I gained from the Ranchi compound,
I must say the same: The compound should really get a wall.

We are fundamentally ready to give you the necessary loan at the end of
this yeare I shall also ask Pastor Seeberg to talk the matter over and
let me have a short note with your's or your successor's consent before
Christmas so that the necessary amount could be sent from the second
section of the Ten~Year's-Building~Plan.

However, I like to mentiorn the following:

1) Already before the arrival of Pastor Seeberg, a definite estimate of
the necessary expenses should be worked out so that the work might
immediately be started at the beginning of 1967 and completed before
the reainy season begins.

2) All uncertainties should be clarified by the local committee of the
Head-Quarter's Congregation on Property beforehand as to where the
wall should be built, which parts should be kept inside and which out-
side the wall so that these questioms should not be subject to endless
disputes after the work hzs alresdy been started.

3) When I received the clear protest of a group of people against the
leasing of land along the Main Road, I was quite surprised about the

¥ attitude of these narrow-minded people who obviously do not understand

the present time and behave as if Ranchi were still situated somewhere

remote in the hills of Chota Nagpur. Does one not take threats of the

local authorities serious to expropriate great parts of the big compound

at Ranchi ?

Therefore, it has to be clarified that the Head Quarter's Congregation

is determined to lease the piece of land before we give the loan to complete
the wall, for the loan could only be refunded out of this resource; other-
wise tine obligation of re-payment will be fictitious.

I hope, dear Brother Bage, that you will understand our poiat of view, al~-
though there might be some pressure on our dear Gossner Church. But in this
case I am sure that it will be for the good of the Church. I should also
very much like to have the wall completed as soon as possible. This, however,
can only take place if the ideas of some narrow-minded people will be over~

Subjects: Your request for a loan to complete the compound wall at Ranchi

Dear Brother Bage,

I quite understand that you are interested to get the compound wall at
Ranchi completed before your term as President comes to an eads Thinking

of my visit this March and the impression I gained from the Ranchi compound,
I must say the same: The compound should really get a wall.

We are fundamentally ready to give you the necessary loan at the end of
this year.I shall also ask Pastor Seeberg to talk the matter over and
let me have a short note with your's or your successor's consent before
Christmas so that the necessary amount could be sent from the second
section of the Ten-Year's-Building-Plan.

However, I like to mention the following:

1) Already before the arrival of Pastor Seeberg, a definite estimate of
the necessary expenses should be worked out so that the work amight
immediately be started at the beglaning of 1967 and completed before
the reainy season begins.

2) All uncertainties should be clarified by the local committee of the
Head-Quarter's Comgregation on Property beforehand as to where the
wall should be built, which parts should be kept inside and which oute
side the wall s0 that these questions should not be subject to endless
disputes after the work has already been started. -

3) When I received the clear protest of a group of people against the
leasing of land along the Main Road, I was quite surprised about the
attitude of these narrow-minded people who obviously do not umderstand
the present time and behave as if Ranchi were still situated somewhere
remote in the hills of Chota g:g;:?- Does one not take threats of the
local authorities serious to priate great parts of the big compound
at Ranchi ? '

Therefore, it has to be clarified that the Head Quarter's Congregation

is determined to lease the piece of land before we give the loan to complete
the wall, for the loanm could only be refunded out of this resource; other-
wise the obligation of re-payment will be fictitious.

I hope, dear Brother Bage, that you will understand our point of view, al-
though there might be some pressure on our dear Gossner Churchs But in this
case I am sure that it will be for the good of the Church. I should also
very much like to have the wall completed as soon as possible. This, however,
¢an only take place if the ideas of some narrow-minded people will be over-

We fully understand your concern and see
the task of the Lutheran Church but on the other hand you will recall that
at the Belgrade meeting we reviewed the criteria for CDS and adopted the
following definition of the functions of the service:

"The Service shall contribute towards the spcial and economic progress
of society as well as towards the development of interdependence and
mutual responsibility for the social security of all members of the

community.

