With reference to your letter No. 144/43 dated the 10th
March 1943 which you have writtend with reference to my letter
No. 39%7/43/F-24 dated the 6th March 1943, I have to say this
that there is no word "highly" in the sentence you quote in
the copy of that letter. You ask me the meaning of that
sentence., You will find the meaning in paras 2 and 3 of your
letter No. nill dated the 2nd March 1843.

In para 1 of your said letter of the 2nd March 1943,
refering the C.C.resolution you have written within barcket :-
"If I understand it correctly." This means you were not sure
of yourself as to your interpretation of the resolution of the
C.C. and hence would not come to a clear and final finding.
The reasons you have given in that para 1 are incorrect and
your fears -are groundless, as isﬂproved by Para (b) of your
letter No. 145 dated the 11th March, 1943. The last para
of your this letter makes it clear that you have no ground of
these fears now, which ﬁgu have refered to in your previous
letters about the suspision of grant and withdrawal of
recognition of the school, but even then you want teo rund the
school separately yourself as its Headmaster. In this
commection I may inform you that you Ere no longer the Head-
master since the resolution of the C.“, to that effedt which
has been duly communicated to you. The only thing now left
to you is to hand over charge of the M.E, Section of the school
at once to Mr. J.Barla. You are an ordinary teacher but will
continue to receive the same pay as you had been receiving as
Headmaster.