The Service shall facilitate the support of constructive and productive
activities, ineluding those of a preventive and preparatory nature as

Dear Brother Bage, \ j?—

Shortly befere I left for an one-week lecture-trip to Lippe / West-Germany,
I gratefully received your letter of 12th July from Belgrade. Thank you for
informing me about the various decisions passed during the last meeting of
the KSS. I am now ud&hg the minutes of same. Amongst the different decisions

passed, I regard three of them as specially important: + resp. four

a) Offering Mr. N.E. Horo the post of an Office-Superintendent. Although I, to-
day, received a complaint from Rev. Toppo about it, I am glad that the KSS
has dealt with the matter and has passed a clear decision. May Mr. Horo's
work be blessed.

b) Giving Khuntitoli the status of an Anchal.

¢) Decentralizing the Property Board, which will have far-reaching consequences.

d) Decreasing the amounts requested from LWF of 10 § each year. I am glad that
the KSS agreed to it. I hope that this can be seen through. But we gquite
understand that the budgets for the stipends for the three institutions,
namely Theological College, Pracharak's Training School and Tabita School
as well as the one for the mission workers in the evangelistic works
have been left untouched for the time being. I do not think that longer
discussions will be necessary on this point. There should not be anything
missed financially and personnelly in this regard, especially since new
possibilities are arising so much.

I am sure that all these decisions will have far-reaching consequences for the
Gossner Church.

Let me now say something to Pastor Seeberg's visit to India. I suppose that

you have discussed it with Dr. Sovik in Belgrade. I am still of the opinion

that it will not be possible and necessary ®r Pastor Seeberg to come to India
sooner. He is to fly to Calcutta on 14 November and can be expected im Ranchi

on 18 November. We find it quite right if the first meeting of the KSS to be
presided over by Brother Aind will still deal with running matters and problems
and not with possible consequences according to the talks with the representative
of the Kuratorium. From mid-November until the end of January, dear Brother Bage,
there will be time to discuss all matters in great detail. Possible cousequences
may be discussed at a KSS-meeting shortly before or after the Refresher Course.
Whereever your new job will be after the elections this October, I am sure

that you will be asked for your advice very much. But Brother Seeberg has not
authority and power to settle decisive matters of policy finally. He will have
to inform the Kuratorium first about his impressions and give his suggestions.

-2-




I think that there will be no fundamental change in the relationship between
Gossner Church / Gossner Mission until summer 1969, the date of the 50th
anniversary of the autonomy of the Gossner Church. That is why I think that
it is too soon to have the talks in September or October 1966.

We have been very upset about the news of the illness of Mrs. Montag and the
fact that BREAD FOR THE WORLD in Stuttgart had to give leave to Mr. Montag
for some weeks. I suppose that he will leave Calcutta for London one of these
days to be with his wife and see how she is feeling.

I was very grateful that you agreed to send Brother Schmidt to Calcutta as
substitute of Mr. Montag. Brother Tete will now be fully responsible for the
youth work of the Church for an indefinite period of time.

I was also very pleased to hear that the Feeding Programme in Bihar is running
very smoothly and that it wi~ll even be extended to the distriet of Hazaribagh.
When I was asked I also suggested to ask Brother Schmidt for this serviee in
Calcutta as he has gained much experiences already.

I quite understand that the plan of having a Proprietory High School has not

been discussed at this time, particularly if you are to be appointed Adhyaksh
of the Orissa Anchal. The problem of the High School as well as the one of a

new hospital for the church will have to be discussed with Brother Seeberg.

I have not heard anything yet about the matter at Tezpur and am waiting for
news either from Assam or from you. We are very much interested in receiving
a report on the development of the mission work in Assam on which you wanted
to write something . I shall send Rs. 10.000,-~ for purchising the property
in Chutupalu which we inspected in March. I hope that formal registration
will be made. We would, then, send another Rs. 10,000,==,

Is there any progress in purchasing property and building a congregational
centre at Hatia 7 I do hope so.

We shall also send Rs. 5.000,~~ out of the Ten-Years-Building-Plan for
Wellesley-Square~Church about which you wrote to me. I hope to see Brother
Montag in Stuttgart on his way to London and have a talk with him on this
matter.

I was sad to note from a letter from Brother Surin that he has difficulties
in receiving the necessary money for the work of the College from the
treasurer of the church. Could you, please, tell the responsible brother

not to delay necessary payments ?

I think, dear Brother Bage, that you should not undertake a flight to Berlin
after your meeting of the CWM at Addis Abebe in September, for discussions
should take place during Brother Seeberg's stay im India. But, you know that
you will be very welcome to us if you should find it necessary to come to
Berlin during that time.

May our Lord lead your way and may you joyfully take over your new task which
He will ask of you.

Dear Bretaren,

I like to take up a matter in this letter about which I already made
some short remarks at the meeting of the KSS on 18th March 1966. I
think that it is not unimportant for the right spiritual cooperation
between Gossner Church and Gossner Mission.

The Gossner Church is an autonomous church and is responsible for all
matters ec « That is quite clear. No word has to be added
to ity In spite of the fact that a silly voice has been raised recently
saying that the small number of foreign co~workers is a danger for the
autonomy of the Gossner Church., It is not worth-while to go into it
any further.

The Gossner Church gratefully accepts "interchurch-aid" (cf. Memorandum
March 1965). From fiE:‘?;_EIEQ, it expresses its gratefulness in the
decisions passed by the KSS. I am always glad when reading it. Not for
the sake of the Gossner Mission, but for you ! For it shows that you
are consclous of the fact that it is the Gossner Church which actually
has to care for everything. However, it is to be very welcomed that we -the G.C.~
received support from abroad for some important projects. The Gossner Church
should, therefore, express its gratefulness, for it cannot be taken for
granted.

I believe that the KSS should not only express this gratefulness, but
from time to time such persons or institutions te which help is given
directly. Why should the congregation of Chainpur or Kinkel not write

a letter of thanks o its friends in Germany who enabled them to restore
their chapels and churches ? For, they actually have to care for it them-
selves. Why do not three or four students of the Theological College sit
down together and write to their friends in Germany who gave them money ?
For, the students could hardly study without receiving this help. It is
not an unknown fund which enables them to study, but offerings given in
love., It is of spiritual importance that they get conscious of this fact.
There are still other examples which could be mentioned.

I hope that you understand my letter. Not we or the Kuratorium are anxious
to receive a letter of thanks. But, it is for the sake of the many friends
in Ostfriesland and Westfalia, in Bavaria and Lippe as well as Berlin that
we should like to print such a letter in one of our issues of the "Gossner
Mission"e Our friends would, thus, see that their offerings have gratefully
been received. This would also strengthen their faithfulness. Just remember
how often Apostle Paulus expressed his thanks in his letters ! How much he
thanked the congregation in Philippi for their parcels (cap. %, 10-20).

Thank you very much for your letter of April 6. It is alse with pleasure
that I remember my short stay in Ranchi at the end of March. I like to
thank you and all other brothers very much for your hespitality. I was
glad that there was a chance of discussing many matters of the work.

I like to state the following concerning your request to Fel@&se Rs. 35.000
as a long term loan for completing the compound wall of Ranchi.

1« I am glad that the Property Board has now given up its resistance to
accepting a long term loan for completing of the compound wall.

2+ The Kuratorium is basically ready to grant this loan. Since we are short
of money at the moment, we shall only be able to send you the money this
autumn, for to0 many requests have reached us at the beginming of the
yeare.

3s It is to be considered, however, of whether the needed sum for completing
the wall could not be covered from the momey to be received from selling
resp. leasing a site on the GELC compound at the Main Road, I think that
agreater amount of money is to be expected when leasing the site, that is
a first installment. I alreadly mentiomed it in a special letter that the
@Gossner-High~-School~Hostel as well as the completion of the compound wall
are two investments which could be paid out of this imsta¥Fment. Ve,
therefore, like to return to the matter this September or October when
we shall be in the position to possibly grant you this loan. We shall,
then, have to see whether this amount could be met by the mentioned means
out of the leasing fund.

4, Is the amount of Rs. 35.000 mentioned by you an estimate or does same
base on a written down estimate of costs of a building firm ? If not,
this estimate should be requested by the Property Board to know how
much money will precisely be needed. Maybe, some clarification is still
necessary as to where the wall is to be bullt exactly. 4s I remember,
this was not gquite clear.

5. I personally found the condition on the compound much more restless than
last year. Maybe, the completion of the compound wall will change it.
Or do the inhabitants on the compound need so much life ? Please, permit
me to express my personal impression.

l, The Gossner Evangelical Lutheran Church of Chota
Nagnur and Assam was founded over one hundred years ago,
the first early missionaries came out to India from the
Gossner Mission in Germany,

2. The G.E.L.Church is now autonomous and the relation.
shin to the Gossner Mission in Germany is one of mother and
daughter,

3. For many years now the Gossner Mission in Germany has
been subsidizing many of the institutions, such as schools
and colleges, with money collected in Germany, In recent
years the Gossner Mission has built up -

a) A technical training centre for industrial training.
b) An agricultural training farm,
c) A fully equipped hospital in the jungles of Orissa,

Personnel and teachers for these institutions have been sent
out from Germany. Apart from paying the salaries of these
teachers from Germany, many lakhs of rupees were sent over
to India in foreign exchange in erder to erect buildings

and groperties and machinery for training purnoses, ang we
still receive yearly subsidies of many lakhs, from Germany
and Switzerland.

4, In the last two years we have experdénced very grave
difficulties in obtaining entry visas for the German Nation-
als who were being sent out to undertake the task of giving
training in the various institutions,

5. The present case which I wish to bring to your attention
is that of a Dr. Dell, who is a theologian of repute in
Germany, whose services we wished to acguire to teacheGreek
and Hebrew in our Theological College in Ranchi, Bihar. To
find such a teacher in India amongst the Indian Nationals is
unfortunately impossible. The nresent teacher in the
Theological College is leavin~ the college at the end of
March this year,

8. At the end of October 1965, the G.E.L, Church invited
r. Dell from Germany to renlace the German Theologian who
was leavina Ranchi, An aoplication for the granting of a
visa to Dr. Dell was made to New Delhi, Ministry of Home
Affairs immediately. Up till January {966, the G.E.L. Church
and the Gossner Mission in Germany had r-ceived no indica=
tion that the visa apnlication had even been received, so
that the Financial Advisor of the Church, Mr. R, Montag,
§lew to Delhi and approached Mr. R.A.S. Mani, Under Secretary
for Home Affairs in order to a-certain the nosition of the
granting of this visa. Mr., Montag was given the information
that the State Government in Patna were dealing with this
case and on receiving their a proval, the visa would be
anted within one week., On his return to Ranchi, the G.E.L.

hurch contacted the District Co-missioner's office in Ranchi
to find out if the visa recommendation had been sent to Patna,
and to the disappointment of all concerned, it was discoverad
that this was not the case. The Assistant Secretary of the

- +E.L., Church, Mr. N,.E.Horo visited the Offices concerned and
was informed that the recommendation had been aporoved and
would be sent to Patna forthwith. In order to exnedite this
matter. the Assistant Secretary, Mr. N.E, Horo was sent to
the Political Denartment of the Government of Bihar, in
Patna, only to discover that the recommendation from Ranchi
had been a negative one with the remarks that 2 teacher for
Greek and Hebrew should be found in India.

7. 1 would resnectfully point out that the negative recomMe
endation of the Ranchi authorities 1is unfounded, as oreviously
stated there is no possibility of finding such a teacher in
India, It is furthmore felt by the Church and the Gossner
Mission in German! that sending such a teacher from Gemany
is in no way detrimental to the Government of India, His
salary and all expenees are naid by the Gossner Mission in
Germany, so that no £nancial burden falls upon the State

of India, cuite the contrary, a certain amount of foreion
exchange is -ent out each month to pay the salary of this
teacher. On this peint, I would also like it to be made
known that the Gossner Mission in Germany do not -end out
missionaries with the same objectives as was done many years
ago, All foreign co-workers working within the G.E.L.Church
are nurely engaged in teachino or giving technical and other
forms of training.

Persecution of Christians in village Kulpal,P.S.J
Kuchinda Sub-Division of Sambalpur District.

On 16.9.66,Hindus of village Kulpal,Jateadih,Balanda and Jamumal

jointly gmazed the standinding crops (Maize,Gora dhan and lar-plar)
cultvated by Rev,Hardugan Tuti,Catechist Christochit Mundu and shri
Prabhusahay Samad, Only the women were in the house, It happened in
the afternoon at about 2=3 P.M, In the mean time a quest of village
Bandhabhuin named Abraham Samad came there,who was severely beaten by
one Gaurochandro Dehri of village Sud-Balanda.

Next day on 17.9.66,Catechist Christochit Mundu,incharge of the
Congregation of Kulpal at Balanda,lodged a complaint against the people
of the above named villages at the police station Jamunkera.

On the same day at about 10 P.Ms in the night the beat police constable
( 0«57 ) of Jamumal came with a group of about 25 hindus with a petro=
max light in their hand and called the christians to village Jamumal ,
where about Soo people of the above named villages were assembleds There
the christians were accused of killing the cow and not giving hindu puza
chanda, The hindus demended from the christians that they would forsake
their religion failing which they would have to face mass massacre and
finally no christians would be allowed to live there. The hindus also
said that they would burn the houses and church of the christians, At
the refusal to forsake religion, four persons were beaten severely by
the hindus: Thx

At the end the hindus imposed heavy fines as a payment of puza
contribution :-

Ppfiras Semad with Rs.200/= and a Pullock ,bullock as a compa-
nsation of killing cow.
Solomon Jatarma Rs. 20/«

Some amounts were collected forth with. Patras Samad ,who couldd
not pay the amount of Rs.200/= at a time, was forced to write a bond
that he would pay the remaining sum after some months,failing which
thetrtmaining amount will be paid by some hindug for which his land will
be taken, :

18.9.66 was sunday,but no church service was conducted at the
Balanda Church(All people of Kulpal come to Balanda Church for chrch
service),because pebple were obstructed from coming by the hindus. There
was tense situation and therefore people left the houses leaving theke
things. During night time Rev.Tuti,Catechist lMansidh Dang of Kuchinda
and Suleman Bhengra of Ranigula came back to Balanda church compound
for guarding things and the church, Twice the mischief makers came but
could not do any mischief,

On 19.9.66,Rev.Tuti and others again went to Jamunkera for
submitting a diary to the police. Both the S.I. and The AeSeles were
out of stationg and the constable in-charge refused to mekx take any

diaxrye. . -

lay at about 9 A.Me(20.9466), The A.S5.I. of Janunkera came
to the spot(Balanda Church) along woth constable llo.68 of Jamunkera
and beat constable No,57 of Jamumal, Some hindus were also with the
police, The hindus were shouting a loudj,accusing the christians as
above,out the A.S.l. and other constablesgpresent there,kept silent,
only in the end the A.S.I, asked ReveTuti to go to Jamunkera the next
morning along with other persons. At about 2 P.l, Loth the comstables
mentioned above came back to Balanda Church and called Rev.Tuti and
others tof Jamumal,where about 1oo people with the A.5.I. were present
in the School building, At the arrival of ReveTuti and others, father
of Sahdev Goauntia of village Kulpal and others denounced the christians
and brought allegations that 3 '

Christians do not give puza chanda.
Christians kill cow.
Therefore the christians should leave the village if they do not forsake
__christianity and adopt hindu rituals. The police (A.S.I. and two other
“cohstables present there) kept silent when the crowd was shouting.
Mowards the end the A.S.I.adviced Rey. q?ti to obey and accept whatever

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is demanded by the hindus. At this Rev.Tuti said that he can advice the
christians of his area not to kill cow but he is prepared to face every
thing for the cause of christianity. Finally,k=k the A.S.I., said that
they (christians) whild have to leave the village within five days.
Next day on 21.9.66,Rev.Tuti came to Rajgangpur to report the
natter to the Anchal authorities, In the night several persons gathered
at the place of Mr, lM,Hemrom,the Anchal Treasurer and decided to hire a
taxi for going to the affected xmx area.
On 22.9.66, five persons(Rev.C.B2.Ekka,Shri Shantiprakash Tirkey,
Albinus Khoss.Joahoph Khakha Rajgangpur Panchayat chairman and Shri P,
Topno head Master) accompanied Rev. Tuti for Kudpal. This group intervi-
ewd the D,C. Sambalpur at night., The D.C, ardered the S,P. Sambalpur to
look in to thd matter. The S.P. directed the D.SpP, Sambalpur to inquire
into the matter the followingl day. The party was asked by the S.,P. to
proceed towards Kulpal and weit for the D.S.P. the following day till
~about 10 AJl. at Bhojpur from which road goes towards Kudpal.
Fearing of life in danger,christians of Balanda left the village
all bag and baggages in a bullock cart. They wanted to take shelte:
in the house of Shyi Johan Topno of Rengarbera, but the hindus of other
. village like Bhojpur chased them and frightened Johan Topno saying that
their lives would be in danger if they would give shelter to the chris
ians running from Kulpal and Balanda. Hence they(christians) had te
leave that plave also.
As the D.8.7. could not come ,the inquiry could not be done on
25494664 The D.S.Ps arrived on 24,9.66. The S,D.0, of Kuchinda,S,I, of
Kuchinda and The S.I.of Jamunkera were with the D.S.P. It is not known
whether the Xmmpukwy D.S.P. and others visited the spot or not, bewcause
none was there near the church., The persons on the church zeep(ﬁitt from
Ranchi,which left Rajgangpur on 24,9,66 morning) arrived Kulpal lately,
because they were searching for the persons ,who had already left Kulpal
on 22,9.,66, Knowing that the D.SP. mmibxsfeswidycmrrivedmt was
for them at Jamumal School Building, ReveTuti and others diérectly went
there. At their arrival inquiry started. The D.S.P. asked several questi
to Rev.Tuti and some others regarding the happenings, The D.S.P. secemed
to be comvinned that the christians were haraased and beaten without any
cause. Therefore he ordered the christians to come back and live without
any fear. He also said that constables would be at guard at least for
15 days.
o It is to be noted that as soon as the hindus came to know that
the police authorities were coming for investigation, constable no,57,
one of the assaultors of christians, arranged such that Shri Patras
Semad(who was severely beaten and one of the best witnesses of the fact)

Ersatz fiir das Kuh-toten,

Solomon Jatarma Rps. 20/-.
Einige weitere Betrige wurden eingesammelt. Patras Samad, der den Betrag
von Rps. 200/~ nicht bezahlen konnte, wurde gezwungen, einen Schuldschein
zu schreiben, dass er den Rest nach einigen Monaten zahlen wiirde, widrigen=
falls wiirde der Restbetrag von einigen Hindus bezahlt werden, wofiir sein

Landbesitz genommen werden wiirde.
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Am 18. September 1966 war Sonntag, aber in der Balanda Kirche wurde kein

Gottesdienst abgehalten (alle Leute aus Kulpal gehen zum Gottesdienst

in die Balanda Kirche), weil die Hindus verhinderten, dass die Christen

in ihre Kirche gelangten. Es war eine gespannte Situation, und die Leute
verliessen die Hduser und liessen ihre Sachen zuriicke In der Nacht kamen
Reve Tuti, Katechist Mansidh Dang aus Kuchinda und Suleman Bhengra aus
Ranigula nach Balanda zuriick, um im Kirchengeldnde nach ihren Angelegenheiten
zu sehen. Die Unheilstifter kamen zweimal, aber sie konnten nichts unter-
nehmen.

Am 19, September 1966 gingen Rev. Tuti und andere nach Jamunkera, um der

Polizei ein Tagebuch zu iiberbringen. Der S.I. und der A.S.I. waren beide
nicht im Dienst, und der diensthabende Polizist verweigerte die Annahme
eines Tagebuches.

Am néchsten Tag, dem 20. September 1966, ungefdhr morgens 9 Uhr, kam

der A.S.I. mit dem Polizisten Nr. 68 von Jamunkera und dem Revier=-
polizisten Nr. 57 von Jamumal zum Kirchengeldnde Balanda. Einige Hindus
begleiteten die Polizisten. Die Hindus beschuldigten die Christen mit
lauter Stimme wie oben ausgefiihrt, aber der A.S.I. und die anderen
anwesenden Polizisten sagten nichts, schlieflich bat der A.S.I. Rev.
Tuti, am nédchsten Morgen mit den anderen Personen nach Jamunkera zu
gehen. Ungefdhr um 2 Uhr nachmittags kamen beide oben erwédhnten Poli-
zisten zur Balanda Kirche zuriick und riefen Rev. Tuti und andere nzch
Jamumal, wo sich ungefédhr 100 Personen mit dem A.S.I. im Schulgeb&ude
befanden. Bei der Ankunft von Rev. Tuti und den Anderen beschuldigten
der Vater von Sahdev Gauntia aus dem Dorfe Kulpal und Andere die Christen
mit folgenden Angaben:

Christen geben kein puja-Opfer;

Christen toten Kiihe.
Aus diesem Grunde sollten die Christen das Dorf verlassen, falls sie
nicht ihren christlichen Glauben verlassen wollten und das Hindu Ritual
annehmen., Die Polizei (der A.S8.I. und die beiden anderen anwesenden
Polizisten) blieben ruhig, als die Menge ldrmte. Schliesslich riet der
AeSeIleq Rev. Tuti, zu gehorchen und das anzunehmen, was die Hindus ver=-
langten. Hierauf sagte Rev. Tuti, er kidnne den Christen seiner Gegend

raten, keine Kuh zu tdten; aber er wdre bereit, wegen seines Christen=
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glaubens allem die Stirn zu bieten. Zum Schluss sagte der AeS.I.,

dass die Christen das Dorf innerhalb von fiinf Tagen verlassen sollten.

Am ndchsten Tag, dem 21l. September 1966, kam Rev. Tuti nach Ra jgangpur,

um die Angelegenheit den leitenden Mdnnern im Anchal zu melden. In der
Nacht versammelten sich mehrere Personen bei Mr. M. Hemrom, dem Schatz=-
meister des Anchals, und beschlossen, ein Taxi zu mieten und in das
betreffende Gebiet zu fahren.

Am 22. September 1966 begleiteten fiinf Personen (Rev. C.B. Ekka, Shri
Shantiprakash Tirkey, Albinus Khess, Josheph Khakha, Vorsitzender des

Kirchgemeinderats Rajgangpury und Shri P. Topno) Rev. Tuti nach Kulpal.
Diese Gruppe befragte den Landrat Sambalpur in der Nacht. Der Landrat
bestimmte, dass der Polizeivorsteher Sambalpur von der Angelegenheit
unterrichtet werden sollte. Dieser ordnete an, dass der Leiter der
Polizei sich am folgenden Tage mit der Angelegenheit beschédftigen sollte.

Pa sie fiirchteten, ihr Leben sei in Gefahr, verliessen die Christen aus
Balanda das Dorf und packten alles in einen Ochsenwagen. Sie suchten
Schutz im Hause von Shri Johan Topno aus Rengarberaj aber die Hindus

aus anderen Dorfern wie Bhojpur jagten sie und erschreckten Johan Topno,
indem sie sagten, dass ihr Leben in Gefahr sei, wenn sie den Christen,

Die Personen in dem Wagen der Kirche (der aus Ranchi geschickt worden
war), ,urt die am 24.9.66 morgens Rajgangpur verlassen hatten, kamen
schlieflich in Kulpal an, weil sie nach den Personen suchten, die Kulpal
schon am 22.9.66 verlassen hatten.

Today although small the G.u.L. Church Fress is recognised by Churches,
Church Organisations and in public as the Press for quality in this
part of the country. ss the standard of printing is very low we try

to do better work than the average of 40 smaller or bigger Presses
e

situated in Ranchi. All kind of printing work is done in our Church

Press for the Gossner .Jvangelical Luthern Church,for other Churches
and [lissions especially their Hospitals and Schools and for the Bible
Society of India. We . can also get colour work . + from the

local Industry which no other Press in itanchi would be able to excute.

after final investments made in this year the Press is well equipped
-_-_"'h—__________

for the years to come., No extension to increase the productivity is

pldned for the near future. =

The only hinderance in the development of our Press which still sets
a 1limit to smooth and efficient running is the shortage of skilled
labour and qualified administzn Gxaff.The whole Presa_ffam_aéﬁinistration
to execution of the practical work was still depending too much on the
foreign expert. There are not sufflcient qualified persons for the
office, the Composing department and the ‘binding department Due to
the shortage of compositors not enough book work was turned out in the
Press. It is our aim and hope that 1966 we make more progress in
training of workers, staff and apprentices.

With great regret I have to report that within the last two
years 5 persons, ircluding leading staff of our parmanent employees
ceased service in order to keep the rress free of * corruption. It

was very difficult to replace these persons, but I hope sincerely that

with the present staff and a new man from another part of India the
Press will within a forseeable space of time be able to work without
a foreign expert.




Press did in 1965 not yet reach a selfsupportlnp stage mainly'

to the followmng reasons

1« Investing pefiode and starting periode was still going on.

2. Staff and labour has not yet reached the necessary standard.

S Therﬁwere a number of financial obligations when due to miss

The average salary of a compositor was in 1963 : 65-75.Rs. in 1965
90-100 Rs and will in 1960 again be raised. The working time is 45 h
per week. Some social benefits are already given but more should be
done if the financial position of the Press will permit this.

In 1965 the Board of Evangelism and Literature, which is according te

the Church constitution the body set above the Press has formed a

Press llanaging Committee. This committee consists of the Church president
as chairman and members: teachers, a pastor, government servants,
representative of the Fress workers. At the moment the committee works
out its terms of reference and the rules and regulations of the Press.

The Technical Training Centre Printers (Class

This class was originally set up in connection with T T C Fudi. It

was thoutht to train the staff of the new G.Z.L. Church Press and it
was clear that each well trained worker will find no difficulties to
get work any-where.

We could not think of giving training on a big scale, because we had
not the funds to cover the running expenditures of hostel, teacher's
salaries and material ccsts and none of the boys would have been &ble
to pay school fees but expects at last free accomodation and a stipend,




But we were astonished to find only little responece of some how
educated boys even for the few places we offered,

And though we made much efforts we could not find any boy for the
manual work of bookbinding.

The first class started in 1964, only one boy has remained in this
class, he is now in the second year and very promising.

The second class started in 1965, here we have now 4 boys and they
do also make good _progress. i)
In 1966 we intend to take 6 to 8 apprentices,
Apprentices are trained in two years. They receive practical and
theoretical training (also llathmatics, Physics English, Design) and
work practical in the press. They receive a pocket mcney of 10- to
40.- Rs and a stipend of 20.- Rs per month if their work is satisfying.
Al apprentices come from poor families.,

e

At the moment we have a small hostel for only 3 apprentices.
A8 reported earlier we suceeded in getting refund of custom duty paid
for the imported printing machines, and with approval of Brot fiir dfe
Welt we shall use part of this amount for errecting a new hostel which
can house 8 apprentices.

Especially for apprentice tralnlng we purchased with the help of an
additional grant of Brot fur d¥e Welt one used printing machine which
we errected in the end of last year. One very active young man who is
at the same time in charge of the machine section takes care of the
apprentlice training for whichlcould not spend sufficent time yet.
When our administration will become strorger in 1966 I shall devote
more time to this most important work.

The Fublishing House

The church is now furnished with a well equlpped _press which should
not depend on outside public JObS, the purpose of establishlng this
press was to enable the Ghurch to do actlve miss1onery work through
11terature. _

I“EEEEEEEEced that we technicians are not qualified to take up the
responsibility for publishing and distribution and the €hurch itself
has not the organisation to take an active part in this work. I there-
fore put a proposal to the Board of Zvangelism and Literature for

es ‘tablishing a Publlshlng House. This proposal was welcomed.

The main idea is to Separate publishing from printing and put it under.
the supervision of an experinced expert. This expert should with the
help of an already existing publishing committee organize the
publishing of required literature especially in local languages and
also organize and supervise distribution.

Small Book agencies in suitable market places are planed. In addition
to our provisional Bookshop in Ranchi three Book agencies have already
been opened at the end of 1965.




The post of a manager for this publishing house has already been
advertised. Only when a suitable experienced man is found this
important work can show progress.
